Obvionsly the old organization of the
Socialist Party of Canada eould not be
used to preach the new doetrine of

{ tional Labor Unions to which some of
ltbe Marxians were members, A mew

orgnnintwn had to be formed hemee
!ﬂe organization known as the One Big
{ Union. This organization has met with
publie approbiam beesuse it is not un-
derstood; when properly understood the
O.B.U. is simply the result of s squab-
ble as to method of organization. The
| Marxians who were its chief advoeates
made all sorts of extravagant state-
ments ash to the objeet of organization.
Fortunately for them and the O.B.U.
movement the public took their claims
seriously and the resultant hostility
combined with the hostility of the gov-
ernment gave the organization an im-
petus in its initial stages that eould
not have been secured in any other
way. When the question of organization
‘was submitted to 8 vote of the unions
in Western Canada it was submitted in
this form: ‘‘ Are you prepared to break
away from the International?’’

This Proposmon Would Disfran- |
chise Not Only Teachers But ‘
All Public Employe.

One objection to the unionization of
teachers frequently heard is that the|
teachers, being publie servants, should
not align themselves with one section
of the publi¢ against another. A more
impartial attitude should prevail, ae-|
cording to this theory, or there will lw'i
danger of the schools becoming merely |
schools for trade unionists. ‘‘ Affiliation,
then, would be undemocratie, for it gen-
erates rather than obliterates class eon-
sciousness, which is a standing menace
to our democratic institutions.’’

Samples contam About Two
Pounds of Seeds; Enough to
Sow One-thirtieth of Acre.

This season, for the first time, sam
ples of flax seed are being distributed
free to farmers, from the Cereal Divi-
sion of the Experimental Farm st Otta-
wa. The samples contain about two
pounds of seed, emough to sow about
one-thirtieth of an acre. The quantity
of fibre flax seed available this season
is very small and enough requests have
already been received to dispose of it
all; but applications for samples of flax
for the production of seed can be ae-

cepted for some little
the number will necessarily limited.
These samples will be reserved chiefly
for farmers in districts where the cul
tivation of flax for seed has been found
profitable, The varieties available are
ordinary Premost, one of
the most popular sorts in Western Can
ada, and selected type ecalled
Novelty which seems superior to Pre
most in productiveness but is not quite
»0 attractive in appesrance. These free
samples furnish an opportunity for the
furmer to start the growing of a kind
of flax superior to the ordinary stoeck
usually sown.

Samples are
not being sent this season to amy mew
districts where the success of flax as a
fibre plant is deubtful or where the in
dastry of fibre production is not already
established. It is expected that a muck
larger stock of Loungstem will be avail
able for distribution another year.—O
E. Saunders, Dominion Cerealist.

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THE CONVENTION.

The Convention of the Alberta Federation of Labor which opens
in Calgary on Monday next, is a gathering the deliberations of which
are of vital interest not only to trades unionists but to the whole of
the population of this province. The Federation is primarily a leg-
islative body. The greater part of the time of its yearly gatherings
is taken up with the eonsideration of proposed legislation, that is
ealeulated to raise the status of the workers, organized and unor-
ganized, and to regulate industry in a manmer that will provide a
more comfortable living for the producers of wealth

The Federation in the past has been influential in having had
placed on the statute books of this provinee, measures that if prop-
erly administered would be of distinet benefit to the workers of
Alberta. The convention will no doubt make a vigorous protes!
regarding the non-enforcement of the Factories Aet. T}lis piece of
legislation has been practically useless sinee its inauguration, through
the laek of proper administration. The aet also requires drastie re-
vision which the Federation will no doubt press for at the coming
session of the legislature. The Building Trades Proiection Act 1s
another measure of safety for the workers that has lacked enforce-
ment. with the result that with the revival of building aetivities a
wvumber of serious and, in one case at least, fatal aceidents have
oceurred through unsafe seaffolding beimg provided for those en
gaged in the building trades. The Federation should demand Qm'
the Provineial Government shoulder its responsibility by enforeing

i the legislation provided for the protection of workmen whose loss

of life or limb is a loss to the whole community :
The Alberta Workmen’s Compensation Aet is a rmnpnn‘mwl_\
valuable piece of legislation and is being very efficiently administered
by an independent commission, a member of which is J. A ‘}\mm-_}‘_
a former president of the Federation. There is, however, considerable
room for improvement in the aet and the convention will give con-
ideration to proposed amendments. As indieated in the report of
the President and Secretary, the Compensation Act should be made
broader in its seope .and the seale of compensation needs immediate
revision upwards. The report of the President and Secretary, whu-h.
ix published in full in this issue, makes reference to a number of
other important measures that will be considered by the convention
The Federation is the mouthpiecé of the workers of this province.
It ean fairly be said to represent/the views of organized and unor
ganized Labor. The latter being inartieulate through laek of organ
ization, yet receives benefit from and enjoys in a large measure the
achievements of the organized. Thus we may truthfully say that the
deliberations of an assembly such as the Alberta Federation of Labor
Convention are of vital importanee to all the workers of the provinee.
Kesolutions of every nature, dealing with all the complex problems
of the present age will be received and given consideration by the
convention. The workers’ attitude on great questions will be decided
upon, and each and every delegate should, and believe will,
ize the responsibility that rests upon him as a representative of
