Lambton, held a- few days ago, an ad-
dress was presented to the Hon. Mr.

The husband was interdicted for mental
incapacity and a curator appointed. This
curatof was subsequently authorized by a
family couneil to bring the present action
to have the marriage set aside. The

ci unds of the action were that
g;?ix pt;l‘gro ies were Catholics; that
they had obtained no valid dispensation
from the publication of banns; that the
marriage was celebrated secretly, without
the knowledge of the husband’s relations
or friends, and by a functionary incompe-
tent to marry two Catholics. It was also
alleged that the husband was of weak in-
tellect, and had been coerced into the
marriage by unlawful means. The plea
was that the marriage was lawfully cele-
brated by a minister of the Methodist
Church of Canada; and that the interdic-
tion of the husband was ouly obtained
for the purpose of facilitating the institu-
tion of the present action. The Court
found that the hnsband was sufficiently
intelligent to give a valid consent. But
both parties were proved to be Catholics,

Cardinal Manning, recently, in a short
after-dinner speech, characterised the
brjef pontifieate of Leo.

The Week.

The outlook in the old world is by no
means as bright as many thought it
at the close of 1881. The revolt in
Herzigovina is now regarded as much
more serious than it was at first supposed
to be. The resistance to the Austrian
oonscription was but an opportunity
which those who wish to drive Austria
from the shores of the Adriatic availed
themselves. The telegrams now say that
the Panslavists, countenanced by Runassia,
are in correspondence with the insurgents,
and that Austria has information that
thereis to be an insurrection in the
whole Balkan district. It is not yet said
that the Italian revolutionaries, the party
of Italia Irridenta, are. fomenting this
insurrection, but it is probabls that they,
are, and that we shall soon hear of them.
It should be remembeeed that the revolt$
against Turkish rule commenced "in this
same district, and shat D’'Israeli, then
Premier of Great Britain, said it was fo-
mented by the secret societies. Austria
is taking means to deal with a serious out-
break, and is sending large bodies of
noldiers to the district as fast as possible.
It may yet be found that the visit of
King Humbert to Vienna was not wholly
unconnected with this trouble.

All hope of the safety of Mr. Powell,
M. P., who was carried to sea in a baloon
is now abandoned, but there will be some
difficulty about declaring his seat vacant.
Earl Gray, writing to the Conservative
candidate for one of the Northern coun-
ties, sayn that Mr. Gladstone diregards
the opinions of all the old Whig leaders,
and that all interested in land should
oppose his government. This is regarded
as a further indication of the reconstruc-
tion of parties which the growth of
Liberalism has for some time appeared to
render inevitabie.

From Ireland we hear that five other
persons have been arrested at Mill street
on the information of Connell, and that
twenty-one in all are now charged with
having participated in various outrages
committed under Connell’s leadership.
In Drumcallaher four members of the
Ladies' Land League were arrested and
imprisoned. The story that the bodies
of a process server named Hudd and his
nephew were found chained together in
Lough Mask, is now declared a hoax, and
that\at least one of the sets of arms dis-
covered by the police, belonged to
bailiffs. It is difficult to form an opinion
as to the extent to which the. No Rent
Policy prevails, but Mr. Forster’s new
idea of dividing the country into five
military districts is said not to be suc-
cessful, - 1t is stated that the government
have resolved that they will not liberate
Parnell and the other members of Parlia-
ment when Parliament meets.

The opinion that the Land Act as a
remedy for Irish grievarces is a failure,
is now pretty general amengst all but
the devoted adherents of Mr. Gladstone.
The oorrespondent of the Toronto Globe
comes to that conclusion, and his reasons
are that it can do little for the perman-
ent relief of those who live on small
patches of poor land, which would not
support them ' comfortably even if they
paid no rent; that it does not throw

The truth is that our civing
burdens are excessively heavy in propor:

doubtful value, and running lavishly into
debt, they were sustained and applauded
by some of those who now complain so
loudly of the amount of the city taxa-
tion. The great change in the fortunes
of the city has made the burden much
more grievous than even the most eau-
tious could have anticipated. [t was but
reasonable to suppose that the city wonld
continue to grow in population, in size,
and in wealth ; that by this time the po-
pulation would be at least forty thou-
sand, and the value of property at least
fifty per cent. more than it was twenty
years ago. Instead of that our popula-
tion is smaller by nearly three thousand
than it was ten years ago, smaller in real-
ity, we believe, than it was twenty years
ago ; the market value of real estate is
from one-third to one-half less than it
was twenty years ago, and the total in-
come of the population from all sources
—wages, profits, and the earnings of
ships, etc., is much smaller than it wis
twenty years ago. For those

The principal business done at the
meeting of those landlords who are spoken
of as the more moderate section, was to
attack, and, as far as possible, to intimi-
date the Commissioners appointed to car-
ry out the Land Act.

| As was indicated in recent de—1
| spatches, Martin Kankowsky, alias Louis |
| Kettler, alias Charles Reyman, who mur- |
| dered Philomena Muller on May 3 last in |
| Opdyke's Woods, on the Bergentine road, |
near Guttenburg, Hudson County, 8. |
| J., was hanged in the Hudson County |
| Jail, Jersey City. The circumstances of
| the murder are among the most remark-
iable in the annals of crimes. The body
of the murderer’s victim was not discov-
{ered until ten days after she was slain.
| The place where the murder was commit-!
|ted 1s noted in the north of Hudson

| County for similar crimes of which it has
| been the scene. It is situated at the'
| junction of the Bergenline and “Bull’s
‘i Head Boulevards, and is bul sparsely set-
tled, the tavern and brewery of a man
| named Neungmesser being the house
| nearest the place where the remains were

\ found.

The body lay a distance of about 125
| feet east of the Bergenline Boulevard,
| the head being turned towards the boule-
vard. The features were blackened by
decomposition, and-her skull was crushed,
apparently by the -blow of a stone. The
eyes were gone, an ear-ring had been
| torn from the left year, and the right ear
was also lacerated, although an ear-ring
still remained in its lobe. The nose was
crushed, the scalp almost hairless, and
there were wounds over the right eye and
on the left temple,

In one pocket of the cress a cameo
brooch was found, and near the body a
copy of The Staats*Zeitung, bearing the
date of April 29, was picked up. The hat
was wissing. ~The -appearance of the
ground indicated that the attack and
stroggle ocourred. some- -distance from
where the body was discovered.

They are stronger than their landlords.
Left to themselves, they would have hin-
dered this rack-renting long ago. Injus-
tice was sup d by the strength of the
empire, and it is no longer supported.
Were I an Irishman I shounld be grateful
to Mr. Gladstone for carrying out'a need-
ful reforfn in spite of abuse; but I should
not be particularly grateful to England.

In order to understand the ‘‘Irish
question” we must get rid of many theo-
rigs that are but prejudices; and we must
try to look at the entire question from
the Irish point. History. proves that
wherever there has been a difference of
opinion between the Irish and the English
we have had to avow ourselves in the
wrong, because in the end we have adopt-
ed Irish opinion. The historieal pre-
sumption is, therefore, that there is a
good deal to be said for Irish opinion now.

It turns out- that the danger of fire
from the electric light and the appurten-
ances is very great.
