Washington. June • 4.—The intense 
gravity of the present international 
situation so far as concerns the United 
States was emphasized when the cabinet 
met today.

Confronted with the final approval of 
the rejoinder to Germany, which is to 
go forward probably within the next few 
hours. President Wilson summoned to • 
his aid Robert Lansing, counsellor of 
state department.

This was the first time the counsellor, 
admittedly one of the great international 
law experts in the United States, has 

i been present at a cabinet meeting which 
his chief. Secretary Bryan, also attended.

Radical Departure.
It was also a radical departure from 

ordinary procedure. Heretofore the 
President has consulted the counsellor 
alone. Today he sent for him to aid in 
making the rejoinder to Germany cor­
rect to the last detail, so that there may 
be no slip and no excuse- for further 
delay in dealing with points affecting 
the honor of the United States.

Lansing took with him to the cabinet 
meeting the brief he has prepared, deal­
ing with issues raised by Germany in 
her unsatisfactory note received here 
last Monday night.

All Irrelevant.
The cabinet, will sweep aside as ir­

relevant the Lusitania contentions, in­
cluding affidavits alleging that the liner 
was armed and carried explosives, 
which were otherwise described in her 
manifests.

It was generally expected that 
the complete note will set forth that 
all other points raised by Germany must 
be disregarded until the United States 
is assured that the rights guaranteed to 
this country under international law are 
recognized.

MEMBERS RETICENT.

Washington, June 4.—Following the 
i cabinet meeting, the members were un­
usually reticent, but there was some in­
dications that the note had not finally 
been disposed of.

"We reached no final conclusion about 
anything," said one.

In answer to questions, Secretary of 
State Bryan replied:

. comprehensive plane for relieving the 
Mexican civilian population from fur­
ther distress and hunger, resulting 
from the incessant warfare in the south­
ern republic.

All the relief plane in which Govern­
mental agencies are aiding were ready 

be laid before the Red Cross execu­
tive committee today. They included 
the organization of special committees 
In the principal cities of the country for 
the collection and forwarding of sup­
plies to Mexico, supervision over the 
movement of supplies, efforts to secure 
either tree transportation or reduced 
rates for foodstuffs to border points, 
•nd Instruction by the Government to 
consular officers and military posts 
•long the border to aid in assembling 
end moving food supplies.

Answer Awaited.
Meantime, the effect of President Wil- 

son’s demand for order on the leaders 
of the various military factions in Mex­
ico still was awaited with keen Interest 
here. It is not definitely known here 
whether or not all the factional leaders 
have received the President's state- 
ment, although official advices told of 
the receipt by U. S. consular repre- 
sentatives in Mexico of copies.

The ultimate outcome of the batt’e 
between Villa and Obregon forces at 
Gilao also was awaited with interest. 
Meagre official advices confirmed 
claims of a victory for Villa. Upon the 
result of this battle hinges supremacy 
In Central Mexico, and possibly the suc- 
cess of a final effort to bring the con­
tending factions together to establish 
a new government.

Motor Company announced today that it 
had increased its authorized capital 
stock from $2,000,000 to $100,000,000, and 
had declared a stock dividend of $48,000,- 
000, payable July 1,

A cash dividend was declared on the 
original authorized stock of $2,000,000, 
but the amount was not made public. 
The stock dividend increased the hold­
ings of Henry Ford, president of the 
company, by $27,840,000. James Cou- 
zens, vice-president, receives $5,000,000.

The stock increase brings the issued 
capital stock of the concern to a valu­
ation of $50,000,000. The remaining $50,- 
000,000, it was announced, will remain 
in the company’s treasury “to be used 
as conditions demand In the future.”

Relieved French.
“As a matter of fact," they write, "we 

relieved the French batteries on our 
front one week before the row started, 
and we were in the scrap from the very 
start; that is, 10 minutes to 4 on April 
22, and this battery (the 12th) and the 
9th (Toronto battery) were the last to 
leave the fight. At present (May 16), we 
are being relieved, and are the last of 
the Canadians to leave these parts.

