Drunken Man Aw;kcned From
His Nap on Cattle Guard
Near Elmstead.

SECOND “MYSTERY"

Provincial Officers Confident
That They Will Locate
“‘Spirits.”

Special to The Advertiser
by a Staff Reporter.

Elmstead, Ont., April 17.—Elm-
stead has a reputation for “live
corpses.” Twice within two months
federal, provincial and county police
have been called to Elmstead to un-
ravel murder mysteries, On each
occasion the “body” has been the
missing link, but invariably
“murdered”’” man demonstrates be-
yond all question of a doubt that
the facts in the case have heen slight-
ly distorted. Sunday the latest mur-
der mystery threatened to claim the

attention of the province.
It was all due to superstition on

the part of Paul Lesperance, a sec- |

tion man. This employee was on duty
along the C. P. R. tracks a few miles
west of Elmstead, at the Church
Road crossing, when he spied the
prostrate form of a man lying on
the cattle guards, just east of the
r~Mssing'. A cursory glance satisfied
him that the man was dead. Had he
but felt the man's pulse or listened
for signs of heart action, he could
have assured himself the “corpse”
was very much alive.

But Lesperance does not believe in
touching a dead body. He was not
going to incriminate himself by leav-
ing finger prints on the corpse, and
he warned others to be on their guard
in this respect, his neighbors say.

Notifies Agent.

His only thought was to notify the
station agent at Elmstead, L. M. Pat-
terson. Patterson, in turn, notifred
London ofticials of the discovery, and
stated that he and Lesperance were
going back to get the body. They
carried out their®intentions—as far
as sthey could. They returned to the
scene of the “crime,” only to find
that some mysterious agent had in-
tervened and removed the body.

Then the detectives were called to
the scene. They at once began to
search the countryside for the body.
Not until Monday was the truth
learned. Several farmers living at
Klondyke, a hamlet but a few hun-
dred feet distance from the spot
where the body had been found, ex-
ploded the mystery. They had seen
the inert body lying on the cattle
guards and investigated. They at
once decided the man was almost
paralyzed with liquor. They managed
to rouse him from his drunken stupor
and send him staggering on his
way. As he reeled along the Church
road the resuscitated “corpse” hid
his face from the view of church-
goers homeward bound.

Saw the Man.

“I passed that spot and saw the
man,” deciared Frank Dame, Klon-
dyke blacksmith. *I had my children
in the buggy with me and 'was driv-
ing a very frisky horse, and so could
not risk getting out of the buggy.
Another man passed the spot abou!
the same time as I, and at first he
thought the young man was his son.
When he discovered such was neot the
case he left the stranger and drove
home. There was certainly a great
many oflicers out this way Sunday.”

Although none of the people who
saw the “mystery man” could identify
him positively, a few believed hirﬁ
to be a young Windsor resident,
whom they knew hy sight, but could
not name.

Provincial police today were trv-
ing to discover the identity of tile
man, in an effort to find the source
of the liquor, which had such a
“mummifying” kick.

Sunday’s spirit episode revived the
story somewhat similar occur-
rence two months age. At that time

Paris, April 17.—A call upon the
nations of the worl¢ to break all re-
lations with the soviet government
of Russia, was issued yesterday by
the Russian national committee here
in the form of a public statement
signed by A. Kartachoff, Michael
Fedoroff and Jules Semenoff. The
statement was drafted in connection
with the forthcoming trial of Arch-
bishop Tikhon, former patriarch of
the Russian Orthodox Church.

SENTENCE ELEVEN TO DEATH.

Moscow, April 17.—The trial of
eighty-six government employees,
tradesmen and commissjoners, has
just ended. They were charged with
bribery and corruption before the su-
preme criminal tribunal, under the
chairmanship of Jacob Peters, who
was once known as the leader of the

Red Terror in Moscow.

Eleven officials of the Moscow
housing department were sentenced
to death, without the application of
amnesty; twelve were sentenced to
ten years’ imprisonment; fifteen to
five years’ imprisonmegt, and 24 to
three yvears. All the sentences include
c:)ntfiscation of their property to the
state,

Passengers Narrowly Escape as
Toronto Train Wrecked
Last Night.

Canadian Press Despatch
Kitchener, April 17.—Passenger

train No. 37 on the G. T. R, leaving !

Toronto at 6 o'clock, and due to ar-
rive at Kitchener at 8:11, left the
rails at a point about two miles east
of Breslau last night a few minutes
before 8 o’clock, scattering the five
coaches and baggage car on each
side of the tracks, the engine alone
remaining on the rails. Most of the
passengers were badly shaken up and
slightly bruised, but according to lat-
est reports no one was seriously hurt.
The train was running at a fast speed
after passing through Mosboro, and
that none of the passengers was killed
is considered miraculous.

Grand Trunk officials in this city
were at a loss this morning to ac-
count for the cause of the wreck,
but it is believed a loose rail likely
was the cause of the derailment. The
passengers were removed to Kitchen-
er about midnight in auxiliary
coaches brought up from Stratford by
the wrecking crew sent out to clear
the tracks.

Cleared by Noon,

It was stated this morning by John
Milhausen, G.T. R. agent here, that
the wreck would be cteared about
noon. G. T. R. traffic was tied up
last night, but the schedule was re-
sumed here this morning at 9:15.

Wild rumors were in circulation
throughout the city early this morn-
ing that several persons were fatally
injured, and that a large number of
the casualties had been taken to hos-
pitals in Guelph. Thls was denied
this morning.

The chief question to be brought
before the council affecting the Uhit-
ed States is the proposal of sending
a note to America asking how far
that government is willing to co-
operate in control of traffic in arms
and ammunition, considered one of
the most important causes of war.
Nothing can be done toward this end,
it is thought, unless the United States
agrees to join the movement.

The United States was one of the
original signatories of the treaty of
St. Germain, but the Senate refused
to ratify the convention, and all the
otheér parties, therefore, refused to
accept it.

In view of the recent proposal of
President Harding that the United
States join the international court of
Justice, equal interest is attached to
the action to be taken in electing a
successor to the late Judge Ruy
Barbosa of Brazil. As in the past,
the United States will still have a
r.ght to submit a candidate for the
place, even if she cannot or does not
wish to participate in the actual
election. ;

The resolution introduced before
the league permanent white slavery
advisory commission by Miss Grace
Abhbott, the American representative,
calling upon the council to appoint an
international commission for an im-
mediate investigation of leading ports
of the world, will also be taken up.
This is designed to determine the
actual status of the white slave traf-
fic, and on the information gained the
league plans to work out a definite
program for fighting the evil.

