The iden of love is .he.i‘“
predominant, as indeed that subject 1s characteri:tic
of St.John's writings, The first thought, however,
of the passages chosen for this week, places the
world’s hate in striking contrast with Christian love.
Then the writer proceeds to exorcise this spirit of
hate frem any place in Christian life. The rich man,
in the Go:pel of last Sunday, can scarcely be said to
bave hated Laszarus; though there may have been
a oertain dislike more active than mere indifference.
It is often the case that those who ebtrude the exist-
ence of their poverty or helplessness upon the
luxurious would gain thereby no small measure of the|
world's dislike. Tt leads men to ** sbut up their com
don " instead of exercising their possession of this
world's goods for the beuefit of those in need. St.
John here condemns the principle of hatred by the
\ssertion, the truth of which is not-enough recoguized,
thut * whosoever hateth Lis brother is a murderer.”
Hatred is, in faot, the principle of wurder, and as
such bears the aurLt of munder, though the act may
not have been committed.
The first beginning of this evil principle way be said
to be vividly illustrated in the Gospel—our Loird's
parable of tho Unwilling (aest. There must have
been some degree of dislike, bordering on hatred, at
any rate something more than mere indifference, in
those who could ** with one cousent " proceed to ex-
cuse themselves by paltry reasons from accepting the
cious invitations 1ssued to them for the great feast.
hatever degree of evil priuciple there may have
been, there was sufficient to excite the anmger of the
gracious entertainer, so that he so far countermanded
his invitation as to give orders that none of those
unwilling guests should have an opportunity—which
some of them might afterwards desire to oltain—of
even tasting of his supper. We have there the idea ol
God's gracious provision for those who appreciate His
mercies brought into implied contrast very brightly
with the fate of thoso wio are rejected finally from
mercy because of their deliberate rejection of mercy.

This bnghter side of the picture is graphically
brought out in the beautiful wording of our Collect,
which s&aksof God as “ never failing to help and
govern those whom He brings up in His steadfust
fear and love.” Then we proceed to pray for this
fear and love to be perpetual. God * keeping us under
the protection of His good providence.”” There is a
fear of God, a reverence and deep respect for His
holy Name, which walks hand-in-hand with that love
with which we grow to regard Him, our Protector
and Provider.

On the 20th of June is commemorated an old and
peculiarly local association of the British Church, the
translation of the body of King Edward to Shaftes-
bury. The fact of such a peculiar commemoration
shows how his memory was revered as a martyr in
the Church of our fathers. On the 24th occurs the
festival of St. John the Baptist, that of his nativity or
birth.
