Tae Divisions oF CHRISTENDOM AND Mis-
stons.—The Japan Daily Mail of Jan. 28th,
givos an account of the 13th annnal mecting of
the Evangelical Alliance. One of the speakors,

the Rev. George W. Knox, of Tyoko, poinled out
how completely the Alliance had failed in
Japan t—" Now glance a° our actusl method.
In Toyko are fouricen missionary societies, and
in Japan are tiventy. We are trying to eztablish
fiftecen distinct churches. Thero 1s peither co-
operation, nor even mutual consultation, Were
we labouring only for the saving of individual
souls our policy might be intelligible ; but if
the establishment of the Church be our aim,
our policy is fatuous. Ounly two missionery
bodies in Toyko are adequately manned, the
others representing various degrees of inef-
ficiency. The ery is ever for more men—move
men for evangelistic work, more men for
schools, more men for ali our varied activity.
Each tiny contingent looks to its own needs,
manages its own weak schools, and sends its
Bvangelists through its own little list of sta-
tions, Thirty men united would do more
cfficicnt servico than the forty-two missionaries
scattored in our fourteen societies ; and to-day
it is only the Council of the United Presby-
torian Missions with sixteen mon that feels
itaelf ‘through union in some fair moasure
master of ite situation. This division of Protes-
tanism is not only wasteful of force in mission
work-—it is a positive hindrance to the accomplish-
ment of our aim. The organisation of fifteen
churches in Japan is needlessly to continue in
the heart of heathendom our sectarian strife. Of
necessity in some degree we work at eross pur-
poses, and thwart ench other's plans ; nor will
tho warmest desive for enity wholly avert these
difficulties until & reorganisation at home over-
comes the central cause.”

A Goop Ipea.—At Buxton some time ago, n
Church Missionary box was placed by a waich-
maker on the counter of hisshop, and i answor
to au expression of pleasure at secing it, the
assistant said that his master wanted to help
on missionary work, and a< he had often had
little jobs to do for visitors {00 small to charge
for, he ‘asked them to put something in the
missionary box instead of paying him. Might
not many other tradespeople do the same ?

Tug MiLwavker Mission.—The Rev. Theo.
M. Riley writes to the Church Eclectic on tho

“ Mission at Milwaukee " :— .

The cffect, of the whole Mission upon the
entire city has been very marked. Milwaukee
has been exceptionally worldly, and exception-
ally hostile to Supernataral Christianity, and to
everything that ropresented it; but notwith-
standing, night after night, men of every clasg,
of every parish, of every religion (Jews, Roman
Catholics, Methodists, Presbyterians, etc.) and
of'no religion, have flocked to the Cathedral to
sit absorbed and serious under the preaching of
the Missioners, and in many cases to cast them-
selves ut the feet of the Missioners to lay bard
their sins and seek God's pardon, Here is
where an especial feature of this Missions pre-
sents iteelf.  Men are not left only to their

i emotions, but are first stirred to contrition, then

offored the Ministry of Absolution, then are led
!to the altar of Christ, to receive Him into
{ cloansed and renewed hearts. No Mission can
' be thoroughly succesful withont this, And the
Church owes much to the Bishop of Wisconsin
in this as in other matters connected with his
administration of bis Diocese; that he has
trusted overything that is God’s to God’s own
protection, and has been held back by no weak
or unworthy fear of abuses, which oxist more in
men's fancies thun in real possibilities.

A Lone anp Userur Lire—~Few parish
‘clergymen are pormitted to labour ffty-seven
years in one charge. But the death of Lord
Whriothesley Russel, at the mature age of cighty-
two, deprives us of a valued friend, who had
accomplished this exceptional performance. He
was appointed Rector of Chenies, Buckingham-
shire, in 1829, and Canon of Windsor in 1840,
In 1850 he became a chaplain to the Queen and
Deputy Clerk of the Closet. A brothor of Barl
Russell he married in 1829 Elizabeth Lanra
Henrietta, daughter of tne late Lovd William
Russell.  Lord Wriothesley was appointed a
Canon under the old system, and to the last only
kept one month's residenee. He has seen tho

SEERBROOKE.—A Missionary meeting will be
held in the Church Hall, Montreal street, on
Thursday, 6th May, at eight o'clock p.m.

At the Easter Vestry meeting Messrs. H. A,
Flkins and W. Farwell were appointed War-
aens. The Rector announced to the Vestry
that Dr. B, D, Worthington had offered to give
a site in East Sherbrooke, on which to erect a
Church.

A vote of thanks was unanimously passed to
Dr. Worthington for the grant.

A resolution was then adopted to the effect
that the Rector and Wardens be authorized to
take in hand the matter of building a Churchin
Tast Sherbroolke, and to report thereon to an
adjourned meeting of the Vestry to be held two
weeles from that day, .

LENNOXVILLE.—aster Sunday was ono of
the finest here for many years, and accordingly
its observance was very general, A largecon-
gregation attended the morning service at St.
George’s Chureh, filling the body of the Church
and the galleries.

