1f I were asked to define the meaningof a
suozessful man, I ehould say » man who has
made a happy home {or his wife and children.
No matter whut he has done in the way of
achieving wealth und honors, if he has done
that he is a grand encocea. If he has not
done tha%, and it is his own fault, though he
be tbe highest in the Innd he is a most pitiable
fallare.

I wonder how many men, ian the mad
pursuit for gold whioh obaracterizea the age,
realize that thers I8 no fortune that can be
left their familien so precious as the memory
of a happy home.

I heard adaughter say, with bitterness, one
day : *1 never knew a happy hour in my
childhood. My father was eo oroas and
gevere he ernshed my mother’s spirit and des-
troyed our youth. Nothing can ever recom-
pense me for that.” Whata memory fora
daughter to carry through life! It Is no
uncommon caee, I have known several men
who were objeota of terror to their famiiles.
Laoghter ceased, mirth was silenced, osllera
Intaitively took leave, when the master of
the house approached. I wonder what such
men live for ? I can imagine no honor that
can compensate for the loss of love of those
nearest to ue.

I think more American men than women
marry for love. Yet there are fewer good
husbands than good wives, take theland over,
In meny oasen the wives spoil good husbands
by foolish nagging and {lliberal faalts, which
T have already mentioned in o letter to wivee.
New I want to talk to the husbande, and I
hope they will cut out this letter and carry it
In thelr pooket-booka, and read it aloud as
often as they have my advice to *Women ae
Wives.”

If yon married o beanty and a belle, or &
very popular young lady eve, yon no doubt
felt highly elated over your conguest, and it
was your intentfon to make her happy. Bat
perhaps you did not realize that an extra
exertion on your part would be necessary
ap time rolled on. Ardent lovers too aften
and too quickly become indifferent
hosbands ; not indifferent in heart, maybe,
but Indifferent in actlon. The girl who
has been sought, and admired, and praised
by a orowd of enamoured swains durlog
her slngle oareer, cannot help fesling heart-

She will not be
satiefied to settle Into prosalc and common-
place domestic life. She will not be happy
in hearing you only talk of bills and aconomy,
no matter how excellently yon take oare
of her. She will want a little sentiment
mixed in, ond, although you may feel It Is
unnecessary now that you are marrled, i$
will be worth your while to do a little love-
making nooasionally. Tell her that she I the
best wife in the world, and that you are sure

““‘Come here, dear wife,” and, as sure as he ia
& man, and not & brate, his heart will feel a
doftening ond tender emotion toward that
wife as he speaks the words, and her own
will theill with bappiness. It coats ao little
to do these things, and it gives such wonder-
ful dividenda,

If you cems home and tind sometblng out
of plsce in the honse, or not to your llking, do
not l=t {5 he ths firet thing you mention, Try
and find eomething to praise and sppreclate,
and then apeak of the matter that displeases
you and aek to have it atterded to. I bave
seen wives toilisg hard all dey to get the
house in order and the table appetizingly
spread for ber lord’s veturr, and when he
ocame I have heard him find fault because a
child's shoe or toy had been ellowed to lis
unsnoticed in the hall ; the poor wife felt as i€
her whole day’s Iabor was unappreciatad
snd  ber slight negligence slone neticed.
How muclh beiter if he nad praised the clean
windows, the shining silver, the wholesomo
fiod, the peat tollet of his wife, and then
spokea of theshoein tho hall, Yet if he should
fiad that cthoe in the hall every day for &
weck, it would necessitate a eerions talk, in
which he should try snd make his wife un-
derstand that a neglected request ovar a trifla
can essily spoll the whole huppy effect of a
home-coming for a man,

If you marry a woman wha has no dowry of
her own, you wonld sava a vast amount of un-
happioecss and final expenee by placiog an al-
lowance aach monthin her hands. Deoide how
much you can afford to have her use upon
herself, or upon hersclf and children and
house, and let her know that 1t will be cheer-
fully given to her each month on a certain
day. No man can realize the mortifying
bumiliation it I8 to most women fo be
obliged to ask for money, or to have their
billa looked over snd criticleed. The happiest
and moat economioal householda I know to-
day are those where the wife has her regular
allowance and pays her own bills. It teaches
ber economy and zelf-reliance, and givea her
a sense of indepanderce that of iteelf creates
happiness and content.

