Heavy Losses in Wales.
During the heavy rain storms the 

mail driver between Hawarden and 
Chester had a narrow escape from 
death, the lightning throwing him off 
his van on to the high road. In Col- 
wyn Bay there was a waterspout. In 
Flintshire the rainfall was of almost 
tropical violence. The Alyn, a tribu­
tary of the Dee, speedily overflowed its 
banks at Rhydymwyn, and blocked 
the Chester, Mold, and Denbigh line.

Temperance Legislation.
At the annual meeting of the 

North of England Temperance League 
at Newcastle-on-Tyne, it was resolved 
so advise the Government so keep any 
licensing reform measure apart from a 
measure enacting the direct popular 
veto, for this conference warns the 
Government that on the question of 
licensing reform no unanimity on the 
part of temperance reformers can be 
relied upon. A resolution in favor of 
Sunday closing was carried, and so was 
this resolution, “That this conference 
is of opinion that to relegate the func­
tion of licensing to county councils 
would, by the introduction of other 
issues, hinder rather than help us to 
secure our object. It therefore re­
affirms its faith in thé direct veto of 
the people on the issue of licenses as a 
simple and constitutional method of 
dealing with the manifold evils of in­
temperance.”

The 
oolonel is the deoendant of a well-known 
family in England, being a relative of the 
Duke of Portland, who owns large estates in 
both England and Scotland.

The fall of Van Tromp so disheart­

ened the fleet that soon after it began 
to bear away, each ship making all 
the sail its crew could put upon it, pur­
sued by the swiftest of the English 
frigates, till shelter was found in the 
Texel.

After the battle of the 31st of July, 
Admiral Lewson, who hovered over 
the Dutch coast with fifty sail, took 
thirty-eight more of their ships and 
many herring busses, which he sent 
into Yarmouth ; and a few days later 
thirty-five other prizes, laden with 
French wines, fish, etc., were sent by 
him to the same place ; and then the 
poor Hollanders became reduced to the 
verge of despair.

Upon the return of the fleet, gold 
chains and medals were presented to 
General Monk, and Admirals Blake, 
Penn and Lawson. Smaller medals 
were given to all the officers. The 
35th of August was appointed a day 
for solemn thanksgiving. At a public 
feast in London,Cromwell put the gold 
chain around Monk’s neck, and re-

On the 1st of June, 1858, the great 
Dutch fleet sighted Yarmouth, and the 
English eagerly set sail to defend the 
coast. An action characterized by un­
usual fury ensued, the Dutch fighting 
with the knowledge that they possessed 
overwhelming power, and. the English 
animated by the feeling that they were 
struggling for their homes and had 
and over again driven the Dutch off 
the coasts under odds equally great.

The result of the action was the 
Dutch in spite of their superior weight 
were compelled to sheer off, and when 
night fell the entire fleet took to their 
heels for the Flemish coast, the Eng­
lish after them.

Early next morning the English 
cq,me up with the Dutch and resumed 
the fight with redoubled resolution, 
and six of the largest Dutch ships were 
sunk and 11 taken, and the Dutch fleet 
fairly turned tail after one of the 
bloodiest struggled of the war and fled 
for the Zuyderzee.

On June i the prospect was particularly

The 
ordinary wages for laborers were 16s. 
weekly, horsekeepers and cowmen 3s. 
extra. The hours in winter were from 
6 to half-past 6, and in harvest time so 
long as required. In harvest time 
they had extra # wages or bonuses. 
Cottages in Cheshire were generally 
well placed for laborers,. but there 

fewer cottages than formerly.

London, Oct. 7.- Mr. Walter Wren 
writes to the Times : “It is quite clear 
from your reports that we can buy 
better wheat than we can grow, and; 
cheaper. Then, why grow it? Why 
this wheat and bread superstition at 
«11 ? People who can get plenty of 

fish, vegetables and fruit, 
want very little bread. What is the 
Average daily consumption of bread by 
the readers of ithe Times ? Shall vie 
say a quarter of a pound per day ? I 
don’t-beUeve it is as much. I If there is 
a demand for flour .bread, and there­
fore wheat in Eftgland; there will be a 
supply. Never rpind ,where .it Com 
from. The rieêW aÙiPÈhéaper ibis’, the 
better fpr the buyers and sellers, too. 
I read that American wheat is of 
better quality and fetches a better 
price than English. We buy loaves of 
bread ; does any buyer care, pnefart fl­
ing whether it is made of Russian or 
Indian or American or Australian or 
English flour? From what I have read 
tor a good many [last years, I would 
far ratherJbave bread for my own eat­
ing made of American wheat.

Why not see the fact that our climate 
is unsuitable for growing wheat.

Certificates.

Class B represents the increased $1,000 Certi­
ficates.

All Beneficiary members at present in good 
standing will be eligible to join Class B (provid­
ing they pass a satisfactory medical examina­
tion). on payment of $2.00, $1.00 of which is to 
be paid the Local Examiner, and the other sent 
to the Beneficiary Board, less the Lodge Secre­
tary’s fee of 25c. ——-

Class B contains no Total and Permanent 
Disability clause.

The rates of assessment in Class B is the 
same as in Class A, and until such time as an 
assessment realizes $1,000, the heirs or legatees 
of a deceased member shall be entitled to re­
ceive only such an amount as shall be realized 
by an assessment made upon all members in 
good standing in Class B at the time of his 
death.

All old members of the Beneficiary over 50 
years of age, desiring to join Class B, may do so 
until six months from the date of this circular, 
—that is, November 2nd, 1892, after which 
no such application can be entertained.

Members joining both Classes at the same 
time will pay an entrance fee of $5.00 ; $1.00 to 
go to the Medical Examiner, and the balance to 
be sent to the Beneficiary Board, less the Lodge 
Secretary’s fee of 50c.—25c. for each certificate.
