During the discussion on the temper-
ance question in the Ecumenical Con-
ference, Rev. Dr. Sutherland, Secretary
of the Missionary Society of the Meth-
odist Church of Canada, gave this char-
acteristio speech : —

We seem to be very thoroughly agreed
that there are just two ways of dealing
with this great question—moral suasion
and legislative enactment : and I think
we are pretty well agreed as that the
best plan we can adopt is to combine
both of these methods and use diligent-
ly moral suasion with those classes that
it will reach and influence, and at the
same time press steadily for legislative
prohibition of the entire traffic, and this
practical unity of sentiment upon this
question just marks the enormous prog-
ress that has been made in this matter
within perhaps even the last twenty
years. I suppose that twenty years ago
we could not have secured anything like
the same unity of sentiment upon this
question that we have here to-day. I
know there was a time when many per-
sons said, ‘‘ You must not prohibit the
traffic, you must try to regulate it ;"
and it seems to me that the experiments
made in this direction have only served
to demonstrate that you might just as
well try to regulate ‘‘ the pestilence
that walketh in darkness” as to regulate
this ‘‘ destruction that wasteth at noon-
day.” Now we have had some experi-
ence on this matter even in my own
country, which is a very young one yet. -
We tried moral susasion for a consider-
able length of time, and we thought we
had a good warrant for it, too, that if
axlygnoxormmlhouldhllintoﬁ.i
pit we were to him out even onm the.
mm*«t!:'y;‘ "But, after ‘trying
thing awhile, we woke up to a new fact,
that is, that the ox and the ass were
falling into the pit every Sunday, and
every other day besides, and we were
likely to spend all our time in the vain
endeavor to keep them out of the pit.
Then somebody suggested whether it
would not, to say the least of it, be
cheaper to sell the ass, or else fill up the
pit.

| tion of suppressing entirely the traffic
| of intoxicating drinks within its boun-
| daries. It is only lately that this mea-
sure has been secured, and it is only in
a certain number of municipalities that
it has been put into operation. The re-
sults, however, have been such as to
encourage very greatly the advocates of
the measure, and we think we see our
way very clearly at no distant day to the
entire abolition of the trafficc. I am
glad that one point has been presented
here to-day and emphasized a little, and
that is this : that the principle of absol-
ute prohibition is conceded already in
{ almost every civilized nation ; and, by

The ark—The object itself was pro-
perly a chest or coffer of shittim wood
overlaid with gola, in which was depoe-
ited the tables of tbe ten comwmnand-
ments, together with Aaron’s rod that
budded, and the golden pot of preserv-
ed manna. This chest seems to be of
the dimensions of threc feet nine inch-
es in length, by two feet three inches
in breadth and depth, according to the
common cubit of eighteen inches. The
ark had at the top a lid or cuver of soi-
id gold ; for such was what the text
calls the “ mercy-seat,” and which the
Septuagint renders the propitwatory, by
which name it is mentivned by Paul in
Heb. 9, 4, and which was probably so
called because, on the great day of the
atonement, the blood ot the expiatory
sacrifice wus sprinkled on or betore it.
Upon the wwo ends of this lid, and of
the same material wath is, that is, sol-

 id gold, were placed two figu.es of
cherubim, which lovked toward each
_other, und whose outstretched wings,
meeting over the ceater of the ark,
overshadowed it completely. It was
here that th: Shekinab, or divine pres-
ence, more imwmediately rested, and
both in the tabernacle and temple was
indicated by a cloud, trom the midst
of which responses wese aelivered in
an audible voice whenever the Lord
was consulted in behalf of the people.

The table—The * table of shew-bread’
was on the north side of the Holy
Place. Exod. 26, 35. On it were
placed twelve loaves of bread in two
rows or piles, and on each row frankin-
cense wus put, The bread was changed
every Sabbath. Lev. 24, 5-8. There
were also gulden vessels of various
kinds (Exod. 25, 29), probably for the
bread, frankiucense and wine. The
candlestick—It consisted of a base or
shaft with seven branches, three on
each side and one in the middle. These
branches were all parallel to one un-
other, and were worked out in bowls,
knobs (knops) and tluwers, placed al-
ternately.. On the extremity of each
branch was a golden lamp, whose light
was supplied by pure vlive oil prepared
in a peculiar way.

The altar of gold—This was made of
acacia wood cuvered with gold. Its
position was in the west ead of the
holy place, near the veil which con-
cealed the most boly place. Exod. 40,
26. It was thus immediately in frout
of the Ark of the Uuvenaut, though
separated from it by the veil. Tne
perfume and smoke of the burning in-
cense ascend, & beautiful type of the
prayers aud supplications of the saints;
and the altar, 1te censeis and its imple-
ments are sll & type of our Redeemer
as the intercessor and advocate of his
people before the divine throne. * We
have an advocate with the Father, even
Jesus Christ the righteous.”

