During the fight this man plunged the blade 
of a pocket knife into the side of Carey’s head, 
about two inches to the right of and on a line 
with the right eye. The force of the blow 
was such as to break the blade square at the 
handle. Carey was stunned and had to be 
carried to a drug store near by for treatment. 
The druggist made a hasty examination of 
his injuries and decided that they were not 
serious. The particular cut made by the kni­
fe blade was covered with a piece of court 
plaster, and in due course of time Carey was 

ttendiug to his business, much to the 
surprise of his assailant, who had been boast­
ing that he had “fixed him." Carey noticed 
no bad effects from the wound, except at rare 
intervals, when what he took to be neuralgic 
paim would dart through that side of his face 
and head. About three weeks ago Carey 
noticed that when he raised his right aim in 
putting the harness on his horses a sha 
pain would bo felt.

An improved method of a topping engines, 
says the Electrician, has been devised by 
Mr. James Tate.

Dr. Lyman has 
the addresses of the shippers of the cattle 
found to be infected upon inspection in Liver­
pool, and will trace tbe inspection up with 
their aid. During his residence m Liverpool, 
which extended over four or five weeXs, Dr. 
Lyman, in company with the English inspec­
tor, examined every day the lungs of American 
cattle landed at that port. Not a single lung 
out of more than 10,000 pair escaped their

Mr. Edison’s hundred horse power engine 

is getting its finishing touches in the Porter 
Allen Engine Company’s shops, Philadelphia, 
and in about three weeks it will be in position 
in Menlo Park. The engine will make 600 
revolutions a minute. The cylinder is nine 
inches m diameter. With this ponderous 
macbinc, Mr. Edison expects to produce the 
power that will enable him to light up the 
800 lamps for which the workmen have just 
laid eight and a half miles of mains.

Forty-five men have begun work in the 
nearly completed factory where the lamps are 
made aud more will he added in a shoit time. 
They will turn off about 700 completed lamps 
a day for the present, but Mr. Edison expects 
to increase tbe number to 1,200.

Mr. Edison’s new teet ol tbe light will be 
made about Oct. 1. He says that tbere is no 
defect in the construction of the lamps ; that 
the carbon tips of the Japanese bamboo are 
perfect gnd that the new trial of the light is 
not to be an experiment to see if it will burn, 
but is to test, ou a large scale, its actual 
economy as compared with gas.

Mr. Edison has not experienced with the 
li^ht for the past six months, but his time has 
been occupied in preparing for what he terras 
the commercial introduction of the light. 
Every detail as to the wire, glass, wood, iron, 
and other materials, and the best and most 
economical ways for fasbiouing them, he has 
gona over hundreds of times, his idea being, 
he says, to have the light a perfect success to 
begin with, aud to leave no improvement loue 
desired. He does not want his invention 
looked upon iu a few years ai a crude effort iu 
a new field, like the first sewing machine aud 
the piooei r reaper.

Of the introduction of his light tu the city 
the inventor speaks with positiveness. Spread 
on his table aro working diagrams of the two 
districts in which it ie proposed to begin work. 
Tbe first district is as follows : From Peek 
slip, through Ferry street to Spruce, to Nassau, 
to Wall, to South, thence to the place of be­
ginning. The second district is as follows : 
Through Mail street to Park place, to West,to 
Rector, to Nassau, to Spruce.

There will be one station in each district 
where the power will be generated. This sta­
tion will occupy a room about 20x100 in size. 
The building may be a cheap structure in the 
rear of other buildings, so that the item of
