Philippine Editor Deported

Manila, Jan. 24.—MacArthur has or-
dered the deportation™ to the United
States of George T. Rice, editor of .the
Daily Bulletin,a marine journal.-— Rice
will sail on the Pennsylvama, Mon-
day. The order characterizes him as a
‘‘dangerous ,incendiary, and a menace
to the milltary situation.”

Rice’s‘ffense was publishing » state-
ment that Lieut. Braunersreuther, cap-
tain of the port, had charged excessive
pilotage fees, a percentaage of which
he had kept for himself.

The report of Maj. Mills, inspector
general, who investigated the allega-
tion, completely exonerated the captain
of the port, and.contradicted the editor
and the mercharits who have given him
information, and who had misled him
by figuring the rates upon the net in-
stead of the gross tonuage, the latter
being specified under the Spanish law.

Rice was summoned to the office of
the governor general’s military setre-
tary, and was’ called upon to promise
that he would publish 1o more such
