Suffice it l
that, by the blessing of  God. we haye
succeeded in keeping his poor erazed fin-
gers elear of blood. My sister Eva
sent to Brussels, and I ‘devoted myselt
entirely to his case. IFe has an infense
dread of :nadhouses; and in his sane in-
tervals would beg and pray so piteously
not to be condemned to one, that Icould |
never find the heart to resist him. At |
last, however, his. attacks became S0 |

acute and dangervous, that I tl»tc*rminml}
for the sake of those about me, to re-|
move him from the town to the lone [
liest neighborhood thatI could find. |
‘I'his proved to be Gaster Fell: and
there,

[ had a suflicient competence to keep |
me, and being devoted to chemistry, I
was able to pass the time with a fair
degree of comfort and prolit; e, poor
tellow, was as submissive as a child,
when in his -right mind; and a better,
kinder companion no man could wish |
for. We constructed together a wood-
<n compartment, into which he could J
vetire when the fit was upon him: and I !
had arranged the window and door snf
that I could confine him to the house if |
I thought an attack was impending.
Looking back, I can safely say that no
possible precaution was neglected; even
the necessary table utensils were leaden
and pointless, to prevent his doing mis-
chief with them in his frenzy.

For months after our change of
quartegs he appearved to improve,
Whether it was the change of chimate,
or the absence of any incentive to vio-
Jence, he never showed daring that time
any signs of his terrible disorder. Your
arrival first upset his mental equili-
brium. The very sight of you in the |
distance awoke all those morbid impuls-
es wlhich had been sleeping. That very
evening he approached me stealthily
with a stone in his hand, and would
have slain me, had I not, as the least of
two evils, struck him to the ground and
thrust him into his cage before he had
time to regain his senses. This sudden
relapse naturally plunged me into the
deepest sorrow.” For two days I did all
that lay in my power to soothe him.
On the thi~d he appeared to be calmer;
but alas, it was but the cunning of the
madman. He had contrived to loosen
two bars of his cage; and when thrown
off my guard by his apparent improve-
ment—I was engrossed in my chemis-
try—he suddenly sprang outat meknife
in hand. In the scuffle, he cut me across
the forearm, and escaped from the hut
before I recovered myself, nor could I
find out what direction he had taken,
My wound wasa trifle, and for several
days I wandered over the fells, beating
through every clump of bushes in my

. Truitless search- I was conviuced that
he would make an attem pt on your life,

a conviction that was strengthened
when I heard that some one in your ab-
sence had entered yourcottage. ~ I there-
fore ket a watch ‘over you at night. A
dead sheep which I found upon the
moor terribly mangled showed me that
he was hot without food, and that the
homocidal impulse was still strong in
him, Atlast, as I had expected, he
made his attempt upon you, which, but
for my intervention, would have ended
in the death of one or other of you. He
ran, and struggled like a wild animal;
but I was as desperate as he, and suc-
ceeded in bringing him down and con-
veying him to the cottage. Convinced
by this failure that all hope of perman-
entimprovement is gone, I brought him
next morning to this estabiishment, and
he is now, I am glad to say, returning
to his senses. Allow me once more, sir,
to express my sorrow that you should
have been subjected to this ordeal, and
believe me to be faithfully yours,
Jonn L1GHT CAMERON.

You will under-
stand from what I have already told
you that when my dear sister came
back from Brussels "I did not dare to
bring her home, but preferred that she
should lodge in safety in the village.
Even then I did not venture to bring
herinto the presence of her father, and
it was only at night, when he was asleep
that we could plan a meeting,

And this was thestory of this strange
group, whose. path through life had
crossed my own. From that last terrible
night I have neither seen nor heard of
any of them, save for this one letter
which I have described. Still I dwell
en Gaster Fell and still my mind is
buried in the secrets of the past. But
when I wander forth upon the moor,
and when I see the little gray deserted
cottage among the rocks, my mind is
still turned to the strange drama, and

