A8 no
rebels were left in the village the
fnhabitants experienced no anxi-
ety until, suddenly at gunset, the

ks, who hatl 'completely surround-
edfthe place, eommenced & bombard-
ment. Infantry aso fired. Finally
e village was set on fire, and Turks
began a general massacre. About
three hundred houses ‘were burned,
and upwards of two hundred per-
sons, mostly women and children,
were killed.: The women and girls
were murdered while resisting out-
rage. Whole households were slain.
One family of seven were slain and
their bodies ‘were heaped on the
hearth. Some of the villagers who
sought escape, in flight were cap-
tared, and had their ears and noses
cat off before they were butchered.

The report adds that 1,500 villa-’
gers were'in the mhountains without
clothing or food. One band of these,
consigting of forty women and ehil-
dren, were caught by soldiers in a
ravine, and were killed after horri-
ble treatment.

There was a renewal of the trouble
on the frontier last night. A band
of '1.200 Bulgarians crossed the
frontier near Djumabala, and Turk-
ish troops encountered another band
of 20 men north of Petrich (53 miles
from Salonica). Three of the Bul-
garians were killed and the re-
mainder escaped in the darkness.

WIDER LIBERTY

To be Granted to the Peopio of Cape
Colony Hereafter.

Cape Town, June 8.—The Governor.
of Cape Colony, Sir Walter Hely-Hut-
chinson, opened Parliament to-day.
In his speech he said he hoped shortly
to be able to relax the remaining
restrictions on . liberty, in conse-
quence of the success which had at-
tended the policy of peace and recon-
ciliation. All the races were settling
down to ordinary life. The present
session was called to ratify the cus-
toms convention drawn up at Bloem-
fontein, and to sanction the com-
struction of several new rallroads.
With the continuance of the present
buoyancy of the revenue the increas-
cd expenditure would not involve ad-
ditional taxation.

Notable Examples in Egypt of Great
Engineering Feats.
4o Egypt are to be found the lar-
gest monuments fn the world, and
probably will be for all time.
It is not likely, says Engineer-

ing, that we shall again, see a build-
ing with seven million tons of stone
in it, as has the pyramid of Glzeh,
and it will be long before we have
an irrigation reservoir of greater
capacity than Lake Moeris, which
held 11,800 million tons of water be-
tween high and low water marks.

What the Labyrinth was like we
do not really know, but Herodotus
classed it as a greater wender than
the Pyramids, although- lesser than
Lake Moeris. .

Further, there is a tradition that
in the dim past the Nile flowed at
the foot of the Libyan hills, and that
it was diverted from that course
into its present bed, and, if.the ae-
count be true, the work was of en-
ormous magnitude.

The engineers of the past directed
the forces of Nature: on a large
scale. ‘'The matter in which they
excelled was the transportatien and
manipulation of heavy weights — a
feat.that appeals strongly to the
lay imagination.

Kmonggthe chi¢f examples of such
work are the columns of the temple
of Karnak. 2 :

To cut a block of stone in 2
distant quarry, to work it to a ey-
linder 12 feet in diameter, float it
down the Nile, land it, and place
if on top of a ecolumn of similar
stones, making 2 total height of
60 feet, was no small enterprise.

A' still more difficult undertaking
was the great obelisk now stand-

Lateran, in Rome, with a height
of 108 feet, and a weight of 450
tons. .
