THE RESURRECTION DOCTRINE. L. W. PAISLEYOne of the Strong Beliefs of the Chris­
tian Faith.

The large and fashionable congregation 
of St. Andrew’s parish, New York city, 
thronged to the church on Sunday morn­
ing to hear the rector, Rev. Dr. George 
Van De Water preach on the resurrection 
of the body. “I desire to consider with 
you to-day,” be said, “the subject of the 
resurrection of the body, with special re­
gard to the moral reasonableness of the 
doctrine, and the consequences of a be­
lief in this article of the Christian faith. 
First of all I emphasize that it is an 
article of the faith. The man who doubto 
it ^ets himself deliberately against the 
creeds of Christiandom. Either the Cha ch 
of Christ in all its existence has made 
a mistake or the resurrection of the 
body is one of the vital truths of the 
Gospel. To doubt this is such a serious 
thing that I Should hesitate long before 
imputing to any man a denial of its 
truth, because to say that the Catholic 
creeds are false is to impeach outright 
the character of Christ, 
church was in unity with itself che bish­
ops met in council and prayed for the 
guidance of the Holp Spirit and claimed 
the promise of the Savior ‘The Spirit shall 
guide you Into all truth.' They pro­
claimed the doctrine ; that doctrine must 
be truth. If not one word of the faithful 

/promise has failed the creeds are as in­
fallible. If Christ, therefore, be true, the 
Apostles’ Creed Is true.’’ The preacher 
maintained that as the church believes 
and solemnly teaches, the body, as well 
as tho soul will rise at the resurrection. 
As neither body or soul was a complte 
being, personal identity included both 
body and seul and resurrection would be 
the celebration of their eternal nuptials, 
and they would then be one and one for­
ever with the Lord. Dr. Van De Water, 
describing the necessary concourse of body 
and soul, said: “Good actions, though de­
signed by the counsel and the resolution 
of the spirit, are performed by the min­
istry of the flesh. Every Christian grace 
expresses itself in visible actions by the 
body. In the sorrows of repentance tears 
flow sometimes too ln the utterance of Joy. 
The body Is the arm of the soul to do its 
bidding, to obey its behests. So intimate­
ly are they united that in fasting appe­
tite is restrained and in thanksgiving the 
tongue breaks forth into the joyful 
praises of God. If the conscience be clear 
the body lifts itself upward with the com 
sciousness of Its weight of gravity; 
if the conscience is touched remorse 
makes the breast sink as if under a bur­
den, and the breath of a convicted sin­
ner pulls hard. All the victories over 
sensible pleasures and pains are obtained 
by the soul in conjunction with the body. 
The two never work apart. They are con­
joined in such a way that nothing bub 
death has the power to put them asund- 

--er. To have the soul glorified in Heaven 
and the body forever remain in the dust 
would not be overcoming the power of sin 
in these mortal -bodies. From their first 
setting out in the world onward to the 
grave, the two, body and soul, run the 
same race. Is it not reasonable that in 
the final subjection of all things to God, 
who then shall be all in all, the two, 
body and soul, shall have the same re­
ward. If here the body be the consort of 
the soul, in obedience and suffering, why 
not hereafter its consort in full fruition?” 
Dr. Van De Water dwelt further on the 
belief in the risen body, and In conclu­
sion said : “Once, when bending over a 
dying saint and expressing our sorrow to 
see him lie so low, with a radient coun­
tenance I shall never forget—a counte­
nance rather of one who had Just left 
Heaven, rather than of one about to 
enter it—he raised himself and clasped 
his hands and exclaimed in ecstacy, 1 
am going home!’ That is where we are 
going, dear friends, rapidly going. When 
we will get there we will find all those, 
our dear ones, who have gone on before.”

