Municipal Campaign.

Mayoralty, Controller & Alder-
manic Candidales.

Cold Weather Did Not Bring
Many Charity Applicanis.

There is going to be a Mayoralty fight
after all. The Hydro supporters, a hun-
dred strong, met behind closed doors
last night in Kenmedy. Hall and decided
to oppose Mayor McLaren. They formed
the nucleus of an organization for a
candidate to be sclected by a comunittec
of two representatives from each ward,
Charles G. Bird, the well-known Jabor
man, was elected chairman, and Wikiam
Childs, jun,, secretary of the committee,
which includes ex-Akl. Thomas Allen,
John Freeth, Charles Staunton, Sidney
IPox, Charles Nash, Maurice Foley and
Charles Ennis, who was defeatod two
or three times running for alderman. It
was leit to the commitiee to nominate a
Mayoralty candidate, four controllers
and two or tlwee aldermen from cach
ward. The committee will report buck
to a general meeting of Hydro support-
ers, to be held next week. Allan.Stud-
holme, the labor member for East Ham-
ilton, presided, and among those present
were Ald. Hopkiuns, Cooper and \Wright.

Who will the Mayoralty candidat> be
—Stewart or Bailey ! Mr. Stewart declar
ed months ago he would not run if a
contract of any kind was made. [t was
thought that when the eoutvact for
power was made there wae no chance of
a Mayoralty contest. Mr. Bailey said to-
day he had not been waited upon by the
committee yet,

“Will you oppose Mayor Mclaren?”
he was asked.

“I may if they put any one up against
him,” was the reply.

When told that a hundred Hydro
Electric men decided last night that
there was going to be a fight, he said, he
knew nothing about it, and had not de-
cided yet what he was going to do. A
man who has been prominent in the
Hydro fight informed the Times that it
was almost a certainty that Bailey
would be the man,

Efforts to ascertain to-day who called
the meeting last night were not very
successful. Nearly all those who were
there said they had been asked by a
friend to attend o meeting of those Tav-
orable to carrying into effect the Hydro
policy. If four vontrollers are endersed
it looks as if there would be a split in
the ranks, as thirteen of the sixtuen
candidates in the field are professed
Hydro men.

C. R. Recd, who was nomiated by the
Citizens' Campaign Commitee as an ald-
ermanic candidate in Ward 6, canmot
qualify, through a technicality. He was
making a transfer of property at the
time the assessment was made, and al-
though he has sufficient property qual-
ification, his name is ot on the rolls as
owner. An effort will be made to have
R. B. Spera replace him.

The Canadian General Electrie Com-
pany wants to tender again on electric
motors for the waterworks. City Engin-
eer Macallum received a wire this morn-
ing from W. A Bucke, who represents
the company at Toronto, asking that
specifications be forwerded. The city,
however, is not likely to ask for new
tenders. It is practically settled that the
Westinghouse Company will get the
contract.

$5,000 Action.

OTTAWASHOOK

Earthquake Shifted the Earth the
Least Bit at the Capital. -+

(Special Wire to the Times.)

Dec. 10.—An earthquake be-
ginning at 1.24 a. m. this morning and
felt
in all parts of the capital. Windows rat
tled and buildings shook, especially in
the southern parts of the city, and for a
few moments the citizens who were
awake at the time were considerably
agitated. At the Dominion Observatory
this morning, when the seismograph re-
cerds were examined it was found that
the oscillation of the earth’s surface had
been one-three-hundredth of an inch. Dr.
Klotz said the quake was caused by lo-
cal readjustment of strains in the earth
ermst, and the tremors ran from the
east to the west. No damage to proper-
ty was done.

FOR DEATH OF RORSE.

Kerr & Thompeon, acting for John C.
Burniston, have issued a writ against
the Street Railway Company for $200
damages for the death of a horse, caus-
ed. it is alleged, by the negligence of the
defendants, their servants, agents and
workmen in the operation of their street
car line and in placing an obstruction
upon the street at the corner of Queen
and Herkimer streets.

IN CONGRESS.

Washington, Dec. 10.—A controversy
over railroad legislation will be pre-
cipitated in Congress this winter, which
in interest and importance promises to
surpass the conflict over railroad rates
of four years ago. The first gun was
fired to-day by Semator Cummins, of
Towa, when he introduced a bill propos-
ing radical changes in the InterState
Commerce Act. In a large sense the
Cummins measure is a practical substi-
tute for the present law.

RIDGETOWN FRE.

Ridgetown, Ont., Dec. 10.—Early this
morning fire broke out in the ware-
roms of the R. Watt machine works and
before the fire company reached the
building it was beyond control, totally
destroying the warerooms and contents,
and slightly damaging the machine
shops. The loss has not been estimated
at yet, but will be partly covered by
insurance.

