MR. DAVITT S SPEECAH.

The following is an extract
from the speech, delivered at
Armagh, Ireland, which led to
Mr. Davitt’s arrest. After ex-
plaining the objects and aims of
the Land League he went on to
say:—

}‘T‘The movement which has
been called into existence by the
democracy of Ireland is one
which must triumphant over all
opposing obstacles, as it is in
line with justice, reason, and
social progress, while resting on
principles as indestructible as
the evils against which it is dir-
ected are notoriously self-evident
and perishable. This is the
movement, then, Orangemen of
Armagh, which your common
sense and social aspirations have
prompted you to come here to
day to support, and if you share
in the intelligent resolve and
earnest desire which now finds
aplace in the mind of every
other Irishman who has to live
by his sweat and labor from day
to day, you will continue to give
the land league that measure of
active assistance which will en-
able it to win for you and your
children the sole enjoyment of
the fruits of that labor (cheers
for the land league). The aris-
tocratic drones who swallowed
your earnings in the past, and
snatched from your families the
food which your industry had
produced, and row finding that
you are no longer the tame and
superstitious fools who fought
for their amusement and profit
with your equally foolish and
superstitious Catholic fellow~
workers, and allowed the land..

The
head constable aimed his rifle at
Leary’s wife to intimidate her,
but she resisted desperateiy, and
when the affair was over she
was lying on the roadside in
such an exhausted condition that
the police{deemed it advisable to
send a priest and a doctor to
attend her after the eviction was
effected. Leary, who was evicts
ed for the nonpayment of one
year’srent, entered on his farm
some years ago with a capital of
£5.000, which he amassed in
America. ile now leaves the
rackerented holding a penniless
man.

In the first place we beg to zay, for
the policy of the government, and the
sentiment of the Legisluure, on the.
question: of stimulaling agricalture,
we have the most snpreme contempt;
indeed Worcesiers Dictivnary c¢ould
not supply the epithets which would
convey just hew we regard the way
they have dealt with this important
and crying matter. They formed a
Board of Agriculture but they rested
it on the unsound and Inadeqnate
foundation ol ke Old Doard; they
passed a resolution authorizing the
importation of stock at the public ex~
pense—and we believe they aim al
having a model farm. Duat what they
have not done, is by far the most im
portant, and our theme.

W hat this province wants,what it by
and bye must have,what we have con~
tended for is an Agricultural Col-
lege. And lest our readers niay not
see that such an institution is not
alone desirable, but indespensable,we
shall proceed to the proof. The times
have changed. In the olden days
cdueation aud easy offices were con=
fined to the few. There were plenty
among the uneducated to till the
fields, and hew the wood, and draw
the water, and perform other labor
by their hands. If is different now.
Education has been brought down
from high places, and put within the
veach of the masses. Inour province
the pocrest district has its school, and
nearly in cvery parr ot the province,
there is a ‘“‘superior” school where
the parent may give his son the eda-
cation he is seeking. DBal it 1s in this
general diffusion of Educational ad-
vantages, that the dauger to the oc~
cupation of farming lics. How many
boys at sixteen comne home from the
superior school, yea from the lower
school, with the iaclination, or the
jutention ot farming? None. Illow
many parents hone to see their sons
turn what they learn in the schools,to
advantage on the farm? None. No,
like the sons themselves, they are in-
toxicated with the far-off prospect of

- some professional caliing ; some future
success in a walk of lile, above the
plane of the favmer’s boy. Ttie Edu-
cated and the brilliant son therefore,
makes his way to the village or town,
and seeks an occupation in Kkeeping
with his acquired tastes; it be do not
find what he is seeking here,he moves
away lo a wider field looking still for
that which is congenial. The brother
who is by natare stupid, and who
could not learn in school, goes npon
the farm, and is regarde! ouly a little
ubove the ox, with whish he ploughs
and_cultivates the field. And great
though this evil be, it has yet merely
had its commencement. [For the
more education progresses, the more
will contempt for farming grow, till
in the end our farms will become de<
serted and our towns and cities be
full of a population striving for.¢m-
ploymeut they cannot get.

The culture of our schools, will
pever mate with the rough occupas
tion of our farms,—so lung at least as
ploughing land,and sowing seed, and
harvesting crops, is - looked upon as

- occupation suited oxly to those who
ave inferior to their feliows, in ins
tellect and in cultare. Even now
vou find, as you drive through- our
;:ouutry, here and there a de erted

farm, here and there a man of 70
vears, striving to work his farm, his
;0u5 scattered Lere snd there, some

AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION.

[For the Star.

