ly deny. Had the pronrtoaal Directors 
remained firm to their original scheme 
to boild » road from Louden to Kincar­
dine, by Brussels and Wiegham, their 
rood might to deybeia eaoeessful opera­
tion. Instead, however, of doing this. 
*hey cowardly deserted the fluid, am) 
left it in the hands of their Hamilton 
ouponenta, and sought ont new ground. 
By this one notion, they ruined their 
chan see for tho carrying oat of their 
scheme to build an. independent road to 
Kincardine. They, in a fit of passion or 
pique, deserted their old friends for new 
ones, and allowed the projectors of an 
opposing scheme to gain undisputed 
possession of the best portion of terri­
tory which they had pre-empted for 
themsolree, This coarse resulted,m we 
<rt the time predicted it would result, in 
tne total failure and abandonment of 
the independent scheme. The blame, 
therefore, for the failure of thel inde­
pendent eoheme, must rest on the Pro­
visional Directors, and upon them alone. 
Mr. OArling, net being a" Provisional 
Director wae in no wav rewyanaiblo for 
that.

At this point, however, the Perma­
nent Board of Directors, with Mr. 
Carling as one el its members, was 
formed. They at once saw the hope­
lessness of attempting to build an inde­
pendent line. an<! applied to the Great 
Western Railway to take tho bonuses 
and build and run the road. For a time 
the proepeot of qn arrangement of this 
kina being ooroA to between the two 
companies seomeil good. The Great 
Western sent a stafT of engineers to ex 
amine the routes and report as to the 
probable cost of the work*. This report 
was strongly la favor of one particular 
rente, and the managers of the Great 
Western Railway seemed willing to 
adopt it. But this would not suit the 
whims and caprices of the London Di­
rectors. For reasons best known to 
themselves, they persisted that another 
and a different route,—a roots that no 
disinterested or rational person would 
prefer,—be chosen. The Great Western 
then refused to build the road, but were 
still willing to adopt the route chosen by 
the London people," and stock and run 
tho road, thus throwing the responsibi­
lity of construction upon tbe London 
Board. The Board -occupied this 
responsibility, bet, —as wo at the time 
predicted they would do,—lure miser­
ably failed, flore, again, has the inca­
pacity aud mulishnees of the Loudon 
people displayed itself te the ruination 
<>f the scheme. Had they allowed the 
Great Wes torn to take their own ceurse, 
Instead of splitting with them upon the 
«election of route,, the road, by this 
time, might be running to Brussels, 
They, however, were determined, in or­
der to gratify petty revenge, to havu 
their own way. They got It, aud tbe 
result is that instead of their scheme be­
ing a living, working reality, it is as 
dead as a door-nail. For this result, as 
we have shown, Mr. Carling la not alone 
to bLmie, although he, with the others 
who nave formed and supported the 
Fro visional and Permanent Boards of 
Directors, should bear his shaft of re­

sponsibility. In this connection we 
might mention that tbe Advértûer, 
which now washes its hands of tho af­
fair, strongly supported tho Directors in 
all their meandenngs and blunderings, 
and is as much entitled to shouldcft Its 
proportion of the onus of failure as Mr. 
Carling or any of the others. In attempt­
ing to ahirk this responsibility, and in 
endeavoring to make a soap# goat of Mr. 
Carling, tho Adtrtiiiir shows a mean­
spiritedness not very creditable to it.

In conclusion, we would merely offer 
the suggestion that it would be wisdom 
for 1 those municipalities which hare 
handed over their debentures to the
