The Roll of Honour.
It has been a sad'month 
for Newfoundland. The 
first shock fell almost
wholly upon St. John's,
but it was plainly but the 

forerunner of sorrow to the whole Is­
land. The long interval of silence
that followed the receipt of the list of 
fallen officers could deceive very few, 
while it added greatly, though un­
avoidably, to the anxiety of * all. It 
thus increased in a measure the
weight of the blow that has at last 
fallen, and great and universal is the 
sympathy that will go out to those 
whose worst fears have been con­
firmed.

A glancfi at the list will show how 
terribly severe the loss is. As might 
have been expected it is greatest in 
St. John’s, more than a score of the 
names being from the city; but every 
district of the Island contributes to 
the honourable roll. Some may have 
been better known than oUiers and be 
more widely mourned, but all leave 
behind them empty places and aching 
hearts. These brave men were of the 

■rank and file: where their officers led 
they did not hesitate to follow. They 
have received their promotion.

Words are little things at a time 
like this. To those bereaved we can 
only offer what sympathy we may. 
We shall not be censured if we offer it 
ffrst and in the fullest measure to the 
mothers of the fallen lads. We have 
shared in the admiration of the world 
of the part that womankind have taken 
upon themselves to bear in this Arma­
geddon, a part nobly greater than that 
which was expected of them. War is 
to them a strange and terrible thing; 
it demands the sacrifice of much that 
they hold dearest to a cause of which 
they only instinctively grasp the 
meaning. But the sacrifice itself has 
a depth and meaning to them which 
no man can ever fathom or appreciate. 
To bear it in silence, as all our moth­
ers do, is a heroism which no deed on 
the battle field surpasses. À mother’s 
grief for her son is the saddest and 
the noblest gift of war.

Pozieres.
We have several times 
dwelt upon the import­
ance of this position. Its 

i capture by the British 
F brings their operations 

a long way forward. It has been ef­
fected in unexpectedly speedy time 
since the first serious assault. The 
credit appears to belong chiefly to the 
Australians; Britain is certainly well 
represented by her colonies on the 
West front.

We have now established our line 
from Pozieres through Bazentin and 
Longueval, and completed the first 
stage of the advance upon Bapaume. 
The road thither is commanded by 
our guns, a ad* the more important 
plateau as well. The British will now 
press on their offensive with renewed 
vigour and confidence. The import­
ance "and magnitùde of the reduction 
of Pozieres may be gauged by the 
strength of the defence opposed by the 
Germans, who even withdrew troops 
from Verdun for the purpose.

Read with the reports from the 
other fronts, the news makes good 
reading. As did Erzerum, the strong­
hold of Erzingan has fallen almost 
before we were aware it was beiug 
attacked. The utmost we knew was 
that the Russians were advancing in 
force towards it The brave an­
nouncement from Berlin that Turkish 
forces have been sent to the Danube 

' will be received with some amuse­
ment in the light of the fall of Erzin­
gan. If it is true, they will probably 
be bundled back again post haste. The 
condition of Turkey is almost critical 
Oaly the summer heat and Russia’s 
concentration upon her European op­
erations have saved Turkey from the 
Grand Duke, but he is under way 
again in earnest. Probably he will 
not extend his activities for the pre­
sent further south in the region of

.

Mosul and Bagdad, but the autuian 
will see Turkey in extremis.

In Sakharoff’s success we see the 
effect of Von Linsingen’s recent dis­
astrous defeat. Brody is an import­
ant town on the Galician border, fifty 
miles northeast of Lemberg. The arc 
is thus slowly closing in upon Von 
Bothmer’s army and upon Lemberg. 
The results of the combined offensive 
become more apparent every day. The 
renewal of the attack by the Grand 
Duke extended it to another field, 
where it will have a very discon­
certing effect upon the enemy; a 
movement from Salonika is all that 
is necessary to engage the Central 
Empires at every vital point

follows : “Furthermore, the conver­
sion of the villages into strong points 
is of greatest importance. Such vil­
lages are Pozieres, Contalmaison and 
the two Bazantins and Longueval.'’ 
Secretary Lloyd George points out 
that with the capture of Pozieres the 
last of these villages has fallen into 
the Allies hands. He further points 
out that to-day’s German claim of the 
repulse of an attack on Trônes Wood 
must he a clerical error, as Trônes 
Wood has been in British possession 
since July 14.

