The Bétﬂe of Arras.

details of the great Brit-

ish victory that was first
fiashed over the wires yesterday, and
of the progress that we are convinced
must have since been made. It is good
to note that the first bulletins con-
siderably understated the extent of
the achievement and that the report-
ed prisoners, booty and territory cap-
tured continues to grow. We are not
always placidly content to see good,
solid news crowded out of the daily
messages by dilated accounts from
the pen of some correspondent or oth-
er, but these last must be allowed to
be exceptions. - The vivid description
which we print to-day of the taking
cf Vimy Ridge ‘is not valuable for its
realistic language alone, for it epito-
mises in a few sentences the history
of trench fighting since the war be-
gan and gives a suggestive indication
of its future course. The incompar-
able British air service, of whose mar-
vellous and heroic work the gener-
ality of laymen have not the faintest
conception, clear the air of. the en-
emy, methodically, relentlessly and,
alas, at the cost of many a braye life;
the guns that have for days been lev-
elling the opposing positions into an
earthy chaos now under their direc-
tion search out every concentration
of enemy troops; the British and Can-
adian infantry advance grimly and
stolidly -behind the- protecting barrier
of fire; and position after position of
the greatest imaginable strength sur-
renders to direct assault or is sur-
rounded and cut off. It is a pro-
gramme, scientifically elaborated in
every detail and carried out with me-
chanical .precision, which, given the

While Germany sees her army and
her prestige smashed thus on the
field of battle, matters in the world
outside and on at least one other
battlefront cannot look any too rosy-
coloured to her eyes. Brazil has
broken with her, and apparently
Guatemala 'also, useful to the Allies
as Mexico’s watchful neighbour, while
Mexico herself is clearly frightened
into neutrality. The mischievous ac-
tivity of Villa and his German lieu-
tenants may even compel her shortly
to abandon it to follow Brazil's lead/
though this is mnot likely. Disap-
pointment is expressed ‘that Chili is
resolved to remain out, especially as
she will probably influence Argentina,
whose recent embargo on her exports
of meat will in that case be contin-
ued. But it is a great help to have
Brazil on our side, and to see the
crumbling of Germany’s overweening
ambition in South America, to which
it extended as presumptuously and
arrogantly as to Asta Minor and the
Balkans.

Finally, we have another brief word
from Mesopotamia. The bulletins from
this quarter come only at intervals
of days, but they represent nowadays
progress that shows the intervals
not to have been idle ones. We may
be prepared to hear mnews of great
importance and magnitude from this
region before long. Unless the spring
floods greatly interfere, the joint op-
erations of the British and Russian
troops promise to end in nothing less
than the complete capture of the
Turkish Mesopotamian army. Once
the three -pronged Russian advance
has made sufficient headway, there
seems to be no open way of retreat
to that army except the impassable
Syrian Desert, and with its surrender
Mesopotamia will pass entirely into
the Allies’ hands. A campaign of al-
most equal importance is under way
in Palestine, which will certainly in-
volve the capture of Jerusalem and
possibly of the whole Mediterranean
coast line north to Adana. There: is
no need to speculate further, for the
event is yet far enough away, but it
is not too much to say that Turkey’s
once considerable dominions bid fair
before many months have passed to
be limited to the comparatively small
area of Asia Minor west of Armenia,
and even that threatgned with inva-
sion. unless peace has been mean-
while won elsewhere.

Since the ahove was written, the
news from Buenos Aires that the Ar-
gentine Government has officially ap-
proved the action of the United
States suggests that that country may
after all throw in her lot with the
Allies as Brazil has dcne.

FROM BRITISH HEADQUARTERS.

LONDON, April 10.

