'The South® Africans are on
the spot, so-te speak.  They know all
‘abott the country. :They are a brave
and vigtrous race .and they can make it
very unpleasant for any. . nation that oc-
cupies the  country against their will,
The situation in South Easterm™ Africa
is not without. ite  difficulties, but the
indications are that the country will
fall tothe'share of those who are best able
to coloiiize it and to develope its re-
sources. . It will, no:doubt, in the end,
be a case of the survival of the fittest.
