There are but six vessels chartered so. far to
convey. the salmon output of the province to
England this year, and it is probable that
these will represent the whole fleet, just
four fewer than in last year’s flzet. 1Ia ton-
nage, however, the contrast is not nearly
8o great, the difference being as between
7,160 and 9 563. ~The vessels comprising
this year’s fleet are :- The Gr. bk. Senta,
1,037 tons ; Br. sp. City of Glasgow, 1,168 ;
orryveachan, 1,299 ; Br. sp. Clan
Robertson, 1,540 ; Br. sch. Rimas, 885 ; and
Br. bk. Northernhay. It was on October 9
when the first of last year’s fleet started,
but by that time this year two of the fleet
will probably bé under sail, if not three.
The Northernhay has already.a good por-
tion of her cargo aboard, as has also the
Clan Robertson, loading on the Fraser river.
The City of Glasgow’s salmon cargo is all
consigned to order, and is being shipped by
Turner, Beeton & Co. Following is ‘her
manifest complete :
