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circumstances, has been upheld, the 
owners, masters and erews of these 
five Victoria schooners, whose vessels 
lie rotting at Vladivostock and Petro- 
paulofsky, and whose crews suffered 
the roughest of treatment in (he Rus­
sian prisons, expect to be reimbursed for 
the loss, of vessels, skins and liberty.

They were tabulated 
and . with all detail referring to the 
claim, despatched to Ottawa, thence to 
London, and by the Imperial govern­
ment handed to Russia. The seven 
claims each amounted to about $60,000, 
and so far but two have been paid by 
Russia—those of the Willie McGowan 
and Ariel, the former being awarded 
something over $21,000, and the latter 
about $20,000.

The Carmelite, Rosie Olsen, and 
Maria sailed from this port in the 
spring of 1882, and the Vancouver Belle 
from Vancouver. They started for 
Copper Islands, the Carmelite in com­
mand of Capt. W. Hughes, now of the 
steamer Tees, the Maria in command of 
Capt. Sprott Balcom, now assistant 
•manager of the Victoria Sealing Com­
pany, Rosie Olsen in charge of Capt. 
Keefe, and Capt. Copp had charge of 
the Vancouver (Belle. The Willie Mc­
Gowan was in charge of Capt. Mc- 
Ijeod. The Auraunah was seized in 
1886. In those days the modus vivendi 
had not been made which compelled 
sealers to remain thirty miles off the 
rookeries, and according to both Rus­
sian and international law, the schoon­
ers could go to within three marine 
leagues—about nine miles—from the 
shore.

The five sealers .seized in that year— 
1892—were miles without the limit, and 
breaking no laws, but despite all, it 
was seemingly as Kipling has said: 
“There runs no law of God or man to 
the North of fifty-three.”

The evidence is exactly 
the same as in the case of the claims 
settled by the Hague arbitration, and 
Collector of Customs A. Rs.Milne work­
ed up much of the United States case 
as well as the local cases for the own­
ers interested, many of whom spent con­
siderable time in Victoria preparing their

It is several years since -He claims 
were sent forward (after months of 
painstaking work by Collector Milne) 
to Ottawa, whence they were sent to 
London, and are being preferred against 
Russia by the Imperial government. It 
was expected that they would be set­
tled long before the United States 
claims, but the United States diplomats 
have seemingly been busier and secured 
recompense for the sealers flying their 
flag, while the Victoria claims are still 
unsettled, other than those of the Willie 
McGowan and Ariel. Nothing has been 
done in connection with the local claims, 
as far as the local sealers can learn for 
the past few years. The matter was to 
have come up for arbitration two years 
ago, but when the meeting was arrang­
ed, the arbitrator who was selected, died, 
and since then no meeting hate been ar­
ranged, but now, chat the United -States 
claims have been settled, the local seal­
ers are in hopes that their claims, which 
amount, as stated, to about $300,000 in 
thexaggregate, will be paid.

The seized sealers with their masters 
and crews were- turned ever to the Rus­
sian governor’ at Petropaulofsky by the 
commander of the Kotick. The 'sealers, 
who, by this time, were almost naked, 
the Russians having robbed them of 
everything they had while on the cruis­
er, were imprisoned in a log cabin, 
which, it is skid, had been used before 
it was made a prison, as a hen-house, 
and they spent a horrible time while 
held there, watching the Russians par­
ading past their jail attired in the 
sealers’ sweaters, guernseys, rubber 
boots and clothing; watching the gov­
ernor aud his underlings looting the 
schooners as they lay near by on tne 
beach, and they almost starved on the 
miserable allowance of seven kopeks a 
day given them to buy food. Had it 
not been for the sympathy of some or 
the women they would have starved.

For two weeks this was the life of the 
sealers, save wheu the governor 2 
pompous litle mass of gold braid and 
brass buttons—amused himself by par­
ading the unfortunate sealing captains, 
hunters and crews, whites and s'.washes, 
before him. On one^f these occasions 
his dignity received a lawful jar by the 
antics of the siwashes, to whom so 
much display of gold braid was a treat.
They—overcome by the gaudmess. of the 
little Russian—crowded around hi in l us’ 
at the staze when his dignified chest 
was extended to the full, and made him 
use language not tolerated inoffln. 
correspondence, by tenderiy fingering 
his gold braid and brass buttons.

Aside from his opportunities of show­
ing his authority,, however, the S^ernoi 
profited in other ways from the 8=h<ron 
ers and the sealers. None of the pos 
sessions of the captured men u<rteven 
a jackknife was safe from the greedy 
Russians. The little signal guns .were 
taken from the schooners to form prna 
juents for the entrance to the governor s 
residence. The schooner s lanterns 
lighted his walk: iu fact, everything that 
was of anv value whatever had been 
stripped from the vessels. The sealers 
kits went too, and the slop chests were 
soon emptied. Everything was taken.
It was systematic plundering.

