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WHAT WILL BB DONE WITH ARABI?

The London Times tries to set the key-
note of England’s policy by demanding the
execution of Arabi Pasha and his chief
officers, claiming that the punishment for
rebellion is always death, and that punish-
ment was never more richly earned than
by these men. In plain English this means
that any one who fights against Great
Britsin deserves death. Arabi was not 3
British subject : he was not the assailant of
the British, for he has not been concected
with the riot of June 11, and all subsequent
‘bloodshed has been due to the English at-
tacks upon him ; sad finally there is no
absolute certainty thst he was not empow-
ered to resist the English advance by inter-
national usage,and possibly even by spesific
permission granted by the sultan, Eng-
Jand’s position with regard to the prisoners
1nust be taken on one of two lines ; either
her operations in Egypt were acts of war—
in which case as a conqueror she alone has
any jurisdiction over the prisoners taken—
or else her forces were merely hired mer-
cenaries, acting for the khedive, to sup-
press a rebellion against his authority. In
the former case Arabi and all other chiefs
%aken in honorable warfare are prisoners
of war, and are entitled to all the security

_ aod kind treatment that would be accorded

10 any unsuceessful general taken prisoner.
To talk of *‘punishment” in such a connec-
tion is absurd, The facts of the matter
nnquestionably largely favor this view.
But if this theory be rejected the only
other alternative ig to leave the settlement
of Arabi’s fate wholly in the hand’s of the
/khedive’s government, dominated of course
- by the Sublime Porte. In this case Great
' Biitain has no interest whatever in the
*, disposition that is made to the so-called
yebels, and has noright. to ask for their pun-
jshment. It is pretty safe to say that this
policy would suit Great Britain far less
1ban the other, for it is every way proba-
ble that Arabi has friends at Constantino-
ple strong enough to save him from any
personal consequences of his recent actions.
In fact, 8o broad have been the intimations
4hat the sultan was far from viewing Arabi
with an unfriendly eye that the English
niewspapers already have begun to protest
ngainst any settlement of his fate by the
Turkish government. It may be very dis-
couraging to be forced to release the man
who, the British claim, is responsible for
all the Egyptian troubles ; but it is difficult
o see how they could permit or advocate
his execution with any semblance of justice.
The probabilities are that he will be left to
the tender mercies of the khedive, who
will soon afterward announce that the un-
ortunate man has met his death by swal-
Jowing his chibouk, or by some other
equally plausible method.

The letter
is well ~worthy - of careful  peru-
sal, The whole business of the
United States would be utterly demoralized
if the banks there were allowed to issue
potes. And as our country expands and
new provinces and new financial centres
are opened, the trouble and loss under the
present system will only increase.

It is just as well here to make on ex-
plauation : in advocating the substitution
of government notes for benk bills, we are
not advoeating inflation or an irredeem-
able currency. We are favoring a guaran:
teed and certain medium of exchange.

WINDING UP.

Wolseley and' his mén have done their
work. The Egyptian rebellion is now
not only crushed; but matters are settling
down to the ordinary conditfons of peace.
New and more formidable, difficulties,
however, appear to be awaiting the English.

Warlike operations will now give place to
the more delicate and eritical stroke of
diplomacy.  The large majority of the
powers, great and #mall, seem determined
to make England run a tight gauntlet at
the sittings of the approaching conference,
if she expects to reap any material bevefit
from the recent comquest. The Mediter-

UURY KNCY BEFORM,

(To The Editer of The World.)

Sir: Yousre wrong in thinking, as
you evidently do, that the United States
currency is composed whallly of. goverment
notes. The national banks.  issue notes
just as our banks do., You are xight how-
ever in’dénouncing our present snomalous
and mongrel currency and advocating 8
purely government jssue. In regard to
substituting paper for our silver coinage, I
agree with you in part only. On account
of their bulk and weight the 50 and 25 cent
pieces are & great nuisance. Fractional
notes would be much better. For small
change, however, coin is certainly “much
better than papers, snd silver pieces are
more suitable than any other metal. Frac:
tional notes for less than 95 cents would be
;jme puisance, partly on account of the
multiplicity of denominations and conse-
quent difficulty of distinguishing them
by this size, and pertly from the
trouble of handling them. We might
however have enough of paper dimes for
transmission purposes, though if we had
twenty-fives and [fifties s$here would not be
much need of smaller. A two orsa three-
cent nickle coin would be handy, but its
desirability is doubtful, as & multiplicity of
coins as of notes, fractional or others, is a
nuisance.

