Orrawa, Jan, 4.—The monotony of the
Pproceedings was relieved to-day by the first
division of the session, which occurred on
the second reading of the act to further
amend the law of evidence in criminal
cases, introduced by Mr. Cameron of
Huron. In supporting his motion Mr.
Cameron said grave wrong was frequently
done in criminal cases by not allowing the
defendant to be heard in the witness box.

Mr, Tupper, Jr., moved the six months’
hoist, saying the principle involved in the
bill was discussed last session and con-

Messrs. Lister, Woodworth and Braken
spoke at length in favor of the bill, and
Messrs. Ives, Ouimet and Daly opposed it.

CONSTRUCTIQN OF THE 0: P. R,

Character of the Work that is Being
Done—Some Interesting Information.
OrrawA, Feb. 4.—Sir John Macdonald

\1a.id on the table to-day a returnin con-

nection with the Canadian Pacific railway
containing some valuable information in
reference thereto. Plans and profiles of
location of the Canadian Pacific railway
have been submitted and approved by the
government as follows: First, Calendar
to a point a short distance west of Sud-
bury junction, maximum grade 57 feet per
mile; second, Nepigon (Red Rock) to
Port Arthur, maximum grade 53 feet per
mile; third, Winnipeg to the foot of the
Rocky mountains, 53 feet per mile. Be-
tween this point and the summit a grade
of 74 feet per mile occurs. The total ap-
proved is 1161 miles, of which 1131 is con-
structed.

Trial location surveys have been made,
but not yet submitted. Near Sudbury
junction, to Nepigon, it is stated the max-
imum grade does not exceed 57 feet per
mile, and from the summit of the Rockies
to the summit of the Selkirk range the
maximum grade is stated to be only 16
feet per mile. Preliminary and explora-
tory surveys have been made from the
summit of the Selkirk range to the mouth
of the Eagle Pass. The maximum grade
is 116 feet per mile. From the mouth of
the Eagle Pass to Kamloops the maximum
grade is probably 90 feet per mile.

The general character of the work pre-
pared from the latest information is as
follows: From Sudbury Junction to
Michipicoton, 210 miles, the werk is said
to be light and the grading of a sahdy
character; from Michipicoten to Pic, 140
miles, the work is said to be moderately
light; and trom Pic to within 35 wmiles of
Nepigon, a distance of 95 miles the work
is exceedingly heavy, chiefly composed of
hard rock; from 35 miles east of Nepigon
to Nepigon the work is moderately light,
the grading being about completed; from
the summit of the Rocky mountains to the
foot of the same, 45 miles, the work may
be classed as generally heavy; From the
foot of the Rocky mountains to the foot of
the Selkirk range, 30 miles, the work is
being over flat lands; from the foot of the
Selkirk range to the mouth of the Eagle
pass, 64 miles, the work is considered mod-
erate for mountain work largely composed
of gravel; from Eagle pass to Kamloops,
161 miles,the work is medium, the cuttings
being rock clay and gravel. Generally
speaking, the work is lighter than antici-
pated. The summit of the Rockies is 5300
feet, and the summit of the Selkirk 4316
feet.

A DUTY ON PIGTAILNS.

British Columbia Proposes to Make

Chinese Immigrants. Profitable,

Otrawa, Feb. 4.— A petition from the
legislature of British Columbia praying for
restrictive legislation against the importa-
tion-of Chinese labor into ‘that province,
was presented to the governor-general this
afternoon. Tt sets forth the evil effects of
the influx of this undesirable class. There
are eighteen thousand Chinamen in that
province at present imported chiefly by
Pacific railway contractcrs. The'majority
of these have been out of employment
since the beginning of the winter and are
now in a state of destitution. It is pro-
posed to levy a tax of one hundred dollars
per annum on every male Chinaman above
the age of 14 years.

‘He married them without
alicense and ‘the sergeant now declines to
live with the girl, saving the ceremony
was illegal.

REDUCING THE U. 8. TARIFF.

Provisions of the Bill Just Reported to
Congress,

WasHINGTON, Feb, 4.—In the house M.
Morrison introduced his tariff bill. An
outline thereof has already been published.
The title of the bill is ‘““an act to reduce
the import duties and war tariff taxes.”
It is to go into effect July 1, 1884. The
articles placed on the free list are iron ore,
copper in ore, lead ore, nickel in ore, bitu-
minous coal, timber hewn of sawn and
timber used for spars and in building
wharves, hay, chicory, jute, butts, bristle,
beeswax, lime, glycerine, fish, glue,
sponges, extract of hemlock aud other bark
used for tanning, cement, tar and dye
woods.

