It is thought that little or no trouble will
be experienced in arriving at conditions of
surrender with Poundmaker,asbeyond plan-
dering,burning and armed resistance atthe

For that
reason it is thought Gen, Middleton will
be as lenient as possible.

OI the particulars of White Cap's cap-
ture yon have already been informed,
Poundmaker has not actually surrendered
up to the time of writing, but he has made
overtures and has released the teamsters
recently captured, all of whom, by the
way, state that they were not nearly so

harshly treated as they might reasonably
have expected.

The teamsters had an interview with

_Col. Otter, but the result of the conver-

sation has not been made public, It was
the news of the victory at Batoche that
did‘the trick, Poundmaker had intended
joining Riel, but when he heard of the
latter’s defeat and subsequent capture he
at once released his prisoners and sent
them to the camp at Battleford with
peace overtyres., The teamsters state that
the braves are clamornns for a cessation of
hostilities, that dissensious have oc-

The courier
also contradicts she rumor of an engagement
with Big Bear by Capt. Steele. The bodies of

Cimmissioner Wrigley has received a
dcspaich confirming the Yelease of Chas,
Bremner with twenty-one teamsters captured
by Indians, He had just arrived with a flag
of truce and a letter from Poundmaker for

dease. They stute that while on the trail theyf
were surrounded by 100 Indians. They hac

‘yielded to the demand to surrender their

arms, Thedndians promised them an escort,
but the Stonies compelled them to return to
camp, where they were well Bdeated. Pound-
maker was very polite, znd the halfbreeds
wyited upon them and attended to their wants.
Three hags of newspapers were in the mails
captured, and were opened. The news of (ko
surrender of Riel édemoralized the Indiu'us,
they returning the prisoners and offering
teams ateo, if wanted, four fordays.

Jefferson, a farin instructor, wrote a letter,
ond the answer was that they weould have to
treat with General Middleton.

Halfbreeds =ay that the Indian force at Cut
Knife creek was four hundred and fifty, and
that the totai force was about flve hundred.
The Indiars were cuught mostly asleep and
were obliged to fight. Riel's emissary and
two other halfbreeds were in the fight,
After the battle Poundmaker wanted
to go to the Rocgics, but the Stonies
would not let ' bhim. Little Poplar
is now with Big Bear. The latter was invited
thrice to join Poundmaker, but sent no an-
swer. Big Bear was not in the fight, but one
of his sons was. The Imndian loss is stated to
have been fitty killed and seventecn wounded.
It is atated that Big Bear has been ilitreating
his prisoners. -

Lieut. Merritt telegraphs fromm Humboldt
that he and fourteen of the governor-general's
body guard succeeded on Tuesday evening in
capturing White Cap and twenty-two ot his
tribe. After hard riding on Sunday Troopers
MeNab and Simms while on a reconnaissance
captured Moosogue, White Cap’s right hand
man, The Sioux led the cavalry party to the
last camping ground of White Cap, and for
two days Lﬁe trail of the chief was fol-
lowed rapidly. The Indlans travelled
all night, and were making for the Bouth,
Peter McDonald, from the Carrot river
petilement, assistéd the Indian in following
the trail. The Indians had just killed a beur,
and the cavalry men helped them to dispose
of some rump steak. White Cap states that
srmed halforeeds and Crees threatened to
ghoot him if he did not join Riel. The hostiles
took all White Cap's oxen, killed and ate
them. He deceived the Indians with all man-
ner of promises. The cavalcade, which rode
into camp, was decidedly a uniqueone Leaded
by Mrs. White Cap on Lieut.

He did mot
uite hear me andsaid, ‘‘what sir?” and then
like a flash a bulletcame from the left, hitting
him on the left side of the head, killing him
instintly. was terribly shocked, and
jumped to him, he ‘was only two feet
from me, held up his head, but he was stone
dead, without even a move; his feet crosscd

THE CIRCULAR NOTE FORGERS.

