Vicroria, B. C., July 19.—The Skeena
river flows' into Hecate strdit, not far from
the Alaska boundary, and about 90 miles
south of Fort Simpson,
Hudson'’s Ba; Jmot. "' Hazélton or Hegelton,
where the I{x ian’ troubles have loccurred,
is & small settlement on the river about ten
miles from its mouth, near, what are known
as the forks of the: Skeena,  The origin of
the troubles is thus nareated :
; Mr. Borland, a well-known packer, ar:
rived from Hazelton on the steamer Bos-
cowitz to confer with the Attorney-General
regarding the state of affairs at Hazelton on
the Skeena river.. Last year an: Indian
named Kitwon Cool Jim murdered an Indian
doctor at the forks of the Skeena. A posse
of specials under 'Mri'- Washburne was sent
from ‘this  city to "arrest’ the murderer.
When they arrived at Hazelton it wae dis-
covered that Jim had gohe t6 the mountains
to elude the officers. . The pu-tﬁ consisted
of Washburne, Loring, Greene, Holmes;an
Panker. : They encamped at. Hagzelton and
awaited the return of the murderer, i

Early in June they réceived information
that Jim was at- &’ place ‘called ‘Kitangar,
about fifteen miles below ‘the’ Forks. On
June 19 an Indian brought news that Jim
was in a hotse at Kitangar.
