The 
state of destitution in which the poor people 
of some parts of Ireland are living can be 
judged by tbe fact that to-dav representa­
tives of more than 100 families living in the 
Cloyne District waited upon the Board of 
Guardians and earnestly begged for assist­
ance. They said that for /some time they 
had been starving, and bad been living al­
most entirely upon turnips.

and immediately north of the reading room.
The library is to be kept open until 10 at 
night, to be lighted* by electricity and to 
have every essential accommodation. The 
plans have been prepared after a careful ex- i
amination of the best and most recent ex­
amples of college libraries, and when com­
pleted the new structure will be the real andv 
intellectual centre of the colony of colleges 
that is springing up in the park. The new 
building will be started immediately 
in the spring and finished with­
in the year. The generous contributions 
of the trustees and of Mr. Gooderham will 
furnish the main-portion of the cost. The 
news of the proposed library was especially 
gratifying to the friends and ' representatives 
of Victoria, as they will at once and forever 
be freed from the charges of a general li­
brary and will find a well-equipped one at. 
the disposal of their students before their 
own building is completed.

But through the picket 
system employes at.other centres like Edin­
burgh, Carlisle, Perth and Aberdeen were 
brought into line until now an the mam 
lines of railway, including the North British 
and Southwestern systems, are equally m 
trouble, and trade and traffic are every­
where in Scotland at a standstill. Its effects 
have extended to other departments 
of business, and 4000 of the em­
ployes of the Knger sewing machine works, 
owing to trains not running regularly be­
tween Glasgow and KUbowie, have been 
compelled also to give un work. Similar 
injury » being done at Motherwell apd other 
manufacturing places» anti the nun?bar of 
trains daily despatched being unable to ac­
commodate the Government mails and the 
passenger traffic, no coal, merchandise ^>r 
manufactured products can be handled under 
any circumstances. By latest advices the 
Caledonian Railway was short-handed by up­
wards of 1000 men, and those firemen and 
brakemen who bad been promoted ami who 
remained lukewarm have joined the strikers.

It 
was not found necessary to abolish shipping 
or prohibit seaman from exercising their 
calling in order to preyent these cruelties,but 
wise legislation made it safe for àùy sailor to 
go to sea. So in Canada, by careful atten­
tion, the question could pe dealt with suc­
cessfully. Proper steps in the direction of 
reform could be taken and yet that great 
trade could be preserved and increased Do an 
extent of which few could conceive. He be­
lieved Mr. Plimsoll would see that Canada 
was proceeding properly. The movement in 
Great Britain for reform ia entitled to great 
credit because it has called the attention of 
Great Britain and Canada to the fact that 
some reform is needed, and needed at once. 
He believed the people of Canada were ready, 
not only to aid the movement, but to meet it 
in the proper spirit.

Qcean Steamers on Toronto Bay.
Mr. Tupper' then spoke of the pleasure it 

afforded him to tell Mr. Plimsoll of the grow­
ing importance of the commercial marine of 
Canada, and foretold in glowing terms the 
future development of marine interests. He 
said that since Confederation they had grap­
pled successfully with many great questions, 
including the development of railways, and 
he believed that all countries approved of the 
railway system. The natural complement of 
that system, the extension and development 
of the waterways, would give even greater 
prosperity to Canada. The spirit of Cana­
dians was not weakened by the efforts made 
in one direction, and he was sure public 
opinion would support the Government in 
developing the canals so that ocean vessels 
might be seen on Toronto Bay. [Applause.] 
This was no dream There was no more rea­
son to discredit that idea than there was in 
respect to the great system already develop­
ed. As an instance of the magnitude of the 
inland marine he referred to the trade 
of the Detroit Bivqr in 1889. In 

334 days of navigation, more traffic 
passed through that river, as shown 
by the tonnage, than went from or to the 
great ports of Liverpool and London, Thirty- 
six millions of Urns of shipping passed 
through th» river in that time, which is 
more by several millions than went through 
the Suez Canal in the whole year. There­
fore. the mind of map cpuld hardly conceive 
the result if Canada could have an extension 
of the advantages of coasting through its 
own territory from the Atlantic to the 
Great Lakes and back again.

The Growth of the Canadian Marine.
In the last 16 years the development of the 

marine of Ontario has been enormous. The 
number of vessels registered in Ontario baa 
increased from 650 to 1300. Excluding Great 
Britain, Canada is fourth on tbe list of the 
world’s marine.

Tbe United States has a tonnage only twice 
as great, while its nopulatiou is 65 millions 
"to Canada’s 6. Canada, through no fault of 
its own, is denied a port of tbe coasting 
trade of the United States. He hoped for à 
better day. When they did enjoy a part of 
the coasting trade the condition of affairs 
would be even better. In the meantime thev 
had the alternative of a better development 
of their own marine. To that end the 
National Club could bend its energies, so 
that not only Canadian vessels but 
any vessel of any tonnaga could 
sail into the port of Toronto.
