The Registration Bill Doomed-Ex-
Governor-General Stanley Creates &
Scene In the Lords—General Gossip
of the World’s Metropolis,

Loxpox, April 21.—The Government bave
80 overweighted their parliamentary pro-
gram for the session with ti matter
that not a single one of their ineasures bas a
chance of passiog unless the bills shall be so
materially altered as to almost wholly trans-
form them. The Registration bill, the
Evioted Tenants’ bill and the Budget pro-
posals each contain s sufficient number of
objectionable provisious to excite the deter-
mined and prolonged opposition, not only of
the Conservatives, but of a considerable part
of the Irish members and many Radicals and
Unijonists. The Conservatives will resort to

every possible form of obstruction in.resist-
ing the raid made upon landed property
under the proposed new estate duty, and in
these tactics they can confidently count on
the undivided support of tbe Union-
ists. Toe liquor interests are exert-
ing s powerful influence on
Irish and Beetch supporters of the Govern-
meat in their insistence upon the modifica-
;i:.n of the projected duties on spirits snd
.
The Spirit Tax Falls Heavily On Irelasd.
Their efforts in this direction have not
been in vain either, for the clamor they have
raised bas already compelied Sir William
Harcourt to limit the imposition of the pro-
posed tax on spirits to one year, and it is not
uoiikely that be will find it desirable to make
still further concessions to the iucreasing de-
mands of different sections of the
kivgdom, Even under the limitation
of t.e pro tax on spirits
to one year, lIreland, which is already pay-
ing & conspicuously unfair proportion of the
domestic revenues into the Imperial'treasury,
will be muicted to the tune of £200,000-ad-
ditional taxation, and, with the proposed in-
crease under the estate duty, it is estimated
that the excess of Irish taxation over the
current year will be over £500,000, Con-
fronted by tbis eondition of things it is not
surprising that the Irish parliamentary
party are fretting over the delay of the Gov-
ernment in brioging forward Home Rule, a
delay that is tantamount to the shelvicg of
that measure for the session.
Financial Relations of Britain and Ireland,
Neither is it any wonder that’ the Irish
party are chaffing at the obstructions placed
iu the way of a settlement of the question of
the financial relations between Great Britain
and Ireland. The formation of a- Royal
committee to consider the financisl questions
bas dragged ut every stage, and if its de-
liberations and the subsequent steps toward
settlement of the matter should be attended
with as much apathy and as great delay, the
final act of the performance will be postponed
until far into the future, It is true that Her
Majesty bas got to the stage of sppointing the

Rejection by the Lords is Certain,

Of course nobody expects the bill to be-
come a law, even if it should pass the House
of Commons, which is by no means certain.
Lord Salisbury in his speech to the Prim-
rose League aonounced the fate of the bill
1n the event of its reaching the House of
Lords, when be said that the Lords would re-
ject the measure unless the plural voting and
ihree months' residence clauses were with-
drawn., With these clauses withdrawn there
would mot be apything left of the biil but
the enacting clause, which might as well be
stricken out with the others,

Objection To the Evicted Tenants’ Bill

The chief difficulty with the Evicted Ten-
ants’ bill is the proposal to allow land grab-
bers the option of retaining their farms. The
McCarthyites are carryiog their allegiance
to the Government, Lo éxtremes 1o assvnting
to this proposal, as they must certainly be
aware that the popular seutiment in Ireland

The location of these incipient
fires was oo the top of a number of large cases
p‘i‘l:d &no on é.bo other soas n;o pearly re:cb
the ceiling. Chips, rags a paper satur-
ated with coal oil were placed
on top of the cases. In some places the plas-
ter was knocked off tbe ceiling, so as to leave
the Iaths exposed, There are two windows
in the lane end of the basement, One of the
windows was found open by the firemen.

MANY DEPOSITORS WILL LOSE.

