PIONEERING NEAR ARKONA
J. B. MecLachlan, Toronto, writing
in “Early Days in Williams” for the
London Advertiser says:—‘“There
were several gristing mills driven by
water power on the Sauble within
the boundary of the township One at
Nairn (Miller M¢tIntosh’s) was
among the first to be erected. There
were. two about one mile east of
Arkona; one owned by a Mr. Henry
Saul. They kept each other poor, con-
testing in the courts the right to the
water power. Then lower down the
river “Rules” ran gnother mill, near
where the Sauble takes a turn to the
north. There is a dam near the same
place now,  creating electric power
for Arkona and vicinity. Further
down the stream there was a woolen
mill owned by a Mr. Austin, in a line
with the 10th concession westward. I
remember two of my brothers and
myself taking -our wool there one
season to get carded, -carrying the
same a distance of about ten miles.
One of Mr, Norman Lamont’s daugh-
ters spun the same into-yarn, -and old
James Watson, a neighbor, wove it
into cloth, which finally found its
way to cover the fast growing bodies
of us youngsters. Let the boys of to-
day look back at this picture and
smile. A few years ago, being in
Michigan, I met Mr. Austin, still hale
and hearty and living in Sanilac
County, in that state. . Later still a
Mr. McLean built a flour "mill on
Glasgow street, but for some reason
was not a success. I fancy the cur-
rent of the Sauble was too sluggish
at that part to develop power enough
for the purpose of a mill. However,
these and others. of the. same kind
have gone with the past, making way
for other motive power.”

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B. W. FANSHER OF

Otitawa, May 30.—B. W. Fansher,
Progressive member for East Lamb-
ton, broke into the limelight yester-
day in the house of commons by
Jaunching an attack on the protect-
ive tariff in general, gnd on the
special tax applied by the budget to
the sugar beet industry.

After blaming the fiscal policy of
the ocuntry for several years. past
for a large measure of the failure of
Canada.to progress rapidly. Mr. Fan-
sher said: “In times past our tariff
policy has not had that fair consid-
eration at the hands of the electorate
that it should have had, for alwaye
there has been injected into the issue
other issues not delevant at all, and
which were introduced to obscure the
real issués before the pople.”

Even since 1911 the demand for a
downward revision of the tariff was
insistent, the speaker continued, and
was admitted necessary by Sir Thom-
as White, The great war, he believes,
was the one thing that prevented a
general change.

Mr. Fansher expressed himself
pleased with the statement in the
budget that all inherent native in-
dustries of the country should be en-
couraged. But he believed that the
variff reductions which were made
did not go very far in that diredtion.
He feared also that the sales tax
would neutralize the beneficial effect
of the cut in the tarif on agricul-
tural implements.

A recent announcement in the To-
ronto press that an excitable individ-
ual was calling for recruits to ac-
company him on a march to Ottawa
in order to present a protest to the
Dominion Government =zgainst the
discontinuance of relief to veterans,
recalls the story of the famous “Gen-
eral” Coxey and his army, who
marched on Washington.

Twenty-eight years ago, almost to
the very day, saw this wonderful
crusade. The early nineties were
times of severe depression, unem-
ployment and falling prices, and saw
the rise and fall of Free Silverism,
Populism, Bimetalism and all the
other economic heresies that vexed
the world a generation ago. Among
the other movements of that disturb-
ed time was that of the “Common-
wealers,” a disorganized and diffused
sort of communism, that suddenly be-
came rampant and as suddenly died
away.

Jacob 8. Coxey was a horse-dealer
in Ohio, and so, the story is, had a
horse. to sell which he valued at
$1,000, But when the animal was put
up for auction it fetched, to Coxey’s
chagrin and wrath, only $145.
Coxey felt aggreived, even more, he
ffelt that somehow, in a way he did
not quite understand, he had been
cheated. What was wanted was some
remedy for falling prices, and ob-
viously the simplest was an issue by
government of a great amount of
paper money. He determined to lead
a crusade, to demand that half a bil-
lion of paper money should be issued
in putting the unemployed to work in
buiiding roads. He also tacked onto

this another demand for the fotal'

suppression of “using,” by which
term he designated the charging of
interest on borrowed money.

On March 24, 1894, Coxey raised
the banner of “The Army of the
Commonwealth of Christ” at Massil-
lon, ‘Ohio, amd the march on Wash-
ington commenced, with a hundred
men in the army, and 43 press re-
porters to chronicle the crusade for
the benefit of an interested and
amused world., Coxey led the van-
guard, while another larger force
under one Kelly marched behind. As
the march progressed recruits came
in, and in a short time their numbers
were swelled to-quite respectable
proportions. They were a motley
crew, a few honest men who really
believed in the crusade; a number of
visionaries and religious fanaties who
thought that in some undefined way
the march was to usher in the Mill-
enium; and a rabble of hoboes and
hangeu-on. who joined in the hope
pf plunder or pickings on the way.

