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—THE Patrons of Industry of Ontario are
offering objections to the vote of $750,000 as
 subsidy in aid of a fast line of sieamers be-
tween this country and England, unless pro-
vision is made for carrying freight as wellas
passengers and mails. This objection, which
is well taken, has to a considerable extent
been met by the assurance of the promoters
of the scheme for establishing the fast line,
that provision is to be made for carrying not
less than 3,000 tons of freight on eachsteamer.
But the Patrons of Industry and all others
interested should go one step further and
insist in having the grant of so large a sub-
sidy surrounded with such conditions as
would insure government supervision over
the rate to be charged for carrying this
freight. By this means cheaper rates might
be secured than has been charged in the
past, for it is only by securing such rates
that a fast line of steamers will ever be of
much benefit to the agricultural interests of
the dominion. Three quarters of a million
dollars is a large amount of money togive as
a yearly subsidy to a steamship company,
and it is only by making the line to be es-
tablished through its instrumentality one of
general benefit, that the payment of so large
an amount of the people’s money can be jus-
tified.

The question of cheap freights between
this country and England is one of vital im-
portance to the people of the Annapolis
Valley. Our fruit-growers are depending to
a very large extent upon that market for the
sale of their apples. Indeed, without the
Eoglish market, this fruit would scarcely be
worth raising; and now that the reputation
of our fruit has been fully established there,
and the demand having been found to be
almost unlimited, the next question to be
considered is that of cheap transportation.

d what better time could there be for the

arowers association and all others in-
d to agitate in this direction, than
t present, when so much of the people’s
is to be used in subsidizing a steam-

B enterprise? That freights and other ex-
Benses are exhorbitautly high is a fact that
needs no proof. Every man who has ever
shipped a barrel of apples to the English
market has realized this fact on receiving the
acoount of sales. \What with freight, wharf-
age, dockage, lighterage, cooperage and cart-
age, not to mention « gtealage,” about half
the proceeds are generally eaten up in ex-
penses. The total expense on a barrel of ap
ples sent to the English market should not
be greater than from sixty to seventy-five
cents per barrel, instead of about a dollar
and a-half as it really is at present. If we
mistake not that is about the cost to Amerivan
shippers on apples sent from Boston and New
Vork. If steamers can carry them for that
r. te from those ports, and still make a pro-
fiX.on them at that, there is surely no reason
wity_they cannot be carried from Halifax
equally s low.

The fruit-growers association has in the

- past done much to aid the agricultural in-
terest of the valley. Here isan opportunity
of doing even better work for this interest,
in aiding to secure for our farmers the boon
of cheap transportation for our farm products
to Eagland. The Patrons of Industry of
Oatario have already made one important
move in demanding that the fast line shall
carry freight; but in order that our farmers
may receive much benefit from the expendi-
ture of so large a sum as the proposed sub-
sidy, it is necessary that the new line shall
carry that freight cheaper than it has hither-
to been carried. What do our farmers and
fruit-growers propose to do to bring about
this result?

—_TaE democratic members of both houses
of Congress have recently held a caucus and
agreed upon a compromise tariff measure,
which it is now thought will be passed as
speedily as the rules of Congress aad the op-
position of the republican senators will per-
mit. The measure, which now seems likely
tobecome law, canbedescribed inafew words.
It is simply asecond edition of the McKinley
tariff, and so far as trade between the United
States and Canada is concernel, it will leave
the barriers about as high as at present. It
taxeseggs 3centsper dozen, butter and cheese
4 cents per lb., potatoes 15 cents per bushel,
herriog 4 cent per lb., or equal to one dollar
per barrel, and everything clse in about the
same proportion. This is so small a change
from the McKinley tariff, that the farther
progress of the biil becomes a matter of the

_utmost indifference to those of us on this
side of the line who have been hoping for
more common-sense trade relations as one of
the results of democratic rule. Such a com
promise, after so long a contention among
the democratic senators, shows how stronga
hold the protection sentiment must have
npon the people of the United States. Thus,
after preaching tariff reform, for the last
seven years, and after denouncing the Mc
Kinley tariff upon every platform through
out the union, ever since it became law,
the free trade element.among the democratic
congressmen has made a complete and ab-
ject surrender to the pruteulionizt wing, and
agreed to a compromise which is but one
degree removed from the McKinley tariff
itself.

