HINYS FOR THE SEASON.

FLOWER GARDEX AND PLEASURE GROUND.

The remarkably hot and dry season wo
have had all over the Union, has been
singularly unpropivous for fall flowers.
Duahlias came into bloom early, and in
September when wo should have had
beauty, found nothing bot dried heads

-
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and green leaves, The Gladiolus, how-
ever, has done remarkably well. This
flower is becoming deservedly popular in
Aanerican gardening.  Seedlings have be-
come 50 numerous, that first-cluss varie-
ties are now within the reach of every
one at moderate prices. The raising of
seedlings is also a very intersting opera-
tion. livery onc may have some mnew
variety of his own in this way, superior,’
perhaps, to any of his neighbors. The
hwt weather was, however, very bard on
other flowers. :

Fall Roses were simply “nowhere,"—
and the Chrysanthemum which makes the
fall of the leaf so cheering, rather excites
our pity for itself. Those who have de-
pended mucli on flowering plants for the
gaiety of their gardens, have failed in
most but Geraniums and Petunias: while
those who have rather rested for their
snceess on wasses of colored levves, are
triumphant. The Coleus, Achyrunthus,
Tetranthera, Vinca yariegata, Centauress,
und similar things, haye gone the drought
glorionsly ; and we have no Joubt this
species of gardenipg will be imménsely
popular another year. 'Wo still waat
morae varipty among the class of plants.
At present, one persop’s garden is too
much a copy of another, whers the style
of massing with colored leaves prevails.
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Two very good silver-leaved plants of
this season’s introduction are Centqurea

gymnocarpa, which has leaves very much
like the old « Miller's Geranium” ( Cine-
raria maritima,) as it does not grow so
tull that, it is bettor adapted to some forms
of masses. The other is a white leaved,
woody but trailing graphalium, also called
gymnocarpum, but we suspect wrongly
named. ‘The large variegated Periwinkle
is not much in use, though not amongst
the least valaable by any means. Itisa
good season to think of these things; as
wherever this kind of gardning is to be
done, six months is little enough tc ge!
the plauts ready in. The Gununas have
done well a3 bedding plaats this summer.
In fovnier times they were grown for their
pretty leaves chiefly; but now large and
early flowered varieties have been pro-
duced, which make them showy as well as
otherwise interesting. )

Tree sceds should be either sown or
prepared for sowing in the fall. Hard
shell seeds reyuire time to softon their
coats, or they will lie over a year in the
ground. It used to be popular to mix
with boxes of sand; but uuless there be
very few seeds to a very large quantity of
cand, the heat given out though pethaps
imperceptible to us, is suflicient to gene-
rate fungus which will destroy the sced.
It is much bettor to soak the seeds in wa-
ter, and then dry just enough to keep
from moulding, and as cool as possible all
winter. Thisis a much safir plan than
sand.

There are several new “ Morning-glories’
of various colors, of which pretty groups
could be made, but as these are mostly
closed before nine o'clock, they are of no
use to city ladies; but are charmingly
sweet things for the country girls, who
always have the best of everything in
life; though not always thinking so.
These vines could be arranged on faccy
figures, according to colors, and certuinly
the effects in some parts of the ground
would be as striking as that derived from
leaf plants,

We gave some hints about flower .oots
in our Jast. 'We may again observe that
the planting of spring bulbs, tuiips, hya-
cinths, crocus, snowdrops,frittilarias, lilies,
“&e., and the transplanting of shrubs, and
division of herbaceous plants, will occupy
chief attention in October. AIl herba-
ceous plants are much better for veing
protected through winter by a covering
of dry leaves, on which a little soil is
thrown to keep the leaves from blowing
sway. Half-hardy roses and vines may
be protected in the same way. When
they are very long and slender, they are
taken down from their trellisses, and
_.colled into circles as small as may be,
without risk of breaking them, and then
the soil puton. Those things that grow
late, such as many kinds of Noisette
Roses,should have their mature top shoots
shorfered a few weeks before the protect-
inﬁ process is commenced. The wound
will then heal over, and not cause decay
of the upper portion of the shoots, as is
very often the case when they are either
cut at lying down, ornot shortened atall.

Of course, those roots that suffer by
frost should be taken up before danger.
Glaniolus, Madeira vines, Dahlias, Tube-
roses, &c., for instance.

FRUIT GARTEN.

So general has been the bountiful fruit
crop this season, that many will be induc-
ed to plant this fall in the hope of having
a continuous supply tor their fumilies for
all time to come. The question, how
shall we prepare the ground and plant?
will be a very general ouc. We feel that
the advice constantly given to subsoil and
under-drain, and manure to the extent of
hundreds of dollars per acre is too costly
to follow, and of little use after it is tak-
en. If we were going to prepare a piece
of ground for an orchard, we should ma-
nure it heavily and putin a crop of Pota-
toes ; then in October manure again
lightly and put in Rye. On this, in
April, we should sow Red Clover. The
Rye off, we should then consider it ready
to plant trees. For Apples, Pears, Plums
or Cherries, we should mark out the rows
teu feet apart, and for the trees ten feet
from each_other. This will be twice as
thick as they will be required when fully
grown, but they grow much better when
thick together; and they will bear more

The dwarfer fruit tree we would plant
on the same system, but six instead of ten
feot apart. Few soilsare oo wet for fruit
trees. Only in wet soils plant o2 the sur-
face, and throw up the earth over them
from between so as to make a ditch or
furrcw to carry away the surface water.
On the plan of annual surfuce dressings
which we have outlined, the feeding roos
will thus always keep above the level of
standing water; and when they can do
this, it will not hurt the trees though the
tap roots are emersed in water for half
the year.

GREENHOUSE.

‘The taste for cut flowers is considera-
ably increasing, and one of the greatest
demauds on a greenhouse in winter, is
from the best balf of the head of the
hausehold for room and table decorations.
Beautiful specimen plsuts are not so high-
Iy valued as those which will afford plenty
of bloom for cntting. The varicus kinds
of Zonale Geraniums are very good for
this purpose: Bouvardia leianth, Calla
Ethiopica, Cestrum aurantiacum, Habro-

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thamnus clegans, Chorozema varium, Chi-
vese Primnroses. especially the double
white, Daphue indica, Poinsettn pulcher-
vima, Luphorbia splondens, leliotrope,
Minnonotte. Sweet Alyssum, Catalonian
jnsmine, Yellow Susmine, Maherniz erdo-
rata, Stevin serratta, Violets, Roses, Ci-
nerarvias and Brompton stocks. Tube-
roses that flower late may be carefully
taken up and potted, and will lagt till over
Christmas ; aud many things may botaken
out of the ground and slightly forced.
The common white Lily is good for this
purpose, also Deutzins, Philadelphuses,
and Tamarix. ‘Che common green Evony-
mus japonicus. is also worth potting to
mike 2 lively green for mixing with other
things.

