Mr. J. D. Wells,
gonoral manager for Canada, who has heretofore conducted the busi-
ness from Toronto, is preparing to take up his residence in Montreal.

Tue City Club is being re-organized, and from the large number of
prominent citizens already subscribed and the higher charge, there is
every probability of success.

TuE old established hardware firm of Wood & Leggatt. at Hamil-
ton, has dissolved, Mr. Leggatt retiring, and Geo. Vallance being ad-
mitted as partner. The firm is now composed of A. T. and W. & A.
Wood and Wm. and Geo. Vallance. The firm will henceforth be
known as Wood, Vallance & Co.

Jas, A. MoMonrry & Co. have been carrying on o business as tea mer-
chants in a small way at Toronto for some time past, selling largely
direct to families. The difficulty of making collections increased with
time, and they now follow in tho wake of many othor attempts of the
kind in Western Ontario. Their liabilities are put at $15,000, and the
wssets are nominally as much, but doubtless largely in outstanding

accounts.

Tue dry, warm weather prevailing for somo duy past is having its
-effect-upon inflammable risks, and insurance companics are being
notified of claims from Hamilton, London, Winnipeg, Owen Sound
and other parts of the country. The aggregato losses by the fire of the
5th instant, in Winnipeg, are about $50,000, and {he insurance some-
what under $20,000. The oldest inhabitant hes probably not witness-
od weather at this period of the year of so extremely warm a tomper-
ature a8 that prevailing for the last fow days.

Ar the recent adjourned nnnual meeting of the Fish and Game
Club of this city, Mr. H. R, Ives was elected President, Mr. G. R.
Starke, Secretary, and Dr. Brainard, of the Hamilton Powder Co,
Vice-President. With the new committco and directorate, Mr. Ives
should be in command of practical co-operation sufficient to onsure a
degree of efficiency in the management of the club from a financial,
ag well as from other points of view, which its large membership
should claim and expect, and we have no doubt that another year
will witness marked improvement all around.

Tar Post Orrior Cuanezs.~—The changes contemplated under tho
Amended Post Office Act of last session took effect on Wednesday, May
8th. On and after that dato the charge for drop-letters in the follow-
ing cities will be 2 cents:—Tovronto, Humilton, London, Kingston,
Ottawa, Montreal, Quebec, St. John, Halifax, Fredericton, Winnipeg
and Victoria., these being the cities which have the bonefit of a free
delivery system by letter carriers. The registration fee for all letters
will from that date be 5 cents, and the weight of letters which will be
carried for 3 or 2 cents is incroased to one ounce. Hon. Mr. Haggart

has evidently lost little time in carrying out the changes contemplated
in the act.

Tus revelations in connection with the alleged cmbezzloment from
the South Wellington Agricultural Association at Guelph, Ont., are .
somewhat peculiar. Robt. McKonzie, the suspected party, who left the
city in connection with the affair, has written to say that the funds of
tho association were lent by him to his employor, George Murton, in
January last. Murion promised to return the money, but being
financinlly embarrassed, was unablo to do so. McKenzic was obliged
to draw $20 of the funds of the society to take him away, which, he
says, he will return 8o soon as he can earn it. «The liabilities of Mur-
ton will amount to between $18,000 and $19,000, with asgets in the

neighborhood of $8,000, from which may be realized 20 to 30 cents on
the dollar.

Tue proposed huge cotton factory at Montmorency Fnlls, noear
Quebec, has been principally projected by Montreal and Uniled States
cotton men intorested in the Chinm trade. The present intention is
to manufacture nothing in this factory for the Cnnadian market, the
idea of the promoters being to ship their entire oulput to China, and it
is said they feel confident of beingable to compete successfully for this
trade with-Mauchester and Lowell manufacturers, The ficst section
of the proposed mills, which will be 160 feet long and three stories
high, is to be completed and in working order in September. But pro-
vision is made for the extension of the factory, which, according to
the present plans of the promoters, is destined to be the largest
cotton mill in America undor one roof. It i to be horeafter 750 feot

long, and probably 1,160. The Quebec and Montmorency Railway
tuns past its doors.

ENCOURAGEMENT TO HOME INDUSTRIES,

There is perhaps no function of the governing power more
troublesome of performance than that which it is called upon to
enforce in respect of the revenue. When, asin a country like
Canada, the fiscal policy is to levy {axes by means of proteciion
to native indusiries, it is often diflicult to define equitably what
is to be reckoned as “raw malerial,” the manufactured article in
one case \being not unfrequently, the raw material in another,—
to ascertain in what respect the protected industry may suffer
Decause of the duty on articles which it employs and which in
the hands of the importing merchant cannot expect to be free
from & due share of taxation,—and in what degree, if avy, it is

be exempt from contributing towards thal portion of the
revenue derived from the use of public improvemenis. The
vigilance, the amount of official superintondence necessary to an
honest enforcement and observance of the laws and an equitable
gharing of the burthen, is yet very expensive and only tobe pre-
forred or tolerated as compared with the irregularities of other
times when direct taxation was yel the practice. Circumatances
alter with the times, and we have an instance to hand in the
culling of timber at Quebec, which the government seems af
length determined to disconlinue.

