Protestant Parsons arc scarce in Germany.

“In 1817 an association was formed for furnish.
ing poor parighes with churches and ministers. By
this mecans a number of places on the Rhine, whose
populations are mostly Catholic, saw Protestant
churches rise up in the midst of them, with about
as large congregations as there used to be in Con-
naught in the palmy days of the Upas-tree. All
these churches are poorly endowed, for most of the
money of the ¢ Gustav-Adolf-Verein’—as the Asso-
ciation is called—has been spent on bricks and
mortar; and now there is no possibility of finding
any incumbents. The Rheinzeitung reports that in
the Coblenz district alone several of these churches
have stood empty for a long time owing to the de-
ficlency of the parsonal staff. It is very different
among the Catholics of Germany. In Bavaria,
there wcre G74 students in the Catholic seminaries
and ‘alumnates’ in 1§68, and 834 iz 1876 ; being
an increase of near 24 per cont,, which . shows that
after all Catholic theology attracts more young men
than Lutheranism,”

Some time ago the Iix.Governor of Maryland

researches of Galileco—when cvery render of
history knows that it was the Pope and the
Cardinals who encouraged the astronomer in
his efforts. We notice however that one of'the
organs of the Reformed Episcopalians—the
Appeal of Chicago—writes thus impartially of
the doings of those times :—

 Galileo's condemnation was the work of the
science of his day ; his enemies were his fellow as-
tronomers, who sought untiringly to overthrow nim.
All the protection and support e ever received was
directly orindirectly from ecclesiustics, The Roman
Inquisition repeatedly refused to prosecute him,
though urged to do so, and when at length his
scientific enemies, who were all members of the
Ptolemaic system, forced the Inquisition to try him,
the Holy Office contented itself with permitting
him to maintain that Copernicanism was ¢ scientifi-
cally likely in the highost degree, but not to teach
that it was absolutely proven, Under this decreo
the Inquisition virtually astood between him and
his bostile scientific brethren for seventeen years.”

THE DEAD LION.

Slander “whese edge is sharper than the
sword, whose tongue outvenoms all the worms
of the Nile,” iz at work over the grave of
Antonelli. An article taken from the ¢ Ziberte,”
a foul and godless organ of the ¢ Liberals” of
Rome, has been going the rounds of the press,
as if it was already true as holy-writ. Writing
on this subject our contemporary the Western
Watchman says:—

4 Tt is well known that the Cardinal left a great
deal of money to his relatives. It has been so easy
to confiscate church property and church revenues
for the past ten years, wby cannoot something be
done to distribute the cardinalatial scudi among
the ¢ people?

A Jong story
ig trumped up to fix paternity upon the Jate prime
minister, but the brothers Antonelli are in nowise
averse to a thorough ventilation inthecourts. The
Cardinal wag not a priest, may not have been more
thnn a tonsured layman, but there is nothing in his
past history that would give colorlng to tha story
of this fliberal’ countess. The Roman press are
not disposed to hope for much from this late move.”

«MURDEROUS SYMPATHIES IN IRE-
LAND.”

Judge Lawson—an Irish judge-—said some
time ago that “ there wus morc crime in one
English county thun there was in the whole of
Ireland,” The other day too, we see that an
Irish county is moro free from crime than any
county in the United Kiogdom, Again all the
world knows that our people at home are the
most virtuous in BEurope, Macaulay, Thack-
ery, Dickens, Bright, Jladstone, and others
have borne impartial testimony to our freedom
from crime. But what is all that. the Mon-
treal Witness knows far better than any of the
authorities we have quoted. Hear it and be

merry at its ignorance: —

“ Some time ago we gave an account of an agrarian
murder at Mitchelstown, im Cork County, some of
the incidents in connection with which showed
how general the sympathy with the murderer was
amongst the peasantry 'The murderer was convicted,
and has since been hung. This did not end the
matter, however, for the ¢ patriotic’ party in the
south of Ireland adopted as articles of faith the
jdeas that Crowe, the murderer, had suffered
tmartyidom, and that Mr. Bridge, the agent of the
estate; had been guilly of great iniqui§y.”

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THE EASTERN QUESTION.

The chances of peace although by no means
certain, yet improve. Turkey has shown wmore
life and vitality than the world was prepared
for, and the result of all the negotiations so far
prove that Turkish statesmen are equal to the
occasion. The latest telegrams say that:—

*The Porte intends to appoint five Christian
Governors of Provinces.

“ A Constantinople despatch says that the Porte
bas informed Servia and Montenegro that Losti-
lities will recommence early in March if the terms
of peace are not previously arranged.

% A Vienna telegram states that England, as well
as Russia, has advised Prince Milan fo conclude
peace if possiblo on proper terms. A Paris corres-
poadent of the Telegraphk announces positively that
Prince Gortschakoff has resolved to retire, and his
resigpation is merely a question ot o few days.

“1t is stated the Russian army of the South is
about to be withdrawn, only 8,000 men will remain
as a corps of obscrvation,

“The Ministry will oppose the convocation of
Skuptschins, because they fear they will be called to
strict account for their administration.

%It is reported aspecial envoy will be despatehed
immediately to St. Petersburg to obtain a definite
statement of Russin’s desires, and to ascertnin posi-
¢ively what support, if any, can bo relied on if the
Turkish propoeals are finally rejected. ‘

“It 18 reported that in consequence of the refusal
of France to send instructions for the proposed gen
darmerie to Turkey, the Porte has now made over-
tures to Austria.”

A PRETTY STORY SPOILED.

