removed. The arms and ammunition were
taken to Queenstown under a military guard.
Buckshot is still being manufactured for tbhe
Irish Constabulary, and it ig thought the
military will also be supplied with buck-
shot.
The Juno is apparently the rame vessel
from which arms were taken, under similar
circumstances, on August 12th, by a party in
disguise, at Queenstown, as reported in a des-
patch of that date.
Ata meeting of the Grand Orange Lodge
to-day the Emergency Committee considered
a number of applications for protection from
persons in different parts of the country who
are being persecuted for rofusing to join the
Land League. Arrangem:nts were made to
assist them, The Committes resolved toat
once enroll persons who would, when neces-
sary, proceed to any part of the country, and
and enter the service of, or guard, ¢ Boy-
cotted” persons. The Committee aleo re-
solved to inform Bence-Jones that they are
ready to asgist him.
A curious circumstance recently occurred
to Captain Cochrane in connection with his
tepautry. Sowme of them, having heard of the
great things to be accomplished by Blr. Par-
nell and the Land League, came forward and
asked Captain Cochrane if he would do them
a favour, and make their rents Griffith’s valua-
tion. The Captain, who was heard with
silence and respect,snid he was much obliged
to them for so kindly offering to iccrease his
rent, and explained that it would require an
increaze to bring it up to Grifiith's valuation,
because those asking it were actually 50 per
cent below the valuation; and besides, those
that paid their rent got 15 per cent off.
However, as 50 many were reducing their
rents, he could not think it right to iccrease
his, and he must refuse to give thom Griffith's
valuoation. One other mam came forward as
spokesman for another townland to ask for
Griffith’s valuation, and was astonished when
bhe was told that the remts of the townlaund
were 40 per cent. below the Poor Law or
Griffith’s valuation. The greatest fallacy and
mis-conception exists in the minds of the
small tenants as to Griffith’s valuation, many
of whom hold about 22 acres under £3 rent.
They can bardly be persuaded but that
Griffith's valuation, which they cannot tind
tor themselves, would be a boon to them.
The Times says the Government have ap-
parently some susplcion that, behind the
agrarian agitation in Ireland, other projects
are being hatched. It is probable that a
mischievous gang of Irish American filibuat-
ers, who were the authors of the Fenian rising
of 1867, are again at work. Tbey find the
masges flugshed with triumph over the law,
and abundantly supplied with arms, which
have been sold in hundreds of thousand:
throughout Ireland since the Peace Preserva-
tion Act was allowed te lapse six montha
ago.

Thus, with all
these objections, and the probability of the
absence of men who wou.d rather incur a
penalty than serve, there is a fair likelihood
of a legal discussion being raised, on the
ground that, as the panel of 47 contained the
names of persons by Ntatute exempt, the
whole proceedings must be quashed.

The little town of Portadown in Ulster
Province is fust becoming notorious as a
centre of agitation. A short time ago, two
tenant farmers, named Berry and White re-
ceived lettors threatening them with panish-
ment if they continued to pay rents to obnox-
ious landlords. They refused to be fright-
ened, and continued their regular payments,
whereupon their houses wore burned to the
ground, and their proguce entirely destroyed.
The constabulary determined that the per-
pretrators should not escare, and used every
means to discover their whereabouts. A man
vamed Wortley was employed by the police
as a spy, to make inquiries. His mission was
soon discovered, and he was stabbed. The
perpetrator of the second outrage also escap-
ed, being well bidden by his townsmen, who
refosed to give any information to the au.-
thorities.

DusLiy, Dec. 26.—A lady named Iillard
has beea fired at, without a resalt, in a car
near Limerick Junction.

At a meeting of the Emergency Committee
of the Graud Orange Lodge, to-day, letters
were read from varions parts of the North of
Ireland stating that the enrollment of men
for relief purposes is rapidly proceeding.
Subscriptions are being raised in London,
Manchester, and other parts of England, and
both Liberaly and Conservatives are subscrib-
ing. Letters were received from landlords
dusiring to join the Lodge. lnstructions were
issued to District Masters urging them to re-
port outrages to the police, and the Orange
Committee would take steps to prerent the
ostablishment of Land Leagues in their
various districts ; to require lecal magistrates
to prohibit muctings of the League wbenan-
nounced ; to report the ¢ Boycotting” of any
local parson to the police, and to provide all
Orungemen with orms for defence in case of
an outbreunk.

One of the most important links in the
prosecution which up to the present was
missing is the stenographbic report of pro-
ceedings at the weekly meetings in the
Lengue offices, Dublin, without which it will
be very difticult to sustain many of the in-
dictments against the accused. All the
Dublin reporters have invariablv refused to
farnish reports, but it is now revealed that
the editor ot the KEzpress, an anti-League
paper, has been preserving his reporters’
copy of the proceedings since I"ebruary, and
will hand it aver to the Government, Four
of the Express reporters have been subpa-
naed. They have destroyed their original
potes, apd will not, therefore, swear to the
absolute accuracy of the reports. One
Ezpress reporter refused £100 to re-
port a meeting where a Government
stenographer was unavailable. The defunce
intend to call 1,000 witnesses, including
tenant farmers from every county in which
the League has conducted its agitation, and
also Clerks of the Puace from every couaty
in Ireland, who will be called upon to show
their record of evictions, &c., since 1844,
The League has threatened, for some time,
to Boycott a certain leading Dublin news-
paper for ita hostility to the agitation. It
was last week on the point of doing 8o, in-
tending to stop its sale throughout the coun-
try and force all :ts agents to stop selling it
and all local correspondents to stop sending
news, but friendly counsel intervened, and
the ides was abandoned for the present. Mr.
Parnell has not publicly appeared in con-
nection with the League, or at private meet-
ings, for five weeks, save once at Waterford.
Mr. Davitt is at present the active head of
the League.

DusLiN, Dec. 26.—A circular of the Magis-
trates, in reply to Forster's circular, states
that the Magistrates are unable to carTy out
the law, owing to terrorism.

The Monaglar Anti-League Association
has issued a manifesto calling on loyal men
to combine for mutual defence, and combat
the bateful teachings of the Land League.
The Land League meeting which was to
be held in Borrig, in Ossory, to-day, was pro-
bibited, and the military and police were
present 1o enforce the probibition. There
was a riot on Saturday in Dublin between
soldiers and civilians. The police separated
the combatants. The Gazette publishes a
proclamation prohibiting a meeling at Ath.
greany, County Wicklow, which was called
for the. pwpose of denouncing & certaln in-
dividual. The (azette also declaree the
County Limerick to be in a disturbed state,
and requiring additional police. At Oork,
to-day, on the police ordering a disorderly
crowd to disperse, 8 volley was fired at the
police from revolvers. A policemsn was shot,
but not mortally wounded.

DEPARTURE OF THE 97TH REGIMENT 1Ol NATAL—
THE DISASTER 7TO BRITISH ARM3 EXAGGER-

Loxsbox, Dee. 27.—The 97th Regiment has
left Gibraltar for Nutal. A despatch from
Durban says the disaster to the 94th Regi-
ment on the roml between Sydenburg and
Practoria has bsen exaggorated, ‘Thirty
only were killed and wounded. 'The rest
were disarmed and allowed to proceed to
Praetorin. A stsamor with 110 soldiers has
arrived at Durban.

A despateh from Cape Town says the Boars
have released the prisoners captured at Mid-
dleburg.

The Cape Teimes gives the following sum-
mary of the week’s news :— 'Ulhe rebellion in
Basutoland, which has incited » pertion of
the Tembus and the Pondomire to rebel, is
still engrossivg our attentiom, and tasking
our patriotism. The poeneral desire is that
this rebellion shall be suppressed at all
costs, without asking for the assistance of a
siogle lmperial soldier, There is every
indication that the colony will be
able to suppress the rebellion. ¥y the end
of this mouth thers will not be luss than
11,000 Europeans under Genersl Clarke,
and the small forces which have on every
occasion so gallantly held their own will
be reinforced, with the hope of vonclusively
settling matters. General Clorke has re-
turned to King William's Town, which he
reached on I'riday last in company with
Adjutant-Genernl Cochrane. The ¢eneral
will organize the forces, which are now ronch-
ing the border districts from woest to enst, to
subdue the wave of rebellion which has
surged out of Basutoland into. the surround.
ing territory. 1n RBasutoland Colonel Car-
rington is patrolling the couamtry until the
time asrives when the Goneral will be atrong
enough to miake the finnl move. By that

time the Basutos will be greatly re-
duced in every way. Loerothodi must
have - long since given up sanx hope

of driving our forces out of the country. He

hurled 5,000 men on Carrington’s patrol last

week, but was driven back with great loss,

and Carrington is in search of ‘another fight.

He wisely declines at present to attack moun-

tain strongholds; it will be time enough to

think of that when the great gune ou their

way up are to hand.

Fame-—never
mine, had slipped fromn him, when he had
almost grasped it. Hopes, dreams, friends,
sweot-hearts, kindred, boon companions—all,
all have disappeared ia windings of the
great labyrinth. Brother with brother, we
are left alone. Somewhat of a dreamer
and a visionary was he, so people said of him,
in the days when it had been worth their
while to spenk of us at all.  But I knew how
brave a worker be had been withal, Night
and day he had toiled and slaved at pictures,
seldom sold, more seldom paid for. It had
always beeu understocd, as we grew up to-
gother from boyhood, that I was best fitted to
cope with the work a-day world, its rugged-
ness and its jostling, YetI had been the
companion, these ycars back, of that artist
life of his, and I knew that it bad its rough
places, and its unrequited toil, its unshed
tears and its own peculiar slavery, Theie
was more beauty in it,no onecan deny ; there
was walking out of the beaten path, aud
strange eacounters with models,and brethren
of the type Bohemian; there were memories,
too, of studio life in sunshiny places,with a Ro-
mansky peeping in,’or bits of the Val d’Arno
catching the eyes, more golden aud mellow
thanits fuc-similes in oil upon tho eacel. Even
at this distance of time, when wmy brother
bheard the murmurs of our native stream,
pushing its way, in sumimer, through the
tangled hedgesand shrubbery aponits banks,
we half forgot that 1t was not the placid
t Southein Sea” washing the shore of poetic
Capri.

It was December now, however, and no
wild stretch of funcy could convert the frozen
river, or the bleak,cold winds, howling around,
into anything but the proper signs and
symbols of our rugged northern winter.

There was a rostless mood in my brother I
fancied, memories were becoming {oo strong
for him, so I led him on to talk of them, best
panacea, for such evils. It was Christmas
Eve, the dawn of that solemn midnight, as
we knew by the bells that far away through
the frosty air came pealing to us, with sudden
joyful clangor—heralds of the glad tidings
crying, ¢ Largesse, largesse, to the poor of
earth! Gentle danmes and vaiinnt knights
your King cometh, with whatdevice of pomp
and splendor will ye meet him ?”

Something in the sound of those bells went
struight to our hearts, we, two lonely men,
together on the hearthstone of what had been.
Involuniarily we rose, and clasped each
other's hand. We didn’t speak on « Merry
Christmas,” the bells spoke it for us, with
their minor note, peace, peace, to men of good
will; peace, peace.

When the bells had ceased ringing wo re-
sumed our places by the fire, and my brother
fell to talking of Christmases gone by-—onu
within the shadow of Eternal Rome. With
what grandeur they had hailed the coming of
their King there; with what largesse to the
poor; with what brave banners and gorgeous
tapestries and pealing of Cathedral bells and
booming of cannon, and illuminating of
churchos and castles, and chanting of wonder-
ful choirs and singing of fresh boy-voices,
like the angels singing to the shepherds, and
the martialling of splendid uniforms, and
the sounds of military music, and the whole
great heart of that wonderous capital throb-
bing with joy, crying with one accord,
« Wassail, wassail to the King. But morte
sweetly and tenderly to my brother’'s mind

" seemed to come the recollection of
home Christmases, and he sketched
them vividly, so vividly that at times
I almost started, a8 he brought

the dead around the board again, and the dead
alive, too. How they haunted us, for the
absent do haunt us, more persi-tently even
than the dead. The echo of alaugh, the
voice of one singing, the perfume of a flower,
coms ghostlike to our senses, and pale,
shadowy glimpses of faces, macking us in
their mirthfulness, melting us to tears in their
pathos. And what are the Christmases to us,
but wan ghosts rising up at mid-year, to taunt
us with hopes that have died, joys that have
vanished, sorrows that have been outlived,
loves that baveleft us only remembrance—
sweet, it is true, as some half- forgotten moro-
ipg of spring time. Distinct as a paiuted
portrait, he showed me our mother again,
looking pale, through the distance, in her
evening robe of black velvet, with her brown
hair, lying so smooth and soft, under thelace
of her cap, and growing whiter every Christ.
mas as the year came round, till as she
lay in the coffin it was snowy white.
I could almost fancy her at the fireside
again, till roused from the roverie, into which
my brother had onst me, I folt the settled
stillness of the place, where once the sweet.
voiced woman, .he reculled had told us the
gtory of that first Christmas jn Bpthlehem.
Upou ano Ohristmas only, 1his chronicler
of onr pant’ failed to touch, I uonderstood,
the dearest 1o him of all, its chronicle 1w

mained unspoken. I had seen him that
Christmas night standing beside his betrothed
wifo, whom it was the fashion then to de-
scribe, beautiful as the fabled Marguerite.
They were so well matched, those two, shu
8o graceful and composed, he so handsome
and g0 confident. I never quite understood
their love for each other, there was so much
pride in it. Each was proud of the other,
each felt the other’s pre-eminence. If it had
not been so, I know not what. I often
wondered, how poverty, disgrace, loss
of personal beauty or the like, would have
operated in this alliance of charms and
counter-charms ; I wondered, but what avails
it to wonder now! I glunced at my brother,
ho was very thoughtful, and I knew by the
cloud on his brow, that he had gone back
there to that Christmas, too, and lived its
scones over sgain, and looked with joy and
and trivmph agsin on the face of that lovely
one he bad chosen, and who had chosen him.
What a gulf lies between them, poverty, ruin,
loneliness, and they stand on either side of
it, and at Christmas time, or when some idle
memory stirs them, they gaze across it at
each other, nnd tmile, with such a smile as
the phantoms of our dreams wear.

