The fact that Lord Duﬁerm.lms bheen
sununoned from Paris has excited some
uncasiness, quite apart from home poli-
tics. It transpires that the present state
of relations between this country and
France is scrious, if not threatening. It
hus been suggested that Lord Dufferin
Jas been asked to undertuke the Laord-
Licutenancy of Ireland, but the fact is
that he eannot be permilted to leave
Paris until the Anglo-French relations
are much impreved. L .

According to the latest informnation
to-night, dissolution will take place next
week, The members of the McCarthy
party lave nearly all returned to Ireland
to make preparations for the struggle.
Redmond has stated that he will contest
every seat in Ireland, which declaration
might be interpreted that he is receiv-
ing other than frish financial support.
Mr. McCarthy to-night issued an appeal
to Ireland to start a special clection
fund, and T hear that Edward Blake, MLP.,
formerly from  Canada, has opened it
with a personal subseription of $5,000.
Blake will probably be asked to contest
Derry City, which the Nationalists hope
to win from the Tories.  The MeCarthy-
jte ealeulation is that they will win
three seats from Redmond and five from
the Ulster Tories, while they may them-
selves lose two; so that they eapect a
net gain of six.

Marquis of Salisbury. i

The Earl of Kimberly, late secretary of
Btate for Foreign Affnirs, asserted that
the Marquis of Salisbury had sent his
secretary to Mr. H. Campbell-Bannerman
for the seals "just as - he would send a
man on an errand, and. he thought the
action of the Marquis was extremely dis-
courtcous. .

In reply, the Marquis of Salisbury said
that it Mr. H. Campbell-Bannerman
thought he, the Marquis, had acted dis-
courteously, he begged to express his
¢xtreme regret for the oceurrence, and
felt very sorry forit. -

Lord Rosebery accepted the apology of

The
probable near approach of a general
election makes ouraction doubly import-
ant, for it may be seid without exaggera-
tion that with a united organization
we would gain decisive influence in, at
least, forty constituencies in Greut Brit-
ain. We are of opinion that the best
means of fighting our battle is to oppose
with energy every suceessive government,
Liberal or Conservative, until we oblige
oneof these parties to grant afull measnre
ofhomerule to Iveland.

DE MAISONNEUVE MONUMENT.

Description of the Statue on Place
dArmes Square—_Mondny s

Cercemony,

The statue of Maisonneuve was unveil-
ed on Monday, and all nationalities in
the eity joined in doing honor to the
memory of the illustrious Frenchman,
whose most lasting memorial is the city
of Montreal itself.

Nearly a deeade has passed since the
inception of the idea of erecting the
monument unveiled on Monday, but it
is only three years since the project ook
shape, a commitlve being formed, and it
wax on Monday, September 4, 1833, that
the foundation stone was laid.

The Maisonneuve monument stands
some thirty fect in height, the base be-
ing of Stanstead granite, relieved with
bronzes at the sides and corners. The
statue itself is magnificent in conzeption,
lasting in matcrial, being of bronze, and
is in every way worthy of its subject, its
designer and the eity. Mr. L. Philippe
Hebert, the sculptor, represents Maison-
neuve at the very moment of his plant-
ing the French flag on Canadian soil.
The flag chosen is the white oriflamme
of Louis XIV. ‘I havetakenjthe flag,”
said Mr. Hebert, to the Gazette,
“from an old cut in the National
Bibliotheque, representing the victory
won by M. de Conde at.Rocroi, on the
first day of the reign of Louis X1V, and
just a year before Maisonncuve planted
the flag here.” The hero isdressed in o
tunic of Laeuf tire, steel gorget, the flap-
ped and plumed hat of the day, the fun-
nel-shaped boots drawn over the laced
pantaloons of the time. The face wears
an expression of stern and solemn exul-
tation, for, as Mr. Hebert says ; ** Maison-
neuve was very religious, 50 I have made
the face that of a soldier and monk comi-
bined.” The statue was cast in Paris by
the house of Thichanit, whose centenary
was celebrated at the time of the great
exposition six years ago.

