JAMAIOA.
[From the Gospel Missionary for March.]

1t is seldom that we are enabled to lay before
our English readers any account of what is be-.
ing done by our brethren in the old colony of
Jamaica. That small island—not much larger
than Yorkshire—is peopled by about 400,000
inhabitants, and has a Bishop of its own with
about 100 clergymen, whose maintenance is pro-
vided by the people of the island. A few of the
Clergymen who minister among the poorest.of
the population are partly maintained by the So-
ciety. One of these writes thus to the Society: —
«On Sundays I generally have an early service
consisting of ‘the morning prayers and a sermon
at half-past six; between 50 and 100 persons
attend this service. There is another service at
eleven o'clock. Butin the evening at six o’clock
I have a congregation of abt?ut 400 people.
f my evening congregation are very poor
gﬁ::gn: wh{ come Eut at night, but who shrink
from appearing at service in theday time, being

ashamed of their clothing. :
I have felt the difficulty in such a climate as

| Jamaica, of visiting from house to house among

a population of several thousands. Accordipgly
for some months I have tried open air preaching;
and have succeeded in collecting in  different
parts of my district meetings of the people vary-
ing from 100 to 300. I have preached the Gos-
pel to them, and have invited them to attend the
regular services. The attention and order of
the people is most remarkable. A few Jews and
Jewesses have attended, —I have thus been en-
abled by God’s blessing to entreat many to be
reconciled to Him who never enter His House.”

MILITARY BURIAL-GROUND.

We are now going to introduce our ‘readers
to another spot—the consecration of a military
burial-ground at Newcastle in J. nqmicn.. Alady
who was present gives the following deseription

f the ceremony :—

4 “The consegrntion of the burial-ground at
Newcastle, on the 2d of June, was one of the
prettiest sights ¢ ten
there was service in the hospital, which is used
as a chapel; Archdeacon Courtenay preached,
His text was taken from the 20th Revelations,
12th and 18th verses.

<And T saw the dead, small and great, stand
before God; and the books were opened: and
another book was opened, which is the book of
life: and the dead were judged out of those
things which were written in the books, accord-
ing to their works. And the sea gave up the
dead which were in it; and death and hell de-
livered up the dead which were in .them: :m_d
they were judged every man according to their
works.’

After the sermon we went to the burial-ground.
It was quite lined with soldiers. In the centre,
under a spreading tree, was ere
for the Bishop. He was very unwell that morn-
ing, and looked so ill that every-body had made
up their minds that he would not be able to do
more than perform the service. However, he
made them an address: not a sound, but his
voice, was heard,—not a creature moved. The
beautiful mountains round us; the robed priests,
surrounding the Bishop; the attentive soldiers,
still and motionless as the white head-stones that
marked the resting-places of their comrades; the
people grouped under the shady trees; that
solemu stillness peculiar to the mountains; all
combined to enhance the effect of the scene, and
to render it one of singular and striking interest.
The Bishop’s address was listened to with rapt
attention, and all seemed touched and impressed.
The Colonel had given orders that all Roman
Catholics who did not wish to be present should
absent themselves; but it appears not a man
stayed away. When the service was over, we
stead on the hill to see thesoldiers firing a salute
for the Bishop, and to listen to the ¢rebounding
echo of the hollow mountains,” which was truly
magnificent. We had a lovely day, and Lenjoyed
it all extremely.” o

The Bishop’s address was so very appropriate
to the spot where it was delivered that itisa
great pleasure to read it with this scene before
our eyes.

“My Christian Friends, Fellow-soldiers, and
servants of our Lorp and Saviour JESUS
Curist,—After the full and eloquent discourse
which you have just heard, it would seem to be
almost superfluous to detain you with any pro-
longed observations on the subject of the busi-
ness which has convened us here, If, however,
the few words which I am able to speak may
serve to deepen the impression already made by
that discourse, or to heighten the interest which
you have so obviously manifested in these pro-
ceedings, I think that L ought not, as the Bishop
and principal pastor of this portion of the Church
of CHRIST, to omit tl_mt. opportunity of minister-
ing so far to your spiritual weal and comfort.

«The scene that I look upon is indeed one of
surpassing interest and subhmny._ These mag-
nificent mountains and resounding streams—
that rich and varied plain—that glorious ocean-
bearing the produce of many lands to the spaxk,
ling city beneath our feet—these waving banners,
the bright insignia of our country’s military
prowess—the liberal honours with which your
authorities have been pleased to welcome me this
morning—all fade into insignificance before the
more deep and solemn, the more Wise, a_nd yet
more melancholy thoughts connected ynt.h ghe
act which I am here to perform, and in which
you, my friends, in prayer and faith must par-
ticipate. !

“1f on one side are conspicuous the beauties and
wonders of the time, on the other loom the em-

blems of eternity. From the flash of arms and
blazoning of this brilliant and imposing array, I
turn to the dark mists and clouds which roll be-
low, and which seem at this instant emerging
from the vale to remind us of the deeper sh.adowe
of the valley of death. The ground on which we
stand is holy. We tread upon the ashes of the
dead; we ar® surrounded by the mouldering re-
lics of many Uf your brave companions who have
gone to their final agcount, while the very nature
of theclimate which you breathe would admonish
you that you may he summoned to follow them
wWith a’celerity so sudden and appallingas if you
were in the presence of an invading army, or
were insulting with your line of battle the ter-
ritory of a hostile neighbour.”

The Bishop then proceeded at some 1en$th to
describe the ravages ot death until its uléimate
overthrow by the trinmphant Saviour, the nature
of the conflict in which all Christians must be
engaged to the end of their mutual career, and
the armour and aid accorded to the Clristian
warrior in order that he may pursue his ¢course
with hope, and, through faith in the prevailing
Conqueror, with the assurance of final victory.

The Bishop coneluded his address, as nearly
as we can recollect, in the following words :—

““ What then, in brief, is the lesson which all
that we have witnessed, all that we have heard,
all that we are now doing, should suggest and
illustrate ? Without doubt, it is a lesson of re-
sponsibility, of fortitude, of watchfulness, of
preparation : of responsibility, of stewards who
must render an account; of fortitude, as good
soldiers engaged in the service of JEsus CHRIST,
and who must ‘endure hardness’ in following
the footsteps of their suffering Master; of watch-
fulness as men that wait for the Lorp; of pre-
paration, as workmen who know that ¢ the night
cometh when no work can be done.’

¢ Let us; then, learn to realize this lesson; let
it teach us, as it is intended, to lead a life of
faith, a life of obedience, a life of prayer.
Knowing that in the midst of life, however seem-
ingly safe and secure, we are in the very presence
of death, let us remember the assurance, that
“to those who live in CurisT, to die is gain’—
8o shall we proceed in faith and patience in our
path of trial, nor shall we be removed from it
without the full conviction that ‘blessed are the
dead which die in the Lorp,” because the Spirit
Himself testifies that they rest from their labours,
and their works do follow them.”

THE COLLEGE.

The Bishop is very anxious to provide for a
continual supply of zealous and learned clergy-
men for his diocese. He wishes to save the ex-
pense of having them educated in England and
broughtover to Jamaica. So, having ascertained
that there are young men in the island desirous
of being trained for Holy Orders, the Bishop has
given his own house to be used as a college for
their education, and he has himself retired to a
small house in the neighbourhood, where he in-
tends to reside. The house which the Bishop
has so generousy given up for the use of the
students, isin future to be called Bishop’s Col-
lege. It is represented in the accompanying
engraving. Let us hope and pray that many a
congregation of African as well as European
blood in Jamaica may in future generations have
abundant cause to remember with gratitude the
gift from Bishop Spencer to their Church.

CHURCH SOCIETY DIOCESE OF TORONTO,

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE NEWCASTLE DISTICT
BRANCH FoR 1853.

In presenting their Annual Report, your com-
mittee have much pleasure in directing attention
to the onward progress of the Parent Society,
and to the increasing interest which has of late
been manifested in its operations, The fact of
last year's income shewing an increase over that
of the preceding year to the amount of about
£800, is of itself a cheering evidence that the
sympathies of our people are becoming more
deeply enlisted in this good cause, and that
they are determined to support an institution,
t.h'roug.h whose instrumentality the Church in
this Diocese has, with the Diyine blessing, been
enabled to occupy & large and inereasing field
of usefulness.

The large increase in the quarterly collec-
tions also, both in number and amount, will,
your committee feel assured, be hailed with
delight by every sincere lover of his Church;
as they evince a more lively interest on the part
of both clergy and people in the designs of this
noble Society.* And from the greater interest
thus taken in its operations, and the exertions
made o increase the number and efficiency of
its Parochial Associations, there is goo_d reason
for hoping that the Books of t'he Society will
shew a much larger amount of income for the
current year than has hitherto been obtained.

