'WANT CIVIC MARKET
IN EARLSCOURT DISTRICT

District Voters’ Executive Pass
Resolutions Regarding Civic
lmprovements_.

The executive committee of the
Earlscourt District Voters’ Associa-
tion decided yesterday to make direct
application to the Ontario Railway
Board for express and freight deli- |
veries in the Earlscourt district, and
instructed the secrétary to write to
the board of control requesting that
a market site be secured for - the
northwest section of the city, con-
venient to the Grand Trunk and C. N.
R., to supply the needs of Earlscourt,
West Toronto and Dovercourt.

'The meeting strongly endorsed the
action of the Hillcrest and kindred
ratepayer and other associations in

The merchants would push
the matter until delivery limits were
extended. ‘‘We are paying city taxes
now,” said Mr. Claver, “and we are
not receiving city privileges. Mud
roads can be the excusz no longer,”

What Might Have Been

British and German Ideas

This war is fundamentally a con-
fiict between two ideas that are striv-
ing to dominate the world. That does
not mean that it is a struggle to set-
tle which type of civilization is going
to prevail. For in that case it would
simply be reduced to a combat be-
tween two:world powers, one seeking

replace it. Were that all there would
be no such rallying to the suppbrt of
the allies on the part of the weaker
nationalities as this war has already
provoked.- One or two have been held
back because they fear and dread the
possibility of German victory, and are
providing for that possibility. But in
their Tieart of hearts every liberty-
lcving people is praying that suc-
cess may attend the allied arms.

That instinctive idea is a compel-
ling tribute to the British Empire as
it exists in the twentieth century. In
earlier days ‘it grew thru conquest,
just as Prussia did. But the Briton
abroad, just as the Briton at home,
carried ever within himself the prin-
ciple of free self-government. He
fought for it and died for it, and thru
his individual devotion independent
states have arisen, outside and inside
the empire, but each carrying on the
old British tradition. Prussian mili-
tarists want to impose their notions
on the world, and think they can do it
thru the might of the sword. British
statesmen Tave learned that freedom
is the root of loyalty. Had the Bri-
tish Empire rested on compulsion it
would not be the' unit it is today. As-
sistance spontaneously given, even
from native races supposed to be pe-
culiarly open to incentives to rebel-
lion, is a magnificent tribute to the
work done by the civil servants of the
motherland.

Germany in the Ditch

One wonders what the German peo-
ple will do when their eyes are open-
ed to the true story of this war. To
them, apparently, a far more rigid
censorship is being exercised than that
which afflicts the British public. They
have been fed up on tales
of German victories, and led
te believe that the Germamr armies
are not only hammering at the
gates .of Paris, but are practically
occupying the whole of France. As
for thé campaigns in Russia, the story
i the same. Russians in thousands
are being captured. Austria even has
her reports of continued success, and

‘Modern war is not altogether amat-
ter of superiority in . training and
equipment. These have their value,
but over and above the confidence
bred by generations of careful antici-
pation stands the natural. patriotism
of a liberty-loving people:  Driven
into, the trenches and compollpd:t_o
Tecognize that instead of sweeping
victoriously thru France to Paris, they
find it hard and ever harder to hold
their own in a series of ‘hand-to-hand
conflicts, even the dullest-witted ot
‘German ‘soldlers m¥st tealize’ that he
has established no individual® supre-
‘macy. Brave they" are, certainly, as
British officérs have testified, but the
courage they possess depends on the
toueh of ‘the conifades on ‘eithér hand.

GERMANS ENTICED
“INTO RUSSIAN TRAP

! advanced and

Repulse of F orce From Wielun
Made Crushing Defeat
v G

Canadian Press Despatch.

PETROGRAD, Nov. 26.-Semi-offi-
cial advices . received  from Poland
show. that the German defeat at Lodsz,
culminating in the capture of a Ger-
man army corps, was the result of a
Russian manoeuvre by which the Ger-
mans were led into ‘an inextricable
trap. 5 .

The Russian left wing, resting ‘on
the River Wartha and.the Russian
right wing on the Vistula, both lying
along the Warsaw-Kalisz Railroad,
moved forward in’unison in the last
two days.

Simultaneously the Russian centre
gave ground and the Germans follow-
ed. apparently relying upon a German
column from Wielun to repulse the
Russian left wing and to form a junc-
ture with the main German forces.

The German plan failed as a result
of the battle on Nov. 25, when the
German force from Wielun was re- |
pulsed. Thereafter the Russian wings
closed the gap thru