"The 2nd and 3rd Canadian Artillery 
and Infantry Brigades bore the brunt 
for the first two days, as the 1st Artil­
lery and Infantry Brigades were in re­
serve on the 22nd. Most of them did 
not move up from the rear for at least 
36 hours. We have had nearly two 
weeks more of this than your much- 
beloved 1st Brigade. Consult the cas­
ualty lists from April 1 to May 31. This 
includes the date of the battle, as cas­
ualties are not always reported until 
weeks after. You seem to have for­
gotten that the 12th is the old 6th Lon­
don battery."

Not In Back Seat.
The letter concludes by saying that 

nearly all the London boys are doing 
well, and everything is going fine. “We 
are not taking a back seat for any of 
them," they say.

As to Mr. Randall.

The members of the 
12th Battery read of his home-coming in 
The Advertiser of April 23rd.

SWEDISH VESSEL SUNK.

guns on her forward and aft decks. An 
official remarked that the Government 
felt satisfied that the report of Collector 
Malone, of New York, that the Lusitania 
was not armed would be sufficient to 
substantiate the assertion of the Ad­
miralty here if any substantiation were 
needed.

So far as the British Government is 
concerned, no further statement will be 
made on the question of the Lusitania’s 
being armed, unless Washington wants 
one. The Government has the affi­
davits of one hundred or more passen­
gers of the Lusitania, in which all 
assert that the steamer was unarmed, 
tn fact, no passengers coming here said 
anything to the contrary.

Every inquiry Made.
After the Lusitania incident the 

greatest care was taken by the news­
papers here to inquire whether the 
Lusitania carried guns. This corre­
spondent put the question to the sur­
vivors as they reached Queenstown, 
and again when they arrived in London. 
They all agreed that the Lusitania was 
unarmed.

Since then the court of inquiry, which 
is to hold a Lusitania inquest soon, and 
of which Lord Mersea is the head, has 
taken a large number of preliminary 
affidavits, going into all phases of the 
affair. Everyone asserts with the ut­
most firmness that the Lusitania did not 
have any guns.

Rome, June 3—Via Paris, June 4.—An

Homer Beach Lilley, son of Frank 
Lilley, manager of the Eagle Pencil 
Company, of New York City, and a 
grandson of Mr. and Mrs. Charles 
Lilley, has been wounded at the front. 
Pte. Lilley, who is 21 years of age, was 
at Port Arthur working with an en­
gineering party when the war broke 
out. and enlisted. He was transferred 
to the 8th Battalion at Winnipeg.

A letter recently received by his 
father, who is a native Londoner, and 
forwarded to the young soldier's grand­
parents, is as follows:

About midnight on Wednesday, the 
German heavy artillery began a terrific 
cannonade; our guns answered. This 
awoke the whole line, and in less than 
a half-hour guns were booming along 
a front of ten miles from Zonnebeke to 
Lizerne. All night long the fight raged.

Germans Mowed Down.
On Thursday, the Germans made a 

wicked attack on our lines, and with 
the aid of gas bombs gained a tem­
porary advantage, but they paid dearly 
for it. We took a stand at St. Julien, 
just west of the Haanebeek stream, 
and believe me. we gave them "hell.” 
They were mowed down by our infantry 
fire, which was supported by a hail of 
shrapnel from our artillery, and the 
road leading into St. Julien from Kers- 
selaere was covered with German 
corpses. The sight of their infantry 
creeping across the open space in front 
of the trenches in a brilliant sunshine, 
with hundreds of shells bursting over­
head. and a murderous hail of bullets 
all around, was impressive, to say the 
least. The bursting of the big shells 
terrify you at first. They make enor­
mous pits in the ground when they 
strike, and come through the air with 
the roar of an express train, but in time 
you get used to it. and laugh at them. 
We held them on that day, and the next 
morning advanced and gained some of 
the lost ground.

Shoota Left-Handed.
It was in this engagement that I got 

the shrapnel in my left hand and elbow, 
which put me out of commission, as 1 
shoot left-handed.