G. Howard Ferguson
Declares Present Session Too
Short To Consider Bills.

Toronto, April 17.—Suspicions that
the Conservative party will fight to
the bitter end the government's elec-
toral referm program, particularly
Proportional representation and the
single transferrable vote were amply
eonfirmed in the Legislature last
night and early this morning. when
the second reading of the redistrivu-
tion bill wag taken up. The debate
i went on from 10:20 till a few minutes
"after four, following a four-hours'
rambling speech by Col. J. A. Currie,
who at one time threatened to talk
till 9 a.m.

Proportional representation is a
- perfect bugbear to the Conservative
member for Southeast Toronto, and
‘though the principle of the bill was
redistribution, he fastened on :
clause which provided that if pro-
porticnal representation carried, it
would be left to the redistribution
committee to designate the constitu-
encies where such would he supplied.

Refuses Suggestion.

It was pointed out
Drury that Col. Currie
emple opportunity to speak on pro-
portional representation when that
particular bill was before the house,
but he refused to foilow this sugges-
tion and insisted on his right to talk

of the clause in the redistribution
bill. The premier regarded this as a
technicaiity, but the speaker ruled
that he could not prevent C'ol. Currie
speaking on this subject.

The Toronto member spun out his
remarks to the limit, and was twice
ruled against for wandering from the
biil under discussion. He could not
refrain from alluding to diabetes
smallpox and other extranc ous mat-
tees, and referred to BEanting, Jenner,
2nd Pasteur and others who had “put
milestones in the history of medi-
c¢ine.”

Col. Currie was apparently presum-
ing a policy of obstruction, and at
one period Premier Drury exclaimed:
“If these are the tactics to be fol-
lowed, we can only meet force with
force.”

Repudiates Intention,

Later on Mr. Ferguson repudiated
any intention on his part to obstruct,
but stated if members desired to
speak on matters affecting their con-
stituencies they had a perfect right
and he would not prevent them.

Premier Drury remarked it was
not a question of taking away the
rights of members; it was a question
of advisability of talking at such
length on the bill. Col. Currie had
taken almost four hours to state
what could have been said in five
minutes,

An appeal was made
the debate, George 8. Henry saying
that he and several other members
desired to speak. Premier Drury was
agreeable to adjourn if they could
finish Col, Currie off.

The Toronto Conservative raised
laughter when he said he had some
more remarks to make and he would
like to look over some notes. (t

Port Stanley and Fingal Pres-
byterians Petition for One

Joint Church.

Consideration of two calls and
resolution from the congregations of
Port tSanley and Fingal, expressing
willingness to unite, constituted the
business for which a special meeting
of the Presbytery of London assem-
bled this morning in the First Pres-
byterian Church.

The Port Stanley resolution was
kanded over to the general interests
committee, with the injunction that
a report be brought before the next
regular meeting of presbytery. The
difficulty in connection with the case
arises over the fact that if amalga-
mation is carried out, it wil] mean
the resignation of either one or both
of the rainisters now in charge in the
congregation, and at least an influ-
ential portion of the London Presby-
tery ura opposed to any movement
which would have this result.

Raise Minimum Stipend.

The most gratifying feature of the
special session was the announce-
raent from the congregation of Wal-
lacetown, in extending a call to Rev.
J. R. Douglas, M.A., of iKrkhill, in the
Presbytery of Glengarry, that they
viere willing to raise the new stipend
of $1,800.

A resolution was framed whereby
the congratulations of the presby-
tery were extended to the congrega-
tion, which, numbering but 65 fam;-
lies, is establishirg an enviable record
among the smaller congregations in
l.endon Presbytery.

The sessions and board
2€Ts were represented by
Keilar and Arthur Gow, and the call
Was submitted by Rev. Mr. Carr of
West Lorne, interim moderator of
Wallacetown, all three speakers sig-
rifying the unanimity of the congre-
gation in the wish to have Mr. Doug-
las take charge of the church. The
call was largely signed, the names of
118 appearing out of a possible 133.

URGES STUDENTS
[0 STRIVE TO GET
G0OD EDUCATIONS

Dr. A. J. Grant Poiats Out tl\e‘
Value of Securing
Matriculation.

SEES BRIGHT FUTURE

Declares Young People Must
Prepare for Period of
Prosperity.

Pupils at the Central Collegiate In-

stitute, who are on the home stretch
in the matriculation race, were in-
spired to greater effort by a splen-
did talk on the value of education by
Dr. A. J. Grant in the auditorium of
the school at 9 o’clock this morning.

Dr. Grant, who was accompanied
by Oliver Keene and Henry Pocock,
represented the vocational guidance
committee of the Rotary Club. It
was first address of a series planned
by the Rotarians to help children
struggling for secondary education.

“I am speaking especially to those
of you who are going up for matri-
culation,” Dr. Grant sald. “We who
have been over the same road which
you will shortly follow, seek merely
to point out the holes in the bridges
and the bumps in the way, and if
possible to make them a bdit easier
for you or help you avoid them.

Definite Step.

“Matriculation always seems to me
as the end of a road more or less. It
is something definite in the educa-
tional side of a man's lifa To stop
without it a man has nothing, for it
is the doorway to the professions and
higher education generallyt

“If you childrem donot get your ma-
triculation now, it is not likely that
you will ever get it. Some retrace
their steps after they leave school,

.| but they are exceptions.”

Dr. Grant stated that the present
age was a young man’'s age. Young
people, he said, were getting oppor-
tunities that weare unknown to young
people a few years ago. Young men
and women were filling executive
positions and were supplying the
driving force as never before.

“The pace is a fast one,” he warned
his voung auditors. “If you are not
thoroughly equipped vyou will be
forced to drop out. Many do drop
out. The ranks of mediocrity are
filled with the fallen.”

Sees Bright Future.

“Think what will happen when the

world gets its house in order. That
time is coming despite the discourag-
ing outlook at the present time. You
will be young men and women then,
and the destiny of this part of Can-
ada will be in you rhands. I look for
a period of unprecedented ‘prosperity
for this country, and you must be
prepared to do your share.
“We hear it said quite often that
the success of the world is by no
means confined to men of education,
The statement is broad; much too
broad, in fact. The trath is that un-
educated men who succeed are pos-
sessed with those dominant and ex-
cellent qualities that carry them to
the top despite their handicap.