Bistor's CoLLEGE, LENNOXVILLE.—A 8pe-
ciul and important meeting ot the Convocation
of the University of Bishop’s College was held
at the College on Wednesday, the 25th instant,
when an amendment to the Collage statutes, in
reference to the granting of degrees of Divinity
was speciaily adopted. These amendments ap-
peared in the Guarpran of April 14th, and are
of a nature to remove ail necessity for the exer-
cise of any degree giving power in Divinity by
any other Church of England institution in
cither of the Dioceses of Quebec or Montreal.
The provisions of the new statutes are exceed-
ingly liberal and a1 e of such a nature as to form
a foundation for that which many, who have
the interests of Church Education at heart are
longing for and aiming at, viz: a general
Church University for the whole Ecclesiastical
Diovinee,

At this same meeting the degree of B.D.
ad eundum was conferred upon the Rev.J. S.
Stone, B.D., Reetor of St. Martin's Church, of
Montreal, and, we believe, he intends to proceed
to the degree of D.D., at thenext Convocation.
The many friends of Mr. Stone, both in Mon-
treal and Toronto, will be pleased tc hear of
this additional and wel] won hovor,

The question of the application .now being
made by the Montreal Theological College to
the Local Legislature for power to grant de-
grees of Divinity was also considered by the
Convocation, and astrong resolution disrpprov-
ing of such application, as well on educational
grounds generally, as becaunse of its involving
an infringement of the rights and charters of
Bishop's College, and as unnecessary, was
adopted by the Convocation, with but one dis-
sening voice out of the large number prescnt.
It was resolved to address a petition to the
Lieut-Governor and each branch of the Legis-
lature protesting against the granting of the
power asked; and a special deputation was
named to appear before the Private Bilis Com-
mittes in support of the Petition of Convoca-
tion against such application.

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

MonTREAL.—The Church of England Womens'
Associdtion for, Domestic dnd Foreign Missions.—
In our advertising coltimns will be found a uo-
tice of the meeting of this Society, to be held on
Thursday next. The objects and work of this
Society are such as should commend it to the
hearty support of all Churchmon, and we feel
sure that, having the approbation of the
Bishop, this result must follow. As we under-
stand it; the Bociety aims at diffusing more
generdlly intelligonce regarding mission work
the world over, and of uniting missionary zeal
and interest. To this end interesting papers
in reference to work carried on in different
parts of the Mission Field, form one feature of
the various meetings. Wo hope that the at-
tendance at the coming meeting will be large.
and that this Associstion may prove (as a sim-
ilav association in the United Statos proved) a
most valuable aid to the General Board of Do-
mestic and Foreign Missions. Mrs. Principal
Henderson, we bclieve, is at the head of this
local organization, and her well known enorgy
and Christian zeal affords assurance of suecess.

school. The fact thai the Rev. Campbell Fair,
D.D., of Baltimore, who had been tendered
tho position of assistant minister, had replied,
stating that ho could not see his way to leave
hiy present charge and aecopt tho offor from:
St. }i-corge’s, was communicated to tho vestry.
The rosignation of the Rev. Mr. Hood was re-
coived and uccepted. A commiltes was ap-
pointed to assist the rector and wardens in the
securing of an assistant and the procuring of
temporary assistance for the Dean in the mean-
time.

{he trivialities of our flimsy and superficial cul-
ture noneé is more contemptible than this latest

| fad of ‘Sunday art’ T.et us have good music,

by all means, and the more tastefnl and artistic
it is the better; but do not let us create & gulf
botween the worship of God and earthly enjoy-
ment, This is the last thing which agelf-indul-
gent, if still believing, age would" wish to do.
By going to church for art's sake (the prayers
would be a mere pretence), and notfor worship,
we should lose the one element of sacred art
which gives us highest pleasure—the element
of reverence. No doubt the “ Messiah ” is a re-
ligious service in itself; and it is perfectly in
place in church, Butit is of essential conse-
quence whether the audience thinks it is attend-
ing a religious service or & mers concert.”

The Church Standard says:

The Bible is the Church’s book, as our Sun-
day is the Church's day, The latter she ap-
pointed ; the former she wrote. The Church,
established at some time between “I will build”
and “There wore added,” did in due time both
these acts, and Day and Book are hers in trust
and in fact. The Holy Seriptures are God’s
Word; but His through her. The Bible is, be-
sidos other things, the Saviour’s biography aad
her autobiography. Her authority in the mat-
ter of using them is neither infallibility as usu-
ally understood, nor yet compulsion. Too
many would seem to reject the idea of the
Church having any “authority,” as if she
claimed & sort of shrievalty or a Judge-like
right cf subpeena and attachment force. (It is
we who should have an attachment.) Onbe goes
so far as to say, “Ii is time that every man
should rmake his own crced.” Another wants
overy one to put his own sense on the Serip-
tures. What nonsense these senses would make,
and what pretty litter of little creeds would be
brought forth. The way in which I fancy the
popular idea would be prosented, would be in
nice, protty, curling, dry shavings—each theo-
logical practice trying to ses who, in all the
shop, could draw his plane the most dexterously
and shave the thinnest.