I know the widow of a millionaire to-day
who tella me that all her wealth caa never
remove the ecars of humiliation left by the
memory of her early years of dependence,
when she was obliged to aek her hueband for
two oents to buy a yeast cake, and to explain
what she wanted to do with the two cents he
grudgingly gave. Dependence like this sears
a woman'’s heart and turns natoral sweetnsss
of disposition into gall, No matter how
small your incoma give your wife a portion

1 of it, with the uuderstanding that she is to

depend upon that for her personsl needs,
and that she must govern her neede acoord-
ingly.

If your wife ls inclined toward recklees ex-
travogance, this will be the best method in
the world of ourlog her of it. Tell her thet
she must depend upon the monthly sum you
set apart for expenses, and if she exceeds it
one month snd muet save it from the next al-
lowance, Talk quietly and earnestly with
her ; tell her that all your Iabor ie for her
sake, and that yon depend upon her assiat-
ance in keeping out of debt and making &
futuro of Independence, and that it will re-
guire mutual self-racrifice and prudence. If
she Is auy kind of a ressonable or sensible
woman, this will acoomplish far more toward
making her what you desire than soolding or
parsimony.

Do not make light jests about marriage, or
talk even in sport before people as if you
were sick of your connubial bargain. These
things always hurt a wife’s feelings however
she may hide the fact. If your wife begins
to fade with the yeara, or the tax ¢f mother-
hood, do not be forever raving over some
fresher face in her hearing and making little
jokes about having lost your heart to
& new charmer., It 1s not good taste,
and oannot fall to wound the heart
already sad with the consoiouness ef
her own waning personal charms which have
been macrificod in your service, If you have
boen a man popular with Indies, yor will find
it hard to deny yourself lover-llke attentions
to them after the novelty of your married life
has worn off. But whenever yon are about to
take a libarty of this kind, stop and ask your-
aelf if you would be willing to bave your wite
receive the same nttention’ from some other
gentleman ’ .

If you would nnt, then it is your duty to
deny yoursell, The moment you tako one
liberty with the opposite eex you would not
allow her, that moment you have crossed the
dividing line between right and wrong, and
you have lowered your standard of manhoed.

If a woman I8 worth chooaing from all the
world to marry, she is worth sacrificlng some
follies and pleasures for. And the happiness
that comes from o pura and loyal marriage,
&nd the muntusl respect and esteem it pro
duces, outweighe the cheap pleasures of com-
mon firtatlons a5 gold outwelghs and out-
lunts tinsel.

Try and think sometimes of your wifw'a
pleasure, and plan %o give your family an oc-
casionnl treat.

If you are in modest clrcnmstances and
trying to save money, remember that you go
about among men and mix with the world,
while she stsys at bome with the children, It
‘will not cost you one-tenth the amount the
pleasure it will give, If you plan to tako them
to a theatre or eutertalnment once s month.
Lot thom have this to look forward to, and
do not apoil it all by acolding afterward over
the expsense,

THE COMING BATTLE.

The Eastern Sky Beclounded aud Scrious
Trouble Expccted in ihr Soudan-—-Ke-
lnforcecmeoents Sent to the Bed Sca.

Loxpo¥N, D:tember 10.—Everybody i
talking sbout the coming battle outeide of
Susklm ae if it were a kind of extre Deorby
event, Soms military experts here fancy it
will come off at once, but there ia a report
from Caliro that it will be deferred until
Wednesday. Apparectly it is certaln to be

cught curiog the week and cqually certain

that it will be a hot and desperate fight, with
hoavy losees and an entirely problematioal
rasult. In either event the next asession of
Parliament will have to face the neceesity of
& Soudan expedition unlees it is prepared to
abandon the Red Sea littoral altogether, for
this approaching conflict can be deciaive of
nothing. If the garrison are defeated and bad-
Iy handled in their sortle, of course England
will be committed to immediate operations,
If, on the o%ther hand, Osaan Digma Is driven
out of his trenches he will simply retire to
tha foothills, where the enemy cannot follow
him and gather hle energles for a renewal
of the sicge at hls leisure, This is clear to
everybody, and has been all slong, but the
English Government In dealing with Egypt
always adopts the ostrich tactics of hiding
its bead in the sand,