The laver—1'bis wus made out of the
“ brazen mirrors’’ of the women (Exod.
38, 8), und was used for the ablations
of the priests.

The court—This outer court, which
inclosed the tabernacle, was one bun-
dred cubits long and fifty cubits wide.
1t was surrvunded by » canvas wall
five cubits bigh. The sides and ends,
excepting the entrance, were made of
fine linen curtains, which were hung
on fillets, or, more properly, rods made
of silver.

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RASPBERRY CULTURE.

Some |
years ago, coming into possession of a .
patch of black-cap raspberries that had
received the ususl ebiftless culturﬁ, I
treated them in the following way .—
After carefully plowing and boging
them, I covered the ground with a
heavy layer of strawy manure, and the
work was done, not only for that year,
but for the two years {ollowina, only
renewing the mulch each spring.

Only a few straggling Canada this-
tles will ever grow through such a
mulch ; the soil is always rich and
moist, and the berries can ask no bet-
ter treatment. Since that time I bave
tried the same plan without removing
the sod, and fiad that the resalt is
quite as satisfactory. Late as it is in
the season now, any raspberry plot can
be reclaimed by a liberal application
from the horse manure pile.

the City of Montreal in which we
dwell, and still, sir, from the imagin-
ary line that separates us from the
fmt Republic, we stretch away literal-
Y to the very ends of the eartb. Rich
in undevel resources in our older
provinces, the amazing development of
our great Lone Land tells that our
Hyperion of hope is throned in the em-
pire of the flaming West, whose virgin
soil will yet tremble to the tread of
freeborn millions comprehending thou-
sands of the sons and daughters of vur
British Methodism. Now, sir, this is
the great material foundation which
God bath given us, and on which we
are building, thus raising the temple
of Canadian Methodists, which we
believe will be a home and an asylum
and blessing to coming and far-uff gen-
erations. Already,sir, God bhath given
us a full measure of encouragement.
Though confronted with the most rich-
ly endowed, the most aggressive and
conservative type of Romanism on the
face of the earth, making our Province
of Quebec the Thermopyl® of corfliet
- on the Continent,’ thou i we came af-
ter the Anglican ung Presbyterian
churches, yet, sir, this Conference will
be glad to learn that one out of every
six of the entire population pay hom-
age to the teachings and to the instruc-
tion of Methodism. (Applause.) We
lead the Protestant denominations for
strength in this Dowminion of Canada;
and, sir, we are thankful to say further,
that the united Methodism of the Do-
minion bas made its selection and ad-
beies to the old theology you so finely
presented. We are thankful to say
that though not insensible to the con-
flict of thought that is abroad, to the
questioning and unvest of the scientific
atbeism of this land, the transcenden-
tal and pantheistical pbilosophies of
New England, and the so-call:d higher
criticism—we are thankful to say that
that system of tiuth which was
forwulated here, which was propounded
in tbis centre, is our theodicy, our re-
conciliation of God's ways with which
we confront ull the assaults of adver-
saries. And, sir, we bave planted our-
selves upon this ground, and we bave
made our solemn election 1a this mat-
ter. We rejoice that this formula of
religious thougbt is rapidly tecoming
the most controlling form of religious
belief in the Dominion, and indeed, sir
(as our reverend bishops can bear tes-
timony), over the entire American con-
tinent. From the flowery lande of the
Saskatchewan and the Assiniboine to
the glades of Colorado. from the frozen
regions of Labrador to the cane brakes
of Arkansas and the ranches of Texas,
from the misty isles of Fundy to the
crystal peaks of the Sierra Nevadas,
there is not a city, there is not a town,
there is not a village, there is not a
neighbourbhood, where the influence of
Jobn Wesley's theology is not felt as a
force in our moral regeneration. This,
sir, I say with t ulness before this
t nference. And while the
ethodism of the Dominion holds this
theology in its integrity, it is our la-
bour to incarnate it in symmetrical
Christian character. We recognize
with you, sir, that our great mission is
to build up mworal manhood and to
evolve that most precious of all things
in the universe of God, holiness of
character in its integrity. I will not
despise the fact, sir, that amidst the
cry for culture and wmsthetic develop-
ment of manhood we are oid-fashioned
enough to desire that old type of Chris-
tian manhood that murkege the early
Methodism in all its enthusiasm and
power. In common with you here,
and in the United States, we are con-
fronted with the emasculating forces
of the world; yet in the face of much
false teaching, and in the face of temp-
tation to luxurious sclf-indulgence, we
ring out the cry of penitence and as-
cetic renuncation of the world.
Against the materialistic tendencies of
the age whick would relegate cutof the

Church and out of the world all super—
patural religion, we comtinue to take
out stand by Divine communication to
the souls of men, and sing, and thank
God, experience that
¢ The Spirit answers to the blood,
And tells us we are born of God.”