EIGHTEEN DAYS ENTOMBED,

Terrible Sufferi of Min
on Rats,

A Wilkesbarre toh says: The five
miners who weredmmbed in the mine
at Jeangville for eighteen days were
brought to the -urho;{esterdny morning,
All were unconscious with the exoeption of
Matuscowitz, who, by the aid of an in.
Serpreter, was interviewed by a reporter.
He said : * I never gave up hope that
we would all be rescued alive, ulthon?h my
ocompanions did. They recalled similar
disasters in whioch men perished. I gaid,
‘ Let us pray to God ; He will help us,’ and
we did so. For the first eight days we
lived on the contents of our dinner.pails.
We had them pretty well filled with pork,
bread and cheese. The first day I said,
‘ Now, as there is hoPe of being resoued, we
will rasion our food.” It was agreed, and
we got together in the corner of the breast.
The cold was intense; we had to keep
orowded and hug each other to keep
warm. At first we could not drink the
su'phur water, but necessity compelled us,
and in the course of time we liked it. On
the ninth day our last food was gone. We
were sarrounded by water and debris. =1
thought I would go on a little exploring
expedition. I was mighty lucky. I found
a dinner-pail. There was not much in it,
but what there was we lived on for two
dsys. Then I was almost too wesk to go
on a foraging expedition. As a last resors
we had to kill the rats, and they, like our-
gelves, were half starved and desperate.
They would attack us boldly, and we had
to fight them off. 1 killed three or four a
day. We had no hesitancy in eating their
legs. It was good food.  We would cer.
tainly have starved had we not had the
rats. We resolved to die together rather
than eat each other.”

A CHILIAN BATTLE,

Hard Fighting on Seuthern Pampas—
Foreigners Safe,

An Iquique despatch says: On the 15th
inst. a battle wasfought on the Pampa at
Dolores. The Governmens was defeated
the loss of about 500 men. On the 16th
Iquique surrendered to the flset, A riot,
the same night, caused by an incendiary
mob, was quelled by the flees and she
foreign residents. Onehundred and seventy-
five of the mob were killed and wounded
On the 17sh the opposition party evffered
a check on the Pampa, near Huars. On
toe 19th Iquique was eurprised by the
remnan$ of she Government troops defeated
on the Pampa. There was hard figating
from morning till evening in the town, the
opposition holding the Intendencia and
firing from the flect to protect the Inten.
dencia and to cover the landing of the
marines. The business part of the town wag
fired by the incendiaries the 8ame evening
Oaps. Lamblon, of the Warspite, landed
under fire to arrange an armistice and to
take on board any of the remaining women
and children from the town, An armiatice
wad declared $ill noon cf the 20sh, and was
arranged by the mediation of Admiral
Hothsm. Oo the afterncon of the 20th
the Government $roops were surrendered
tothe fleet by Col. Soto, who had fought
gallantly. The town is now in posseseion
of the fleet. No foreign residents were
killed. The - women and children are
mostly living in the ships in the harbor,
all the men remainingat their offices. The
hospital is full. It is probable there will
be & decisive battle north of Pigagua soon,
Much loes of life and damage to property
has been avoided by the sotion taken by
the English Admiral on the 21gt, All is
quiet to-day.

POURING WATER ON FIRE.

Some Interesting Data as to What is Re-
quired to Quench Flamcs,

A recens article in London Engineering
gives some elaborate calculations abous the
quantity of water required to extingunish
. The quantity of heat evolved in the
combustion of a pound of wood is sufficient
$o evaporate 6.43 pounds of water, and this
is the minimum qusntity of water with
which it is possible to extinguish a pound
of burning wood. In actual practioe the
proportion of water is far in excess of this
amount ; in fact, it is well known that it is
practically impossible to extingunish a fire
ia a building when the frame itself becomes
ignited.

The floors of millsand warehouses, when
made of timber, weigh about 25 pounds to
the square foot. They therefore consain a
sufficient amount of combustible material
in every equare foot to evaporate 160
pounds of water, or enongh to cover the
floor to a depth of 2 feet 7 inches.

During the great fire in Lynn, Mass., in
November, 1889, which burned over an
area of abous forty acrss, enough water was
thrown upon the burning buildinga to have
oovered the entire forty mores toa depth
of seven feet. 'T'wo days Iater a greas fire
swept away some of Boston's finest com.
meroial buildings, and enough water was
thrown upon the flames to flood the
burned arua, streets included, seven fees
deep.

A fire in the pioker-room of a cotton mill
was extinguished by automatio sprinklers,
fed from a tank which had just been filled,
and as it was only partially emptied is was
possible to measure closely the quansity
of water required to extinguish the fire,
It was found shat 107§ pounds of water
had been used for each pound of cotton
burned, 'Chis was considered a small
quantity, as the fire was very quickly
extinguished.