THE NEWFOUNDLAND CRISIS. 
Historically, Newfoundland, as Eng­

land’s oldest colony, has a most pictures­
que and interesting past, says a writer 
in one of the magazines: It was dis­
covered by Cabo-t and an English crew,
In June, 1497, and in 1683, Sir Henry Hum­
phrey Gilbert, under 
Queen Elizabeth, landed and took formal 
possession of the Island. Here tt was 
that Lord Baltimore (Sir George Calvert) 
entbarfked. in 1634, upon his romantic en­
terprise at Ferryland, in the peninsula 
of Arvalbn, offering his home as an asy­
lum to Charles I.; here it was that vis­
ions of colondzation -presented themselves,
In the early days of British colonization, 
to Lord Bacon, and a number of noble­
men and gentlemen. Lord Bacon de­
clared that the fisheries of Newfound­
land were richer than the mines of Peru, 
and it is certainly true that a gold mine 
may soon exhaust Itself, but the capacity 
of the codfish for reproduction is infinite. 
That our eldest colony should now be 
banned and stigmatized qa bankrupt! and 
impecunious is an evil stroke of fate.

of the Governor. The husband, Gordon, 
got wind of the meeting, and prepared 
for himself a bloody revenge. Producing 
several revolvers he secured admittance 
to the house where the guilty couple 
-were, and, entering the room, began fir­
ing off his weapons. Brown wae killed, 
several bullets entering the body, any 
one of which would have caused death. 
The wretched woman tried to flee, and 
even escaped from the room, but was 
likewise struck with the fatal balls, and 
fell dead on the porch of the rear yard 
of the bull ding. Gordon then left, but was 
stopped by the police and taken to jail. 
He pleaded justification for the act. The 
coroner’s jury returned a verdict of just­
ifiable homicide. The affair has naturally 
created a great Sensation. In the opinion 
of a contemporary, the London Free 
Press, a clearer case could not be found. 
The guilt of the two was manifest, for 
they were caught in the act. What view 
do people take of the whole thing? Wo­
men, of course, freely condemn the wife 
for leading the man astray, while the 
men are inclined to place the blame upon 
her associate, Brown. This offence 
aagainst the marriage vow and society 
deserves some sort of punishment, moral 
or penal; but the bloodthirsty revenge 
taken by the husband cannot be defend- 
eded. The provocation was undoubtedly 
great, and had Gordon fired the shots 
without premeditation his action might 
have been ascribed to a fit of sudden 
frenzy. But this was not the fact. He 
became possessed of a telegram giving 
a clue to the whereabouts of the erring 
couple; he provided himself with the 
deadly weapons and with murder burning 
In his soul he traced them to the evil 
house whither they had gone and butch­
ered them both. There was no time for a 
plea for mercy; his desire for revenge 
was bitter and unrelenting, 
cowardly hand, impelled by a cowardly 
heart, he fired shot after shot until both 
of his victims fell. No one will attempt to 
palliate the social wrong ln which the 
two were engaged; they were violating the 
laws of God and man. Their guilt was 
equal. The woman made the appoint­
ment, which the man kept. Both defied 
the sanctity of 
and of social life. But admitting all this 
the thought is naturally uppermost in 
the minds of many who have read and 
considered the sad affair—the degree of 
guilt of the husband. Unhappily, such 
cases of inconstancy have been chroni­
cled through the ages, and Biblical his­
tory affords many Instances in the early 
history of the Jewish nation and of the 
peoples with whom they were brought in 
contact. In modern times instances of 
matrimonial infidelity are cone tern tly re­
ported in the newspapers, and the divorce 
courts of the countries of Europe, in­
cluding Great Britain, are continually 
gaged in settling the civil consequences 
which follow detection. In every state, 
too, of the Union the divorce courts are 
called upon to adjudicate on the cases 
presented for hearing. There appears to 
be no punishment déalt out to either 
man or woman on proof of guilt; di­
vorce of the marriage contract, accom­
panied by money damages, is the only 
consequence which appears to follow dis­
covery, with permission to remarry. 
Whether adultery should be treated as 
an offence in the criminal code is a ques­
tion much debated, but remains unde­
termined.

JAPANESE TURNED BACK.

They Had Spent Their Money and Uncle 
Sam Shut the Door.