NEEDLE ICE
AT FLUMES

Causes a Tie-Up of the Entire
Power Service.

All Suburban and City Cars Stil}
s For Hows. ;

People Walked to City From
Beach and Dundas.

The forming of needle ice at the pow-
er station at Decew Falls was the cause
of tying up the electric light and power
service for over seven hours this morn-
ing. The sudden change of the weather
caused the ice to form at the entrance of
the flumes, which carry the water to
the wheels. A gang of men were imme-
diately sent to remedy the trouble and

at 11 a. m. the blockade was sufficiently
cleared to enable the power being dis-
tributed to a number of the circuits, al-
though it will probably be late this af-
ternoon before the full service is - re-
stored.

The blockade tied up the car serviee
of the eity and suburban lines complete-
Iy, and prevented many persons from at-
teuding their employment, although a
great many walked long distances. The
factories using electricity were also tied
up.
At the Beach road station a whole
car load of people, had gathered to take
the 6.18 a. m. car to the city and after
patiently waiting for over an hour a
number of the men commenced to walk,
leaving the many girls still waiting and
hoping for a ear. The frost and the
wagon wheels had made the roads ex-
tra good for walking, and after a tramp
of over six miles, done in one hour and
thirty minutes, the party arrived in the
city. Those, however. who had remain-
ed were doomed to disappointment, as it
was afternoon hefore any attempt was
made to run the suburban lines,

A special effort was made by the com-
pany to supply the newspaper offices
with power, which they were able to do
at 12 o’clock. The city car service was
resumed in the morning.

From the kindergarten the child
passes ino the elementary school, with
its more formal work. The tendency to
collect, and the slight interest in work-
ing up knowledge, makes this an excel-
lent time for stocking the mind with a
quantity of necessary knowledge, such
as languages., numbers, spelling and the
essential parts of geography and history.
The motor hungers are so strong, how-
ever, that learning should he largely
based in manual training and in organ-
ized play. Love of nature should be de
veloped, and =chool gardens and school |
journeys are indispensable. The basis of
the arts should be laid in music and
drawing.

Until about twelve the children have
been interested in hunting sensations,
in naming objects and in arranging
them in collections. Now these multi-
plied collections have become so num-
erous that they must be put in shape
for use. Reason becomes important as
the principal shaping instrument of the
mind. Deductive reasoning is more to
the taste than inductive. He wants to

know who is the greatest baseball
pitcher, the most daring automobile
drives, the best shot. Types must be

found, especially types of conduct, and
the heroes and villains, not of myth-
ology but of real life, flourish. Self-
consciousness makes the boy awkward,
diffident and easily embarrassed. His
turbulent physical life makes it easier
for him to push and crowd than to step
aside and assist. Women of refinement
and maturity can best deal with this
period; men, or young people, seldom
understand it well enough to treat it
sympathetically.

On the side of the religious life, this
is the most difficult of all periods. Up
to this time. the child has accepted his
theology almost unguestioningly. Now,
he must bring it into relation with all
his other knowledge. He has not reached
the plane where he can translate ob-
jective statements into spiritual equiva-
lents, and so he must ad the state-

l tions.

dren’s theology show that this is the

doubting time.
In ‘his moral obligations to himself,

at this time, honesty must have first

place. At this time he must be honest
with  himself, and he must form the
habit of inner rectitude. He need not

voice his doubts nor his beliefs, but he

must know whether he doubts or be-
lieves. In his duty to himself, he must
also shape up at this time a code of
clean living. He is just entering the

period of sexual -stress and storm; and
the deep-seated modesty, so natural to
boys and girls at this age, will be their
best guide. Children’s moral obligations
to society at this time are very difficult.
They must struggle toward self-direction
and they must recognize authority.
Little by litile law must take the place
of personal authority over them.

Comistock, of the University of Wiscon
sin, has just issued a statement to as-
tronomers throughout the country in
regard to the oxservation of Halley’s
comet. A long and continuous photogra-
phic campaign, in order to secure the
best possible pictures of the interesting
visitor to the solar system, is urged by
the committee, As there is no observa
tory with proper facilities for photo-
graphing the comet in the large area of
the Pacific Ocean, the committee is
about to send an expedition to the Ha
waiian Islands to photograph the comet
during its greatest brilliance, which will
be in May.

HIDES AND SKINS.

Heavy Importations Into the

States for the Year.

Washington, Dec. 10.—Importations of
hides and skins into the United States
will aggregate approximately one hun-
dred million dollars for the present cal-
endar year. These articles, therefore,
rank second in value in the list of im-
portations. Sugar is the one article the
importation of which exceeds in value
hides and skins.