Sir,—If the Governmeat can do any
thing to acrest the present flow of emi-
gration from our Province, that some~
thing should be done quickly. We be-
lieve it is within the power of a Govern-
ment to do much in this direction.  The
question arises how can this best be ac-
cofplished. If agold or silver mine be
discovered. it does uot require to bave
men’s minds trained in aspecial manner
to induce them to rush into mining. It is
otherwise with an occupation, whose
inducements and rewards are less imme-
diate. In this case the tastes and euer-
gies require special development and
training. The want of such education
will make itself felt for evil’ on the pro~
gress of such industries. ~ This is the
radical defect 1n our educational tendency
at preseut. Farming is kept in the back-
ground, both in tke common schools and
higher institutions of learning. A col-
lege education means now a soaking of
all agricultural colouring matter out of
the student. *He is bleached, as it were,
by the atmosphere of prejudice and
neglect; and all the green tints of his
nature, all the landward tendency of his
hopes, are dissipated; and fame through
the medium of the learned professions
alone becomes the object of his life. He
listens to glowing eulogies on the orator,
doctor,  botanist, geologist, lawyer,
statesmen, etc., and he learns to count
on his fingers, or as hie did his marbles,
all the lives worth living.  He hears,
treated ofin a leagthy, digestive man~
ner, a score of ologies, and isms; all the
theoriés and arts to which sound inves-
tigation or crackbrained inauzuration ever
gave rise; but he never catches the
sound of the homely word ‘Farming,”
except it be uttered with a soeer, or
symbolic of ignorance and awkwarduess.
An agricultural life is never presented to
the young mind, as a position worthy to
be aimed at; or adopted by an edacated
person. Can we thenbe surprised at
the results of such a training as exempli-
fied in the life-labors and calling of the
students? Will an educated young man
adopt a life that seems to demand only
the blundering knowledge and ser-
vices of the illiterate?  Can we expect
education to fraternize with ignorance and
be happy? . Will au industry that has no
claims to special mention and study in
high places, ever be regarded as on a
level with the other learned callings?
Can young men be expected to shake
themselves clear of the living forces and
influences around them, and step down
in life? These are plain questions,sug—
gestive of plain answers.

Our college and higher institutions of
learning, are, owing to the opening of
Athenian and Oxford standards, entirely
unsuited to all the demands of & younyg
and growing couatry. They seek toen-
graft the supply and kind of the old world,
upon the new, regardless of the grand
question whether that sapply is appropri-
ate in kind und number to the inle?éc-
tual and principal requirements of our
Country. They proceed on the assump..
tion, that our wants are the wants of the
old world ; that our posibilities are the
same. This is evidently erroneous. Our
population is small, our means of liveli~
hood essentially of a practical nature.
We want educated artisans 1n the field
as well as in the dissecting room, or
laboratory. The blunder we commit is
patent. We expead our provincial
means in training and educating men to
professions- for which our couutry offers
no scope or field of labour. In other
words, what are now known as the learn~
ed proiessions are overcrowded; and
other countries receive the talent, revived
and strengthened under the fostering,but
often misguided attentions of our Gov-
ernment. Yes, many of our college
graduales become the doctors and law-
yers of other countries. T do not ob=-
Jject to this, provided all the demands of
our country people’s resources were
properly applied. Were the course of
study in our highest seats of. learning
arranged harmouiously with the require-
ments of our literary scientific and indus-
irial callings, hundreds of those, whose
life tendencies are now perverted and
become lost to their country, would, un-
der a different mixture of mental and
ptactical learning, find useful and willing
scope for the exercise of their talents
and energies at home; either in the de~
velopment of some new industry,or the
improvement of an old one. Indeed our
course of high studies is diamerically op-
posed to the progressive possibilities of
our land and people. Is curs to be
largely a destiny interwoven with the
elements of the s0il? Sound thinking men
say so. The narrowing range of pro-
vincial wealth, the precarious nawure of
some vld means of support, tell he same
serious tale. It is quite evident that
agriculture must be made a science, a
progressive one ; special education wust
be called into requisition, the public and
social sentiments of our people must be
slowly mouldedto regard farmiug as. an
honorable liveiihood. This can in a
greater or lessdegree, be approached from
twu directions.  Agriculture must bs
relegated to its proper position amony the
scientific subjects to ke taught and em-
prasized in our college ; and a model
farm attached to such college ;
where practice can be had of theoretical
teaching. Luis plan is possible, ouly to
& limited ext-ut, and taat at the danger
of weakeung 1ts usefuluess in  oiher
dirceuoas, sud making the iustitution
unmunagesbie.  L'he secoud plan would
be to establish a proper agricultural
cullege and model farm, as a separate
institution ; which would thus be single
in 13 uature, specilic in its object,
more easy 1u s wanagowent,
undoubtedly, the right step.