IRISH REVOLT IN COMMONS.
LONDON, July 26.

The first symptoms of the expected 
Irish revolt in the Commons as a con­
sequence -of the deadlock of Lloyd 
George’s negotiations, broke out in 
the Commons last night on the report 
stage of a series of votes on supply 
bills, the ordinary course of which 
would have been purely formal pro­
cedure. The House was nearly empty 
arid a handful of Nationalists twice 

, seized the opportunity to attempt’ to 
discuss in a general manner the rule 
in Ireland.. When they were declar­
ed put of order by the Speaker, they 
twice demanded a division, forcing 
the Government to summon members 
from the lobbies to vote.

An exciting scene, Indicative of the 
strong feeling which prevails among 
the Irish members, took place in the 
Commons to-night, when "Timothy 
Healey charged the Government with 
arresting 2,000 innocent persons in 
the course of the Irish rebellion, and 
treating them with a cruelty and fero­
city which even Germany had not 
shown in Belgium. The Home Sec­
retary replied that Healey’s adminis­
tration started the Sinn Fein organ­
ization in Ireland, and therefore he 
was the father of the movement. The 
Speaker thèn called Healey to qrder 
for irrelevance, but did not refuse 
the request of Sir Herbert L. Samuel, 
the Home Secretary, for permission 
to reply to the charges made by Heal­
ey. Secretary Samuel characterized 
the charges as utterly unfounded, and 
denied vigorously that prisoners had 
been ill-treated or placed in solitary 
confinement, as alleged- The Home 
Secretary said he would leave the 
House to judge the value of Healey’s 
allegations.

REACHED THE ICE FIELD.
BACCS, July 26.

According to a message received 
to-day, Léçut. Shackleton, the British 
Antarctic explorer, has reached the 
ice field in his effort to rescue the 
twenty-two men left on Elephant Is­
land last April. The relief party left 
Punta Arenas on board the schooner 
Amna, which was to «be towed as far 
south as possible by a Chilian Gov­
ernment steamer, after which- it was 
thé intention of the explorer : to con­
tinue the search for his marooned 
companions.

. PROVISIONAL PRESIDENT.
SANTA DOMINGO, July 26.

Frederico Carvajal was proclaimed 
Provisional President of Santo Dom­
ingo to-day.

CIVIL LORD.
LONDON, July 26.

Earl Lytton has been appointed Civ­
il Lord of the Admiralty, replacing 
the Duke of Devonshire, who has been 
designated Governor-General of Can­
ada.

PATROL’S GOOD WORK.
LONDON, July 26.

In a report to the Admiralty, re­
viewing operation of the Dover Pa­
trol since December, 1916, and re­
commending a number of officers for 
meritorious conduct, Vice-Admiral 
Bason, Commander of Patrol, says: 
In the six months, more than 21,000 
merchant ships, apart from men of 
war and auxiliaries, passed through 
the patrol lines. Of these only 21 
were lost or seriously damaged by 
enemy vessels,' but to effect this se­
curity to merchant shipping, says the 
Admiral, I regret over four per ct. of 
our patrol vessels have been sunk and 
the lives of 71 officers and men lost to 
the nation. The Admiral further notes 
that the patrol assists as a protection 
on the flank of all sea transports to 
and from the British army in France, 
and that this yast transport has been 
so thoroughly safeguarded that not a 
single life has been lost during the 
sea passage.

GERMAN STEAMER SUNK.

, LONDON, To-day.
A Stettin despatch to Reuter’s says 

the German steamer Norderny, 5,497 
tons, bound from Sweden for Germany 
laden with iron ore, was sunk north 
of Arcona, Rugen Island. The captain 
and crew were drowned.

AS FAB AS BERLIN.
LONDON, To-day.

Lord Derby, the new Under Secre­
tary for War, in an interview to-day 
said, “I want you to impress on the 
American people our determination 
to destroy the efforts of Germany for 
world domain. The fighting is nti* 

'terrible,—so awful that, no man ,ac 
tually in it, ourselves as well as the 
Germans, ever wants another war; 
but we must push our victory until 
we make it impossible for the German 
rulers to renew the conflict. Wé 
have no desire for the partition of 
Germany. Some of our Colonies may 
insist upon the retention of the Ger 
man Colonies, but that is not what we 
are in the war for ; we want to prevent 
future wars; we want the United 
States to be with us in this, not 'for 
this war, but hereafter.” Asked how 
far the present offensive expects to 
go, he said “I don’t know, but per­
sonally I want it to go as far as Ber­
lin-.”.