The following is the text of to-
day’s official from the British Head-
quarters: Our operations have been
continued energetically to-day. In
spite of heavy snow storms and gen-
erally unfavorable weather we have
reached the outskirts .of Monchy-
Leprex, five miles east of Arras, and
have cleared Farbus and Farbus
Wood. Hard fighting tQok place again
this afternoon on the northern end of
Vimy Ridge, on which we gained fur-
ther important positions and took a
number of prisoners and machine
guns. In the direction of Cambrai
we advanced our line north of the
village of Louverval. Such counter-
attacks as the enemy attempted at
different points along our front met
with no success. The number of
prisoners taken since .the opening of
our attack yesterday morning, now
exceeds 11,000, including 235 officers.
We also captured over 100 guns,
among them a number of heavy guns
up to eight inches in calibre, 60
trench mortars and 163 machine guns.
Our airplanes - performed valuable
work yesterday in co-operation with
our infantry, and in° a number of
cases inflicted casualties, with ma-
chine gun fire ‘on  hostile reinforce-
ments. Bombing expeditions were
also carried out whem a number of
hits were obtained upon a large rail-
way station utilized by the enemy. As
a result of air fighting, three Ger-
man airplanes were destroyed and
four others fought down, One of
ours is missing.

BRITISH CASUALTIES SLIGHT.
' LONDON, April 10.

The. British casualties have been
light, an effect which is due largely
to the splendid artillery covering.
Most of the casualties are slight
wounds. Men who are walking back
to’ the hospitals from the forward
moving front give glowing accounts
of how the Germans' are being done
everywhere. After being bandaged
in a hurry in the forward dressing
posts the wounded men return whist-
ling or singing in high spirits.

THE KING'S CONGRATULATIONS.
LONDON, April 10.

King George sent the following

message to-day to. Field Marshal

Haig, Commander of the British Ar-

whole Empire will rejoice at the news
of yesterday’s successful operations.
Canada will be proud that the taking
of the coveted Vimy Ridge has fallen
to the lot of her troops. I heartily
congratulate you and all who have
taken part in this splendid achieve-
ment.”

IN MESOPOTAMIA,

LONDON, April 10.

The following official communica-
tion regarding operations in Mesopo-
tamia was issued to-day: The Turk-
ish forces which in the communica-
tion issued of April 6th, were report-
ed retiring in the direction of Kifri,
are now apparently contemplating a
converging movement in connection
with the Turkish forces or the left
bank of the Tigris against the forces
which are betwecen the Adheim and
Diala Rivers, while attempting to hold
the Russian detachments on the up-
per reaches of the latter river. Our
troops on April 8th were reported to
be in contact with advanced Turkish
detachments on the line of Cerfa De-
ly Abbas, and Bein and in possession
of the left bank of the. Adheim. On
the same day we captured Balad sta-
tion on the Bagdad-Sumarah railway,
about 50 miles northwest of Bagdad.
Herbe, four miles north of Balad,
was occupied on the morning of April
9. During the operations of April 8
nine officers and 200 men of other
ranks, two machine guns, railway
materials were captured.

CHEERED AMERICAN FLAG.
LONDON, April 10.
The American flag was unfurled to-
day beside the colors of the Entente
at the National London Bridge Cafe
for soldiers and sailors, which is con-
ducted by Countess. Limerick. The
presentation of the flag was made by
Mrs. Walter Hines Page, wife of the
American Ambassador, in the pre-
sence of the Lord Mayor of London,
Sir William Henry Dunn, Sir Fran-
cis Lloyd, Lady Jellicoe, Lady Haig
and a large number of soldiers and
sailors who gave three cheers for -the
Stars and Stripes as well-as cheers
for Lady Haig in honor of the victory
of her husband, Field Marshal Haig,
on the west front,

NEUTRAL CHILL

? SANTIAGO, Chili, April 10.
In reply to notes from the United
States and Cuba regarding the exist-
ence of a state of war with Germany,
the Chilean Government to-day sent
word it would observe strict neutral-

ity.

AUSTRIA’S NOTE.

"WASHINGTON, April 10.
Austria’s. note to American Charge
Grew, at Vienna, severing dipjomatic

relations with the United States be-

cause of this country’s declaration of
war with.Germany, and offering every
facility for the return of American
officials in Austria, was made public
by the State Department to-day.

RECEIVES PASSPORTS.

BASEL, April 10.
The Austrian-Hungarian Govern-
ment handed his passports to Joseph
C. Grew, Charge of Affairs at the
American Embassy, according to a
despatch received here to-day.