More direct evi­
dence was given against him by the 
11-year-old son of the victim, Look 
Fook IHan, who tells of seeing the ac­
cused leave Dai Shee’s bed in the early 
morning, and .as he sat up in bed and 
watched him, he crossed the room, a 
knife gleaming in his hand, and several 
times stabbed Look Den, as he lay 
asleep. Then, knowing, that witness 
saw him aud glancing at witness, ac­
cused had stooped and run from the 
room.

Then Dai Shee told her tale denying 
all knowledge of the assault or robbery, 
and Mr. BraJ'burn in his examination 
of this witness—the first called for the 
defence, brought out facts regarding 
the investigation made into the case by 
the Ghee K ung Tong, to which Mr.
‘Bradburn referred as the (Highbinder 
society. He asked Dai Shee if she 
knew the Highbinders, and she said 
that Li Toon, a member of the society, 
had taken her and Jung Shea-, to the 
Ghee Kung Tong society on the after­
noon of the assault, and both had been 
questioned by the society officers in the 
presence of about two or three hun­
dred Chinese. Mr. Higgins objected to 
the evidence being given regarding what 
happened at the Ghee Kung Tong so­
ciety. but the Magistrate held that it 
should go in.

ter which, caused the loss of thirteen 
hves. Tue Vtutiior, wnica was iOxinerly 
ou this Goast, having taken several 
wheat and lumber cargoes trom Puget 
Sound and Portland, went to Welling­
ton, N. Z., atter her last voyage from 
Portland to Taku, with lumber, and 
was bound from Wellington for Hong­
kong, when she foundered near Hoki- 
anga.

The vessel had on hoard 500 coffins, 
containing tue remains oi Chinese tur 
re-interment In Chma, also 6,347 tons 
of Westport coal for the use of the 
British squadron on the China statiou. 
There were nine Chinese passengers.

The steamer left Wellington on Sun­
day, October 26, and on Monday struck, 
the rocks Southward of Mount Eg- 
mont. After a short time she was got 
off, and proceeded on the voyage, out 
the water gained iu No. 1 hold till 
Tuesday, when the ballast tanks were 
found to be full of water, and the 
steamer was going down by the head. 
On Tuesday evening she became un­
manageable, and was found to be grad­
ually sinking. About 9 o’clock it was 
found she was going down fast.

The lead conference summoned at 
Nelson by Mr. W. A. Galliher, M.P., 
arrived at the unanimous conclusion 
that the only wray in which to perman­
ently benefit' the lead industry is to in­
crease the duties on lead and manu­
factures of lead imported into Canada. 
It was quite evident from the tone of 
the discussion that the feeling of the 
conference was strong on the subject.

It is an issue upon which all are 
united who are interested in the pros­
perity of the country, whether they are 
Liberals or Conservatives. The only 
dissentients are a few voices easily re­
cognizable as the tail to the Laurier, or, 
perhaps we should say the Sifton, kite 
in Kootenay.

Building of More Crfiisers 

Urged For Service In Protect­

''Jewish Women of the Talmudic Period”
:Berlin, Nov. 29.—The German Fleet 

society, to which Emperor William and 
nearly all the Cabinet ministers, naval 
officers and others in the government 
service belong, has sent its several mem­
bers through the society’s monthly pub­
lication, a statement of the considera­
tions which make necessary the build­
ing of more cruisers for service abroad, 
especially in Central and South Ameri­
can waters. 'The communication deals 
with German trade relations there, and 
goes seriously into the amounts of the 
present capital invested and the future 
possibilities. It does not contain the 
least trace of jingoism, but concludes 
with a càrefully phrased paragraph say­
ing that “Germans must make up their 
minds whether the business already 
created shall, be protected aud extended 
or permitted to languish. If the former 
alternative is accepted the navy must 
be increased by sufficient cruisers. to 
adequately protect trade.”

Concerning the extent of German in­
terests in Venezuela, the communication 
says they amount to an aggregate of 
$59,000,000, of which, roughly speaking, 
$15,000,000 is invested in railroads and 
$12,000,000 to $15,000,000 in planta­
tions and productive works. The remain­
der is engaged in trade and in the handl­
ing -of German goods. With the Ger­
man cruisers Amazon and Niobe* going 
out about December 10. Germany will 
have seven vessels in the West, accord­
ing to present arrangements. So far 
as can be learned, the stay of all the 
vessels in these waters is indefinite. The 
marine minister* does not indicate what 
disposition will be made of the squadron 
after the settlement of the Venezuelan 
controversy, but it is not unlikely! that 
two cruisers will be sent to the Pacific 
Coast, where the German flag has not 
been seen for some time.

In his annual„ , report, Adjutant-Gen-
v Corbin, of the United States army, 
hüs the following to say concerning 
early marriages in the army

rhe .ear[y marriage of the younger 
officers in the array, many of whom are 
entirely dependent upon their pay and 
allowances for support, is greatly to be 
deplored, and should be discouraged A 
young officer should have but one alle- 
giance, aud that should be the service.