Thers is no valid reason why govern-
ment notes should not be substituted for
the bank issues, and there are paramount
reasons why they should. Privileges al-
ways breed evils, and in the long run
generally injure those they were intended
to benefit. There cannot be any doubt that
the privilege the fbanks have of issu-
ing notes is a curse to the banks and
to the comntry too. The bank note issue
complicates banking very much, and ma-
terially increases necessary expenses. It
creates a constant internicene warfare be-
tween the banks, and increases their rival-
ry, and uno doubt gives the latter an evil
tendency.

It greatly facilitates successful counter-
feiters which éncourages villany of the
worst kind and entails loss oo both the
banks and the public. It enables large and
strong banks to swamp weak ones or
dictate terms to them as I understand one
of our banks once did to auother. During
panicky times it enables thooghtless, timid
or evil disposed persons to start a run on
almost any bank. This increases the power
for evil of those financial barnacles and
curses of the country stockbrokers. It is
also a strong temptation to evil to them and
others interested in the fluctuation of stocks.
There can be mo doubt that it often precip-
itates runs, When they do occar it makes
them more sudden and general then they
would be if our currency was composed
wholly of good notes and also doubly severe
and dsngerous, for now the banks are subject
to being run on by both depositors and
noteholders whereas if we had a purely
good issue the banks would be subject to
being run on by depositors only, which is
by far the least evil of the two. Banks
being privileged institutions gives people an
exaggerated idea of the importance snd re-
spectability of banking whieh makes every
curly pated youth in the country think
bimselt born to be s bank manager. The
privilege of issning notes gives people an
exaggerated idea of bank profits which keeps
a surplus of banks and banking capitsl in
the couutry—a great deal more than is re-
quired for legitimata trade. Bank man-.
agers think it is to their interest to circulate:
as large a quantity of their own notes s
possible and as few government notes. The
result of this is there is always & scaroity
of those denominations ' the government
issues, and the banks don’t, especially the
small notes.

There can be no doubt that the bank
issucs is one cause of the utterly rotten
condition of business generally and the

life. Only for issuing notes the banks un-
doubtedly would work on the grand old
principle of making their customers keep
a good balance at their credit. This, no
doubt, would curb the somewhat insane
overtrading almost universal, and it would
prevent every Tom, Dick and Harry from
rushing into business and demoralizing
trade. It-would slso prevent people from
keeping bank accounts chiefly, to put off
paying and swindle their creditors as many
do. The evils and dangers mentioned in
connection with runs on the bank infinitely
increases the general feeling of distrust and
uneasiness that prevails daring panicky
times. This undoubtedly locks up money,
prolongs herd times and makes them much
harder than they otherwise would be, The
truth is, runs would scarcely ever occur,
only for baok notes. Whoever demands
gold or anything olse for government notes ?
People prefer gevernment notes to gold it-
self. Were it not for the bank notes peo-
ple would never dream of d:manding gold
for currency. It is the bank notes
that bring currency iuto disrepute. The
bapk issues lock up large quantities of
valuable coin that might and ought to be
put to useful purposes. They oblige the
bank s to keep immense quantities of money
idle ; on this banks pay more or less in-
terest. The baunk issues thus materially
diminish bank profits and thereby ‘partly
peutralize the only benefit they areé to the
banks. This with the increased expenses
through issuing notes and the other evils
and losses consequent undoubted more than
offsets what the banks make by circulat-
ng their notes and therefore this ** valu-
able privilage” is no privilege at all, bat the
contrary. There can be little donbt that
the baoks would actually make more
money without an issue than with one. As
%o their being sounder and busines beieg
healthier, there can be no question at al's
In the States there are corporate banks that
don't issue notes, These banks not oamly
exist but prosper, notwithstanding the com-
petition of privileged banks. When this
is the case, surely our banks could exist and
prosper if they had no privileged banks to
competc with, ~ When the national bank
system was introduced, most of the corpor-
ate banks adopted it so that they could

SIR GARNET WOLSELEY'S CAREER

(To the Editor of The World.)