The bill provides that in lieu of the duties
and rates of duty imposed upon im-
portation of the goods, wares and mer-
chandise mentioned in the several schedules
of the act approved March 3, 1883, and
hereinafter enumerated, there shall be
levied 80 per cent. duties, and the rates of
duty now impcsed on said articles men-
tioned in Schedule “I,” cotton and cotton
goods. Schedule *“J,” hemp, jute,
and flax goods other than jute,
butts, schedule ‘“K” wool and woollens,
schedule ““C” metals other than ore,
schedule “M” books, papers, ete., schedule
“‘E” sugar, schedule “‘F” tobacco, schedule
“D” wood and wooden ware, except as
hereinafter provided.

On all articles subject to ad valorem
duty in schedule “B” earthenware and
glassware, schedule “‘G” provisions, except
as hereinafter provided, schedule ‘“N” sun-
dries other than precious stones, salt, coal,
bristles and lime; schedule ‘“A” chemical
products, except as hereinafter provided.
No duty or rate of duty shall after July 1,
1884, be levied in excess of 40 per cent ad
valorem, or its equivalent. On eotton and
cotton goods 50 per cent ad valorem, or its
equivalent, and 60 per cent ad valorem on
wools or woollen goods. Provided nothing
in this act shall operate to reduce the duty
aboye imposed on any article below the
rate at which said articles were dutiable
under the act commonly called the Morril
tariff,

A Great Agltation Settied—$10,000 Grant
to the Semi-Centennial Committee—A
Midnight Session. ;

After an animated discusion “in the city
council last night that body put the final
clincher on the much vexed question as to
whom should decide whether groceries and
liquor shall be sold under the same roof in
the city of Toronto. The ratepayers are
to decide forthwith. The council chamber
was crowded as it rarely is with leading
citizens, who listened - attentively to the
eloquence of their aldermanic reprélen-
tatives. Sl

Mayor Boswell presided, and there were
present Ald. Turner, Blevias, Farley,
Crocker, Adamson, Walker, Irwin, Allen,
Defoe, Millichamp, Sheppard. Piper, Bran-
don, Shaw, Pape, Barton, Hunter, Harvie,
Hastings, Verrall, Maughan, Lobb, Smith,
Carlyle, Love, Steiner, Denison, Davies.
Ald Moore came in at 10 o’clock.

Among the commanications read
was one from Wells, Gordon &
Sampson, solicitors - for ~ the Ontario
and Quebec railway, stating that unless
the city or county at once undertook
to provide for drainage and the water
pipes .at the proposed Yonye street sub-
way the company would aprly to the rail-
way committee of the privy council to be
released from its construction.  The com-
munication said the road would shortly be
opened.

A long and animated discussion followed
the reading of these motions. The general
feeling of the speakers was that the matter
was one for the ratepayers to decide, and
after a good deal of dodging and cross-fir-
ing the vote was taken.

Ald. Davies’ amendment was put, which
was only supported by the mover and Ald.
Walker, Allen and Defoe.

Ald " Denison’s amendment was then
voted upon and was supported by all the
members present except the above four and
declared carried.

A subsequent motion by Ald. Denison
fixed the 25th inst. as polling day.

Mr. W. B. McMurrich was on motion
allowed to address the council with regard
to a grant to the semi-centennial celebration
committee.  Mr. McMurrich gave an ac-
count of the progress made by the commit-
tee.

Mr. McMurrich gave a glowing
account of what he expected the thousands
of visitors to the city would see. He
thoaght the total cost of the festival would
be $21,000 and he hoped the couneil would
vote at least $10,000.

THE CINCINNATICITIZEN IN COURT.

The Case Opened and Harry Lee Re-
manded For a Week.

An anxious little group of Cincinnatians
followed Harry L. Lee, the alleged forger,
from that city, from the police court room
to Judge Boyd’s court yesterday morning.
Lee had been arraigned before the magis-
trate, and after a brief argument it was
decided that he should be sent before the
county judge.