Reported Identification of the Mer as
Extensive Operatorv.
MoONTREAL, May 22 —The Star says: “One of
Pinkerton's most trusted men, who is at pres
ent in the city, has identified Hall, implicated
insthe recent attempts to pass forged circulal
notes, as a member of the -notorious Van
Gleeson gang of American forgers, whose
operations have been wide and successful,
Hall is known by the name of Wm. Marshall,
alias Wilson, alias Franky Boxer. He -is
wanted in Chicago for forgery, and a reward
of $500 is now and has been for some time past
offered for his arrest. He served a term of
imprisonment in Sing Sing for the same
offence, and is wanted on numerous other
charges. He is believed to be the same
party that operated in Chicago last winter,
where he passed a number of spurious
bank of England five pound notes. He
subsequently  visited Toronto, Ham-
ilton and Montreal and succeeded 1in
each place in defrauding bankers and brokers
out of large sums -in the same manner. In
Montreal te visited the office of Mr. N. E.
Labbe, broker ;and cashed, nine] five pound
bank of Enﬁanﬂ notes, which proved to be
epurious, e then passed on to Halifax and
repeated the ogeration there, Fox is believed
to be a member of the same gang, and is
known as Sweeny. He has been identified
by Mr. Somerville Weir asthe individual who
five years ago cashed $1000 of bogus circular
nctes at the office of Win, Weir, banker and
broker. Both these gentlomen will prose-
cute.”

MONSTROSITIES ON EXHIBITION,

A Business Which Abounds in the Re,
voiting and the Horrivle,
Leland’s London Letter,

The question of cruelty reminds me that
Jjust now the Pall Mall Gazette is publishing
letters revealing unheard of wickedness in
even the most noted and best managed ciré
cuses in England as regards the atrocious
manner in which the poor children are treated
who are trained in them. Few people seem
tobe aware that while kindness is the rnlea
regards animals (until it is found that it is
useless), cruelty is the system pursued with
little girls and boys.

The whole basiness of the ‘“‘slangs” aboundg
in the revolting and the horrible. The gaping
rustics and other fools who gaze with wonder
atthe big-headed boy and the youth with a
head set the wrong way, and other human
monstrosities, are not aware that these are
produced artificially by unvrincipled scoun”
drels of broken down surgeons and by pro-
cesses of incredible cruelty. The familiar of
the Inquisition and the Red Indian never yet
went 80 far as to keep a young girl or boy for
six months or longer in nt excr ing
agony, tied down to a table, while the head
and spine were being slowly twisted to a
hideous malformation and the ligaments and
muscles being gradually cut away.

Well;, all of this was done, not once but
many times, a few years agoby a wretch
named Harper in London, who regularly
supplied circuses and shows with those hor-
rible curiosities. Of course the proprietors
knew how they were made. Yet whem we
reflect on the great number of gentiemen
who think it manly or cynical to laugh at
even such wickedness it is not wonderful
the multitudes like to see the results of it.
Once a medico of Philadelphia, a gentleman
in the highest circles of society, told me he
had seen exhibiting a child with an im-
mensely swelled head, and that on exami-
nation he instgntly found that it was arfifi-
cially produced. He then described the pro-
cess by which it was effected, and this was of
such loathsome cruelty that I cannot bear to
describe it. ‘‘And did r{ou not report this to
the police?” I agked To which he replied,
with a sneer, that all that he cared about it
was to ascertain if the work had been well
done. Ibelieve on my life that he would
have performed the same operation for the
mere pleasure or “science” of it.

Now, this I would assert—that no country is
free from barbarism in which any kind of
human or animal monstrosities or malforma-
tions, be they dwarfs stunted with gin and
other medicaments (the whole process, of
making one out of an ordinary little babe is

ven in a book), a fat woman, or giants,
eprous negroes, enakemen or living skeletons,
are gloated over with.admiration, .1 commen
this subject to those readers who by paving to
see such “‘curiosities” cause the demand for
them.

DEATH OF VICTOR HUGO.

The Great Romancist Breathes His Last
at the Age of 8%,

PARI8, May 22— Victor Hugo died at 1.30
this afternoon. The deceased’s condition was
80 manifestly worse this morning that his
death was regarded as certaif to take place
within a few hours. When that fact became

known Cardinal Guilbert, archbishop of
Paris, sent a epecial messenger to Hugo's resi-
dence, offering to visit him and administer
gpiritual aia and the rites of the church, M.