The Becker Bank Failure More Serious
Than As$ First Reported—-Uupaid
Deposits of $70,000,

Faller developments in regard to the
affairs of the Becker Banking Company of
Waterford, who assigned to E. R. C, Clarkson
of this city the other day, are notso satisfac-
tory as at first reported. The total liabilities
are reported to be $112,000 with nominal
assets of an equal amount, but it is pretty
certain now that tbe assets will be subject
to iderable shrinkage, Of the liabili-
ties $70,000 in round numbers is
owed to depositors, Mrs. Becker her-
self, being s depositor to the amount of
$13,000, The affairs of the Reliance Electric
Light Company and of Bowlby Bros., the
two leading industries of Waterford, are
also said to be involved in the general com-
plication, and the lookout for the people of
the village is anytbing but a rosy one.

The Bank of Comimerce is interested to
the extent of $24,000, but 1s amply secured.
This, however, is not the happy state of the
depositors, who are now, it would - seem,
bound to lose something,and perhaps a great
deal.

‘I'be-cause of the disaster is laid largely at
the door of the junior partner of the con-
cern, Mr, Slaght, who is the iargest debtor,
Publie opinfon acquits Mr, Becker of any
fault other than that of over-coufidence in
those to whom he left the active manage-
ment of affairs.

on their exports of the same,

SEISMIC DISTURBANCES IN
GREFECE CONTINUE,

THE

Houses Tumble as if of Cardboard—Wor-
shippers Buried Beneath the Walls of
Churches and Many Taken Out Dead—
The Governmens Taking Memsures to
L the H. Less,

ATHENS, April 22,—The earthquake shocks
that began at about half-past 7 o’clock ¥ri-
day night continued with more or less fre-
quency until noon to-day. All last nighe the
shaking of the earth was noticeable, and the
poople of this city were in a state of semi-
paoic, Telegraphic communicstion with
many parts of the country is badly inter-
rupted, and it is impossible to get news from
some of the towns that must have been af-
fected by the shocks.

In three villages, Malesina, Froskina and
Martino, all in the Province of Locris, 129
persons were killed.

Buried Under Church Walls,

The Mayor of Larymi telegraphs that 8
heavy shock occurred at Proskina while
vespers were being held io the parish church,
The walls of the church fell, bnrying sil the
worshippers in the ruins, Hardly s person
in the church escaped witbout injury.
Thirty were taken out dead. Houses were
thrown down in other parts of the village,and
the money loss is great. Some of the villagers
are practically ruined.

At Malesina houses tottered and fell as
though built of cardbosrd, In this little
villago 60 persons were killed, 1nsome cases
entire families,fathors,mothers and children,
were taken out of the ruins dead.

At Martino 39 persons were killad, Hore,
as at Proskins, the parisi church was the
scene of the greatest uumber of fatalities

Byzantine Church Rackad,

In the vicinity of Athens the fatalities
were less numerous, buv the dawage to pro-
perty is irmmense, ‘fhe Church of =t. Elyss
on Cartells Hill, between the Pirwus and
Phalerum, bas beeu racked beyond repair
ané is tottering. The domes, walls and
mosaics of the famous Byzantine Church of
Daphne are seriously injured.

The Government will be compelled to
adopt extraordinary measures to help the
poor in the districts offected. The total
pumber of deaths thus far reported is 160,
but there is scarcely any question that this
pumber will be augmented when the more
remote villages are heard from,

Eight Villages Devastated,

Loxpon, April 23—A dispateh to The
Times from Athenssays that the earthquake
destroyed eigh¢ villages in the district or
Atalanta, In this district alone 48 persous

BSo the matter rested until a woman
styling herself Madame Kewley of Port
Huron, clairvoyant, made her appearance at
Ripley, snd rumors began to circulate
as to admissions she had made in connection
with Mathieson’s disappearsuce. It was de-
cided to arrest the woman, and she was
arrsigned before Mayor Tolmie, Three
witnesses were called, but their evidence
went to show that they had their heads read
by her and that there was no ‘‘fortuns tell~
ing” about the performauce,