For a short time things went fair-
1y well. The marchers were received |
mot unkindly on the way, perhaps out
of real pity for their tattered and
forlorn condition, perhaps out of
fear of depredations, and on the

against them and the spring rains
damped their ardor. Desertions were
numerous and it was a bedraggled
remnant of about 300 men that
«Covaw 153 into  Washington six
weeks later. And here the adventure
ended, for marching his men to the
capital, CoXey began to harangue
them for the last effort that would
carry them triumphant to their goal,
But the general made a fatal mis-
take, he stepped on the sacred grass
on the lawn in front of the capital
and was promptly arrested by the
vigilant custodians and cast into
prison for this awful offence. With
Coxey in prison the crusade was
over; the army melted away and the
world laughed at the farce.
And now we are promised another
Coxey’s army, to march this time on
Ottawa. There is alwayh is such in-
cidents a pathetic side, a touch of
tragedy in the farce. Men, often
quite honest men, become troubled
and are bewildered and think that if
something very sirikipg and bold is
done their troubles will be cured.
But these are much in the minority,
and round them gather all sorts and
conditions, who are neither honest,
nor particularly troubled about any-
thing except the problem of getting
a living easily. These are the mis-
chief makers, and because the vision-
aries attract such to their cause,
society has always, although often-
times reluctantly, been compelled to
suppress and even deal harshly with
the visionaries which, on reflection,
will be seen to be g pity but quite in-
evitable.
How strangely does histdry repeat
itself. Every time that the world
comes upon an era of depression and
falling prices it is confronted with all
the old heresies come to life again.
Coxey was only another Wat Tyler |
whe led a rabble to London and got
knocked on the head for his pains.
If times are bad and prices are fall-
ing all will be set right by putting
the printing press to work and mak-
ing lots of new money.
In conclusion -may we earnestly
commend to our Canadian Coxey one
piece of advice? Whatever he does
when he arrives at Ottawa let him
beware of stepping on the lawn in
front of the Parliament Buildings
when one of the vigilant Ottawa pol-
ice is watching . If he does, his
cause is lost. The motto for all
Coxey’s is “Keep off the grass.”
General McDonald’s army of un-
employed veterans is now on the
march to Ottawa and last Sunday had
got as far as Newcastle,
Many of the soldiers are suffering
fromh sore feet, and fully a third of
them have taken advantage of the
kindness of .motorists to reduee their
road work. Cars traveling light have
given a large number of the incap-
acitated ones a lift.

FORESTRY ESSAYS

The Canadian = Forestry Associa-
tion has announced a prize essay
competition for the school children

Canada whereby rewards of $25,
$15 and $10 will be given in each of
the nine provinces to those writing
the most intelligent essays dealing
with some phase of forestry or-tree
planting based upon local condltxons

The object of the competition is
to stimulate study and enquiry as to
the forest resources of Canada and
their. protection against the. devast-
ation of fire; the planting of -trees
on urban streets; the establishing
and improving of farm woodlots, and
the development of tree pluntu‘g on
the bare prairies.

Full-particulars of the compatition
will ‘be sent to every school teacher
in the Dominion and replies should
be in the hands of the Canadian For-
estry Association, Ottawa, not later
than November 1st.

The school boy or girl living in the
village, town or city, far removed
{rom the forest, is asked to tell of
the importance of shade trees along
the streets and in the parks, the ser-
vice they render in human better-
ment and what species have bgen
found to thrive best in the particular
community.

Children living in a community
close to the forest or where wood-
using industries such as lumber or
pulp and paper mills are located, are
asked to describe the value of the
forest © as 'a source of employment
and the great importarice of prevent-
ing forest fives.

The “child living on a farm is ask-
ed to tell abouwt the use of wood in
the ‘running  of a Canadian farm
with answers to a series of questions
regarding the woodlots or bushlots in
the district, ‘whether. they are bet-
ter or pcorer than twenty years ago
and how a thriving woodlot on a
farm may be developed.

For the child living oy the prairie
the task is” given of c\egcxibmg any
shelter - belts. bf treek»\abotlt local
farms and thei gua’l ‘effect in
stopping the dri —theaoil, sav-
ing the crops fi bemg blown out
by gales. In these prairie essays alao
some attention will be given'to the
value of trees in beautifying home
surroundings.

All competitors are discouraged
from copying pieces out of books and
the awards will be made in each pro-
vince by the Canadian Forestry As-
sotiation according to the general in-
telligence of the answers and the
diligence shown in mvestxzatmg local
conditions.