This, surely, is a case of the mountain be

Z\WE beg to remind our farmers who are
using chemical fertilizrs that the duty on
the imported article this year is juost half
what it was last season  Last year it was
20 per cent, compated on the value as found
by the dominion analyst. Now it is but 10
per cent on the same value, the new tariff
being just one half the old. Those dealers
who are selling at the same price this year as
last are simply pocketing the difference.
This, of course, applies only to the imported

article. This reduction in the duty was |

made for the benefit of our farmers, and not
the agents and middlemen, who it is pre-
sumed were making a sufficient profit on the
article before. Let our farmers make a note
of this fact, when they buy the imported
brands, and see that they get it at the re-
duced rates.

English matters are important. Lord
Roseberry, the new premier, finds himself
confronted with four pressing bills. These
relate to Home Rule for Ireland, Amend-
ment of the Registration Laws, improvement
in Scotland’s local government and disestab-
lishment of the Welsh church. The clergy
of the English Episcopal Church will oppose
this last. Beyond these also Britain’s atten-
tion is called to foreign matters. There has
recently been trouble in India; quarrelsome
Egypt provokes interference; Cecil Rhodes,
in South Africa, is ambitious; and navy and
army must be maintained. But sturdy John
Bull will doubtless surmount his troubles.

‘Each country
has its troubles demanding immediate con-
sideration, but in their relations to one an-
other the European powers are settling down
to rest and peace. \Writers have been soar-

OUR FISHERIES.

Annual Report of the Fisheries of Distriet No.
3 of Nova Scotia,

COMPRISING THE COUNTIES OF KING'S, ANNA-
POLIS, DIGBY, YARMOUTH, SHELBURNE,
QUEEN’S AND LUNENBURG, FOR 1893,
BY INSPECTOR J. R. KINNEY.

Sk Cuarues H. TUPPER,
Minister of Marine and Fisheries.
Sir,—In submitting the customary annual
fishery statistics, I beg to call your atten-
tion to the decrease in the value of the pro-
ducts, this shortage being attributable to
the lessened take of cod, herring and mack-
erel; these three items when compared with
the products of 1892, standing thus:
C . short 38,932 cwt.
Herring. . . n 16231bbls.
Mackerel w 10,240 bbls.
This loss is to a considerable extent made
good by the increased catch of lobsters, ale-
wives and salmon; these items standing
thus;

Lobsters, shipped alive
" preserved
Alewives ... v 4,971 bbls.
Salmon ... 28,187 1bs.
I have the reports of the several overseers
of the district, but failed to gather from
them any data other than conjectures as
to the causes for the increased take of one
kind of fish and the almost total failure of

others.

..increase 1,450 tons.
s 55,138 cans.

LOBSTERS,

The increased take may be attributable to
two causes: first, the increased number of
thoseemployed in the industry; and secondly,
the fishermen huve learned the once popular
idea that those fish were to be taken only in
inshore waters, has been exploded, hence
this branch of fishing is now largely conduct-
ed miles at sea.
The present fishery regulations are satis-
factory, with, of course, the exceptional
cases—one of which is that in some localities
where winter fishing cannot with any de-
gree of success be carried on—the fishermen
do not feel satisfied that others more favor-
ably located shall reap the good results of
the good prices obtained in the early patt of
the year.
It is regrettable that many of the packers
buy and pack the ‘*berried” fish. In this
connection I would again urge that the pack-
er be licensed, such license to be cancelled
upon proof of wilful violation of the regula-
tions.

ALEWIVES,
The aggregated take of this fish in the
counties of Annapolis, Kings and Yarmouth
has nearly doubled that of 1892, whilst the
other counties report no marked increase.
The rivers Tusket, LeQuille and Gaspereaux
show the greatest increase. The county of
Shelburne, where considerable sums of mon-
ey have been expended in clearing the
streams of obstructions upon the assumption
that such a course would prove a benefit to
the alewives fishery, has shown no marked
improvement.