In taking up things from the ground
for potting, care should be taken to b ve
the pots well drained, with picces of | ¢~
sherd over the liole. The more rapidly
water passes through the soil the better
vlants will grow. Pots conld be made
witout holes, aud the water would all go
through the porous sides in time; but that
is to slow a way, so we make 2 hole to
admit of its more rapid escape, and we
place the broken pots over the hole to
mnke a vacum, which assists the objects
of the whole. Invery small pots, or with
plants which have strong enough roots to
rapidly absorbe all the moisture they get,
and speedly ask for more, “ crocking” is
not necessary.

There are but few things in the green-
house that will require special treatment
at this time, Camellias and Azaleas, as
they cease to grow, will require less water;
but it is now so well kaown that moisture
is favorable to growth. and comparative
dryness favorable to flowering, that we
nezd do more than refer to the fact.

Bulbs for flowering in pots should be
placed at on_e. TFour or five inch pots
are suitable. One ITyacinth and about
three Tulips are sufficient fo- each.
After potting, plunge the pots over their
rims in sund under the greehouse stage,
letting them remain there until the pots
tinve become well filled with roots, before
bringing them on to the shelves to force.

VEGETABLE GARDEN.

Lettuces sown last month will now be
lTarge erough to set out for permanent
growth. A comamon hotbed frame, set on
a bed of leaves or spent stable-manure,
will enable one to enjoy delicicus salid all
through the latter part of winter, wheve
rufficient protection against severe frosts
can be secured. In this division of our
Hints, it is more of un object to preserve
them through the winter for the purpose
of setting out in the open air in spring.
In the warmer States this can be readily
effected by their heing set out in the opea
air in a sheltered place, Here in Penn-
sylvania they cften do very well by hav-
ing the'ground thrown into ridges about

six itclies deep, running east und west,
and the plunts set out on the northern
sides. They havo a little straw thrown
over them in severe weather, and get
through the winter admirably, heading
early in sprivg. Tho Early York Cab-
hage is extensively grown the same
way. Where the climato is too severe to
ullow of this they must be put uider cover
of shutters, ns before described in our
Hints,

Czbhages can bo preserved in such a
cellar, though most prefer them iu the
opuen air.  One way is to pack them close-
ly together with their roots upperinost,
and then cover them with soil. on whi. h
straw or litter is thrown to keep them

from freezing, By being packed this way,

the water cannot get into their hearts,
which s oue of thecuuses of their rotting.
Where plenty of boards can be had, they
may be packed with their heads upper-
n;ost, and the rain kept off by the materi-
al.

Brocoli and Endive may bo taken up
with balls of earth, and set in cool cellars
closely together, and they will grow suffi-
ciently—the former to produce good head,
and the latter to blanch beautifully all
tirrough the winter.

Aspuragus beds should be cleaned, by
having the old stems cut off and the soils
from the alley ways dug out end thrown
over beds. It keeps the frost from the
roots, and thus permits them to grow and
lay up matter all winter for next spring’s
growth. Very early mn spring the soil
should be raked back into the alleys, so
as to leave the roots but a few inches
under the soil, as the nearer they are then
to the sun’s rays the earlier will the crop
be.
Celery must have continusd attention
to blanching as it grows, care beiug exer-
cised to prevent the soil from entering the
heart.  Where very, fine results are de-
sired, the plants should be protected from
carly severe frosts, so as to cnable the
plants *v grow without injury as long as
possible.

Roots of most kinds, such as Carrots,
Beets, ctc., should he taken up before tho
frost is severe. They all keep best packed
in sand in the open air, but it is too in-
convenient to get at them in winter ; henco
cellars are employed to preserve them in.
Cellars for this purpose should be eool,
say with temperature of about 457, and
not alldry. It isnot meant that it should
be damp, as the roots will become rotten,
but it must be moist enough to prevent
shrivelling.

However, if any protection can be given
50 a5 to enable one to get at tha pit in
frosty weather, most things keep better
so than in any way. Celery keeps very
well packed in earth so that the frost does
not got atit; but it must be laid with the
taps sloping, so that the water may be
kept out of the heart.

EXHIBITION OF TIIE YARMOUTH
COUNTY AGRICULTURAL
SOCIETY.

Abridged from the Yarmouth Herald,

The third annual Lxhibition of the
County Agricultural Society was held on
the Parade Ground and in the Court
Housc, on ‘Thursdry, Gth inst, with so
marked an advance, and so decided a sue-
cess, that it may Le assumed this year
closes the initial era, and that within one
or two years at most the Society will be
in possession of & permagent suitable lo-
cation, buildings, &e.

The fineness of the duy conirmed the
fitness of the season, first week ia Oct.,
for an Exhibition iu this County.

The increase in members for 1870, ouo
hundred and seventy-three (178), against
one hundred nnd fifty-six (156) in 1869,
does not measure the increase in entries,
901 against 413, or in attendance. Al-
though but few entries from outside the
Couuty, the wide publicity given to the
Exhibition through the Herald, brought
many visitors from at least the adjoining
Counties, and probably aided much in the
more liberal contributions to the Exhibi-
tion, though this must be mainlyattributed
to the increased Premium list. When
this can be quadrupled, we may count
upon an annual attendance, that will not
only pay preminms and expeuses, but will
provide a fund for a permanent founda-
tion, without which no Society can expect
lnsting prosperity. Indeed the attend-
ance at the Exhibition could not have
been incressed witliout inconvenience and
discomfort; the Court House would not
accommodate all who sought admission.
The small fee of 12% cents realized
8114.051 showing paid entrants 912, the
odd 54 cents probably having beea tender-
ed to the kind-hearted doorkecper by some
impecurious urchin, who was peraitted to
have that much worth of the show.

“Open to the Province,” brought few
contributions from other Counties, the
small premiuins not counterbalancing cost
and difficulties of traunsit, nor can there
be much ndvance in this respect short of
the extension of the railroad.

The Secrejary desircs to record his
obligations to Mr, W, H Mocdy, Jr., for
efficient assistance in making up books
and premium sheets, and to Mr. Loran
E. Baker for filling the oflice of Treasurer.

It may uot be amiss to record, for
reference and amendwment, our short-
comings :

In an Exhibition, covering only ure
day, everything should be on the ground
by 8 A, with all the Committee in at-
tendance ; one hour would suflice for ar-
rangement, and another would be ample
for the award of premiums and affixing
of tickets, if Committees wore protected
from interruption and intrusion ; by 10 A.
a1, everything would be ready for the ad-
mission of the public; books could then
be made up, preminms announced it de-
sirable, aud paid out, with abundant time
for g leisurely enjoyment of the day. If
members of the Sociaty had observed the
requirerents of the premium list,and had
exercised a little common sense, all this
would not have so occurred on Thursday.
Fully one-half the entries were made
after Tuesday, not a few considered it
unnecessary to make any entry atall, but
came upon the ground with their Stock,
&c., even as late a3 10 AM. The con-
stant application for numbers leads me to
reiterate thata premium list wes addressed
and delivered to each mewmber of the So-
ciety several monihs ago, with the num-
ber written upon it ; this has been so ad-
viced in frequent notices in the Herald.