An example of the general principle enunciated is found in
respect of our two great manufacturing industries, cotton cloths
and lumber. The encouragement given to the former industry,
however unprofitable to the shareholders of our cotton com-
panies, has been productive of undoubted advantages to the
people. Employment has beon furnished fo thousands of our
population who had otherwise been driven to find the means of
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existence at the great centres of manufacture in the New Eng-
land States who in their turn add so many more consumers to
the community of these and other commodities. At the same
time the competition engendered is 8o keen in most articles that
the consumer ¢an buy his supplies much cheapsr than before:
The large amount of capital invested and employed in these
great industries is so much added to the wage-funds of the
country, and so much more employment provided for the re-
sources of our banks., The whole country is benefited, except
the shareholders in some fifteen to eighteen mills who for one
reason or another have not been fortunate in their investment.
All this ig patent to everybody. Our. cotton industries have
not not been wanting due attontion on the part of the public
press. Their doings, their troubles, their shortcomings have all
- been laid bare with more’or less regard for the proprieties; they
hiave heen blamed unreasonably because they could not compel
success, or make wmoney for themselves or others, and with some
reasan because the tools they employed had been unsuccessful
in other fields and could hardly expect to he prosperous in a new
sphere of which they had little knowledge, and which they must
acquire at somebody 8 expense.

In respect of our lumber interests the public is not kept so
well advised. Those engaged in this great industry are generally
supposed to be quite able to take care of themselves, to prefer a
duisscz-faire palicy on the part of the government, and not being
generally members of joint-stock companies, have managed to
do 8o fairly well. The lumber trade wields a powerful influence,
and as it hag not often knocked at government doors, has had
litile difficulty, as a rule, in obtaining any trifling favor it re-
quired in that direction. The lamberman’s raw material is indi-
genous to the country. Unlike cotton it is a native product. Cotton
costs, let us say, 10c per pound and by tbe application of labor
has 50 to 76 per cent. added to its value; the pine tree of our
forest is worth, say $1 per thousand feet board measure, and in
the process of manufacture has 500 to 3,000 per cent. added to its
value. In other words the labor in the case of cotton cloth is
about 26 por cent. of the value of the article produced, while in
lnmber it mounts up fo about 90 per cent. The labor employed
in our lumber manufacture is almost exclusively adult; and while
in our cotton manufactories the lightness of- the labor and the
competition of other countries have reduced the wages of oper-
atives to 8o low & degree that in many cases all the membera of
the family are employed at the mills, the lumberer receives
wages that enable him alone to support his family, and his
children are going to school at an age when those of the cotfon
spinner are working at the looms. If the wealth of a country
consista chiefly in the labor of the paople, the lumbering inter-
eats of Canada are paramount, and deserve every attention which
a wise government can bestow, The result of the recent brief
agitation and discussion in parliament as to the desirability of
removing the export duty on saw-logs, was determined, it is
to bé feared, by a regard for national dignity, all very commend-
able in its way, rather than by a due consideration of the pro-
babilities of the near future. Let us hope that our far-seeing
statesmen have acted the better part in the matter and that all
may eventuate for the best.

Meantime there are one or twointernal inconsistencies which
ghould claim our attegtlon. There is but ono saw-mill, that is,
in the sense of cutting from the log, on the island of, or near
Monireal, "This was established some years ago for the ad-
ditional purpose of uhht.mg mueh of the by-products or refuse

-which were not only an encumbrance at the mills, but a source
of danger in the woods and ‘in the great centres of the business,

wherever they were situated. The proprietor, for nearly lm.lt‘ a
century engaged in lumbering operations in Canada, early per-
ceived the advantages to be derived not only from manufactur-
ing nearer to market, but from the employment near a large city
of the refuse from the great quantity of slabs which hitherto had
been worse than useless to the lumber manufacturer. The wood
which remains after the slabs are sawn intolath makes excellent
kindling and fuel which can be sold at a good profit. In the
upper country they were obliged to haul them away or burn them,
often a source of danger; or they wers suffered to accumulate
and dry and bake iu the summer sun of successive seasons, until
their fate was determined by the match or pipe of some careless
smoker at a moment when the country is parched for want of
rain, carryiag fire and destruetion to extensive areas of stand-
ing timber, to thousands of logs hung up from previous sea-
sons, and often to the garnered harvest and the buildings of the
pioneer husbaudman, The owner of this sawmill, procures his
logs along one of the lower tributaries of the Ottawa and is
obliged to send them down the canal at Grenville to his mill at
the upper end of the island. For this he is obliged to pay a rate
largely in advance of what is charged for sgnare timber and long
cuts through the entire system to the harbor in front of this
city., The logs for the saw mill referred to only run through two
of the locks between Lachine and Montreal harbor, but for this
they pay toll all the way, and when they are sawn into planks
or boards, and they use the remainder of the locks, they are
obliged to pay Lolls on the entire system again, thus paying the
tolls twice over. The tolls on logs of 13 feet long and under is
about $6. per lockage, while square timber and longer logs or
spars pay only $1.50 to $1.75 per lockage: flour and grain, like-
wige, when retained at mills on the line of the canal are charged
one toll only, paying this at the end of the firat trip, and being
allowed passage free of toll to the harbor on reshipment.
This manufacturer employs only adult labor at his mill; he
pays a large amount annually for wages which are expended-
again in purchasing necessaries at our shops, in manufacturing a,
natural product of which the labor is probably not less than 90
por cent of its market value, o product of which a portion again
yields employment to numbers of builders and other city me-
chanics; he converts an otherwise useless product into a tarket-
able commodity, he contributes towards saving our forests from
destruction by fire,—and in return for all this the country
charges him for floating his logs a part of the way down the
Ottawa a higher rate than it does the square timber man who
“hews to the line” in the woods and leaves highly inflammable
parallel rows of kindlings in his tracks which soon require but

little provocation to begin the work of destruction over thou-'

sands of acres of valuable forest lands. This is an anomaly {o
which the attention of the government has probably not yet
been directed, and which we hope to see removed al an early
day. Encouragement to our home industries is not generally
in inverse proportion to the amount of labor employed upon
them,

BUSINESS 1IN FRANCE.