A sensational rumour has been going the
rounds of the press about the “ apostacy’” of a
# German Catholic congregation” in Rome,
State of New York, It isa pity to. spoil the
pretty story, but truth will have it so. The
following brief account is taken from the New
York Freeman’s Journal, and it treats the sub-
ject with as much gravity as it deserves:—

% There ig, ad there has been for many years, a
congregation of German Catholics in Rome, N, Y.
About six years ngo there was occasion for Lailding
a new cburch for their convenience. The then
pastor, with the approval of the Bishop, and the
good will of the faithful of his congregation, selected
a proper and convenient site for the new building.
A handful of quarrelsome, ignorant, Germans—full
of lager beer but lean and empty in faith, had some
otlicr scheme, that was & pet of theic two or three
leaders—for reasons that may be supposed without
the trouble of mentioning.

“They welo impudent enouglh to threaten zesist-
ance, iy the mayority, with their priest and Bishop did not
give way to their dictation—forgetticg how small a
difference it would make to any except themselves
whother a handful of ignorant Germaus, in Oneida
County, alrendy more infidel than Catholic, would
go to heaven or to hell. They went ahead, and—
here came the rub !—invested some money in another
building, They called some loose preacher, n Uni-
veraalist we think, to preside at its inauguration.
It never, for one hour,had the recognition of any
Catholle authority. Anid, in Rome, this handful of
captious and quarrclsome Germans, among Catholics
and non-Cutholics, excites as little attention as
would half a dozen empty beer kegs piled up in
front of a lager beer saloon 17

BISMARCKISM.

Germany is again falling behind in the race
of nations, A short time ago the German
Commissioner at the Philadelphia Exhibition
admitted that the Germans were “ behind all
other people for work,” and that ¢“none” of
their ¢ products” were ¢ cqual to similar for-
cign products.” The five milliards have not
made them happy. The Church is persecuted
and the people are flying from the fatherland.
An American Contemporary assures that :

“ Duriug the past decade the German immigra-
tion has increased in a steady proportion, fast over-
taking the Irish,and destined to exceed it. The
report of the Commissioners of Emigration for the
year 1876, just laid before the Legislature, shows
that the proportions during that period wers ag
follows: From Germany, 21,035; from Irelnnd,
13,314 ; from England, 8,447 from Scotland, 2,240.
The aggregate, from all countries was 71,265—
counting only aliens who bad never before Janded
in the United States, The actual total of arrivals
from abroad was 113,970, but of these 12,714 were
citizens or porsons who had before visited this
country, icaving the fresh immigration nt the figure
of 71,265, It appears, therefore, that nearly one-
third of the whole immigration in 1876 was Ger-~
man, The flight of the Germans from fatherland
is a good comment on Bismarckism.”

With all this Socialisin advances, and the
opponents to Imperialism grow stronger day
by day.

General O'Higgins took a distinguished
part in the naval and military operations which led
to the final triumph of the patriots at Chacabuco in
1817, Invested by the grateful republic ‘with the
reigns of government, he studicd only the welfare
of the people, nobly declaring that *if the Chiliang
would not be happy of their own good will, they
must be made happy by force!

 On the 22nd of July, 1822, he assombled the
deputies of the nation at Santiago, and thus addreas-
ed them :—* Fellow-patriots my command is at an
end, I found yourcountry ensluved. Ihavegiven
you freedom and victory. But the nation is still
weak ; be it yours to instruct, to elevato, to enrich
it, for what real prosperity can a state have without
education and lnws? He was unanimously re-
elected president of the republic,

¢ It ig true that much of tho good this great man
had done was afterwards abrogated by the robellion
of General Freyre, but he was ever the same pa-
triot with the love of Chili ot his beart, When he
thought it for the good of the republic he resigned
his power without & murmur, and forgot his per~
sonal wrongs and unjust imprisonment by a faction,
in his love for Chili. Alive, he was adored by the
people; it is, therefors, no wonder that his memory
is revercd by a grateful nation.””

#T take part with you, and I take it with all my
heart and in great sincerity, in the sorrow for the
losses we have suffered in these days—Ilosses so
much more sorrowful inasmuch as they have oc-
curred in the midst of the present agitation of the
world. :

¥ This agitation, whose very long period is not
yet at its term, nor shows signs of terminating—
whilst the Church shines with the grand examples
of faith, of force, and piety, which go forth from
her and arise in her bosom; whilst it administers
to vou, venerable brethren, new fatigues which you
accept with so much abnegation, and new motives
to combat and always sustain intact the rights of
the Spouse of Jesus Christ against the abuse of
power—this agitation, it cannot be denied, is the
cause that this Church itself is opposed, trampled
underfoot, and persecuted both within and without
in such a way that, like the Hebrew people on one
occasion, it is constrained with one hand to repair
the walls of the mystic Jerusalem spoiled by rebels,
and with the other to brandish arms against the
enemics who assail it from without,

“ Internal enemies, although thoy are few, perse-
cute her; external enemies, and they are many,
persecute her, Thainternal encmies may truly be
called seditious, and unitedly with the external are
all moved and animated by the spirit of haughti-
ness and of pride, nud the one class as well as the
other cry and repeatin various tones: * Non serviam’
~ T will not obey.’ The former assail the Church
with voice and with pen, publishing works of
greater or lesscr design, but which all tend to
diminish the euthority of the Churck, Some are
printed anonymously, and they depart from the
gloom of some saloon, External enemics assail
the Church with fire and witk sword; they usurp,
destroy, attack not only property, but the most
sacred rights, ) o

¢ The first write and speak on their own accounts
baving no mission: Ez semetipsis loguntur, as Jesus
Christ himself said to the Pharisees, And in con-
sequence they walk blindly—XNubes sine agua—
prenching errors in abundance, They speak, but
they cannot sny with the divine Master, with that
assertion, truc prodigy of humility : Mea doctrina,
non est mea, Sed ¢jus qui misit me, Patris. We like-
wise, venerable brothers, can say with all truth :
Mea dottring non est mea, sed PLaitris, Our
doctrine all comes to us from God, aud we do no
more than spread his voice.