Perhaps I had memories of my own con-
neeted with that evening, but there was not
g0 much pride about mine, and they
brought no bitternness to my thoughts
no cloud to my brow. Suddenly’
my brother roused himself from his abstrac-
tion, and springing up, with almost bis old
elasticity, cricd out to me to order some
glasses and a bottle of wine, «T'he Norse-
men, was it,’ said he, ¢ used to drirk a re-
membrance cup, or something of the kind, to
the memory of departed friends. But not
here, let us have it in my studio.” I followed
him there,—the wine was Dbrought, and I
quickly saw his intention. He passed by all
the other pictures in the room and uncovered
cne, which stood unfinished on the easel. It
was the last he had ever touched, many years
ago now, With that had ended his artist
life. Unfinished though the portrait was, 1
knew it ; the proud look in the eyes; the line
about the mouth, faintly marked in the pic-
ture, strongly in reality, indicating a disposi-
tion to cruelty ; the thin, delicate nostrils ; the
clear, pencilled eye-brows ; the faint sea-ghell
pink in the cheeks, and the capital defect of
the face; the weak chin, which once my
brother had quarrelled with me for remark-
ing,—in every pointof detail an exquisite
face.

« Here,"” said my brother, pausing, ¢let us
drink the remembrance cup, or whatever it
is.”

He poured out the wine, and took his glass
in his haud. Straightway, then, hs con-
fronted the undisturbed image upon the
easel. I remained in the background.
That pledge was between themselves. He
did not speak a word, but drank the wine
slowly and in silence. Mine was untasted.
I could not touch it then. As we stood thus
the bells sturtled us once more, not with
their clang ot triumph, bnt with the softer
note again, peace, peace to men of good will,
peace. Then I heard my brother echoing
their message, peace, peace, and 1 knew
that between him, and tbat old love of his,
there was, at last, peace. He stood a
moment after that, confronting her still, gaz-
ing intently into thoseeyes, with the old look
of pride in them and their long dark lashes
curliag upward. It would seem as if £he, in
the giow of her beauty, confronted him like-
wise, visibly, really, drawing aside with one
slender, delicate hand, the curtain of a door
whence she emerged, her white dress and the
cluster of roses, relieved by the darkness
aronnd her. 1 felt angry at her beauty—that
futal beauty »f hers. It seemed to divide my
brother fiom me again, and I longed to tuke
pencil and brush and form there on her
smooth cheeks the lines and furrows that
time had made on his, my brothers, and to
streak that lovely hair with gray, and to dim
the glow of youth in those eyes: ldle dream
—for the old chronicles, in my despite, would
still remain in the breast of the historian,
only tenfold more beautiful, with the legend
writ beneath in letters of gold,  Ye fuir and
winsome maid.”

All at once, without a word, without even
a sigh, my brother drew the curtain over it,
and coming to where I stood, again pledged
me in all brotherly love and cordiality, and
I heartily responded to the toast. Wo went
out of the room together after that, and pass-
ing through the corridor, my brother started
nervously. He heard, he said, what seemed
like music, weird, ghostly, unutterably
mournful—the dead love of the Republican
soldier, waking the echoes, as report said of
her,—bnt he lnuzhed himself next moment at
a fancy s0 absurd, and returned to the embers
of wur fire.

Suddenly the logs leaped into a blaze. The
dreary old room was all at once aglow with
light, fairly embowered inivy,mistletoa and
holly. Voices long familiar gave us greeting.
Christmas legends were whispered here
and there,—and other legends scarcely less
sweet, and even older—Christmus carols
supg, and Christmas toasts given. But ever
and aunon, up from even those careless hearts,
went one reverent thought, upwards from the
lowly manger and the blue mountains cf
Judea, and even beyond, where the angels
sang inthat oneimmortal chorus, the echo of
which in these far centuries still thrills our
hearts. The moon was nearly at its tull, and
tales went round of how in a distant time,
its pale blue ray flashed upon the dead face
of the soldier falling at his own thres-
hold, bravely, with eword in hand,
calmly, as a patriot should die, going
down to posterity with the light of the
moon full upon, remembered forever after, as
baving died thus peacefully, and thus man-
fully. So, with the world, tradition touch-
ivg our hearts, and elevating them in spite
of us, was micgled that purely local one, of
little fame, and of little worth, save to those
dwellers in that solitary old house who loved
sometimes to ponder upon the memory of a
noble man once part and parcel of it. There
was nervous questionings too, and the replies
of superior wisdom, asto the reality of that
ghostly music, heard in the sombre old house.
Even as we spoke, to confound us all,
came a rush of mysterious music, deep,
passionate and mournful, seeming now to
proceed from the halls and corridors, or again
from the brick-paved court-yard, while in the
moonlight there was a general clustering
together, and o shivering and a turning pale.
But presently it seemed to us that we recog-
pized tbis music of Paradise, and had heard
it before somewhere in a more carthly Eden,
that land of youth, where the sweetest songe
ave sung, and tho sweetest words spokcn.  So
we discovered that it was a surprise expressly
prepared for us, and we listened, half merry,
half sad to the dear old tumes it played.
Thus the midnight stole upon.us in such
pleasure aud )olity, so blithesomely, so
happily, that when it was. time to wish
each other « Merry Christmas,” and to cry
out in.the fullness of our hearts,  God give
ye all good morrow,” it seemed 80 ncedless,
80 unnecessary, that we wore half tempted to-
nmit it altogether, and defy fate to rob.us of’
the joys that then wereours, - « = .o
All the Chrirtmas tide we ravelled in.mirth;
and.good feilowship, never lenving off, until,
wkeu at Twelith Night, we chose our Ring

and,Queen, decking them out in all the
bravery of our combined wardrobes. Sucha
heaven as there was that night, exquisitely
lovely in her brief authority, with heavily
fringed eyes, the lashes curling upwards,

with & pgraceful figuce, turning half
mirthfully, half tenderly to her king
and suzerain lord. He was a King

worthy of the Queen, glowing in his pride
and happiness, smiling’with carcless und enasy
pride upon his vassals. O! King, King,
between thee and me, thy liege brother and
first subject, the beauty of that Queen has
dug a fearful gulf. The malicious whisper
that it is bridged over by another Quecn and
sovereign lady, but I will not have Ler called
a Queen, even though I am, indeed, her glave,
rather angel, fairy, or whatever tho heart of
man is pleased to call his lady love. I will
not deny that such a one has cast a veil over
my eyes, and that she is secking even now to
blind me, not more effectnally, though more
visibly for a game of blind man’s bufl.

On this gay scene let the curtain fall, as it
fell so Iately upon a sombre rcom, and the
light embers dend almost upon the hearth,
and two lonely men, brothers and sworn
comrades, drinking a remembrance cup to the
loves and the friends vanished from around
them. Which the dream and which the
reality, which the shadows and which the
things of life, which the idie vissionmary and
the man of prose? Why answer, why wonder,
why speculate.

¢ Half our life we live ns monarchs,
And the other hulf as slaves,”

Nor let us ask too curiously which the real
or which the ideal ? What would it avail us
to know ? Sball there not be a Christmas
morning, far or near we kunow not, when our
doubts shall all have vanished and we shall
live of tha true life that is immortal. How
our ears shull be greeted then with a rush-
ing sound as of many wings and the music ot
harps and symbols and the Golden City of
Heavenly Jerusalem, shall ring with won-
derful, inconceivable gloria. Faintly, too, like
the memory of something long distant and
remote from us, shall arise the murmurs, once
s0 dear to us, # Peace, peace to men of good-
will,” and we sball se3m to see that Dblessed
peace stealing down into the darksome places
of large cities, and into their glare and bustle,
too, bringing, as of old it brought to us, a
strange thrill of great joy, and the answer to
all our eager questionings. « This day ix
born to you a Saviour, who i3 Christ the
Lord.”

WRECK OF THE BARQUE BRISTOLIAN,

FEARFTUL SUFFERINGS ENDURED RY THE CREW—
DYING FROM LXI'OSTLE,

Que3ec, Dec. 21.—A portion of the crew of
the barque Dristolian, which was wrecked on
Anticosti on the 22nd ultimo, arrived up here
last night, and tell & fearful tuale of hardship
coanected with the wreck. The vesselleft
port on Saturday, the 19th of November, and
everything went well until the mext day.
Shortly after the pilot left the vesscl at
Bic, nasty, weather set in, with rnin and
snow and sleet, accompanied by terrific
pales of wind. This lasted until the even-~
ing of the 22nd, by which time the vessel had
becomen complete iceberg; the ropes were
frozen in the blocks, and the sails would not
bend, so that the ship was unmanageable. A
fearful gale was blowing from the N. W,
when, about 9 p.m., the vesscl struck ground.
Prior to this time, about 8 p.m., one of the
seawmen, Thomss Smith, aged about 19 years,
had been washed overboard and lost. As soon
ns the vessel struck, the rest of the cr=w made
themseclves tast to the rfgging aft, expecting
every moment to be their last. They were
wet through end benumbed with the cold.
There was no fire on board, nor any meauns of
making ons, the vessel having previously had
her decks swept, and the galley and cook
house shifted out of their positior. Aboutll
p-m. the vessel’s stern commenced to break up,
and the men with difliculty managed to take
up a position in the torward part of the ship,
where they stowed themselves for the re-
mainder of the night in their wet clothes,
exposed to the terrors of the night. During
the interval, John Evaus, of Carnarvon,
Thomas Anderson, aged 22, Scotch,and D.
McQuilken, o young lad of 15, succumbed to
the cold, and were frozen to death. Nearly
all the remainder of the crew were more or
less frost-bitten, but they maraged to weather
out the night. When day broke next morn-
ing it was found that the vessel was some
two miles from land, about hali-way between
Bescie River and Euoglish Bay, and the wea-
ther still being rough and intensely cold,
their position was a most terrible one to
contemplate. It was at one time fancied
that the smoke of an approaching steamer
was discernible, coming in their direction,
but it was not s0, nnd the party afterwards
became considerably discouraged. It was
now about 11 o'clock, and they set about
launching a boat, all the others having
been carried away by the heavy rea. In this
they were successful, but, unfortunately, the
boat filled with water. They all, however,
managed to get in, aond baled out the boat ag
they rowed ashore. On landing, they were
in a terribly exhausted condition, and knew
not what to do or where to go. Having
noticed a man’s footsteps on the ground,
they followed his tracks, ag they imagined,
for about six miles. Evan Evans, the
cook, now showed signs of exhaustion, and
died at the foot of the stump of an old
tree. He was a married man, 42 years of age,
his wife and family living in Liverpool. The
remainder of the crew then resumed their
journey, and shortly afterwards, with what
teelings can be better imagined than de-
scribed, they sighted tbe dwelling of Mr.
Gamache, where they were hospitably re-
ceived, and their sad needs most kindly at-
tended to. They remained here for ten days,
and speak in loud praise of their host for his
unwearied kindness in attending to all their
wants. At the end of that time, having
gnined considerable strength, they started
out tn walk for Ellis Bay, eighteen miles dis-
tant. Capt. Clements, however, was too ill
to walk and was hauled along on a hand
sleigh. His feet and hands are badly frozen.
At Ellis Bay they embarked on the schooner
Wasp for Gaspe. Three of the crew, named
H. Cogley, Wm., Duon and Wm. Calcott,
being too badly frozen, were left on the Is-
land, but they were in a fair way of recevery,
and it is anticipated that they have by this
time complutely recovered. Captain Clement
remains at Gaspe. where he will stay until he
has fully recovered, towards which he is now
in & fuir way. The names of those who have
arrived here are Andrew Neblock, mate;
John Jamieson, carpenter, and Geo. Nash,
Robert Blackall and John Brown, able sea-
wen. They were taken charge ot by the
shipping office and sent to Mrs. Doherty’s
boatding house on Champlain street.

NOTES FROM THE CAPITAL.

[FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.]

OTtrawa, Dec. 22, 1880.

Both sides have been freely using their
ammunition since the House opened, on the
Pacific Railway question, and no doubt ad-
vaptage will be taken of the adjournment by
indefutigable members of enlightened consti-
tuencies to supplement the specches made in
Parlinment by fervid appeals, i which the
country will be represented as cither about
to enter on an era of nuprecedented prosper-
ity or totterivrg on the verge of ruin. Never
was there such a demand tor flunsard as at
present.

Members are eagerly taking advautage of
the new system, by which a full veport of
each day's proceedings appears the following
day at three o’clock, thus emabling themto
mail their specches within a day of their de-
livery ; whereas, under the old contract
synstem they were not published. Thousandr
ot copies are ordered every day, and scattered
broadcast over the country.