The four corners of the pedestal are
ornamented by handsome bronze figures.
One represents the first Iberville taking
possession ot the soil by agriculture ; the
second, Mlle. Mance, the [oundress of Ho-
tel Dieu and other good institutions,
giving kindly gid to a little Indian who

The sceond depiets
the eelebration of the first Mass by Mai-
sonneuve and his followers on landing at
Point a Callieres, the =tte of the present

Muass, telling his hearers in his instroce-
tiom that they were the grain of mustard
seedd.

Lapetrie il The whole company of
twenty-one persons are represented, The
third depiets the glorious defenee of the
uld block house at Carillon by Dollard
and his companions. It will be remem-
hered that Dollard, des Ormeanx and his
comrades, sventeen in all, stopped one
party of 400 Indians at the Long Sault,
when they were advaneing to wipe the
infant colony of Montreal off the island.
Another party of 300 Indians was et
with, however, and for fourteen days the
little band of heroes kept this horde at
bay. At length an Indian elimbed a tree
and saw the small number of defenders
of the block house. A grand assanlt
was determined on, and a tree  being
thirown across the palisade the Tndians
rushed in. In the course of a gallant
resistance o barrel of powder was broach-
¢d by a tomanhawk and expladed, putting
several of the defenders hors de combnt,
whilst all died nobly in defence of their
country. It is this last tight that M.
Hcbert has chosen to depict. As a resnlt
of this incident, the Indians concluded
that if 17 could stop 700 for so long the
white man was invineible, and they re-
tired to their wigwams. The fourth re-
lief represents Maisonneuve killing the
Iroquois chief on the Place d’Armes,
possibly on the spot occupicd by the
monument. On this occasion 300 Indians
besieged Montreal, surrounding the set-
tlement and making ambuseades in the
bush. Maisonneuve ncted strictly on the
defensive, until his men began to com-
plain that he was afraid. Their mur.
muring reached his ears, and he led
them forth. 'The Indians, emerging
from ambush, were so many that the
mien retreated.  Maisonneuve was cover-
ing their retreat, when one of his snow-
shoes becomeloosened and he fell behind.
An Indian sprang on  him and seized
him, but, the chief approaching, the
savnge gave his leader the privilege of
inflicting the covp de grace. - The chief
seized Maizonneuve by the throat,but at
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that moment the eaptive drew his pistol
and shot the chief dead. The Indiang,
in dismay. gazed awhile and then fled.
The supreme moment is thetheme ot M.
Hebert’s design. )

was stricken down by an assassin just as
he was about to enter his own house at
Rimnini. The assassin was a poiitienl
oppenent of the Connt Ferrard, who held
ofiice in the Giolitti Cabinet as Under
Seeretary for Foreign Aflfairs, and it was
hecause of the Count’s trivmph at the
Iatr clections that his sad tate was
brought about. This morning just as
Rome was beginning to don its holiday
attire for the purpose of opening its new
parlinment the sad news arrived from
Rimini that the Count Ferrari had ex-
pired during the night. Immediately
after receiving the assassin’s blow he
called for & priest and t.ie saeraments of
the Churelr were administered, so that
his Inst moments were edifying,

Taken with this the great number of
suicides is to be considered. On Thurs-
day of last weck three took place here in
Rome. while in other parts of the coun-
try several instanees of thisdread mania
were not wanting.  In fact sunicide has
become so frequent in Rome that one a
day is counted for the year ; and the
other large cities are not behiod in the
record of scli-destraction,

Of course it will be said that assassi-
nation is an old gamein Haly as a means
of ridding one’s self of a troublesome op-
ponent, and the questionable traditions
of effete courts will be appenled to in
order to substantiate the assertion. It
may begranted, too, that thereisa degree
of truth in the charge, ns witness the as-
sassination of De Rossi, the Minister of

Twenty-vight yearsago, the fivst of this
month, our Dominion came inte exist-
ence, thisanaznificent conlederation was
estublishicd.  Broad and solid the basis
and rapid has been the work of construe-
tion. In those early days, even asat
present, there were pessiniists whe pre-
dicted all manner of evils, who 2aw onlx
the obstacles without calenlating
thic¢ resources fo suriount them. Sinee
1867 wondertul changes have taken place
new Provinces have been gathered in
and finally united with the original
Canadian _confederation. Most of 1he
great men who laid the fonndation of the
stracture have passed forever from the
scene, and historians are busy with their
memoirs, while the people are ocenpinld
erccting monuments to their  glory,
Theirswas a grand work, but it is nit
yet completed; it is for the men of this
and of succeeding generations to earry
on the undertaking.