In this district also, to which more es_pecml]y
their operations are limited, your committeeare
happy to report & decided improvement in the
affairs of the Society since the last ‘annual
meeting. It is at all times cause of deep grati-
tude to be able to note any increase in the
number of labourers in the Lord’s vineyard, or
of usefulness and efficiency in the field of their
missionary operations. And when we consid_er
the rapidly increasing Wants of the Church in
this extensive country, it iz surely no slight
cause of rejoicing to see the servants of our
Divine Master going forth with faithful hearts
and zealous hands to prosecute the Church’s
work, and to build up the waste places of our
Zion. Since the last annual meeting, three

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trict ; the Rev, T. W. Allan has been appointed
to the Rectory of Cavan, vacant by the decease
of the late Rector, the Rey. Samuel Armour.
The Rev. J. S. Clarke has been appoigted to the
mission of Seymour and Percy, which had been
for some time vacant, consequent upon the
removal of the Rev. E. (. Bowér. The large
and important Rectories of Clarke and Darling-
ton were recently divided; and the Rev. Dr.
McNab appointed to the latter, and the Rev.
Henry Brent to the former. By these recent
appointments, the whole number of clergy now
laboring within the bounds of the Newcastle
District amounts to ten, being precisely double
what it was ten years ago. If, in every ten
years, we could thus double the entire number
of our clergy throughout land, what a
glorious result would soon b apparent for the
Church; and what uncounted blessings might
not the next generation be privileged to enjoy!

The following Parochial Associations are at
present in connexion with this District Branch,
viz :— Cobourg, Port Hope, Cavan, Clarke, Dar-
lington, Cartwright, Manvers, Rice Lake, Grafton,
Colborne, Seymour and Percy. Meetings have
been held in nearly all these places during the
present winter, and the cldms of the Society
advocated and pressed upm the people with
much zeal and earnestness on the part of the
clergy. These meetings, vith very few excep-
tions, were generally well attended; and our
clerical brethren felt amplyrepaid for their toil
and labour, by witnessing agrowing zeal on the
part of our members, and s generous readiness
to co-operate in carrying oit and promoting, to
the best of their ability, tle various ohjects of
the Church Society.

Cobourg Parochial Association.

This parish is still engazed in the important
and arduous work of completing their new
church. The contract wis some time since
entered into for finishing tie interior; and im-
mediately after Easter, tle old wooden Church
of St. Peter—now encirced by the more sub-
stantial walls of the new edifice—will be re-
moved, When it is consdered that this great
but necessary enterprize vill involve an outlay
on the part of the parish +«f about £4000, from
the time the new tower was commenced, it could
not be expected that moe than an ordinary
support could be rendered to other chureh
objects. The committee, however, are happy
to state that the subscripiions of this Parochial
Association for the past 7ear amount to £108
6s. 8d; being an inereas: of more than £23 on
the contributions of the year preceding. The
number of subscribers is about 200 ; and gene-
rally speaking, the subscriptions have been paid
with an alaerity which has greatly encouraged
those who kindly undertook the office of ¢ol-
lectors.

After remitting the usual fourth to the Parent
Society, with other standing payments, the
balance in hand at the annual meeting in 1853
was applied, according to previous arrange-
ments, to meet the montlly payments on
the Building Society Stock held on behalf of
St. er’'s Church. The etpenditure for the
present year is £9 1s. 7d. ‘or Sunday School
prize books, £2 16s. 3d. for free scholars under
the tuition of Mr. Down, and £1 1s. 8d. for
other incidental expenses. This, with one-fourth
(£2710s.) transmitted to the Pavent Society,
will leave a balance of £6717s. 2d. available
for local purposes. The parochial committee
recommend the application of this balance to
the liquidation of the remaining claim of the
Building Society ; and-this, with other resources
which can be appropriated for that object, will
at once finally discharge that claim, and leave
the amount realized from the stock in that asso-
ciation wholly unincumbered.

Port Hope Parochial (Commitice.

The principal thing which the Port Hope
Parochial Committee have tq report is the mu~
nificent gift of eight acres of 1gpd in the imme-
diate vicinity of the town limits of Port Hope,
valued at about £800, and deeqed to the Church
Society in trust for the endowment of St. John’s
Church, Port Hope, by a pious and consistent

' member and constant commynicant of the

Church, Dr. Wm. Smith, Tf 4)] who have the
means ‘‘do likewise,” the epgowment of our
Bishoprics, and every other temporal require-
ment of our Church would goop be amply pro-
vided for.

During ‘the last two years this committee
found it convenientito collect g more than the
usual sum transmitted to the pyrent Society by
this committee. But in congequence of ' the
recommendation of the Rey, Henry Brent,
Rector of Clarke, made at the general meeting

| and well received, local objects, particularly the

increase of the endowment of §¢. John’s Church,
have been included in the list of objects of con-
tribution; and, consequently, the whole ¢ollec-
tion 'this year has exceeded any collection
hitherto made by this committee, and has
amounted to the sum of £45 115, 10§d.

Cavan,

A]though. for a time the operations of the
Church Society apéaeared to be checked in this
pavish, by the sad event which deprived the
flock of their faithful and esteemed Pastor, yet
your committee are happy to state, that under
the care and superintendence of the present
Rector, the good work has been carried on dur
ing the past year with a zeal and devotedness,
which is alike creditable to both pastor and
people.

As soon a8 the members of the Church in this
flourishing township understood that the present
Incumbent was in a great measure dependent
upon them for his suppott, they immediately
came forward most cheerfully and subseribed
upwards of one hundred pounds per annum to-
wards his stipend. Of this amount the congre-
gations of St. John’s and St. Paul’s Churches
respectively contributed nearly equal propor-
tions.  Besides this, the congregation of St.
John’s Church have subscribed and paid over
the sum of £25 to procure & bell for their
Church ; and the congregation of St, Paul’s
are about making considerable improvements
around their Church and churchyard.

Although these contributions for local pur-
poses, properly speaking, should not.appesr in
the Society’s Report, yet your cOmittee are of
opinion that it is a convenient medinm through
which to acknowledge the contributions of the
people, as well as to promote & SPIrit of emula-
tion and Christian liberality 8mongst other rural
parishes similarly circumstanced. ‘

St. Paul’s Parochial Association. This agsoci-
ation has raised during the year the sum of
£17 16s. 10d. ; and from St. Jokn’s Parochial
Association the sum of £18 185. has been ob-
tained, making together the total of £31 14s.
10d. 5 a sum your committee consider exceed-
ingly ‘creditable to the churchmen of Cavan,
when, as above stated, they have besides con-
tributed so liberally to various other objects
of & local or general nature.

The one.fourth of the whole amount gub-
scribed (or £8) will be paid over and transmit-
ted to the Parent Society for general purposes.

Grafton.

In this parish the Incumbent has had to de-
plore the logs of some of the principal subscri-
bers, either by death or by removal to some
other part of the country. Within the last year
or two several heads of families have égeen
stricken down by the hand of death, and these
afflictions have caused the removal from the
parish, in some instances, of the other members
of these suffering families; whose loss, hoth to
the congregation and as members of the Church
Society, has been severely felt. But notwith-
standing these trying visitations, the cause of

clergymen have been admitted into this dis-
]

the Society has not been suffered to languish,

the utmost readiness being evinced, without at
solitary exception, on the part of our members

to keep up, and in some cases even to augment
their subscriptions, in order to prevent any

diminution of the funds. And your committee

are happy to report that the sum of £20 7s. 9d."
has been raised during the year, being an in-

crease on the collections of the preceding year.

£6 2s. of this amount have been paid in to the

district funds for the benefit of the Parent

Society.

Colborne.

Here the cause of the Society has been pro-
secuted with much vigour by a committee of
four gentlemen, who have kindly undertaken the
work of collection. Feeling the pressure of
their own local wants, the people of this parish
are determined to use their best exertions to
increase the funds of the Church Society; well
knowing that the more they raise for this pur-
pose, so much the more, proportionably, will
they be enabled to appropriaga to parochial
purposes. Having been compelled to purchase
from the Government a small endowment, which
was originally set apart as a Glebe, they are
now making a united effort to redeem it; and
intend to availthemselves of the allotted portion,
or three-fourths, of what has this year been raieed
for the Church Society, in order that with this
and other sums now in band an immediate
payment may be made on the same,

The prospects of this parish are at present
much more encouraging than heretofore, A
heavy debt on the Church has been paid off—
the incumbrance on the Glebe is at present
engaging the attention of the people. The con-
gregation bas of late very much improved in
numbers and regularity of attendance at public
worship; the weekly offertory has also been
increased by & more liberal and enlightened
view of Christian duty in this respect; and upon
the whole, there is good reason for believing
that the principles of the Church are taking deep
root, and thai at this moment there are many
sincere enquirers asking for the ‘ good way,”

 seeking the ¢ old paths,” that they may walk

therein, and find rest unto their souis.

During the past year the sum of £23, has
been raised by the association, being a slight
increase on the contributions of the year pre-
ceding,.

One-fourth of this amount will be duly for-
warded to the Parent Society, for general pur-
poses; the other three-fourths being reserved,
as before stated, to assist in paying off the debt
on the Glebe.

From this statement it will be seen that the
sum of £43 7s. 9d. has been raised in the mis-
sion of Grafton and Colborne for the Church
Society during the year.

Cartwright and Manvers.