Altogether, we were about thirty days 
in the trenches, and in the engagements 
described above we were fighting about 
sixty hours, and slept fifteen. Our 
losses were heavy, but we inflicted con­
siderable loss on the Germans. They 
must have lost close upon 3,000 men in 
three days, from Poelcappe le to St 
Julien, and double that at other points, 
because the French and Belgians to our 
extreme left, and the British to our 
right, also had terrific battles, and 
made good gains; but. they dug into 
some of the fellows pretty hard on our 
immediate right, just east of St. Julien, 
and also to our left, near Langemarck,

The German reinforcements for the 
attacks on Steenstraate, Pilken and St. 
Julien, were very strong The troops 
were brought from bodies of German 
forces escelloned in the rear of their 
advanced trenches, and from other fields 
of battle. Their dash at our front cer­
tainly was courageous. This battle will 
no doubt be one of the heroic incidents 
of the war in Flanders.

Must Fall Back.
There is every indication now that it 

will only be a matter of a short time 
when the Germans will be compelled to 
fall back all along the line in Flanders 
and Belgium; but don’t think the war 
is over. There is a lot of hard fighting 
ahead of us yet. Our men will have a 
respite, until the moment comes for 
them to move again.

My eyes were badly affected by the 
gas fumes, and they say I will have to 
wear glasses when I return to the front. 
Am at the Base Hospital in France. Ad­
dress as before, adding, "Base Hospital, 
France.” Tell mamma not to worry. I 
am, better oft than a million dead men. 
Fondest love to all.”

"That shows how true they are to 
you.” the magistrate said. "Do you 
wish to be sworn?" She didn’t know 
what that meant.

Mrs. Warren said her neighbors were 
unkind to her. "They wouldn’t even 
give me some water when I asked 
them," she said. The caretaker of the 
cemetery, Pat Gleason, who was one 
of the witnesses, and who declared that 
the house was a nuisance to the entire 
neighborhood, explained that he bad 
refused the prisoner water because, he 
said, she was not a fit character to 
come onto his premises.

Has a Friend There.
"Why, I have a friend buried in that 

cemetery,” Mrs. Warren told him re­
provingly. The soldiers she said used 
to drop in to play the organ. Only 
two girls had ever been there, and they 
were both drunk, so she threw them 
out.

“Oh, I don’t want to hear any more 
of your troubles." she said with a toss 
of her head, to the magistrate, who 
had not spoken for fifteen minutes.

“Don't think I'm afraid to go to jail, 
though."
Early next week the jail authorities 
will have a physician examine Mrs. 
Warren in order to determine her men­
tal status. During her trial this morn­
ing she broke out frequently with 
audible remarks, about mind readers 
and millionaires. One drink of gin, she 
declared, sent her raving and crazy.

PRZEMYSL AGAIN 
AUSTRIAN.

THE news that the Galician fortress 
1 of Przemysl has been taken by 

the Germans and Austrians perhaps 
sounds worse than it is. For weeks 
Przemysl has been the objective of the 
great Teuton drive, and so titanic has 
been the conflict for the possession of 
the fortress that there is an inclination 
to consider its capture a disastrous blow 
to the Russians. This is not necessarily 
the case. Unless the Russian retreat 
becomes a disorganized rout, the fall of 
Przemysl is merely incidental to the 
main campaign of the Germans, who are 
trying to drive the Russians back to 
their own territory. It is no more a 
disaster than Von Kluck’s rush back to 
the Marne when the Allies halted and 
turned his march towards Paris. It will 
not eliminate Russia from the struggle, 
the only result that would adequately 
compensate the Teutonic alliance for the 
frightful losses they have Incurred.

And with the war going favorably for 
the Allies on all the other fronts, no 
better game could be played by the 
Grand Duke Nicholas than to simply 
keep the enemy engaged. It .is said 
that the Teutons are using more than a 
million men against the Russians, and

Am glad to 
give a few suggestions, hoping they 
may be found helpful:

Sport coat or woollen sweater, wool- 
ler skirt, two middy blouses, crash 
suit or dress, crash outing hat or long 
scarf to tie over hair, one pretty dress 
of muslin or silk for any special wear 
that may be necessary. , Take a change 
of underwear, kimono and a couple of 
pairs of stockings. It is well to wear 
a pair of high boots or stout Oxfords, 
for a trip of this sort, with a pair of 
pumps in the suitcase if there is room.