“A recent survey made of all posi-
tions in the United States carrying
with them salaries of $10,000 and
more showed that a vast majority
in uni-
versities. It proves that higher edu-
cation is of great value in the busi-
ness world as well as in the profes-
sions.

“Get down to your work. You have
the brains that will carry you through
any test if you will but apply your-
selves. And remember ail of London
is watching you.” L

Dr. Grant was introduced by Prin-
cipal W, H, T. Mooney, who acted
as chairman.

Addresses are to be given at the
South London Collegiate and the
Technical School in the near future.

URGES RESIDENTS
USE BACKYARDS
AS PLAYGROUNDS

Public Utilities 'Commission
Proposes Solution To Help
Children.

Several thousand pamphlets de-
scribing in detail methods of utiliz-
ing backyards of all sizes as ideal
playgrounds, will be distrubuted
throughout the city by the public
utilities commission with the next
electric light bills.

The pamphlet was originated to
help solve the problem of safe play-
grounds in this city. While the pub-
lic parks and grounds are doing a
great service in this respect the com-
mission feels that they are not a
complete solution for they realize
that many chilren are either too
young or live too far to make regu-
lar use of the facilities provided. With
this end in view citizens will be
asked to co-operate as far as possible
by turning back yards into well-
equipped playgrounds.

Meodern City.

Here follows a miniature sermon:

“The modern city has become too
complex  for thesmall child. Rapid
transportation has monopolized the
streets and has endangered lives.
Frequent casualties caused by chil-
dren playing in the streets brings us
face to face with the problam— where
can a small child play?

“This {s distinctly a home problem.
The public playgrounds cannot com-
pletely solve the problem, as all par-
ents do not care to have their small
children travel any distanca to a
playground.

Few people have realized the pos-
sibiliities of the backyard playground.
The average backyard s not well
utilized, being mostly waste space.

In planning a home first thought
should be given to the health and
safety of the children. Architects
should not consider a home complete
without a well equipped backyard
playground.

Even the smail backyard is large
enough for the play of the small child.
It moreover keeps the child under the
supervision of the home.

Present Plans.

On the inside instructions and
plans, estimated CO8ts, are presented
for the erection of sand boxes, hori-
zontal bars, flying ringsfi horizontal
ladders, bay Swings, trapeze, slides
and teeters. The following equipment
is also suggested: Play houses, pet
houses, bird bathes, shrubs and vege-
tables, and other standargd playthings.

For older children it is suggested
that basketball, handball, tennis and
volley ball equipment, high jump pits
with standards, and yard seats be in-
stalled.

For the protection of the children
several things are Suggested, among
were are:

“Inspect apparatus frequently.

“Put low fence around swing,
(Pg-otect children playing near the
swing.

“Keep twelve inches soft shavings
under rings, bars and ladder.

“Set bolt through timber and bar
to prevent bar turning. Set posts
well in ground or in cement. Bolt
all apparatus Ssecurely.

“Do net buy fragile equipment.

“Do not buy freak or high appar-
atus.

“Have competent man to set up
fromes.”

N. R. in London, testified as to the
shipment of provisions, some of
which, it is claimed, was later re-
moved by Hewitt in Strathroy, be-
ing transferred from one car to fn'

American Professor Makes

Sounds Visible In Canada

Dr. Dayton C. Miller of Cleveland Astonishes M ontreal Educa-

tionists by Successful Demonstration.

Special to The Advertiser.

Montreal, April 17.—Dr. Dayton C.
Miller, professor of physics, Cleve-
land, astonished Montreal education-
ists, including many scientists, by a
demonstration last night in which he
made sounds visible. By means of a
phonodeik, the Greek word for “show-
ing sound,” a disc of electric light
two or three inches in diameter was
projected on a screen, and with_ the
aid of a motor and revolving mirror
a stream of light reaching across
the wall was produced.

Through a horn connected with
the phonodeik, various kinds of
sound were transmitted, including

talking, singing, violin playing,
gramaphone selec
sequent clapping of

tions, and the sub-
hands, Thedeik and

illustrations of the sound waves on
the screen brought frequent and pro-
longed applause from the audience.
When the sound waves were pro-
jected on the screen, the modulations
of sound transformed the thin,
quivering light into a twisting, shoot-
ing, restless assembly of curves, up
and down, dotted at times with in-
dented sounds, at other times the
shapes taking elongated forms, and
moving with a rapidity that with
difficulty the eve followed them,
Walter Clapperton and Saul Brant
of the McGill Conservatory of Music
assisted in the demonstration, the
former singing and the latter playing
the violin, so that the sounds were
absorbed by the horn of the phono-
displayed on the screen.

During the debate, the house heard
more of conditions on the prairies.
E. J. McMurray, Liberal member for
North Winnipeg, protested against
the “continual wail” from the west.
Pictures had been drawn which were
unfair. Complaining had begun as a
i political ery In the west so it had |
bacome an absolute obsession. Robert
{ Gardiner, Progressive of Medicine |
Hat, however, declared that western
farmers were producing at a lcss.
During the debate W. G. McQuarrie,
Conservative member for New West-
minster, objected to propaganda
which he said was being carried on in
Canada by the consuls general of
Japan and China in favor of oriental
immigration.

Hon. Charles Stewart, acting min-
ister of immigration, explained that

. Answering Dr. R. J. Manion, Mr.

Thus those whose social position
does not entitle ‘them to inclusion
among the thousand elect, who with-
in a few days will receive a coveted
bit of cardboard bidding them to the
wedding, and who are too poor to pay
$5 or $50 for a grandstand seat out-
side Westminster Abbey where they
may glimpse the royal processions to
and from the ceremony, may still be
assured the satisfaction of some
slight contact with the event.

But those who pay a dime to see
the cake of course will not be able
to taste it. Most of it is to be eaten
by those attending the receptions at
the palace after the ceremony and

the rest will be distributed to vari-
ous organizations throughout the
country selected by the bride and
bridegroom. The proceeds of the
cake exhibition will be donated to
charity.

Advance bookings indicate the re-
ceipts from the sale of grandstand
and bleacher seats in Parliament
Square, adjacent to the Abbey, will
exceed those of Princess Mary’s wed-
ding. To Mary's wedding St. Mar-
garets’ Church, one of the Abbey
buildings, owes its possession today
of a new roof and a repaired clock—
paid for from seat sales—and West-
minster Hospital nearby hopes the
Duke’s nuptials will draw enough
money from seat fees to pay for a
new operating room.