A writer in the Anglican Church Chronicle
(IToooluln) says:—

When the writer was in England a short
time :go he was struck with the immense
crowds of people who flocked on every occa-
sion to the churches, and the wonderful order
which they maintained both in assembling and
dispersing. Not three months elapsed before
the English nowspapers relate the doings of
crowds who wero bent on assembling for other
and fur different purposes. In the first case,
the people assembled to learn how hest to fulfil
their duty towards their fellow-men, to give of
their substance, to feed the hungry, clothe the
nuked, and to heal the wounds of the afflicted.
In the second, the crowds assembled to do in-
jury to their fellow-citizens, to destroy their
property, and to jeopardize their lives. The
crowds in the first instance wers composed
of people bent on doing good in the world, and
of glorifying and giving praise and honor to
God. Those in the second comprised men
who denied God and His goodness, and scoffed
at His worship and service. False to the core,
assuming the role and character of people they
did not vepresent, the unemployed and desti-
tute, they wore led by men who warred against
everything held sacred by the frue Christian,
and consequently they were fighting against
the very help which could bring them peace
und comfort, :

The moral is plain: Once desiroy and injure
the faith of men in their God and Savieur, and
the peace of the world is at an end.

The Bishop of Lincoln conducted the service
of the Three Hours in his Cathedral on Good
Friday. '

On the 10th instant Sir Arvthur Sullivan will
unveil in Westmingter Abbey a memorial of
of the late Sir John Goss, the organist of St
Paul’s Cathedral.

The induetion of the Rev. J. Fenwick Kitto,
late rector of Stepney, to the Vicarage of St.
Martin-in-the-Fields, by the Venerable the
Archdeacon of Middlesex, took place on the
14th ult., in the presence of a large congrega-
tion.

It is announced that the Dean of Peter-
borough has instituted evening services with
sermons every Sunday in his Cathedral. When
he came to the diocese evening services wero
nevor held in the Cathedral, except during
Advent and Easter. During his second year
hoe instituted the plan of making the evening
services continuous throughout the year, and
his attempt has met with the greatest success.
He has a hearty service, a large ¢hoir, and
generally manages to secure a good preacher.

With the death of Archbishop Trench, the
office of Chancellor of tbe illustrious Order of
St. Patrick came to an end, as did that of Pre-
late of the Order, by the death of the late Pri-
mate. The only surviving officer of the reli-
giousside of the Order, which is now completely
secularized, is the Dean of St. Patrick’s, who is
Registrar.

The Bishop of Down has conferred the Dean-
ery of Conuor upon the Ven. Jobn Walton
Murray, LL.D., Archdeacon of Counnor and
Rector of Ballymena. Dr. Murray is the
author of several works, chiefly relating to the
Ivish Church, and s a frequent contributor to
the magazines. '

The Ven. John Alcoek, Archdeacon of
Waterford, has rvetired from the service of the
Church, after a long life spent in his Master's
gervice. By his retirement the incumbency
of St. Patrick’s in that city, as well as the
Archdeaconry and Treasurership of the Cathe-
dral, become vacant.

We learn with much pleasure that, notwith-
standing the persecutionsrecently raised against
those attending the Irish Church Missions
School at Drogheda, the work stiil continues,
and even prospers. Several Romanists have
recently manifested a very friendly spirit to-
wards the Society’s agents, who are, however,
very closely watched by the priests.—English
Churchman. _ :

Church, Rome, Italy, on Sunday, Mavch 28th,
and held a confirmation. The church wus
crowded, and thebishop’s sermon made a deep
impression. It will give pleasave to the many
friends of Bishop Jaggar to learn that he hasso
far recovered his strength as to bo able to
preach. He goes at once to Capri forr a month
of absolute quiet, and roturns to Romo for
Easter.

“A PLEA FOR THE CHRISTIAN
MINISTRY.”

But upon the’ young men themselves thore
devolves frequently the high responsibility of
selecting there future calling. It might prove
advantageous in many instances ii people were
to examine the reasons upon which they decide
against the claims that the Christian ministry
has upon them. It is not denied that somebody
ought and must preach the gospel, but that par-
ticnlar somebody, according to present views,
is virtually non-existent. This is manifestly
wrong, and the wrong is direcily traceablo to
home influences, which, in the majority of
cages, are antagonistic to the simplicity of the
faith a8 well as to the unpopular heroism of a
devoted and self-denying life. Some plead for
a special call, by which we are possibly to
understand a supernatural call like that which
came to St. Paul under the new dispensation or
to Samuel under the old. But, for the most
part, our children have had a very distinet eall,