LoxDpoN, Dao, 10.—A squadron of the 20th
Hosasars will relnfcrce the troops at Suakim.
The Government has aleo ordered troope now
stationed In the Mediterranean to proceed to
Suakim, They will be replaced by troops
from Eogland, The request for more troops
at Suakim, which wae made nfter Saturday’s
council meetivg, is belleved to bave bsen In-
siigated by the Government itself as the
easiest mode of retiring from an untenable at.
titade and of appeasing public misgivings.

In tho House of Commons this evening Mr,
Stanhepe, secretary for war, read a telegram
from G:n. Dormer, at Calro, to the effect that
Gen Groenfel, commander at Snakim, con.
tinued confident of his abflity to cope with
the Arabs, but in the face of repeated offsrs of
reinforcoments he would not refuse them. A
ateamer, thercfore, would louve Suez on
Wednesday to convey to Suakim a tquedron
of the 20th Hussars and 300 men of the Welsh
Infantry, Thie would make a totzl force at
Snakim of 6,500 men, composed mostly of
Egyptians, against 2,400 of the enemy,

Lord Randolph Chorehill has written a
letter, in which ho refers to the statemont
made by Mr, Stanhops ia the Housa cf Com.
mons to the effect that Gen, Greenfcl would
not refuse refnforcements if offered him asz a
complste vindicatlon of his recent diaclosures
of the iuadaquacy of the military force a}
Suakim,

TROUBLE AHEAD WITH RUSSIA,

LoxpoN, Decerber 10.—1t is refreshing
to nnte one portion of the Orient In which
England has really szored a diplomatic vic-
tory, which obsnges the complexlon of the
whole Cintral Asian questfon. Sir Henry
Drummond Wolff, whose mission o Persia
was bitterly attacked by the Liberals as a
sinecure urd a purtisan job, has sncosaded
In getting Percia to give a lot of valunble
trading privileges to the Evglish and to com-
merolally boycott the Ruesiane. Theimport.
ance of this will be recognized when it ia re.
membered vhat Persia is the real game at
which the Ruselans have been alming
through all thelr feinta on the Afghan frea-
tier. The Rueelan pspers have gone into &
frenzy of rags at thls untoward development,
and are talking more exoitedly against
Eogland than they have'done beforesince the
Penjdeh inoldent, Officlal despatches from
St. Potersburg recognize that the old Anglo.
Rueslsn diffoulty is recpened ina new and
threatzning direction, and deplere the fact
jn Inoguoge which iz taken t¢ mean . tha$
Gormany will seizo tha ogponunlty to dis-
arm France and make herselt maater of
Europe. -

dependunce Belge from St, Petersburg says
Rusela has decided to send an ultimatum to
Toeheran regarding difficulties hetween the
two conntries. :

NEARLY DEFEATED.

THE SALISBURY GOVERNMENT
NEARLY COMES TO GRIEF.

Zord Churchill's Challeage of the Govern-

nt Pollicy in Egyrpt the Cause ot
men Cloae Division—The Debate
on the Irish Question,

LoxDoN, December 4.—In the House of
Bommons ’ this evening, Lord Randolph
Churchill moved to adjourn the debato in
order to discuss the sending of troops to
Saakim. He sald bo belleved the Govern-
ment was going against the advice of high
and responeible military aathorities. With-
in a fow dayes o battle would be fought, and
probably a desperate one, between British
and Egyptian troops and Arab traders. For
what end were a mere handful of British
goldters exposed to the risk of an encounter
with the Soudanese * They were in & fotaily
inadequste force, and the prosence ot 4,000
atterly unrellable Egyptians did not remove
the danger. Even if suocess attended the
battle it wounld necomaitate larger operations
in the interior. He Implored the house to
prevent renewed slanghter in the Sondan and
to save the lives of the soldiers who were
boing useleealy eacrificed.