Wednesday's Seattle Post-Intelligencer 
says: One of the largest arrivals of Jap­
anese In t{he United States for many 
jr-ontfcs occurred last Monday night, when 
the steamer Thistle arrived in port with 
66 men and six women, all of whom, with 
the exception of two men were allowed to 
land. The Japanese said their destination 
was Seattle, and that they expected to 
run their chances of securing, employ­
ment. The entire party arrived at Van­
couver on April 30th on ithe Empress of 
Japan, and were there transferred to the 
Thistle, after having been Inspected by 
the health officer and the United States 
Immigration inspector. When the This­
tle arrived here on Monday night, Collec­
tor Saunders, who was in the city, entered 
and cleared her and then Special Agent 
Schuyler and Inspector Loftus took 
charge of the Japanese. Under the immi­
gration law every alien coming Into th# 
United States must have at least $30. Five 
of the Japanese and the five women, 
who, the former claimed, were their 
wives, had the requisite sura, but the 
others did not. The majority allege, how­
ever, that they had had the money in 
Vancouver, but had spent it. The money 
was In their possession, they said, at the 
time they were inspected toy the Immigra­
tion inspector. There were only two In the 
party who were penniless, and one of 
them told the Government officers that 
he had given his money to a partner and 
the other said It was in possession of 
his brother. The others were allowed to 
land, tout the two penniless ones -were 
sent back to Victoria on the Thistle, 
which left here at midnight on Monday. 
The party which landed were all well 
dressed and several of them had a good 
command of the English language. A 
few of them had been in the United 
.States and returned to Japan.

A correspondent writes from this city 
to the Orillia Packet as follows: It 
is now generally recognized among the 
world workers that the Province of 
British Columbia Is attracting unusual 
attention from the other portions of 
the world. The impression is atio 
gaining force that much has been done 
by certain persons, many of whom are 
passing away, -to conceal the advant­
ages which this country offers to set­
tlers. Much literature exists to Show 
that Victoria, Nanaimo and Vancouver 
are important towns, and that Van­
couver Island as well as the Mainland 
are important in position and rich, in 
resources. So far so good, but the cen­
tres %re only on the threshold of that 
great country, the mineral resources 
of which have of late made such/ a 
furore in the wortd where capital Is 
the chief factor of enterprise. It is 
not, however, the marvellous deposits 
of mineral wealth and the rapid for­
tunes which many persons are making 
In mines in British Columbia that this 
activity centers upon. The complaint 
formerly was that there was no Hand 
to be had In British Columbia for the 
agriculturist. He found clearing a 
patch in the big trees a herculean task 
to accomplish which took a life-time; 
but now science, the bete noir of so 
many, is coming to his a*d. In what 
is the central region comprising the 
Thompson river country, both 
branches ; the Okanagan district and 
much of the Kootenay district, there 
is a very large area of land (aggre­
gately) which has begun to tempt the 
enterprising settler, for the climate is 

It mild and the winters short. The 
Thompson river this winter did not 
freeze over until the 1st of January, 
and the spring is now coming (Febru­
ary 19th). In the valleys of New Mexi­
co, where irrigation* is absolutely ne­
cessary, agriculture is not overdone 
and the market is not overstocked. In 
the upper or Inland country of British 
Columbia there are many ranches of 
some years’ standing which fact testi­
fies to the richness of the soil, the ex­
cellence of the climate, and (the general 
adaptability of the country to success*- 
ful husbandry. Wlhat has been s*id 
about the Okanagan country has, not 
been exaggerated. The Canadian finds 
much In it that 4s like Ontario, and 
yet much that ds generally dissimilar. 
The methods of irrigation which (have 
been put in force in this country are 
certanly very primitive, but under 
these imperfect efforts great results 
have been, realized, showing that much 
may 'be accomplished when a more en- 

the session resumed the lightened system of Irrigation prevails.
It is a fact to be much regretted, that 
this important subject of irrigation 
has been so much neglected In the up­
per country of British Columbia, but 
the fact seems to be gradually dawn­
ing on the Dominion as well as the 
Provincial Government, that irrigation 
is an easy problem to solve If the Gov­
ernments unitedly take it in hand. 
The Dominion Government, though 
owning but little land in British Co­
lumbia, is nevertheless interested in 
the settlement of these dry lands of 