The value of hides and skins imported
exceeds by many millions that of any
previous year in the history of the coun-
try. In the calendar year of 1900 the
quantity of hides imported was 307.-
000,000 pounds, while this year it will
exceed 500,000,000 pounds. Nearly one-
third of these importations consisted of
goat skins, practically one-half of which
come from the British East Indies.

BRITISH NAVY.

Figures Compiled at Washington
Show “Two Power’’ Standard.

Germany is Second With 46 Fight-
ing Ships and America Third.
Washington, Dec. 9.—The navy year

book for 1909, compiled by Pitman Pul-
sifer, clerk of the Senate Committee on

naval affairs, shows the race for second
place among the navies of the world to
be still very close between the United
States and Germany, with Great Britain
still far in the lead, having 104 fighting
ships te¢ Germany’s 46 and America’s 43.

Of fighting ships (battleships and ar-
mored cruisers) built, building and pro-
vided for, the United States has 43 and
Germany 46, but the aggregate tonnage
for the United States is 639241,
against 654,434, Germany. however,
a larger number of smaller vessels than
the United States, and her total tonnage
is 820692, as against 7856587 for the
United States. Germany's superiority
in respect to small vessels is due largely
to her torpedo restroyers, of which she
had 97, as against 36 for the United
States.  Germany also outnumbers in
the matter of large guns, 208 against
180.

Of the fighting vessels built and in
operation, the American tonnage is 73,
200 tons in excess of that of Germany.
Great Britain is shown to possess 14
fighting ships, with a total tonnage of
1450680, France has 46 fighting ships,
but her tonnage is more than a hundred
thousand tont less than that of either
the United States or Germany.

The American vessels are the only
ones carrying 13-inch guns, and the Ger-
man vessels the only ones carrying 11-
inch guns. All the big guns on board
ships are I2-inchers. Thirty-two of the
United States gums are of the 13-inch
calibre.

SINKING OF A DREDGE OFF FORT
WILLIAM. o

Great Lakes Dredging Company’s No.
Eight Sprung a Leak and Went
Down in a Few Minutes—Re-
mainer of the Crew Jumped on
Scow and Were Saved.

Fort William, Dec. 9.—At 3. o'clock
this afternoon dredge No. 8 of the Great
Lakes Company, in charge of
Chief Gregg, in tow by the Inez, in
charge of Captain George Still, sprung
a leak between Mutton Island and the

The balancé of the crew were saved by
jumping aboard a light scow which was
in tow, alongside the dredge. According
to the story told by the survivors of the
disaster, they were going along in tow
about 250 feet beln-lid the tug when '.l:
dredge sprung a leak. She filled rapid-
Iy l‘l:l tphe.:rew made a rush for the
scow alongside, and escaped just in time,
as they had no soner got on board than
the dredge went to the bottom, carry-
ing six of the crew with her. When the
dredge went down those who jumped on
the scow released emough rope to keep
the scow from being swam

The crew of the scow severed the tow
line and put about to her assistance.
But she had gone to the bottom before
they arrived. The survivors were trans-
ferred from the scow to the tug. The
survivors say that it is a mystery how
their companions happened to lose their
lives, as some of them were on deck at
the time the dredge sprung a leak, and
only had to jump on the scow.

Sir Arthur Wilson is inspired by a
whole-souled devotio nto his profession.

In fact, he carries reti
cence to an extreme, and whereas during
his five years of rule Lord Fisher has
made but twe, public epeeches, it is quite
on the cards that Sir Arthur will not
make any at all, however long he re-
mmins in office. Unlike Lord Fisher,
who specialized as a gunpery officer, Sir
Arthur Wilson graduated in the torpedo
school and exhibited early his bemt in
the invention of apliances connected with
the use of the torpedo. It is, however, as
a strategist, a tactician and a handler
of fleets that he is regarded as the high-
est authority of the navy, which trusts
him in these matters as only Sir Geof-
frey Hornby was trusted by his brother
seamen in recent times.

But although the two men, Sir Arthur
Wilson and Lord Fisher, possess many
quadities and aptitudes Nin common
taciturnity, secretiveness, independence
and fearlessmess of responsibility—they
are very different in appearance. Lord
Fisher is clean shaven, square cut of
feature, bronked, and with humor for-
ever lurking in his eyes.  Sir Arthur
Wilson is bearded, grey and grim; his
eyes have a steely glint and he looks
what he is, as hard as nails.

It is not oanly because Sir Arthur Wil-
son is a man with an exceptional re
cord of distinguished service and one
whose strength of character inspires con-
fidence that his selection to succeed Lord
Fisher of Kilverstone has been received
by the country with satisfaction.

nautical experts signified their enthus-
iastic assent.