THE DEUTSCHLAND FARCE.
BALTIMORE, To-day.

The German merchant submarine 
Deutschland cleared from the Custom 
House this afferhoon, but Capt, Paul 
Koenig, her commander, said, “The 
time of my departure is indefinite,” 
in reply to a Question aSked by the 
Customs officials for the benefit of the 
Pilot Association., Collector Ryan, 
with the approval of the Treasury De­
partment, granted the request of the 
commander of the submarine that the 
manifest be withheld from publication 
for a reasonable time. Carl A. Lue- 
deritz, German •Consul here, said to­
night that the Deutschland would not 
leave for a week. When asked why 
the departure was further delayed 
after the clearance papers had been 
taken out, the Consul would vouch­
safe no explanation.

12.30 P.M.
THE PREMIER IS OPTIMISTIC.

PARIS, To-day.
Morris, Premier of Newfoundland, 

in an interview to-day with a repre­
sentative of the Havas News Agency, 
declared that the Germans were be­
ginning to realize that the war is 
practically finished. He has now just 
returned from the section of the Som­
me front where the Newfoundland de­
tachment is stationed. Before leaving 
for .the front he was asked by Presid­
ent * Poincare and Premier Braiarade 
to express to his countrymen in the 
trenches, France’s admiration and ap­
preciation of their splendid bravery. 
In his interview, he said, “the war is 
virtually finished,” and the Germans 
are beginning to realize it. The bat­
tle of Verdun the greatest battle in 
history, is a victory for the French. 
It is the finest of all her glorious ex­
ploits and give a new impulse to the 
whole nation. German prisoners with 
whom I have talked, officers wearing 
the Iron Cross, told me that the Em­
peror and his staff seem to hear that 
Germany has lost the game. The col­
lapse of Germany is only a matter of 
time; when that day arrives we must 
see that victory won by our arms is 
not lost by diplomatic negotiations.

Sub-sea Trip on British 
"T« Fish.

Crew Know Nothing Of What Is Going 
thi Overhead While Commander 
Directs Attack On German Ship.
A graphic description of the “life” 

in a British submarine about to at­
tack a German ship is given in the 
following account:

Look carefully and see how the 
grim shadow, almost flush with the 
sea, blend's with the gray waters find 
the gray sky. Her narrow deck is 
washed from end to end, her bow- 
hidden in a pillow of boiling sea, her 
counter lathered in the foaming ed­
dies of her wake. Behind the can­
vas "dodgers” of he rtiny bridge her 
commander and helmsmen ply their 
trade, the only members of the crew 
visible, the others are at their sta­
tions in. her well-lighted interior. 
Suddenly there is a sharp word of 
command, more men appear on her 
wet deck, all her moveable gear—the 
wheel, the ventilation cowls, the com­
pass, and other objects,—is detached 
and taken inside her hull. The rails 
are turned down in one moment flush 
with the deck. Then everyone disap­
pears; the hatch is screwed tight, the 
main ballast tanks are filled, the per­
iscope is pushed up to its full height, 
and thus she prepared to dive to the 
wet shadowy realms of the cod and 
the conger eel.

SUence After Noise.
The roar of her oil engines has sud­

denly ceased. The silence seems 
strange after their thunderous note, 
and to take their place comes the 
gentle hum of the electric motors 
which drive her below the waves. The 
commander is in the conning- tower, 
his eyes glued to the vibrating lens of 
the periscope. The stolid coxswain 
has. the wheel controlling the hori­
zontal rudders that work the boat in 
her trips below. The second cox­
swain has the wheel that steers her 
to port and starboard. The leading 
torpedoman at the switchboard con­
trols all the electrical devices that 
man has chained to his will to work 
this strange ship. The torpedo-men 
are at the fully charged tubes. The 
engine staff have seen that the water 
and oil are shut off and are now at the 
Kingston valves and “Blows” (blow- 
off valves) on the main ballast tanks. 
Everyone stands to his station, blind 
to the world without, waiting for the 
commands of the one man who can 
see. - •

“Torpedo stations, make ready!’