LARGE NUMBER OF PRISONERS
TAKEN.
LONDON, April 10.

There is every reason to believe
that by to-night the British smash
will have netted Field Marshal Haig
15,000 prisoners and between 50 and
100 gumns. The driving force of the
great offensive is undiminished to-
day even with bitter cpposition from
the enemy.

THE WORK OF HUNS?

CHESTER, Penn., April 10,

One hundred and twelve persons,
most of them women and girls, are
known to have lost their lives, and
121 injured, by a series of terrific ex-
plosions to-day in the shrapnel build-
ing of the Eddystone Ammunition
Corporation at Eddystone, one mile
from this city. Many were injured
and mortally hurt. It is feared the
final ‘death list will reach 150, while
others probably will be maimed for
life. How any of the 300 or more
employees in the building which
stored * approximately 30,000 shells
escaped is almost beyond conception
as there was scarcely a fragment of
the structure left intact. Fire added
to the horrors, and most of the bodies
were so badly charred that identifica-
tion was impossible in the absence of
any official statement. Many theories
as to the cause of the disaster, one of
the worst ever experienced in this
section, are advanced. Rumors of
plots and arrests of persons, both in-
side and outside the plant, were nu-
merous, but all lacked confirmation.
Twenty Philadelphia detectives were
sent to Eddystone soon after the ex-
plosion on the rumor that it was the
result of a plot. Afterr spending sev-
eral hours’ investigating they report-
&d they had learned from officials of
the corporation who made an investi-
gdtion; that a gquantity of shrapnel
had been placed near.a radiator and
the heat might easily have exploded
it. Their opinion is the explosion was
purely accidental; they scout the sug-
gestion that it was the result . of a
plot.

DESTROYING U-BOATS.

NEW YORK, April 10,
The British have been destroying

U. S. ASSISTANCE.
WASHINGTON, April 10.

The Entente Allies are well sup-
plied with munitions and men for im-
mediate needs, the administration has
learned, therefore the immediate as-
sistance to be rendered by the Am-
erican Government will consist of
sending bread, meat, money, and pro-
viding ships to convey food supplies
to,Europe. While there is nothing to
indicate that any of the Entente Al-
lies are pressed for the nced of any-
thing, the Council -of National De-
fence, after thorough consideration of
the problem, decided there is more
need for food and money than any-
thing else. Through supplies being
produced by themselves, those ob-
tained in the United States, and from
other neutral nations, the Entente
Allies are understood to be well sup-
plied with munitions. In organizing
the munition industry of the United
States for American uses, ' however,
every effort will be made to supbly
the Entente with all the arms and
ammunition they need. The placing
of an embargo by Argentine on some
forms of foodstuffs having lessened
the supply for the remainder of the
world, and expected shortages in the
United States impressed the adminis-
tration with the necessity of doing
everything possible to increase the
output of live stock and necessary
grains.

WILL QUESTION THE PREMIER.

LONDON, April 10.

Joseph King, Liberal, will ask Pre-
mier Lloyd George next week whether
the differenciation made by President
Wilson between the German Govern-
ment and the German people in his
address before Congress recently,
Ger-
many, was endorsed by the Bntish
Government, and whether with a view
to encouraging the German people to
throw "off the Hohenzollern regime
the Premier will take steps to show
unmistakably British -sympathy with
the German people.

FEARING THE ENEMY.

PETROGRAD, April 10.
The Provisional Government issued

tention to the grave danger of the
German effort to deliver a decisive
blow at Russia, and the necessity of
immediately concentrating all Rus-
sia’s forces for the defeat of the ene-
my.

SHACKLETON HONORED.

NEW YORK, April 10.

Sir Ernest Shackleton, Antarctic
explorer, it was announced to-day has
been elected to honorary fellowship
of the: American Museum of Natural
History, the highest scientific honor
which the institution has to bestow.
This is in recognition of his Antarc-
tic explorations and his efforts in res-
cuing the members of his party.