Gen. Corbin says the detail staff sys­
tem has worked well, and he believ 
that the scheme for a general staff is the 
best solution for vexatious friction that 
has been planned.

Gen. Corbin has this to say regarding 
'he canteen:.

“The restoration of the exchange as 
U existed prior to the passage of the act 
of heb. 2, 1901, prohibiting the sale o£ 
beer, is desired and urged by the great 
majority of officers and men, and by 
none more than those of pronounced 
temperance views. Numerous reports 
confirm the views long held by this of­
fice, that the old exchange contributed to 
sobriety, health and contentment of the 
men. The increase of desertions and of 
trials for infractions of discipline is, by 
those best informed, attributed to the 
abolition of the former privileges of the 
exchange.”

In conclusion, he says: “The instruc­
tion of our men in vocal music would be 
a step in the direction of contentment 
and better discipline. Every regiment

To that end it might be 
necessary to ask that the Dnard shoul I 
increase its guest accommodation when 
occasion demands. Sir Thomas expres­
ses himself as fully aware of the fact 
that large sums of money hqve been 
invested by Victorians in the establish­
ment of hotels, and says that the C. 
P. R. has no intention of interfering 
with so important a branch of civic in­
dustry. But the one object of the < 
P. R. is to see that adequate hotel ac­
commodation is provided at this end of 
its transcontinental line.

BRINGING SUGAR CARGOES.

The steamer Foreric, the steamer 
chartered by the Cavadian-Australian 
line, is now en route from Suva with 
5,000 tons of sugar for the B. C. Sugar 
Relfinery at Vancouvex A similar 
amount of sugar from S^urabaya and 
Samarang, in Java, is ex;»eeted by the 
steamer Klek. now en route to Vancou­
ver from Moji. The Foreric was at 
Suva loading her large cargo when the 
steamer Aorangi. whrçh reached port 
last night, left Suva on November 11 
for Victoria. The Foreric will take a 
heavy cargo of wheat, oats and general 
merchandise to Sydney after disdmrg- 
ing her sugar cargo.

CANADA’S DRINK BILL.

The annual report of the Inland Rev­
enue department for the year ending 
June 30 last issued this month states 
that the quantity of spirits produced 
during the year was 3,234,147 proof-gal­
lons, as compared with 2,652,708 proof- 
gallons produced in the previous fiscal 
year. The revenue for the year was 
$11,433,871 compared with $10,608,708 
last year, an increase of $820,173.

The raw material used in the produc­
tion of spirits during the year was 41.- 
397,871 pounds Indian corn; 9,449,051* 
•pounds rye; 3,482,066 pounds malt; 413,- 
465 oats, and 29,470 wheat.

The people drank more spirits and beer 
last year than they did in the previous 
year. The quantity of spirits consumed 
was .796, against .767 last year. Beer 
5.102, compared with 4.737; and .090 
wine, compored with .100 in 1901.

The consumption of tobacco was the 
same as in 1901, the figures being 2,404.

The number of cigars used during the 
year was 151,780,516 compared with 
141,096,889 last year.

The cigarettes were 134,236,034, com­
pared with 121,388,584 last year, so that 
while there was considerable more cigars 
and cigarettes used during the year the 
same quantity of tobacco was consumed.

MeS^S^SSXABS^sThe American ship Benjamin J. Pack­
ard, from Norfolk, Vermont, for Hono­
lulu. with a cargo of coal, has put in­
to Montevideo with her cargo heated. 
The news of her distress was given in 
despatches just received from the Uru­
guayan port. The Benjamin J. Paek- 
ard had a narrow escape from going 
ashore on the rocks off the Dallas Road 
not far from the outer docks when she 
was last in these waters. It was dur­
ing the heavy gale of Christmas night 
last year. The Benjamin J. Packard 
had arrived in the Royal Roads from 
Honolulu the night before, together 
with the ships Santa Clara and Bauk- 
btrrn, the latter coming z for salmon. 
When the morning of the 26th dawned, 
it was found that all three had dragged 
their anchors, the Benjamin J. Pack­
ard being within a stone’s throw of the 
rocks off Dallas road, and inside the 
Brotchie Ledge beacon, and the ship 
Santa Clara was off Trial Island, hold­
ing .by one anchor, while Capt. Capt. 
Wyllie was looking in vain for tne 
Baukburii, and until 24 hours later 
could not learn anything regarding her, 
when she was found to be lying off the 
Coast of San Juan Island, just hold­
ing. The Benjamin J. Packard and 
Bankburn were towed from their dan­
gerous positions to safety, but when the 
Santa Clara lifted her anchor, as the 
tug Mystery took hold on December 26, 
she went ashore on Trial Island, and a 
case is now pending on that account 
in the Victoria courts, being set for 
trial on Tuesday next.