Str: For the information of your readers
generally, and for the special edification of
your correspondent Miles, I send you the
accompanying particulars obtained from
the Montreal \Witness and other sources
respecting Sir Garnet Wolseley:

Many, if not most, of Eogland’s nava)
captains were natives of her own island ;
but some of the greatest military com-
manders mentioned in her history came
from the isle of saints, The first that
occurs to me is Sarsfield than whom &
nobler soldier never drew a sword. =Next
Wellesley the iron duke ; and now Wolse-
ley the hero of to-day, resembling the
former in more than name. The first and
gecond were of the Anglo-Norman lords of
the pale, although the de Wellesleys are
said to be of Saxon origin. The Wolseleys
of Wolseley, county Stafford, the first of
whom appears to have been Siwardus-
Saxon Lord of Wisels—are of great an-
tiquity and distinction io Staffordshire.
The first of them in Ireland was 8
captain there in 1613, but the founder
of the lrish Wolseley was Colonel
Willliam Wolseley, who accampanied
Kirk in his expedition for the relief of
Londonderry. The men of Enniskillen ob-
tained from that commander a gquantity
of armsand the services of two experienced
officers named Wolseley and Berry, the
former of whom, although bred to war, was
singularly skilful in the management of
irregular troops. These captains sailing
round the coast of Donegal ascended the
river Erne to Enniskillen, of which place
and its forces Wolseley assumed the chief
command. In the subsequent battle of
Newton Butler, with treops greatly in-
ferior in numbers and arms, he completely
defeated a portion of the army of James led
by General McCarthy, a' brave and dis-
tinguished officer, who, in disgust and
despair having songht death in the retreat,
was on the point of being killed by an en-
raged colonist when be was recognized and
saved, sent to Cork and thence on parole
to France.

Wolseley for “his services at the
Boyne was appeinted master of the ord-
pance, sworn of the privy council and made
one of the lord’s justices of Ireland. Sir
Giarnet is 49 years old, was born in June
1833, in County Dublin, Ireland, educated
at a school near Dublin and subsequently
by private tutors. From childhood he was
destined for the army, and was instructed
in military science, surveying and fortifica-
tion. In his 19th yesr he obtained an en-
sign’s commission in the 80th regiment,and
was shortly after sent witha draft of re.
cruits to join his regiment then engaged in

the second Burmese war.  In March 1853,
he-reached Rangoon ; in the same month
he was under fire in the operations s;sinlt
Myatoon, a noted Burmese leader. KEnsign
Wolieley was in frent of his men
and wichin twenty yards of the hos-
tile  works,
earth gave  way and he
himself at the bottom of a concealed deep
pit, his men beaten back and himself in
great danger, but he escaped, though
greatly shaken. On the second attack
Ensign Wolseley led the storming party,
and received a severe wound in the thigh,
which nearly cost him his life; as a reward
for his gallantry he promoted to a licuten-
ancy in the 90th regiment, Light Iafantry.
In 1854 Wolseley’s regiment sailed from
Dublin and landed at Balaklava. He

A New Type Setting Ma hine.

The most perfect specimen of a type
setting machine is now substantially com-
plete in a private rosm ab Colv's faetory,
Hartford, Conn. It bas y¢t to stand the
test of manufacture and actual triul, but as
it now stands, it is a marvel of ingenious
and yet mob complicated mechanism.
Judged from description, the machines
used by the London Times are not to be
pamed the same week with this. Accord-
ing to recent accounts, the Times machine
destroys three or four columus of type a
day and will not distribute, so that it has
been found necessary to have pew type
cast daily and brought to the machines in
tubes. {Iow, every one who has seen the
Colt machine work, admits that its wqu in
setting the type and in distributing it, is
faultless, By a very ingenious arrange.
ment it distributes while it sets, and the
work of distribution being slightly more
rapid than the setting, the cases are always
full. The distributor is regulated in such
a way that the instant the most frequently
used letter case (say that of e) is filled, the
work of distribution stops, to be resumed
as soon as the case begins to be emptied.
If the machine will do the work of two
men in setting type (and much better than
this is claimed for it), it can readily be said
to do the work of three, since the tedious
work of distribution is disposed of at the
same as & sort of side issue. And each
letter goes into_its appropriate case as cer,
tainly and regularly as the Yale key fits its
own lock, The only doubts about the
machine are about the **justifier,” but this
is claimed to be complete now, and cer-
tainly it would seem a simpler thing to
arrange this than to have made the other
parts.

He
subsequently took part in the capture of
Lucknow, and after the mutiny was
stamped out he was gazetted as lieutenant-
colonel. In Febiuary, 1860, he proceeded
with General Sir Ho Grant's army to
China as deputy assistant quarter-
master general, and in ‘70 Wolseley
was entrusted with the command of the
Red river expedition to quell Louis Riel’s
revolt, for which servica he was created a
commander of the bath.