Lee was put im the dock and County
Crown Attorney Fenton read a lengthy
deposition containing fifty-eight counts
charging prisoner with ﬁfty-eight\\forgeries
at Cincinnati  during  the - period
from Dec. 2, 1882, to Dec. 15, 1883.
The information was sworn to by Mr. F.
Louis Duhme, a member of the firm of
Woedroagh & McParlin, saw -inakers of
Cincinnati, for whom Lee worked two
years as bookkeeper, and it is alleged that
the forgeries were all cashed by the Citi-
zeus national bank of Cincinnati.

Mr. N. Murphy appeared for Lee, and
on application to the court, Mr. Tom
Campbell, a well-known criminal lawyer of
Cincinnati, was allowed to confer with
him (Mr. Murphy), and the prisoner. Mr.
Murphy declined to plead until they were
given a specific count to plead on, but the
jud%e overruled the objection.

Mr. Duhme was put in the witness stand
and identified Lee as the person named in
the different counts, although the
county crown attorney h omit-
ted the “L” from his name.
Mr. Murphy started to cross-examine
at length, but Mr. Fenton objected and
said witness had only been put in the box
to identify Lee. The presecution was not
ready to go into the case vet. Mr. Murphy
said he would waive his claim of cross-
examination if a guarantee were given that
witness would ﬁ produced at the next
hearing of the case. Mr. Fenton said he
would give such a guarantee ‘‘barring ac-
cidents.” Mr. Duhme himself promised to
return when wanted, and the case was ad-
journed until next Monday.  An applica-
tion by Mr. Murphy to gain accession to
the p:gers in possession of the crown was
refused by the judge. .

During the hearing Lee sat in the box
stroking his blonde mustache, and just be-
fore the adjournment a stylishly-dressed
lady with blonde ban%s entered the room
with Lee’s brother. This was Lizzie Rob-
inson, the woman who has been traveling
with Lee. Momentarily she threw com-
miserative glances at her Harry, and when
he left the box in custody of Constable
Waites the two were allowed the pleasure
of an osculating embrace in an ante-room.

A Crisis Averted.

It is not too much to say that a great
financial crisis has been averted by the de-
termination of the dominion government to
advance money to the Canadian Pacific
railway company rather than see the work
stopped or even materially delayed. Tak-
ing the purely business view of the matter,
we might ask—what would the conse-

‘quences to the country be were the loan
refused ? Most disastrous, we may with-
out hesitation reply. Among bankers,
merchants and manufacturers it would be
felt that a heavy calamity had befallen
the dominion. A gloom like that of
‘‘earthquake and eclipse” would settle

. down upon commercial circles. For, be it
remembered,already manufacturing invest-
ments have beenmade and large responsibil-
ities, financial and commercial, undertaken
on a scale calculated, not for the old prov-
inces alone, but also the vast new coun-
try which the railway is expected to de-
velop. As long as it appears that the
work is going forward rapidly to com-
pletion business men feel confident that

. investments made will soon be justified by
our increasing population, and that hence-
forth our manufactures must ‘‘grow up
with the country.” But let it be seen
that the building of the railway and the
filling up of the country are to be chesked,
distrust and dismay would be diffused
everywhere, from Cape Breton to Van-
couver island. We say that no Canadian
government can afford to hesitate at such
a time; the thing must be done, or worse
will happen. We refuse to believe that
Mr. Blake and his friends, were they in
power, would on similar occasion take any
course materially different from that
which the government is now taking,

Next come the
worst kind of dwellings inhabited by poor
but honest families; while the lowest rents
of all in proportion to value are those paid
for houses bringing from $500 or $600 a
year upwarda.

It is clear that a good expropriation
scheme, honestly mana, by competent
parties, would provide for "a considerable
number of workingmen, and comfort-
able houses, at rents no igher than they
are now paying for very poor ones, But
it may be depended upon that owners of
shanties drawing their full value in three
or four years’ rent will fight to the death
against all schemes of improvement.

A present and practical point to be de-
termined is—what proportion of the
dwellers on the streets in question are
owners of the houses they live in. Is the
case really one of poor men fighting for
their own homesteads, be the same ever so
humble? Or is rather a case of opposi-
tion by grasping landlords chiefly, who are
drawing in three, or four, or five years’
rent, more than their shells and shanties
can fairly be valued at? Complete and
precise information on this point should be
the first thing asked for by the Ontario
government.