I'be bench had therefore no recourse but
to acquit the lady, aud this they did, Where-
upon Madame paced smwilingly up to the
eourt, sud in her thankfulness of heart beld
out her dexter band to the bench, in order.of
seniority, But Magistrate Barker declined
her thavnks, and told her in plain, un-
varpished terms thav, had the evidence
borne out the charge, be should have been
obliged to commit her to the common Jail

The verdict was really one of, ‘*Not gulllk
but don’t do it again.” Mayor Tolmie sa
that, while the case had not been proven, he
was of the opinion that there was somethi
verious behind it all.

In the meantime he was de-
termined to see whether or not there was
any virtue in her art.

But the strength of the wave was much
milder here than over there. It is receding
rapidly in the United States. The Wilson
bill looks like a failure. The protectionists
and the Republicans are coming to the front
with a rush. The protectionist North is re-
asserting itself against the free trade South,
And what we eall protection in Canada is
not even a revenue tariff to them.

From sll which it follows that, while the
protectionist Government at Ottawa might
pay some attention to tbis Reform clsmor
for tariff changes, it was not called upos to
make any great concessions to it. It was
certainly not called on to put in jeopardy
any Canadian industry or to abandon a pro.
tectioniss principle.

But Mr. Foster’s policy at the first blush
had such air about it. But through the in.
tercession of a number of protectionists, and
especially of the farmer members and of the
Maritime Covservatives, who seem ¢to
be the stoutest protectionists in the
House, Mr, Foster has rsturped to
specific and higher duties in cer-
tain farm products, such as pork.' lard
and meats, bas given better protection to the
oatmeal mills than he first proposed, and has
given notice of a return to specific duties in
wall paper. We venture to predict that he
will restore them in the articles of yarns,
carpets, woolens, hosiery and the smaller
agrienltural implements,

As for the larger agricultural implements,
tbc‘tfuty bas been reduced from 35 to 20 per
cent, We believe this is foo muclr, and that
twenty-five per cont, would ba better, both
for the farmer and the manufacturer. One
way to help the agricultural implement
maker is to lessen the duties on his raw ma-
terials. But it is a hard tbing to define these.

Is the farmer, then, not to be helped ?
Certainly, snd here is where The World
would suggest & way, There are two great
combines in this country, They have. made
money and The World is glad to record the
fact. But they are in such good condition
that they can afford a still further reduction
than that proposed by Mr. Foster. We refer
to sugar and cottons. We do not propose to
cripple these industries, but we kuow that
they can stand something further off.
Cheaper sugar, cheaper cottons would be a
substantial boon to Canadian farmers, But
cheaper agricultural implements might end
i the destruction of our makers of them and
put our farmers at the mercy of the Am:ri-

1v
is interesting to compare distances
Lawrence route with New
to via the St. Lawrence is
istance as New York from
Liverpool. There\js now s proposition be-
fore Congress respecting the construction ot
a 20-foot canal across'\the state of Michigan,
from Chicago to Toledo, The completion of
this canal would make Cbicago only 400
miles further from Liverpool than is New
York. Four hyndred miles represents the
distance by the new route between Toronto
and Chisago. If the people of the United
States had owned the Bt. Lawrence route
the Erie Caval would never bave been called
into existence, If they owned it to-day it
would mot be many years before
such wvessels as now stop at Mont-
real would proceed inland to the head
of the lakes. It seems to us the construc-
tion of this work is of much greater import-
ance than the building of a transconti-
pental line, and it would cost much-less,
But to sugceed it must be constructed to
bandle international trade. Our own is in-
sufficient to support it.