MACKEREL AND THE COD FAMILY.
Shad a decided decrease. The autumn
run of mackerel not making their appear-
ance and the run of spring fish being a slim
one.

SALMON
Exhibit a phenomenally large run in King's
County, but not at the mouth of rivers. In
this county the increased take was 200 per
cent, over the catch of 4892, And in the
county of Digby the increase was 300 per
cent whilst Shelburne exhibits a shortage.
The take on the Clyde falls short about 50
per cent.
I add hereto a few condensed extracts
from the reports of the overseers.
Overseer R. F. Reid, Wolfville, in regret-
ting that the salmon fishery on the Gasperean
River is not as productive as desired, is in-
clined to believe that the large take of sal-
mon in the bay is attributable to the ** plant-
ing” of former years.
Overseer J. S. Miller, Canning, says:
«The coves are swarming with young sal-
mon, as many as 300 to 400 being taken at
one tide. These fish weigh from 5 to 7
pounds each, and it is thought that they are
the product of the hatchery.”
Overseer W. M. Bailey, Roundhill, says:
«T would suggest that the law in regard to
shad and alewives be so changed that no nets
be allowed to be set after 10th of June in the
municipality of Annapolis.” His reasons for
this suggestion are that under cover of fish-
ing for shad and alewives the fishermen take
salmon, but I state that whitefish and sal-
mon-trout, the product of the Bedford hatch-
ery, are making their appearance in his dis-
trict.
The overseers state generally that the re-
gualations have been fairly observed, the ex-
ception being the too-frequent violations of
the lobster-fishing regulations.
In concluding this report, I beg to state
that a very undesired phase of the lobster
business has been developed by the speculator
who having on hand on the Ist of July lob-
sters legally takenholds themover for the pur-
pose of obtaining better prices. The temp-
tation to illegally fish and claim that the
fish on hand were caught before the lst of
July is too much of a strain on the average
fishertnan, hence the law is violated. It
would, I believe, be wise that the words of
the regulations be changed by striking out
the words ** without lawful excuse” and af-
ter the words * any lobsters” add ‘‘ unless
presecved.”

In our opinion the issuiag of the circalar
first referred to was done to create a preju-
dice against our goods and injure our sales,
and in favor of Miller and Bradley. The
reply in the circular referred to by MecGill,
as being untrue and false, is based clearly
on actual facts or analysis as they appear in
the said Bulletin, which are easily ascer-
tained.

We had not time or inclination to follow
out the conclusions as reached in Miller’s
circular, as published in 1893, but there is
no question but that it wag edited and cir-
culated to disparage our goods in our mar-
kets; and I think any fair-minded man will
say that we have a right of self-defence
when we have the actual facts in our favor.
We do not send superior samples to Ot-
tawa, made especially for the Government
Analyst, 80 as to get a high analysis for ad-
vertising purposes, but are willing to stand
by the analysis of the Dominion Govern:

by malice, but wishes to obtain a lesson in
chemical calculations.

We only contend that the Bulletin in
question favors the Pidgeon Fertilizers, and
any school-boy knowing values of elements
should be able to make the calculation of
values per ton; and we again assert that the
use of our goods are rapidly increasing, and
though we are working night and day at our
factory we cannot keep up to our orders,
which shows that the Canadian farmer knows
what he wants and where he can get Fertili-
zers Lhat give the best results for the money
aid.

New Taxes in Prince Edward Island.

The Prince Edward Island government
land tax scheme has been formulated in part.
Premier Peters proposes the following sche-
dule of provincial taxes on farms. The pre
mier explains that the land will be divided
into six grades. Under $5 an acre would

pay- 1 cent; between $5 and $10 an acre,
2 cents; between $10 and $15 an acre, 3
cents; between $15and $20, 4 cents; between
$20 and $25, 5 cents; $25 and over, 6 cents
an acre. A separate and higher scale is L0
be adopted for land in or. near villages and
towns, and having a special value. The
Prince Edward Jsland government is in
search of the unearned increment. The
government expects to get $30,000 out of
this tax, §2,500 out of the levy on commer-
cial travellers, $200 from telegraph compan-
ies, $400 from banks, §1000 from insurance
companies, $8000 from poll tax, and $8000
from the income tax. These are new taxes.