The Secretary offers to those who can-
not get hold of and keep hold of their
numbers, a few expedients for future use :
Next year when you get a premium list,
do not put it in the Bible, but inside the
elock door, where you will be likely to
see it again; enter the number in your

ocket beok, write it on the lining of your
09ty serateh it with a graver on your
watch case, or with quartz on a window-
pane, mark it with a macking pot brush
~n the barn door, chalk it behind the
cow’s linter, cut it with scissors on the
horse’s rump, paint it on the sheep, punch
it in the pig’s ear, burn it into the dog
with a poker, poncil it on the office door,
cut it into any smooth ba-ked tree, prick-
punchit into the crowbar cut with a stone
chisel on any fast rock about the premises,
prick it into your arm with India ink,
stitch with coloured thread on your shirt
tails, or write with indelihle penci! or ink
on collar or neckband, drive it into the

sole of your boots with brass shoe nails, |

drill tho figures in your garden and sow
seed of some slow grower, or trench and
set dwarf box, or puste figures on growing
apples.  Aunything is better than uot
kuowing your number at 10 o'clock on
Lxhibition day, and as regards tickets,
each should provide his own, suitable for
the article to bo lnbelled—what would do
very well for a delieate piece of em-
broidery,a painting, or n jar of preserves,
would not bo likely to answer for a Bull
or Boar. Moreover, write figures plain-
ly, and if not able to do it well yoursolf,
et it done for you, In making up the
books, it was found that o prize for fat
oxen was awarded to the Rov. John Roy
Campbell; this was not more probable
than that the Rev. gentleman had gone
to reinstate the Pope. On investigation,
it was found that No. 28 had failed to top
his 8 properly, the Committee entering
26 ; others failcd to put tails to their 9s,
or arms to their 3s, and so on, all which
makes & great deal of necdless work and
errors, unavoidable on the part of Com-
mittees and Secretary. DMembers will
thus interpret any orrors that may re-
main in premium list now published;
these will be amended so far as may be
possible.

The provision made for securing order
and protection to property, remedies much
that has been amiss in previous years,still
there were frequent small transgressions ;
every member of the Society should con-
stitute himself a police coustable for the
day, authoritatively interfering at once, to
prevent nibbling cf cheese, gouging of
butter, punching of pigs, or poking of
poultry, or in short, any touching or haud-
ling by visitors, whatever, except late in
the day, in the capacity of customers; if
necessary, call any of the special police-
men who are in attendauce; one or two
incarcerations would ensure peace here-
after.

To the single Committee man, who had
the courtesy to send a written uotice of
his inability to be present, the Secretary
tenders his thanks ; to those who left their
places to be filled at 10 o'clock hurriedly
and perhaps inefficiently, the suggestion is
offered that this sinall attention is due to
the Society and to the Public.

In the reports of the several Commit-
tees, as great advance upon last year will
be apparent as in the Exhibition itself, the
Secretary aims only at a hurried and im-
perfect record of hints for amendment,
that may be of use to the Society, and to
his successor, for with the winding up of
the business of the year, he proposes to
decline re-election to the offices of Secre-
tary and Creasurer, under the conviction
that t'ie Society has now eulisted a sup-
port, that will at once place it upon a
platform, whero it will nced many zeal-

ous, able and willing co-operatiors for suc-

“ In the awards, the Committee have been
guided, not 20 much by any one particular
good point, as by the general good qualities
which the difievent animals possess, which
would be deemed vequisite for general apri-
cultural purposes. g\'o are happy to state
that the show of horses has been very much
in advance of that of any previous year, the
whole number of all kuds entered being
forty-one, (41) against twenty (20) in 1868
and 1869,  Of these by far the best show was
in Geldingy, nine of which were enteored, all
zood serviceable horses, and some of them
superior. We cannot say so much for the
Mares as a class.  With o few exeeptions, the
fourteen Mares entered are not up to the
standard that could be wished for ag breeders,
from which to raise superior colts. To this
cause may be attmbuted the limited number
of colts entered, but fourteen of all grades,
none of which were superior, though some
possessed good points. We would recommend
thas more attention be paid by stock grow-
ery, to the quality fand breed, both of Mares
and Stallions.”

We find details of the Exbibition in
the Chignecto Post. but can only make
room for a few of the particulars given
by the correspondent of that paper:

In
my last letter, 1 said nothing about the show
of Stock. The show of Stock for the Pro-
vinee might have been better, still it shows
decided_improvement over provious cxhibi-
tions. Possibly the difliculty experienced in
the transportation of live stock, militates
much against an_ Exhibition. Mr. Robert
Gray, of the St. John river, had a fine hend
of Ayrshires; and Hugh McMonagle, Esq.,
of Sussex, had a handsome herd of pure breeds.
Mr. George Dobson, of Sussex, exhibited
oxen girting over 8 ft. I think they came
originally from Westmorland. In the depart-
ment of Swine, there ave some splendid spe-
cimens. From the show here of Berkshiva
and other imported stock, it is evident our
farmers have their eyes opened as to the value
of good breeds.

THE TORONTO EXHIBITION.

The twenty-fitth Annnal Exhibition of
the Province of Ontario was held at To-
ronto during the week commencing 3rd
October, The Fair Grounds consist of
u flat piece of low-lying land ahout two
miles from the centre of the city, on the
line of the Western railroads. The Fair
week was preceded by wet weather, and
tho Fair-goers had therefore a lively ve-
vival of the old tradition -of “ Muddy
Little York,” as ‘Coronto used to be call-
ed before it was a city. Notwithstand-
ing the mud and mire, the grounds were
comparatively comfortable for visitors, as
nearly every point could be reached by
board walks and ciossings. The repor-
ters of the Toronto rewspapers displayed
much alacrity and judgment in acquaint-
ing the public, fromn day to day, of the
points of interest to be sought in ihe
Exhibition, and the following notes are
selected chiefly from the reports of the
Globe :—

HORSES.

The show of heavy draught horses has
never been excelled at any previous Ex-
hibition held in this Province, and the
turn out of to-day, both as regards excel-
lence and numbers, amply testifies to the
fact that Western Canada possesses the
finest heavy draught horses to be met
with on tho continent of America. Of

late years breeders have beeu stimalated
by the lurgo prices realized for horses for
the New York and other markets. A
great many of the horses shown have
been imported from England and Scol-
Inud, and Canadian enterpriso has always
secured the best specimens. In the class
for stallions, four yeurs old ard upwards,
there are tweive entries, and nine of
these are imported.  Mr. Kemp, of Wes-
ton, again exhibits the beautiful hay
horse, * England’s Glory,” one of the
finest horses of his breed. Ho is the
winuer of several first prizes at the Pro-
vincinl Shows, and nlthough only five
years old, he weighs upwards of twenty-
one hundred pounds.  Mr. Robert Ferris
of Richmond, shows his four year old
lhorse that gained tho first prize at Lon-
don last season.  « Sir Walter Scott,” the
property of Mr. Porter, of Darlington, is
again on the grounds. Mr. Buckland, of
Guelpk, shows a very fine young horse,
bred by Mr. Wilson, of Bayham Ilall,
Suffolk, England. We believe the show
of aged stallions caunot be surpassed at
any exhibition in Britain.