Notwithstanding the political turmoil in which France
has been plunged for some time past, there is every indication
of material prosperity. Asshown by the recent oflicial reports
of trade, the revenue has exceeded the estimates Ly 8% millions,
and is upwards of 16 millions in excess of ihe revenue for 1887,
The steadiness of business, commercial and financial, is ahown
by the manner in which the market outlived, wﬂ:hout a_ panie,
the collapse of the Panama Canal Co., which absorbed a capral
of 280 millions, not to mention the failure of the financial con-
cerns interested in the recent copper syndicate.- Revolutions
have been caused in France under less provocation in other years,
As tending to this state of material prosperity there are men-
tioned the increased octroi on commodities at the city gates of
Paris, the revenue from the theatres in thatcity, the abundantpro-

/

duction of wine in 1888, the increase in railway returns and the

advanced prices obtainable for real estate.
of still greater import, showing that the people are.making and
saving money more rapidly than ever in a country where thrift
is practised to a degree not even excellsd by the- people, Qf Scot-
land, The number of deposiiors.in:the sayings’ hanks, and the
amounts of the deposits are largely increased. Houses are being
put up in town and country, this last being univeraally conceded
to be the most palpable and- unmistakable evidence of material

“progress, a point which our own citizens gt this moment can well

apply to the condition of things in Montreal, where in whatever

There are avidences
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direction we turnour eyes, improvements and buildings are going
on.

According to recent American returns, the French debt is
$8,142,007,500 on the consolidated 3 per cent. and 43 rentes due.
The interest is upwards of $150,000,000 annually, apart from the
large interest charged in other forms, In spite of the vast army
oxpenditure, France would appear to be enjoying, on the whole,
the blessinga of prosperity to an exteni not exceeded, perhaps,
at the present day by any other country.

1t ig anticipated that the Exposition opened at Paris a few
duys ago will surpass in magnificence and attendance that of
cleven years ago, when the number of vigitors was reckoned at
upwards of twelve millions.

THE TEA TRADE

The long expected improvement in teas has nct yet put in an
appearance and the market is quiet both here and in New York,
which city is looked upon as the leading tea centre in the United

States. Of late the dealers have shown a quiet confidence in the
outiook und this seems to be justified by facts connected with the
trade.

The season just closed has been a disappointing one {o the
Jupan traders, as despite low prices and a light supply com-
pared with former years, there has been no * boom,” or even an
upward turn which would bring out the late shipmonts at a fair
profit.  1n both the United States and Canada therc are con-
siderable stocks of eunrly high-priced feas, which, in the absence
of improvement, are bound {o lose money heavily. Seftlements
at Yokohama amount to 181,800 piculs, against 200,000 piculs,
and at Kobe to 137,500 piculs, against 142,600 piculs, whilst total
exporls from both parts amount to 39,643,297 Ibs., against
42,075,686 1bs. last year, and 45172470 lbs. in 1886-87. In
trying lo explain tho peculiar condition of the market, dealers
may nol hiave fully taken into dccount the increasing consump-
tion of cocon and ils preparations, and also of coffee. The list of
table beverages has certainly been onlarged in recent years,

Biack tea has suffered most from the depression, and this is
gaid o be due to the use of Tndia and Ceylon teas in greater
yuantity and to the fact that the Chinese teas have been losing
favor through caralessness in preparation and handling. Think-
ing tho market hiad touched boltom, Canadians bouglt largely
in London and this necounis for the large supplies booked here
on the Nestorian and dssyrian. As theso teas were bought at a
cheap rate and the market has beon cleared of cheap lines, the
gpeculation may prove successful in the long run. The London
sollors were ploased to got rid of their holdings as they expected
to purchase new season teas at o very low rate, but since then
the market has improved in tone, if not in price. Unless com-
mon teas move up, the Chiness will not be willing to prepare any
for the market, and even a rise of lc@lic would searcely be a
suflicient inducement for them (o prepare any great quantity, If
the recent severe decline in London was the very hottom notch
in the depression, Canadian buyers have been extremely lucky
in their late investments there.

Japan advices stale that tho new season opened at about the
same prices ag those of a year ago, which were $42@$45 per
picul. After ruling at those figure until after the middle of the
month a decline of §5 occurred.

It is ag yet too early to form any idea
u8 lo how the bulk of the offerings will go, us the first sunles, as

usual, consist of fancy lines of choice garden pickings.

Supplies of old tens in both China and Japan are well reduced,
in fact we have been told thdt recent orders from Canada have
revenied the fneb that none are now available for shipment. The
first, shipments of new tens from Japan include only high-priced
grades not used in Canada, and no large quantity goes even to
the United States, The great bulk of the teas consumed here
come into the primary markets from about the tenth to the
fifteonih of May. On this market, the demand at present is for
Japan teas, costing from 13¢ upto 20e, and low grades of the new
crop will very probably find & good demand on arrival. During
the weok about four hundred half chests, which were offered in
Montreal at 18c without buyors, have been forwarded to New
York, where {hey aroe said to hav: found a purchaser at the
price asked. With regard to the large quantity of teas on the
Nestorian, wo have beon told that it includes some large parcels
bought six weeks ago and more. Black teas show an advance of

in London was partly owing to the banks selling out the stocks
of insolvent importers, the quantity closed out for one cstate
being not less than 90,000 packages.