% But what shall we do menanwhile, and what is
the assigned task to check the fierco assaults ? The
Church Iaments the seditions, and exclaims :
Y Filii malris mew pugnaveruni contra me! And it
repents: ¢ Filios enulrivi of crallava; ipsi autem
sprevernnt me! We meanwhile will follow the
teachings of the apostic St. Paul; * Argue, obsecra,
tncrepa dn omni palientia et doctring’—admonisb,
pray, acd cry, if need be, adopt the arms of the
Church, the canonical penaltics, when it may be
necessary, in order that the simple and the weak
may not fall into the snares of these deceivers.

“And pointing to the other enemies, we will
exclaim at the foot of the throne of God: ¢ Usqve-
quo, peceatores,gDomine wsquequo peclatores grloiabun-
ter? Oh! my God, and how long will these per-
secutors pant for prey, to despoil the Church in
material substance, always ready--and this is the
warst—to take from ber her rights, to deprive ler
of her liberty of teaching, of preaching, of ordain-
ing—in fine, of all the liberties which thou hast
conceded to her, aud cespecially the liberty
of teaching? ®ince unot to others, but to
the apostles alone thou hast eaid: * Euntes docete
omnes gentes.’

# But, venernble brothers, as we oppose ourselves
to the haughtiness of the one, so rhall we remain
safo from the ferocity of the others. Yes, to thesc,
who already scem judged by God, we should op-
pose that constancy which has been, until now, the
admiration of angels and of men, and with the belp
of God it will finishing by triumphing. Iafine, up
to the present we may say that we are persecuted,
but that we have continued strong in the exercise
of our dutics; Persecutionem patimur, sed sustinemus.
Let us continue in the same manner, venerable
brethren, until the cnd of our days. And so wé may
bo able to present ourselves before the tribunal of
God, and say: ‘Behold we bave been fzithful
guardians of thy Church militant, and we have done
all that was in us to sustain its rights! And there-
fore, with the trust of the apostle, we may be
enabled to ask the crown of glory in the Church
triumphant. .

* May God bless these our desires, and with his
benediction pour forth renewed courage wupon you
and on me. May the samo benediction descend
upon your families, upon all things which concern
you, and remain with you to the consummation of
your days,

A CONVERSION.

The event of the return to the holy faith of the
Catholic Church of Paul Feval, the distinguished
French novelist, is already well known, and it may
not be necossary to mention here the fact that this
eminent writer ianow engaged in the sacred services
of his Redeemer,

Paul Feval writes thus : ‘

I am besieged from every side for a sketch of
the higtory of my conversion. In case I should
do this, it will be by reason of the pressure of the
demand, It tranapired in a most simple - manuer,
for I was, 1ndeed, unworthy of the manifestation in
my bebalf of & miracle. . .

Rusivs CaTHEDRAL TO nE Restorep.—The Minis-
ter of Public Works has authorized an expenditurc
of $400,000 upon the restoration of Rueims Cathe-
dral, which is classed among the Historical Monu.
ment3 of France, The present building was begun
in the year 1212 upon the site of the old catbedral,
builtin the ninth centary, which had been destroyed
by fire the year before, the architect being Robert
de Coucy. The roof of the new cathedral was
burned in 1421, and though it was replaced by
another roof shortly afterward the buildiog has
since been mutilated in several parts, and it will
be no casy matter to restore it to its primitive
splendor. - Rheims Cathedral is 457 feet long by
110 feet broad, the transepts have a total width of
165 feet. The height of the roof is 110 feet. The
stained glass windows, datieg from the thirteenth
century, are still in a perfect state of preservation.
The windows in the choir each coutain poriraits of
two French kings, and two archbishops of Rheims,
while the rose window in the southern transept re.
presents the twelve Apostles. The restoration of
the woodwork and carviog of the interior will cost
a large sum the organ placed in the cathedral in
1481, is still in an excellent state of preservation.
Rbeims Cathedral possesses, next to Paris, the
richest collection of gold an silver ornaments in
Fiance. It may be added that Charles X, was the
lagt French sovereign crowned there, Louis Philippe
not haviog been crowned at all, while the Emperor
Napoleon III. was crowned at Notre Dame.—Paris

Lords.”

The house-to-house canvass in favor of Sunday
closing has just been complcted in Ennis, the result
of the vote being as follows—For Sunday closing,
869 ; ngainst, 108 ; declined to vote, 144; total house-
holders canvassed, 1,122, The licensed traders voted
thus—For Sunday closing, 30; against, 49. The
population of Ennis in 1871 was 6,503,

Almost all that can be said of the effect of the
recent storm in Dublin has been said but something
may be added with vespect to the injury which the
Clontarf township suffered in the space of twenty-
four hours, The rondway from the railway arch to
Dollymount afforded evidence that the tide of Wed-
nesday, Jan. 2, had overspread it, and caused an
amount of damage which may be estimated at £1,-
000 or more. .

The Duablin Jrisk Times of Jan. 6, thus describes
the effects of the recent floods in Antrim—For miles
the county of Armagh Las all the appearance of an
inland sea, the course of the river and canal in many
places being blended with the immense flood, thus
destroying all traces of their individuality. Neverin
the memory of the oldest inhabitznt have the flacds
risen to such a height, and nothing is heard on every
hand but doleful complaints of the endless rain. As
a proof of the terible fury of the blast it may be
mentioned that between Portadown ard Tandragee
no fewer than forty-two telegraph poles were blown
down along the railway. On the railway between
Enniskillen and Londonderry &8s many as 242 poles
cume to grief.