WWhether the Paciic Railway contract be
the good thing tor the couantry or the con-
trary that each party represents it to be, there
can be no doubt that it will pasy the House,
and once passed, be out of the domain of
theory, und into that of practical experience.
As to the terms, their stringency cannot be
deuied, but the main question, after all, is:
Could we do any better? The road will be
built at a subsidy of $25,000,000 cash,
25,000,000 acres of land, and the cost of the
L: ke Superior section, and the road from
IKamloops to Port Moody. These, according
to Sandford IMleming’y estimates of 15th
April, 1880, would cost as follows :—

These have to be completed by the Gov-
ernment and handed over to the Company,
but the Minister of Railways now e¢stimates
their cost at about $28,000,000 ; thus the en-
tive road from Thunder Buy to Port Moody
will cost $25,000,000 in cash and 25,000,000
acres of Iand at 31 an acre, or a totul of $78;-
000 000. The Syndicate, on the other hand,
will have to incur the following expendi-
fure :—

550 miles from Jasper Valley to
Kamploops ...covvviive v $15,500,000

Ana the eastern section from Lake Nipissing
to a point of junction with the Lake Su-
petior road, assumed at 650 miles, which is
the most ¢iflicult portion of the line and may
cost any amount between $20,000,000 and
240,000,000, Besides this, they will have to
equip the road, build telegraph lines, ete, and
run it when completed.

As to the value of theland subsidy, whother
it be worth 81 or 35 an acre, with a railway

running through the country, it has no imme-
diate value without such communication ; and
should the road bring in so large an iutlux of
immigration as to create the active competi-
tion for the innur sections which the Opposi-
tion to-day seem to anticipate, the outer sec-
tions must berefit in a corresponding degree.
On this point, however, there seems to be
great elasticity as well uas divergence
of opinion exhibited on both sides. When
Sir John A. Macdonald wished to dazzle the
eyes of the statosmen and capitalists of Eng-
land, and enlist on his side the Imperialistic
proclivilies of tbe DBeaconsfiela administra-
tion, he set the minimum value of the land
at 82 per acre, and both Mr. Blake and BMr.
Mackenzie ridiculed tho valuation. Yo day,
when it is necessary to prove that the Gov-
ernment heve not given away too much te
the Syndicate, Sir Charles Tupper mnkes the
modest valuation at $1 per acrv for the
25,000,000 grant, and Mr. Blake, who wishes
to prove the contrary case, cannot conceive
its being worth less than $3.50 per acre. On
this point Mr. McLennan, in his admirable
speech delivered last night, snid, and most
people will agree with him: «I maintain
that whatever we may call the nominal value
of the lands, they really do not enter into the
question in computing the cost to us of the
railwny. I maintain that they are elements
apart, connected with the settlement of the
country, which we cannot reduce to figures
in computing the cost of the railway.” 'L'he
amount of money he proceeded to show, then
in question, is $35,000,000, composed of the
$25,000,000 subsidy and the works in con-
gtruction, to be handed over to the Syndicate,
and on the latter $18,000,000 have already
been expended. This will leave $35,000,000
to be provided or an annual charge upon the
country at 4 per cent. of 31,400,000, n sum no
greater than the yearly deficits under the
late administration. Theincrease of revenue
through increase ot settlement and popula-
tion may, without indulging in too sanguine
expectation, be relied on to more than
cover this additional charge. Mr. Mec-
Lepnan but seldom addresses the ouse
and when he does, it is evident
that he has carefully studied the subject.
He gives a classical tone to the debate
which tends to relieve it from the acridity
into which a heated digcussion is apt to de-
gencrate, and has a power of quiet sarcasm
often more effective than elaboratearzument.
For instance, in dealing with the wholesale
denunciations ot the contract, he said such
terms #s madness, anarchy, incapacity,
national ruin and suicide had lost their f~rce
through repeated use. They had been re-
peated too often in application to the
National Policy; and his description ot
Sir Richard Cartwright, as not ouly a
Minister of Deficits, but a Pasquino
of debate, a sayer of bitter things, struck
home. Mr, Ives, who followed, laid down
three propositions at the opening of his
speech : (1.) That the Liberal party is equal-
1y bound with the Conservative party to have
the Pacific Railway built. (2.) That both
are equally bound to have it built by a com-
pany. (3.) That the obligation to build it ix
irrevocable. He then proceeded to show the
expense of equipment, the cost of interest
during construction, and the loss in working
the road when built. He made a good point
by quoting an article in the (lobeof 8th Nov.
last, which was baged on the inference that
the road when constructed would he
banded over to tbe Government, and
predicted a fearful annual loss to result from
the working of the road during the first ten
years at least. Mr. Anglin scouted tho idea
that there were 250,000,000 acres good land in
the Northwest, and plainly hinted that Pro-
fessor Macoun had been sent thero for the ex-
press purpose of fidding those lands at all
hazards, Our $53,000,000, he said, would
never be repaid, or anything like an adeguate
retnrn obtained for. it. Mr. Laurier nnde

a clever speech from a literary  point
of ‘view, Tho results of the leglslation of

McQaffrey, treasurer, wnd F. Rrenuan, gécre- 11871, by which Rritish Columbin wug nd-

witted icto the Unlon, were now beginuing

to be felt by those who introduced that legis-
lation. No doubt, the railway through
British Columbia is an wnprofitable uader-
toking, and the great mistake which Mr.
Mackenzie made when he entered office was
in not frankly acknowledging bis inability to
carry out the terms of union, and
calling on the Imperial Government to
allow  British Columbia to revert to
her  former position a8 &  Crown
colony. Not having done this, Mr. Laurier's
attack loses its force. To-day a Conserva-
tive caucus is being held. Private Dbills
come up this aiternoon and will probably
occupy the whole of fo.day’s Session. Alr.
Charlton will resume the Pacific debate to-
morrow and be followed by Sir Leonn:d
Tilley. HawpiranT.

THE RELIGIOUS DECREES.

Panis, Dec. 22.—In the Senate vesterday,
Buftet, Orleanist, questioned the Government
on the removal of crucifixes from the cle-
mentary schools in Paris by order of the Pre-
fect of the Seine. The debate showed that
the law gave the local authoritics no discre-
Lion relative to the retention of such religious
emblems, but the police, in some instances,
accomplished the removal 1u a careless and
frreveront manner.

Afterwards
the order of the day, pure and simple, pro-
posed by the Left, was rejected by 50 to 124,
A milder censure on the Prefect’s conduct
was proposed by the MNoderates, which was
shelved by a similar majority. To-dny the
Prefect resigned. It is stated that Premier
Ferry and Constance, Minister of the Interior,
ulso declared they will resign.

PLANTAGANET, ONT.

PrantAGaNET, Unt., Dec. 22.—The parties
supposed to huve been connected with the
murder of Plerre Brunct in Sueptember last
are now in custody. It will be remembered
that at the inquest nothing was elicited to
attach guilt to any person. About two
months ago a young man from this village
named David Prevost, who left the day after
the old man’s digappearance, returned home
purtially insane. He had been up the river
in one of Messrs. J. 1. Booth & Co.'s shanties,
and had to leave in consequence of this.
Getting no better he was committed to
L'Orignal jail, and having contegsed to somo
thefts was sentenced by the magistrate to
four months’ imprisonment. Supicions were
entertained that he was in some manper im-
plicated with the murder, and be has been
closely watched by those in charge of him,
Yesterday moruing he confessed to Constable
Patello that he, in company with Damase
Brunet, & son of the murdered man,
bad committed the deed. Provost states
that he met Damase in the village who
vronched the matter to him andinduced him
to zo to the old man's house. “Thisthey did
in broad daylightand he (I'revost) choked the
old man to death, Damase, the son, standing
by. The old man lived ulone and had come
in {rom his work and changed his clothes,
the day bheing very wet ; this accounts for
the light clothing on the body when fonuna,
Prevost then went to his brother’s place about
u mile distant and returned after dark with a
horse und cart, took the body and threw it
into a hole where it was found and Damase
afterwnrds covered it with branches. Con-
stables Costello and Wright came up from
L'Orignel last night and arrested Dame
Brunet.

A tolegram from Quebec Tuesday morning
brings news of a startling nature.

We are further in-
formed, in connection with this startling
piece of intelligence, that an Imperial spy
has arrived on this continent to watch the
movements of the Land Lesguers in Canada
and the States. We cordially welcome the
Imperial spy, and if he comes to this office
we shall put him in full rapport with the
League and its mysterious doings, its papers
and its modus operandi, but he must at the
same time pay his dollar admission fee.
That is an understood thing. No dollar, no
inspection of documents.

London. We are afraid, however, that the
spy has sprung full grown from the brain of
our venerable contemporary the Quebec Mer-
cury, which has for so long a time wasted its
sweetness on the desert air that folks outside
of its immediate nelghborhood were not
aware of its existence, and it had, conse-
quently, to invent something which would
make its name heard, if ouly for a day.

adopted by the Irisk agitators.

Dr. WiLp, a'#iew prophet who has appeared
above the horizon, in a lecture which he de-
livered in Toronto, Monday 20th inst., made a
few wild predictions. He prophesied that
the world would be plunged into warin 1882 ;
that in the same year the Jews would be re-
stored to Palestine under British protection;

Why, even
the blessed baby ushered into the world on
Monday night may hope, if nothing happens
to him personally, that he will live half a
century, which is not bad considering all
things.

sympatby for the Irish tenantry as Davitt and
Parnell, to the manor born—Davitt himself
being the son of an evicted tenant. The editor
of the Spectator seems to labor under the
delusion of the great majority ot his
countrymen, that every act of justice to-
wards Ireland since the repeal of the Penal
Laws has been performed spontancously snd
cheerfully by Eegland. But it is not so;
every concession has been extorted from her
fears. Again, our correspondent may think
England incapable of fear, but that is a rat.

was the great French revolution made England
repeal the most ferocious of her Penal Laws
in 1793, a year when the arms of Republican
France were in the ascendant, it was fear of
her Irish Catholic armycaused her to grant em-
ancipation (see Wellington's life by Greig) ;
it was the Clerkenwell explosion and Man-
chester rescue disestablished the Irish Ohurch
(vide Gladstone’s speeches) ; and itis the ir-
resistible Land League which will force her
to reforma the terrible land system. The
Reverend Mr, Bray asks to be informed in
what way he bas attacked the Land League
and we refer him to the extract he has sent
usg, cut out of his own paper, wherein he says
that if more landlords are murdered and more
boycotting practised land reform in Ireland
will be put back fifty years, Now we must
infer from this that the Land League coun-
tenances murder, and yet the leaders de-
nounce it from every platform. As for
boycotting it is a different thing altogether,

THE DANGER OF THE FUIURE.

Juy Gould, the great American speculator,
now owns more miles of railroad than any
othes single individual in the world, but yet
he is not half satisied. His ambition is as
boundiess as that of Alexander the Great in
his line, and the one great aim of his life
seems to be to obtain the controlling influ-
ence of the railroads and telegraph lines of
the United States. He already plays fast
and locse with the Stock Exchange, of which
he is the absolute monarch. Stocks rise and
fall almost at his good pleasure, but whether
they rise or fall, the fluctuations make him
all the ricber and more powerful for further
operations. Now that he in a great measure
controls the public purse little is wanting to
complete his happiness—if happiness it can
be cailed—than to control public opinion
also; ond this he is not neglecting., It isno
ionger a sscret that he either owns or has
under hypothecation an immense block of the
stock of the Tribune, that he is part pro-
prietor of the World, that he lately paid
$46,000 for eighteen shares in the Sun,and
that, finally, be is negotiating for the pur-
cLase of stock in all the New York dailies,
except the Stur and Erpress, which
papers are controlled by Jobn Xelly
and the MHerald, of which the sole pro-
prietoris the renowned James Gordon Ben-
nett. Having possession of such a number
of miles of railroad and having countrol to
sach an extent of what people assert moulds
public opinion, what car prevent Jay Gould
from exercising an immense influence on
American affairs—and indirectly of Canadian
—politically and commercially. We all
know what an influence the Grand Trunk
railroad has had in its time in Canadian
politics, but what is the power of the Grand
Trunk aod its numerous owners, who might
have different opinions on public questions,
to the one man power of Jay Gould, guided
by the one set of brains which have already
accomplished so much for their owner? Men
like Jay Gould and Vanderbilt must,
in future, be recognized as dabgerous
factors in Ametican ® politics. We have
none of them as yet in Canadn,
but bhow long shall we be without them?
About a century ago a few great houses among
the Enpglich nobility ruled the Empire. No
matter what party was in power the *dukes”
pulled the wires, and we now behold the
lamentable result, which is the wealthiest
minority the world hes ever witnessed and
the most impoverished majority. A tew
corporate bodies in the United States, such as
the great Pacific railroad companies, Yander-
bilt and Jay Gould, cuuld, if they choose to»
unite =nd nanl thejr jssues, upset the IRe-
publicand establish an Empire in its stead.
The time is 'not yet come for this
the corporate bodies aod the mono-
polists have mnot yet got their bands
on the throats of the people, but
they sare stealing them in that direction,
and if steps are not taken to stop them they
will, most assuredly, accomplish their pur-
pose. It is not in successfal human nature to
halt at any given point; it must move on,
for such is the law which governs it, and
when men are rolling in wealth they look
arcund them for other means of aggrandize-
ment, and they desire, like tbe Israclites
of old, to have a king like other nations that
they mny be lords and dukes. What advan-
tage otherwise has the owner of one hundred
millions over the man of one million?
A combination of such men and cor-
porate bodies as we have spoken of
could regulate the wages of the
masses, and we know exactly what that
means ; it means the slavery of the fres peo-
ple of the United Stntes, and it menns the
same to the people of Canada, for it is
scarcely possible, that with a huge pluto-
cracy at our doors, we could long escape the
collar of the millionaires and railroad com-
panies.

Sir :—I notico that in an editorial of yester-
day, you say, that while 1 condemn Oliver
Cromwaell for what he did in Ireland, I abuse
the Land League for asking  that the atroci-
ties of Oliver be atohed for in some small
dcgree.”

content woald be once more trampled out in
blood. 8o talk about fighting is altogether
ill-advised and unfriendly to the best interests
of Ireland.