THELATEALD. P. KENNEDY

Anupright citizen, an honest man, o
good husband and father, and a truly
patriotic Irishman as well as an exemp-
Jary Catholie, has Montreal lost by the
almost  sudden and most unexpected
death of Mr, Patrick Kennedy. The sad
cvent took place, after a few short hours
of illness, towards midnight on Saturday,
at his late residence on Murray street.
By « peculiar eombination of ecircum-
stances, Mr. Kennedy spent his last
carthly moments surrounded by all the
members of his berecaved family. " When
it was evident that the end was at hand
and that no further earthly aid was of
avail, his wife, son and daughters gave
vent to the natural sorrow that over-
cunie them,  But in that supreme mo-
ment the stricken man  was calm and
reconciled, and even amidst the prayers
that he repeated hie sald traly that he
was ““the best soldier of all.” Indecd
My, Kennedy was one who knew not fear,
and death had no terrors for him. This
great courage, which was one of the most
proncunced characteristics of his long
and uselul life, was mainly due to his
sterling honesty. His word was his bond,
and when truth had to he spoken, he
never hesitated nor sought to disguise
it.

When the end came Mr. Kennedy hadd
reached his sixty-third year; and al-
though by nomeansan old man, and one
who might naturally be expected to have
a long period of activity and life ahead,
he had ‘€atopleted a very full and very
honorableearcer.  Hehaddone as much
in the world as ecould he expected of any
gond citizen, and far more than falls to
the lot of the great majority  to accom-
plish, Hecame to Montreal in 1857 from
Irefaanl, and hebronght with him a deep
and inextinguishable love forthe old Laned
and o great devotion to the interests of
his Hellow-countrymen---both at home
and in the new world.  With hut seant
advantages as to education and means

he commernced the noble task of Iilding
up a home for himself and a futore for
his family. How he succeeded all his
friends and acquaintanees know better
than we can tell them, Duaring the fow
years that we have enjoyed the privilege
of hix acquaintanee and the still zreater
one of his friendship, we ledrnad, more
and more, to admire his honest worth
and to feel proud of his success,

What mo#e could he expected of any
man? e established a solid husiness
and at thesame time an honorable repu-
tation; he educated his family in the
highest degree; he saw them all grow up
around him and enter upon their respee.
tive spheres of lite, with the heritage of
{heir father's fine reputation and the ad-
vantages of the fruits of his carly en-
Jdeavors.  Ro mueh for his immediate re-
latives, saud those upon whom his first
affeetions were naturally bestowed.

Apart from his domestie life, Mr. Ken-
nedy devoted his time, his means, his
experience and his energiestothe greater
interests of his fellow-countrymen and
co-religionists.  In the muuicipal spherc
he represented St Ann's division for a
long number of years, and his voics was
always the first to be heard when the
catise of justice, rights or privileges for

those he represented, was raised. e
had s blunt, straightforward  way of

making the truth known and of having
jnslice “done. In the larger arena of
Provincial polities he proved himself
an active and conscientious representa-
tive—ome  ever ready to act when the
time came for action, always prepared
to lister to and weigh any friendiy ad-
viee, amd never found wanting when the
call to duty reached his ear. In the
Council of the City and the Legislative
Assembly his presence will be long miss-
wd. and the day is distant when the mem-
ory of all he has done shall fnde {rom
the thousands who placed their conlic
denee in him,

But there is something more {ohe said
of the late Mr. Kennady. He was nat
only a sueeessiun! husiness man, a splen-
did head of a family, a praiseworthy poj u-
lar representative, but he was a model
citizen, He was a living monument of
temperance and morality. Not alone in
the various temperance socicetics, in
which he often held high ofliee, did he
advocate the grand principles laid down

by Father Matthew, but in his private

may well be cited for generations to
come as one that shiould be followed by
every good citizen. To these fine qual-
itics we must finally add that of a sin-
cere, a devout, a practical Catholic. He
died as he lived, in harmony with the
grand and all-saving teachings of our
Holy Church, and in that death may his
friends find the truest consolation in the
hour of their deep affliction.