Parochial Associations were regularly estab-
lished in these Townships during the winter,
the meetings for that purpose being well at-
tended by the people. A gratifying circum-
stance occurred in Cartwright, which is worth
of imitation in other parishes, and speaks well
for this newly established association. After
the meeting, held in January, the cause of the
Church Society having been forcibly pleaded by
the Ven. the Archdeacon of York, and the other
clergy present, the people came cheerfully for-
ward and paid down on the table the sum of £5
towards the funds of the society. £2have since
been added, making a total of £7 from this
association.” In Manvers the sum of £8 has
been raised for the same object, making together
the sum of £15, of which one-fourth has been
set apart to be forwarded to the Parent Society.
By l\great exertions on the part of the members
in Manvers, the debt on their Church has been
happily liquidated ; their brother churchmen in
Cavan contributing for this purpose the liberal
sum of £33 bs.

. Seymour.

In the course of last summer, the Rev. J. 8.
Clarke was appointed to this and the adjoining
Township of Percy, and has been already per-
mitted to witness the fruits of his labours in @
greatly improved and still increusing congrega-
tion. The want of a suitable and appropriate
place of worship, which was so long and so se-
verély felt by the members of our Church in
this locality, has happily been supplied by the
recent erection of a good and substantial stone
church, which, though not yet finished, was
opened for Divine service in November last.

Here also the devoted and zealous missjonary
has been nobly seconded in his efforts to place
before his people the ministrations of the Church
in their fulness and efficiency, by the generous
and liberal contributions of some of the mem-
bers.  One pious and excellent lady in particu-
lar, has proved herself a benefactress to the
Church, by presenting to the parish a comfort-
able and commodious parsonage house, sur-
rounded by about twelve acres of valuable
Glebe, including a site for the Church and
burial ground ; besides the very liberal donation
of £50 towards the erection of the Church,

In consequence of the pressing de ds
made upon the people of this mission, fop the
building of their Church and their contributions
towards their minister’s salary, they have not
as yet been enabled to raise any amount for the
Society, through the medium of the parochial
association ; but it is hoped that, in the course
of the ensuing year, the Society’s objects will
meet with that degree of support to which they
are 8o justly entitled.

Clarke.

The operations of this parochial association,
your committee have pleasure in reporting, have
thisyear been somewhat extended, though not to
the degree that could have been desired. ~ The
subscriptions are larger, both in number and
amount, than those of preceding years; and
yet from the difficulty of presenting the claims
of the Society to the eonsideration of our mem-
bers individually ‘in this large and flourishing
Township, the list contains only a small frac-
tion of the entire body of churchmen comprised
within its limits. The recent separation of this
parish from that of Darlington by which it has
obtained a resident minister, whose missionary
exertions will be exclusively devoted to the
people of his new charge, will, it is hoped, be
the means of extending the ministrations of the
Church to the more remote parts of the Town-
ship, and of bringing the scattered members of
our communion more directly under the infiu-
ence of her teaching ; and thus induce them, as
in other ways, so through the agency of this
Society, thoroughly to identify themselves with
her interests. 3 =

The subscriptions and donations raised by
this association during the past year amount
to £80, one-fourth of which is set apart for the
Parent Society. The other three-fourths, which
by the constitution of the Society may be ex-
pended within the parish, the committee have
decided upon appropriating towards the liquid-
ation of the debt still due upon the parsonage.

Darlington.

Since the division of this and the neighboring
parish of Clarke, a new impetus has been given
to the cause of the Church in this locality. The
congreg‘s(i_m_u have been augmented, and a bet-
ter feeling in reference to the Church generally
appears to increase among the people. Several
gentlemen in Bowmanville have generously
come forward and guaranteed a respectable
salary to their clergyman; and the members
are generally willing to do what they can to
promote the various objects of the Church Sc-
ciety. Notwithstanding the pressure of local
and pecuniary interests, to all of which there
has been a willing and hearty response, yet the
claims of this institution have not been over-

looked ; and your committee are happy to report
that, by the zealous and hearty exertions o
four ladies of the corgregation, the handsome
sum of £21 10s. 9d. has been obtained for the
Society, one-fourth of which has been set apart
to be forwarded to the Parent Society in To-
ronto.

The above amount has been raised chiefly
within the village of Bowmanville ; but in future
years it is intended that an appeal shall be made
in other parts of the Township, especially to
the congregation at Enniskillen. The members
in this neighbourhood are at present struggling
with the difficulties arising out of their exertions
to build a Church, in which they have been en-
gaged for some time past. The building in
question is now nearly finished, and will shortly
be quite out of debt. The congregation islarge

aad attentive, the quarterly collections are im- |

proving, and the people ore working zealously
and efficiently for the prosperity of the Church
in the neighbourhood.

Rice Lake.

From this association the sum of £5 has
been guaranteed, one-fourth of which will be
duly forwarded to the Parent Society, for gene-
ral purposes.

The following abstract will shew the sums
respectively raised by the various Parochial
Associations within the District during the past
year; by which it also appears that the whole
amount thus obtained for the Society’s objects
is £300 11s. bd. being an increase of £134 17s.
1d. on the amount raised in the preceding year.
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From this brief review of the Society’s opera-
tions within this District during the past year,
it,will be seen that there is much cause for gra-
titude to the Author aud Giver of all good, by
whose gracious aid and fostering care the cause
of the Church has met with so much acceptance,
Feeble indeed are all our efforts, compared with
the magnitude of the great work which lies be-
fore us; but when we go forth in the strength
of the Lord, carrying forth the everlasting
Gospel of the grace of God, and setting forth
the Divine Ordinances of the Church, in all their
fulness and life-giving efficacy, we need not
doubt that a blessing will rest upon our labors,
however feeble and imperfect in themselves;
and that God will give his people the disposition
and the will to be instrumental in carrying on
the work of the Gospel by such organizations as
the Church Society.

Although the objects of our Society are varied
in their nature, and require for their full deve-
lopment and successful operation, the combi-
nation of much Christian zeal, talent, disinter-
estedness, and self-denial, yet there is a princi-
ple of harmony pervading all its efforts, which
is extremely grateful to every sincere church-
man. In all our exertions in the cause of
religion, the unity of the Church is fully recog-
nized and acted on. Our Society is essentially
and exclusively a hurch Society, supported and
maintained by Churchmen, for the promotion and
extension of Church objects; and by a principle
of its constitution, is intended to include every
man woman and child of our communion
throughout the land. In circulating the Holy
Scriptures and the Book of Common Prayer,
together with other approved books and tracts,
it becomes a Bible Society, a Prayer Book So-
ciety. as well a Religious Book and Tract Society.
In establishing and promoting Missions, it is a
Church Missionary Society ; in aiding and en-
couraging the erection and endowment of
Churches and Parsonage Houses, it is @ Church
Building Society ; in promoting and establishing
Daily and Sunday Schools, it is a Church
School Society ; and in making provision for the
families of deceased clergymen, it is a Widow's
and Orphan’s Society. All these varied and ex-
cellent objects the Church Society comprises in
its constitution, and is constantly endeavouring
to carry out according to the extent of its abili-
ty. And surely we most all admit, that in
endeayouring to promote such ends and objects,
the Society is worthy of our best exertions and
most cordial co-operation. Other religious and
beneficient societies may be more qr less worthy
of support, according to the principles on which
they are established, and the objects which they
are intended to promote. But to churchmen in
this Province there is no Society which can
present so many claims to their prayers and
beneficence; nor, indeed, any other religious
society with which they can consistently unite in
promoting similar objects. The Church Society
is for churchmen,—a channel by which they can

‘accomplish the largest amount of good,—an

organization which is pervaded and governed
in all its proceedings by the principles and doc-
trines of the Church, as taught in the Holy
Scriptures and the Book of Common Prayer.
Into this great treasury of the Church, there-
fore, should all our people bring their alms and
oblations, in full assurance that by such united
and harmonious efforts, more real good can be
accomplished than by frittering away their con-
tributions, by bestowing a trifle on every asso-
ciation that may present itself before them.
The Church of our fathers claims our warmest
love, our purest regards; and therefore, what-
ever measure of good we may be enabled to
accomplish should be done through and by her
instfumentality. The maxim which the great
Luther recommended by his life and teaching,
was—-<‘Let us pray in the Church, with the Church,
and for the Church;” and we should say to all
our brethren, whatever be their station or cir-
cumstances,—¢ Let us work in the Church, with
the Church, and for the Church.” Let us never
compromise our principles, under the specious
plea of a spurious liberality ; nor be found bar-
tering away our birthright under cover of a
worldly expediency, or in order to secure a
mushroom popularity. The earnest and faithful
churchman will be true to his princip es, sound
in his allegiance, and devoted to the best inter-
ests of his spiritual Mother. He will never be
found pandering to her enemies, fomenting
strife and discord, weakening the ties which
should unite all her children in dutiful affection ;.
nor attempting to build up systems which are
contrary to her divine teaching, by assisting to
disseminate principles and opinions which are
at variance with those views of religious truth
which he himself tprofesses to hold. As obe-
dience is the test of our discipleship : so. if our
prineiples are in accordance with our profession,
they will make us humble,
in all things; remembering, that after we have
done all that we can or should do, we are still,

as our Saviour has taught us, “unprofitable |in

servants.”

Your committee beg, in conclusion, most ear-
nestly to recommend the claims of the Church
upon all her members; that they would study
to promote her best interests by their prayers,
their time, their talents, and their contributions.
By such means only can they be instrumental
in carrying on the work of the Gospel, first in
their own hearts, and then in the hearts of
others, They beg to conclude their Report in
the words of a departed brother, who was wont
on such occasions as the present, in his own
plain and homely but forcible and straightfor-
ward manner, to urge the claims of the Church

(Continued from our last.)