NORWEGIAN STEAMER
TORPEDOED AND SUNK

Enemy Pursued and Defeated Along the 
Euphrates In Mesopotamia.

LONDON. June 3.—An account of re­
cent fighting between British and Turk­
ish forces in Mesopotamia was given out 
officially here today as follows:

“After hostile columns which recently 
threatened us on the lines of the 
Euphrates and Karun Rivers had been 
successfully dispersed, as described in 
previous communiques, a combined 
naval and military attack was organ­
ized on the morning of May 31 against 
the remaining hostile forces in the posi­
tion a couple of miles north of Kurna.

“Starting at 1:30 a.m. our troops, 
partly by wading, partly by boats skill­
fully executed a turning movement. The 
enemy’s guns were soon silenced by 
our artillery. Excellent practice was 
made by naval guns and by a territorial 
battery, which was especially conspi­
cuous. The heights occupied by the 
Turks were seized by noon and the ene­
my fled, leaving three compound guns, 
complete with ammunition, and nearly 
250 prisoners in our hands.

“After harmlessly exploding several 
heavily charged mines discovered later 
in the river bed and on land, we con­
tinued our advance on June 1, but found 
that the enemy had hastily evacuated 
his camps at Barhan and Ratta, leaving 
a number of tents standing. He was 
observed retreating in steamers and na­
tive boats which were speedily pur­
sued by the naval flotilla.

Now that Przemysl has fallen, render­
ing it possible for Gen. Mackenzen to 
continue his movement eastward, he 
would naturally meet a check at the 
Russian fortified positions partly com­
posed of a chain of lakes extending north 
and south, about eighteen miles west 
of Lemberg.

On to Lemberg.
It is thought, however, that these 

positions will prove untenable because 
Gen. Linsingen, having crossed the 
Dniester to the west of Mikolajow, will 
likely cut the communications ’with 
Lemberg. The Austro-German plan of 
operations against Lemberg apparently 
is the same as against Przemysl. They 
are expected to throw columns on both 
sides of the city, and then press to­
gether some distance beyond it

In the meantime this movement 
seems to threaten the Russian slight­
ing around Nadworna.

With a view of the double success at 
Przemysl and Stry it is expected in 
Vienna that the Galician campaign will 
move at an accelerated pace the next few days. next

BERLIN NOT SURPRISED. 
[Canadian Press.]

Berlin, June 4.—The quick fall of 
Przemysl, to which the chief contribut­
ing factors were the Austrian 12-inch 
mortars and the impetuous bravery of 
the Bavarians, came as no surprise to 
initiated circles in Berlin. It was known 
that, in spite of desperate exertions which the Russians were making to save 
the situation in Galicia, Gen. Dimit- 
rieff s armies were in no shape to offer 
a successful resistance to the Austro- 
German forces. The capture of 
Przemysl is looked upon as a prelimin- 
ary in the campaign for Lemberg.
. The San line is regarded as no longer 
tenable; the Dniester line is already 
trembling, and the Austro-German army 
is pushing forward toward a point to 
the rear of Lemberg, and is now barely 
35 miles southeast of Lemberg.

Big Gap Opened.
The fall of Przemysl was due to the 

breach driven into the girdle of forts 
from the north by the Bavarian troops. 
The gap opened by the capture of five 
works was almost five miles wide and 
big enough to drive a whole army 
through. The inner lines were, under 
the circumstances, utterly unable to re­
sist the pressure. The garrison by night­
fall Wednesday had been driven back 
to the outskirts of the city itself The 
other forts of the fortress were exposed 
to attack from the rear, as well as the 
front, and by dawn Thursday both fort- 
ress and town were restored to Austrian 
rule.