INCREASE IN BRITISH
PREFERENCE IS URGED

Canadian Council of Agricul-
ture Secretary Presents Re-
commendations To House.

C a_naéian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, April 17.—Submitting the
program of the Canadian council of
agriculture before the House of Com-
mons committee on agricultural con-
ditions, John W. Ward, secretary of
the council, yesterday urged: *“A
substantial all-round reduction of
the customs tariff on the necessities
of life; an increase in the British
preference; reciprocitiy with the
United States along the lines of the
{1811 agreement; free importation of
lagricultural implements, vehicles,
(fertilizers, lumber, cement, illuminat-
{ing fuel and lubricating oils, and of
’all raw materials and machinery used
in the manufacture of these things.”

Mr. Ward believed that even in the
face of the high United States tariff
Canada would benefit by reducing
her own tariff. Cost of living would
be reduced in Canada, and this would
benefit all classes.
| “I am not suggesting that you wipe
{out the tariff altogether,” said Mr.
i“ ard, “but we bhelieve there should
be substantial progress downward.
The tariff increases the cost of pro-
duction, and farmers today had been
jabsolutely unable to carry any extra
iburdens. The tariff is also keeping
immigrants out of Canada.”

The increased cost to Canadian
farmers of agricultural implements in
one year because of the tariff, Mr.
Ward estimated to be $9,974,000.
This was 5.3 times as much as Can-
ada received in revenue from agri-
lu.‘ultuml implement duties,

U. 3. GRAIN FUTURES ACT
15 DECLARED LEGAL

Supreme Court Rules Against
Chicago Board’s
Contention.

Associated Press Despatch.

Washington, April 16.—The grain
futures act, placing all grain ex-
changes in the United States under
federal control and compelling them
to admii to membership representa-
tives of farmer co-operative associa-
tions was declared constitutional by
the supreme court today.

The court divided seven to two.

The law was challenged by the
Chicago Board of Trade, acting also
in behalf of other grain exchanges,
on the ground that trading in grain
futures was a matter strictly within
the police power of the estates and
outside the jurisdiction of the federal
government.

When congress, seeking to accom-
plish the result aimed at in the pres-
ent law, imposed a prohibitive tax
on all future trading not conducted
on “contract” markets, and required
all exchanges to place themeelves un-
der ‘government control as a condi-

tion precedent to becoming such
markets, the supreme court declared

the law invalid and an unconstitu-
tional axercise of autharitv,

De Valera With No Chiefs
Left May Give Up Struggle

Death of Lynch and Capture of Stock Regarded As Last Straw
For Insurgents; Government Optimistic.

Dublin, April 17. — Eamonn de
Valera has no advisers left, all his
chief colleagues, all who are sup-
posed to influence his judgment, are
dead, imprisoned or in America. The
capture of Austin Stack and the con-
tents of his notebook, showing an
urgent request to be signed by the
chief leaders, pressing De Valera to
order the immediate cessation of hos-
tilities leaves on the republican pres-
ident the sole responsibility for con-
tinuing the conflict.

The operations in which Liam
Lynch was killed and Stack captured
prove the impossibility of successful
resistance. Information of a gather-
ing of irregular leaders and the whole'
plan of attack on them and the sub-
sequent search in the mountains: was
dictated by wireless from headquar-
ters. Recently in the south an irregu-
lar chief said, “We are fought to a
standstill and flattened out.”

Conditions Have Arrived.

While two' months ago, Dé Valera
writing on peace proposals said con-
ditions were concelvabie in which the
maximum terms would be zero, those
conditions have arrived. Summer
campaigning is deemed more doubt-
ful than in winter, though it imposes
less hardships on the guerillas, it in-
creases the risk of capture and hence
Stack’s opinion that further resist-
ance was useless. Though no state-
ment has yet been published from
De Valera the week-end was quiet
as if the cessation .of hostilities had
already been ordered.

Much depends upon the form in
which the conflict will terminate.
Stack's opinion was that the volun-

teers should deposit their arms pend-
ing the free choice of a government

by the Irish people. This would mean
that the republicans did not surren-
der but simply quit, and would open
possible future fighting. This would
put the problem up to'‘the govern-
ment whether it could safely release
its ten thousand prisoners or lessen
the size of the Free State army.

On the other hand a formal sur-
render would mean a definite end of
the state of war. It .is because the
law courts have decided that a state
of war exists that the government is
legally enabled to hold thousands of
prisoners without charge or trial
Surrender would probably mean the
release of all the untried prisoners
who would then be willing to give
the guaranty, hitherto refused, that
they would not take up arms against
the state.

Once peace was restored Ireland
could do with one-fourth of its pres-
ent costly army, but the demobiliza-
tion of three-fourths would need to
be gradual to avoid disturbing the
labor market and swelling the ranks
of the unemployed. It is impossible
that even an order from De Valera
to cease hostilities might not be
obeyed elsewhere. Some commanders
might act as a law unto themselves.
It is too soon to forecast the imme-
diate end of all fighting but the
events of the last week have con-
firmed the government’s optimism.

Republicanism in Ireland, . how-
ever, is dead or dying. It has fewer
chances of obtaining the adherence
of a majority of the people than it
had 12 months ago but the adoption
of political instead of military meth-
ods, combined with the unpopularity
from which all active governments
suffer would make it a constant
formidable check on the Free State
regime.

The Conservatives in the south are
hustling along and the name of
George Hollier of Tillsonburg, warden
of Oxford County, is tipped off as
the one probable to catch the votes
of the delegates at the convention.

The Liberals in the south have
not made a move but a meeting of
the executive is likely within a few
days. In the north riding the Liber-

als have many prospective candi-
dates, Among the names mentioned
80 far are George F. Mahon and A.
T. McNeil of Woodstock and Dr, At-
kinson of Embro.