" in that they have been made partakers with
Christ by baptism, and it is imperative upon
Christian parents and Christian children that
they do not minimize its force nor attempt to
explain it away. We do not say that cvery
young man should enter the ministry, but we
do say that there are far t0o many young men
of the Church, suitable in every way for her
service, who decide in favour of some other
profession because of its superior possibilities as
a place for making money, or against the
ministry because of tha difficulties surrounding
it. There is hardly any use in disguising from
ourselves the fact that winning souls is of far
less moment than winning cents, And yetno
higher motive can be suggested to move human
energy then the love of Christ constraining an
earnest and godly young man to endure hard-
ness 83 & good soldier. ﬁe may. not be able to
amass much wealth in the ministry, nor does

iho need it, but he will secure what wealth can-

not purchase,—the blessings of those who have,
through his instrumentality, been won from the
paths of wickedness and vice to serve the living
and true God. While others are burning “the
candle at both ends” and joining in the mad but
sickening revel of what is called fashionable
society, the young minister is preaching n gos-
pel of love and mercy in the gntters of great
cities or in the isolated, snow-bound homes of
tho backwoods. - He is making a name among
tho worthies of history who have not counted
their lives dear unto them,—Middloton, Stev-
art, Livingstone, Moffat, James, Heber, Martyn,
Patterson, and & host of others. Such work
lives not alone in time, but more important
still in eternity. To ask our young men to
adopt this holy calling is to ask them to under-
take tho most enobling of all works. It is
related in the biography of the Honorable and
Right Reverend Charles Jamos Stowart, fifth
son of the seventh Barl of Galloway, that on
one occasion he spoke with the groatest
enthusissm of his promotion when laborlng as
a migsionary in Canada. “ It was pleasant,”
says Hannabh More, relating the incident,  to
have a man of his birth speak of it as a great
advancement that he was now appointed a
travelling missionary instead of a local one.”
Birth, learning, and wealth may all be ad-
vantageously employed in the service of Chuist.
It is a service requiring the best courage as
well as the best literary and spivitual training.
What we ought to guard aguinst is making the
mistake of supposing that we are not called,
when in reality the call is prossed npon our
acceptance from a hundred different sources.
The position of matters is somewhat like that
of any army, where every man is under fight-
ing orders and in the last resource,—if a true
man, bound to accept any duty the general in
command may direct. Bat instead of “order-
ing” the general calls for volunieors. Kvery
Christian 18 personally under obligation to ro-
spond to the call which Christ makes to them,
through the insrumentality of the Bishops and
pastors of the Church. Who will man the
walls,—who occupy the waste places ? There
are many young men sponding a pointless, if
not a useless existence, who would achieve great
results for the Church and the world if they
would only respond to the voice which says,
Why stand ye here idle all the day ? DButlet
wg not be misunderstood. We are far from
urging men to rush indiseriminately into the
ministry. Quite the contrary, but we think
that parents, whose responsibility is very great
in this regard, ought to direct the mind of one
son at least towards this object. Where this is
done in faith and holy submission to the Divine
will, God will assuredly make good the promise
of His Holy Spirit. Develop every gift the
child possesses, and let them be consecrated to
the service of the Temple. We have no sym-
pathy with the theory which obtains in these
days, that children are * vessels of wrath” until
they are, as it is termed, * converted.” This is
a povelty in the Christian Church repugnant
alike to the facts of history and the plain decla-
rations of God’s word. “ The school of the
prophets” is as necessary now as it ever was,
perhaps more ‘so, and early training just as
essential as early training for any other pro-
fession. Should these remarks fall upon “ the
good ground,” may it prove a 1ealization of the
words of the prophet : *'1 heard the voice of the
Lord saying, Whom shall I send and who will
go for us ? Then said I,,Here am I ; send me.”

THE CHURCH IN ITS RELATIONS TO
OUR COMMON LIFE.

As ono of the grand cathedrals which adorn
our mothor-land may be viewed alone, stand-
ing in its proper isolation from the habitations
of men, and from the scencs of their industry,
though in their midst, so tho Church may be
contemplated apart and alone; but it may be
also viewed, and it is best viewed, in its rela-
tion to the common life around, which it secks
to embrace in its foilowship, and to purify by
its ministrations. It is a grand, it is the
grandest, the most noble, the most beneficont
{nstitution knoivn amongst men, Founded by
Divine aunthority for ends the most exalted, it
may bo regarded in its origin, its progress, and
its end; in its organization, its methods, and
its instruments ; or in its history and its wide-
spread influence, its past struggles, its prosent
position, its assured future trinmph. Viewed
in its widest comprehension, it is the Holy
Oatholic Church. It embruces the godly of all
ages and of all climeg, it numbers in its 1anks
the purost, the most hereic, and tho most
sharitable, and, stretching its arms far and
wide, it gathers of overy kind within the em-
brace of its charity and effort. In ils more
limited aspoct, it is ““ Christ’s Church militant
here on earth,” divided, stiuggling, and imper-
foct—imperfect alike in the spiritual condition
»f its individual mombers, in the range of its
kpowledge, in the fervor of its zeal, and in tho
warmth of its charity. It may be thought of
in its struggle with the world—the world of