Mr. Stanhope, Sescatary for War, asidthat
Lord Randolph spoke withont knowledge re-
garding the porition of Snakim, whereas the
Government’s action was bated upon full in-
formation as to what troopse were required.
The black battalions at Suakim were most
upjuetly styled ¢ unreliable,” They had
heen tested aa & force upon which thorough
rellance could be placed. The natives com-
pesing the battalions were of more than er-
dinary stamina and courage. The English
troops who were going to Egypt were, in the
opinion of the military anthoritie, there
adequste for the purpose. Thelr operation
would be limited and of an eaty nature, and
they would be certain of succesa. (Oheers.)
Sir Willlam Vernon Harcourt supported Lord
Churchill, saylng the Ilatter's motion was
amply justified by the gravity of the sitma.
tion.  The motion was rejscted by 231 to 1889,

THE GOVEBNMENT ¥EARLY DEFEATED,

Lord Randolph Ohurchill's challenge of the
polioy of the Government in Egypt in the
Houee of Commons to-night was a surprise
to the Conservatives, and nearly caused the
Government a severe defeat. They had no
intimation that Loré Randolph intended to
move to sdjourn the debate in order to cen-
sure the Government for the Snakim cxpedi-
tion. During the debato messengers wore
gent in all directions to drum up abeent Con-
servative members At ene time the Govern-
ment whips, seeing that the Opposition was
growlng In force, despalred of the result.
The Liberala were alive fo the numerical
weakness of the Minlsterial supporters, and
sought to cut short discusslon in order to have
an early divislor, The Government, how-
ever, succeeded in postporlng a divislon untll
-their benches began to show a majorlty. The
.condact of Lord Randolph Churchill was
aeverely censured by the Conscrvatives,

All the Gladetonians and Parnellites and
‘four Conservatives supported Lord Randolph
Ohurchill'a motion. Several Conservatives
abstained from voting, Lord Hartington and
twenty-seven diesidents smpported the Gov-
ernment. Thne Conservative papers inter that
Lord Randolph Churehill informed the Glad.
stenlans of hia intentlon to move an adjourn-
ment., The Coneervatives were ignorant of
his proposed acilon and when they learned of
his intentions summoned Lord Hartington
from Devonshire hoase and zent urgent whips
to the warious clubs in order to rally the
Libera!l-Unioniate,

O'BRIEN BERATES BALFOUR,

William O'Brien, resuming the Yrish de.
bate, made a long and vigorous attack on Mr.
Balfoar for hls treatment of John Mandeville.
Heo aocneed Mr. Bslfour of shooting polsoned
arrows at his prisoners and then indulging in
peals of laughter as a requiem over their
graves. The Government’s defence depended
mainly upon Mr. Mandeville’s specch in
which he atsted that he was not affectad by
his imprieonment. Was ever so ungensrous
a use made of a brave man’s cheerful
description of his treatment? He dofied
Mr. Balfour to face tho Kngiich prople
again and try to do to death the Parneliites
who refused to ncknowledge thems:lvas
misoreants, If Mr. Balfour was afraid to do
this let him not imagine that sach wrongs as
Mr. Mandeviile's could bs dicposed of by
parcasms of o glrl-cf-the.perfod stamp. The
hour of &ie condemnation would surely come
for his levity and cowardice,

Mr. Balfour replying sald he {ailed to un-
deratand how o gentiemsn using such flowers
of rhetoric sg those employed by Mr, O'Brien
could acouse others of using coarge and bratal
langusge, Ho denled that he had desoribed
Maudeville as & drankard, The medical