-vKurti.ng the upper portion of British Columbia;
for if there is any part of the Domin­
ion where husbandry in all its 
branches will pay It is in the Pacific 
Province where the customs returns 
still show a large importation of ar­
ticles which can easily be raised in the 
Province. The mere name of Irrigation 
has always been a terror to nine set­
tlers out of ten, but the settler who 
has traveled and has seen what has 
been done in Colorado, New Mexico 
and California, by irrigation as a more 
certain mode of securing a crop than 
the rain from the clouds. Of the one 
he may be disappointed, but of the 
other he is certain. Of the men who 
have profited by seeing what (they 
have done elsewhere, the name of Mr. 
Curry may be mentioned. Mr. Curry 
has a ranch ten miles from Kamloops.
On one part of his ranch there is an 
extensive plot of open, rolling prairie 
land. The soil is rich sandy loam. 
Mr. Curry was laughed at by many 
old timers when he heard he was going 
to start a ranch there, but Mr Curry 
knew what to do and how to do it 
There is always plenty of water some­
where in the mountains, and after ex­
ploring a little he found a lake quote 
suitable to his purpose. He dug a 
ditch from this lake to his ranch so 
that he could irrigate this especial 
plot of rich soil and his efforts have 
been rewarded, and now the laugh is 
on the other side. Mr* Curry has a 
fine orchard and an excellent conser­
vatory, and he is bound to become rich. 
Others may do as Mr. Curry has 
done and prosper 4n the same way. 
There are some quaint Provincial laws 
about Irrigation, which will disappear 
as soon as a joint system of irrigation 
is agreed upon by both Governments, 
and under such a system the settle­
ment of the upper country will make 
very rapid progress, for it is a won­
derful country, rich in 
sources, now containing but a sparse 
population, many of whom will tell 
you that the land ds “all took up.” 
The knowing one, however, goes 
ahead, pays little attention to this lo­
cal fable, and by a little perseverance 
excels his neighbor by taking up a 
claim much superior to those held by 
previous settlers. Trie settlers In" this 
upper country can never feel them­
selves In want of a market. The local 
demand Is always increasing, and (the 
dryness of the air and the excellence 
of the climate make the quality of the 
product 'hard to excel.

I am no exception: I 
have made a real estate deal for which 
my youngest clerk could probably have 
foneeen, I was bound to possess my soul 
in regret.

T'HE NEW PRESIDENT.
We have already announced the 

change in Grand Trunk management, 
Sir Charles Rivers Wilson, K. C. M. 
G., C. B., a distinguished financier 
and head of the share-holders’ com­
mittee which has been urging a change 
of policy, having replaced Sir Henry 
Tyler, who occupied the presidency for 
over 20 years.

Sir Charles «was born in London, 
February 19, 1831, and educated at 
Eton and BaHiol College, Oxford. He 
early showed a liking for finance, and 
eecured a clerkship In the British 
Treasury in 1856. In rapid succession 
he held the position or private secre­
tary to James Wilson and George A. 
Hamilton, Secretaries of the Treasury; 
to Mr. Disraeli, when Chancellor of the 
Exchequer, and to Mr. Lowe, when he 
held the same office. His next Im­
portant appointment was that of 
Comptroller-General of the National 
Debt Office, which was given him in 
1873. At the request of the Khedive 
of Egypt, he went to Egypt in 1876, 
with the view of accepting a financial 
post in that country; but after the 
Issue of -the decree of May 7, 1876, by 
which an arbitrary readjustment of 
the public debt of Egypt was proposed, 
he returned to England, and resumed 
his post at the National Debt Office. 
In the following July he was appointed 
one of the British Government admin­
istrators of the Suez Canal Company, 
and six months later a royal commie- 
sidner for the Paris Exhibition oà 1878. 
In that year the Important post of 
vice-president of an. international com­
mission of inquiry into the resources 
of Egypt was given him. In the ab­
sence of M. DeLesseps, he acted as 
president of this commission, which 
also was charged with the duty of 
proposing measures for remedying the 
financial disorder in that country. The 
report of the commission traced the 
whole of the mischief to the system of 
personal administration by the Vice­
roy, and proposed that His Highness 
Should surrender his estates and those 
of his family to make good the deficit 
of the revenue and pay the large float­
ing debt of -the country. The immedi­
ate consequence of the presentation 
of their report was an acceptance by 
the Khedive of all its conclusions, and 
a formal announcement to Mr. Rivers 
Wilson of the determination of His 
Highness to abandon his actual sys­
tem of government for one more in 
conformity with European experience, 
and to govern in future by means of a 
responsible Ministry. The formation 
of the new' Cabinet was entrusted to 
Mr.Nubair Pasha, who offered to Mr. 
Rivers Wilson the post of Finance 
Minister. With the consent of Her 
Majesty’s Government, Mr. Rivers 
Wilson accepted this position for a 
period of 2 1-2 years. But in less than 
six months—early in 1879—the Khedive 
struck the blow he had long been medi­
tating. He dismissed Mr. Rivers Wil­
son and bis French associate, and soon 
afterwards Mr. Wilson was recalled 
by the British Government to resume 
his duties in connection with the na­
tional debt. He was created a K. C. 
M. G. for his distinguished services in 
January, 1880, and on April 5th, the 
new Khedive signed a decree appoint­
ing Sir Rivers Wilson president of the 
International commission of liquida­
tion. During the same year he re­
ceived the royal license to accept and 
wear the insignia of the first class of 
the Turkish -Order of the Medjidleh. 
In May. 1881, he was appointed a royal 
commissioner for the negotiation of a 
treaty of commerce with France, and 
In March, 1885, he was one of the dele­
gates who assembled in Paris to draw 
up an act relative to the navigation 
of the Suez Canal. Since then he has 
taken a prominent part in financial af­
fairs.