“We have been contented to wait and
benefit, by the experience of others,”
said Lord Roberts. “We cannot afford
to be behind-hand. We must make our
machines, have trials and have a staff
of men trained and ready to adapt them-
selves to aerial machines.

“I am anxious that the country wake
up to the necessity of doing its utmost
to perfect .these craft. We still are
strangely apathetic. The future dirig-
ibles and aeroplanes will be as far ahead
of those of to-day as the present loco-
motives are ahead of the first locomo-
tive built.”

Major Baden-Powell said: “There is
no _doubt that the machines of to-day,
both dirigibles and aeroplanes, are cap-
able of the greatest use in case of war.
Let us not forget that they could come
without warning from the continent and
wreak great damage. We must make
preparations to defend ourselves against
such possible sion.”

He specifically pointed out that they
could be utilized as follows: Reconnais-
‘sance, obtaining complete and reliable

employment of thousands of aeroplanes
capable of carrying three or four men
each; discharge explosives with much
damage by hovering over the enemy’s
country, and dropping bombs on powder
magazines, stores, bridges and railways;
raids, by carrying small parties of
troops for dashing forays; communica-
tions, could carry despatches and com-
municate with any besieged place; in
savage wwrfare they would have great
moral effect by dropping bombe to
spread panic among the ignorant enemy;
as a lookout; unsurpassed as a ocoign
of vantage for the commander-in-chief
during an action; advantages of the air-
ship as compared to the marine vessel,
greater speed, wider view, ability to
rise to rise to a sufficient height to
avoid projectiles and to get vertically
above an enemy. All evoked tremendous
enthusiasm.
Major Baden-Powell has written sev-
eral articles on aeronautics, including
“Ballooning as a Sport,” He invented a
man-lifting kite in 1894 and made fre-
quent ascents by kites in following
years. He refounded the Aeronautic
Society and acted as its honorary sec-
retary for some years, after which he
was elected president. He joined the
Scots Guards in 1892 and has seen rhuch
actual service. He served with hias regi-
ment and on staff throughout the South
African war.

ON MARRIAGE.

Interesting Lecture In the German
Evangelical Church.

An intensely interesting lecture was
given in Market Streeet German Evan-
gelical Church last evening by Rev. C.
0. Johnson, Toronto, whose subject was
“Courtship and Marriage.” In a tender,
witty, sympathetic vein Mr. Johnson
dealt with his subject, and the enjoy-
ment of the lecture by the large audi-
ence present was testified by the inter-
est and applause. Numerous experiences
and quotations were given to illustrate
the subject. He dwelt upon the neces-
sity for proper training of the children,
and quoted instances where the fine
principies instilled by a mother were the
true foundation for a life of honesty
and purity. In dealing with courtship,
he said that as a man treated his moth-
er and sister, so would he treat his
sweetheart and wife. No person, the
lecturer said, should be ashamed to do
their courting in broad daylight. It was
no sin. The lasting beauty was not that
of face or figure, but of character, In
speaking of marriage and the duties of
a mother, Mr. Johnson said that a great
evil, committed by many mothers, was
to frighten their children into obedience.
He empahtically denounced the customs
of the so-called high society, which, he
said, were unnatural and affected. In

seed improvement. Last year 5,260,139
acres were cropped, requiring approxi-

mately 8,800,000 bushels of seed. The
average yields were: Wheat, 24.2 buak-
els; oats, 34.8: barley, 28.5. Thése fig-

ures plainly indicated that the full pro-
ducing power of the acre on the average
farm had not yet heen reached. The sup-
ply of really high-class seed was not
what it should be, and until that sup-
ply was forthcoming they could not hope
to see any great improvement.

THE POTATO CROP.

Then Mr. Alfred Hutchison, Mount
Forest, told of what selection had ac-
eomplished in regard to potatoes. He
believed that the crop of the Province
could be doubled. It had been proved
that a blight-proof potato could be
produced, but it was nevertheless a
fact that the tubers deteriorated.
Really, he though the growers them-
elves were responsible. They were
under the impressi that i
sized potatoes were the best for seed,
an dthey carefully sorted out the large
specimens and sold them. By experi-
ment he had proved that such a sys-
tem inevitably led to deterioration.

At the annual meeting of the West-
ern Ontario Poultry Association, held
at the City Hall this afternoon, great
satisfaction was expressed at the suc-
cess of this year’s Poultry Show.

The success of the present Exhibition
and the necessity for still further ex-
-tension of teh winter fair buildings were
two points emphasized at the banquet
tendered to-night to the Ontario Horse-
breeders’ Association by the Board of
Trade, the Fat Stock -Club and  the
City Council. Mr. G. C. Creelman, Pre-
sident of the Agricultural Colliege, was
in the chair.