RELATIONS SEVERED.
LONDON, April 10.
Diplomatic relations between Brazil
and Germany have been broken off.
Switzerland is looking after Brazil's
interests in Germany.

THE BIG BATTLE.

From a Staff Correspondent of the
Associated Press with the British Ar-
mies in France, April 10.—The Brit-
ish sweep towards Arras to-day turn-
ed the northern pivoi of the famous
Hindenburg line. Large forces of
British troops to-night were pressing
far beyond the top of that German
barrier which was prepared after
endless months of labor. The man-
ner in which the British have advanc-
ed over scores of German trenches,
which the Germans must have be-
lieved would protect them indefinite-
ly, has been little short of miracu-
lous. The Germans themselves have
been amazed at the audacity of the
invaders and have surrendered with
an air of complete mystification. The
success of the attack launched yester-
day against some of the strongest
sections of the German lines on the
entire western front seems to prove
the fact that artillery has' finally sol-
ved the problem of entrenched war-
fare. It has taken months and years
of preparation, but when the guns
were finally massed against the ‘Ger-

mission. It was this hammering
‘which demoralized the German lines
on the Somme during the winter and
brought about the recent retirement
to the Hindenburg line,
from Arras southeastward to St.
Quentin. Now the top of this line has '
been crossed and it is being attacked
along the entire distance. The mean-
ing of the aeroplane activity of last
week “'when the British flyers deliber-
ately set out to clear the air of Ger-l
mans has been revealed. In new at-'
tacks to-day the intrepid airmen were |

covering the advance everywhere,
keeping the troops advised of enemy]
movements and enabling the British !

artillery to shell every area where,
concentrations appeared to be takingu
place. The day ‘was anything but‘
ideal for flying, it was blustermgl
from sunrise to sunset. Furlous,
snow squalls’ were in the air at half |
hour intervals and during these the,
machines were completely submel-’
ged by a snow barrage. To-night the |
Canadians triumphantly announced}
that the famed Vimy Ridge had been

cleared of all Germans. Vimy Ridge»
has bheen the historic battle ground o

this war. The country on either side |
is dotted with graveyards in which
lie tens of thousands of French and
German soldiers who gave up their
lives in the fight either to take or to
hold this impressing position. The
British, too, have tasted the bitterness
of battles there and the Canadians
have been holding on to a slender po-
sition on the western slope all the
winter by a display of the most tena-
cious courage. In connection with
the new offensive it was determined
that Vimy Ridge must fall. The ridge
position has been flayed by incessant
bombardment. After .ten days and
nights when yesterday at dawn the
Canadians climbed out of their lowly
trenches and began moving towards
the top of it they fought their way
from the foot to the crest before mid-
afternoon yesterday. To-day they
swept down the further slepe and
now dominate the enemy remaining
in the Douai plains, Vimy was one
of the vaunted German field fortress-
es, and the British find it difficult to
imagine any strategical reasons
which would call for giving it up.
Moreé than 3,000 Germans in the Vimy
garrison, including 100 officers, fell
into the Canadians’ hands before sun-
set last night. ’I‘he Canadians did
not for a moment underestimate the
seriousness of the task before them
in taking Vimy. ('I‘hey knew the ar-
tillery had paved the way to success,
but were frankly surprised when they
saw what the guns had actually done.
They found hundreds of Germans
holding up their hands over the bod-
jes of their fallen comrades, begging
for something to eat. These men said

they had been cut off for days from

artillery fire. They could not retire
and no relief supply column from the
rear ever reached the neighborhood
where the shells had been falling for
continuous hours. Some of the
stronger redoubts, manned by ma-

t(lnme gun detachments, in which were

They did not dare to ven-
ture out until the British called upon
them to surrender, which they did
preupnateh Among the officers
captured on the ridge were seven
Lieut.-Colonels, also several doctors,
who surrendered with all their staifs.

They were

told the British artillery had attendw

ed to that. Other officeg's were deep-

ly depressed. Hundreds of prisoners

taken were found lying in assembly

tunnels from which they had attempt-

ed to reach the front line, but could

not emerge on account of the shell

fire.