Sir Garnet is now in
commang of the British forces operating
against Arabi, the military despot, in
Egypt, and stili displays those great abili-
ies which characterized bhim -through a
long and eventful life as a great and dis-
tinguished military commander,

Remarks by Dr. Goldwin Smith—Thr Prin-
ciples of Co-Operation — Giving the
Werkingmen Better Food—Mr Holy-
oke's Movements.

Mr. G. J. Holyoke giave a lecture at Al-
bert hall on the above subj-ct last night,
Professor Goldwin Smith in the chair, Mr.
Holyoke was accompanied by his daughter
and by Mrs. Leach of Great Yarmouth, the
first lady in England elected a member of
a school board, now with Mr. Holyoke in-
vestigating the Canadian school system.

i PROF. GOLDWIN SMITH,

in introducing the lecturer,spoke briefly of
tbe subject and of the man before them.
There was now a great interest felt all over
1he world in the working classes, and in

giving the workingman a share in the |

profits of his work. With' that feeling
all right minded men sympathize. But
some are for acting by violence. If the
schem.es of some were to be carried out, it
would be like the sack of a city from which,

on the morn, the same ruin would befall
plunderers and victims. A different course
was advocated by Mr Holyoke, who had
suffered martyrdom for two great causes.

. Tirst, for freedom of knowledge. At Mr.

Holyoke's success in this, ‘no class had
more reasort to rejoice than the then ruling
class which opposed him, for no force was
more conservative than koowledge.  The
other great cause was that of liberty of
opinion, In their individual views, some
difference existed between himself and Mr.

Holyoke.
A RELIGIOUS TOPIC. e
Ho (the chairman) was more conservative in
his view, and thought that the preseéat 1ush
of scientific discovery was carrying us off
our feet. Yet the injury to religious belief
might not be so serious as many good men
fear. The speed of truth, like that of the
Grecian hero, could heal the wounds itself
had made. (Applause.)
MR, HOLYOKE SAID
that co-operation was not so goqd a name
for their cause as *‘participation 1n results
would have been.  Some defined co-opera:
“tion as like the strength of union in a
bundle of sticks. But that did not answer,
as each separaty stick gained nothing.
Another illustration was that of a couple
of grey hounds runping down a greater
pumber of hares by co-operating with
each other than the dogs would kill
separately, That would not do,for the dogs
ran down the hares for the benefit of their
master ; he wanted each dogto have his
fair share of the hairs and to eat it too!
The best example he knew of true co-ope-
ration was when a lur;reou married an uo-
dertaker’s daughter, The principle of the
co-operative stores now so successful on a
vast scale in England was to pay a fair in-
terest on the capital of their shareholders
then to divide the profits after paying this
interest and the wholesale cost of material,
among every one of their customers. Thus
out of tive dollars purchased 8 man would
receive after three montLs- some fifty cents
to his credit. The more a man purchased,
of course the more he got as profit return-
able, therefore the larger the family to he
supplied the greater the ultimate profit of
the purchaser at the end of the year.
THEIR PRINCIPLES »
in doing business were then: First—never
to underrate their neighbors; they did not
approve of trade competition. No one
could go to & shop and say, *I can get this
cheaper at the co-operative store.” That
was rot their principle ; but to divide the
profit that would go to waste otherwise
among their purchasers, They did not com-
te with retail shops. There would always
shops where graceful and beautiful fur-
niture and winning manners would attract
customers. But we did not work our
business as the business of the shops was
worked; for we paid for all we bought, we
gave no credit, we sought to tgnch th'e
workingman econemy, for a man in debt is
no man at all; he can’t go up the street
withont feeling that he does not own him-
self, that the baker, the butcher, the tailor
own & share in him. The savings made
in our stores by the workingmen grew ;
they felt they were actually accumulating
money while they slept. Our next princi.
ple was that from our net profit we took
twn and a quarter per cent for
*  EDUCATIONAL PURPOSES,
With that percentage thefund has grown to
£50000a year;wehaveestablished freereading
rooms, free libraries, collection of telescopes
and other apparatus, and were able to send
$1500 as a relief in the cotton famine. In
the great university where the chairman
had been a professor, there were luminous
teachers of morality, eloquent ministers of
religion to give instruction in duty. But
did it follow that duty when faught would
bs practically carried out ? Alas experience
showed ‘the contrary. Their object
was not only to show. them the
importance of the duty of economy,
but to make them begin to carry it
out, They found the workingmen as a class
improvident. This they remedied by fore-
ing them to accumulate their savings,
They would not pay them at once what
they had sayed, then when it accumulated
in their hands the workingman found him-
self growing into a capitalist and took
pride in what he had saved. He became a
partoer in the concern, and it was his inter-
est to advertise and extend its operations.
Another principle they had begun ~ith was
to supply .
THE BEST AND MOST WHOLESOME FOOD
At first the working class had to be
educated up to this. They did not like,
for instance, “good flour, And those who
supplied the retail trade opposed them, and
would not sell to them, so that they had
to send their own agents every where to
do their wholesale purchasing. Mr. Schol-
field, colleague in parliament{of Mr, Bright,
had tried the principle of co.operation in
his manufactory, all above a ceftain esti-
mated fair profit to himself he divided
each year among his employes.  He found
that by thus being admitted as partners
the interest of each man was so increased
that the net profits were largely augmented
to the bencfit of both emj Foyer and em-