A Beginning Should Be Made,

For a year or more now City Burveyor
Sankey has been promising to produce a
plan of the island showing proposed road-
ways and channels, for beautification, sanita-
tion and convenience in getting about.
The plan has not as yet material-
ized. It is essential that it should
be forthcoming at once. The publie
mind is-just now ready to discyss any deflnite
project of Island improvement that may be
brought forward. The press and private
individuals have pointed out in & general
way the kind of improvements that would be
desirable, but no defivite propositions have
been made, and for the reason principally
because we have no plan of the locality be-
foreus, Sucha plan as the surveyor has
suggested is absolutely necessary to ensure
intelligent public discussion on the matter.
And especially is a printed plan npecessary
for considering the proposal of the Argonaut
Rowing Club as to dredging out a rowing
course, The part of the Island where it is
suggested this improvement should be made

bar, There is no doubt a course could be
made in this loeality so sheltered as to be
available for racing in almost any kiod of
weatber, It the work were undertaken
with the most economical and modern kind
of machinery the necessary dredging would
be comparatively inexpensive. New land
would be formed and the sanitatiou of the
Island rendered better, But what should
influencé us the most in undertaking this
work is the probability of Toronto becoming
the recognized centre for rowing regattas
and professional races. If we can make a
course that will to a large extent be inde-
pendent of the weather, and at the same time
afford spectators ample accommodation and
conveniences for witnessing the events, then,
with our other advantages, we ought to be
able to establish in Torouto an annual
squatic convention on as permanent a basis
as our Industrial Exhibition, We have no
doubt that such Island jwprovements as
have been suggested by Col. SBweny and
others will be undertaken some time or other,
What we wish to urge upon the public and
the council 1s the desirability of making a
beginning at once, The aquatic clubs should
not be more interested in getting this course
made than Toronto’s business men and eiti-
zens generally. At comparatively small ex-
peuse we can make the best course on the
continent,_~With her advantages Toronto
ought to secure the leading aquatic events
every year., Why doesn’t someone get a
move on and start the ball rolling?

ISLAND FERRY SERVICE.

An Interesting WLetter On the Subject
¥rom Mr, H, C, Hanmmond,

Editor World: In this morning's World 1 do-
tice a letter from Mr. W, H. Lockhart Gordon,
president of the Island Associstion, with regard
to the action of the Toronto Ferry Compauny as
to Island service, and as I thiok it well shat the
public should know the true facts of the case, }
write this letter. Some four years ago the pas
ties who ware interested in the Toronto Ferry
Company, were approsched by the owners of
the Doty line to buy them out, and recognizing
the fact that the service between the Island nnh
the city then was not up to the times and re-
quirements of a eity with the population of To-
ronto, they purchased the Doty line, and relying
on the good faith of the council, that no more
poats of a less capacity than 300 passengers would
be licensed (the bylaw providing for this having
been passed some time previously), they built
two large double ender boats, which can carry
over 1000 passengers each with safoty, At that
time passengers were carried over gradually
during the day and evening, and when at night
they all wanted to return about the same time

and the same rebate of wharfags at Island Park
as was allowed last year by the City Council in
ideration of the any giving aservice to
George-street; also that if apy other ferry com-
pany ran the Toronto Ferry Company should be
allowed to drop the eastern service, if- so dis-
posed, as you can readily understand that it
would not be reasonable to ask any one company
to run a losing route unless other companies were
made to do the same, and not to run
onlg to paying points, The company also stated
to Mr, Gordon that they could not give a service
from both Yonge and rge-streets to Ward’s,
but would prefer Yonge-street as the most
central point. Mr, Gordon answered that he
was satisfled with the time table submitted, but
that bosts from Ward's must run to Yonge-street
in the moroing, and that he was not satisfled
with the conditions with regard to an opposition
Jine, Later on he wrote that the service must
not be cooditional, and that if the company
agreed to the demands he and his association
would assist the comvany in any way befure the
manicipal council. At the time he wrote this he
was using his influence in the council to have a
clause inserted in the lease of the Yongestreet
wharf providing that fu the event of the
same companies who used it last year
7omn¢ t lease this year noy other
‘erry compauy should be allowed to
run to the wharf, and this notwithstandiog the
fact (which he should have known)that the
wharf was overcrowded last year to such an ex-
tent that the Hamilton bosts had to vack out at
certain hours to enable the ferry boats to keep
time. ‘There is mot room at the Yonge-sireel
wharf for one more boat than those using it last
yenr, and it has only been by harmonious work-
ing together and mutual forbearance that acci-
dents have been averted in the past,