Sensitiveness of Children.

In our visits in ‘many places and in many
families we have perhups observed mnothing
more with regret than the want of apprecia-
tion which prevails toward the sensitiveness
of little children. As a rule we find them,
even in what would he termed well regulated
homes, treated as though they had no feel-
iugs whatever, no tender little hearts and
no trials and disappointments worth consid-
ering. Nor do many of the kindest of par-
ents consider how surely they are leaving
happy or unhappy impressions, by their con-
duct on the minds of the little ones, which
will be indelible.

Few parents treat their children with the
courtesy they deserve and would like. Chil-
dren are ordered instead of asked to do all
sorts of things for their parents and are sel-
dom thanked for their errands or rewarded
by a kindly emile of appreciation. They are
spoken to in harsh tones; and when they re-
tort in the same way they are reproved for
impoliteness.

There is nothing truer than this— that like
begets like; thata pleasant smile and a kind-
ly tone will develop a pleasant smile and
kindly tone; that courteous, polite words
and manners from mother and father will en-
gender courteous, polite words and manners
in the children; that kindly consideration in
the trials and disappointments of children,
which to them are as great as those which
their elders are bearing, is far better than a
rude disregard of them and making light of
them, as though they were of no account.

This objectionable manner toward childpen,
which is so common, is ofttimes remembered
by them through long lives and prejudices
them toward many persons, no matter how
eminent they may be or how highly thought
of in society.

The Education of our Girls.

The education of a girl resolves itsel} to a
simple basis after all. Woman’s progress
may, in the minds of some, have seemed to
make it more complex, and confusion can
enter into the question if a mother allows
herself to listen to the proclaimers of so-call-
ed “advanced ideas.”

We will be led into the mistake of calti-
vating the minds at the expense of the heart
if we allow ourselves to be g0 led. But the
error is a cruel one—painfully so to the girl
who is led, unknowingly, into it. Butif we
permit our common sense to rule, the problem
solves itself. We donot want our daughters
to be encyclop®dias, but true, womanly wo-
men. The first we can buy; the latter we
cannot.

Let us first look after the physical devel-
opment of our girls, teaching them that good
health outweighs all things. Let them un-
derstand the human mechanism, hiding
nothing.

Teach by example as well as by precept,
the value of outdoor exercise. Then " begin
mental development, giving her the benefit
of the largest educational advantages within
your powers, insisting, however, that her
studies shall be those likely to be of greatest
usefulness in after life. Let her siudy not
up to her fullest capacity, but just a little
this side of it. A margin of unspent power
is a tremendous force to a woman.

Then if our schools and colleges shall con-
tinae to neglect the teaching of household
economics, keep your daughter close to you
at home for a year at least or longer if neces-
sary. With her mind free from mental stud-
ies, teach her the rudiments of the home,
hiding not the kitchen utensils, as you show
her the dainty china. Make of her an all-
round good home-builder and housekeeper,
hold up before her the one great truth that
a woman is always most satisfactory to her-

; self when she is a woman, and most beautiful

to others when she is womanly. Let her
know what it means to be a wife and a
mother.

A cuap of cold boiled rice added to any
griddle cakes or muffins makes them lighter
and more wholesome.

Keep a peck or more of lime in an open
keg in the celler to absorb the moisture.

Dark calicoes are best washed in water in
which bran has been boiled—a quart of bran
in a loose bag to a gallon of water.

Some housewives say that the colors of
cotton fabrics will become *“set ” if salt and
water are employed, three gills of salt to 4
quarts of water, The calico is dropped in
the water while hot, and there remains un-
til it is cold.

A roasted or boiled lemon, filled while hot
with sugar and eaten, still hot, just before
retiring, will often break up a cold.