There are eight competitors in the
three-year old class. Mr. Jas. Lawrie,
Scarboro, shows his two import edhorses,
“Tinto” and * Farmer's Fancy.” They
are both fine specimens of the Clydesdale,
and were bred by that well-known
breeder, Mr. Muir, of Hardington Maiuns,
Lanarkshire, Scotlaud. Mr. Kitchen, of
Whitby, shows a very fine Canadian bred
horse, equal to many of the imported
ones.

There are twelve two-year old stallions
shown. Ar. Duncan BMcConnachie ex-
hibits his grey colt, that gained the first
prize us.& yearling. IHe isa very fine
young horse of perfect symmetry. One
of the finest young horses at the exhibi-
tion is the two-year old colt, the property
of Mr Ferris, und imported two weeks
ago from Scotland. This colt is one ot
the best ever imported iuto this country.
He gained the second prize at the High-
land Agricultural Show, in July last, and
he is likely to be placed in the firss posi-
tion here. Dlr. Simon Beattie exhibitsa
very stylish colt, bred by Jjoseph Hope,
of Cumberland, England. Dr. Joseph
Beith, of Clarke, Mr. McFarlane, of
Pickering, and Mr. Morrison, show very
good horses.

Of yearling colts there are five entries.
Fourteen fillins are exhibited, five three-
year olds, six two-year olds, and three
yearlings. Mr. Jeffry, Whitby, shows a
filly by Conqueror that is likely to be
placed first in her class. BIr. Davidson,
of Pickeriog, has his filly that gained the
second prize at London, and Mr. Neal
"Taylor is again present with the filly that
gained the first prize as a yearling last
season. In this class the well-known
breeder of horses, Mr. Beith, of Darling-
ton, is also an exhibite:. :

Thero are twelve brood mares oxhi-
bited. Mr. McConnachio shows two,
both bred by exhibitor, cue of them is n
superior animal, and will be hard to beat.
Mr. Beith, Mr. Davidson, and Mr. Craw-
ford, also exhibits excellent mares,

In section ten, Mr. Homirio, of To-
tonto, shows a pair of handsome grays,
and Mr. Simon Beattie a pair of imported
Suffolk mares, five year olds—their com-
bined weight being upwards of thirty-
four hundred pounds. D, McLean, York,
and Morrison, Scarboro’, also show very
fine teams.

CATTLE.

‘The Board of Agriculture have issued
a catalogue of the entries of all the stock,
cach ono with its name and pumber aud
owner’s name, but in the cattle classes
very fow exhibitors have their unimals in
the proper stalls ussigned to them, thoso
who bave several head preferring to keep
thein as much as possible together for
convenience in feeding and attendance.
This makes it rather ditficult to get much
information concerning them by reference
to the catalogue ouly : nevertheless, it is
a great assistance.

SHORT MORNS.

The absence of the fine herds of M,
H. Cochrane and Geo. Miller, both of
whom have many entries on the list, de-
tracts somewhat from the quality of stock
shown in this class, and many stalls are
empty or occupied by animals brought
rather for sale than show. Yet, on the
whole, this cluss has never Leen surpass-
ed as rogards quality at any previous ex-
hibition. A fsw more came in to-day,
but none from promivent breeders.—
Noticeable among them is a roan bull, in
the aged section, owned by J. and W.
Thompson, of Nepeas, Carlton Co.,
uamed * Ontario John.” He is a fellow
of immense size, the largest animal of
the kind that has yet been seen at any
exhi'ition. Jno. Miller’s yearling roan
bull “Koscinsko,” recently imported from
Kentucky, and bred by G. BL Redford,
attracts much attention for his beauty and
high quality. His bull “Fawsley Chief,”
imported from Eugland last year, is alsg
shown, and appears much improved in
form and appearance. Good judges pro-
nounce him the hest animal in the shorp
horn bull classes on the ground. .

J. 8. Thompson, Whitby, shows a fine
roan heifer in the two years class—
“ Minnie Annandale”-—recently imported
from Scotland.

DEVONS.

The absence of the herds of thoss
noted Western brecders, Pincombe &
Poters, makes this class a small one com-
pared with former years. Still.there are
some good animals shown, most of them
coming from the counties of Durham,
‘Wellington and Frontenac. '
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AYRSHIRES.

This class is better filled, and contains
finer animals than ever has before occur-
red. The hords ot James Lawrie aud J.
P. Wheeler, of Scarboro’; Thos. Grey,
Oshawa; W. C. Wright, Cobourg ; aud
Thos. Thompson, WiTliamshurg. are out
in strong force. ‘Thos. Thompson shows
four imported from Scotland this fall,
viz,, bulls ¢ Crown Prince™ and “High-
Jand Chief,” and cows “ Aunie” and
“ Diamond,” the last bred by his Gruce.
the Duke of Buccleugh and Queensberry.

THE GRADES,

Though not as numerous ns usunl, are of
a very high character of excellence, al}
of them being the product of crosses of
shurt-horn bulls on nutive stock, aund
many baving a very large proportion of
short-horn blood in their veins. The cow
classes contain some really fine specimons
of milch cows, such as are needed in
dairy districts; and in fact with the in-
troduction of good short-horn bulls into
every loeality it should be the aim of the
farmer to cross on his common stock all
he can.

Of fat cattle and working oxen there
are quite s number of entries, but very
few of the animals had been brought in,
probubly because the 'stalls set apart for
them were in & wet spot, and not boarded
at the bottom.

SHEEP.

The sheep pens continue in the same
deplorable condition, nud up to a late
hour of the day remained comparatively
tenantless, A few of the animals who
should have ocenpied them might be seen
wandering at large in different parts of
the ground. Towards evening, however,
the pens were begipning to fill in some
measure; but judging by the catalogue
and actual arrivals, there will probably
be a fulling off, numerically, in this de-
partment of Exhibition.

F. W. Stone has two Cotswold shear-
ling rams that only arrived from England
ten days ago. They were bred by W,
Cothier, Esq., of Middle Acton, Glouces-
tershire. ‘Though not Isrge sheep, they
are the finest in guality sud symmetry
that have yet come out, and their wool is
of particularly good quality. Probably
when the judging takes place the scat-
tered members of this department of the
Exhibition will be brought together, and
we shall be able to give a better account
of them.

SWINE.

Under favourable circumstances thsre
is little doubt but that the show of pigs
this year would have been superior in
nnmbers, a8 well -as quality, to that of
precediog exhibitions, but the miserable
weather and the wretched condition of
the pens has deterred many of the best
and most enterprising breeders from

sending their pigs to the grounds, Con-
sequently, though in most vi the classes
the number of entries excceds that of
Inat year, a very largo proportion of the
pens are empty, and the actunl show is
numerically small.  The only class in
which the entries show a falling off is iu
that for lnrge breeds, and this is neithera
matter of smprise nor of vegret, for
though undoubtediy the larger varieties
have their use. especially for purposes of
crossing, and should not, theretore, Lo
altogether neglected, yet for general
utility, of eurly wmaturity, thrift and
eronomy in feeding and delicacy of flesh,
there can be no fuestion but that tho
smaller breeds ave the most desirable.
They are more easily managed, command
a readier sale in the market, nt will at
a very early age attain weights the most
convenient for the general consumer,
giving the farmer a quicker return and a
larger increase in  proportion to the
amount of food than the masmmoths of
the family, That this opmion is preva-
lent wonld appear from the very few
representatives of the large breeds to be
met with at the present exhibition, while
in all the smaller varieties, thou gh from:
causes already explained the show is
small, the eatries are increased.