The purchases on Montreal account are reported to have ag-
gregated 45,000 packages—more rather than less. They cost
from 41d up to 7d, and already show a good profit. ‘Lhey are in-
tended for country trade and the lumber districts, and experts
say they are very good value for the money.

I would first like 10 know why it is that when
un honest and industrious retailer, during u dull seasen in ‘business,
gets a little bebind in his payments, he i8 either served with a de-
mand to make an assignment, or is clused up and sold cut. 1am re-
ferring to that class of vetailers whose assets exceed their liabilities,
and are doing their utmost to get along—men who would not sacrifice
principle for the sake of robbing their creditors out of a few dollars.
What I would like to kuow is this :—Why the wholesale dealers ac-
cept a few cents on the dollar, thereby losing a fair portion of the debt
justly due them ¥ Why they will close wp and sell out & person's
stock that will more thun pay the liabilitics and take away from him
every means by which he has to redeem himself and save his busi-
ness ? Why do they not allow him a little time—suilicient to tide
him over the dull senson, and by so doing, lend him. valuable assist-
ance snd cventually receive their 100 cents on the dollar? You will
greatly favor me, Mr, ditor, by giving me the desired information.s

It is exceedingly rare that wholesale firms with suflicient
regources at their command undertake to drive a careful, honest
customer Lo the wall; but when the retail merchant has spread
his purchases among a large number of houses, it is not surpris-
ing that he should, if ever he get in a tight place, find one or two
among them disposed to fancy themselves exceptionally ag-
grieved and entitled io special consideration; or when a case
oceurs resembling that of the honest Walkerton dealer referred
to last week, credifors may naturally conclude that they have
no alternative but to close hiw up. There are peculiar circum-
stances in every case of failure and settlement, butit is to ve
feared, as our correspondent implies, that creditors in regarding
them are too often guided rather by expediency than by justice
or by consideration for other.customers in the locality. A great
deal of indulgence was granted to weak customers by
wholesale bouses during the past winter, which, because of its
open character and the consequent lessened demand for winter
goods, and the check to lumbering operations—all following a
deficient harvest,—made payments slow and, in hand-to-mouth
cases, collections almost impossible. There is a limit to the
ability of every wholesale house in respect of indulgence to em-
barragsed customers; aud when the request becomes too fre-
quent, it is nol surprising ihat the line is drawn somewhere.
Many of the extensions and compromises of the last
four or five months were kept to the parties_ concerned,
and only léaked out when loo late for reference. If is
impossible in the space at our disposal to do more every week
than glance briofly at the causes of most of the occarring sus-
pensions or fuilures. In many of Lthe cases teported the amount
of assets given i merely nominal, consisting largely of book-
debts worth probably 15 to 30 cents in the dollar, or of unprofit-
able real estate or other property. Many of the cases referred
to by our correspondent are never disclosed. The rule with
wholesale men is in the direction of confidential leniency to cus-

tomers unable to meet their engagements, As long as the pros.
pects are fair or not utierly hopeless, creditors are inclined to
afford all the indulgence that circumstances warrant or require.

A MUCH-NEEDED INVENTION.,

In Xurope and America for years past there have beon inven-
tions and experiments looking to the perfect combustion of fuel,
nearly all of them taking the name and character of smoke
consumers, all with some merits to recommend them, counter-
balanced by demerits that limit their utilization. Patent fuels
have been iried, and abandoned almost as soon 2a patented,
liquid fuels have been tested, and have met with a large measure
of success, but in the storage and carriage of liquid fuels there
has always bzen danger, and in the fluctuations of values on
petroleum and coals the latter has continued to liold supremacy

$d@13d from thoe lowost point, 1t appears that the depression

as the fuel of the world. s -
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How do we burn the black diamonds that are so esgential to
the civilization of the present age? An eminent writer, speak-

ing upon this very matter ten years ago,said our mode of burn-

ing coal was barbarous; it is barbarous still.

A Tondon (England) journal recently referred to the smoke
overhanging that city as * the modern plague;” but we need not
go to London for illustrations. The heat of summer is approach-
ing, when travel increases, and the wearied merchant seeks
fresh air by travel and rest at the seaside. Rest at the seaside
may be had, but will travellers dare open the windows of the
car in which they travel with their families, sweltering with
heat, oppressed with dust? Outside is seen an immense volume
of smoke travelling with the cars, mmore than the trainin length,
dare they expose themselves before an open window? No, to do
80 means grit and smoke in their eyes, with discomfort for the
balance of their trip.

Manufgeturers of agricultural and other implements strive to
got the finest paints, and send their goods away painted and
varnished with artistic taste, but how very often, nay, how rarely
ig it otherwise, their goods when not under cover arrive at desti-
nation covered with cinders, and that which was a'“ thing of
beauty ” from the artist’s hand when shipped, a coal-soiled,
scarred piece of machinery at place of arrival, with journals and
bearinga so full of grit from the locomotive that the machines
have generally to be taken partially apart, cleaned and re-oiled
before use,

Nor do the railways escape the damage to their fine palace
carg, the wear and tear by grit upon their rolling stock from
flying pieces of coal, cinders, sparks and grit, being beyond their
power to caleulate. There is one way, however, in which rail-
ways do suffer damage in a direct apparent form from the smoke-
stacks of their locomotives, by fires, from which at least one of
our railways is said to average losses of.over $40,000 a yerr.
How great and immense therefore, would be the moneyed gain
to railways and to manufacturers from any device that would over-
come the discomforts of travel, the damages and loss to the public
and totherailways. Railway companies are constantly strivingto
overcomne such evils, but they have not been very successful;
they believe they can never get too rauch draught in their loco-
motives, hence their efforts by blowers, steam-jets and exhausis
to drive the greatest possible amount of air through the grate-
bars, sometimes with power so great as to carry not alone cinders
and grit, but fine and good-sized lumps of unburnt coal into the
outer atmosphere.