After the Presentment Scssions, recently held at
Carndonagh, county Donegal, an influential meeting
assembled and discussed the project of & line of
railway from that town to the city of Londonderry.
The chair was occupied by Geo. Miller Harvey, Esq.,
D.L., and the following, amongst other resolutions,
was adopted viz—That considering the large and
increasing traffic between Carndonagh, Moville, and
Londonderry, au ia order to develop the resources
of this part of the country, it is desirable that steps
should be taken immediately to connect Carndonagh
and Moville with Londonderry DLy railway.” A
treasurer having been appeinted and a vote of
thaoks passed to the chairman the mecting separat-
ed. An influential committee has charge -of the
project,

Speaking of the recent floods in Fermanagh the
Dublin Freeman of January 6 seys: “ Thursday's
downpour of rain has again risen Lough Erne to a
grester height. In Enniskillen the Militia Barracks
in Queen street, Main Barracks, Messrs Clark's Spool
Mill, the back rooms and yards in the new row, and
many other houses near the Jake are all flooded.
The rush of water through the West bridge is very
great, it being about atoot bigher on the upper part
than on the lower side, The lake has not been
known to be so high since the deepering of Portroe
Channel, some thirty years ago. The Silies river
has flooded the country along ita whole course, and
many people have had to leavo their homes, and
others sail from place to place in a cot. Many of
the roads are also flooded, and in some place impas-
sible,

A despatch from Ballinasloe, dated Jan, 4, 80y8—

prevailed in this and adjoining districts almost
without intermission during the past weck, pastur-
age and particularly low lying lands are {loodqd.

All the days in Lent, Sundays escepted,
from Ash Wednesday to Holy Saturday in-
clusive, are Fast days. ,

On the first four daysin Lent, as weil as
every day in Holy Week, the use of flesh meat
s prohibited.

The use of fiesh meat at every meal is per-
mitted on all the Sundays in Lent, Palm Sun-
day excepted.

The use of flesh meat is also by special in-
dulgence allowed at the one repast on Monday's
MPuesdays, and Thursdays in every week from
the first Sunday in Lent, to Palm Sunday.

On all days inthe year without any excep-
tion, on which the use of flesh meat is pro-
hibited, it is perfectly allowable to use animal
fat, such as lard, or drippings, in the prepara-
tion of meagre food; for frying fish, for in-
stance, eggs, and other Lenten diet; but it is

_mot permitted to eat the meat, or animal fat in
its natural condition. '

Alderman out of 27 and- elects a Protestant
Mayor alternately with an Irish and French
Catholic—has a Protestant Chief of Police, as
well as many other officers in the various civie
departments. Now turn to the Protestant
Provinee of Ontario where the Catholies number
about one fifth of the population. Ina house
of Assembly comprising 68 members there are
now but eight Catholics, and until recently
they had but two or three, including one mem-
ber of the Cabinet. In the Dominion Parlia-
ment there are but two Catholics returned,
against 19 or 20 Protestants sentby Quebee to
the Parliament ol the Dominion. Where is
the «“Intolerance” here 2 Of the two Catholics
returned from Ontario for the Dominion Parlia-
ment, one is returned from Ottawa, which is
pow more than half Catholic in population,
Last year in Toronto, they had no¢ ene repre-
sentative in the City Council, out of 27 Alder-
men, while this year the Protestants have so
fur relaxed that they have allowed one Catholie
to squceze himself into the Chamber. In
Moronto there is not asingle Catholic employed
in any office of note, under the Corporation.
The ¢ Protestant Defence Society’” takes good
care of that! The Scnate of the Dominion is
the only representative Assembly where the
Clatholics can claim anything like fair repre-
sentation, But after all, we repeat now what
we lhave said before—that we arc not represent.
ed according to our numbers, e form nearly
one half the population of the Dominion. OQur
representative in the Senate is satisfactory.
But this is not the doing of the people. It
behoves us’ then, to look to our interests. It
is time we awake from our lethargy, and man-
fully confront the difficulties of the hour, and
ascertain for ourselves if we cannot do some.
thing to improve the difficulties of our situation,
We are neither “bigoted” nor “intolerant,”
neither at home nor abroad can- our epemies

‘make ¢ good their boasts, nor prove them true,”
Bigotry, in any and in every forw, will inus
find no fricnd, but we shall meanwhile do
what we can to fight our own cause without
malice or ill-will; ‘ ‘

“OLIVER CROMWELL.”