‘ The Land League in Ireland is fast.losing
its head. Becausv the Enghish Government
hesitates to apply coercion and to suspend
the Habeas Corpus Act it imagines that the
Eoglish people are intimidated. Nothing
could ba farther from the truth, and the
Leaguers are simply playiug the game of the
English Tory landlords, who are opposed to
any interference with the land laws. A little
more of the grim Boycotting business, and a
few more iandlords shot, and the work of
land law reform in Ireland is put back fifty
years, A. J. Bray.

DEeaR Sir ;—Since 1 last wrote you there
was & terrible pow-wow io our City Council
anent my Jletter, which appeared in the
columns of the True Wrrxness of the 1st
instant.

Starrs was
oppcsed to the reading of the letter. Ald.
Egleson said that as it reflected upon the
members of the Council it ought to be read.
After these two worthies had given vent to a
good deal - of virtuous indignation Ald.
Egleson read the letter from a copy of the
Trvs WiTkess, and wound up by pronouncing
all the statements contained in it false. It
was then moved by Ald. Starrs, seconded by
Ald. St. Jean, *that owing to the well-
known fact that the author of the letter from
Ottawa is not deemed responsible for his acts
or sayings, that this Council take no further
notice of it, the author having to send his
gerrymander to Montreal tohave it inserted.”
Ald. Coleman suggested tnatt as John Clancy,
the writer of the letter, was an ex-Alderman
he should be brought to the bar of the Council
and treated as he deserved.” « Montes partu.

In my Iast communication I promised that
I would give au expose of the finances of the
city and of the general condition of the peo-
ple. In order to fulfil my promise intelli-
gibly I must go back to the yenr 1871, In
that year the funded debt of the city was only
one hundred and twenty thousand dollars
($120,000). In the year 1876 the debt wus
two milifons and a quarter (32,225,000). The
Parlinment Buildings wers commenced in
1860 and were not finished until 1875.
The eorection of these buildings gave
employment to about four thousand men,
more than balf of whom had families. The
Government removed to Ottawa in 1865, and
brought in its train & considerable number of
people. These with the laboring men and
mechanics who were employed on the public
buildings doubled the population of the city.
Houseroom was exceedingly scarce and rents
rose enormousty. 'The rizein the rentsgave
a marvellous impetus to bunilding ; every one

that owned & lot or a half lot
of Jand put up one Dbuilding or
more, and those who had no means

of building mortgaged their properiy te get
means. The noise of the carpenter's saw,
the mason’s hammer, and the bricklayer's
trowel was heard all over the city, and the
streets were literally encumbered with
vehicles loaded with building material,
Mechanics could earn three dollars a day and
laboring men two dollars; business of every
kind was in a flourishing condition ; the city
flowed with milk and honey, like the land of
Canaan, and money wss as common as ditch
water. In the midst of all this prosperity
there wus ope thing wanting to fill
up the measure of human thappiness
in the Capital of the Dominion, and
that was water works. The Govern~
ment had built water-works to supply
the public buildings, but Ministers of the
Crown, at their private residences were con-
strained to drink water mixed with the gaw-
dust which was constantly falling from the
numerous saw-mills at the Chaudiere into the
Ottawa River; and this was an abomination
not to be endured. Anu agitation was got up
in favor of the construction of water-works
shortly after of the location of the Govern-
ment here in 1865 ; but the people could not
be prevailed upon to vote the neces-
sary funds until 1871, when a by-law
authorizing the raising of five hundred
thousand dollars was submitted and carried
by a majority of the votes of the elactors.
The construction of the water works necessi-
tated the employment of a vast number of
workingmen, who rame to the city from all
parte, and added still further to the popula-
tion of the city. The exodus and finarcial
disaster which followed the completion ofthe
public works shall form the subject of my
next communication.

in any movement which conld be beneficig)
to Ireland.

Arrangements were wmade to holg
a public meeting of all the cilizens in the
hall of the Ship Laborers Society. This
meeting was o trinmphant success, notwith.
standing a wact of time to advertiza it; over
500 people attended. Mr. F. Carbray pre.
sided and opened the procecedings with a
most effective speech. The first resolution
pledging the people to generouslv angwer thé
appeal made by C. 5. Parnell, was moved by
J. O'Farrel, Ezq., and seconded by J, Mac-
SW'l?eny, Esq.

Ireland, was moved by W.g Quinn andysec:lgf
ed by J. J. Gahan. The third, referring to
the number of land owners, was moved cand
seconded by Messra. J. Gallagher and [,
Stafford. 'The fourth, condemning the proge.
cution of the Irish leaders, was moved and
seconded by Messrs. T. Shea and G. J. Pay)
and the last, pledging the meeting to form u:
Quebec branch of the Land League, wag
moved by Mr. T. Dubig and seconded by
Swindell. The speeches made in support of
the resolutions were logical and cloquent
Mr. Quinn himself was then called upo{l
and nddressed his hearers on the great ques-
tion of the day, insisting througliout upon
the necessity of educating punlic opinion
and showing that by persisting in agitation
the Irish race had made a deep impression
on all the world, and that their demands wera
daily more and more listened to, and would
eventually be granted.

A cordial vote of thanks to Mr. Quinn wag
proposed by Mr. J. Shen and seconded by
Mr. Staftord. It was pasced amid npplause.

In concluding his report, he stated that he
bad the highest hopes for Quebec, and would
not be surprised to see that historic city
giving grander results than Montreal.

At the conclusion of Mr. Quinu's remarks,
Mr. E. Tobin, President of the Young Irish-
men’s Literary and Berefit Association,
gaid that he wished to make a correc.
tion in regurd to a statement which had
crept into the Press in reference to a dona-
tion which the Society he bad the hooor of
representing intended to make o the T.and
League. It was incorrect to state that thig
dounation was to be levied by a tax on the
members of the Society ; halfof the amount
was the proceeds cf voluntary contributions
from the members, and the other half had
been voted out of the funds of the zociety,
the total amounting to $202.45, for which
sum he would now haund in a cheque, This
announcement met with a hearty approbation
and applause.

The question was then raised of how Mr.
Redpath would be received on Yis arrival in
Montreal ; whether it would be advisable to

make the reception a public one or not. The

general opinion seemed to be that a formal
public reception was not necessary.

The President expressed the opinion thata
public reception would not be beyond their
intentions or the honor that they would wish
to bestow upon one of Ireland’s greatest bene-
factors, but would infringe too largely on the
laws of economy which Mr. Redpath himself
would not like to sece violated to the loss of
the Land League Fund. A public reception
would cost money, and all the money in their
branch exchequer must be applied to the best
advantage, which is evidently to increasc the
National Fund in Dublin.

A suggestion was made to invite the Pre-
sidents of the various societies to attend the
lecture, but it was urged that the Land League
was non-sectarian and was not to be swayed
by any creed or nationality. The suggestion,
tberefore, was not acted upon. On motion
the Executive were empowered to forward
$200 more to headquarters in Dullin,

A vote of thanks was passed to the 1rish
Mutual Building Suciety for their kindness
in farnishing the Land League with & hall
gratis. Next Sunday the meeting will be
held in Nerdbeimer's Hall, which has been
rented by the St. Patrick’s Society and of
which they give the free ure to the Land
League.

General enthusiasm prevailed throughout
the proceedings, and when the President, on
leaving the chair, wished to all the happiness
and joys of the sesson with the prayer thaf
next year on this festive occasion, the land
question would be so far settled and the rights
of the Irish people so far recognized, that
meetings of this kind wonld be no longer
called for. The meeting then closed amid
cheers for the friends of the Land Lcague and
for the Green Isle of the Sea.

bad been injured. This latest ouirage
of the Land Leaguers is all the more extra-
ordinary as Lord Smallbrains is one of the
most generous and popular landlords in
Muuster, and the tenants themselves acknow-
ledge that Mr. Snookson is a model agent.

A clock company is to be started in Hamil-
ton, with a capital of $50,000.

The cold weather has caused a suspension
of operations on the Beauce gold mines.

Hay-pressing for export is being carried on
vigorously at Stirling. Some 500 tons will
be shipped this winter.

The Grand Trunk has received at Belleville
a first shipment of 500 tons of Nova Scotia
coal, for use on the road.

The Quebec Mercury says there are over
one thousand licensed medical practitioners
in the Province of Qucbec, which isa fraction
over one doctor to every hubpdred of the
population.

A curling match, between the Lorne club,
Welland, and the Argyle club, Thorold, was
plaved on the Victoria Rink, Thorold, yester-
day, and resulted in a victory for the Thorold
men by eighteen points.

There was received at the Warkworth
cheege factory for the season of 1888 2,256,-
446 pounds .of milk, making 217,037 pounds
ol cheese, which sold for $25,226, making the
average for standard cow $33.54.

LA GRIEVOS WORS

An Address by Dy, Hepwortl of the Relief

Fund Commitice—The Tsland’s Present
and Prospeciive Condition—Some of the
Lecturer's Conmments Received with Dis-
approval—Hisses for Bright and Glad-

stone—Cheers for Parncll,

Before the doors of Steinway Hall were
thrown open last eveuing there was a large
throng in front ofthem, and us soonas they
were opened there was crowdiog for places.
The front seats were quickly filled, and before
8 o’clock all the seats. including those in the
two galleries, were filled, and in the rear
many persons stood. Many ladies were pre-
gent. Almost all the seats on the platform
were occupied. Among those there were the
Rev. Dr. Ormston, the Rev. Dr. Taylor, the
Rev. Dr. Davis, the Rev. Dr. Bevan. Thurlow
Weed, Russell Sage, ex-Gov. Hoffman, Chan-
cellor Crosby, E. H. Perkins, Jr, President
of the Importers’ and Traders’ Dank, and
James Buell. The large audience had
assembled to hear the Rev. Dr. George H.
Hepworth deliver a lecture on « The present
and Prospective Condition of Lreland.” He
was one of the committee selected to dis-
tribute the $350,000 relief fund among the
poor of Ireland, and he had been invited upon
his return to describe his visitthere. When
he entered, with ex-Mayor Wickham, he was
grected with applause. He was ictroduced
by the ex-Mayor, and he began his lecture by
describing how he war asked by Mr. Bennett,
editor of the Herald, to help distribute the
fund, wThe first question was,” he caid, % ¢[s
there a fanine, ateal famine, or igit only the
n<ual cry of distress ? The crop of 1877
wag a wieat disappoiutment. That of 1878
wax nlmost a total logs, ard that of 1879 had
twen xmitten bya blight. One-half the popu.
lation was without toed. The barks had
closed their doors. Therc was almost no
money in circulation. A hungry nation
knocked at the world's doors and asked for a
crust. The world noswered.” He then de-
scribed how the committees having the three
funds went to work.

#That the fund that you sent to Irsland,’
he said, #saved it, is beyond o doubt. That
there was death by starvation is Leyond a
peradventure. I visited the western part,
acre by acre, and I never saw such inex-
pressible suffering. I have been into hun-
dreds of families where their little all to eat
consisted of Indian meal. They had parted
with their cows. They had sold their chickens.
Thev had pawned the clothes of their bodies
and the clothes of the dend. They!: stood
almost in utter nakedness and face to face
with almost inovitable death, There were
two classes for pity. Out 014,000,000 persons
ncertain proportion must be sick, and under
the circumstances those were almost sure to
die. I was struck by the nspect of the chil-
dren,and I said to the committees: ‘If we
can save no one else, let ussave the children.’

« Now, with thesé facts before you,” he
continued, we are quite well equipped and
ready to approach the prublem of Ireland’s
present and Ireland's future, Irelund is tbe
sick child of the family of pations. She is
afilicted not with hypochondria, but with a
deep, functional derangement. Such n nation
we have the right to take an interest in. Tam
not here to make a special plea for Ireland, I
went through Ireland as an Americap, noting
down the facts of my experience and obser-
vation, and I am now here to give some vre-
dictions of the days to come. The position
of Ireland is an anomaly unparalleled inthe
history of the world. Her social condition is
no credit to herself nor to anybody else. One
of the facts in regard to ber present position
is that England hasalways labored nnderthe
ballucination that what is good for England
is good for Ireland. Ancther fact is that
Ireland has never been thoroughly conquered.
(Applause) I want you to accept these
criticisms with good will, for before I am
through the other side may clap too. It is
sn historical fact that Ireland hus never been
tuoronughly conquered. Scotland was con-
quered —-"'

He was interrupted by the Rev.
Ormiston, who shook hir finger at him.

«Wales was conquered,” he continued, suiil-
ing. wIreland has never accepted the situa-
tion. (A voice from the gallery—And never
will.) And to-day there is existing between
the Englishman and the Irishman the same
foeling that existed between the North and
the South. Ihad pot been in Ireland many
weeks before I found that the Irish people
are not, from choice, an agricuitural people.
In the western part, there are no oppor-
tunities for the exercise of a diversity of
No matter what
a man's proclivities are he must be a farmer.
Ttis one of the grestest misfortunes of the
people. Further than this they have not the
alighiust conception of agricultural sclence.
An Irishman is loyal to his potatoes. He
believes in the potato, good or bad. Wheat
fields are few. Corn fields are seldom met.
Potatc fields are met everywhere. They
have no agricultural implements, and, quot-
ing the old saying, ‘Ill luck follows the
plongh, in accordance with that, he never
follows it. He has no interest in the land he
cultivates. He has no financial interest in
the country nor inthe Government that rules
or misrules, He is thoroughly a serf. He
finds himaelf from year to year on the edge of

Dr,

a famine. Hs stands in constant fear, and,
therefore, there is not a moment when he is
notripe for revolution. He bas everything
togain and nothing to lose. (Applause), I
cannot conceive of your clapping.