We have striven to burriedly sketch
the outlines of that fine character, and if
we have failed in doing justice to the life
and deeds of the departed the blame
must fall upon our lack of ability rather
than our want of appreciation of Mr.
Kennedy’s worth, While extending to
his widow and her son and daughters the
sincere expression of our heart-felt con-
dolence, we desire to express a twofold
prayer to the One before whose tribunal
the decensed has long sinee passed. That
prayer is onc of gratitude to God for
having given us such an example of liv-
ing patriotism, sterling honesty and
unswerving faith, to remain in the
amnals of the Irish-Catholic history of
this city, and one of supplieation, with
the Church, that the soul of the departed
may rest in peace. '

PE MAISONNEUVE.

On Monday, the first of July, His
Honor the Licutenant Governor of Que-
hee unveiled, belore a vast concourse of
our lirst citizens on the Place d’Armes,
the heroie statue of Montreal’s great
fonnder, de Maisonneuve. Standing there
beneuth that majestic bronze edifice, in
front of the grand structure of Notre
Dame, and amidst the imposing edifices
that arise on all sides, we scemed to be-
hold the Montreal of to-day vanish fora
while, and, in panoramic grandeur, the
scenes that two hundred and fifty years
have embalmed pass in rapid suceession
hefore our gaze.  Once more the ¢ forest
primeval” covers the island, and the
smolke from the native wigwams curls
amongst the ginnt trees of the wild but
magnificent shore. A band of French
navigators, trained soldiers, under the
leadership ol a bold but cautious young
nobleman, has ascended the St Lawrence
on @ migsion of defence. They come to
protect the few seattered colonists that
the ferocious Troquois have almost exter-
minated.  They land and their chief
plants thelily-flagupon the soil, and side
by side with that standard of France he
sotsup the sublime and allsaving cross
of Christianity, Tt is de Maisonneuve,
tirst governor of Montreal and founder of
the city.

Volumes have been written upon the
Hfe anddeeds of this exceptional man, Of
the Fnmous figures in the pioncer days of
our country his is comspicuotsly one of
the grandest.  Patriotic and religiously
devont, he was of noble lineage and high
immedinte parentage. Hewas braveas a
knight of chivalry, daringand magnanim-
ous. Nosooner had he pitehedhis tent on
the Island of Montreal than the cffeets
of his presence were felt. Security seem-
ed to return tethe group of frightened
colonists, and the missionaries grew hope-
ful ofthe future.  But the death-dealing
Iroguiois became more treacherouz and
none the less ferocious, At last, in a dex-
perate attempt to wipe out the settle-
ment they swarmed around the little
stronghold and swoyped downr upon the
devoted band of civilizers. Tt was then
that all the courage and nobleness of de
Maisonneuave’s character flashed  out.
Upon the very spot where to-day stands
his memorial statue he met the savagoes
in deathly conflict and there defeated
them and slew their chief with his own
hand. Henee the name Place, " Armies,
given to the loeality. Tt was this success
thiat won peace for the colony and pavea
the way for all de Maisonneuve's future
triumphs.