With one remark more these observations
may be brought to a close, and some confirma-
tions given of the view of the subject which has
been advocated. ‘

Ttisa Pﬁnciple laid down by Hooker, (viii. 6,
8,) as a ‘‘thing of which no man doubteth,”
that “in all societies, companies and corpora-
tions, what severally each shall be bound unto,
it must be with all their assents ratified. Against
all equity it were that a man should suffer de-
triment at the hands of men for not observi:
that which he never did, either by himself or by
others, mediately”or immediately, agree unto,”
The quotation which he afterwards makes from
Pope Innocent, defending the liberties of the
Laity, applies forcibly mutatis mutandis to the
present case. “As the Laity should not hinder
the Clergy’s jurisdiction, so neither is it reason
that the Laity’s right should be abridged by the
Clergy.” Of the abridging of the Bishop’s power
there was at that time no idea : the notion would
have been thought absurd. Surely it is on the
same principle most equitable that the Bishop's .
power should not be abridged by the Clergy and
Laity. Whithout a.ttemf)ting to goback to early
times or to give any history of the Primitive
Church :—for this, though it would be altogether
conclusive, would require more space and labour
than I should be able to afford, I would invite
attention to the following modern opinions :

The first is a receut letter from Bishop Hop-
kins of Vermont, addressed to the Bishop of
Quebec, the following extracts from which will
be read with much interest, from the plain and

‘forcible (one may say, unanswerable) way im

which he states the matter.,

“‘ Your contemplated arrangements for Synod-
ical action involve to a high de, the best in-
terests of the Church of Christ, and I should
deplore most deeply the error which would lead
you to follow a defective model. The Episcopal
veto, a8 it is very improperly called, is not to be
found, T am sorry to say, in any other Diocese
except my own, and was not found there until
I proposed the new Constitution, which was
unanimously adopted in May, 1886, and reaffirm-
ed, without the ss’.ighteet thought of opposition,
in 1851, on a geneéral revision, for the purpose
of publishing another edition, % % m}o

Our oldest Dioceses, however, were formed
a time * when the very name of Bishop ;&
dreaded, and awful apprehensions were h
from every side of despotism and spiritual ty-
ranny, all gl:ow'  very naturally out of the facts
that it was just after the war of the Revolution,
that most of tha Clergy of our Mother Chur:h
had been obliged to abandon their cures, and the
whole land was under the influence of the various
sects, who were cordially op d to Episcopacy.

' Under these circumstances it was impossible dr
the friends of primitive order to secure at once
all the proper rights of the sacred office. The
few Dioceses which were enabled to organize at
all, thought themselves obliged to assume the
least objectionable form, and gave the Bishop in
Convention no higher function than that of a
Presbyterian Moderator. And even when the
union of the Dioceses took place, the Constitution
of the General Convention obliged the Bishops
to sit and vote with the Clerical and Lay Dele-
gates. And some years elapsed before they
could gain their right to form a separate House,
with a negative power, as in the English Convo-
cation. Nor would this, I presume, have been
granted, if they had not had a convenient anal-
ogy, in the Senate of the United States.

The older Dioceses being thus formed under
the pressure of peculiarly adverse circumstances,
became, however, the pattern for the rest,
and have been blindly copied without any atten-
tion to primitive principle. Vermontis a small
Diocese : the new Bishops were elected from the
larger ones, and followed the prevailing custom,
But truth and reason remain, notwithstanding, |
and no reflecting and intelli iscopalis
can fail to see the absurdity of the plar 0-
perly presented in its real_agpegtp{infﬂoﬁémy .

The fundamental idea is simply oxnrpwd%
the phrase, Church Unity. The Church is the
visible body of Christ upon earth. It consist
according to our Seriptural and Apostolica
theoz, of Bishops, Piiests, and Deacons, who _
are the Clergy, and of the people, who are the
Laity. Theseare all members of the same body,
and therefore cannot act healtlifully or effective-
ly, unless they act together. But of those the
Bishop is acknowledged to be the chief under
Christ. If then, the Church cannot act, as it
ought to act, unitedly and harmoniously, with-
out the concurrence of the Laity; if, yet more,
it cannot act without the econourrence of the
Clergy, who are the guides and teachers of the
Laity, how can it act without the eoncurrence of
the Bishop, who is constituted as the Ecclesias-
tical ordainer, the Governer and Ruler; under
Christ, of the whole ? ¥

The question, then, resolves itself into the
absolute necessity of wnity. In your Synod, as
in our Diocesan Convention, you will have the
Bishop presiding of inherent right, in virtue of
his Apostolic office. You will have the Clergy,
deciding of official right likewise. ¥ou will have
the Laity representing the mass of the people,
as essential members of the body, the Church.
There can be no action without the conecurrence
of the three constituent elements. If men insist
on using the term weto, then the Laity have a
veto on the Clergy and the Bishop; the Clergy
have a veto on the Bishop and a&e Laity, and
shall not the Bishop have the same veto in his
turn?  Suppose the Synod passes a law merely
by the concurrence of the and the Laity,
against the Bishop, by what logie is this’
called episcopallegislation, when the only elentent
which makes it Episcopal-—the left
out and annihflated? ~Such legislation would
plainly be, not Episcopal, but Presbyterian:

The word vefo, however, is altogether im-
proper, because it is only applicable when a
power interferes, from some hi quarter, with
the action of some regularly constituted )
of which it is not a member ; as when the King
refuses to confirm an Act of Parliament, or our
President refuses his assent to an Act of Con-

ess, the action of Parliament and Congres
ﬁm first completed in a distinet and constitu-
tional form, before the assent of the King or the'
President can be requested. It is quite otherwise

the essential head of the body, a # ;

chief member without whose comenmcb*' Sr-
ation it could not have any existence at all. Om
his concurrence is not given on & gliﬁ“‘ appli-
cation; after the Synod has acted, butitis a part
of the action itself. Tt belongs therefors, riot to
the character of the veto, which is & distinet
power, aliunde, as the hqu:;', rould say ; but to
the fundamental prinoiple of Church unity, by
virtue of which the Church can only act, when
it acts together. The contrary notion is nct
only radical, but it is the worst kind of schism.
I only add that the true theory of Vermont

has worked most admirably. T believe that we
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are mainly indebted to it, under God, for the
fact that mine is almost the only Diocese which
has been blessed with such lh:;u'e amomﬁt‘ of
order, harmony, and peace, while many others
have witnessed no smpﬁaa.mount of discord and
agitation. * * ¥

In the next place, let me call attention to the
fact that in the assembly convened by the Bishop
of Montreal, held on the 19th January, 1858—
the minutes of which have been published—the
principle of the veto was adopted, after full dis-
cussion, simost unanimously. There were, it is
believed, only four dissentients out of the whole
body, 82 Clergymen and 87 Laymen being pres-
ent. A third opinion to the same effect is con-
tained in the proceedings of the Conference of
the Diocese of Adelnide.

The Diocesan Assembly, it is stated, is consti-
tuted when the Convention and Chaptar of Cler-
g’:loeet together, and are presided over by the

p-

The Chapter of. Clergy consists of every duly
licensed Officiating Minister—Presbyters alone
having the right of voting. The Convention
consists of Lay Representutives (being commu-
nicants) for all the Congregations.

No rule shall be binding on the members of
the Churoh in this Diocese which shall not have
received the concurrent assent of the Bishop,
the Chapter of Clergy, and the Convention in
the Diocesan Assembly.

Other confirmations of the view which has
here been given might doubtless be produced
without difficulty by any one who hal time to
enquire after them. These happen to be the
only ones to which the writer has had the op-
portunity of referring.

‘On one other point a word may not be super-
fluous.

A difference of opinion exists as to whether
we should endeavour to procure the authority
of the Imperial or the Colonial Parliament for
the proposed Synodical action. s

It can hardly be asserted here that the Epis-
copalians of Canada have not the power which
other religious bodies have and exercise, of
making such rules for their own government as
they shall see fit. We may meet and agree to
any rules we please. Butto enable the Govern-
ors of the Church with any dignity or efficiency
to administer these rules, when thus laid down,
they must be recognized by the law of the land,
as {eing laws in point of fact, so far as the body
they relate to is concerned.

t then the sanction of law is to be given to
the proposed Synodical action, it is to be con-
sidered, from which Government it is to be

grace therein” i. e., in Baptism. Again, we both
agree that the spiritual benefite of Baptism, are
not intended to be confined to adults, but to ez-
tend to infants also. The difference then.between
us is on this point—whether the Baptism of the
Spirit does or does not in the case of infants
always accompany the Baptism of water. That
in the case of infants the latter is always ac-
companied by the former, is what I understand
W. 8. to affirm. X