Another Holiday.
The garrison at Przemysl, according 

to reports received here, comprised at 
least two divisions of infantry includ- 
ing regular line troops and newly-raised 
imperial militia. The captives include a 
large number of stragglers and unor­
ganized soldiers, who were separated 
from their units during the confused 
retreat from Dunajec and the Carpa­
thians.

No report has yet been received as 
to the amount of artillery and stores 
captured, but it is thought that there 
•ras much artillery, because the Rus­
sian siege guns used in Investing 
Przemysl were in great part mounted 
in the reconstructed fortress, only a 
small part having been sent to the 
Carpathians after the capture of the 
fortress by the Russians.

Otherwise, it 
was said, he would not have been per­
mitted to take passage, as the line has 
been at great pains to exclude from its 
passenger list anyone whose name or 
connections might cause delays or de­
tention of the ship by war vessels en 
route to her destination.

Mr. Gerhard registered under his own 
name, giving his home as New York 
city. Whether he is an American citi­
zen was unknown.

At a meeting of the public library 
board held last evening, the members 
of the board expressed considerable dis­
satisfaction to the mayor, who was pres­
ent at the meeting, for lack of courtesy 
on the part of the mayor and the board 
of control for not answering a letter 
which was written to them on February 
13, asking possession of the two stores 
in the East London Town Hall, which 
were voted to the public library board 
for a term of three years by last year’s 
council.

No Increase in Expense.
The library board planned to open a 

branch library for the people of the 
East End, believing that the industrial 
district was entitled to a branch for the 
benefit of the families, and especially 
the children, who live at such a great 
distance from the main library. The 
board is able to do this without In­
creasing its expenditure over last year; 
in fact, it would be doing so by asking 
for $2,000 less than the half-mill to 
which it is entitled. The library board 
has always been economical. Its ex­
penditure has always been low. During 
the last ten years it has asked for nearly 
$20,000 less than it was entitled to. Last 
year the library property was practically 
paid for, and it was with the amount of 
money formerly paid on the debt that

According 
to advices reaching Udine today, the 
Italians are still in possession of the 
ridge.

The advance of the Italians across the 
Isonzo has been accomplished in the 
face of unusual difficulties. In conse­
quence of heavy rains it was impossible 
to ford the Isonzo except for detach­
ments of cavalry, whose horses swam 
across the river. Engineers, protected 
by artillery, constructed pontoon 
bridges for the infantry.

More Difficulties.

These gentle­
men were obliged to stop at some mem­
ber’s house from Saturday until Mon­
day. The visits of these students or 
professors have been by some people 
construed to be visits of strange Ger­
mans to this city.

The subject of the essay, "Made-In- 

London manufactures, showing how 
the people of London can, by buying 
goods made by Londoners keep London 
money in London and give employment 
to London people,” given by the educa­
tional committee of which E. R. Dennis 
is chairman. is introduced in the first 
prize essay by a review of present con­
ditions, which render Imperative the 
patriotic duty of buying where possible 
the products of Canadian industry. The 
essay advises London people as a civic 
duty, to familiarize themselves with 
articles made in London, and commends 
"Made-In-London" exhibitions for this 
purposes. In city work and contracts 
preference should be given to London 
goods, London contractors and London 
labor. The advertising of London made 
goods in the London district Is ad­
vocated as good business. The closing 
paragraphs of this paper advocate co- 
operation. “If we learn the secret of 
success—co-operation—we will not feel 
the shock of war as would be the case 
if each were careless of the city’s wel­
fare and thought only of self. Let us 
from now make unity our watchword 
and we will see our city forge ahead.” 

An Industrial Awakening.
The paper which is awarded the sec­

ond prize points out that the war has 
brought about an industrial awaken­
ing in Canada. "For several centuries 
the vast Dominion has slumbered in 
the arms of European manufacturers, 
thoroughly satisfied that these arms 
would always be capable of sustaining 
their patronizing burden.” The writer 
sees “the toddling infant, Canada, sud­
denly left to its own resources, fully