Mr. Mah« : was only defeated by a
few votes at the last convention when
a candidate was chosen for the by-
election. Other names have been
mentioned but the wise ones say that
Dr. Atkinson of Embro will be the
candidate,

He has had much experience in
municipal politics and is well known
from one end of the riding to the
other. There is very little division
in the U. F. O. ranks in the north
riding and not so much Morrison talk
is heard. D. M. Ross, the present
member, will likely go to the conven-
tion backed almost by the solid sup-
port of the U. F. O. Mr. Ross is a
strong supporter of Mr. Drury. The
Conservatives so far are playing a
waiting policy and it is said will not
hold a convention until the situation
develops a little,

PROTESTS SHORTAGE
OF CATTLE BOATS

Progressive Leader Inéotmed
That Trouble Is Attendant
On Reopening Trade.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, April 17.—The shortage of
space for the shipment of live cattle
to England was called to the atten-
tion of the government in the House
cf Commons yesterday by Robert
Forke, Progressive leader. Mr. Forke
cited a statement by W. H. Forster
of England that it had been broad-
casted that there would be twenty-
five or thirty thousand head of Can-
adian cattle available for export this
Yyear and that space would be avail-
able at $15 a head, byt that on com-
ing to Canada it was discovered that
there was a shortage of space and
that the rate was $22.560 to $25. Mr.
Forke asked whether the department
had had any information that such a
condition . of affairs was likely to
rexist.

Hon. W. R. Motherwell, minister
of agriculture, explained that the
situation now was that there would
be a shortage of space the first two
weeks in May, that the spale would
be equal to the demand in the third
week of May, and that the space
would be greater than the demand
in the fourth week of May.

Mr. Forke asked whether the min-
ister was not aware that the proper
time for export of cattle would be
passed by the end of May.

Mr. Motherwell said that in view
of the varied reports that had been
read abroad about the number of
cattle available for shipment, it had
been very difficult to make arrange-
ments to meet the situation. After a
trade had been interrupted for 80
years it was natural that there should
be some disturbance attendant on its
reopening.

IGE BLOCKS UPPER
GREAT LAKES REGION

Many Vessels Tied Up At
Buffalo Awaiting Favor-
able Conditions.

Cleveland, April 17.—Acording to

STUDENTS RAISE FUND
FOR 0. A. C. MEMORIAL

Faculty and Scholars Co-operate
To Honor War

Heroes.

Guelph, April 17.—It is now practi-
cally an assured fact that work will
be started on the erection of a
memorial hall at the O. A, C. this
year, as tenders are being called for
by the Ontario Public Works Depart-
ment for the construction of the
building, which is to be situated on
the college campus beside the Mills
Building.

A move to have a handsome
memorial at the O. A. C. in memory
of the many students and ex-students

at the institution who gave their lives
in the late war was made Bshortly
after the armistice was signed and
arrangements were advanced so far

that contractors were asked to sub-

mit their figures on the structure last
year.

The tenders received, however, are
all in the neighborhood of $200,000,
and as the government did not feel
justified in spending that amount of
money an the memorial at the time
the idea was temporarily abandoned.
The question of erecting the hall was
again brought up this year, and upon
further considering the proposition
the government officials decided to
allow the plans so that the cost of
the bullding would be reduced by
several thousand dollars,

Although the bulk of the cost of the
fine new hall will be borne by the
government, $50,000 towards erection
of the building has been raised al-
ready by the student bodies and the
faculty of the college. Of this
amount, $37,000 has been received in
actual cash and is now invested in
securities, while an additional $13,000
has been promised.

GERMAN FOREIGN
MINISTER VENTS
IRE ON POINCARE

Addresses Sharp Retort To
Premier’s Proposal On
Reparations.

WANTS HUGHES' PLAN

Von Rosenberg Terms French
Occupation Troops ‘‘Burg-
lars”” In Ruhr Area.

German reparations proposal as the
first conditon for Ruhr negotiations,

or for evacuation of the Ruhr only
as Germany pays up and for the es-
tablishment of a new regime in the
Rhineland to guarantee France's se-
curity, wia answered by Baron Von
Rosenberg, foreign minister, in
peppy speech yesterday as foliows:
First, Germany cannot and will not
make a new offer, but offers as a
starting point for negotiations the
proposals which she tried to submit
to the Premier’s conference at Paris
in January for a settlement on the
basis of payments of between twenty-
three and twenty-four billion gold
marks. Rosenberg, it is true, used
the figure 30,000,000,000, but examin-
ation of the details of the proposal
as it was first officially

of about 23,600,000,000 marks as the
first 20,000,000,000 would commence

to bear interest only in the course!

al payments of 5,000,000,000 in addi-
tion would become due only after
four and eight years if an interna-
tional loan consortium should decide
then that Germany was able to pay
them.

Third, the Franco-Belgian proposal
for evacuation of the Ruhr by stage
es in accordance with the actual Ger-
man payments is flatly rejected. The
German government interprets this
as meaning that the Ruhr would be
completely evacuated only after com-
plete payment of reparations and re-

gards the proposal as a cover for'

permanent occupation of the Ruhr,
if France as hitherto has been the
case, demands sums governed Dby
Germany’'s ability to pay.

Fourth, no German government will ;

consent to a change in the status of
the Rhinpeland.

Guarantee of Business.

With the German offer of nominally |

30,000,000,000, but really 23,000,000,000
to 24,000,000,000 marks, the settlement
would be backed by the guaranty of
German business and industry and
supported by the necessary legisla-
tion. But also .it would be condi-
tioned upon evacuation of the Ruhr
region, relief from the burden of
Rhineland occupation and removal
of the Trestrictions upon German's
foreign trade.

Far from retracting the word
“enemy” used by Chancellor Cuno in
his Essen memorial speech, to which
word France objected in a diplomatic
note, Baron Von Rosenberg threw a
new epithet into the discussion by re-
ferring to the Franco-Belgian troops
as “einbrecher”—the usual German
term for burglars, although it might
be extended to those breaking into a
country instead of a house.

Alleges Sinister Motive.

He also cited Ray Stannard Baker's
book containing the Wilson docu-
ments to show that France invaded
the Ruhr, not to insure the payment
of reparations, but to carry out plans
which Wilson frustrated at Paris to
seize Essen and establish control over
Ruhr mines and industry in order to
weaken Germany economically and
industrially. He contended that
Foch and Bourgeoise advanced
during the peace conference the
identical measures which Poincare is
now applying and which Wilson then
rejected as a program of panic.

Von Rosenberg’s speech was so
sharp and snappy as to earn the ap-
plause even of the Conservatives,
and were the French apothegm that
it is the tone which makes music to
apply to the Rosenberg and Poincare
speeches, it might seem a settlement
was farther away than at the outset
of the Ruhr occupation. On the con-
trary, it is believed here that both
speeches indicate widening possibili-
ties for the opening of negotiations.

Not Getting a Living Wage.