evil, error and self:seeking; and here rise into
view its many ministries, its precious services
to classes, tribes and n ‘tions of men. TItis en-
riched by the truths it is commissioned to pro-
claim, by the pure morality it is commanded
to illustrate, by its lofty ethical code reaching
to all conditions and embracing the duties of
a1l the relations of men, by its spiritual illu-
mination, its sacred records, its Divine ordin-
ances. It finds its encouragement in the life
which is the simplest and, at the same time,
the most sublime illustration of the truths
which it teaches, and the typical example up
to which it exhorts all ite members to strive
to grow. No grace can adorn the human life
that it does not acknowledge to be within the
compass of its duty to cultivate. It exalts
conscience, it promotes righteousness, peace
and truth. It insists on houorableness in trad-
ing, fidelity in trust, patience in suffering, pur-
ity in thought, unselfisiiness in action. It re-
joices in the progress, the refinement, the joy,
the utmost welfare of all. It promotes learn-
ing, it cultivates taste, it refines habits. It
cannot neglect to feed the hungry, to clothe
the naked, to bless the enemy, without doing
violence to its own canons of conduct, and con-
tradicting the very spirit it seeks most of all
to diffuse. It teaches, illustrates and promotes
the truest, the purest and the most rational
brotherhood of men. Nor are these the limits
of the Church's work. To bow the head in
roverent worship before the Creator of all
worlds and the Judge of all men, and to teach
men 80 ; to proclaim the Gospel of the world’s
Divine Redeemer; to invoke upon all men the
grace of the Holy Spirit; to publish laws of
which it is the custodian, that are applicable
to all races of men and all periods of time,
form part of an imposed duty which it is the
Church’s joy to fulfil. It honors age, seeking
to make the hoary head a crown of glory. It
blesses childhood, finding in its simplicity and
teachableness the typical example of its neo-
phyte, and, in its grest Master's name, it pro-
nonnces words of blessing over its young life,
sealing tho dedication of that life unto the
Lord by His own appointed sign. Its songs
are the expression of the holiest aspirations of
the human heart ; its hopes transcend the pre-
sont, for, whilo setting before the eyes of men
the purast ideal of human life, it sets before the
hopes of men the loftiest conceptions of human
happinoss. The Church ministers to the sick,
comforts tho sorrowful, relieves the poor with
its charity, sud warns the wicked with its
word. It soothes the dying with the console-
tions of hope, and brings to the bereaved in
their tearfulness the comfortable assurance of
“the resnrrection of the dead, and ths life of
the world fo come.” Smiling upon whatever
tonds to refine, exalt and enrich the human
life, the Church knows no antagonism but to
whatover impairs humap blessedness, or dark-
ens the horizon of human hopes, or withers
the strength of haman virtue.—Selected.

UNBELIEF AND SECTARIANISM.

We have frequently insisted that the exist-
oence of the uncalled-for and sinfal divisions of
Christendom contributes to the infidelity of
the age, and stronger testimony to the truth of
this position perhaps could hardly be sdduced

than that furnished by the famous Mr. Spur-
geon, of London, England, in a Sunday morn-
ing sermon lately preached by him in his
“Tabernacle.” Ho is reported to have said :—

“To-day the revelation of God is treated with
indifference, or talked of as if it deserved no
reverence or credit. Urbelief has sapped the
foundations of the social fabric. Worst of all
—1I must pot hold back the charge—many of
the avowed ministers of Christ are no ministers
of the faith at all, but promoters of unbelief.
The modern pulpit has taught men to be infidels,
Think not that T am aiming at the Church of
England. With all my objection to a State
Church, I am not so unjust as to conceal my
belief, that I see in the Hpiscopal Church at
this time LEss of unbelief than among certain
Dissenters ; in fact, Nonconformity in certain
quarters is eaten through and through with a
covert Unitarianism, less tolerable than Unitar-
ianism itself. So frequently are the fundamen-
tal doctrines of the Gospel assailed, that it be-
comes needful, before you cross the threshold
of many a chapel to ask tlie question, ““Shall I
hear tho Gospel here to-day, or shall I come
out hardly knowing whether the Bible is in-
sgired ornot? Shall Inot be made to doubt
the Atonement, the work of the Holy Ghost,
the immortality of the soul, the punishment of
the wicked, or the deity of Christ?” I know
I shall stir a hornet's nest by these honest re-
bukes, but I cannct help it. I am burdened and
distressed with the state of religion; a pest is in
the air; no truth is safe from, its withering in-
fection.”

THE CHIEF OBJECT OF CONFIR-
MATION.

The following remarks, which we talke from
our valued exchange, The Church Standard
(New York), will be found specially apropos
now that in many of pur Canadian dioceses
the annual visitation of the Bishop is ecither in
progress or is about to commence :—

What i8 Confirmation? What isthat solemn
rite that year by year the Bishop comes to the
Church to administer? What isthis ceremony
that, not for & hundred years, but ever since
the days of the Aposiles, has been faithfully
observed by the Church ?

Each per on to whom the e questions are
addressed will probably give a different ans-
wer. But three replies may be sufficient to
give a clear idea of the subject. We will con-
gider them in order:

I. Tt is common to speak of Confirmation as
the renewal of our Baptismal vows, or the tak-
ing of our vows upon ourselves. And thisisa
correct answer. The Prayer Book says that it
is a convenient and proper thing for children,
having learned what their godfathers and god-
mothers promised for them in Baptism, with

their own mouth and consent to ratify and
confirm the same.