To
struggle to find whot

and Christian
hooks  should be
in the Bible and what chonld be left out. It
was also ostonishing if the Bible was
necessary to ealvativn, that Jesus Chriat
never wrote one eyllable of ths nsw [Lesta-
ment or directed that it ckouid be done by
kis aposiles.  Chrlatienity wey founded 400
years before one bsok wsa written, The
Apostles scattered thomeeives throughout
the world and began to preach and teach by
radition; so that the fizst Christians

comwmenced without napy new Serip-
turea, Out of the twelve Apostles
gseven never wrote u«t :1, and if it

was intended that they sbould, was it
not a loglcal comsequenca to expect that we
should bave had twelve goapele? On the
conirary, it was by preachlng and tradition
that the work of God was carried out, The
History of the Church showed that It was the
Church which gavethe B.tls ic ita complate
state In the world, after tha Church had bad
s life of vigour for 533 y.sr:. The Church
has nevor defined wh»t the Bible Is or said.
that all hag been given, but 15 has declded by
the Connclls of Carthogs what should remain
ae the Bible and wiat shoald not, and has
since taught the world what the Blbleis and
what the Bible teaches.

SOOFFING AT MARRIAGE.

The unseemly discussion wbich a certain cla.s
of newspapera have been masking a conspicuous
featurs in their columns of late of the question,
“1a marrisge & failure 1" is eimply & fresh break-
ing out of the old and nauseous social malady of

“free love.” It is amazing that any editor
who hae either any regard for the reputability of
hia journal or any respect for the welfare of so-
ciety should countenance the discussion ef so
grave n theme in the reckless and flippans style
and manner in which it is treated by the class
of shallow and iconoclastic writers, who, in
their anxiety to air their immoral sophistica-
tions, delight to exhibit their contempt for
those things and institutions which reasonable
and good men desm too sacced to be assailable,

The man or the woman who seriously asks
the question, ‘‘Is marrieze a failure?’ is ob-
viously disqualified, by 3ack of either virtuous
or proper experience, or of intelligeat or thought-
ful conviction, from answering oreven discussing
the guestion atb all, the very seking of it being
almost proof positive that the one asking 1t
is of tho atfirmative way of thinking, and that
he or she 18 of that way of thinking because
of experiences, observations or theories that
areat least superficial, but more probably the
regultants of the individual folly or viciousness
of a depraved nature. A married life that has
proved a failure because the parties to the con-
tract have had neither sense enuth nor moral-
ity enough to be faithful to its obligations is not
& just sample of the marital institution, is not a
fairillustration of modern domesticity, is not an
exponent of the average family condition of
clvglized society. It iz exceptional and abnor.
mal.

A truo man and a true woman, entering into
the relations of man and wife with a rational
deliberation, with gennine affection, and with
high and pura motives, do not find marriage a
failure. They kmow what they are about before
they enter injo intimate and sacred partnership.
Ibison bhek pary nob a matter of impulse, of
wmonecy, nor' of passion, bubt of mutual and
reciprocal affection, guided and consummsted
by the dictates of reason and of a thoughtful
sntlicipatiou of all the possibilities and all the
contingencirs that are involved in the solemn
compach. Such matobes are made in heaven,
are heavenly in their lifelong continuance, and
extend berond thie into heaven itself,

Marringo is o fajlure only when the man or
womanis s failure in his mashood or in her
womsshood. It is never a failure when the
man and the woman are true to themselves and
one another, It is never n Eailure where the
fzeling and the motive and the purpose are
right. It is never a failure where truelove and
homor are the links of  unity., 1t
is never & failure where goud sense
acd pgood principle lead to and con-
trol the relationship. It is very rarely a failure,
in any event, where children are its fruitage
and the family altaris the centre of its daily
sanctification,

Thoee who sneer and mock ab marriage are
not God’a people ; they are not of those who
ore the best development of modern civiliza-
tion ; they are nob illustrabtions cither of
social morality or of scund semse. They are
ths froth and scum that floab and bubble
upon the surface of social 1life. They
aro people of unbridled passions, sensual and
eolfish inatinets, or shallow minds, They are
not the many, but the wild and reckless few,
As arule, marriage is not a failure but quite the
reverse, When it proves a_failure it is an ex-
caption to the rule, juat as idiote, cranks, Iuna-
tics and moral lepers are exceptional develop-
menta of human evelution.—Chicago Journal.

. THE ROMAN OATHOLICS.

A PROTESTANT VIEW AS TO THEIR NUMBERS
) AND NATIONALITY,

¢ From the New York Sun.)