POLITICAL POINTERS.

Goldwin Smith replies to J. Castell 
Hopkins, who in the life of Sir John 
Thompson describes Mr. Smith as hav­
ing been before 1878 a “supporter of pro­
tection and a follower of Sir John Mac­
donald.” "I haxe repeatedly defiled,” 
Mr. Smith writes, “and H is utterly un­
true that I ever advqpated or voted 
for protection. Nor had I ever been a 
follower of Sir John Macdonald. I 
gave an independent vote for his'1 restor­
ation to power in 1878, being myself at­
tached to no party, but regarding Sir 
John Macdonald as the ablest of our 
public men, and hoping that the Pa­
cific railway scandal had cured him of 
corruption. Till the election was over 
he disclaimed protection and described 
his commercial policy as ‘readjustment 
of the tariff,’ of which Ï, as*a moderate 
free trader, recognized the need. I had 
a personal interview with him a few 
days before the election arid learned, 
from his own lips that he foresaw the 
evil consequences of an application of 
protection to a country like Canada as 
clearly as I did myself.”

The debt of thé United tates on April 
30th was $1,098,667,819—a little over four 
times that of Canada. But their pop­
ulation Is nearly 13 times as great as 
ours. It Is time we started the reduc­
tion of our burdens instead of increas­
ing them.

What has Greece to show now for 
her blanket mortgage? Sixty years 
ago not a mile of wagon road, says 
a writer in the Review of Reviews, 
to-day above 2,000 miles built (often 
-over mountains) art a cost of $10,000,- 
000. Twenty-five years ago five miles 
of railway connecting Athens with 
her seaboard, now some 600 miles of 
railway in operation, connecting the 
capital with most of the Peloponnese,- 
and opening «p a good part of Acar- 
nania and Thessaly, while the Piraeus- 
Larissa, which is to open up the rest 
of Central and Northern Greece and 
ultimately direct communication with 
Europe, is almost ready for the rails, 
and would be running now but far un­
lucky financiering. The English build­
ers—now ousted-^have done some dar­
ing engineering,especially in tunnelling 
Mount Qthrys. The Corinth canal, 
whidh Perlander dreamed of and Nero, 
began, has been finished, giving a 
short and safe waterway from the 
Adriatic to the Aegean. Lake Kopals 
has bden drained, not only uncovering 
prehistoric cities, but reclaiming 60,- 
000 acres of rich alluvial* soil. The 
Greek merchant marine counts (1Ç93), 
116 steamers of 83,508 net 'tonnage and 
944 calling vessels aggregating a bur­
den of 250,000. Much of the carrying 
trade of the Levant, and nearly all 
of that on the Danube is In Greek 
bottoms. With a sea line—in propor­
tion to area—seven times as large as 
France’s and 12 times as great as Eng­
land’s, Greece maintains 69 lighthouses 
and Is building as many more. Her 
steam factories are worth $6,000,000. 
With an area of some 16,000,000 acres— 
largely mountain—she has 6,500,000 dn 
field and forest, and 5,000,000 in pas­
ture. The acreage in currants and 
vineyards has Increased a hundred fold

Senator John P. Jones, of Nevada, is 
a millionaire. His exact rank in dollars 
is not* known, but he is away up in the 
financial world, beyond the dreams of 
avarice. As a rule your rich man takes 
full credit for the skill and ability he 
has shown as a money-maker. Senator 
Jones, however, is an exception. He was 
born under a lucky star. Successful men 
of his acquaintance don’t generally be­
lieve to luck. Senator Jones is a modest 
man. “I am one of the few men who 
are born lucky,” he told a reporter the 
other day in Chicago, “and without great 
good luck I should never have been heard 
of.”