THE SOUTH AMERICAN STATES,

WASHINGTON, To-day.

Much of the uncertainty as to Lat-
in America’s attitude towards the war
between the States and Germany was
cleared away to-day by definite ad-
vices that Chili and Mexico will re-
main neutral and increasing indica-
tions that Brazil, Guatemala and Peru
will join Cuba and Panama on the
gide of the United States and the Al-

lies. The decision of Chili, the first of ,

the American Republics, to announce
her neutrality caused some surprise
among officials liére. In many quar-
ters it had been expected that she
eventually would break with the Ber-
lin Government, but would postpone
the decision until advised definitely

! of the course of the Argentine and

Brazil, the other members of the in-
fluential A.B.C. group of South Am-
erica. What effect her stand will
have on the smaller nations of the
continent is a matter of much specu-
lation, particularly as there are in-
dications that the Argentine also will
take her place among the neutrals,
Mexico’s decision on the other hand
has caused no surprise, and is regard-
ed as certain to have little influence
with her sister republics. It is as-
sumed that as a neutral the Mexican
Government will take such steps as
it is able to protect the oil fields sup-
plying a considerable part of the fuel
used by the British fleet. A great
part of that field is not now within
Carranza's control, but Manuel Pal-
asz, revolutionist, is controlling long
strips of territory in South Tampico
and has gained the confidence of oil
operators by his policy of guarding
the high wells against any aggres-
sions by enemy aliens. An incident
that caused curiogity and some anx-.
iety at the State Department was the
taking over by the Mexicdn Govern-
ment two weeks ago of the British
owned Mexican railway between Ve-
ra Cruz and Mexico City. No expla-
nation had been given, but continued
investigation by the department fail-
ed to show any German influence be-
hind the act or any success for thé ef-
forts of German agents working to
secure the support of the Mexican
Government. It is regarded as possi-
ble, however, though not probable,
that same headway may have been
made by German agents with Villa
and other revolutionary chiefs yet
operating on a scale big enough to
make them a menace to Carranza. In-
creased activity of the rebel chiefs, it
is realized, might render very diffi-
cult Carranza’s maintenance of neu-
trality.
TO OMIT SHIPPING INTELLIGENCE
NEW YORK, To-day.
Through the Associated Press and
the Canadian Press, Ltd., Secretary
of the Navy, Daniels, has requested
the newspapers of America to refrain
from publishing the arrival and de-
parture of any ship, coastwise or in
international trade, until further no-
tice.

BRAZIL BREAKS DEFINITELY.

LONDON, To-day.
Reuter’s Rio Janeiro correspondent
announces that Brazil has ‘severed re-
lations with Germany. The Brazilian
interests in Germany will be taken
over by Switzerland, the corrgspond-
ent adds.

LOSS THROUGH EXPLOSION NOT
GREAT.
CHESTER, Pa., To-day.

The Eddystone Ammunition Cor-
poration, organized originally by in-
terests identified with the Baldwin
Locomotive Works and operated by,
those interests, was taken over last
September by a Commission repre-
senting the British and Russian Gov-
ernments, Since that this Commis-
sion has been carrying on the manu-
facture of munitions for the Entente
Allies. The financial losses are esti-
mated at less than $25,000, mot in-
cluding the ammukition - destroyed.
The work will be resumed to-morrow
in all departments, except the box
packing and base charging depart-
ments. More than 10,000 are employ-
ed in the place.

WAR REVIEW.
LONDON, To-day.
«On to the Douai-Cambrai line,”