_.ployed. Co-operation had not yet been

APPLIED TO MANUFACTURING

on any large scale in Kngland. It was
more difficult to manage than co-operative
stores. In Germany co-operative produc-
tion flourished ; in France co-operative
banks; in England co‘operative provision
stores. No country had as yet accomplish-
ed all these.

The lecture was loudly applauded. A
vo‘e of thanks was moved t> the lecturer
and chairman by Messrs. Piddington and
Hallam. The lectnre would have been
even better attended had there been longer
notice, but it is hoped that our report will
draw attention to the Toronto co-operative
association, under whose auspices the lec-
ture was held.

MR. HOLYOKE'S MOVEMENTS.

Mr. Holyoke proceeds to Ottawa this
morning to confer with Sir John Macdonald
and Mr. Pope, minister of agriculture,
in the interest of his mision on
the subject of Canada as a field for
immigration and the desirability of pub-
Jishing & hand-book on immigration with

government snthority, Under his irfluence
the New Zealand government have publish-
ed a hand-book, being the only one issued
by deparvmental authority.

Mr. Holyoke on leaving Ottawa proceeds
to Montreal, thence to Chicago as the guest
of Mr. James Charlton, who will accom-
pany him to the Rockies over the Santa Fe
sud Topeka railroad with the various west-
ern railroad officials. After visiting the west
he will proceed to Washington in the inter-
est of the working classes connected with
emigration, -

Mr. John Smith, Dominion immigration
;fent at Hamilton, accompanied Mr.

olyoke to this city, they haviog visited
several places of interest, including the
agricultural college at Guelph, before arriv-
ing here. Mr. Hgolyoko has been very fa-
vorably impressed with Oantario as a field
for immigration.

The third of Dr. Koenig aud Prof.

A lit-
tle reflection, however, convinced him
that sanitarians as well as other people
are apt now and again to fly off the
handle without any sufficient feason, and
he conclnded to give the matter a little
investigation.. With this ohject- in view

“Why, the cnlture of tea is as much an
agricultu-al industry in China as the growth
of wheat in this country. The learned
doctor is probably not aware that there are
three pickings of tea in the year, In the
phraseology of the trade, these are called
ficat, second and third crop teas. Now
the quality of the crops depends entirely
upor the care exercised in their culture
and the fuvorable or unfavorable nature “of
the seson as well as the general climatic
influences. Hence the correctness of the
doctor’s remarks that he ofien found as
much theine, or even more, in the cheap
teas as in"1he more (xpensive grades.”

“T'ell me about that ‘maloo’ mixture that
Julge Hughes was so much epamored
with.” '

“ All ] can say is that ‘ maloo mixture’
is as much a thing of the past as the
Crimean war. The tev he refers to was
imported per ships Hindostan and Tamer-
lane. It was sold at public sale by Messrs,
Layton & Co., and realized as much as six-
penee per pound. At that time good tea
was exceedingly dear, The merchants who
purchased it were never able to re-sell it,
and it pever went into consumption either
in England or the colonies. I have heard
that a portion of it was shipped tv Russia.
All the rest of it was destroyed as soon as
the aduiteration act came into force in Eog-
land. Sinee that time no ‘maloo mixture’
has been imported, because ever since then
all the tea is examined by the government
analyst before being allowed to go into
consumption, and a certificate of its purity
is given.”