Mr. Gordon in his letter suggests that the
ferry company have a desire to make the public
suffer because they have not been able to control
the Yonge-street Wharf, ‘This is not the case.
The company simply wished to intimate to Mr.
Gordon that all negotiations with him as repre-
senting the Island Association were off. The To-
routo Ferry Company are as willing now as they
always have been to meet the requirements of
the Island residents and the general public in con-
nection with the ferry service, but I do
not believe that Mr. Gordon represents the
sentiments of the majority of the Island resi-
dents, or the general public, who, 1 am sure,
resalize the fact that they had abetter service
Jast year than ever before, 1 believe that whas
Mr. Gordon is striving for is a 5-cent return fare,
and if he gats it this year he will be on deck next
season for a 2-cent return fare, While the ferry
company recognize the fact that Island residents
have rights which they must try to meet as far
as possible, they also feel that there are over
170,000 citizens of . Toronto whose convenience
must be studied as well, a fact which Mr, Gor-
don in his negotiatioos with the company ap-
peared to have entirely overlooked.

Mr. Gordon refers to a new ferry bylaw which
he intends to apply for, and I enn only say that
the Toronto Ferry Company will heartily sup-
port aoy bylaw haviog for its object
the further safety and coovenlence of
the citizens generally (from whom, how-
ever, there has not been any complaint), but
they will oppose any atiempt on the part of
Mr. Gordon to get & bylaw passed framed chief-
Iy for the convenience of bimself and a few
residents mnear the Yacht Club upon the
specious pretext t?st it is in the public ioter-
ests.

The Toronto Verry Company have now nearly
$200,000 invested in their business and will have
mére. The company was formed as a com-
mercial enterprise and not from motives of
philavthropy. As 8o far the average dividend
Lias been-less than four per cent, per snoum, it
cannot be sald thatany undue advantage bas
been taken of the public inorderto benefit the
shareholders.

The Public Accounts Committee of the

Legislature had a fleld day on Saturday, i

when the Registrars of East Northumberland
and Peterborough, whose attendance they
bave been so long endeavoring to secure,
were up for examination.

Dr. Mallory, Registrar of East Northumb-
erland, stated in regard to the accusation
that he had returned under the item of ex-
penses $500 for extra work done by himself,
that the work was really done by his deputy,
though put in his name. The deputy bad
suggested this course because it had been
done by his predecessor.  As a rule be had
given more than the time required to
the duties of his office, He admitted having

~-goge to Algoma to take part in the Dominion
election campaigu of '91, but claimed that be
bad the right to take a holiday, as be had
bad none for several years. KHis gross in-
come from his medical practice might be
about $1500; his net income from that source
was about $500, He managed the business
of the drug store of Spalsbury & Co., but
the actual work was done by a clerk. He
himself was a licensed pharmacist, but the
clerk was not. He also owned a newspaper.
A Somred Deputy.

Henry Grundy, deputy registrar of
Peterboro, & depressed, nervous-looking
man, next took the stand. He answered the
questions put to bhim by Mr, Whitney in &
very low tone of voice and with much besi-
tation. He stated that the work of com-
paring was not regularly done. Documents
stamped as having been compared bad turn-
ed out to be incorrect. Probably the num-
ber of such in his experience was 200 to 250.
Outside parties bad changed the
wording of documents after registration.
1In some cases instruments had been register-
ed without the fees being paid. Documents
of his own had been registered and not
charged for, and also one for Mr, Stratton,
M. L.A., and in some other cases.

Tnen Mr. Whitney began to press him
very hard as to any conversations he had
held with anyone about the testimony he
would give.