In the class of improved Berkshires
there is the largest competition, and
many animals of very great merit were
on the ground. DMost noticeable among
these were two splendid imported boars,
ona the property of Mr. George Roach,
of ITamilton, the ather of Mr. John Snell
of Edmonton. The first of them is 13
months old, squarely bailt, with suflicient
length, a good head and line skin, aud
altogether an excellent type for the
breeder. Mr. Snell’s importation is a
little younger, nnd perhaps of rather
larger frame. Both are extremely valua-
ble acquisitions to the country. Among
the sows in the same class aro three im-
portations that arrest the admiration of
every visitor. ‘They are the property of
Mr. Miller. of Pickering. and constituted
a prize pen at the lute Oxford Show of
the Royal Society of Eugland. They
are ninc months old. evidently of the
same litter, though one of them, exhi-
bited by herself in another section, seemns
to carry the palm for all the best qualities
of this favourite variety. It certainly
would not be easy to fiud & better model
of porcine excellence. Apparently, they
are as gontle and almost Jomestic in dis-
position as they are symmetrical in form,

Mr. George Roach exhibits some beau-
tiful anireals in the same section, though
we understand that he withheld some of
his best stock cn account of tho condition
of the pens. Cther exhibitors, whose
names bhave on former occasions been
found on the prize List, have again con-
tributed to this very meritorious cluss.

Another breed which is unusually well

represented is the EFssex, of which ther
are purer specimiens than wo ever re
member to have seen at any Provineia
Exhibition. Here agnin Mr, Roach i
pre-eminent; and his imported specimens
us well ns the progeny of former impor
tations, nre admirably adapted to display
points of this choice breed, and to ronde
it  favorito on this side of the Atlantic
Amongst the uged boars Mr. Rouch ex
hibits the swre of some of his best stock. :
noble unimal two yeurs and eight month
old, imported from England in 1868.~
1Ie also shows a number of younger ones
that bid tair to rival their parent in ex
cellence. Awong the females ot thi
breed Mr. Roach shows o ten mouth's ol
sow, that is without exceptiou the pret
tiest animal of the kind that we hav
seen. As in all good pigs the bead i
remarkubly small, the suout short, th
legs short and fine, the body squavely an
compuctly built, with the back broad s
as to give it the character known a
« tatle-back,” making altogether o perfec
study for the breeder. A number o
younger sows of tho same breed, show
by this enterprising exhibitor, give pro-
mise of rare excellence. They were all
in prime condition and benutifully clean,
Mr. McCrae, of Guelph, is also a promi-
uent exhibitor of this variety, and shows
oad specitens.

The Suffolks are another good class,
con aining some very choice animals.
Here also Mr. Roach has the lion'’s share
of enterprise and honour. lle shows
largely in every section, some of the ani-
mals being importations of 1868, or the
present year. Among such a number of
first class animals it is not easy to select
the choicest; but & 10-mounths bour and
a 10-months sow took our funcy as much
as any of the lot. Messrs. Featherstone,
of ‘Toronto Township, and Main, of Tra-
falgar, are also raeritorious exhibitors in
this class,

Of other small breeds, or rather mixed
vavieties and crosse of no particular breed,
there is a miscellancous collection, with
a few animals of merit among them.
Altogether the show of auimals in this
class of stock, notwiths'anding the serious
drawbacks of the wretched accommuda-
tion, gives evidence of marked.improve-
ment, which is, no doubt, chiefly due to
the enterprise of those breeders who have
imported good blood from Great Britain.
There was not a single example of the
White Chiester breed on the grounds.

IMPLEMENTS.

No branch of the exhibition suffered
more from the bad weather than the im-
plements department. The contmued
rain of Monday made exhibitors afraid to
bring their machines upon the ground, and
in many cases we fuited to find the ewner
or attendant of such a3 were on view.
Many of the implements bad not even u
ticket sttached, and we frequently re-
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turned in the vain hope of finding sume
guido i our perplexity,  From snch
causes s these, the teport of this inter-
esting departmeant will bo bricfer and less
fiished than wo could have wishal, The
fiest articles, and prouably these of moust
importauce, are the steam engines, They

MUWING MACHINES, EIC.

In mowing wachines and reapers there
was au bmmense show, all excellent in
| their way, and all claiming something
pecaliar as adupted for various kinds of
work.  Some reapers were splendid
samples of uatomutic work, especially
those with sclf-rakers, which were so
completely under the control of the driver
that he could make a sheaf of any given
size all day long.  The labour-saving of
these machines wust be immeuse at the
present high price of labour,
RAKES AND PITCH-FORKS.

In hovse rakes there was a good show,
and several vavicties; those with steel
spring tecth seemed to be the favourites
generally, as less likely to get out of re-
pair.

The horse pitch-fork, for unloading un-
bound grain and hay, and conveying it to
any part of the barn on overhead rail-
ways, was very much visited—those who
had for years used the old plan being
strongly interested in the new, and those
who had derived the benefit from the
improvement universally approving of
the implement.

THRESHING JACHINES.

We next come to the horse power
threshing machine and separator, and
here there was a splendid show, with, as
usual, many cldimants for various im-
| provements. That which seemed special-

Iy to please the public was a mest excel-
l lent adaptation of the separator to the
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horse-power, whereby the one can be
used in any position relative to the other,
not necessurily, as heretofore, confined to
a right angle jor parallel position. This
impruvement was due to Messrs. Medcalf
ot ‘Loronio, and we have no doubt will
prove of . nmense utility and conveuience.

OTHER IMPLEMENTS.

In potato diggers there were several
shown, one in particular that claimed to
possess the power of digging and clean-
ing the potatees, aud having them all
picked up and in a box, and, moreover,
thus effectually operating on three acres
each day.

There were three stump extractors on
the ground, two screws and one lever.
All had their admirers, and if the size of
the chains used is uny guide, their
strength at a pull must be immense.

In straw cutters the show was certainly
-most excellent; maoy kiands were heavy
aud strong—strong enough to cut not
only the straw, but apparently also the
fork used to handle it with. Some exhi-
bitors claim that any small stick that by
accident may get into it affords no im-
pediment whatever, so fur as preakage is
concerned. .

T'here are several smut machines, of
excellent construction, and inuch was
claimed for their performances.

The grain-cracker and corn and cob
grinder was much approved of geunerally
as awong the most useful implements the
farmer could possess.

‘T'he elaborate clover-cleaning machines
are so far in advance of former exhibi-
tions as scarcely to be recogunized us an
effect of the original conception.

There were several cider mills and
presses, and visions of cider and excel-
lent aud palatable drinks were manifestly
in the miuds of the many spuctators.

WAGGONS AND SLEIGHS.

The two-horse team waggons, with
spring market waggons, were in great
force, and numbers of excellent articles
were on exhibition. One cart also, such
as is used for light purposes, was shown.