The evils referred to are being lessened by superior ment. in
the design and construction of locomotives, we have a recent
sample that reflects credit on Mr. Brown, the Mechanical Super-
intendent of the Canadian Pacific Railway Co., whohas just sent
out from the works of that company in this city a locomotive
that challenges comparison with any in America, Thereference
to that particular locomotive is, however, a digression ; we return
to the evil, the “modern plague,™ the source of discomfort, loss
and damage in railway travel, the cause of contention, civie
interference, and even of law suits, in manufacturing cities; is it
preventable ?

a former resident of this city, a well-known ex-Montrealer.
Accident some years ago turned his thenghts into a different
channel from that of the smoke consumer inventors,lack of time
and opportunity postponed consideration of matters for a time,
but of late he has had sufficient success to enable him to answer
our question —“ 18 it preventable ?"—in the affirmative, and he

shows his confidence by taking out Canadian and foreign patents, -

Railways, by blowers, steam-jetsand the exhaust, disintegrate
the coal upon the grates, driving air through the boiler tubes
and smoke-stack with sufficient force to carry fine particles and
nuggets of coal into the outer atmospliere; he says, instead,
that belter results can be had by aiding Nature in bringing
about a decomposition of the fuel for its union with the gases of
combustion in the furnace.

Railway men and others think that they can never getenough
air with a view {o draught. 1le contends that a aufficiency of
air i8 necessary to combustion, but that an excess of air lowers
the temperature of the furnace, and is as detrimental to combus-
tion a8 an ipsufiiciency ‘of oxygen. Combustion takes place
according to the density of the ntmosphere railwayg and others
endeavor to acquire density by force in driving the air through
the grate-bars outward tbrough the chimney; he strives to
create continuously a density in the atmosphere of the furnace
by expansion through heat and the generation of gares that are

‘him with the fleld officers of the company,

expelled into the furnace over the fire bed; and by his invention
he claims to have succeeded so effectually as to ensure the com-
plete combustion of the fuel, whereby fuel, whether of a hydro-
carbon or a carbonaceous naturs, is absolutely consumed before
it reaches the smoke-stack, leaving neither grit, sparks or smoke

to pass through the chimney.

Trape Reuarioss Wit Cavapa.—The Chicago Evening Journal
of the 2d instant, gives an account of the visit to that city of the
t Onited States Senate Committee on Trade Relations with Canada.?
The committee coneists of Semator Hoar, chairman; Senators
Allison, Hale, Dolph, Pugh, Butler and Voorhees. It is attended by
Sergeant-at-Arms (. B. Reade and his assistant.  T'he business of the
committee, a8 expressed in the resolution appointing it, is « to report
upon the relations of the commerce and business existing betwoon
the United States and the dependencies of Great Britain in America,
and to investigate whether the obligations of existing treaties and of
international law are and have been observed by tiie people of both
countries, and the number, amount and character of existing claims
against Great Britain by reason of violation of such obligation toward
the people of the United States in such dependencies.” Thig inquiry
is not to be carried on in Chicago, but the members are here merely
because this city was selected as the place where they should meet
before starting on the work given them to do. No formal session was
held this forenoon and none will be held here. Sergeant-at-nrms
Reade, in talking the programme over with a reporter, said : - ¢ The
committee has had no formal meeting here as yet. All the members
have not arrived, and some of them will not reack here before this
afternoon,  The committee will leave here for San Francisco, where
its investigation will really begin. Just what scope they shall take
or in what munner thoey shall be catried on Las not been decided, and
will not Le until the committee is on the train. It has been decided,
however, that the inquiry shall not touch upon the railroad rela-
tions with Canada. ‘T'hat part of the question will not be taken into
consideration at the present time. At San Francisco there will pro.
bably be 100 witnesses examined. TFrom San Francisco the committee
will go to Portland, Ore., and will pursue its investigations there, It
will thence go to Tacomn, Wash, T., aud from there to Victorin, dritish
Columbia. It will return thence by way of the Norihern Pacific rond
and will stop at St. Paul. From $t. Paul it will return to Ghicago,
and on reaching this place again will break up, and the members will
return to their homes. It is not the intention to tuke any evidence at
this point.”