The Rev. Charles Clark is a brave man., He
speaks like one who has the courage of his
convictions, and he acts like ome who is
prepared to stand against all odds in vindica-
tion of the principles he holds. This virtue is
to be admired in its way, and when allied to
Truth, it is a boon well calculated to make a
man respected by ‘his fellows, Mark - you, we
do not think that the people of Montreal en-
t®rtained “an angel unawares™ when they
went to hear the Rev. Mr. Clark's lecture on
« Qliver Cromwell ” last week, or that a half
filled house indicated: much appreciation of the
cloguent geatleman who stood before the
audicnce to defend, nay to applaud, England’s
great  Protector.”  There is so much trim-
ing of the social and political top-sails in these
days, that it is refreshing to hear a man boldly
and honestly—in language full ofimpassioned
eloquenc: and choice diction—stand up for
what nearly the whole world condemns, that
we are forced to respect his pluck and his con-
victions, while we may reject and differ from
the conclusion he forms. It is thus with our-
seives and the Rev. Charles Clark. In the
first place it is difficult to understand why the
Rev. Charles Clark never meaticned Crow-
well's carcer in Ireland! The record of the
« Protector’s” life is not only incomplete, but it
is imperfect and unreliable, without containing
some of his deeds when he combated for the
(‘ommonyealth, against ““the Irish enemy.” To
aman of the Rev. Mr. Clark’s attainments
the “ Ormond Papers” must be well-known
documents, and as they are the most reliable
source of information about Cromwell's career
in Ireland, we must express our astonishment
that the subject was never referred to. We
will ot charge the Rev, Mr. Clark with being
overtaken with that coward congeience which
is supposed to make poltroons of us all, but
still it was passing strange thut this page in
Cromwell’s life which should disclose the
« heroism”’ and “piety” of his nature,
was not opened to the view. If he was afraid
of the hostility of Lingard, of Curry, of
Macaulay, of Carey, of McGee, of Apppleton,
and others ; had he not the support of Goldwin
Smith, Froude, and Carlyle. The Reyv. Charles
Clark grow pathetic over the ¢ martyrdom” of
« Qir John Filiott’’ and justified the execution
of King Charles because of Elliott’s death; but he
was silent over the butchery at Drogheda where
thousands perished by the sword for the glory
of the Puritan Géd, the interests of England
and by the ordersof ¢ Oliver Cromwell, Esq.”
We shall not excuse the “ murder” of Elliott
as the Rev, Charles Clark boldly excuses the
murder of King Charles. 'We are not as brave
as Mr, Clark, nor do we wish to show our
pluck by bigoted and- vindictive retaliation,
We shall not wish that Cromwell was ussassin-
ated as the Rev, Mr. Clark rejoiced at the
assassination of Buckingham. Life to us is
far more sacred than it appears to be to the
Rev. Mr. Clark; Drogheda more cherished in
our annals than ¢ Nasby fight,”” or the “Hypo-
oritical Puritans,” as 2 famous Englishman
called the *Reformers” of the day. The
Puritans, with Cromwell at their head, were
and are accursed in Ireland. On the 1st of May
1654, Cromwell made alaw quietly sending our
people to ¢ Connaught or to hell.” At a stroke
of his pen he confiscated five millions of
acres of the best land in Ireland, he vowed to
butcher the Catholies unless they followed the
long visaged Puritans in the mock solemnity of
their ways. Ircland was to ‘¢ Obadiahed”
or Ircland was to be destroyed. He trans-
ported 80,000 of our people to Barbadoes,
where they were sold as slaves. In the lan-
guage of the Seriptures, he lay the county void
as a wilderness :—

« Women and Children,” says Prendergast, © were
found daily perishing in ditches starved. The
bodies of wandering orphan children were preyed
upon by wolves. bian, beast, and bird were all
dead, or had quit the desolated localities. The
priesthood were hunted down like wild beasts.”

And yet Mr, Clark tells us that one of the
grand results of « Oliver Cromwell’s” sets was
to secure ¢ civil and religious liberty.” Why
Pym, Cromwell's bosom friend and subordin-
ate, boasted that the Puritans would not
“Jeave a priest in Ireland.” Even in Cromwell’s
time the priests were counted as one of the
three * burdensome boasts”’—the wolves and
the Tories being the others.  Cromwell was in
Ireland in 1654, and we read that in 1655, the

¢ Jails were full of priests, and they wero trans-
ported to Barbadoes in hundreds, where they lived
in cabins. In 1658 a Lientenant Wood received a
reward of twenty-five pounds for apprehending five
priests, and soldiers of Colonel Leigh's Company ten
pounds for arresting two priests” :

and so on at the marketable rate of “five
pounds for thehend of a “Papist” priest. And
this is ¢ Civil and Religious Liberty” under
#Qliver Cromwell”l' The * funatical hypoerite”
did not know the meaning of the phrase. Why
there was no. semblance’ of civil and religious
liberty in Ireland until 1823-—and even at the
present hour, there-are offices in Iréland which
a Catholic cannot hold. - It is no wonder we
are surprised at the. bravery of the Rev. Mr.
Clark to declare in.-the presence of an intelli-

gent audience—that Cromwell secured the
boon of civil and religious freedom, But we
shall leave Ireland out of the question. Crom-
well's record in that country is stained with
murder. Fanatical, and cruel, he has left be-
hind hima name, which islikened to thatgiven
to Ivan of Russia, called the Terrible—‘a
tiger atlarge.” The Rev. Mr. Clark was in
some respects as prudent as he was brave, and
by omitting the mention of Ireland in his lec-
ture, he adopted that course which is supposed
to be the better part of valour.

But let us look at the lecture from an Eng-
lish point of view, let us review it as if we
were destitute of Irish sympathies, and take
it as we find it, We have alluded before to
Pym, to Elliot, to the Rev. Mr. Clark’s justifi-
cation of the murder of King Charles, and to
the apology he made for the murderer of
Buckingham. We pass ali these by, and shall
confine ourselves to the question of Cromwell's
policy and its results. Did he secure civii and
religious frecdom for the people of England ?
What do we find? In the first place we see
that from the time of Henry VIIL (o that of
Charles I. not a single voice was lifted up
in Kogland to protest against the violent
suppression of the Christian priesthood.—
More and TFisher perished for denying
the Pontificate authority of the King. The
Church was, in the chaste language of Fulke,
“gpat upon” as a ¢ greasy, stinking, anti-
christian” order. But the Church flourished
in spite all Rid!ey and Hooker and Fulke could
do. It flourished until even as late as the
reign of Charles II. But even long after this to
aduit a convert into the Catholic Chureh was
a capital crime. Alluding to this time Dr.
Johnston said that ¢ there is no instance even
in the ten perseccutions, of such severity, as
that which was exercised against the Catholics.”
This continued until long after Cromwell’s
time. In 1691 an act was passed by the Eng-
lish House of Commoans providing that “ No
person should sit in the Irish Parliameant,
should hold any Irish office, civie, military, or
ecclesiastical, or should practice law or medi-
cine im Ireland, till ke had taken the oath of
Allegiance and Supremacy, and subscribed to
the Declaration against Transubstantiation.”
Yes, and that act was not repealed until
1820, Was that civil and religious liberty ?
To say that Cromwell brought about civil
and religious liberty in Eogland, is to
express what history will not sustain. The
Puritans, says Macaulay, were

tt ag intolerant and as meddling as Laud had been,
It was a crime for a child to read by the Ledside of
a sick parent one of those beautiful collects which
had soothed the griefs of forly generations of Christ-
ians, Severe punishment was inflicted on those
who shonld presume to blame the Calvanists mode
of worship. Churches and sepulchers, fine works
of nrt and curious remains of nntiquity, now totally
defaced, The Parliamncnt resolved that all pictures
inthe royal collections which contained represonta.
tions of Jesus or of the Virgin Mother should be
burnoed. Sculpture fared as ill ag painting, nyphms
and graces, the work of Ionion chisels were deliver-
ed over to Puritan stone.masons to be made decent.”