The Rev. Dr. Ormiston—Trus, but it was
g0 quaintly put.

“Ireland is doubly drained,” the lecturer
continued, vand a nation that is doubly
drained, both of its brain and its money, is in
a bad condition. Whero money is made in
that country it should be spent. The Ianded
proprietorshould spend his money there. But
howisit? He spends his money in London,
and gets all the interest he can from his
estate. This is one of the reasons why the
Irishman regards his landlord as his natural
enemy. (Hisses.) Pleasedon't biss. Ium
here to give the facts. The landlord says :
‘I havethe right to live where 1 want to. I
have another estate in England, and I can’t
live on both.” Therefore he mortgages the
one in Ireland. Existing circumstauces are
not favorable to living on one's Irisk estate.
There is more chance of dying there. The
tenant says, ‘Why don't you come howme?
and then in an aside, ¢You'll be kiiled if you
do’ And now allow me to ma“e an Irish
bull, IfI wero a resident of Ireland I would
certainly live somewhere elge.

WThere is another bar to national pros-
perity. Local nttachment eeems to be a part
of un Irishman’s heart. Domestic lifeamong
the peasantry is without ambition. In
America the Irishman becomes s man. At
home be i3 n serf, downtrodden and down-
hearted. There has been no changein the
domestic lifo of the poasantry for the last five
bundred years. The greatest evil that saps
the Irish character is the nature of the land
tenure. The land tenure is the great blot.
Whoever i8 responsible for it is responsibl:
for nine-tenths ofthe prescnt Irizh suffering.
The foolish Irishman makes it his excuse for
murder. Umil this is done away with there
i8 no hope for the Irish people. So long as
the Irish people must work, they must work
with no higher ambition than to support an
abgectee. In the province of Ulster the
farmers have long leases. They have some-
thing to hope for. They are looking forward
to better their condition. In the western
part the most of the farmers are tenants at
will. ‘They can be turned out without any
warning. If the tenantat will improves bis
few acres he may be compelled to pay
for his own expenditure — more rent
or eviction. DBetween him and his landlord
is a bitter, intensoantagonism. The Irishman
thinks that every man is against him. He is
brave, rash, good patured, and to the last
degree turbulent. Pugnacity 1s his appetite.
To the last degree he is Tznorant, and he falls
a prey to an irresponsibleadventurer. When
he is tuld that the land is his, he believes that
bi3 landlord is o robber. (A voice: He is
right.) Perhaps. When he is told that he
must not pay any rent at all, he betters the
instruction and shoots the landlord. His
weakness is that ke is too loyal to ill-chosen
leaders. They maystand beyond the reach ot
the law, but if he gets a hint be goes to
extremes that the English Government can-
uot prevent. (A voice from the upuer gal-
lery : Three cheers for Parnell!)

uIs it not a strange condition of aT.irs,”
ke continued sarcastically «th«t the leaders
should not be at the head of the people? Why
is it that Ireland bas not that desree of sym-
pathy in America that you would naturally
expect 7 It is not that we do not think that
she ig right in her geners! demands: Jobn
Bright admits that (bisses); Gladstone
admits that (hisses); Froude admits that
(hisses); McCarthy admits that (hisses andn
cry Put him ont’). Xeep quiet. If you
want excitecment go somewhere else, but 1
must tell the truth. (Applause.) Ireland is
right in makiog a resistance to the land
tenure. Sheisright in demaunding that her
fair lands shall be divided, and that the
farmers have a finoncial right in the lands
they use. But unless some farmers are wiser
and less impetuous, that chanpe will be the
guggestion of an Englishman, and not of an
Irishman. We bave resisted England to the
death, and to-day wolove her. (A voice from
the front—You love her, but the love isnt
yours.) After we won wo rowon the respect
of that country. Irelnud has put herself too
much outside the sympathy of natious by un-
worthy and useless mathods in nccomplishing
great ends. That great people is spending its
energy in driving its laudlords into the sea
and rhooting Iandlords from bebind stene
walls. I assure you it is all wrong. The
means are bad. (A voice; ‘By no means. 1
say it is good.)) Wait a minute. England
has the right to keep lreland as long as she
can. When Ireland has the right to be free
she will find no country more proud of her
than England. I am rorry for Jreland. I
hopo the timo is not 1ar distant when Ireland,
rightly directed, will use the right means to
attain ends which at this moment she is only
dreamircg of. God pity Irelaud in ber misery,
and God help her to reach out to larger and
larger liberties.

Anmid the applause as he closed were cries
of “Three cheers for Parnell” by a throng of
men in the upper gallery, and inorder to pre-
vent a poskible disturbance, ex-Gov. Hoffman
stepped to the front of the platform and nsked
tor attention fora few minutes. He said that it
was not expected what a speaker said would
meet with universal approval, but the Irigh
question was one that must be discussed, and
could not be put down until it was seitled.
He therefore moved that the thauks of the
audience be given to Dr. Hepworth for his
impartial and eloquent address. The Rov.
Dr. Taylor arose and seconded the motion.
He did not agree with all that the lecturer
had said, and slyly hinted that if Dr. Hep-
worth had a little more drilling in the history
of Scottish independence, he would not talk
about Scotland being conguered. “But I knew
he was a brave man,” he added, *ard he has
shown it here to-night.”

Ex-Mayor Wickham pnt the motion, and
there was a loud ¢ Aye’” in response, but an
excited individual in the gallery supplemented
jt with a cry of #“Three cheers for Mayor
Grace,"—N. Y. Sun.

ANNUAL EXAMINATON OF THE PUPILS
OF THE R. C. 8. S,, ALEXANDRIA,
ONT.

The above examinaticn took place in the
High School last Thursday., The Rev.
Father McDonald presided. The teacher,
Mr. Alexander McDonald, in introducing his
pupils on the stage, made n speech which
was llstened to with great attention. He.
+aid he would open his note bcok and give
them ap accouut of his stewardsnip during
the last four years and a half. After touch-
ing on some remarks made by malcontents,
he suggested a remedy, which was to come
and visit his school and enjoy the pleasure
of judging for themselves. He said he was
gorry to find so many Catholics possessed of
the erroneous notlons that Protestant teackers
were better educated tban Catholics, and
therefore more fit to train up pupils for can-
didates to the High Schoole and as Teachers,
but fignures would show the contrary.

Out of the 55 candidates for High School
entrance In a certain boasted district with a
staff of learned Protestant teachers, having
almost the whole of the alphabet after their
name, how many passed 7 10 obly, Oot of

the 48 candidates who presemted themselves
at your own High School last mid-summer,
how many passed ? 13 only. Whilst 15 candi-
dates from a backwoods Roman Catholic
Separate School presented themselves for
Third Class Certificates, 9 of them passed.
Commencing nearer home, out of the three
cendidates from the Sister’s School who pre-
sented themselves for Third Cluss Certificates
2 of them passed. Out of the 5 pupils from my
own class who presented themselves as
candidates at the High Schoel, 4 of them
passed .

He showed that 125 pupils had frequented
bis class during the term, of which 47 re
mained on the register, leaving 78 to be ac-
counted for, which he was able to do, viz, 16
went to the high school, 7 to collegs, 5 to
trades, 28 to farming and 14 to labor. The
matter in which tbe pupils were examined
cousisted of catechism, sacred history, read-
ing, writing, gram:c ar, geography, arithmetic,
mensuration and Canadian history.

The frst class pupils were divided into
two camps—koowa as the country and village
camps—aad Inade to compete, the boys from
the country winning by four marks. At the
end epeeches were mads by the Rev. Father
McDonnell and the Trustces, congratulating
the teacher and pupils on the great improve-
ment since last examination.

Mg, PussipesT ANp GENTLEMEN (— )y theme
this evening isentitled lreland and the Irish.
1 know of no subject so certain to win from
you a gehurous interest as this, for jt is
a subject in which is bound up the glory and
greatpess of the Irish race in every land, &
subject which contains within it the dearest
and holiest relationships of life, the hallow-
ed and sanctitied affections of the family tie,
the deep und cherished love which the duti-
ful sov bears for his kind father and aifection-
ate mother, the golden links of sacred love
and gacred memories that bind lorever the
teud.r izearts of sisters and the strong and
manly bearts of brothers. I need, therefore,
make no apology to you for choosing for my
address this evening, a theme so dear to the
heart of every [rishman as this, yes doubly
dear to the henrt of those whose lot has been
cact vn distant lands and who fain would
stretch their exes bevond the biue ocean's
broad expause to catch for a moment a
glimpse of the gzlory which still lingers
around the dear old land. We have all read
of Erin, thought of Erin, dreamt of Erin.
How often has my zoul taken wings and flying
far and fasi upon the crest of thought hover-
ed in moments of ecstasy beneath the ruined
grandeut of lreland. How cften have 1 gazed
in reverential wondernisnt upon those ivy-
crowned towers aud tuined abbeys that greet
the ¢ye with the hoary prestige of centuries.
How often have I stood within the aisles of
each ruined church and chapel and seen the
solemn procession of bishops, priests and
choristers move alopgz in digpified array.
How often have 1 beleld, as it were, the
benedictions that fell from the lips of those
faintly men of God tuke wing to gild the por-
tals of eternity and then descend to rourish
the hearts of the faithful in liquid drops of
holy dew. O land of scholarly saints and
sainted scholurs, 'twill Le my task this even-
ing to follow your foststers through the ages
that are paost, through & Red Sea of sorrow, fed
by the rivulets of seven centuries, your long
und dreary journey nas been ever pointing
with hope to the goal of a promised land.
Embroidered with the darksome cloud of
gorrow, I will endeavor to tell vour story
through the Dright sunshine of hope, aud
while I rit by the grave of your departed
glory and view the cold faces of your mighty
dead 1 will bedew the bright myrtle which &
nation's love has planted above your tomb,
with the dew drops of a young and ardent
heart, But itmey be asked, what have we
Irish Canadiansto do with Ireland and the
Irish ? I say we have very much to do with
Ireland. Are we not bone of their bone and
flesh of their flesh? Do not the bones of
our forefatheis lia beneath the green sward
of Erin, and shall we prove e0 ungrale-
ful as not torevere and cherish the Iand
which holds their sacred dust? No, no, this
cannot, shaR not be, We have a right to turn
our eyes towards the Mecca of our race ; we
have a tight, yesa sacred right, to lift our
voices 10 plead in behelf of a down-trodden
nation. Thisis only natural,this is only
just. What have we to do with the wrongs
thatafflict Ireland? Aye, rather ask us what
heve we to do with the sorrows that swell the
boart of our affiicted parent. Were we but
bound by the common ties of humanity, the
deep interestand sympathy which we should
feel for our fellow-man would be-speak, for
the Irish cause, our generous support, our
generouslove. But our relation to Ireland
i8 dearer and holier than this; we are the
offspring of Ireland's heart, we are her exiled
gons. 1 will, therefore, ask your generous
attention this evening while I sketch briefly
the history of Engllsh rule in Ireland, while
I sketch ibe growth of English liberty in
Ireland—that Upas tree that has mocked
nature itself and poisoned eyerything fair in
the dear old land. Happy, thrice happy
would it have beern fer Ireland and the Irish
race kad they been a united people when the
myrmidons of Henry the Becond invaded the
country for plunder in 1172, for then they
would have either driven out the invaders or
have absorbed #he new element by the
strength of their own npational integrity and
nationsl greatness.  Unhappily for Ireland
this was not the cage, and the English took
advantsge of the petty quarrels and dissen-
slons which prevailed at that timé amniong
Trish princes to gain a foothold on the island.
The cruelty and inhumanity that marked
England’s government of Ireland at the first
has continued through centuries and hes
only been softened down. by the beneficent
influencoof n nineteenth century, while the
utter subjection of the wnative people to an
alien and uneympathizing aristocracy atill
goes on. The Englishman came a8 & stranger
to Ireland and a stranger he remains. He
came inthe garb of a plunderer and for
seven centuries he has nobly filled that mis-
sion. In fact, with the enlightenment of new.
centuries he has added to hir purpose an in.
creased knowledge of his work, for under the:
thiy grarb of & fictitious. justice is he' not, at,

. prasent mory agsidudus than ever in:draining’
“the country of its wnlth and capiial and

came to Ireland to sow-dis-
sension, and he has been continuing_ his
mission ever since. He found .the Irisk
people divided and at waramoong themselves,
and this unfortunate tact, perhaps more tha’n
any other, has been thecause of England’s
supremney in Ireland to-day. Factions have
ever been the ruin of that Jand; for & nation
like a house divided agninst itself must even-
tually fall. History plainly shows that it was
ever Eogland’s wish to set Irish prince
against Irish prince, and thus humble by a
coptinnal internecine strife a brave and groat
people, whom she could not subdue by her
ownstrength. Thas century _after century,
stratum upon stratum of rebellion and confis-