Later om, after revisiting France, he
hrought with him the renowned foun-
dress of the Congregational Nuns in
Canada.  Where  stands  to-day the
Maother-house of that noble order of
teachers, on St. Jean Baptiste street, was
built the first residence occupied by the
‘Governor, and one of the old walls was
portion of the stable which he gave to
the Venerable Marguerite Bourgeoys and
in which she commenced the work of
educating the ehildren of the colonists
and of the Indians,  With his own
hands de Maisonneuve cut down {rees
that were used in the building of the
first chapel, and, by example, precept
and practice, he succecded in Christian-

zing wnl eivilizing thousands of the
abarigines.  He put an end to the infer-

nal liquor tralic introduced, in an evil

moment, by the Company’s agents and
dAvangaur.  His Jite reads like a
romanee; yet, ib was one of stern reali-
ties. He was of heroie mould and his
faith was equal to patriotism,

Montre! does well to ralse a statue (o
the memory of de Maisonneuv . Long
may it staxd, to preach, in silent clo-
quenee, a grand sermon to the children
of the future. Long may the city he
founded continue to grow and flourish,
Long muy our Canadian pcople enjoy
the fruits of the sced sown by that hero,
in soil dampened by the blood of mar-
tyrs.

IN TIIE OLI TOWER.

Numcrous are the relies and historieal
monnments of Montreal; yet many of
them are unknown to the general publie,
or have been allowed to sink <lowly, bhut
surely, Into oblivion. There is scarcely
a stone of the older edilices that conld
not tell o most interesting story were it
endowed with speech. The most of the
important  historical events  conneeted
with the early days of the colony eluster
around the front and heart of the city.
3t up near the wountain, where to-day
i= the magnilicent structure of the Mont-
real College, many a seene was onnated
that bas been woven by historians into
the drama of the past two hundred and
fifty years. Where the luee stone wall,
surronnding the Grand Seminary, rears
its massive strength, was one of the first
forts built 1o defend the inhabitants
against the attacks of the Iroquois. Of
the original fortifications only two small
towers remain intact. A chapel was
erected in the eastern one of  thoge
towers.  The fort, of which it and its
companion form part, was built in 1604,
Two  hundred  vears  later—I189i—an
honorable member of the Couneii of
Pabiie Instruction was generons  and
patriotic enough to have a photograph
tuken of an ahnost forgotten work of art
that abides within those stone walls,
The aother day the same gentleman
kindly presented us with a Inrge porrait
of that historic relic.

In the beginning this casteen tower
served as a eluss room for the Sisters of
the Congregation de Notre Dame. where-
in they instracted the lidtle Indian gicls.
The picture over the chapel taberaacle
is of considerable ariistic value. The
altar and woadwork are of the style of
Lonis XIV. On ecach side of the altar
are valuable inseriptions. To right we
read the following: “ Here rest the mor-
tnl remains of Francois Thoronhiongo, a
Huron, baptized by the Reverand Father
Brebocuf. By his piety and his probity
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tho age of about one hundred yonr,

A;?ri!, 1690.” On the left sige wse’ 11-::3
this inseription: * HeréFest the mortal
remains of Marie Therese Gannensaquog
of the Congregation de Notre ])ﬂm(:
After having fulfilled, during tllirtec;;

years, the duties of schoolmistress ut the:

mountain, she died in the repute of

great sanclity, aged 26 years, the 25, !

November, 1691.”

There had been several disputes ¢on-
cerning the date of the erection of the
fort, but the honorable gentleman, alipy,
mentioned, set all question at rest by
going to the tower, securing the )
tions therein and having them
graphed for future use.

This is an act indicative of g, fine
mind and an interested charneter,
while thanking him for his kindness in
presenting us with & copy, we feel lg, a
duty to thank him in the name of all
lovers of Canadian history for the exam-
ple he has given and for the zeu) with
which he follows up every clue that ay
lead to important discoverics in t)
catacombs of our country’s past,.

ITS FIRST ANNIVERSARY.

A Branch of the C.M.B.A. Celebratey the
Event by a sSmoking Concert.

Branch 232 of the CM.B.A., Grand
Councll of Canada, celebrated its lirst an-
niversary at the Federition hall last
Friday by an open meeting.

Mr. Byan opened the meeting by a
few well-chosen words of welcome, and
gave a brief resume of the progress made
by the branch sinee its inception.