Before noticing the quotations given by W. 8.
in proof that the Reformers held the opinion
which he is advocating, I will for a moment
glance at his definition of regeneration. 1 have
already referred to the fact that it is inconsis-
tent with his own belief in the case of adults;
and I think the same inconsistency is.apparent
when we apply it to the case of infants. He
says in his letter, when speaking of Cranmer’s
testimony, that our inquiry is about ‘“infants as
yet incapable in themselves of any explicit act
of faith,” and yet in his definition of regenera-
tion he says, ** and further, that the reception of
grace then is of the free gift of God to Jaith, and
not as following on the mere opus operatum,
supposing the outward act to be separated -from
faith.” If this be intended to apply to infunss,
then it follows from his opinion quoted above,
that they do not receive initial grace in Baplism.
As I wish to occupy as little of your spice as
possible I shall make no special reference to
your correspondent’s quotations, with the ex-
ception of the one he gives from Coverdale, and
also those given in his last letter from Becon's
Catechism. In not a single one of his quotations
exceptthose which L intend now tonotice, is there
any distinct aliusion to the case of infamts ; and
therefore, as W. S rules out as no evidence in
the case of infants ail passages which speak of
t e ri,h’ reception of Baptism, so with equal
fairness | may sét aside those passages which
he has quoted, because there is no proof that
they were it :nded to apply to every i~funt, any
more than to every adult. As for the quotation
from Coverdale that * Baptism is the means by
which regeneration is applied by the priest to
the infant or child that is baptised,” it is per-
fectly 'clear that, whether it contains popish
doctrine or not, it was given by Coverdale as an
illustration used by the papists, and therefore
cannot fairly be brought forward in proof of the
point under discussion. Indeed Coverdale him-
gelf speaks of it as the similitude of the papists
(page 268) where he undertakes to shew that
the similitude is not a fitting one. I think,
however, it would be difficult to prove from any-
thing which he there says that in the case of

sought, from the Provincial or the Imperial. 1
believe it should be from the Imperial.

If it be desirable to obtain for this or any
other Diogese the power of acting legally in Sy-
nod, it is manifestly desirable further, that no
one Diocese should be singular in the system it
adopts.  Of course, a system must be adapted to
the pecnlinr circurastances of each particular
Diocese ; but it is desirable, for all that, that
one and the same system in all its essential fea-
tures, should be found in the several Dioceses,
which have even now common ties and interests,
and which may be hereafter further united un-
der one common head, or Metropolitan Bishop.

It is not, in any m\'{, intended either to deny
the full authority of the Provincial Legislature,
or to suppose any unwillingness on their part to
give the sanction sought. On the contrary, 1
believe they would comply with our wishes very
promptly,

But as Churchmen, we naturally look back to
the source from which we derived the blessings
we enjoy. Our feelings and sympathies are
drawn closely to that country from which we
came forth, and from which we have received
and countinue to receive so much support, on
which it may almost be said that we are stiil
dependent for our exi-tence as a Church.
t&:nd besides feeling, we have already shown

we are drawn to the same conclusion by
interest.

We are drawn to it also by two other consid-
erations, While on the one side it has been de-

infants the water Baptism is always accompanied
by the Baptism of the Spirit.

And now let us turn to Becon, the only one
from whom W. S. has brought any distinct and
unexceptionable allusion to infants. I need
not follow him in all the points he has taken up,
because I can fully go with Becon in his high
views of the spiritual benefit of Baptism when
rightly received. .

Tt will be evident at once from W. 8.s own
quotations that a very important difference exists
between him and Becon with respect to Baptis-
mal grace. Becon supposes faith to be already
in the infant, before it is brought to Baptism,
and this becouse it is of the seed of believers ; but,
as we have seen, W. S. asserts that initial grace
is bestowed in Baptism. Nowit is evident that
Becon makes the reception of grace in Baptism
depend upon the existence of fuith in the infant,
and therefore unless W. S. agrees with him in this
point, which I imagine from his explanation of
regeneration he does not, I do not see how he
onn elaim Beeon as agreeing with his view of
Baptism.

Your correspondent must excuse me if Isay that
the manner in which he has mixed up passages
which occur before Becon has made any allusion
to infants with those in which he is evidently
speaking of them does not seem calculated to
give a fair view of his opinions to those who
do not possess his works, which probably is the
case with a great majority of your readers.

He says, for instance, that Becon ¢ holds, ns

clared by high authority that so far as existing
Imperial laws are concerned the Church in the
Colonies is free. to adopt rules of discipline for
itself, as we have assumed, and as common sense
would seem to requ re—it is well to remember,
on the other, that opinions by no means to be
despised have been given to the contrary effect.
This seems to form a sufficient reason for our
waiting patiently awhile, for relief from the Im-
perial Legislature, if there be any prospect of it.
And such prospect there is. The attempt has
been made, in the Imperial Parliament, to meet
our wishes. For the present the matter is in
abeyance. But those are pledged, whom we
may trust, to bring the matter forward again,
and there is good prospect of its being done with
success, Shall we then wait a littlewhile patient-
ly, or shall we go in a hurry to the Provincial
Lesisluture to get done what the Imperial may,
and probably will, soon do for us? Shall we

not for the present be content to join with other
Colonial DFocues in petitioning the Imperial
Government? There is nothing to hinder our go-
ing on in the meantime, to make such arrangements
as are necessary.

Let us go on then, and let us still be patient,
and wait the natural course of things. The
result we desire may be not far off. 1f we are
disappointed in our expectation of Imperial
Legislation, we can still resort to Provincial.
There is no reason to suppose that at any time
the Provincial Government would refuse our
petition. The sanction we shall ask for from
them will be then, as it is now, for the public

as well as for our own, and the request is
undeniably & very reasonable oue. "

If these imperfect remarks shall tend in any
way to make the case as clear to others, as it
ought to be. I shall feel that my labour has not
been thrown away. I can only add the hope
that ‘at the approaching meeting the subject will
be taken up with a mils and gentle spirit, such
as should be theirs, who feel that they are in-
deed members of Christ their Head, the spirti of
charity, which seeketh not her own, is not easily
provoked, beareth all things.

In requesting the favor of a place in your
columns to notice some pointsin the letters of
W. §., I promise you to be as brief as possible.

In your: > ’s first letter in reply to
mine there are evident marks of its having been
written under a feeling of annoyance. Its
whole tone was, I conceive, contrary to that
law of love which should guide christian men
even in discussing subjects on which they
happen todiffer. His second letter, I am happy
to see, qummta a different spirit, and as
towards its cl:u_: he expresses in the true
spirit of & CUhristian his t  for the
severity of hisjformer letter, I shall make no
further dllusion to the uncourteous remarks to
which doubtless he refers. I must, however,
first remind him that the excuse which he makes
is altogether without weight, because it rests
uponthe unproved assumplon that I am un-
acquainted with the subject. (L

In both the letters of W. 8., written in reply
to mine, he appears to assume that I am en-
deavouring to prove that the Reformers held
opinions on Baptism not in accordance with the
teaching of our Church; but I would remind
him that there is a difference of opinion between
us a8 to what is the teaching of the Chureh, and
that I fully believe, as no doubt he does, that
the opinions of the Reformers regarding Boptism
are in perfect sccordance with the teaching of
our Church.

I shall now in a few words point out how far
W. 8. and I appear to in our opinions
upon the subject of Baptism, and where it is
that we differ. As to the Baptism of adults, we
both that faith .wd repentance must pre-
cede, if the person is to receive any spiritual
benefitfrom Baptism. Ldonot, however, see how
this agrees with his definition of regeneration, in
which he speaks of *‘ the reception of initial

regards the state of those who have been
baptised in infancy, that those who are leading
very evil lives do plainly evidence that they are
fullen from grace received in Baptism.” = The
words here quoted oceur bsfore Becon has made
dny allusion lo infants ; and, from the fuct of his
comparing such persons to Judas Iscariot and
Simon Magus, who, he says ¢ fell away from
their profession which they made at Baptism,”
it would appear notwithstanding the strong
language which he uses, that he must have
looked upon them as never really washed by the
Holy Ghost.

Becon begins his Catechism on Baptism by
shewing its natuve, and he explains fully its
spiritual effects ; and in page 207 he makes the
first allusion to the case of infants. And it is
to be observed that when he does take up
the case of infants it is for the purpose of
establishing their claim to Baptism in opposition
to the anabaptists, and for this purpose he argues
not as W. S. asserts that all infants have faith,
but that they are capable of it, and in many
cases undoubtedly have it. To prove that in-
fants have faith Becon says (page 212), «St.
Paul saith, “ Without faith it is impossible to
please God.” But children do please God,
therefore children have faith.” Now whether
this corfelusion is universal or not must depend
upon whether the minor premiss is universal or
particular. In his next answer he gives his
reason for believing that infants have faith as
follows—¢“we read that Jacob, Jeremy the
Prophet, John Baptist, and such like pleased
God.” But it would be strange logic to argue
from this that all infunts please God, and con-
sequently that all have fuith. Becon, it is true,
Festrlcu this to the infants of Chrvistians, that
is, asT understand him, Chrivtans in heart as well
as in name. That this is his meaning, will, I
think, appear from what he says at page 224,
where he is arguing that infants may be saved
without the Baptism of water in case it cannot
be had. He says, *“ but as touching the young
infants’ whom their parents would gladly offer
unto God by Baptism (and in their hearts they
have already dedicaled them to God by prayer
and a free willing spirit)” &e.