The matter of paying a decent wage to the rural
mail carriers has at last been brought to the attemtion
‘of the Canadian parliament through a debate on the
matter. No redress was promised, but the case of these
men is so apparent that something will surely be gone,.

The point was made by some of the government
members that these mail carriers named their own
price when they tendered, and should therefore be
prepared to stand by the figure. The old idea about a
bargain being a bargain is always favored by the man
who has the best of that bargain. The charge is that
after the tender goes in inspectors from the comtract
department set about to beat down the figure. Not only
so, but many of the men who tender do not know what
the work is going to cost them.

All this argument about contracts and their en-
forcement does not approach the real peint at issue,
viz., that there are many of the carriers going out in
all sorts of weather, keeping in nearly every case two
horees and a rig, providing feed, etc., and out of it all

"gwung on an average of $850 per year,

That is the problem in brief. These men ought to
have a living wage, and they ought to have it right
away.

Is United States Prosperity Real?

Why are United States industrial centers more busy

than those in Canada? There is evidence to show that
I this is the case. Mechanics in a number of Ontario
E citles have crossed the border in search of work, and
! with pretty fair ideas of where they were going to look
{for it. A few have left London, & number have gone
{ from Chatham, some from Stratford, and Braatford
| has also seen a contingent go in the same gemeral
! direction.
i The automobile plants in United States are very
| busy, and the building trades are also calling for men,
i such as carpenters, bricklayers, plasterers, etc. The
! movement in building is much more pronounced in
United States than it is in Canada.

The busy appearance in United States is mot based
on sound principles. The reasén for believing this is
because all the visible motion is pot creating new
wealth. Agricultural conditions in the republic are

. not right. The farming community is’ not making
. money; the cotton growers are waging a war against
| the bell weevil that is cutting into their earnings and
! holding back production. There is not a ready market
: for much of the produce they have in other lines.

Canadians would be well advised to look carefully

before they are deceived by appearances on the surface,
{ In this country the return of business is gradual; we
{are not violating the laws of reason as we did during
: the period of forced inflation following the war; we
+ are not building up a framework that we will later on
have to knock down and probably apologize for having
reared.

The men who have gone to United States seeking
work will be back in Canada before long, and there will
be uomeshing for them to do when they return.

Why Not All Try This?

The Kiwanis Club is observing a ‘courtesy week.

That is, in that week they will make it a point to be
courteous and kindly in their business and general
conduct.
: It may seem like an admission that in other weeks
tBey have neglected any of the little courtesies, and the
chances are that many of the members, if they were
quite frank, weuld admit that they had. Any other
body of men would make the same admissfon.

We can’t blame our present-day efficiency, of course,
but it may have something to de with the trouble. We
have experts writing letters in phrases so terse that
they bite, and with so many little apparently unneces-
sary words left out that they read with the same sen-
sation as a gramophone record that plays jazz in 2
skating rink.

Why is it that street car conductors always like to
see certgin people getting on, and are mighty glad to
see othérs getting off> Why do rclerks make a rush to
wait on some customers and fight shy of others? One
class has tact, courtesy, good cheer and a quick
appreciation of any attention rendered. The other class
has not, and the first always wonder how it is that
the second get the attention, the smiles and all the little
jokes and pleasantries.

ing and catch a fleeting glimpse of
him in the even.

May I venture
to suggest that
every growing
child should be
“looked over” at
least once a week?
You must not trust to chance. Topsy
“Just growed,” but vou want your
child to be cultivated a bit, and to be
8iven help if need be.

Wi I was a public school lad I
well remember that my dear little
mother gave me a thorough inspec-
tion every Saturday morning. As Y
recall it, my hair and hands and cer-
tain areas of my ears seemed to be
her greatest anxiety.

But what I want to talk about to-
day are not the external and ‘the
trivial things. I want to suggest that
many important defects may be over-
lookest unless there ig systematic
search for them.

Growing children may develop bone
or joint diseases. The 8ait should be
watched to see if there is lameness
or faulty use of the feet and ankles.
The position in standing should be
considered. Make sure that the spine
is straight up and down, and that the
curve of the back and shoulders is
correct. Tendency to round shoul-

* NOW ILLEGAL IN ONTARIO,
MEASURE PASSES HOUSE

Members Vote Down Hon. Howard Ferguson’s Amendment
That “Entries, News of Owners, Stables and Jockeys,”
Also Be Banned—Conservative Leader and
Attorney-General Stage Lively Debate
for Benefit of the House.

FEARED . CHANGE WOULD DESTROY BILL

Special to The Advertiser.

Toronto, April 17.—The bill which
will prohibit the publication or sale
of racing information passed its third
A reading in the legislature yesterday
afternoon.

A fine example of how adroitly G.
Howard Ferguson can play the politi-
cal game was witnessed when he
twitted Attorney-General Raney for
suggesting the Wwithdrawal of the
words. “entries, news of
stables and jockeys,” which had been
inserted at the instance of the Con-
servative leader in the clause of the
bill interpreting betting information,

. the publication of which was to be
prohibited.

Mr. Ferguson made great play over
the matter, and said it showed to
what extent the attorney-general was
in earnest, when he said he wanted

to eliminate the evils that arise from |

betting on race tracks. His remarks
were an example of how some of
those Tories, who at other times re-
gard the attorney-general as being
bigoted and narrow-minded, bewall
his supposed shortcomings, when
there is a chance of scoring a political
point.

Hon. Mr. Raney thought the orig- |

inal clause went far enough to ac-
complish what was sought, and if it
did not prove comprehensive enough
to combat the evil, the words sug-
gested could be added at a later ses-
sion. If what Mr. Ferguson had pro-
posed were adopted, it would prevent
county fair apsociations from adver-
tising the entries for the races. What
condemnation there would be of a
government, that in order to strike
at the hand-book bhusiness, would
approve a bill that would be aimed
at herse racing and the county fairs.
Ferguson Objects.

An objection was made by Mr.
f'erguson that the bill should permit
the sale of British newspapers con-
taining this information, but pro-
hibited the sale of Canadian or
American papers. ‘‘Surely, we are no
more immoral than they are in Great
Britain,” he exclaimed. “Why was not
permission glven for the sale of news-
papers from other provinces in Can-
ada?

“If vou do that, it will destroy the
bill,” said Aattorney-General Raney,
when the measura respecting the
publication of betting information
came up for third reading. He point-
ed out that at the suggestion of Mr.
Ferguson, the Conservative Jeader,
there had been added to the clause
interpreting betting information, the
words: *“Entries, names of owners,
stables and pockeys.”