Itis indeed rightand proper that children
should be permitted to say: “ We know the
covenent our sponsors made for us; we know
the obligations that they placed us under; and
now we, having come to years of discretion,
gladly assume these vows.” Not that they
would be released from these obligations, if
they did not voluntarily undertake them, A
child has to obey the laws of the community in
which he lives. His parents have tosee that
he does so. For whatever damage he does
while & minor, the law holds his parents and
guardians responsible. But when he attains to
manhood, he has fo take upon himself all such
obligations. He has to pay taxes, obey the

laws, and do his'duty as a citizen, whether he

has the désire or not, The present Czar of
Russia is the eldest son of the late ruler of the
Russian Empire, . Whether he likes it or not,
his birth made him  heir apparent™ to the
throne, Immediately upon his father's sudden
Jeath, without promises or ceremony, he be-
camé Emperor, and began to perform his du-
tics, although he has not yet been formally
crowned.

So it is with us. In Baptism we have been
made citizens of a heavenly country. We have
heon made heirs of a heavenly throme. Tt ‘s
indeed a beautiful sight to behold those who
appreciate their gifts, crowding to the chancel
steps to say that they value what their parents
did for them, and that they gladly confirm
vows ihen mnde in their behalf. But whether
thev do this or not, they are under the same
obligations. We must obey the law, we must
do our duty to God, or we shall certainly suffer
the consequences. While, then, it is convenient
and proper that we renew the vows and prom-
ises of our sponsors, yet this is not the chief
object of Confirmation,

I1. Again, it is said that Confirmation is the
confession of Christ before men., So it is, The
yonng and the old who have not doneso be-
fare, “with their own mouth.” “openly before
the Clurch,” own their allegianee to Christ.
For man or woman to break away. from coi-
rupt associates and careless or evil habits, and
promise bofore the world to be faithful fol-
lowers of Christ, is a brave and noble thing to
do, always requiring courage and decision.
Our Lord knew this, and therefore He said
whoever would confess Him before this wicked
and adulterous generation, He would confess
before His father and the holy angels.

But coming to Confirmation ir but one of
many ways by which we confess Christ before
men. Bvery timo we refuse to lnugh at some
evil joke, or to mock at religion; every time
we refuse {0 be digshonest in business, or irve-
verent in chureh; every time we stand to sing
x hymn, or kneel to say a prayer; every time
we bow our heads st the Holy Name, acknow-
ledging the power of the Crucified—we by this
means confess Christ before men. While,
then, we do take a stand in Confirmation, and
profess that we are Christ's soldiers, yet this
is not the chief object in coming to this holy
rite. g

I The great object of coming to Confirma-
tion is to receive “the gift of the Holy
Ghost.”  Highteen bundred years ago and
more, & young Deacon driven from Jerusalem
by the fierceness of the first persecution, went
to a neighbo-ing people for refuge. While
among them, he preached the Gospel and bap-
tized many converts, When the Apostles in
Jernsalem heard this, they immediately sent
two of their number down to these people, and
after they had questioned them and prayed for
them, “they laid their hands on them, and
they received the Holy Ghost.”

Ever since this event, recorded in Acts viii.,
b.aptized people have been coming to Confirma-
tion, that they may receive the laying on of
hands and be blessed with the special gift of
the ITale Ghast, Tirep since that day, as we
read in 1lcb. vi., the laying on of hands—with
repentance, and faith, and Baptism—has been
veckoned among * the principles of thedoutrine
of Christ” Again, then, we assert that the
great object in coming to Confirmation is to re-
cetve the gift of the Holy Ghost.

Tt is well to renew your vows; it is well to
profess Christ openly before the Church; but it
Iz a greater privilege to receive the sevenfold
gift of the Holy Spirit] We might be ever so
willing to do our duty, and yet fail for the want
of strength,

Tn the oldon times, when every. freeman
wore a sword, it was the custom, when the
Creed was recited, for every man to draw his
weapon, in token of his willingness to fight for
the faith that he professed. In this day, mo

our Christianity. But we have unseen foes
that we must dread. There is a wicked host
around us, seeking our destruction. In Con-
firmation we buckle on an unseen sword—to
fight these battles. Yes! the sword of the
Spirit shall then be ours; and if we have the
will, and the perseverence, and the wisdom to
use our weapons aright, we shall always have
the power, and the majesty, and the victory on
our side to keep the enemy at bay through life,
finally to beat him down under our feet, and at
last to be *‘more than conquerors through
Him that loved us.”