‘Sinoce the assembling in the city of Cincin-
patl, two months ago, of the representatives
of the various socleties of German Roman
Catholica in the United States, the disagree-
ments which had nlready existed befween the
Baglish-zpoxking clergy iz thoss diocssss
wherein Catholics of both kinds ware about
cquully represcnted, seem to have culminated,
and during the prst week there has appeared
a form of petitica to the Propaganda In
Rome, oalling for a daecisive declaration on
the satjaot by the soversign Papsl authorl-
ties.

According to report, Bishop Dwenger of
Fort Wayns snd Bishop Maes of Covington,
Ky., hava been sclected to present the peti-
tion in Rome on the occasion of their next
visit, and to aubmit then a statement of the
conditions which render expedient tome action
of an authoritative kiud, which will tend te
reduce and abate the internal friction between
the clergy and epizcopal anthoritiea in thoee
parts of the oountry where o diffsrence in
language tends $o separats Catholles fn their
Church orgacization, iostead of in vatul or
Important polats of dogma or doctriaa.

The number of Roman Cstholics in the
United States at present is 12,000,000, and
3,600,000 (or nearly 30 per cent) are eizher of
German birth or ancestry, or heil from coun-
tries and proviomoes ltke Buhcmis, Poland,
Hungary, Moravla, or Aleace-Loraine, where
tho political powoer Is vested in the Germana.
The foundation and matntenance of paroohial
schools. lyceums and colleges, the instruction
of childrep, and the delivery of sermona bas,
of neceseity, to be in a languags underatood
by those who donot spenk Euglish ag their
native tongue.

The effect of this has boen the eatablish-
meat [n all communities in the Unitad Staten
where Roman Cathelics are numerous, of
charches designed to serve the epiritual needs
of thoso who do not speak Knglish., There
are efavan Germsn churches in the city of
Naw York, two French, ons Itelian, one Be-
hemian, cne Polish, and ons wherein the seor-
mon and inséructions are Spanish.

In many of these western diocesss, notably

in Chicago, Milwankee, Grand Rapids, Fort
Wayno, Green By, La Crosse and Qlavelsnd,
a Iarge part, if not the larger part, of the re-
sident Roman Cathclics speak German rather
tbar Englieh, and In the choico of bishops to
preside over and administer the affairs of
thesc several seer, a pot unnatural preference
hay been given tq Germans snd Germso-
Awmericans, In endtern dioceses, too, ae, for
irstapce, the diocese of Newark, of which
Bishop Wigger ls the soclesiastical hesd,
similar favor has been shown to Germsns
with the reeult of more or less disagreement
a8 to the internal policy and organizition and
the adoption of local regulations,
There are in the United States elghty-five
Roman CUatholloc Bishops and Archbishops
Of these twenty ars German by birth or de-
scent, ten are French or Belgian, and two are
Spanish or of Central America, It is much
more than probable that when the petition of
the western priests shall have been prezented
in Rome, and the subjzct of which their poti-
tion treats fairly examined and freely dis-
cussed, some mseans may be found to secure
and preserve more harmonious relations be-
tween the members of the olergy whoee field
of labor ia In districte wherein the population
Is heterogeneous. While snch a reeult Is
very muoch to be desired, an improved condi-
tion of aflairs I8 an inevitable condition of the
future, since the German-Awmerican Catholic
population of the country is being Ameriean-
fzed very rapidly, aad the proportion of those
membera of it who do not speak English is
declining every year.

APPEARANCE OF FATHER MATHEW,

THE ALLEGED PAPAL RESCRIPT.

(From United Ireland, Nov, 24th.)