The following is from the summary re­
port of the Geological Survey Depart­
ment, just issued, and to the result of 
a series of observations made last sum­
mer by R. G. McConnell, brother of 
Gilbert S. McConnell, of this city: The 
TraU Creek mining camp Is situated 
about seven miles west of the Colum­
bia river and six miles north, of the 
international boundary. The principal 
ore here to an intimate mixture « of 
pyrrhotlte and ctoaloopyrite, very simi­
lar to -the Sudbury ore. It occurs fn 
an area of eruptive rocks, consisting 
mostly of diorlte and uralite porphyrite.
The ore is mined chiefly for gold. The 
eruptive area is traversed by four or 
five main leads, each of which can be 
traced through several 1500-foot cflaime, 
and on one 10 claims are said to be lo­
cated. The leads are nearly parallel, 
and have an approximately east and 
west direction, and dip to the north at 
angles of from 60 to 70 degrees.

The renewed lnterst in baseball in this Pro­

vince, and especially in this city, permits the 
following extract being given, from Harper’s 
Weekly: At the present time, when me num­
ber of balls which can be 1‘waste 1” bv ihe 
pitcher without Incurring the penalty.
“base on balls” Is so limited, a thorough vom- 
mand of the ball becomes a most im;.or ant 
consideration. This accuracy ran h « attain­
ed only by hard and constant practice. With-! 
out it no pitcher can hope to become su 
ful, no matter how effective may be hi= de­
livery. His sharp curves and puzzling (trop® 
will deceive the batsman, but his lack of 
control over the ball will more ;han offset hte 
other advantages, and while the base hits, 
made “off of” his delivery may be few, the 
bases on balls will be many, and may oper­
ate just as effectually in losing the game as 
tie Dase hits made off a pitcher who would 

generally be classed as much- less effective. No 
pitcher should be satisfied with himself until 
he has attained sufficient skill to deliver the 
ball not only over the plate, but over the-i 
inner or the outer side of it, as the positior» t 
of the batsman may render proper, or. in * 
other words, to ’ ‘cut the corners. ‘ ’ Many .
batsmen have a tendency to take their posi­
tion as near the plate as possible, cr In I 
other words, to "crowd” it. To such a bat­
ter a ball delivered over the inner corner of 
the plate may be a most effective one. be­
cause if he lets it .alone it will be called a 
strike, and If he strikes at it he is not likely a 
to hit it effectually, owing to the <ramped po­
sition he must be in when he swings his bat.
The opposite will, of course, hold good in 
the case of the batsman who stands 
away from the plate.

San Francisco, May 11.—An evening 

paper publishes a statement made by 
Theodore Durrant to a friend, in which 
the man charged with the murder of the 
two girls in Emanuel church, said that 
he would make the greatest legal battle 
in the history of the state, and ex­
pressed (his confidence concerning the 
outcome, predicting that he would soon 
be a free man. In addition to the three 
attorneys already engaged for the de­
fence, Durrant has engaged the well- 
known criminal lawyer George A. 
Knight, and says the case will be pushed 
to a speedy trial. “There are a good 
many things against me,” Durrant is 
quoted as saying, “but I fear Harry 
Partridge, who testified that he had an­
swered roll call for me on April 8th 
more than any other of the witnesses. 
If Partridge persists In his statements 
he will hang me, but my attorneys will 
see him and perhaps he will change his 
mind. I did him many a good turn and 
often answered roll call for him. I hope 
he won’t continue against me.” The 
prosecution does not understand Dur- 
rant’s fear of Partridge, whose testi­
mony Is corroborated. April 8th was the 
last day Durrant visited Minnie Williams 
in Alameda. Durrant denies that he of­
fered a ring to Oppenheimer, the pawn­
broker or anyone else.