evidently is the slogan of the British
force fighting in France. Despite

took an additional important position
on the famous Vimy Ridge, and cap-
tured prisoners and machine guns;
10 miles west 'of Cambrai the British
established their line north of the vil-
lage of Louverval. In two days fight-
ing along the' front from Lens to S.E.
of Arras the Germans suffered enorm-
ous lésses in men and guns. More
than 11,000 prisoners, among them 235
officers were taken, and 100 guns,
sixty trench mortars, and 162 ma-
Lchine guns have fallen into the hands
of the British. Some of the larger
guns were of 8-in. calibre. The ad-
vance of the British over the entire
front has been made to a depth of
from 2 to 6 miles, the penetration be-
ing greatest to the east and southeast
of Arras. A Berlin official admits
that two German divisions fighting
near Arras on Monday suffered con-
siderable losses, ‘stubbornly resisting
superibr forces. It admits also that
the British succeeded in penetrating
the German positions, but says they
did not break through the line. On
that part held by the French recip-
rocal bombardments continue at vari-
ous points. No infantry engagement
has taken place. Again the British
and Russian forces report success
over the Turks in Mesopotamia.
Along the €dgucasus front the Rus-
sian forces operating against the
Ottomans and in Mesopotamia from
the Khaniken district near the Prus-
so-Mesopotamian frontier have cap-
tured the = village of Kisil Robat,
eighty miles northwest of Bagdad; and
to the north of this region have driv-
en back the Turks. In the district of
Baheh, which lies about 100 miles east
of Mosul, 50 miles northeast of Bag-
dad, the British troops have captured
the villages of Balad and Herbe from
the Turks, and made prisoners nine
officers and 200 men.” Two machine
guns and railway material were taken
by the British. On none of the other
fronts has there been any  engage-
ment of great importance. Unofficial
advices say that Brazil has severed
relations with Germany.

THE NEW YORK'S NARROW ES-
CAPE.
LIVERPOOL, To-day.

The- American Line steamer New
York, bound from New York to Liver-
pool, struck a mine last night when
near her destination. The explosion
occurred on her port bow. Distress
signals were immediately sent qut
and nearby vessels went to her as-
gistance. All the passengers were
taken off and brought to the landing
stages here. It was found the damage
was confined to the forepart of the
ship and was not serious. The New
York was. able to make the dock under
hef own steam. The vessel had ship-
ped some water, but her appearance
as she came into the river suggested
nothing more than that she was heavily
laden. When the New York warped
into the dock and moored, a large
gang of dock workers immediately
began rapidly to discharge the cargo
g0 as to enable the steamer to go into
dry dock as early as possible.

CONGRATULATE CANADIANS.
LONDON, To-day,
Anglo-Canadians are rejoicing at
the good news of the capture of Vimy
Ridge. Sir Robert Borden has sent
a congratulatory message to General
Byng, who commands the Canadian
forces. The entire press hings with
the exploits of Canadians as when
they did battle at Ypres, but with
more jubilation.

GREAT ACTIVITY IN ARRAS
REGION.

LONDON, To-day.

Describing the extraordinary vol-
ume of activity developed in the Ar-
ras battle, Reuter’s correspondent at
Army Headquarters in France says
the constant stream of troops ad-
vancing throughout the day all along
the front betokens the weight the
British are throwing into the offen-
sive. In one village this afternoon
he ecounted within half an hour seven
battalions, each headed by a band
marching as though to review  in-
stead of battle. Tanks have been in
action at various points. An inter-
esting incident was the capture of a
pair of heavy howitzers mounted on
the bank of the River Scarpe by a
cavalry squadron.

CAUGHT BRINGING AMMUNITION

SAN DIEGO, Cal., To-day.

An ammunition-carrying schooner
bound for a Mexican West Coast port,
was fired upon and captured by two
U. 8. torpedo boat destroyers it was
learned last night from authoritative
sources. Five shots were fired at the
vessel when she attempted to escape.
The ship was then beached and sev-
eral thousand rounds of rifie and ma-
chine gun ammunition were taken
aboard the destroyers and landed at a
Pacific Coast port.

MOST SUCCESSFUL OPERATION 'IN
THE WAR.

LONDON, To-day.