In farm sleighs there was little shown,
with one exception, which consisted of a
combined sleigh, with wheels so arranged
that if at any portion of 2 jourucy snow
should fail, nothing more was required
than to bear down on a haudle, and the
wheuls did the work, to be again raised
in their turn if the sleighing was again
good.

BRICK-MAKING MACHINES.

There were two brick-muaking ma-
chines on the ground, one in actual work,
and it certainly turned out an excellent
article with rapidity; the other was not
tricd at that time, and was only a hand
machine, whereas the first named was
driven by power aLd nresszd every brick
in its turn.

DITCHING MACHINE.

"The draining or ditching machire was
much thought of—hitherto the digging
of the trench for the tiles has beeu a
great expense, but with the machine
there scems to be no doubt that drainiug
can be done wholesale and at small cost.

ARCHITECTURAL.

John Dennis shows a barn of new con-
struction, the object being to dispeuse
with the ordinary heavy timber used, and
to.substitute that of a very much lighter
description. The principal feature of its
construction scems to be that of first
building 2 small barn with exceedingly
light timber, and using all the well known
strength derived from additional long
braces. When this centre crection is
completed similar additions are made all
round the first, and uttacbed to it thereis
also a horse power of the old cheap
“finger and thumb™ motion, said to be
strong enough for eight horse power,
which drives a threshiog and uunloading
machine for hay and loose grain when
unbound. ‘The grain is delivered on a
transverse railway arrauged in the roof,
which conveys its load to any prrt as re-
quired, and on itsarrival at any one given
point automatically delivers its load aud
returns for another. The aew principle
here developed and used consists of round
2 in. holes being bored, and squaro 2 juch
hardwood pins driven into the piece that
would ordinarily be morticed ; the other
end of the square pins is again inserted
into the piece that ordinarily weuld be
tenoned, and through each end of this
square pin, where the two surfaces of the
part of the timber to be joined are
brought together, smaller pins of about §
of an inch in diameter are driven across,
with a Httle « draw-bore,” as it is called,
which effectually brings all parts into
close contact. It will be seen that by
this means small hardwood tenons are
virtually substituted for the ordinary pin,
and can be therefore made much lighter.

GRAIN.

Tu spite of adverse harvest weather
and the various troubles and difficulties
that croakers are ant. to bemoau so woe-
fully, the appearance of the frain at the
present exhibition affords abundunt evi-
dence that, in scctions of the country
widely spread, the quality of the crop
has been better than usual. The samples
of all the cereals, but especially of wheat
and oats, arc finer than we have seen
them for several years; and in some in-
stances there was an evenrness of excel-
lence that rendered it a matter of no
small difficuity for the Judges to award
the premiums. For the Canada Com-
pany’s prize of $100 thero were more
than the usual number of competitors, but
the honour was awarded to Jus. MeNair,
of Vaughan, for a remarkably good sam-
plo of Deihl wheat, heavy, plump, and

even. The second prize of $50, given by
the Association, was gained by John
Cullis, of Hamilton Lownship, for 25
bushels of Soutes wheat, and the vurd to
Joseph Freeman, of Flambore, for the
same quantity of the Deibl vanery.—
‘T'he flrst prize for the best two bushels
of white winter wheat was to Joseph
Redwmond, of Otonabed, and the second to
W. Taylor, of Pickering. The last-named
exhibitor also secured the first prize for
red winter wheat, and W. Gram, of Pus-
linch, obtuined the second.

For the four bushels of spring wheat
(any variety), John Hauna, of Mauvers,
obtained the prize of $30 given by
Messrs. Cook & Robertsou.

‘The sumples of Fife wheat were par-
ticuly good, not only in the section de-
voted specially to that variety, but in the
mixed class, the Fife wheat took all the
preémiums. - The prizes did not go to any
particulur district, but weve divided over
the Proviuce in every direction, showing
that no section has been specially favour-
ed i the season.

There were some excellent samples of
barley, many of which, in spite of the
pervading wet weather, were not only
plump and well filled, but bright in
colour. Of the two-rowed there were
six eutries, Thomas Gibson, of Markham,
taking the first prize. ‘Lhe competition
in the six rowed variety was much
greater, aud Walter iddell, of Cobourg,
won the laurels.

There was but a small show of rye.

In oats there were a large number of
entries, and the sawples were unusually
fine. Indeed, there was scarcely a bag
of inferior ones among them. The judges
1iad much difficulty in makiog the award
—in white oats especially, which were
remarkably fing. There were also seve-
ral bags of heavy aud well-filled black
oats, the best sample of which was uu-
doubtedly shown by W. Riddel, and
gained for him the first prize.

There was Jess competition in pess,
though the samples veere good.

Indian corn was fairly represented, the
palm going to Niagara in the person of
iI. J. Brown.

Five lbales of hops were exbibited,
mostly well cured, and in prime condition.

A DOUBLE CROP OF POTATOES.

We are glad to see that z spirit of dis-
content has-ariscn among some of the
agriculturists about Windsor,—because
it hetokens progress. ‘They are not satis-
fied with having one good crop of pota-
tocs in n scason, but think that, with our
fertile soil and climate, we ought to raise
two. The following is from a correspon-
dent of the Windsor Mail:

“1 send herewith a sample of a second

growth of our common potato,~—raised during
this year, after the Chinese modo of cultiva-
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§ tion. ‘Lhe first crop was planted no earlier
than May thind, and dug fully ripened on
R July 31st. Fhe sccond evop. still growing,
8 was planted in the same hills, on August first,
—the seed havirg been previously boxed for
sprouting about a week. These are now
yielding “new” potatoes,—and as they may
I remain 1n the cround until the next month,
you can judgef there is not a fair prospect
cing fully ripe by the cnd of the
Tam not a farmer, but by careful

sent experiment, I am of opinion that our far-
mers may annnally double the production of
the potato, by adopting the Chinese system,
which involves, for the ezo crops, not above

thirty per cent. more of labor and outlay,-

than is required for the single crop now raised
under ours.  You will observe by the sample
that no early varieties have been used in my
experiment. I was led to make this attempt
from having scen the cultivaiors in north
China, under a corresponding latitude, and a
similar Isotherm to ours, habitnally practicing
it, wherever European demand has caused
the potato to he intruduced; as well as with
other crop  grain of all kingds included,—and
because my writing and lecturing on the Chi-
nese, and their Agricultore and Labor, &c.,
met with so much puble apathy as to be of
little avail. I must add that Iam by no
meane skilled in Chinere agriculture—having
only acquired a general idea of its principles
during my stay (more afloat than ashore;)
in and about that wonderful Empire. I en-
close 2 copy of 2 letter from Mr. Sampson,
the first Immigrator of Chinese Labour on
this side of our Continent. From my corres-
pondent’s testimony to the character of the
Chinese laborer, aml the example afforded of
the results, in the hands of a novice, of his un-
equalled method of cultivation, your many
readers may draw their own inferences re-
specting the desirability of an Immmigration of
the incredibly cheap, skilled Iabor of China,
to this country—at once the poorest, in po-
pulation,—antd the richest, in material re-
source,—in the whole wo rid.”