After several preliminary meetings &
general meeting was held, at which about fifty wore present and & per-
manent organization effected. T'he orgapization is knmown as the
Grocers and Butchers' Social and Mutual Benefit Society of West
Chicugo. A constitution and by-laws were adopted and officers
clected.  #One of the first purposes of the organization is the prepar-
ation of a ‘dead beat’ register, in which shall be entered the names
of those who won't pay grocers’ bille. This is to bo accessible to all
the members of the society, and is Lelieved will protect them in
giving credit.  Apother object is to promote a better acquaintance
among this class of tradesmen and lessen the jealousies that exist
among them and which work so much to their disadvantage. Meet-
ings will be held twice a month on the second and fourth Wednedays
of the month,” This is an example which may well be followed in
Canada. Its establishment would have the effect of making numnbers
of citizens who live upon credit, apply their earnings in paying cash
for their daily wants. - -

‘I'ne United States railway mnnngona‘ are working with might and
main to destroy the competition of Canadian roads. It now comes to
light that the movement for the imposition of custom duties on rail-
road cars crossing -the border from Cnuada is not directed exclusively
nor mainly against cars engaged in the traffic between the two coun~
tries and bringing imports into the United States from the Dominion,
On the contrary the Treasury suthorities have been urged to rule that
all railroad cars engaged in traffic between points in the United States
by way of Canadian lines, are subject to a high rate of duty at the
border when re-entering this country, although engaged in domeslic
traffic. 'This serves to explain what was otherwise hard to understand,
It was not easy to see why there thould be such an energetic move-
ment for the assessment of duty on cars taking stuff from Canada
when such action would inevitably lead to the retaliatory levy of duty
on United States cars entering the Dominion If American shippers
wish to continue to avail themselves of the competition of Canadian
carriers and not suffer patiently under the heel of the great railway
monopolies, it is time they made themselves heard.

J. 8. Bunuiok & Co.—~This will nover do! The leather men of
Montreal, in their strength or their weaknesses, have never hitherto
given any occasion for being credited with doing things by half
measures or in a small way. It is to be feared, however, that degener-
acy is beginning to mark them, and that failures running into hun-
dreds of thousands, and even millions, are gradually becoming things
of the past. One wholesale leather morchant, commenting ‘upon the
failure of the firm whose name heads this nrticle, at the close of Iast
week, was loud in his lamentations, and so dramatic as to quite the
old usurer, who lost his dinmonds and his daughtor at tho one and
same time, decliiming aloud: ¥'The curse never fell upon our tribe
till now!” The idea of any firm dolng a wholesale leather business
failing for Bo paltry » sum as $10,000 is something that has aroused
the deepest feelings and indignation of the trade, and they are not
likely to recover from it until it has been proved that this is merely n
trifiing ¢ exception,”’ which proves the rule.

Sauks of unclaimed goods, which are advertised from time to time,
are alleged to have given rise to a torm of cheating which is very pro-
fitable to tho principals. It some instances, it is known that men
have been employed several days in advance making up and branding
tho packages. At London, Ont, recontly, according to aun Advertiser
correspondent, ¢ the auctioneer had the audacity to take a quantity of
trash on his own account and the Custom House officials allowed him
to offer thiem for sale as being part aund purcel of the unclaimed goods,
and least there should be any suspicion of their real character, and to
put intending purchasers entirely off their guard, these bogus pack-
ages were actually handed to the auctioneer by a well-known customs
official in common with the real articles”  This is a #pecics of fraud
which the public should keep in remembrance.

''HE GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY
MEETING,

)

At the half-yearly meeting of the share-
holders of the Grand Trunk, railway in Lon-
don on the 16th, ult., Sir Henry Tyler, the
president, concluded an interesting speech as
follows :—8ince January 1, 1889, there have
been threo new portjons of railway oporated
by us, two of them roferred to at the last
meeting—three of them, in fact. 'There is
the United States and Cannda railway, which
ig iweniy-two miles long, in continuation of
our Montreal and Champlain Junction rail-
way. It goes from Fort Covington to Mes-
sina Springe, and connects there with the
Rome, Watertown axd Ogdeneburg railway.
We shall have considerable interchange of
traffic by 'this route, especinlly conl traflic to
Montreal. Wo have already purchased some
bituminoneg conl by this route, und we think
this can be brought into competition with the
conl which we get from Nova Scotin, We
have thus somewhat chenpened the coal from
Nova Seotln. Beauharnols Junction railway;
19} miles long, is also u branch of the Mont-
real & Champlain Junction railway, and you
will remember that we have obtained a bill
for theso portions of the line at & very cheap
mate indeed. Also, wo have been operating
19 miles of the South Norfolk railway, from
near Simcoe to Port Rowan, on Lake Erje.
Thie is a branch of the Georgian Bay & Lake.
Erlo railway, which is the best paying branch
which we have, and it runs through a very
good ngricultural district, Another railway
with which we are now exchanging traffic is
the Lake Erie, Essex & Detroit River railway,
36 miles long, from Walkersville to Ruthven.
That also was opened for traffic at tho end of
December. It has been constructed by an
independent company, organized by Messrs.
Walker. They operate it, and they have
made it for the purpose of developing some
extonsive timber lands in that direction. It
isa connection for us with a new district,
from which we had not previously obtained
any traflic.  With regard to consolidation,
the work of consolidating the Hawmilton and
Northwestern into the Grand Tiunk system
has been procceding. 'I'he Northern estab-
lishments at Poronto, 1 told you, were so
valuable to us that it would have been worth
while even to have taken the line over for the
snko of obtaining that property. However,
they are now entirely morged into the Grand
Trunk, and proper connections have been
made for further economy in operating. Cer-
tain works have been carried on at Orillin also
for greater economy. Our first siatement, ns
regards the Northern and Hamilton and Nor(h-
westorn, s a very satisfnctory one. No doubt
it will fmprove from yenr {0 year, and that
botter sensons of trafic will be developed.
But I think wo have every reason to be satis-
fied with this, our Intest acquisition. The
percentago of working expenses has been re-
duced, ns T expected it would, under our main-
tenance, 'The expense of working that linein
1887 was 61.37 per cent, and that has been
reduced during the half-year to 59.2 per cent.,
and there is a good balancs after paying all
interest charges.  Now, on the subject of the