These were some of the lovers of civil and
religious liberty !

The “Reformation” promised the same. There
13 no reliable testimony to sustain Mr. Clark.
It was after the time of Cromwell that Lecky
wrote about the ¢ Scotland cowering in
helpless  subjection before the reformed
clergy.” Even Emerson admits that the
Catholic Church ¢ had been for centuries the
democratic priaciple of Jurope, and Christi-
anity lived by the love of the people,” (‘rom-
well assisted in substituting the State for the
Churclh—it was only as Iallam said *a change
of Masters,"”” but the change was no¢ togive Civil
and Religious liberty, The people became
weaker instead of stronger. “ The whole of the
Northern people of Profestant countries,”
said Lord Molesworth, himself a Protest-
apt, ¢ have lost their libertics ever since
they changed their religion for a better.”—
Was that ¢ eivil and religious liberty 27 Why
“civil and religious liberty’” did not exist in
England until recently—some men say it does
not exist there now. But of one thing we feel
assured that there is not that freedom from
religious intolerance which every true friend
of liberty would wish to be universal, and to
which the Rev, Mr. Clark is not likely to con-
tribute. It is a pity that a gifted man should
be eaten up with the rancour of religious
fanaticism, and that hatred of Popery should
be his incentive to public emulation,

OLIVER CROMWELL.

Lecrenr my Ry, Chas, CLalik.

‘Thursday evening, 1st inst,, the Rev. Chs. Cluk,
whuse sticeess asa lecturer in this city will b renteme
bered Ly all who had the pleassre of hiearing him,
delivered a fecture at the Mechanics' Hall on the
subject of Oliver Cromwell,  lie commenced by a
rapid survey of events during the reigns of Eliza.
beth, James 1. and Charlea 1, that led up to tae
great strugple between: King and Parliament, and
introduced Cromvwell ar member for Huntingdon in
the Parliament of 1648, when Sie Philip Warwick
described him as o man very plainly dressed, un-
clean linen, and with sword girt close to his side,
He pointed ont how much out of the comwon
must Cromwell lave becn at that time when
Hampden, in reply to aquestion “ Who is that
sloven " replicd, “ That sloven is my consin, aml
if events should happen to cause u rupture between
King and people he will be the greatest man in
England. e also quoted Lord Falkland's opinion
that Cromwell would be the first man in Kagland
if e¢ver they came to blows., He said that one
of the results of Cromwell's nets was to secure poli-
tical and religious liberty, The lecturer then
gave a sketch of Cromwell's life, pointing out how
ualikely were the teports ot his dissoluto youth,
when he married at the age of twenty, nod ruggest-
ing that the cight years of his life following lis
marrisge and during which history lost gight of
him, were spent in that great change of lfe called
conversion when a mnn takes o step in life that
either leads upward oc downward for ever. e
then referred in most eloguent terms to the deeds
of Sir John Eliot, the first martyr to the canse ; of
Pym and Hampden, the undaunted leaders in the
resistance to the King, and of other noble chame
picns of Patlinmentary liberty. The incidents of
the struggle—the impeachment of Buckingha, his
arsassination by Felton, the refusal of Hampden to
pay ship monvy, the presentations of the Petition
of Right nud the Bemonstrance, the frequent disso-
lutions of Parlinment, the cxecution of Stratiord,
the attempted arcest of the five members, the
mingled weakness amd obstinacy of the King, and
the final appeal to the arbitrament of war, He
truced Cromwell’s carcer in arms, showing how at
the very commencement of the war he saw the
great lack of discipline, and how he formed hiy
famous regiment of Ironsides—men who were not
only bound to one another by the iron hand of the
strictest discipline, but also by the unity of their
religious feelings 3 cach man felt that be bad &
special mission to smite the Amulekites; no wou-
der then they became almost invincible, and
that they uttered with pride theic boast that they
hae! never been defented.  The death of Hampden
aftorded Mr. Clark an opportunity of displaying
his powcr of utterance of decp feeling, and in
moving and cloquent terms he depicted the
denth-bed of this hero, whoae last prayers, forgotful
of self, were all for his country, hLis unhuppy coun.
try. The principal events of the war were then
recapitulated; down to the battle of Raseby, which
Mr. Ciark described by reciting Maculay’s well-
known Puritan war song, ¢ Nascby Fight,” by Obn-
diuh  Dind-their-kings-in-chining-and-their-nobles-
with-links-of-iron, sergeant in Tieton’s regiment,
I'he manner in which he rendered this was such
that holding his audience almost spell-bound, at
the conclusion they evinced their appreciation of
the lecturer'’s wonderful ability by a most enthusi-
astic and long-continued applause,