The Saxon, too,

cation was laid in Ireland till the word Irish
has come to signify at least a half-n-dozen
of different elements. First there was the
old Celtic raco, then the Milesian, then the
Danes, then the Auglo-Norm_nns, then _the
Anglo-Saxon, then the Scottish Colonists,
seut by the Furst James, then the troopers of
Cromwell and the boors of Kiog William.
Wonder not, therefors, that Ireland has been
for so many centuries a land of strife, where
at the termination of every hundred vears a
now descent of robbers invaded her coust,
wresting in the names of the Sovereigns of
England, whole provinces from the Irish and
rightful owners of the soil. Y or we find that
while the national integrity of Evgland was
being consolidated and Saxon and Norman
fought side by side in the great wars of the
Roses, which had the good eflect of breaking
forever the iron arm of feudalism in Englund,
the Saxon plunderer, like a molein the dark,
wus burrowing into the wealth of Ireland’s
greatness, dispossessing the Irish chieftains
of their Jand, fomenting discord and strife,
and sowing the seeds of future misery and
woe, so that we see, whether in the guise of
the Catholic Anglo-Norman or Cromwellian
Puritan, Epgland has been for centuries
Treland’s most deadly enemy. While Dane
and Norman were being absorbed inthelarger
element of the Saxon race, during the
twelfth, thirteenth and succeedieg century,
and those different streams pouring down, as
Macaulay says, from the rugged wilds of the
past, formed one great tide of Knglish
vationality, the current of Irish national-
ity was being gradually deflected by the
Saxon in Ireland from the cbannel of unity
and the strength of each national wave of
hope dashed upon the rocks of petty war-
fare and strife. It is often eaid that Celts
pever feel happier than when engaged iua
fight of some kind. Thisisa grave mistake
and a false and groundless imputation. The
chief wars that have devasted Ireland during
the past three hundred years can be laid at
the feet of English Kings and English
statesmen. In fact, us if by & just retribu-
tion, those portions of Ireland which were, to
a cerlnin extent anglicized, have been invan-
ably the firat to unsheathe the 8word agaeinst
E gland. Cromwell found his bardest task
at Wexford, and the siege of Drogheda con-
vinced the tyrant, with iron trume and heart
of stepl, that the Englishmen, who became
more Irish than the Irish themselves,
possessed n daring courage which was made
up-of both desperation and bravery., Again it
is often asserted that the Irish are hard to
govern; no falser statement than this has
ever been made. But if you wish to govern
the Irish you must recx to do 50 through the
sentiments of their heart—they will not be
coerced, and berein has ever rested England's
mistake in her attempt to govern Ireland.
If you would wish to win the heart of the
Irish people tell them that you will bring
back the glory that once was theirs, that you
will re-string the harp of Tara, and flood the
land once more with the sweet and pathetic
music of the Irishbard, and that tbe sun.
shine of fame on cach number will light up
once more the glorious fuce of the dear old
land. With the Englishmaninthe matter
of government it ia quite otherwise. If you
could have power over him asnd make him
feel happy, tell him you will add fatness to
his weal, that you hope to increase his larder,
in a word, nut money in his purse. I have
said that England's mission in Ireland was

to fomeunt discord and strife among the Irish

chiettaing and Yrish people; that she succeed-

ed in this history, alas, shows too plainly, and

soon was added to the war of races a new and

terrible element of religious strife and 1eli.

gious persecution. The Tudor period, which

was to Europe an era of greatness, when the

spirit of discovery began to go abroad aund

commerce awoke trom its leaden slumbers,

when Columbus, the Moses of the seas, stand-

ing at the port of Polocea, in Spain, turns his
plercing gaze towards the west and drew

aside the vweil whbich had bhidden from

Europe for 50 many conturies the bright

countenance of anew and glorious land.

This period which was the harbinger of a
still brighter era, when beauteous France sent
forth her Sacred chivalry of the cross to pene.
trate the virgin forests of thisland ; when the
French missionary, armed with but the
breviary and the cross,and fired with the

double purpose of religion and exploraticn,
traced the course of our mighty rivers and
planted on each summit wild the feur de lis
and cross. Yes, I think I see now the form

of that great missionary explorer, Father
Marquetts, standing amid (he primaval
greatness that skirts Superior's shore, his
tace is turned towards the great father of
waters, the Mississippl, while his wand of
discovary has already traced iis onward
course. ‘This is the great man to whom Ban-
croft says that he hopes the psople of the
west will build a monument. I hope they
will, and a monument to the memory of the
many other brave and gallant knights of
Frauce, who breathed & chivalry and sanctity
with the early being of this young and happy
land. Who is he, says D’Arcy McGee, speak.-
ing of the early French misrionaries in
America, that I see piercing the virgia foreste
of thisland ? Before the fire of the trapper’s
gun struck down his woodland game, before
the edge of the exile’s axe had caught a ray
of western sunshine, the French missionary
could be seen treading thevirgin forests of
this land, with his only shelter during the
night the generous arms of a tree, and his
chancel and his altar the quiet recesses of
gome lonely rock. While the sacred chivalry
was baptizing tbe now world into theregene.
ration of civilization and Christienity, while
a life of greatness was palpitating through
the veins of every kingdom of Europe, while
philosophy was instructing people with wis-
dom and poetry flooding the world with its
music, while Bacon was sounding the depths
of the human intellect; and Shakespeare
fashioning his immortal plays, Ireland, that
had for centuries been tbe cradle of learning
and knowledge, tho tompls from which went
forth the evangilizers ot Christian Euarope,
Ireland, that had been - justly:baptizad into
the title of the Island of Baints, was, during
this period of golden hope for all Europe and
Awerlica, canopled with a cold and starless
night, she was nothing more thana ruin by
moonlight, wlere pirates nssembled to divide
their apoils in blasphemy and blood. 'Daring
the reign of Elizabeth Ireland was rocked by

one-continual tempest.: The soil was ravaged -

known. Even the strohg heart of Elizebeth
‘at length was touched; humanity for once
shot a pang to her breast. «Alas, alas!”she
cried, I fear lest it be objected to us, as it was
to Tiberius concerning the Dalmatian com-
motion—yon, you it is who are to blame, yon
have committed your flocks, not to shepherds,
but to wolves.” Everywhere butin Ireland

the Tudor period was filled with power and
promjse. Genulis and glory wero bursting
lkea flood of light upon the world, the
heart of civilization was beatitig with 1mar-
vellous fancies and magnanimous passions,
but Irelund, poor Ireland all this time was
wrapt in the cold embraces of o dark and
bloody tomb, James the First, who succeeded
the murderer of his mother, added to tke mis-
management and cruslty in his government
of Ireland all the righteousness of a whole-
saleplundersr. He alienated withous any
pretext or causesix counties in the North
and planted them with Scottish colonists.
Charles the First succeeded James and en-
deavored to ingratiate Limself into the favor
of the Irish. You all know the terrible up-
rising of 1641, and what the Irish suffered
through leaguing themselves with this
miserable and imbecile King. The blood of
Charles had scarcely clotted the block when
he was followed by Cromwell, desling death
with bis iron hand.  This is the man whom
Carlyle, the great Lero worshipper adores,
end whom the world is willing to entbrone,
because of his death dealing hand and iron
will; for among all the qualities that should
constitute the greatness ofa kiogly mind,
Cromwell possessed not oue, and the inscrip-
tion ¢exit tyrannus regum ultimus” was
gcarcely well completed when the sceptre of
the unfortunate and arbitrary Stuart King
was swayed by o bloody and sel{-zcclaimed
tyraut. No other English Sovereign has
left such terrible memoiies in Ireland as
Cromwell, and even at this day you can track
the course which he took through that land
as you would track a wild beast by the bloody
luirs where he tore in pieces his prey. The
last of the faithless Stuarts, faithless fo their
{friends and fatal to themselves, who rent
lIreland with their miserable cause was./ames
the Second. The Itish Catholics unfortunately
arrayed themselves ou the side of this cow-
ardly and imbecile English King, and the
green hills aad smiling valleys of Ireland
were once more sown with blood. The treaty
of Limerick concluded this war, the terms of
which secured to the Catholics the rights of
property, of liberty and of conscience; ierms
which immediately were annulled by the first
action of the Parliament in Ireland, anda
code of laws enacted which would have put
shame upon the very face ofa Nero, I will
not drag np fromthe graves of the past those
laws which,in the form of cold iron, con-
tinued to enter the soul of Treland for =so
many years. The result was that the high
born chivalry of Ireland sought homes upon
the continent and soon were directing foreign
armies and foreign courts. “Scattered all over
Europe” says Lord Macaulsy ¢“weve to be
found brave Irish generals, dexterous Irish
diplomatists, Irish counts, Irish barons, Irish
Kuights of $t, Louis, of St, Leopold, of the
Whits Eagle and the Golden Fleece, who, if
they had remained in the house of bondage,
could not have besn ensigas in a marching
regiment, or freemen of petty corporations.”
During this period trade was impoverished in
Ireland, the peasantry were starving, and the
gentry were poor. An uucertainty of title
disturbed industry, the s0il withered under
imperfect cultivation, absenteeism of pro-
prietors left the laborers without protection,
and the owners without profit, and thus is
shown the fact, tkat man can never separate
himself from Lis fellows, he canrnot make
their evil his good, tor the darkness which he
pullsdown upon his country will assuredly
overshadow hisownhome. But the world is
made up of a series of eventful changes and
once mote England’s difficulty proved to be
Ireland’s opportunity. The capture of Corn-
wallisat Yorktown gave birth to a new
nation on the American continent. Immedia-
telywe find that fortythousand Irishvolunteers
arose, and with Henry Grattan at their head,
demanded independence. It was a sublime
movement for Ireland and the guilt that had
held her manacled for 50 many years was
struck with fear. Grattan called Ireland up
from the dust of most servile degradation.
He put a new hope into her beart, which in
nfter years withered into despondency.
Speaking of Ireland at one time he asserts
she is a nation. Speaking of her again he says,
u] gat by her cradle, I followed her hearse.”
Heloved Ireland with an enthnsiasm that
death only could quench. She was the pas-
sion of hissoul, the devotion of his life;
mighty in eloquence and mighty in patriot.
ism his speech made the proudest quail. Of
a brilliant intellect and fiery p1ssion, he was,
in every way, suited for the task which he
undertook. But the independence of the
Irish Parliament was of short duration. By
the contrivance of intriguing ministers and
the bribery of the English government, who
spent £3,000,000 sterling to bring about that
most corrupt act, the Union, Irish indepen-
dence was prostrated and the debt of the
country at once raised from twenty-six to one
bundred and ten million pounds, This was,
indeed, a poor omen ot the bright future
which Pitt s0 eloquently painted for Ireland
when he presented the measure of the Union
in the British Parliament. Had the Union
been honest, bad it beea the fair choice of
the people, had it been cordial and reciprocal,
kad imperial lagislation given emancipation
at once to the Catholics, and given it gene-
rously and graciously, theact of the Union
might have proved a bond of friendship and
a reality. But no,the Unlon was the ofl-
spring ot the basest corruption and bribery,
and Catholic emancipation was only obtained
after the fierce and continuous struggle of a
qaarter of a century. I cannot describe the
progress of Ireland during her independence
of parliament better than in the words of the
Hon.John Foster,the then speaker of the Irish

House of Commons. He says “the constitation
of 1782, not only secured, but absolutely
showered down upon Ireland more blessings,
more trade, more affilnence than ever fell to
her lot in double the space of time that has
elapsad since its attainment.” And Lord
Clare speaking of the period from 1782 to
1798, said, “Thereis not another country in
the habitable globe which has advanced in
cultivation, in agriculture and manufactures
with the same rapidity in the same period."”
Assuredly the Union has not produced social
ordes. Are the fierce denmnnciations of the
yvoung Irelaud party, the florid eloquence of
Meagher, the concentrated pasgion of Mit.
chell, az index of the soclul ordoer in Ireland
brought about by the Union? Who can read
the masterly speech of Richard Lalor Shiel,
in defence of O'Conunell in the state trials of
1844, nnd Bay that the destruction of the
Irish Patliament was followed by social order

of a dyfug people. Call up the many brave
Irish spirits who departed during this terrible
perioed wrapt in the cold shrouds of famine,
aud ask them if Union with England has
been productive of good. Summon before the
Bar of Enquiry, the great and immortal spirit
of O’Connell, whose body lies entombed at
Glusnevin Cematery, whose heart is in Rome,
and whose soul is with God.

Some of the colonists have refused to work,
stating that money had been raised for thair
sapport, and that it must be given them. The
peopls of Gradeville, themselves new settiers,
kave done a great deal for their poorer fellow-
colonists, but, strange to say, Mr. Hutchios
could oanly find a few Samuritans in the whole
district—an Ametican and a German. The
peiest there has been working in behalf of the
poor from morning till night, amongst a peo-
ple soured by poverty, and for the first time
feeling therigor of an unuzually cold winter ;
but Mr. Hutchins has only the vilest Ian-
guage, not to be found in apy vocabulary, for
the reverend gentleman.

About ninety fomilies have left dMinnea-
polis for Graceville and itg vicinity within
the last two years, and there is not & com-
plaint from one of them. On the contrary,
they look forward to independence in the
near future. Blany of them, too, were very
poor, but they tbank God that tbey left
this city in good tims and secured a
furm. After a few years we hope
to see the Connemara colonists in a
like hopeful condition ; in the meanwhile,
however, let us all unite in aiding « helpless
cause in our community, without making our
charity the medium ot venting petty spite and
personal bickerings.

Oue of your contemporarieg, the Standard, by
its Commissioner, writing in sutumn laal,
however, described these houses as “ whited
sopulchres.” 1 will not endorse the Etrgngth
of thisJanguage, but I do say that in point of
the social comfort of their lives there is litile,
if any, diflerence between the state of the
Lansdowne tenants and the others whom I
visited. For many reasons I was anxious to
see Lord Lansdowne’s tenantry. 1 wanted
to ste how n nobleman with ample means
and large views regarded his tenantry, and
bow his tenantry regardzd him. 1 expected
to find proof that a high-minded londlord
could elevate his tenantry morally and
socinlly, even under what I considered a
faulty system. .

1 had noticed, too, accounts widely differ-
ing in the public Press of the management of
this estate. In toe Daily Telegraph, for in-
stance, on the ozcasion of his leaving the
(ivvernment, it was writtep :—

In Lord Lansdowne the Minisiry have losta
ftatesman of promise, whose recossion is all
the more Important on neenant of its canse.
Fur generations the Lansdowne estates have
had & high frame as modz:ls of mapagement;
the lberality and justice ef the nonle owners

having suceeeded in produclng what may be
called English comtort on Irish soil.