The chairman’s address wis followed
by a sung from Mr. J.J. Rowan, who had
to respond to an encore. Mr, IRUBL Mil-
loy, of the Joseph Hawaorth Dramatic
company, gave a reeitation with admir-
able efivet, and was tollowed by Me, W,
J. MeCallrey, whose singing wis appre-
ciated.
1Lon. J. . Curran, Solicitor-General of
Canada, was received with reund after
round ol applause. He said he had
message for them from the Hon, Sir
Mackenzie Dowell, Premier of Canada,
who haed suid to him on his departare
Irom Ottawa to attend that gathering (—
“An association that has distributed
#118,0600amongst the widows and orphans
of its deceased members daring the past
voar, has oy hest wishes amd warmest
sympathios.”  (Prolonged applause.) He
siid the book he held in his hand was
an abstract from the general insorance
report.  Blue books were not, as a ritle,
very poetic (faughter), yet. if that blue
bouk could speak, it its Hgures could be
translated into words,many tales pathetic
would be the resude. Families provided
for in many cases, women and ehildren
saved  from dire distress, and happy
homes where,withoutsaeh institntions ns
that he haddhen the pleasure of soldress-
ing, want, suxd something worse, might
almost inevitably have beenthe outeome.
The speaker gave s graphie deseription
of the changes in our social system
which had brought about the founding
of those henevolent associations, which
had taken decp root in onr midst. ‘The
superintendent-General of Insnrancee i
stated only st few days ago, before a com-
mittee of Parliament, that not morethan
tive per cent ol the assessment companies
had survived for more than ten years.
That statement gave foad for retlection.
Three classes of nten were their origin-
ators—good men with experienee, gooa
nren withont the necessary expericnee,
and cunning rascals who preyed upon
the community. The good people who
had no experience and who  launched
organizations upan the public were just
as harmiul as the raseals. (Applause.)
In Canadi, prudent men at the hend of
such organizations had an eflicacious
means of protecting the membership—
that was by placing those institutions
under ihe operation of the Dominion
Insuranee Act. This insuramee business
wis thus not only =ubjected to the sern-
tiny of the Superintendent ol Insuraner,
Lut, through the blue books, to the criti-
cism of all the public interested in sueh
matters.  (Applause.) The Grand Coun-
cil of the CMB.AL of Canada was one of
very few indeed hased on the assessment
principie which had placed itsell under
the operation of the Insurance Aet. He
had a letter from Mr. Fitzgerald, inspee-
tor of insurance, stating that bhe had ex-
amined the books and accounts of the
C. M. B. AL and was delighted with the
manner in which they were kept. He
quoted fromw the blue book to show that
the total amount paid to members last

vear, as reported  to the Inspector
ol Insarance, was  $132215; num-
ber  of  ceortilicntes  taken, 1752

amount of certilieates, new and taken up,
$2.536,000 ; number of certificates
toree, 10,051 ; net amount in force, §15,-
$90,000 ; number of eertificates whiceh be-
came claims last year, €122,000, of
which there was not one resisted claim ;
total assets ol the Association, 72,590 ;
liabilitics, $25,132; total income last
vear, §133,478.  The Association had sct
1or itsell the task of getting n reserve
fund of $250,000, and with the carrying
out of the principle of being practical
observers of the rules of the church to
which they belonged, which was enjoyed
by the rules of the Assovciation, & great
gunrantee was oftered for its future pros-
perity.

The honorable gentleman dwelt at
length on the principal features of the
Association with his usual eloquence,
cliciting the mest hearty applause.

Chancellor Feeley, of liranch 26, moved
a vote of thanks to the Hon. Mr. Curran
for his most interesting address, and in
the course of his remarks alluded to Mr.

Curran's well known cagerness and un-
tiring etlorts to at all'times advance any-
thing that tended to the prosperity or
happiness of his eo-religionists,
Chancellor Dr. Morenn seconded the
motion in an able address, after which

scconded by Bro, B, Brunet, a vote of
condolence  on the death of Mr. C.
Clarette, [uther of Bro, C. F. Clarette,
wag passed to the retatives in this the
hour of their athiction.