From this and other passages I gather that
Becon believed, what T am satisfied our Church
teaches, that when beligving parents present their
children to God by Baptism the spiritual benefit
undoubtedly accompanies the outward sign.—
This agrees with what Becon says (page 220),
< that the sacraments are given to be an out-
ward witness unto all the congregation of the
grace which is given before privately to every
man, so that through Baptism the congregation
of God receiveth the infant into the Church of
Christ, which was received before of God through
the grace of his promise.” ~Again, in page 208,
in arguing in favor of Baptising infants
he says, “ The best and chiefest Baptism is given
to the infant, and shall we deny them the
inferior and baser Baptism. God hath Baptised
them with the Holy Ghost, and shall we disdain
to Baptise them with water ?” I canuot see
how this can be reconciled with W. §'s. view.
Again, in page 220, when arguing against the
‘notion that all unbaptised children are lost, he
says, ““Can the lack of outward Baptism destroy
and make of none effect the election of God; o
that whom God hath chosen unto everlasting
salvation the want of an external sign shall cast
down into everlasting damnation ?” Tt is
:Ziide'nt that'with Becon, election meant some-
- ug else than Baptism, which W. S. would

ave us be ieve was Coverdale’s opinion.

And, now Mr. Editor, before I close thisletter
.I must apologize for citing another witness, not
indeed one of the Reformers, but one who, I
think, was not_hkely to be tial to the view
[ am advocating. I allude to the Rev. Mr.
Maskell, who before his apostacy to Rome was
chaplain to the Bishop of Exeter, and was with
him during Mr. Gorham’s examination. In his
second letter ¢ On the position of the High Church
Party in England,” he says, 1 was not pre-
pared tolearn, as I have learned, that perhaps
with two exceptions all the divines, bishops
and archbishops, doctors and professors of the
EBlizabethan age” (of which Becon was one)
“ the age be it remembered of the present Book

common with the Bishop of Exeter, and which
1 think much the same as those of W. 8., are
altogether opposed to what was taught by the
Reformers, Had I not already occupied too
much of your space I could give many such
passages from his letter, for although what he
says would not prove the point in debate, yet1
conceive it to be strong and impartial testimony
to the fact that I have rightly interpreted the
opinions of the Reformers. 1 have no wish,
Mr. Editor, to prolong this controversy, and I
shall not again trouble you unless W.. 8.
advances very different proof from what he has
already brought forward.

It is evident that we cannot agree upon this
subject, but on one thing we can agree, and that
iie, in hoping that the works of the Fathers of
our Reformed Church may be more generally
studied.

OBSERVATIONS ON F. T.'S LETTER.
To the Editor of “Th: Church.”

Rev. Axp DEAr Sir,—I have read with some
attention, and not a little astonishment, a letter
in your last number signed F. T.”—levelled
in ‘very bold and pointed language against an
articlein a previous issue of your journal, signed
«D. E. B.” Iam desirous, as a subseriber to
the Church and a clergyman in this Diocese, to
be permitted to say a few words with regard to
that article. And I am sure that you will most
willingly afford me a smaull space for the brief
observations which I have to make, when I as-
sure you that 1 am most averse to, and would
most carefully guard agaiust newspuper duiscus-
sion, as o most unwise, injurious, and imperfect
step, for the promotion of the object on which
the articles alluded to have been written ;
namely, * the Endowment of additional Bishop-
rics in this Province.”

Three features scem to characterize the epistle
from F. T. viz., a charge against D. E. B. of
opposing the Bishop of Toronto’s plan, proposed
in his Lordship’s ** Pastoral’—an exposition of
what he (F. T.) conceives to be that laid down
by D. E. B. ; and an expression of warm ap-
probation of the Lord Bishop’s scheme.

Now, sir, the firs! of these features is the only
one upon which, for the reasons already stated,
I am desirous to make a few remarks, simply
because I believe that F. T.'s article is calcu-
lated to produce a very false impression in the
minds of many respecting D. E. B.’s communi-
cation—especially as nearly three weeks haye
elapsed between the appearance of the two let-
ters, and therefore the plan proposed by D
E. B. may not be quite fresh in the minds of
your numerous readers. From a comparison of
the two articles I am led to see, that although
F. T. seems, without much risk of miscalcula-
tion, to think that “four hundred shillings”
make ‘£20, he does not all the while appear,
with equal perspicuity, to comprehend plain
and unassuming diction.

The letter of D. E B. cannot possibly be
misunderstood. It appears to be a simple sug
gestion, (or scheme, or plan, if you will so style
it,) written in no arbitrary or authoritative
characters; but kindly, and yet earnestly, as
from one feeling a deep interest in his subject:
and so far from calling upon the members of
the Church in this Diocese to reject the well-
(digested plan lately proposed by the Bishop in
his Lordship’s * Pastoral,” his (D. E. B.’s)
letter opens by modestly expressing an opinion,
that if the *plan” which he suggests ** would
be adopted, it would, in hws judgment, vastly
Jucilitate the collection of the £50,000, proposed
by the Lord Bishop to be raised for the endow-
ment of the Sees into which the present Diocese
of Torontois to be divided.”

I think then, from the very words of D. E.
B.’s letter, which I have carefully quoted, it is
clearly substantiated that no opposition to the
Bishop’s plan is even hinted at by its author.
I cannot therefore understand by what course
of reasoning F. T. draws the deduction that D.
E. B.’s letter contains, as he says, a ‘‘scheme
well caleulated to defeat the best directed efforts
of the churchmen in this Diocese; and which”
(in another place he states) is so decidedly
opposed to the well-matured plan of our vener-
able Bishop.”” If the expressions which D. E.
B.’s letter contains have any meaning, he wishes
to * facilitate the collection” of the sum for the
endowment of Bishoprics named by our esteem-
ed Diocesan, and simply to endeavour to adopt
with it a plan for the amelioration of the condi-
tion of the inferior clergy. I am not here main-
taining that this scheme is right or wrong: but
from these premises I argue, and I think
soundly, that D. E B. from his own letter, does
not strive “to defeat the best directed efforts of
churchmen in this Diocese.”

But in another part of F. T.'s letter the
author expresses himself as ‘“struck” with D.
E. B.s as fuallacious;” and, in conclusion,
explains it t» be *‘a scheme which, when tried
by the test of common sense, is found wanting
in every instance but one—and that is, the great
benefit it offers to peraviLrers!” Therefore,
from this, my inference is strengthened; for,
assuming (if T may yentare so far without pre-
sumption) that the reaaers of the Church paper
are, geuerally speaking, mnot less competent
than F. T. to comprehend plain English compo-
sition, and not less gifted with common sense,
there need no danger whatever be apprehended
from D. E. B’s letter ; aud, therefore, as in the
former case, it is not *“well caleulated to defeat
the best directed efforts of the churchmen in
this Diocese.” And, further, allow me to ob-
serve that the very fact of D. E. B.s letter
appearing in your columns “without a name” is
in my mind one of the strongest grounds to
defeat F."T.’s charge ; a charge, sir, which is in
part brought against yourself for permitting this
¢ nameless” article to appear in your paper. If
the charge has any weight in this respect, as
far as D. E. B. is concerned, may it not also be
brought to bear on F. T. himself? Why did ke
not * append” his name to his own letter as that
of some layman of * well-known zeal, energy
and ability,” as most people must believe him
to be; and particularly in advocating a plan
entitled to such respect, and emanating from
such high and unquestionable authority ? If
you then are to be fairly censured for allowing
anonymous articles in your paper, and D. E. B.
for writing one, F. T. falls under the weight of
the blow which (it may be said) he has raised
unconsciously for himself, for his communica-
tion is also anonymous, and on the very same
question.

But, in conclusion: F. T. throughout his
letter, from begiuning to end, seems to inveigh
egainst D. B. B.’s motives, and indeed in one
place goes so far as to indulge in sarcasm ! He
accuses him of assuming a “Kkind of semi-pas-
toral style’—*‘semi-pastoral”—marked in italics,
you'll perceive, lest it should not be sufficiently
noticed, as it is intended tobe a severe kit. But,
on referring to D. E. B.’s lette;, 80 far from ar-
rogating to himself any authority in the matter,
he candidly says he is content to leave the plan
he prop to be dJi d, received or rejected,
as may be deemed most prudent by those who
take an interest in such matters ;7 and com-
mends—yes respectfully comme.nds”—this im-
portant subject (not ** his ¥mpartial plan,” as F,
T. incorrectly quotes,) ‘‘to the earnest and
favourable considération of all the members of
our communion in the Diocese of Toronto.”

On the whole, then, what ground is there for
F. T.’s charge? 1 confess I cannot see the very
slightest. I cannot but know the gentleman
who wrote the article signed D. E. B.; and I
believe there are few in the Province who do
not. And I feel perfectly assured, from the
high respect which he has always shown towards
his Diocesan’s distinguished talents, untiring
and well-directed zeal, and exemplary character,
that he would be the last to even hint at any
plan which would exhibit the faintest opposition
to his Lordship’s superior judgment and matur-
ed experience, especially in matters of an
Eeclesiagtical character. 1 will further add,
that D. E. B., in writing his letter, was actuated
by the purest and most disinterested motives for
the welfare of the Church in this Diocese; and

BISHOPRIC OF KINGSTON.
To the Editor of % The Church.”