This made the clause read that
betting information shall include:

owners, |

“Tips. selections, choices, odds. win-
ning money prices, prices paid to the
winner, pari-mutuel payments, en-
{tries, names of owners, stablas and
jockeys.”

The attorney-general said perhaps
| he was off his guard when the mem-
{ ber for Grenville, with his new-born

his suggestion, and he (the attorney-
general) inserted some gifts from the

| ought to have accepted. - If that were
| done, they would make it an offence
for newspapers to publish the entries
for say, the King’'s plate, and publish
the results of the King's plate. He
did not want to go as far as that, un-
less it was -absolutely necessary. If
that kind of news did lend itself to
an appreciable degree to the thing
that it was desirable to publish, then
they ought to consider seriously whe-
ther they ought not to include entries.

No Handbooks?

Mr. Ferguson asked the attorney-
general if ha did not think there were
any handbooks on the King’s plate,
and Hon. Mr. Raney repli€d that he
did not think the handbook, so far
as Ontario tracks were concerned,
was a very big item. <

He (Mr. Raney) thought the hand-
book business was biggest on the
forelgn tracks. If the clause was
not comprehensive enough without
adding what had been suggested, at a
laver session of the legislature these
words could be added.

Mr. Ferguson said he appreciated
the attorney-general's .congratula-
tions of his zeal in this matter. He
was sorry he could not return the
compliment and congratulate the at-
torney-general on his sinecerity. It
showed how much the attorney-gen-
eral was in earnest when he sald he
wanted to eliminate the evils that
arose from betting on race tracks.

Mr. Ferguson suspected there had
been a raid on the minister since he
(Mr. Ferguson) had had the words
added,

Attorney-General Raney denied
this. Hon. Manning Doherty said
there were thousands of people who
did not bet who were interested in
horses and liked to see the results ot
certain big races.

J. W. Curry, Liberal member for
Southeast Toronto, thought that the
statute withcu: =adding the words
suggested would accomplish the re-
sults set out for, would prevent bet-
ting, and would do it in a very effec-
tive manner, There was no reason
why the public ought not to know
the entries and results, so far as he
could see,

On a standing vote it was agreed
to delete the words ‘“entrles, names
of owners, stables and jockeys.” Al
the Tories present and Col. Cooper
voted for keeping in the bill these
words, which were suggested by Mr.
Ferguson.

‘Mayor Wenige and Alderman |

Douglass Are Strongly in
Favor of Plan.

These two circumstances
illustrate the strength which the
Labor movement has gathered in
England since the war.

To realize how far thought has
traveled in England, one only has to
think of the reception either of these
proposals would have received, sayv
thirty, twenty, or as recently as ten
Years ago. Yet with the assent of
Mr. Bonar Law, Philip Snowden put
down in the House of Commons a
motion “that in view of the failure
of the capitalist system to adequately
utilize and organize natural resources
and productive power, or to provide
the necessary standard of life for

time,

vast numbers of the population, and |
believing that the cause of this fail- |

ure lies in the private ownership and
control of the means of distribu-
tion, this house declares that legis-
lative effort should be directed to the
gradual supersession of the capital-
ist system by an industrial and social
order, based on the public ownership
and democratic control of the in-
struments of production and dis-
tribution.”
Result Not In Doubt.

There was, of course, never any
doubt on the vote on this proposal
to abolish private enterprise. The
achievement consisted merely in ob-
taining approval for debate of the
subject in the highest parliamentary
body of a nation, where the old order
of things is more solidly entrenched
today than anywhere else.

For, although the English people
have as direct a control over their
own affairs as any people in the
world, it must be remembered always
that social caste and privilege always

have been and remain deep-rooted in

all English institutions.
Preached Evolution.

Mr. Snowden, avowed Socilaist that
he is, preached not revolution, but con-
stitutional evolution. Indeed, Social-
ism of the type he advocated is re-

garded now as entirely impractical}

by the extreme members of his party.

“We propose no revolution,” said
Mr. Snowden, “we do not propose,
and I would always resent confisca-
tion. It is the longest way to obtain
an object, and it is certain to end in
disaster. There is no analogy be-
tween Socialism and Bolsevism. As
a matter off act, Socialism and Bol-
shevism are antithesis. Bolshevism,
in its political theories and in its
practice of distatorship and confisca-
tion, is not Socialism, but die-hard
Toryism.”

COLONIES MAKE BID
FOR IMMIGRANTS

Australia and Ontario In Race
To Entice Scotch To Settle
In Country.

Associated Press Despatch.
London, April 17.—Ontario’s suc-

cessful bid for 600 emigrants from
Lewis Island, Scotland, who sailed
from Stornaway on Saturday, caused
the Australian officials here to follow
hard at the heels of W. C. Noxon, the
Ontario agent-general. While On-
tario has mainly accepted young men
and young women as immigrants for
that oprovince, Australia is seeking
families to take up land on a group
scheme, by which twenty settlers will
work on a co-operative basis in clear-
ing a score of blocks of land. . The
present efflux from the Western Isles
is belng regarded by competent
Scottish observerg with considerable
regret, as it is only the beginning of
a steady stream of emigration from
this remote part of the United King-
dom.

WAR DEBT DEBENTURE
DELAY 1S EXPLAINED

British Treasury Officials Will
Rush Details of Refunding

Agreement.

London, April 17.—The debenture
of the debt refunding agreement be-
tween the United States and Great
Britain is still under consideration,
British treasury officials informed
the Associated Press Yesterday in ex-
planation of the delay in the return of
the certificate to Washington.

Commenting upon Washington de-
spatches reporting that some concern
was manifest in the United States
over the delay, they pointed out that
considerable time was required for
careful attention to the details of
such an important undertaking.

The Apology Accepted.

In the end M. Berthon was asked
to apologize. “I apologize for any
outrageous words I may have used.”
He did so very sweetly. It took this
form: “I only say M. le President,
that M. Leon Daudet exercises a sort
of pressure on your politics.”

This apology was accgpted. Poin-
care goaded out of his depression to
deny the existence of papers that had
not been mentioned is back in his
forlornness. You cannot make charges
in France unless you hold the papers
in your hands and those that do hold
dossiers know how to use them.

Promise Guarantee,

After hearing brief remarks from
Western Fair officials, the council
supported Mayor Wenige’s proposal
to guarantee the association to the
extent of $10,000 any possible loss that
might be noted after a straight 25
cent admission fee throughout fair
week. Unanimity did not prevail,

Letting of contracts opened the
door for indiscriminate parley, with
Ald.