A lnll has taken place in tho great Parlia-
mentery struggle over the future government
of Ireland. We share in the wonder of an
Irish Church contemporary that a stern non-
possumus was not presented to Mr. Gladstone's
motion to bring in his Home Rule Bill. The
result of the first reading has undoubtedly
been to familiarize the English public with the
idea of legislative separation as a not improb-
able event, and so far to prepare the way for
its ultimate adoption. Amid-tho too general
lethargy which has succeeded the first burst of
indignation in England, it is refreshing to read
the out-spoken utlerances of the Guardian,
which, after supporting Mr. Gladstone through
thick and thin for nearly forty years, says of
his latest attempt at legislation:—*It is as
bad in execution 48 it is in intention, as
clumsy in the way it brings about ths dis-
memberment of the United Kingdom as it is
reckless in the sacrifice of national inierests to
party purposes,

Tae Provincial Legislature of Quebec has
gone out of its way to express its sympathy
with the anti-British schemes of the English
Premier and his new friend and henchman,

Mr, Parnell; but the Marquis ot Lorne has

informed the British public (and in doing so
has once more proved “himself a true friend to
Canada) that such resolutions on this side of
the Atlantic mean nothing. They are simply

designed to catch the Irish vote, which, in our
large cities cspecially, is a not unimportant
factor in political elections.

A third grave error of the system also eman-
ates from that prolific source of evil, spiritual

pride. Naturally,  body of sinless and perfect
people must ex%)erience extreme difficulty in
gelecting one of their number to be the in-
structor of the rest. Comnsequently, they give
it up, and, to avoid all jealousy, constitute all
alike priests and teachers, both men and wo-
men. They hold that under the present dis-
pensation of grace, there is noregular ministry
in Christ's Church, that *all are kipgs and
priests unto God.” =

Does it not seem to you that people must
have a veil over their eyes when they fail to
perceive that an ordained ministry is recog-
nized in God’s Word and continually alluded to?
The Lord Himself chose twelve apostles. He
afterwards sent seventy disciples, two and two,
to teach and to preach. Paul and Barnabas
ordained elders in every church. Titus was
left in Crete, that he might ordain elders in
every city. The command was given to the
Hebrew Christians, “Obey them that have the
rule over you, and submit. yourselves." And

hostile foes are seen around us;, to war uwpon | St. Paul, writing to the Corinthians, exc aims,

“Ave all apostles, are all prophets, ave all
teachers 7"  Certainly not. These are offices
to which men are specially called. Our God is
a God of order, and not a God of confusion;
and ono of the very fow rubrics laid down in
Scripture is this, “ Let all things be done do-
cently and in order.” Everything in Moly
Writ points to a settled ministry and the per-
fect organization of the Church. But docs not
experience and evon common senro itself en-
force and support the same doctrine? Can we
expect the Church to prosent a bold front to
the enemy, and do aggressive work for God, if
all its members are like a ropo of sand, without
cohesion, without organization? What would
become of God’s heritnge if' the Plymouth Bro-
thren system was to grow to any extent?
'What would become of the dark places of the
earth, for on principle they do no missionary
worlkk? Their attention is enitrely dovoted to
unsettling the earnest and faithful workars of
vavions Chureh organizations. They rosemble
that unprineipled bird which roams over the
forest in search of ready-mado nests in which
to lay its egga and gol them hatehed by other
birds gifted with more patience and indusiry,
More than eig teen conturies ago, the Twored
Jesus Christ, whom these paragons of porfee-
tion profess to revere and follow—1the Lo
Jesus Christ thern handed Ilis aposties the ol
lowing commimsion: “Gn therefore and fearh
all nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father, the Son and the Holy Ghost; teaching

‘them to obsorve all things whatsoever I have
.commanded you”

Again, in the parable of
the supper, He commanded His servants, when
all things wero ready, in the following wnmis-
takable words: “ Gro yo out into the highways
and hedges, and compel them to come in.”
But these aelf=satisfied individuals are supreme-
ly indifferont to all such injunctions. Farfrom
going out into the wilds of heathen lands—fue
from crossing the scas, scaling mountaing, brav-
ing the frosts of the peles or the pestiléntial
climes of the tropies—they will not even labor
among the ignorant and depraved of the towns
and villages in which they are thomselves.
The prevailing iden among them is that their
mission is to the **awakened in the churches.”

As T said in thoe boginning of this little .
papor, this sect, which first saw tho light in
tho year 1830, prescnts contradictions which it
is alinost impossible to reconcite. They scem
to prize the “pearl of great prico” for them-
selves, and yet they are more assiduous (wr in
poisoning the minds of Christian peoploagainst
the various churches through which they have
been brought to Christ than in teaching and
enlightening strangers to God and Hisx Holy
Word. Such i8 not the spirit of Christianity.

They scem to reverence and study the Word
of God, and yet they treat some portions of it
with something little less than contempt. Thoy
profess great regard for God and his law, and
yet the Commandments, which the Suviour
said he had not come to destroy, but to fultil,
they rcpudiale and refuse to be bound by
them. In teuth, Plymouth Brethrea are Anti-
nomians,

They profess great humility, and yet prac-
tically they are so proud as to refuse oven
to worship with membors of other Christian
bodies.