To the ast possible momentythe Gatholics of
Ireland will withhold theirdbelief from the
rowors emanating trom the dicsesa of Limerick,
of all places in Ireland, and thence finding its
way into the newspapers, that the Holy 1nquisi-
tion has been betrayed by English intriguers into
a second Reecript 1z aid of Coarcion, rack-rent-
iog, aul eviction in Ireland. The rumor seems
too strange and lamentable to be true, and yet
history and experience alke forbid us to treatit
as absolutely inoredible. In **The Correspon-
dence of 0’Coanell,” recently published by Mr,
Fitzpatrick, we find that even hia transcendent
services to the Cutholic religion was not enough
to save his character and policy from tke English
Catholic intriguers who swarm at the Vatican,
and that the hardest blowa strucl at him during
his ardent struggle for Irish freedom were
struck from behind the shelter of the beloved
and reversd authority of Rome, Already the
rack-renters and Coercionists are vanating
once again that, to borrow their choice
phrasaclogy, * Rowe is complately equared,
and the National movement will be bursb

p by a Buoll.” Iv is significant that the
Orange faction are laudest in their exultation.
They always regarded Oztholice as the ** slaves
of Popish superstition,” but now they fancy
they have got. the whip to drive the slaves in
their own hands. The papal authority is to
them a kind of Mumbu-fumbo which Irish
idolators crouch befcre in unquestioning sub-
jection, and they condescand to take advantage
of the “‘auperatition” while they deride it.

Roman correspondent of the Daily Chronicle

** The Daily Obronicle Rome correspondent
says—The new Papal brief upon Irish aff-irs is
accepted bers as a proof that the Pops is re-
golved to adhere to the principles laid
down in his Recript condemning the Plan of
Oampaign and the practice of boyootting.
Natinnalist influence at the Vatican, indesd,
was never a% a lower ebb than ab pre-
sent, although it is by no means improbable
that the Pope may tske an early opportunity
of privately and unofficially urging upon_ the
Eorlish Government the advisability of making
some concessions in Ireland, while it 18 even
more probable that His Holiness will intimate
to the Cabinet his desire to see diplomatic re-
lations established between England apd the
Vatican, The Liberal newspapers of Italy at-
tack the latest brief, and declare that it will
have no more effect than its predecessor,”

bions with England are openly held to the
Papal Oourt as a bribe for Papal interference
in Ireland in aid of the discomfited Coercion-

Richard A. 0’Connor, Dean of Barrie, in the
Archdiocese of Tororte, bas been nominated
for the see made vacant by the translation of
Dr. Dowling.

PROBABLY CORRECT.

YWhen the
diocess of Peterboro’ becams wacanb the sur-
rounding bishops of the eccleaiastical Province
of Ontario, in accurdance wita therales of the
Church, made three nominatiouns, from which
the Pope ueually selects as bishop the firas
named. The '‘dignissimus” was Hev. Father
Dewling, and the second, the *‘Dignior,” was
Rev, Father O’Counor, Father Dawling
then got the bishopric, and now it falls to Father
0'Oonaor,
DISHOP DOWLING'S CAREEE.
Bishop Dovgling is & man io the prime of life.
He wos born in the OQounty of Limerick, Ire-
land, on February 2§, 1840, and came to Can~da
when he was 11 yearaof age, dwelt ard attended
gchool in Hamilton during his boyhood, and in
1855 was antered as a student in St. Michael’s
College, Toronto, He studied in that institu-
tion until 1861 and teught classes there for a
year. His theolcgical education was com-
loted in the Grapd Seminary of Montreal.
e was ordained priest on August 7th, 1864, by
the Raght Rev. Bishop Farrell, in St. Mary’s
Cathedral, Hamilton. Oa the 58h of October,
of the same year, be was appointed passor ot
the missions of Paris. Here he took upon him-
gelf the burden of a grast undertaking. Ths
church in the town of Paris waa uofinished,
ita ccmpietion havipg been delayed by
rerious financial ditfienities. He visited
Chicago and the oil districts of Penneyl-
vania, lcctured and collected funds, and in two
years, by these efforts and by the aid of his con-
gregation and friends, the debt of sho church
was paid off The church bas since been en-
Inrged and decorated at an expense of about
$20,000. It was dedicated nader the name of
the *'Church of the Sacred Heart of Jesus,” on
February Gth, 1881, and on the spme day the
zaalous priest was appointed Vicar-General of
the dioccse of Hamilven. In 1855 he was ap-
pointed
ADMINISTRATOR OF THAT DIOCESE,
holding tha% office until the appoiutment of
Bishop Carbery, and on the death of Bishop
Jumot ha was appointed Bishop of Peterbaro’,
Archbishor Lynch perfermed the ceremsuay ot
consecration in Hamilton, ou May 1st, 1857.
Among tae ather incidenta of his carecr, it
iay be mentioned that ia 1877 he purchased
the property on which stwnds the Paris
Separate school and rezidince for the Sicters
of St. Josepb, and in 185 he waz invtrumeatal
in the building of St Datrick’s church, Galt.
He accompanizd the Canadian pilerims to
Rome in 1877, sssisted at the Golden Jubilee of
Pups Pius IX,, and presented that dignitary
with an offering on hebalf of the clergy aud
laity of the diocese of Hamilton.