The accumulated:accounts of the
Battie of Arras impress commenta-
tors here with the conviction that it
probably was the most successful op-
eration on a great scale yet carried
out by the British during the war, be-
ing the only one in which every unit
triumphantly obtained its immediate
objective. Critics - compare it with
the offensive on the Somme last July,
of which one of the commentators
says: ‘“We failed on one-third of the
front attacked and on the other two
thirds attained a number of very im-
portant but imperfectly connected
successes which it took some days to
link into continuous advance. The
prisoners on the first day were two
thousand and after three days they
numbered 4,300, while the British
casualties were exceedingly heavy.
On the other hand Monday’s advance
was complete and continuous. The
attack was nowhere baffled and the
casualties were proportionately so
light that the spear point of the at-
tacking forces was not materially
blunted. Everything went in accord-
ance with the programme and with
nice precision. The perfected tacti-
cal method practised b}; the French at
Verdun last October and December
and by the British on the Ancre and
at Arras, a method which enabled the
strongest field fortresses to be cap-
tured with less loss to the attackers
than to the defenders, did not exist
in its preséent formin July. It is a

‘new factor slowly. brought into birth,

but of tremendous significance for
the fighting for the occupied land.” It
is held here that if the advance could
be continued at Monday’s _v,cpeed it
would result in an almest crushing

'blow for the Germans; but military

critics deprecate expectations that it
can be continued indefinitely, and
predict violent counter attacks with
large reserves, which, they say, the
Germans have already.

. THE BATTLE OF ARRAS.

BRITISH HEADQUARTERS
IN FRANCE, To-Day.

The speed and power of the British
assault in what' will ‘probably be
known in history as the Battle of
Arras, séems to have thoroughly sur-
prised the Germans, so much so in
fact that their usual retaliatory ar-
tillery fire has been absolutely neg-
ligible in the last two days. This is
partly due to the number of guns
captured, to which must be added the
number knocked out by the British
artillery before the actual assault was
begun. It is also due to the fact that
the Germans have been too busy try-
ing to get their remaining guns away
from the immediate danger of the
others’ firing to bother firing them at
the enemy. In a German artillery po-
gition east of Arras, known as Bat-
tery Valley, could be seen the remains
of twenty-four field pieces. To-day a
trip over the newly taken lines re-
vealed conditions of trenches closely
approaching those recently evacuated
by the Germans in the valley of the
Somme. Many dugouts remained wWith
only damaged portals, but trenches,
including all communication lines,
have been unmercifully battered
about. So successful was the artillery
barrier set up by the British back
of the German lines that some of the
German prisoners reported they had
been without food supplies for four
days. Barbed wire entanglements
protecting the German positions were
obliterated, and only stray strands
could be seen here and there on the
first line. The thoroughness with
which the wire cutting was carried
out by the artillery was a big factor
in accelerating the speed of the in-
fantry in the attack. The zest of of-
fensive warfare could be felt in all
parts of the British front to-day.
Troops were swinging forward with
the bands playing gay tunes. Scotch
troops behind their pipers were par-
ticularly picturesque, for not even
the vicissitudes of nearly three years
of war have caused them to discard
their kilts. Out over the newly won
ground airplanes were scouting, while
beneath them were the tanks at rest.
The tanks had done splendidly
throughout, especially in aftacking
strongly wired points with which the
artillery had not dealt. Some German
anti-tank guns were captured. Ma-
chine gums and trench mortars were
taken in such large numbers that
they ahve not been counted. A cav-
alry corps had the unique distinction
of capturing two big howitzers. They
charged these guns in the open, kill-
ing several members of the crew be-
fore the others surrendered. A Ger-
man motor transport column was
captured intact. It had expected to
meet the German troops at a certain
point, but encountered the British in-
stead. The drivers said that when
they left Douai there was no idea
that the attackers had reached so far.
Thousands of German prisoners could
be seen along the road to-day. Some
had little round caps and others were
wearing the great coal scuttle steel
helmet. Although the intense cold
continues, only a few had overcoats.
They are a docile lot and somewhat
surprised their captors by carefully
sorting themselves into their respec-
tive units before being registered and
temporarily caged. Smaller cages
were provided for the officers. Four
of the latter have been in a furious
rage ever since they were taken.
They were in a forward observation
post, they said, and saw the infantry
coming back from their front line,
but had no idea that they were ac-
tually retreating. Their anger was
due to the failure of these troops to
give them warning, so that they could
flee.