1 am sorry to say that the recent high
winds have done very much damage to
our fruit crop. The trees bearing large,
heavy apples suffered the most. 1 should
think that one-fifth, or perhaps one-fourth
of the entire apple crop was blown from
the trees,—this applies to the better and
more highly cultivated apples. Trees
bearing small natural fruit did not suffer
as mich. Our grain crop is now quite
harvested, and it is the best for some
years. Wheat good and but slightly da-
maged by the weevil ; winter wheat zood,
—JX had eleven bushels from nineteen
stooks. Qats ripened well, and are a
heavy crop. I fear we are having rather
much raiu for the good of the potato crop.
Surprise cats have done well, one half
bushel yiclding cleven bushels, weighing
44 1bs. to the bushel. Norway outs not
doing anything extra.

The hore papers for
farmers are well worth veading, and we comn-
mend the following shrewd remarks to atten-
tion :—

1 un not altogethier in sympathy with the
spirit that wises the cry of “monopoly I”
against those who ask high prices, whether
for the use of a stallion or for any thing elsc.
It the maxim Lolds good anywhere, it holds
good in farming, that * a thing is worth what
it will fereh” * Mr. Jones would like to get
the service of Mr. Brown’s horse for 810—
other people pay him §500 So, Mr. Jonces
sys Mr. Brown is a monuopolist.  Suppose
wheat was worth 85 a bushel, would Mr.
Jones sell his wheat for a dollar because it is
the work of “ monopoly” that makes bread
so high that the poor must half starve?  We
do_not reeall an’ instance of his doing this.
Ir J. thinks a good horse can be kept at less
than B.s prices, let him get 1 geod animal
and sct up an opposition.  This is the only
way that has yet been discovered by which
wices can be regulated.  The “laws of
irade” are universal, and, at least, amonyg
farmers, the Pro bono pullico spirit rarcly
does much good.  The real beacfactor of the
farming community is he who has been im-
pelied to do a good thing;—to do it as well
as it ean be dones and to keep on doing it
well, because it pays Rim to doit ;—not he who
does the same sort of thing in a tolerably
good way, and a halfiinterested way, for the
sake of the example and lesson it will be to
his “ brother farmers.”  Brother Farmer isa
very shrewd man.  He doesn’t mind seeing
fine colts, big cattle, and rousing barns, but
he is not apt to “‘go and do likewise” until
he sces where the hard-money profit comesin.
‘This principle applics to horsc breeding. I
our correspondents ean make money I)y%:ccp-
ing thorough-bred stallions, (and they cany)
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they should by all means do i, and they will
then do it as it should be done. I their chiet
motive is to benclit the community, they
woulll probably fiil to do that, and to get
their money back too.  Money, money: that
is the soul of hiorse breeding, as of every thing
else nbout the farm; and the greed for money
is grreater than all other forees in the improve-
went of the worlds agricalture. It mmpels
men to make improvements,—nearly all the
real improvements that are made,—they make
money by the operation; and when this be-
comes manifest, the whole community follows,
more or less cantiously, in their wake, and
lasting good is done.  Those who adopt «im-
- " !
proved agrirulture” for the sake of beneliting
other people rather than themselves, varely
convinee any body that the new way is the
hest, and seldom do any good.  Ifa furmer
keeps a fine horse for the sake of the general
improvement of the horses of his neighbor-
hood, he does some good of course. If he
keeps him in such a way as to make alot of
money by him, he will fmpel some neighbor
to get a £till better one to make wmore money,
and 0 on, ad infinitum. The community
gets the benefit twice over, and a new stinu-
lus is given to the raising of fine horses. 1
kaow this is not the sort of pattmg-on-the
back that is usually given to those who, from
really admirable motives, spend their money
for the advancement of agriculture, but it 15
the plin truth: and Mre. Brown does more
ultimate good to the frming counmunity
every time he pockets §50 for the serviee off
a mare by bis thorough-bred Lorse, than Mr.
Jones would do by letting an cqually good
horse stand for §5. Partly beeause M. Robin-
son is watching the resuit to see whether he
can’t afford to buy a better horse than
Brown’s, and stand him for $30, and partly
beeause the horse will be better kept and bet-
ter shown up if he is kept for profit, than if
kept for philanthiropy.”

These Reports contain the usual digest of
statistical watter colleeted by the Depart-
nent. The Japan Privet seems to be worth
looking after in Nova Scotia :—2A correspon-
dent in Chatfield, Navarro Conuty, Texas,
says: * The Japan Privet, (Ligustrum japo-
nicum, ) recommended in the annual report
of the Department of Agriculture for 1568,
will prove a inine of wealth to Texasas an
inside hedge plant.”  Its cuttings take root
as speedily as the easiest rooting willow twig.
It is almost an evergreen, retaining its folinge
nine months of the year, even after severe
frosts. It is of rapid growth, and wust not
be confounded with the common privet, (L.
vilgare,) a small-leaved and smuch inferior
plant.  He says the farmers of Texas are
better off’ than before the rebellion.  Their
1ands have donbled in value, and increased
attention is paid to introducing improved
stock and substituting better farming imple-
ments and machinery for the clumsy appli-
ances of forwer days; and the improvements
on ticir farm generally are of 2 better charac-
ter.  Inc eased attention is paid to fruits, and
even apples thrive on soils at 32%; he raised
one last ¥ear thatweighed 174 ounces, though
Tabbits and hares girdle the trees badly.
Plums succeerd admirably, ripening about the
middle of Junc. Peaches, gmpes, and all
the small fruits likewise do well..

Bartlett pears have suld the pust months o
August and September for as low as S1.5
per erate, or S2 per bushel, or 85 t0 37 e
barrel. Thisis the lowet price they hav
been known toreach for more than ten vears
Nearly all other varieties have sold corres
pondingly low. Duchesse d’Angouleme to
32 per crate, while Flemish Beauty and
Seckel have ruled lowerstill than Bartlett.

It is posible that these low prices may
cheek for ot time the rage for planting pears
which seens to have acdsen awd extended so
strongly for twvo years past. But we find se-
veral salutary lessons in this situation.  1st.
We must place less dependence upon one
exclusive variety.  2d. We must plant more
late varictics.

Nearly every farmer has hitherto planted
carly varicties, mostly Dartlett, The trees
begin to bear young, and their fruit reaches
warket about the mddle of August.  Xrom
the large number of trees planted, the pro-
duce now begins ycarl_\‘ tu pour in in over-
whelming quantities.  Sagacious cultivators
will hereafter give the Bartfett. only a medinm
place on their Jists, while the multitude of
coursy will continue to plant it as freely as
they have done the Wilson strawberry.

e often notice, on the other hand, what
a seareity of fine pears there is after Qetober
1st, and down through November and Deceme
ber.  The most successfal growers now plant
asucression of varicties, from carliest to latest,
and they geaerally find that their latest vari-
cties prove the most profitable.  The Law-
rence pear we exteem not second to the Bart-
lett, and sometimes far more profitable.  “The
Seckel is so little planted that its fruit always
will be high. The Beurre d’Anjou is one of
our finest Jate varictics, and the Beurre Clair-
geau is equally exeellent. No one can go
amiss in this short list, and of every 500 trees
we would chogse more than one-half’ Law-
renee. .