CHIOAGO AND GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY,

we have lcen getiing: for the past balf year
17 per cent. of the enstbound dead freight out
of Chicngo, nnd our milway shows a very
gradifying increase, as you will seo by the
figures. 1n 1886 we earried 11.9 per eont. of
the traflic; in 1886, 12.9 v cent 3 in 1887,
13.2 per cont. ; in 1888, 17 per cent.  That is
partly due to oxtra facilities which we have
provided, ns I deseribed at the last meeting,
and particularly at Blsdon, where we have
made o transfer olevator, which has had o
very good effect in bringing to us the traffic,
Of courge, the rates of this traflic were mueh
lower than in 1887, If we had ouly good
rates upon this traflic the Chicngo and Grand
Trunk would have yielded us most eatisfact-
ory vesults in the past half-year, and if wo can
only keep up the rates; a8 1 havo stated, the
Chicago and Geand Truok will give us a most
satisfinctory result in the next half-year. To
81vo you an iden of the extent of our traflic,
we carried during the past balf-year 237 of
tho grain traflic, 19.22 of the provision traflic,

and of the oil-cake, hides, and 8o on, smaller
proportions ; but the average, as I have stated,
was 17 per cent.,, and what was eatisfactory,
on all the Chicngo and Grand Trunk éraffic
out of Chicago, two-thirds of it was carried on
our main line to Portland, Boston, and other
places, and one-third acroes our Great Western
systom to New York, Philadelphia, Buffalo,
etc,, and to show what proportion we get in
percentnge, compared with other lines, here is
a statement which shows the through ship-
ments in 1888 of all the flour and provisions.
I have given the wholeat 17 per cent ; but of
all the flour, grain and provisions the Chicago
and Grand Trunk carried 18.6; while the
Michigan Central carried 17.1 per cent.: Lake
Shore, 16 6 ; Fort Wayne, 16.6; Pan Handle,
9.4 ; Daltimore and Ohie, 10.7; Nickel Plate,
10.4. Bo that shows you our ofticers huve been
doing their duty with respectto getting traffic,
tor we had, a8 you will see by that, the larg-
cet mmount of the flour, grain, aud provisions
of any line out of Chicugo on the Grand
Trunk.
I have very liltle to say, I think
ABOUT THE CANADIAN PACIFIO

on this occasion. 'We have dealt wth certain
matters during the half-year which more or
less concern our relations with the Canadian
Pacific. There was, if you remember, a cir-
cular signed by a Mr, Secretan, who was not
himeelf a holder of Grand Trunk securities,
and could not refer to anybody who was, as
forming one of the committee of which he
anid 80 much. Then there was Mr, Gram-
shaw's letter, which I need not say anything
more nbout, and there was a memorial which
we thought proper to address to the Canadian
Government, and I think the memorial has had
a very important effect already, (Applause.)
We were very much obliged to you for sign-
ing it in such large numbers, because we con-
sider- it as bearing practicnlly the unanimous
assent of the proprietors to the terms of it. [n
fact, it was only carrying out your own wishes
in representing to the Canadian Government
the injustice of their subsidizing lines out of
the resources of the Dominion for the sake of
competing with us in districts which were
already sufficiently served by railwav accom-
modation ; and not only so, but subsidizing
lines out of the taxes—we ourselves being the
largest taxpayers in the country., Well, I
mentioned the subject of fuel just now, and
how we were handicapped as regards other

railways by the amount which ic costs to put

fuel on our tenders; but I ought, in mention-
ing it, to have stated that we have to pay half-
a-crown a ton duty on all the cosl we import
into Canada from the United States, and what
do you think that comes to during the year?
Upon last years consumption of fuel that
part of the fuel which we get from the United
Statee, we paid .£66,000 of duty to the Canad-
ian Government. I do not know how great a
proportion of that goes to subsidizing the
lines which are in competition with us, but a
considerable portion of it does, and I say that
it is a great injustice to the Grand Trunk
company, to which Canada owes s0 much in
the pust. (Cries of « Shane) I think it is
only right-to those gentlemen who have so
kindly signed that memorial, to enable us
make proper representations to the Canadian
Government, to ask you unanimeusly to ap-
prove of & resolution which will be laid before
you by a gentleman present approving of that
moemorial. Tt will bo read to you presently,
ag soon us wo have got through our ordinary
business. There is one other matter, perhaps,
which I ought to mention—that is the Canad-
inn Pacific have been promoting a bill in the
Canadian Parlinment of

SOMEWHAT KEXTRAORDINARY OHARAGTER.

It has been o good deal altered in passing
through committes, paitly, I think, in conse-
quence of the memorial, (Applause). As it
stands now it is really moro for the Uanadian
Pacific sharcholders than’ for us to discuss it,
but I cannot help observing upon one clause
or serics rather of cluuses of that bill which
arcof the most extraordinary character. That
bill provides that when, I think it is, 10 per
cent, of the debenture interest in any one half-
year, or if it is paid quarterly it would, I sup-
pose, ba in nuy one quarter, is unpaid, that
then the debenture holdors shall ipso facto
have a right to vote, and the ordinary share-
holdors, or holders of common stock shall
cense to have votes in the concern. I do not