The tria] and execution of Kiog Charles were
briefly detailed, and in gpeaking of Cromwell's con.
nection therewith, Mr. Clark declared that the
martyrdom of Sir John Ellict almest justified tho
act, although he belicved Cromwell did uot in his
heart desive the death of the king, but was control-
led by the condition of affuirs and the circumstances
of thhe time. The futher eareer of Cromnwell was
then dealt with; his victories of Dunbar and Wor-
cester, his foreign policy by which he made the
name of England ua powerful in Europe ns ever that
of Rome was ; his Home government in which he
showed his title to e called England's gicatest
ruler in that he employed all the best men of Eng-
land, irregpeetive of their political or religious opin-
ions, to assist him in the affairs of state; his deal-
ings with Lis Parllaments whose expulsion the
lecturer justified Comwell in performing;then tum-
ing to his private lifc he ridiculed the popular iden
that Cromwell was afraid of assnssination, or that
ho was overcome in theend by any other causo than
that his lion-heart broke at witnessing the suffer-
ings of his favorite daughter, whose death caused
that of her father on the anniversary of his © lucky
day,” 3rd September, 1658, '

Of Mt. Clark's ability as a lecturer we have long
ere this given our opinion, The mere fact, how-
ever, that for two hours, without note or reference
of any description, without the slightest besitation,
and with that clearnest of diction that his every
word could be heard throughoutthe hall, Mr, Clark
enchained the attention of his rudience, is proof suffi-
cient that he is one of theablest lecturers and elocu-
tionists the citizens of Montreal bave ever- had an

FAMINE IN INDIA.

The awful cry of famine is spreading like wild
fire, and the Empress of India is confronted at the
ontset of her Imperial regime by this gaunt and
dreaded spectre. Eight hundred and forty thousand
persons are already employed on the relief works
in Madras ; and 50,000 in Bombay. The Govern-
ment estimntes show that the famine in Bombay
will gradually increase reaching the maximum in
April, whez a million persons will require relief,
after which it will gradually decrease. In Madrasthe
prospect is proportionately worse. The districts af-
fected in Madras cover 50,000 sqr milesand containa
population of 15,000,000. In Bombay the famine
striken territory covers 6,400 square miles, and has
a population of §,000,000, five millions of which
are in districts more immediately affected,

MONKS OF THE MIDDLE AGES,

Mrs. Jameson thus speaks of the monks: ¢ But
for the monks of the Middle Ages, the light of
liberty, and literature, and science, had been for-
ever extinguished : and for six centuries, there ex-
isted for the thoughtful, the geatle, the inquiring,
the devout spirit, no peace, no security, no home
but the cloister. There, learning trimmed her lamp;
there, contemplation *preened her wings ;' there,
the traditions of art, preserved from age to age by
loncly studious men, kept alive, in form and color,
the idea of a beauty beyond that of carth—
of o might beyond that of the spenr and the
ghield — of a Divine sympathy with suffering
humanity. To this we may add another and a
stronger claim to our respect and moral sympathies.
The protection and the better education given to
women in these carly communities ; the venerable
and distinguished rank asrigned to them when, as
governess of their order, they became in a manner
dignitaries of the Church ; the introduction of their
benatiful and saintly effigies, clothed with all the
insignia of sanctity and authority, into tho decora-
tion of places of worship and books of devotion—
did more, perhaps, for the gencral cause of woman-
hood than all the boasted institutions of chivalry.”

late gune (woman) for wife. We have the Apostie’s
own words for saying that he was unmarried:
«I say to the unmarried, and to the widows,
it is good for them if they 8o continue, even
as I" As MNasshall, in the “Comedy of Con-
vocrtion,” observes: © Perhaps the most ardent
admirer of hymeneal rites would admit that he
could not conceive St, Paul or St. John startlng ona
nuptial tour, accompanied by the latest fashions
from Athens or Ephesus, and the graceful brides
whom they were destined to adorn. They would
feel that Christianity itself could not survive such
a vision asthat. Nor could the imagination picture
in its wildest moods the majestic adversary of the
Arian emperor attended in his flight vp the Nile
by Mrs, Athanasius; nor St, John Chrysostom es-
corted in his wanderings through Phrygia by the
wife of his bosom arrayed in orange blossoms.”

There is another text of Holy Writ also used by
Protestants in their arguments against the vow of
continence. 1t is taken from the First Lpistle of
St Paul to Timothy, in which he warns him: #1Ia
the last times some shall depart from the faith,
giving beed to spirits in error—/fordidding to Marry.”
The Apostle thero nlludes to the Ebionites, Gnostics
and Manicheans, who taught the foolish and false
doctrine that marringe was sinful. The divine
wisdom of the Church is nowhere more apparent
than in the law of ecclesiastical celibacy. Without
it the cvangelizing of pagan nations would be im-
possible, and if priests were permitted to marry the
Gospel of Christ would indced be preached in vain.

were posted all around befors the mass began. Yet
in instaoces not a few, the worshippers were taken
by surprise, and the blood of the muidered priest
wetted the altar stone.

Well might our Protestant national poet, Davis,
exclaim, contemplating this deep nighttime of
suffering and sorrow :

And, exiled in those penal days,
Our banners over Europe blaze.