In your own columns, on the other hand,
of about the same date I read :—

To ordinary Englishien *he Marquis of Lans-
drwue only presents Jthe spectacle of n yreut
Wihig innugnrats who has deserted his party.
Irishmen better uaderstand the moiives of n
man who has inheriled the traditions of the
}nozl. eruelly managed estate in all this afllicted
and.

I cannot adopt eitber of these statements

but 1| must admit that I failed to see any
signs of # English comfort,” and so far as the
gsentiment of the country is concerned the
Ianguage of the Freeman's Journal is cer-
tainly more accurate. Ior other reasens this
state was interesting. 1ts history is typical
of many estates in lreland. In September,
1654, Dr. Petty came to Ireland as Physiciau
Genoral to the Eoglish army. Until June,
1659, hia selary was 208 a day, a: d he had
private practice in his profession. Within a
tew yenrs he wag the owner of above 50,000
acres in Kerry, and, as he states in his will
(aremarkable and interesting document) he
had ir Iveland, # without the county of Kerry,
in land reverrions, and remainders, about
£3,100 more.” lle was a strong-minded,
alle man, the author, nmongst others, of the
history of the Down Survey and of the
Political Anatomy. In his will be quaintly
anoounces that he dies #in the practice of
such religious worship as I find established
by the law of my country.” This was the
founder of the Lansdowne cstautes in Kerry.
1 quote from the history of the Kingdom of
Kerry, by Miss M. K. Cusack, widely known
as the Nun of Kenmare.

The management of these lrrge estates Is
in the hands of Mr. Townrend Urench, son
of the lato Mr. W. Stewart Trench, to whom
he succeeded. It is difticult to eay how far
the judsement of the community, over whom
their powers as land agents aro exercised is
just orreliable. Ungquestionably father aod
son wero kpoken of almost universslly with
Litterness, fear, and dislike, to usv no strong-
er language. It was painful to notice the
mortal dread of ngent and bailiff in which
many of thesc tenantslive. I noticed nothing
like it elsewhere in Kerry.  Their conduct
may be misjudged, but assuredly no kindly
recollection of the late Mr. Trench seems to
survive, and no Kkindly feehing {owards his
son, the present agent, exists. Lord Lans-
downe, although bererides a portion of the
year ut Derreen, near Kenmare, does not seem
to be genernlly known to his tenanuts. Those
on the Iverash portion of his property lave
never seen him since his visit there on the
occasion of his attaining his majority. Moro
than once when (some harsh case been cited
to me) I sugurested to the tenants to appeal
to Lord Lansdowne, the answer was always
the same, #Ob, ki leaves it all to Trench.”
Even plans suggested, and, I believe kindly
suggested, by landlord or agent (of emigra-
tion, for instance,) are looked upon with dis-
trust, Nor is this remarkable, for in the
years of the great famine this estate was not
only the sceno of some of the most awful
miseries of that awful time, but it was also
the placo frym which a large emigratior took
place under the auspices of the late Mr.,
Tyench, wbich hns lelt to this day bitter
memories bhehind it. 1ln his so ecalled
uRealities of Irish Life” Mr. Stewart Trench
describes in a painfully graphic way the
state of things in the Kenmare Union. He
writus—

At least 5,000 people must have died of star-
vation within the] Union of Kenmnre. They
died on the roads and they dfed on the flelds;
they dled on the mountains and they dled in
the glens; they dled at the rellef works and
they dled In thelr houses, So that whole streets
or villages warg left almost without an in-
habitant, and at last some few, devpairing of

nm{ died at the doorsof the resklents and outi-
side the union walls.

It was at this time that the author, then
succeeding to the mnnagement of these es-
tates, sut on foot his sebeme of emigration,
and, us he pithily puts it—

In )ttlo more than a year 3,500 paupers had
Jelt Kenmoare for amerles, all tree emigrants,
without any ejoctment having to be brought
agalnst them to enforce it or the slightest
gressnra put unpon them to]go. Matters now

egan to right themselves. Only some &0 or 60
paupersremained in the housschargeable tothe

roperty of which I had the care, and Lord

ansdowne’s estates at length breathed freely,

He ndds, in another place, that the rates of
transportation of these emigrants would
amount to a sum less than it would cost to
support them in the workhouse for a single
year. That is one point of view of the
question.* I do not doubt that this was a
scheme approved. of by the then Lord Lans-
downe from hnmane motives; its execution
was grossly faulty, Its history is still told,
and the hill sldes 'of Kerry, and the
traditions of the place kept alive the story of
the Lansdowne ward in New York Hospital,
where many of these ill-starred emigrants
fell victims to dirensa and denth.

It it curious that the present agent

-seems to bave denied sirenuously the
existence of distress on the Lansdowne
estate in 1879-80, and to have refused to act
upon enyj of the several relief. committees
established in the neighborhood. 'To Dr.
Fox the Government. Inspector; to Mr.
Fletcher, s member ¢f the Duchess of ‘Marl-
horough’s Rellef Committes; and to the Rev.
Canuon Bagot,. represénting the Mansion
House Committee] he is reported to have
given emphatic denials of the existence of

any distress in the district; indeed, so far as
has been able to ascertain, the first occcasion on
which he admitted its existence was in April,
1880, when he applied to the Mansion House
Committes for funds to promote a new emigra-
tion scheme. [ mention with pain one facf.
The Nun of Kenmare, to whom I have
already alluded, one of the Sisters in the
convent of Poor Clares, in Kenmare, a lady
not lgss known for her active benevolence
than for her literary work, in her printed ex-
pression of thanks to America for the funds
entrusted to her for relieving the distreesed
tenantry, snys, under the date of Easter week,
18%9 1—

One land agent sald to me ibat when he saw
ihe distress comling he told his noble master
that it would be 1he bost thing that hud ever
happened for the landlord; they would have
their tenants at their mercy.

He adds:—

These sanld land agents were the principal
cause of the distress Deing denied, for clearly
if the dlstress were admitted to demand rents

and rack rents from the starving peopie would
have been too gross an act of lnhumanity.

It can hardly be doubted to whom this
language refers. I hope it may be shown to
be the result of some grave misapprehension.
The lady by her public appeals collected a
sum of about £15,000, whick was in great
part expended in South Kerry. She assured
me that many tenants of Lord Lansdowne
had been recipients of blankets, of men), of
seed potatoes, and that as to three National
ichools, uttended principally by the
children on Lord Lansdowne's estate—
namely those of Laragh, Lehud end Copperas,
onp of them being situate outside the en-
trance gate of Derreen House, gha had to
supply clothes to cover the childrem. She
had done so in consequence of the statements
made to her by the scholmistress tht, for the
sake of decency, they could not otherwise
allow the children to uttend the schools, even

It their parents were willing to permit them
fodo so. One gentleman also, conversant
with the action of the relief comimiltees in

the towp, informed us that fully half of the
telief which passed through his hands had
been given to Lord Lansdowrne's tennnts. He
said—

The people came crying to me for it in fact,
on his estate there were tenents who called on
me per:onally betsween the dates of the
mectings of thie eommitiee asliing me for Gori’s
sﬂ.l:el. to glve them supplemenial orders for
meal.

He added that of these tenants many were
living upou Lhe produce of the seed potatoes
supplied by charity. He added further th:ut
Lord Lansdowne bad brought some forty tons
of potatoes to Kenmare, which hud been sold
for cash at something below the market price;
that th:eso were wholly insufficient to sow the
land; and he finally added—

My bellef 18 that were 1t not for the relief
glven by our committees & great nnmber of the
Lansdowne tenants would have dled.

This emphatic testimony certainly received
corroboratior in several other quarters. Com-
pared with other esiates which I visited, the
rents, tested by Griffiths’ valuation, are not
the highest. Indeed, taking some dozen
cases or more, 1 found that the rent did not
exceed the valuation by more than about 35
to 40 per cent., nnd yet I believe the cases to
be exceedlngly few in which the tenants
could out ot the land pay the existing rent
if they reserved to themselves a sufliciency of
food and of clothing for decent maintenance.
The normal food of the tenantsis as I have
described it to bs elsewhere. 1t is a notice-
ablle fact that in one house, ard in one house
only, and on this estate,did I sece & piece of
bacon hanging up in the kitchen. I was
struck with this and with the otherwise
greater comfort of the dwelling. I com-
plimented the tenant upon what I presumed
was his grenter industry or his better mannge-
ment. His auswer was pithy and to the
point. He said, “Inever could aflord that,
or ta livo auyway decent out of the land”
«How then do you afford it?’ I asked. His
answer was satistactory. He was an ex-
policeman, with a pension of £448 year. In
one case, and that of a tecnant, who seemed
much better off thau the rest, wo took the
trouble of ascertaining as accurately as we
could aprofit and loss account. This was
the case of a widow whose story illnstrated
another subject much complained of by the
tenants—namely, rent raisings on the occa-
sion of the tenapts marrying. Her fon wanted
to get married, and thereupon, with her con-
sent, to get the land transferred into his own
name, be went to the oflice for permission,
which was promised conditionally upon the
rent being rnised, This he declined, and
wmarried without permission, his mother’s
name remaining on the books as tenant. The
rent was about £23, the valuation about £17
the holding contained grass for ten cows. He
estimated his profits thus—12 firkins of butter
which would fetch about £40. Owing, he
siid, to the barencss of the land he would not
get the highest price. His profits from
rearing and selling goung stock cattle, wonld
be about £6, and from the keeping~ot a few
sheep about £5. He grew only enough
potatoesand oats for home consumption—
none for sale, In addition to the potatoes
raised he reckoned that he expended on Indian
menal close on £17; on {flour, groceries,
clothes, and like luxuries, about £25 ; and in
wages of servaats, indoor and out, about £18;
shoving, after the support of his family, a
loss ot of some £30 a year. Pressed to ex-
plain this, and how, notwithstanding, he
managed to live, he said he married nfortune
of £100, all of which was gone, and he owed
in the town nearly £100 wore. He said that
he had been getting out of debt in the good
years, but was now sunk again, and another
bad yeor would ruin him altogether. His
tamily consisted of eight persons in all, in-
cluding servants.

CHRISTIAN BROTHERS SCHOOL.

The Second Clasa of the Chbrisiian Brothers’
¢ ool underwent au exsmwination yesterdny

rnoon., Rev. Father Twobhey, Chairman
« ihe Separate School Board, presided. The
« uamination was conducted by Brother Hal-
v urd, Principal of the School, assisted by
I rothers Jerome nnd Patrick. The pupils of
1. e gecond division ip arithmetic were first
» samined, the subject beipg fractions. By
iLaclear explanations they gave of their
work it was apparent the boys thoroughly
understood what they weredoing. The whole
class then appeared for Christian doctrine.
In this they stood their ground well, answer-
ing readily the many questions put them by
the Chairman and the Principal. Reading
and spelling followed.  We were favorably
impressed with the manly and cheerful way
in which each one undertook to give a speci-
men of his reading. Many of the boys read
excesdingly well, th:ir articulation and inflec-
sion being almoit faultless. After reading
the boys were well tested in spelling, the
words belag chiefly selected from ths reading
lesson, 'This is & very rational wrethod of
teaching theall-important art of spelling, as
it makes the pupll observe carefully whilst
reading. Grammar was the next subject taken
up. The knowledge of the boys in this
branch was very fairly tested. From the
promptoess with which they responded to all
the queatioms proposed it was evident they
were quite familiar with the art of speaking
apd writing correctly, No sooner was gram-
mar disposed of than slate and pencil were
seized aud each lad soemed quite willing te
enter the arithmetical contest. They wers
principally examiced in decimals. The deci-
mal point, o puzzling to those not thoreugh-
1y acquainted with its mature, acemed no em-
barrassment tothem. The boys were next
examined in the history of Canads, with
which they showed themselves quite conver-
sant, Voyages of diacovery snd exploration
were minutely described. Derivalion of the
principal bistorical numes was very correctly
given. The exawination closed with geo-
grapby. Here the boys were ready to cir-
cumnavigate the globe with amy one present.
However, they were only asked to cross the
Atlantic with their merchant vessel or man~
of-war and enter straits, seas, &c. The prc~-
gramme wag iuterspersed by the reading ot
original letters by Masters J Jaquith, J.
McDonald, F. Ryan, J. Kealing and W.
Bryson, alsc a compogition by D. Eves. At
the conclusion of the examination Rev.
Father Twohey expressed himself highly
pleased at what he had witneseed. Ho en-
couraged the boys to persevere in their
studier, not knowing what position in life
they might be calledto fill. The rev. geatle-
man seemed to be very popular among the
boys, which was already : manifest by the
marked attention with which they listened to
his advice,.

There is general feeling of apatbyamongst
business men at present, things have assumed
a very holiday appearance, as it usually does at
this period of the year, for now is the season
when accounts are arranged, books balanced,
debts liquidated, stock taken, and new con-
tracts opened for a fresh start in the ensuing
twelve months before ue. This is the time
when it may be said wholesale markets are
forgotten and the merchant who has been
deep in speculation, and mercantile pursuits
during the past year, seeks rest, enjoyment
and happy merrymakiog in the midstof his
family for whom he has toiled. The merry
jingle of the sleigh bells, the host of merry
faces, the hearty salutations, thu warm hand-
shaking all remind s of the joyous peried
we are passing and the dull routine of busi-
ness is for the hour neglected. An unusnally
brisk business has been done amongst retail-
ers during the last few days, which, of courae,
aftects wholesalers in the course of events,
We give the followiug report of ithe weeks
whelesale markets below, some of which we
must credit to the Journal of Commerce:

Asues-—Receipts moderate. Sale of Firsts
at lower prices, $5.00 baving been accepted
for pew brand; Seconds, $¢ 60; Thirds, $4.00.