Rev. Axp Dear Sir,—Don’t be frightened
at a letter with the above heading. I'm not
going to enter into that already too-much agi-
tated question, as to whether Canadians should
gubscribe to their own shame and seek fora
man from home to fill the new See, or choose
one of their own countrymen acquainted with
the country and its wants ; onewho in Canada’s
forests has borne the burden and heat of the
day. I'm not going to enter on that question,
Mr. Editor, but to make a few remarks with
respect to the part that magnanimous city,
Kingston, is acting with regard to the endow-
ment. Though the churchmen of that great
city have raised a great deal, I might almost
say all, of that unfortunate agitation which has
been for some time going on as to who is to fill
that See, yet up to the present I cannot hear
of anything being done in the way of raising
the endowment. Yes! While others are saying
nothing as to Who should be the Bishop, as
much interested in it as that city, trusting to
the wisdom of Synod, by whom the appointment
must be made if the endowment be raised here,
but are endeavouring in a most praiseworthy
manner to raise the required sum, Kingston has
as yet made no move towards that object.

There is another thing, Mr. Editor, which
strikes me as veryodd, rather inconsistent, with
regard to this city of Kingston. While I sup-
pose there is no pluce that talks more about the
rights of the Laity, yet I find her to be the first
to trample on these riguts ; for I find that they
have sent home a Delegate to have the appoint-
ment made from England, thereby usurping all
the powers of the Synod, overlooking Clergy
and Laity. Verily, this city of Kingston is an
aspiring place. Yes, they would have the mat-
ter settled at home according to their wishes,
while knowing that to these wishes the majority,
by far, of this new Diocese are in fofo opposed,
as well as they are cpposed to their other pro-
ceedings, as will appear when the Clergy and
Laity of the See have an opportunity of speak-
ing on this matter in lawful assembly. The
country parishes are waiting for this great city
to move, but there sle sits in dignified silence
with regard to the encowment. Taking all this
into eonsideration, I would humbly move that
Brockville be made the residence of the new
Bishop, and that he de designated by the style
and title of Bishop of Brockville.

I think this only fair, Mr. Editor,"inasmuch
as the district, of which that is the principal
town, is ‘acting so ndly in the matter of en-
dowment; ‘and if only properly brought before
Synod, I think it will be found easy of accom-
plishment. The justiee of it will appear to all.
It is needless to mention that Brockville is
easy of access by steanboat to all parts of the
Diocese.

PIA ESTENSIONE.

The hodies of St. Simon and St. Jude
are enshrined in great splendour in the
magnificent Church of St. Peter at Rome,
while, mirabile dictu, the same identical
hodies are likewise deposited at St. John’s,
Verona. Fra Filippo Ferraris, an illustri-
ous Jewuit, tells us expressly that these

same hedies may exist contemporaneously

in separiie places, and Cardinal Vilerio
explains the difficulty in a manner which
he appears to con<ider quile satisfactory.
It is only a pia estensione.
Now there is a tri'e proverb in common
parlance as ¢ old as the hills,” namely,
« Extremes meet,” o as it Jis oceasionally
rendered, “too far east is west ;2 and as
time rolls on wa are furnished with innu-
merable proofs of the correctness of these
ancient sayings in mauy Ways, bqt more
especially in the fact that the*¢ too far east”
of ultra Protestantizm, very frequently
verges clnsely upon the “ west,” of the
Italian Church. A remarkable instance
of this approyimation is appirent in the
line of argument adopted by the Roverend
and Lay individuals who are desirous “to
secularize > Church property. It savours
remarkably of the pia estensione. Indeed
they evince more dexterity by far than
Cardinal Valerio, and could rival any Fra
Fiippo of the whole brotherhood, in alter-
ing,amending and suppres-ing plain simple
truths which militate against their unreason-
ing prejudices, nnd fore-gone conclusions.
We shall now pruc.eed to illustrate our
asseitions by a few examples from the
hosts that present themselves before our
mental vigion.
Take up, for ins‘ance, almost any
number of the G/obe or the Ezumainer, or
of any other sheet that advocates the

spoliation of religion, and you will find its

columns garnished with the usuval stereo-
type | tirades against a *dominant Church,”
the “blighting, withering effects of the union
of Chureh'and State,” the * tyranoy of the
clergy,” &ec.;all which evils are to be done
away for ever by the secularization of the
Reserves. These are all specimeus of the
pia estensione, intended merely to dupe the
ignorant and unthinking, for the “editors
know perfectly well that the only domi-
nancy the Church lays claim to is her supe-
rior purity of doctrine, in that she is “ built
upon the foundation of the prophets and
apostles, Jesus Christ himself being the
chief corner srone,” and that all the other
high-sounding phrases are mere cant,
having no real meaning in this country at
all.

Then again, it is quite overwhelming
to witness the tender solicitude evinced
by those journals for our spifitual wel-
fare, and the nervous ho.ror they feel
that our Prtestant principles should be
Jlamaged by receiving the votes of the
French party in defence of owr property,
shich is the last fence that protects their
own. But these affected apprehensions
are only anothe: instance of the pia esten-
sione. It may b:, however, that they
speak from experience, that they com-
promised their own Protestantism when
they roceived the assistance of the Roman
Catholics in placing the question in s
present pos tion through the address to the
Bnglish government ; but we beg to assure
them so far as the Church is concerned
that our principles are of uch a charactcr
that we caanot make political barter of
them.

A late number of one of the most
anserupulous of all the ministerial organs
is now befor - us, and it furnishes us with
curious illustrations of the Valerio or
Fra F lippo style of argument. It contains
an editor al article on the subject of the
Russian war.  The writer commences by
laying down the axivm that ¢ when might
would encroach upon right ” there is never
wanting a pretext, and that Russia has
found such pretext in religion.  Tie
imaginative editor then shews fo his own
<atisfaction apparently, that to prevent the
evils that threaten Europe from reaching
(anada—to avert jealousies and ‘“murder-
ous wars,” it is necessary forthwith to
lestroy all religious endowments  The
Brzaminer we have observed, has oc-
casionally tken the same ground. We
should not notice such nonsense were it
not that we wish to exp.se the clap-trap
which is used in default of reasonable
argument by our opponents, and the
« protext *’ upon waich these warlike
editors intimate they will visit us with all
the horrorsof civil war. In the organ just
quoted from there also oceurs the follow-
ing paragraph :

«The United States of America have set the
example to all others, that a people may be
Christian without state endowments, and that
piety may exist without plunder.” i

Remarks of this kind are frequently
made by secularizing journals, and their
object is to hold out a threat—to insinuate
thut annexation would-be a desirable thing.
ift the plunder of the Church cannot be
aceomplished. The paragraph just given
is false in all its bearings. In the first
place an immense number of the popula-
tion do not profess Christianity at all—a
coutemporary says seven millions—while
myriads of .thers hold deadly heresies: like
nostile to religion and morality. But.
again, itis asserted that endowments do not
exist there. This alse is untrue, for
various denominations hold property of
great value grauted 1ong prior to the revo-
fution, anil honorably protécred amid a'l
t e turmoil and trial of that stormy period.
Trinity Church alone holds forty acres,
covered with the most splendid buildings
in New York, hy a patent granted by Earl
Cornbury and sanetioned by Queen An .e.
The Lutherans likewis® hold large pro-
perty since the time of Dutch supremacy.

Che Rev. Henry Patton, in an able speech
delivered ar the first meeting of the Synod
in Toronto, mentioned an ext aordinary
case which oceur ed in one of the States,
w-th respect to Church property held by
the Propagation Society from a period
anterior to lw[‘ revolution. It appears
that the Siate Legislature threw covetous
eves upon it in Canadian fashion, and
seculurized it, but the Society brought an
action against the State, and by a decree of
the  Supreme Couit” the property w.s
restored to the Church.  Facts of this
kind are however carefu'ly suppressed. and
“arguments” such as we have seen are
invented, for the * Pharisaical brawlers i
know (ull well that their occupation would
soon be gone :f they were circumscr.bed
within the limits of the truth, !

In a late number we offered a few re-
marks on a quotation from a letter written
by the Rev. Mr. Roaf to the Globe, and
which was certainly entitled to be regarded
as a pia estensione. He stated that * the
danger in the States is not of a want of
churches and clergymen, but of excessive
multiplication and rivalry,”  We showed
the fallacy of this statement by giving an
article from the New York Times, illus-
trative of the excitement and alarm that
was experienced by all the Jeading deno-
minations, with respect to the difficulty of
getting candidates for the ministry, which
scarcity was attributed to the insufficient
provision made for the ministers. There
were two or three other pointsin his letter
which we could not attend to at that time,
but upon which we shall take this oppor-
tunity of making a few comments, as we
find the same “arguments” are frequently
brought forward in different shapes by our
opponents. ~ This gentlemen says, the
endowment system is congenial with cleri-
cal indolence and pride,” and again, { it 18
adverse to private influence and activity ;
and of course the meaning of these stale-
ments is, that, in Mr. Roaf’s opinion. the
clergy of the endowed hodies are disposed
to be indolent, proud and inactive. Now
it has been frequently admitted, as we
could easily shew, by visitors 10 this pro-
vince, that it would be difficult to ﬁnd any
body of clergy more earnest in their voca.
tion than those of the Canadian church,
from the Bishop down to the humblest
deacon. But this is a mere ge{lera| asser-
tion ; so we shall turn from it to he stronger
refutation of Mr. Roaf’s insinuation which
is to be found in the conduct of the clergy
in this city a few years since, when the