Defends Decision.
Ald. Douglass rose in defence. The

board of works was fully conversant
with the rules of the game. In any
event, the auto dealers would not
vary their price one nickel. The
committee knew how much money
was available and the type of car
that would suit the building inspec-
tor. This was a peculiar circum-
stance. Inspector Piper could not sit
comfortably in every make of ma-
chine. Viewing by and large, Ald.
Douglass conlluded that his associ-
ates had exercised careful judgment.

Ald. Wilson vouchsafed the opinion
that this was all beside the point, as
the procedure had been improper.
During his two years’ stewardship as
chairman of the board of works com-
mittee he had never carried tenders
around in his pocket, he related.

Ald. Watt elucidated that it was
not so much a question as to the
price of a car as the selection of a
machine to fit the inspector’s legs,
the inspector being a remarkably
tall party.

Ald. Colbert had a valuable sug-
gestion. Why couldn’t the com-
mittee purchase a Ford car, remove
the front seat and allow the inspector
to operate from the rear cushions,

Scrutinize Report,

The board of works’ report was
carefully scrutinized clause by clause
from then on, Ald. Wilson’s attack
having, it seemed, roused others into
action. Ald. May wanted to know if
the oil ordered purchased had been
tested. Ald. Greer related that cer-
tain contractors had complained to

City Engineer Near, assisted by Al
Douglass, insisted that the same pr¢
cedure as in the past had been fo:

Ald. Watt wanted to know how it
came that these prices “leaked out’
before a council session.

“There is something wrong about
this,” he declared. “These figures
should not get out. We should not
be canvassed at our homes. It's not
right when we are trying to be fair.”

City Clerk Baker explained that the
report had been mailed to every al-
derman Friday night. Ald. Douglass
made it clear that while he was not
attacking the city clerk, he question-
ed who was on the clerk’s mailing list
and that from here, no doubt, the
information gained an outlet. An
amendment to refer several tenders
back to the committee was lost, Ald.
Colbert declining to vote with mem-
bers of the finance committee, from
whence the agitation started.

Make Usual Progress.

The usual transportation parley ter-
minated in the usual way—nowhere.
The first clause of the report from
the special committee was adopted
without objection—the city engineer
be empowered to instruct the street
railway company where to lay more
than seven miles of trackage which
he claims is due the municipality.

The remaining clauses of the re-
port, including the several proposed
paving enterprises and the contem-
plated conversion of 156 cars into one-
man cars, was eliminated after a
sharp discussion.

“Since hearing the attitude of the
company after our action I would
move that we strike this all out,”
declared Ald. Watt. Mayor Wenige
reported that he had just conferred
with the city solicitor and learned
that the city engineer was empower-
ed, in accordance with by-law 916, to
deal with the company in every in-
stance, including the operation of one-
man cars.

Ald. Greer wanted to hear what
objections there were to the lat-
ter type of transportation. Ald.
Douglass contended that they would
not increase the service and would
result in less work for the employes.

Got In Early Work.

"This is not a question of barter
and exchange with the company” he
admonished “Ivey was over buying
double-truck cars before they ever
asked permission for these cars.”

Ald. Watt also questioned the use
of “tired-out cars from Cleveland.”

Ald. McKay couldn't see why any
more one-man cars should be al-
lowed in after riding on the ones now
in operation. Ald. Colbert asserted
that the introduction of one-man
cars was a backward step and that
Windsor was abandonifig several. The
latest proposal would throw 30 men
out of steady work.

Ald. Hayden differed. He had been
conversing, he stated, with a man
from Louisville, where nearly all the
cars in service were of this variety.

As is always the case when the
street raliway company is under fire
the discussion was carried far afield
and numerous disputes as to par-
llamentary procedure divided the time
until Ald. Wilson drew attention to
the fact that “he could not get a
chance to speak with certain ones
who thought they owned the council
jumping up and down like a jack-in-
the-box.”

The debate was adjourned until
Wednesday night when the council
stages another engagement with the
company authorities.

John Col-
bert the mayor promised to investi-
gate the report that trackmen em-
ployed by the L. and P, S. had been
subject to a two cent an hour re-
duction.

Several members of, the I. A. A.
executive gave a dinner last night at
the Blue Dragon tearooms to members
of the baseball sub-committee and the
head of Welfare Associations of various
firms interested in the Manufacturers'
Baseball League in an effort at an in-
terchange of views.

The upshot of a very pleasant get-
together affair presided over by Mr, J.
J. Foote, president of the L. A. A., was
that the participants found there were
several very wide gulfs of misunder-
standings to cross, but no very real
differences to air, and once the few odd
misunderstandings had been cleared up,
it was fairly plain sailing.

The outstanding feature of the whole
affair was the wholeheartedness with
which every association, except possibiy
one, viewed the efforts of the L, A, A.
to gather a winning senior O. B, A.
team for London in 1923, even though it
meant possibly the breaking-up of
several fine baseball nines which had
been carefully built up.

Jack Lewis, former president of the
T.ondon and District Football Associa-
tion, said that the C.N.R. A.A.A, (G. T.
R.) were strongly behind the movement
to put senior baseball over in London,
that his association recognized there
was a need of a better brand of baseball
in London as an inspiration for players
and for the city as well. He, however,
wanted several points cleared up, one of
the most important being the reason

why if players were discarded after
playing three senior games, they could
not play for another team. It was
pointed out by Chairman George Martin
of the committee that this was entlrel}:

ON DISEASES OF ANIMALS

Western University has thrown
open to medical men, dentists, veter-
inarians, farmers and others inter-
ested, an important series of lectures
by the federal department of agricul-
ture, given at the Institute of Public
Health, on “Animal Diseases Trans-
missible to Man,” for the post-
graduate D. P. H. course,

The first set of these was given by
Dr. Robert Barnes, chief inspector of
health of animals, on April 14.
Among other points was brought out
the extraordinary prevalence of in-
fluenza among horses, dogs, ete., dur-
ing the late outbreak of influenza
among humans. Examples of the cor-
relation also known to exist between
animal and human medicine, bovine
tuberculosis, anthrax, glanders, etc.,
were described.

Next Saturday Dr. W. H. Wood,
inspector of the same department,
will give a lecture on “Animal Dis-
cases Transmissible to Man.” There
will also be a lecture and motion
picture dealing with transmissible
diseases.