I cannot undertake to explain hiow it comes
to pass that so much good and truth can co-
exist with so muoch that is false and evil, I
merely suggest that not a fow in that amall
gect are bettor than theircreed, as is froquently
the case among Romanists,

The literal explanation of some isolated pas-
sage of God's Word has forced them into cer-
tain untenable positions. They cannot recede
from one without giving up the whole, and
that they refuse to do. esides, there is some-
thing very flattering to the human heart in the
fancied superiority which the people affect.
The Pharigeo felt immense satisfaction a4 he
‘stood and sounded his own praises. There is

a humility which is very like pride.

Church Gazette, has heen & most
eventful one in the Diocese of La-
hore, as far as conversions and bap-
tisms of Non-Christians are con-
cerned.

Caste, based on birth
and bounded by rules as to eating,
is fust decaying. The rules of eat-
ing are now 80 gonorally ignored
that tho claims of birth are being
ignored also. Tho railway has
been o great loveller for years, und
now the steamor on the ocean and
the tram-cars of Caleutta sre anxil-
fary lovelling instruments. The
touch of a man of low birth no
longor defiles o Brahmin, and a
journey to England and back has
acome possible to 4 man even yet
in casle. Indeed, casto is being re-
shaped to meet the changing condi-
tions of socioty. Some advocates
make wealth tho test of caste,
others claim for intellect the caste-
making power. None, so far as
we Jmow, {allke of moral purity as
the test of caste. That honor is
loft for Christ., The socioty of
Christ's disciples are the only peo-
plo who expel a man for ovil liv-
ing. Where birth or waoalth or
even intelleet is the bond of union,
a man may bo o ihiof or an adul-
toror and yet not be oxpelled iho
society of his foellows, but the
Church of Christ cuts such off from
fellowship. Heréin is the caste
which India nceds.—Indian Chris-
tian Herald,

CENTRAL AFRICAN MISSION.

This Mission was sot on foot in
1859, at tho request of Dr, Livings-
tone, who, though himself o Pres-
byterian, was anxious that the
united Church of England and Ive-
land should undertake it; and,
whilst chiofly looking to the uni-
vereity for its supply of clorgy, it
from the first appealed to ‘the
Church at large to set up the king-
dom of Christ amongst the slave-
trodden tribes of lastern Intertrop-
ical Afriea. At tho proesent time
the Mission has three great centres
of operation—(1)} Zunzibar, (2) the
Usambara country north of Zansi-
bar, (8) the Revuma District, 400
miles xouth of Zanzibar, and lead-
Ing up to the disirict orig nally oe-

cupicd by Bishop Mackounzie, One

great feature of this Mission is the
part it has played in the suppres-
sion of tho -slave-trade. It has
turned tho old slave-markot in Zan-
zibar into a contre of Christian
touching, and a nobloe church, mis-
sion-house, schools, and a native!
Christian colony, now occupy the
spot where, twenty years ago,some
30,000 slaves were annually exposed

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plotes the work of freedom that the
nation begins, by receiving the
slaves that ave intercepted by Brit-
ish cruisers, tending them whilst
they are sick, educating them, and
Christianizing them, and in many
instances then restoring them to
their own country. For thispurpose
the Mission has a farm of 130 acres
at Mbweni, outside the town of
Zanzibar, for the reception of
adults, on which the girls’ school
algo stands, and a boys’ school as
Kiungani, also outside the town,
where thero are various workshops,
and capecially tho printing press,
at which the released siaves have
printed the wholo of the New Tes-
tament, as it has been translated in
Swahili, a language understood
throughout the interior, by Bishop
Steere. There ave now 20 natives,
formerly slaves, employed in Zan-
zibar, aud on the mainland, in the
direct work of Evangelization, one
of whom is in Deacon's Orders;
and no oxpedition to the Interior,
whether explorative, mereantile, or
missionary, is considered complete
without one or more of the lads
trained by the Mission as guides.
Another special feature of this Mis-
sion from its beginning has been
not to pay stipends to its members,
but to supply them with all neces-
saries, By this system rich and
poor are able to work welltogether
as brethron. The Bishop, the Arch-
deacons, ithe richest man or woman
on tho staff, cat all at the same
table and lodge in rooms furnished
on the same scale with the poorest,
and tho community of feeling thus
engendered has proved of the high-
st vatue to the Missionaries thom-
selves and the suceess of their work
amongst othovs. There are at the
present time 36 Europeans on the
staff, viz.,, 15 clergy, 11 laymen,
and 10 ladies. The Incoma of the
Mission for 1885, from every source,
cxceeded $13,000, whilst the cost
of cellection was less than a penny
in the shilling. After the pay-
ment of home expenses, all moneys
are sent out direct to the Bishop,
and administered by himself and
his clergy in priest's orders. Thus
necds can be met as they ariso, and
funds apportioned by those who
being on the spot are better ablo to
distinguish betwosn the relativour-
gencies of various clairas than any
committee at home could possibly do

curtail my liberty so that I may,
as 1 think, the more cffectually
lnbor to draw others from sin, my
voluntary sacrifico is my own affair,

cedent or mado into an obligntion,

limits. He who sots up arbitrary
standards of right and wrong, not
based upon reasunuble seriplural in-
terpretation, is an enemy to true
religion, and should Lo so con-
sidered.