BISHOP 0'CONNOR'S CAREER.
Richard Alphonsus O'Connor waa horn in
Liatowel, Kerry, Irelacd, on the 15th of April,
1838, Coming out to thia country, he attended
8t. Michael'a College from 1852 to 1838, re-
caiving there his classical and pard of his theo-
logical education. His thenlngical studies weze
completed at the Grand Seminary, Montr:zal.
The various minor orders were conferred
upon him by Bishop Bourget, and the sub-
deaconship, deaconship and priesthood by Arch-
bishep Lyach. After hisordination asa priest
in 1861 he did duty in the Gore of 'Loromtn as
curate to Rev. Father Mulligan, whom he ane-
coeded in 1862. He afterwards wes parish
priest of Niagara Fallsand of Adjalu, and on
Qctobar 20, 1870, he was appointed to succeed
Father Northgraves in Barrie. He has been
workiog till she present time, aud has buils
there n fine church and ccovent. He is re-
garded as fnily worthy of his new honor,
especinlly because of his capacity for administra-
tion-

dignicy, Awpocient Greek was a magnificent
Inrgusge in all respects, but had not the
varlety of sound of Iriah, Gorman la a fine
language but wanting in parapaculty and
gmoothness thongh poseesslng ali the other
qualitles,. Russian is auperior to German in
melody and smoothness, in varlety of sound
and iIn perspecuity, but ia not so muoh foroe.

At the first symptoms of nearsightednesa
speciaclea should be worn.  There is a great
deal of popular prejudice agatust spcctactes, but
there are two good reasand why they should be
worn and only two.

SHOT DOWN IN THE STREET.

PEACEMAKERS LOSE THEIR LIVES
IN BIRMINGHAM WHILE ARGUING
WITH LYNCHERS.

The Mob Fired Upon by the Milltary and
Several Persons Killed and Weunlec—
V.S, Citizens Suffex—The Sherift
Arrested

BirMixcuanm, Ala,, Dec, 9 —A crowd
which had besn collectlng on the streets for
soveral houra last night, at midaight ad-
vanced on the county jail with the intention
of lynching R K. Hawee, charged with the
maurder of his wifs and child, Many of the
best oitizaps trled to reason with the orowd
and prevent trouble and some lost thelr lives
io the atteropt. When the crowd was within
o fow feet of the jail door and had falled to
heed numeroue warnings the offizers opened
fire on them, killiog three men Instantly,
fatally wounding seven and wounding more
or lems seriouely asbout 30 othere. The follow-
ing i a full lHat of the kilied and wounded: M.
B. Throckmorton, postmaater and a very pro-
minent und popular oitizsp, killed, He was
ubont 30 years of age and leaves a wife and
one child, An unknown negro wasaehot in
the langs and died this morning, J. R, Me-
Coy was in the front of the crowd when the
firing commensced and feli at the firat volley.
A, B. Tarrant was shot Ia the back. After
tue firet volloy he lay down on the ground
with the hops of avoiding the flying bullets,
bus a ball killed him as he lay on his faoe.
A, D, Bryant was sbot through the heart,
Ho was standisg oear the front and was
doing hia best to reetrain the crowd from
going any nesrer,  He {oll at the first volley
and disd iostently. C. C. Tate was sbot
through the hip, thigh azd loin, He s
dying.