In Virginia, immense orchards of Bartlett
and Duchesse pear trees bhave been planted.
One farm alone of 300 acres possesses 100 pear
trees on every acre, and we think that for
afew years to come Vinginia Bartleuts will
become ruite as famous and as cheap as Vir-
ginia strawberries and Virginia melons.

The hclbﬁuc Raspberry s shown in at
coloured plate, and is warmly commended as
a perfectly havdy sort of high flavour:—

Qur own country has a wild Raspberry
very close to the Rubus Jdeens of Europe,
namely, the 2. strigosus,  Jt ix found all
through Canada and the Northern States, but
its chief home is along the linc of the Great
Lakes, from the Rocky Mountains to the Sea.
This is so little different from the Jubus
Tdaus of Europe, that jt is reasonable tosup-
pese they might have come from the same
stock. The chief difference as recognized
by Botanists is that the petals are shorter
than the ealyx in the American, and equal
to the calyx in the European. The other
characters are so variable that they are not
much to be depended on.  The wild fruit of
the American is rather superior to the wild
fruit of Europe.

Then we have two other spe.ies of Rasp-
berry in cultivation of Awerican origin: &
occidentalis of Linn®us, and the R. neglectus
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of Pech.  The former is well known as the
sblich cap® s, aml characterized by
snxallish pips, and a great number of them in
the berry , = berry seedy,” as the buyers say 5
the other 15 the purple fruits, of which tfu:
Catawissa, Ellisdale and perhaps the Plila-
ddphic are types. We Know that many of
our best and leading Botanists regard this
class of purple fruits. as hybrids between the
Biack Cap and the Red Raspberry, but, as
we have said, this is only an_assnmption, for
which there is no direct evidence, while the
matural law of change is against it.

Returning to the subject of the Red
Raspberries and their improvement, we see
liow closely allied are the representatives of
the two continents.  Much has been made of
the bardiness of one over the other, as a stock
{o raise scedlings from, but wo are satisfied
thero is no difference in the constitutional
character of cither in this respect.  Of the
very same brood some will be hardier and
some tenderer than others. Thus the ¢ Al
len” has been claimed by some as a seedling
of R. strigosus. “There. 15 no evidence that
thisis so.” It may or mmay not be, we cannot
tell. It is certaindy one of the hardiest of its
class, and one of the best to raise an improved
breed from.

We give in this number as a frontispicce,
the ¢ Herstine,” a scedling which we regard
as valuable chiefly on account of its deriva-
tion from the * Allen.” Tt has proved very
hardy o far, and this joined to the fact that
the plant which bore the sced grew near
some % Philadelphias,” lias led some of our
friends to suppose it a hybeid. From what we
have already said, it will be understood that
we dissent from this view. We value it en-
tirely beeause of the havdy character of its
female parent, and for its own hardiness and
the excellent quality of its fruit and hearing
habits, in which it equals at least any that
have gone before.

We will now =ay a word about the preser-
vation of 2 hardy character in the class of
Red Raspherries.  They are essentially of a
mountainous or lacustrine dispositson, henee
a cool sail is of the fust importance to thum.
It the soil is hot or dry they will assuredly
have their vitality gradually weakened, till
they become the prey of mumerous fungus pa-
rasites, and are often Gustroyed by the fint
white trosts,  If the cool soil be given them,
they will keep their leaves green and healthy
till the regular fall season arrives, when they
will be found as “ hardy as an oak,” and will
withstand an average winter protection. It
is only when vitality fails, and the leaves are
too weak to remain on during their full allor-
cd time, that protection in winter becomes
NCCESSAryY.

As to propagation, evervbody kunows how
to raise Raspherries.  Every pivee of root cut
up makes a plant. No hot bed is exsentiad,
although of course with this care more are
surer to grow,  Set out in theopen grounlin
Spring fourfifths of the roots will make good
plants. .

PRESERVING CRAB-APPLES.

nY ‘L. J. R, PIILADELPIIA,

The fruit is prepared by first cutting out
all deeayed portions; then wash clean, and
place in a kettle with suflicient water to cover
the fruit cotirely.  Have a tight-fitting 1id to
the kettle, and boil, over @ moderate fire,
until the fruit is soft ¢nough to picree with a
straw ; drain off the water, and strain throngh
a coarse cloth or jelly bag, and set it aside
for jelly. The apples, in boiling, will have
burst their skins, which are easily removed s
the cores are taken ont by pushing them
through from the blossom end, with a goose
«quill or a stick of equal thickness, being care-
ful to press the stem end against the fingers |
to prevent breaking the apple.  The fruit is
now ready to preserve whole or to make into
marmalade; for either, the propostions are:
4 1bs. of fruit, 3 b= of sugar, and 1 pint of
water.  Put the sugar and water into the
preserving kettle, sct it over the fire until it |
boils, then drop in the fruit, (of it is done
whole,) boil until clear, and remove into a
jar. If there is more syrup than will be
needed, boil down to the desived quantity
pour it over the fiuit while hot, and cover it
with a cloth, cut of suflicient size to cover mud
tic down. ‘This cloth 1 dip into 2 cement
made of two parts of bheesewax to one of
rosin, adding enough tallow or lard to keep |
it from cracking.  While the whole is warm, |
I drawthe cloth tightly over the top of the jar §
awl tic down. To make marmalade the hoil)c(l !
fruit must be mashed to 2 pulp befire being *
added to the syrup, and then boiled and |
stirred until it becomes clear, which is usually |
in half an hour.

TFor making jelly, T use equal portions of |
the water in which the fruit was boiled,

which has been previously strained), and
sifted suemr. T scldom resort to the seales,
One tumbler, eren full, of sugar to one of the
Juice, gives the required proportions for alf
Jelliesy boil as for other jellies, and put up
in the same way.  Many persons fail in mak-
ing jellies by endeavoring to boil too large a
quantity at one time. 1 have always found
better suceess with 2 quarts or less of juice ut
a boiling, than when I have undertaken
more.—Gardeners’ Monthly.

Armuncl. Put a teacupful of tapivea into a
pint and a half of cold water, over night.
In the morning set it where it will become
quite warm, but not cook. In the course of
the forenvon peel halt’ a dozen sour apples
and stemn them until tender. Put them in
the pudding dish, add a teacupful and a half
of sugar, a hitde salt, and a teacnpiul of
water to the soaked tapiocea, and pour over
the apples.  Slice a lemon very thin aud dis-
tribute the slices over the top of the p.dding.
Bake slowly three hours, At the end of this
tineat will be o perfeet jelly.  Eat warm or
cold, as you like.

Arrre Jrnpy vor Tanrs—Dy « W>
Cut and core apples, without paring, cover
them with water and let them cook slowly in
an earthern dish until the apples look reds
then pour into a bag and gemtly squeeze out
all the liguid that will flow freety.  Boil the
lquor aiain about half an hour, then add
half' a pound of sugar to a pint of juice, and
boil quickly for filteen minutes. It will prove
a firm, nice jelly, and requires but halt the
usual quantity of sugar.