know what has induced the company to in-
troduce such a measure or such a provision
into their bill, I suppose they cannot have
any idea of its becoming operative very soon,
but if they have no such idea, why did they
introduce it? (Laughter.) I confess I never
was so startled at seeing any provision in &'’
railway bill as I was on seeing that. How-
ever, it is a good deal more for the Canadian
Pacific sharsholders-to consider than it is for
us. Of courge they are going on with their
railway from London to Wiodsor, aided by,
the Canadian Government, alongside of our
double line, eighty miles in length, and we
cannot help it. We must make the best of
it; but, as I said before, I have rot as much fear
of any barm that they will do us as many
people have I think we shall be able tohold
our own under any circumstances. . (Cheers.)
Now, 1 have said something about the rates
already. I ghould like to say one or two more
words upon that subject. When I was out in
Canada last autumn and in the United States,
the rates were being put down and they were
kept down in some extraordinary mode for
which there uppeared to be no possible reason.
Well, one reason has since been given. I do
not mean to say it applied to all the compan-
ies that were putting down rates, but it cer-
tainly applied especially to one company. I
shall not mention the name of that company,
but it has been publicly discussed. It appears
that the president of the company, with the
company’s money, was actually buying corn
in Chicago or tho West for transport along
their railway, and it seems pretty clear that
they were doing something which was very
unreasonable and very improper in buying
corn with the company’s money, and thit
that might possibly give them & reason for
keeping down rates in order to sell their corn
at a profit. Well, when you are dealing with
presidents of companies that act in that way,
of course it is no use our having meetings
round a table, pledging ourgelves to behave
honorably towards one another in regard to
our lines. However, I am happy to say there
has been gome improvement in .

THE INTERBTATE COMMERCE LAW,

T'he 1aw has been amended, and whereas the
officers who transgressed that law were sub-
ject formerly to fine, they are now subjected
in addition to imprisonment. (Hear, hear)’
The law now enacts that not only all the
agents and officers and servants of railway
compaupies who infringe the law, who give fe-
bates or concessions, or who infringe the law
in any ordinary way, shall be subject to a fine
of $5,000, but also that they may be imprison-
ed for a term not exceeding two years. And
not only the officers and servants of railway’
compsnies, but the shippers also. Any ship-
per who falsely represents the contents of
packages, to recure a smaller rate or a lower”
classification, may algo be fined $5,000 and
iprisoned for two years. Well, I think that
is very important, atd itis a very curious
thing that since that amended law came into
effuct, on March 2ud, there was a sudden stop
cven to rumors of rate-cutting., (Lsughter.)
Both the shippers and the agents admit that
they did not care much about fines; Their
firms or their companies might have paid-

their fines perhaps, but their firms or their -

compnnies won't go to prison for them, and I
really have greater fa th in the maintenance
of rates now that the imprisonment clause
has been enacted thean in anything which I
have seen for some time past (Cheers) I
think this new law will certainly be cfficient
in clenching what was done ‘at the meeting
of January, 1889, at the house of Mr. Pierpoint
Morgan, in Now York, where. the bankers
agreed, if you will remember, not to provide
money for mnking competing railways, and
the railway companies agreed to cense their
rite-cutting. But no agreement can possibly
be considered permaneut in Americn—even
what they call the “gentlemen’s agreement”
—the agreement which was made at Mr.
Morgnu's house—without stringent pevalties,
and this question of improvement is o strings
ent penalty which may give greater effect to
that agreemient. I am bappy to say that the
Western and South -Western lines have al-
ready entered into agreements on the lines
proposed ; that

that is to say, lines enst of Chicago and west

of the Atlantic trunk lines, are organizing-

i
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their arrangements; and that the Atlantic
trunk lines themselves have entered into &
new contract; and also that the New England
lines are negotiating similar contracts, The
chairman and the officers of the Interstate
Commerce commission, having greater powers,
are algo very active, and it looks very much
ag if we were golng to enter upon an era of
peace .and good will amongst the railway
companies ; and if we only do that, and if it
comes into force for the rest of the present
year, we need have no fear whatever about the
receipts we shall receive on the Grand Trunk
railway. So, then, gentlemen, although we
have during the past half-year lost £100,000
of net revenue, when we look closely to the
matters which I have mentioned, I do not
think we need be discouraged. On the Grand
Trunk proper the decreased rate per ton per
mile on freight alone accounts for £66,000 of
it, and that was from mad competition, which
we hope now, under better arrangements, and
this better state of the law, weshall not suffer
again. Then, a8 Ieaid, we lost nearly £36,000
from passenger receipts in an extraordinarily
wet, cold year, and with an amount-of com-
petition in regard to low fares snch as we
have never had before, and cut rates for im-
migrants which we hope will not occur again.
Now, these figures will account for £102,000
of this loss ; and then we had on the Chicago
aud Grand Trunk for similar reassons nearly
£15,000 less, and from the Grand Haven and
Milwaukeeo railway £13,000 less of net revenue,
and other sums accouut for about £30,000
more, which we actually lost in net revenue.
Now, wo are not always going to have cold
and wet geasons ; we aro not always going to
have starvation rates; we are mot always
going to have bad harvests. I think we can
rely upon nature for its average over a series
of years. We c¢an rely mor+ than ever we bave
done before on the action of the Interstate
Commerce commission and the extension of
its powers. We can rely better upon that
than on the juint action, as in the past, of the
various companies in their. practically uncon-
trolled condition, for better rates; tut 1 am
gure, gentlemen, that we can thoroughly rely
on the devotion of our officers in Canada to
take what advautages they can of more favor-
able conditions, and we can answer for them
that they w:ll strain every nerve to make up
for past logses, and to improve our net revenue
in the future.