10 ACID 1N VETERINARY PRagTICE.~—Ls
ﬂ-%ﬁl:oﬂedicalc of Savoy states that o destructive
epidemic of cattle plague was arrested by the fol-
lowing treatment :—1, Bleed to the extent of three
quarts. 2. Administer a quart of lukewarm water,
in which are dissolved two and a half drachms of
crystalized carbolic acid. 3. Give, once or twice,
four quarts of strong infusion of coffee. 4. Ener-
gotic fractions to excite cutaneous reaction. 5.
Scarify the infiltrated regions, 6, In thecourse of
the complaint give several quarts of the infusion of
gentian, 7. Dress with a solution of the nbove
mentioned carbolic acid, above the pistules which
form on the hide. In this menner fifty cows, seven
horses, and one pig was treated, of which only
one cow died, ard the epidemic was arrested.
Exguss oy Bres.—An ecemy of bees is thus
described by Prof. C.V. Riley: The large two
winged flies which you have observed only within
the last two years ad which have the pernicious
habit of killing bees, belong toan order of D::p{em
or two winged flics, properly known us rabber flies,
or Asilus flies. They may be readily recogmzegl by
the stout throax, narrow, strongly nerveq wings,
bristly haired face and legs, and more espccm_ll y by
the long, slender abdomen. tapering posterily to
more ot less of a paint. There are several species
all of which are, in the perfect state, flerce cannis
bals. Among these the Nebraska bee kiiler—
which derives its popular name from the State in
which it was first captured—occurs very gencrally
over the United States, proving in many localities
very destructive to the honey bee. Thisfly is about
onc and a half inches in length, of & ycllowish
brown or a yellowish gray color, with the head,
thorax and legs clothed with bristly hairs. 1tpreys
almost exclusively upon the boney bec, pouncing
upon the latter in the air with lightniog-like rapi-
dity, and, alighting with its prize upon a leaf ar
upou the ground, picrces the throax with its strong
proboecis and proceeds to suck out the vital juices.
How o Propuck Lavers.—In every lot of hens
some will bo better layers than others. Let us
suppose we start with six Houdans—a cock and
five hens.  Probably out of this five two may lay
thirty eggs per onnum more than either of the
others; their eggs should be noticed and only these
got. By following this for a few years a very great
fncrease in egg-production may be obtained. My
attention was drawn to this subject by a friend hay-
ing & Brahma pullet, which lnid nearly three hun-
dred eggs in one twelve montks, though valueless as
o fancy bird, and the quality descended to seversl
of bier progeny ; ard I have since found other in-
stances which prove conclusively that a vast im-
provament might ensily be effected in nearly all our
breeds were that careful sclection of brood stocks
made for this purpose which the fancier bestows on
other objects. Itis to be regretted that more is
not done in this way, and baving more room than
I had, I hope myself to make some experiments in
this direction shortly. I will say now that I am
perfectly certain the number of two Lundred eggs
per annum might be attained .in & few years with
perfect ease were the object systematically sought
and I trust these few remarks may rouse a genersl
attention to it among those who can easily do all
that is neccssary without any knowludge what-
ever of fancy points,or any attempt to breed exhibi-
tion birds,

Recorarity oF Work.—The fine wwenther has en-
abled the farmers to finish up their fall work, and
push on with that for spring. It would be well to
keep on as long as the weather remains favorable,
for we know not what spring may bring forth,
Work should bs done with regularity, and not by’
4 fitg and starts.” At this season the hours of work
may e shortened, und the days labor finished at
four o’clock. There is moch work that may be done
indoors ; readiag, studying, planning for the future,
which are all equally as necessary to be dooe as
plowing and digging drains. By apportioning the
time to different labors, one may often get through
more work than in other ways. System is every-
thing in planning work, nnd goesa great way in
doing it, By economizing the time, there may be
five hours daily set apart for reading. About the
house everything should be done to make things
snug, and all requisitions made by the housekeepers
and everything should be done to relieve their ne-
cessaty work of much of its weight. Fuel should
be put under cover, and properly prepared for con-
vepient use. Drains should be made fo carry off
water; a place provided for slops aud wasts, where
they may be saved for use as fertilizers; the cellar
thoroughly cleaned, whitewashed and protected ;
shelves put up where needed ; porches for protec-
tion around the doors and well should be made,
and all these done without considering that any
undue calls are made upon the patience or the time
of the farmer or mechanic. The home should be
considered first, —dgriculturist.

Wiry Fanuise 13 Useroriranue—The question,
“Will Farming pay?" was discussed before the
New Hampshire agricultural society as follows: It
is compiained that farming is unprofitable, Men
are leaving the farm and are seeking employment
in manufactories and the trade of the city. New
Hampshire, the agricultural part of Massachusetts,
of Maine and Vermont have gone back in popula-
tion, and productive agricultural wealth in the last
ten years, Without seeking ta touch all the
reasous for it, may we not find it largely iu this,
that we ask too much for the farm? Havinga
capital of $2,000, $3,000 or $5,000 invested in it, we
ask that the farm suall support our families, edu-
cate our childicn and give us a comparative wealth
for old age Dbesides, And yet, do we treat it as
other men do their business who succeed? If we
fail in getting all this from it, we suy at once that
farming is unprofitable, We are unmindful of the
fact that in mereantile husiness only one in a hun
dred is fairly successful, and only one inathousand
emincatly 50, Does not farming do ns woll as that
and better? Does only one in n hundred succeed
to n competence” and only one iu a thousand to
nffluencs? And yet we do not deal with our farms
ia tho same way that we have seen that tho nation
does with its producers? Do we not take every-
thing off and put comparatively nothing oo the
Iand? In every other business in life all the gains
a man geta he immediately puts back into his busi-
ness. The merchant increases his capital from
gains of the preceding year, if he is a prudent map,
until it becomes as large as ke can profilably
manage, Butifa farmer makes any surplus on
his farm, as a tule, does he return it to his land,
cither in increased facilities for farming, in enrich-
ing the soil, adding to his stock or draining his
land? On the contrary is ho not much maore like-
ly to invest in railrond shares or bond or some
manufacturing euterprise, or lona it fo some neigh-
Vor? Having taken awny from the farm what the
farm has brought him, and ought to be returned to
it again to make it more productive, be leaves it
impoverished, and then complains that the gaing
do not increase. Is not the difficulty that is con-
tinnally taking away the increase of his cnpital and
leaving it'only what it was at the beginning 7 The
tnérchant, as wo have seen, increases his capital
year by year; but the farmer frequently takes his
and invests it in other. enterprises and then com-

-plains that the farm does not succeed.” No farmer