Boors axp SH0ES.—Orders for future deli-
very of Spring goods, forwarded by traveliers,
are fairly numerous ; but business is expected
to be brigker after the holidaye, The tooks
just balanced for the year show that, while
the margin of profits is in most cases Bearcely
ag lurge agthat for 1879,the number of fail.
ures for the year is much smaller, and, conse-
quently, tbe total of losses also. There have
been no alterations i prices, and probably
none will be made; with the present cost of
raw material, however, quotations will likely
beheld firm. Remittances still reported
good.

Drues axp Caauicars.—There is not
much chapge to note; busingss continues
protty active for light goods and druggists’
sundries, while heavy chemcials are in light
demand. Quénine has stiffened somewhat,
but the demand at this season i3 not heavy.
Beraz has improved in value, the price in
New York having advanced about 2¢ per 1b,,
on account of beavy shipment to Enbgland.
Bromide Potash is also a 1ittle higher; other
goods unchanged. In the English markets
dullpness continues to prevail, and prices are
nominally unchanged oxcept for Sai Sods,
which, on account of a demand springing up,
has advanced 28 6d per ton.

Dry Goopg.—Some housees are in the midst
of stock-taking, others have finished, but
bueiness with them all is reasonably light.
Orders chiefly from the Lower Provinces, for
Spring goods (to be delivered in January, and
February, when importations have been re-
ceived) and corsing-up orders from the West
have demanded considerabl e time and atten-
tion during the week. The books are not
yet balavced for the year, but it is generally
admitted that a most satisfactory irade has
been done; and remittances seem to ingrease
ag the season advances. A fow Weeoks ago
wholessale dealerrwers susceptible to surprises
in this connection, but they have come to te-
gard the daily receipt of large sums of money
18 a matter of course, and have settied down
to the conviction that they are experiencing
a repetition of business affairs from 1870 tili
1874. Many travellers are returning home for
the holidays, and, with favorable weather, the
city and country retailers continne remark-
ably busy. The Canada Cotton Company in-
form us that their brand A D 32inches should
be quoted 73¢. This Company bave discon-
tinued the mannfacture of twill 36 inches;
plain 72 inches ; Lorne Stripes; A cloth;
Canada Stripes, and XX 32 inch tickings.
See revised list. The prices of colored cot-
tons in Manchester it is reported have ad-
vanced somewhat within the past week, owing
partially to a 5 per cent. advauce in spinners'
wages. :

'The present unprecedentedly bad
condition of the English marker is attributed
to the immense giiantities of couaterfeit stuft
exported to and placed on that market. The
Cheese trade has apparently taken a turn for
the better, earlier than expacted; late cable ad-
vices are encouraging, and New York market
1ia also better ; the current tone there is health-
ful and cheerful, with the guiz made on
prices well eustained. The Commercial
Bulletin says : The best lines are indifferently
offered, in the expectation th:t the receipts
will gteadily full off, and that, with the new
year, trade will run larger. Exporters uare
taking the former class of stock ouly as they
are compelled by orders, and meet the outside
rate quoted. It is very difiicult, however, to
get over 13c, and from 124c to 13c covers the
general range on the best parcels. Other
grades are held with a fair sbow of strength,
but buyers do not appear anxious, Here there
ig no movement beyond sales to the retail
trade, and values are steady and unchanged.

Fian—Market dull, as is ususl during
Xmas holidays ; dealers report that there is
absolutely nothing doing, the prices remaln
steady and unchanged, at lust week's tigures
for all kinds,

FRruirs.—Oranges arriving more freely, aud
mesting with good demand—due to the im-
proved quality of the fruit and boliday require-
ments. All offering find a ready sale at $6
per case for Valencias, the only kind in the
market. Lemons, scarce, owing to Yight re-
ceipts and continued good demand;
Apples.—Nothing new to report of this
market; prices for good f{ruit wmain-
tained at $2 to 2.50, with sales all of a
jobbing character. Last advices from Eng-
land were favorable, announcinga good Xmas
trade likely to be done. Badly frozen apples
shipped from New York have been eold in
Liverpool recently at 98 to 108 6d. per brl
Tieceipts here of Almeria grapes, light, and
prices firm ; sales of jobbing lots being made
at$6. 'The demund for cranberries still good,
at 86.50 to 7.

ILour AND GRAIN.—The grain trade for the
week underreview hes shown no indication
of recovering its activity. In Epgland andon
the Continent, the markets wers, perhaps,
scontily supplied, but prices were prevented
trom falling by that circumstance, as other-
wise the great bulk on passage and the in-
crease in the American visible supply would
have occasioned a serious decline. Ab the
close, the situation remains unchanged, and
the imminent duwnward tendency has been
arrested for the present. The long passages
of grain-ships from the Continent to Eugland
are eaid tc endanger the financial position of
some houses in the trade, and the heavy and
sudden decline in Maize these last two days
in Chicago may be fraught with serious con-
gequences. Ou the 24th of November last,
No. 2 Spring Wheat was sold at Chicago for
Jannary delivery at $1.13% per bushel. ltsold
yesterday same delivery at 98}c, and for May
delivery at 947, a decline of 15¢ in 30 days:

In pig iron there has baen scarcely anything
doing of late, the nsual feeling of apathy at
this time of year parvading the trade.
Several large operators, said to be rather bare
of stock, are expected to enter the market in
earnest after the holidays; meanwhile,
holders are generally confident, and coutent
to bidae their time. Two lots, it is reported,
have changed hands—120 tons Summerlee st
$20.50, and 50 tons Egtintonat$19.50. Makers
in Glasgow are hopeful, and write to their
Montreal agents to wait for higher prices;
other recent letters from Glssgow state
that the production has been enormoug,
snd that it is difficult to ses how prices can
be sustained. There is now nearly half-a-
million tons of iron in Connal's yard. A ls!-
ter received here Tuesday last says: Glargow
market quieter ; Decembar is rareiy & busy
‘month ; a ligtless feeling expected till after
the turn of the year, when renewed briskness
~will lkely set In, A cable received yester-
day quotes Warrants at 518 4d, a decline

“with-sll hands working uight:and day our
leading manufacturere will be kept busy untit
soms time next month filling orders for this
winter, while thoge for-the Spring are pouring
in everyday. The majority of houses. here
are rold out of stock, and could have disposed
of a great deal more goods had they been
manufactured ; the trade bave sot witnessed
such a “boom” since 1873. - 8iill, notwith-
»t:uding, we are informed that, owing to the
demand having been chiefly for cheap goods,
the tucn-over io the aggregate is not greatly
in excesy of that of former years. The demand
for the past two months, however, has shown
& congiderable improvement in the class of
goods purchased, being largely for fine furs,
which indicates a better financial feeling per-
vading the massof the populiation, The sale
of furs may be used somewhat as a financial
baromster, since the more expensive grades
are almost purely Juxurious. The outleok
for the hat trade is encouraging, and orders
already rocelved for Spring styles are fully
up to ex pectations ;apparently manufacturers
will have all they can do. Offerings of raw
furs ure quite sparing, confined fo small Tots
brought to market from surrounding parishes
by farivers. Skunk meets with ready buyers
at previously quoted rates; otters aud beavers
in demand, and all offerings are snapped up
at fall values, Mink not much in demand,
and few offering, owing probably to the low
prices. Ancther sale of renlskins wiil be held
in London this month ;itis expected that tull
prices will be realized.

Provisross.—The Chicago market for pork
and lard has been weaker during the past few
days, and values have boen tending down-
wards, a furtber drop of T4 to 10c per brl. for
pork and of 5c per 100 1bs. for lard being re-
corded yesterday. Receipts of hogs in
Chicago continues to increase, those for yes-
terday being estimated &6 43,000 head. Here
trade has continued quiet; old American
pork selling at $16.50, and New Canada at
$17 to 17.50. Lardin steady demand, selling
in jobbing lots at 12}c for Ontario make, in
pails. Hams inlight demand, worth 124c to
probably 13c for the best. Receiptsef dresssd
hoge not yet large, and buyers still holding
off; packers are not offering even inside
quotations, as they have determined mnot to
pack at all this geason, wnless prices decline
to a reasonabie figure. Last year they lost a
cousiderable amount of money by paying too
high figures. The opinion is expressed, how-
ever, that stocks jn Canada are light, which,
if found to be the cage, will prevent much of
& full in values. We qucte the market steady
at $6.39 to 6.50 for heavy hogs. Eggs are
steady at 19c to 20c¢ for limed and 22c to 24¢
for fresh ; off:ring of frash very restricted and
it is seldom that over 23c is realized., All
last winter the supply of eggs in this market
was largely in excess of the demaund here and
in United States combined, and heavy losses
were sustained of shippers, who had paid too
high prices in the suramer and fall. 'This
season handsome profits have been secured
(owing to the rapid sdvancde), especially by
one local dealer, who held more eggs probably
than all the othera combined. It ia esti~
mated that since September over 250,000
dozen have been shipped from this city te
American markets, netting the shippers good
margins.

Leatrer.—Decalers generally report busi.
ness quiet, with few sales « f consequeance, but
one or {wo houses have experienced a more
active enquiry for all descriptions, and rouad
lots of sole and blaclk leathers have changed
hands at about cur quotations. Prices are
nominally unchanged, but we make some
light revisions, especially for sole, which is
notin brisk demand, and holders might be
induced to make concessions; Light Splitsand
Buff, continue in good request, Medium and
the former is guite scarce. Uppers are algo ip
light supply, stocks in this market being
held by two dealers only ; prices, therefore,
quite firm. Shipments of moderate quan-
tities of the cheaper grades of aole leather to
Eugland continue to be mada.

Hipes AND Skins.—DReceipts cf green hides
from local butchers for the week have been
rather larger than torrecent preceding weeks,
but the demand from tanners continues good
for the time of Fear, and there is little or no
difficulty in disposing of all offering. Receipts
of Western hides by rail scarcely as large
this month as usual. Prices nominally un-
changed, thereis not much unanimity in the
trade as to values, andsome favorite butchers,
wae are told, real?zs 28 to 50c advance om our
inside quotations. On the ofher khand the
largest holder of hides in the market, perhaps,
gtates that he is selling to taunera at 25¢ less
than our outside quotations, but these hides
are not whatare known as “Montreal inspec-
{lon.” Lambs’ peltsare coming forward freely,
ag the lambs are now being killed for pack-
ing; all offering find a ready sale at full
prices ; a local dealer stated to-day that he
would payas bighas $1.50 for good No, 1

8ir,~—1 cannot bnt think that s very unfor-
tunate effect will be produced in Irsland at |
once by the opposition to Mr, Parnell's appli-
cation for postponement of the Land Leagne
{rialg, and by the ‘manner in which the appli-
cation was refused. The observations of the
Lord Chief Justice, in delivering tbhe decision
of the Court, are such, as I venture to think,
no English judge could be induced to make
on such an occasion. They read like the
words, not of a judgs, but of a somewhat im- |
passioned partisan. It will assuredly not be
forgoiten in Ireland that the Lord Chief
Justice who delivered this singular address is
a strong Conservative, and with 8o little
favour amongst his own people that, during
the years while be was Irish Attorney-General
to thelate government, he was not able to
find a constituency willing to return him to
the House of Commons, The Lord Chief
Justice, throaghout the whole of his address,
assumed that the law had been «openly defied
and trampled upon” in Ireland—that for
months tne country had been «in a state of
anarchy,” and that

as he called them, were the cauge of all thic
disturbauce. He declared that «if Mr. Parnell
hias to complain of any one it ie of bimeelf,
and of the conduct of those associated with
him. He hag not thonght proper f{o address
his policy to the House of Parliament, of
which he is a member. He bas endeavoured
to carry out slterations in the law by violent
speeches and virlent means.” Perhaps the
Lord Chief Justice began to feel just ab this
point that he was going a little toofar, for he
suddenly checked himself, and gaid, “I mean
thase are the charges ho hasto meet.” The
whole of hig address previous to these few
qualifying words ~the very sentence preced-
ing these words—assumed distinctly that not
alone wera these the charges that Mr, Parnell
hed to meet, but that of these charges he was
guilty. I shouldlike to ask the English
public what they would think of an address
like this delivered in an English court of law
by an English judge as the introduction to a
political t1ial I should like to agk them to
considar how far the chances of

are advanced by the delivery of a harangue
like this from one of the judges who may
perhaps himself have to preside atthe trial.
I am not, however, rmerely concerned with
the words of the Lord Chief Justice. I can-
not help thinking that the refusal of the
crown to allow the apbolication, and the man-
ner in which the Attorney-General dealt with
it, are only too likely to deepen the impres-
sion that «Mr. Parnell and his associates” are
not to have a fair trial. The Attorney-General
is reported to have #assured Mr. Parneli that
the cabinet,as far as he could speak for them,
did not attach to M. Parnell or his presence
in Parlisment that importance which he at-
tached to it himself.” This wag a &neer, and
meant, of course, to be loftily contemptuous.
But the plain facts for the English public to
understand are simply that Mr. Parnell,
whatever the Attorney-General may think of
Lim, is the leader of the popular party in Ire-
land, and the mouthriece of three-fourths at
least of the whole Irish population; that be
is the main inspiration of all this recent ef-
fort to obtain a settlement of theland ques-
tion ; that no matter what government may
settloit inthe end, Mr. Parnell is, above all

others, the man to whom the settlement
will be due. '