typus fever was carrying off hundreds of

victims. We shall give a quotation bear
ing upow this matter: from the Canadiin
correspondence of the New York Chuich
Journal, which we copied into the Church
a short time since. The writer says,
« When the horribly pestilential typhus
fever raged amongst the emigrants who
lay in hundreds in the sheds near Toronto
our clergy nobly did their duty. Generally
speaking, they were bound to life by do-
mestic ties of the strongest and swer test
character, but the Romish priests in their
isolated state of lonehness did not behave
with more earnestness of spirit and devo-
tion to the duties of their sacred calling.
And where were the Pharisaical braw-
lers in those dark days—the men who
are always on hand when any church-
plundering scheme is on the tapis—any
plot for secularizing our reserves? T know
not where they were; but this 1 know
certainly, that they were 7ol to be seen
about the pest houses. Even so was it
during the cholera times. From the Bishop
downwards, the imminent danger never
caused any clergyman to shrink from the
path of duty.” Now this statement can-
not be denied, though aceording to Mr.
Roaf’s dec.aration we should have expect-
ed that the endowed Reector of St. James’-
and his brother clergymen would have
deserted their posts, and fled from the
danger, while the Reverend secularizers
woulid have devoted themselves to the sick
and dying. But the direct contrary is the
truth;, and therefore Mr. Roaf must confess
that the lack of zeal he attributes to the
endowed clergy is a pia estensione,—a
sham argument invented to serve a temn-
porary purpose. The true state of the
case is this. These voluntary agitators
ouly regard themselves as ministers to
tho-e who pay them, while the clergy of
the church consider that they are hound
to attend to all who have need of their
spiritul services. ‘I'here are many other
warguments” in Mr. Roaf’s letter as incor-
rect as the one we have just exposed, but
our space will not permit us to touch upon
more than one or two of them. He says,
« Everywhere the supply of funds is ahout
equal to the supply of suitable ministers.”
# % x «Bgtas lo church ordinances
in neighborhoods having but a thin popu-
lation and small farms, li tle could be ex-
pected from government funds, which are
merely expended on established rather
than missionary stations.”  Both these
statements are untrue. No impartial per-
son acquainted with the province outside
the large cities and towns, could endorse
Mr. Roaf’s assertion in " the first sentence
qu ted; and as for the next, with respect
to the « Government funds,”” by which we
presume he means the * Clergy Reserves,”
we assure him that there are about fifty
missions in the remote parts of this province

- connected with the Church-of England, in

each of which there are from three to
fifteen stations, where services are. regu-
larly held, and all of which. missions are
dependent upon the Clergy Rzserve fund
for their chiel support, without shich aud
they would have to be closed. For their
chief suppoit we say, for the Church does
not, as Mr. Roaf and his friends pretend,
discountenance voluntaryism. Al our
clergy are in a greater or less degree de-
pendent upon this principle for the neces-
saries of life.  ‘I'he Canalian Church
holds precisely the opinions contained in
the following extract from a distinguished
speaker: « The principle of religious en-
dowments is never so efficient in its work-
ing as when strengthened by the pure
and enlightened voluntary exertions of its
advoeatex; so, on the other hand, voluntary
efforts are never so energetic and success-
ful, as when based on the stability of the
endowment system, and endued with the
elements of perpetuity.”

We might proceed for hours exposing
the miserable subterfuges, exaggerations,
misrepresentations and falsehoods 1o which
these reverend and lay agitators have
recourse, in order to excite political ani-
mosity into the commission of revolutionary
acts of plunder. They cannot bring for-
ward truthful, manly arguments, and
therefore they«are thrown for excuses
upon their inventive powers 1o justify the
spoliation of the temple of Gud, which has
heen regarded by Christian men in all
aves as the last sin, the consummation of
all wickedness.

To repel the impending calamity all
true lovers of religion xhould unite in meet
ing thr ats and intimidations with the con-
tempt they deserve—despising the sophis-
{ries with which ambitious politicians
would seduee them from their duty towa rds
God and their country, and replying to the
calumnies which are uttered against them
by eonstant expositions of the truth. All
whose hatred of the endowed hodies does
not exceed their love of Christianity,
should combine in averting the wrath of
God from this highly favoured land,—
wrath,—which from the days of Heliodo:us
in the Temple, through all suceeeding
ages, and never more signally than in our
fatherland, has inevitably fallen upon the
spoliators and desecrators of God’s Church
—His holy place and things.
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DESECRATION OF SUNDAY.

The Paris correspondent of the New
York Times mentions in his last letter the
following sad instance of strange forget(ul-
ness of their sacred calling on- the part of
certain American ministers, who, we are
happy te sav, are not members of the
Epis('-ﬂpﬂl Church. | The Carnival balls
are always scenes of the grossest debauch-
ervy, and the particular one at whieh those
«clergymen” disgraced themselves by at-
tending is described even by a French
paper as having been *a tremendous
scene of uproar and frenzied conviviality.”

It is most gratifying, on the other hand,
to perceive the respect shewn for the
Lord’s day by the English Ambassador,
Lord Cowley.

« T spoke lately of American clergymen who
attend the masked balls on Sunday morning.
may mention, in this connection, that: Loyd
Cowley, who was at the fancy ball at the Tuil-
eries on Saturday evening, withdrew at mid-
night, as the Sabbath was dawning. At the
same ‘moment  that the British Ambassador
retired from this scene of festivity, three Ame-
rican ministers entered another through the
doors of the Grand Opera. If Lord Cowley
thinks himself—a secular officer—called upon
{o testify, in his own person, to the regard felt
by his nation for the observance of Sunday, it
seems to me that a clergyman, even though he
represent nothing but his congregation, can
adduce no worthy argument whereby to excuse

or justify his presence in such a place. I have
long thought what I say to-day, that the parson
who goes to the Opera on Sunday morning,
purposely and wilfully rushes into the tempta~
tion from which he asks night and morning to
be delivered ; prayer or sermon from the mouth
of such a man would seem to me hypocrisy, if
not something worse.”

COLONIAL CHURCHES.

For the following copy of the Colonial
Church Bill, introduced in the House of
Commons by the Right Honorable ' Mr.,
G'adstone, Sir Richard Bethell, and Mr.
Peel, we are indebted to the kindness of
the Rev. Dr. Adamson.

Bill to relieve the Clergy of the United Church
of England and Ireland regident in the Colo-
nies, from any Disability as to the holding of
Meetings in such Colonies for the Regulation
of Ecclesiastical Affairs therein.

Whereas by reason of the Laws, Statutes, and
Ordinances which affect or bind the Bishops and
Clergy of the United Church of England and
Ireland, doubts may exist whether the Bishops
and Clergy of the said Church resident and
performing Spiritual Duties in the Colonial
Possessions of Her Majesty can lawfully hold
or be present at Meetings of the Bishops, Clergy,
and lay Persons professing to be Members of
the said Church in any Colony, for the purpose
of agreeing on Rules and Regulations touching
Ecclesiastical Affairs; and it is expedient that
such Bishops and Clergy should be relieved from
any such Disability ; Be it declared and enacted
by the Queen’s Most Excellent Majesty, byand
with the Advice and Consent of the Lords Spi-
ritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this pre-
sent Parliament assembled, and by the authority
of the same, as follows :

1. No Statute, Law, Rule, Usage, or other
Authority of the United Kingdom shall extend
or be construed to prevent the Metropolitan of
any Province or the Bishop of any Diocese in
the Colonies of Her Majesty, together with his
Clergy, and the lay Persons of such Provinceor
Diocese, being Members of the United Church
of England and Ireland, from meeting together
from time to time for the purpose at such meet-
ings of making or entering into any such Regula-
tions, Agreements, or Arrangements as local
circumstances shall in their Judgment render
necessary for the management or conduct of
Ecclesiastical Affairs within such Provinee or
Diocese : Provided always, that such Meetings,
or the Regulations, Agreements, or Arrange-
ments that may be made thereat, shall not ob-
tain any force or authority from the enactments
hereby made.

Whilst we appreciated the ability of
F. T’s Letter last week, we regretted the
vein of sarcasm observable in some parts
of it, as well as the too positive way in
which D. E B’s presumed ir.otives were
alluded to. We felt, however, that we
could not say much to any purpose without
in some measure hreaking D. k. B’s incog-
nito, and on that ground, though perhaps
we were over scrupulous, we abstained
rom comment. But as CLERICUS has
opened the way for us, we gladly avail
ourselves of the opporiunity to assure F.T.,
and our readers generally, that we heartily
coneur in the confidence which CLericus
has expressed in the purity of D. E. B’s
motives ; and as we feel persvaded that
nothing could have been farther from his
mind than to embarrass the large and able
project so nobly started by our Bishop, so
we have not the slightest doubt of his
vigorously aiding that project in every
possible way. So far as our own humble
opinion of that scheme is _concerned, we
have no expectation of seeing a better one
proposed, and we trust that our fellow
Churchmen, throughout the length and
breadth of the diocese, are to a man pre-
pared and resolved to meet their wise and
thoroughly practical diocesan with a zeal-
ous and munificent co-operation,

On Monday last the foundation stone of

A prayer
was offered up by Dr. Mc¢Caul at the com-
mencement, and a benediction pronounced
by him at the close of the proceedings.—
