Toronto Commercial Travellers Association,
were in Winnipeg last week.

$4 rate.  This it a most gonerous action on the
part of the railway company, which will be
duly appreciated. The Manitoba & North-
western will give the same terms as the
C.P.R.

The shipment of cattle to England continues.

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SUGAR IN THE UNITED STATES.

In viow of the sugar situation in Caoada, it
will bo interesting to know how the sugar trade
is handled in the United States. This is out-
lined in o late issue of Bradsfreet’s. Au agree-
ment exists botweon the rofiners and jobbers,
in rogard to sugar, which is mutually beneficial
to each. Undor tho now sugar duties, Gorman
sugar could be laid dowa in the United States
to compote to some extent with the homo pro-
duct. The refiucrs, of course, desired to come
%o some terms with jobbers, to induco them to
refrain from handling the foreign article. Oa
the other hand the jobbers and wholesale
dealors wished to control the sale of sugar to
thn retail trade on a more oxtensive scale than
they have in the past. The requiremouts of
the refiners and the jobbe-s thus brought the
two sections together to negotiate for anar-
rangemeut which would be mutually beneficial.
The refiners have agreed to soll sugar in quan-
tities not less than 100 barrels, instead of in
minimum quantities of twenty barrels as
heretofore. Tho jobbers on their part, reduce
their profit from } to Lc per pound, thus caus.
ing a larger consumption of sugar, to the bene-
fit of the refiners, and also lessening the possi-
bility of foreign importations, This combina.
tion (which it may bo termed to somc extent)
has the effect of reducing the price of sugar to
the consumer, and to this extent it differs from
the popular notion of trade combinations in
general. Speaking of this arrangement, Brad-
streel’s 8ays 1 —

*'This will undonbtedly prove of great ad-
vautage to both parties. Retiners have found
it very expensive for them to distribute sugar
in such small lots, The tendency has been to
increase these small orders, as the retailers have
come more and more to buy direct from the re-
tiners rather than of wholesalers. This trade,
which the jobbers have been losing steadily
for over o yecar, will now come back to them.
Although they cut down their present. yrofits
from } to jc per pound, they will, it is thought,
more than regain this through larger sales. It
hes been found that consumption increases in a
ratio almost proportionate with the decline in
the price of sugar. Hence the aggregate profit
to deslers is about the same on a small margin
as on a larger.”

There is another point in the agreement wor-
thy of notice.  While jobbers have agreed to a
maximum profit, they are also bound not to
scll under the prescribed prices. This sccures
a uniform schedule of prices to the retail trade,
and will also operate to prevent frequent fluc-
tuations in values, Jobbers are also bound by
the agrecmont not to sell sugars on longer time
thun thirty days, and with not wore than one.
half of one per cent. discount for cash within
ten days, Tho refiners allow jobbers one per
cent. for cash in seven days and one per cent,
trade discount on 100 barrel lots, Jobbers who
sign the wholesale grocers' association agree.
ment as to prices and terms, also get a
robate of § cent per pound from the refiners.
‘This agreement applies to the sugar trust,
There are refiners out of the trust, but their

output is insignificant in comparison with the
trust rofinerics, and their products are selling
for 1-16 cent abovo tho lowest prices at which
wholesale grocers and dealors can obtain their
sugar from the trust.

MUNIGIPAL BONUSES.

The system of municipal bonuses is an evil
which this journal has spoken stroagly against.
This is truo of tho bonus system generally, but
it iz especially truo in the case of bonuses to
railways. Tng CoMMERCIAL put forth the argu.
ment long ago, that railways receiving govern-
ment aid, cither local or federal, should bo pro-
vonted from accepting bonuses fiom municipali-
tics. It is a matter for satis‘antion that this
principle has been to some oxteut recognized,
and it could boe carried further to public advan.
tage.

In Manitoba the evils arising from the muni-
cipal bonus systom have been abundantly dem-
ovstrated in various ways, but particnlarly in
the railway bonuses voted by the northwestern
maunicipalities. These municipalitics have been
applying to the local government for relief, on
the ground that as the provincial government
has undertaken a system of assistance to rail-
ways since these bonuses wero granted, it should
come to the relief of the embarrassed munici-
politics, by assumiog these railway bonuses
which were voted before the provincial system
of aid to railways was inaugurated. Theso
claims are advanced not without strong argu-
moat ia their favor.

In the provinee of Ontario a very similar sit-
uation prevails. Oatario municipalities havo
voted a large number of railway bonuses, since
Confederation, aggregating the large sum of
$9,000,000. Since these bonuses were granted,
the Dominion government has entered upon a
vigorous system of aid to railways. The Ontario
municipalities now claim that on this account
they should be recouped by the Dominion for
the bontses which they have granted. The
argument is that as these municipalities are
chargeable with their proportion of the railway
aid expenditure of the Dominioa, they should
be relieved of their specia! bonus expenditures
They have a further claim upon the Dominioo,
on the ground that the province of Outario has
not received a fair shave of the federal expendi-
ture in the nature of aid torailways. Exclusive
of the cost of the Intercolonial, and the aid
given the Capadian Dacific, the Dominion has
voted about twenty mullion dollars to railways,
only about two sud three.quarter millions of
which went to Ontario. Quebec province has
of course received the lion's share.

The Ontrrio municipalities, in their appeal to
the Dominion government, are practically in
the same position as the Manitoba municipali-
ties, which have asked the local government
for relief. The Manitoba municipalitics could
appeal to Ottawa for relief from their railway
bonuses, with as good if not better show of rea-
son than the Ontario aunicipalities, While
Ontario has received something, Manitobs has
received nothing from the Dominion, out of the
twenty millions voted to railways. However, it
is not at all likely that cither Catario or Mani-
toba will ever bo recouped for such expenditures
by tho Dominion,

The Ontario government has gone in rather
extensively of lato yeara in granting aid to rail.
ways, and the Ontario municipalities could ap-
ply to their own provincial government for ro-
lief from these railway bonuses, on the same
ground that the municipalitics in Manitoba ask
the prov. .ial government here to assumeo the
burden of their railway bonuses.

IRRIGATION.

In view of the fact that proposals have re-
cently been made to undertake systems of
irrigation in the south western portion of Al-
borta, it will be interesting to learn the cost
of irrigating lands in the United States. Sta-
tistics of this nature are available, the cost of
irrigation having been one of the matters en-
quired into in connection with the taking of the
recent census of tho United States. In New
Menxico it is learnod that there aro more than
3,000 farms wholly or in part under irrigation,for
which the cost of water is §5.58 per acre. Where
water is purchased of irrigating comnpanics tho
average cost is $1.45 per acre per anoum.
Lands in this territory that have been taken up
under the land laws, reclaimed and made pro-
ductive by irrigation, have cost on an average
$12.96 per acre. Iu Arizona the average cost
of building ditches was £7.07 per acre ; average
annual cost of water per acre $1 55, and aver-
age first cost of preparation for cultivation
§8.60. Bulletins on the same subject for
Wyoming, Colorado aund other states will bo
issued later. It is believed tho cost of irriga-
tion in these states will be less than in the dis-
tricts already mentioned.

The figures published will show tho cost is
considerable, but not too great to prevent tho
carrying out of the work to a profitable end.
Irrigated lands are as a rule mowe certain of &
crop than lands depending upon natural pre-
cipit ation, and this makes up for the extra cost.
Drought is an afiliction which almost all coun-
tries are subject to, and in the great central
region of North America, it is the greatest foo
to successful agriculture. Lands which can be
rendered safe from this enemy to the crops, by
artificial means, are therofore in a comparative-
ly happy position. Relicved from the possible
danger of injury or destruction of crops from
drought, theso lands are often more valuable
than farm lands in districts where icrigation is
not practiced, and where it is not so urgently
needed.

In portions of western Cabada included in
the territories and British Columbia, there are
districts wheroe irrigation must be resorted to,
if agriculture is to be followed on an extensive
scale. The extent of territory requiring irriga-
tion is very considerable, and it would add
vagtly to the value of the country as a whole,
if it is found practical to carry on irrigation on
an extensive scale. To this end private enter-
prises should be encouraged, and the govern-
ment might make a move to discover to what
extent irrigation is practical, to the lasting
benefit of the country.

CHINA AND JAPAN TRAFFIC.

The Curadian Pacific is not the only trans.
continental railway which is reaching out for
a carrying trade in Chinese and Japanese
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wares.  There is anothor competitor in tho
field, or rather will be in tho field in due timo,
This is the railway which the Russian goveran.
ment is building across Siberia to the Pacific
coast,  kuropean traflic with Chioa is now
haudled via the Sues canal,  This railway will
do anay with the nccessity of an an occan trip
from Furope to China, though no doubt the
water route will still carry the bullk of the
trade, after tho completion of the railway. The
tailnay is understood to Lo a light structure,
and intended more for freight than passenger
trattic. The Loundon Chambher of Commnicree
Journal refers to the trans.Siberian railway as
follows - ““I'he press generally in Russia has
given up much space recently to the discussion
ot the prospects waiting for realization on the
construction of the railway across Siberia. Up
to the present it is thonght that only a tithe ot
the trade which should be done with China and
Japan has fallen in the way of Russia, but it is
now calculated, that, when the railway comes
into actual operation, if only one-fifth of the
(hinese and Japanesa goods now sent to Kurope
are carried over tho railway, this will providea
revenue aloue of 17 million roubles.  Morcover,
it is expected that the line will revolutionize
cominunication between the cast and west. The
transport  of goody, for instance, between
Shanghai and London, which, by sea, now
takes 41 days at least, will, if directed over the
Siberian railway, only occupy 20 days. Not-
withstanding the estimated cost of construction
being placed at 300 million roubles the Stet an-
ticipates that the railway would—even in the
present condition of Russian commerce and in-.
dustry —produce a gross revenue of 56 million
ronbles annually, and this would be sufficient
to pay working expenses, interest on capital,
alill leaving o tiargin oi uet proiic,

HELP WANTED,

FFarmers in Manitoba are likely to profit by
the experience of lust year, and endeavor to
make provision for assistance in taking off their
crops. Last harvest men were very scarce, and
on this account the wet weather during harvest
time fan unusual thing in Manitoba) proved
more disastrous than it otherwise would have
been, Farmers were so short of help that they
could not make rapid progress with their crops
during the dry spelle between the frequent
rains. The Canadian Pacific railway authori.
ties very laudably endeavored to retieve the
sttuatiun by running cheap harvest excursions
from Ontario, with the object of Lringing up
hands from the cast to assist in the gathering
of the heavy Manitoba crop. This was a good
idea, but it was undertaken rather late in the
season to be of much valae.

T'his year a great deal of help will be required
to gather in the crops, if the present harvest
prospect is realized to even a considerable
estent. [t is certrin that there ave not nearly
enough available harvest hauds in the provinee
to gather the -rops in anything like reasonable
time. Iarmers are aware of this, and they are
already engaging men for the harvest us fast as
they can.  Men arc now scarce in & number of
districts thongh we arc ncarly a wmonth from
harvest time yct. This only indicates what the
pituation will be when the rush commences.

I We think it would bo a great assistance to
Manitoba furmers, if the railway company
would continuo the harvest oxcursions this
year, nnd make arrsngemonts to that end as
carly as possiblo, so as to have the dates
thoroughly advertised in tho cast somo time
Leforchand.  This would give partics likoly to
come timo to mako arrangemonts accordingly.
fn fact, the oxcursions might almost bo started
at otnco, so far o5 omployment for those cowming
is concerned, for the immediate domand for
farm hands would be sufficient to provide
places at once for those coming, us fast as they
arrived,

THE IMPERiAL BANK.

The aonual report of tho Imporial Bank of
Canada, which was received too late for our
laat issue, appears in this number of Tuxr Co-
MERCIAL. Tho many friends of the bank will
be glad to note tho continued prosperity which
attends this deserving institution, as shown by
the annual report. The capital was incicased
to two million dollars, the reat account was in-
creased to 50 per cent. of the capital and a
bonus of one per cont. was allottod to the share-
holders, in addition to the usual dividend of
eight per cent.

The Imperial Bank is one which especially
has carned the fricndship of the poople of Man-
itoba and the Tarritories. It has ever been
foremost among the financial institutions of
Canada in recognizing the needs of the west,
and its progressive policy in opening new
branches and gencrally extending its business
in the west, indicates clearly that its managers
have full faith in the future of this country.

GROCERTES.

There is nothing in the market in new Japan
teas, bat somear con theway. Syrupsarenominal
and prices onabasisof thenewdutieshavenot yet
been established. There has been an immeuse
demand for sugar in "the cast, since the cheap
sugar came ou the market. Lower duties were
so geaerally expected, that the country was
bare of old stock everywhere, while the demand
has been increased by the fact that the cheap
sugar came on the market at the commence-
ment of the fruit curing season, when the de
mand is always abnormally heavy. 7The new
sugars arrived in Wianipeg the first of the week
and sold on Tuesday at 53 for granulated, but
the next day 5§ was asked. The general situa-
tion is very strong in sugars, as usual at this
time of year. Later the vefiners advanced 3¢
to 43¢, which would make the Wionipeg
jobbing price 3, to 3ic. Yellows, 5 to 33c.
Willet & Gray, New York, say that the con.
ditions ure favorable for a strong market for
some time to come.

HARDWARE.

‘The sensetion in the icon trade of the week
was the withdrawal of the E & C. Gurney com.
pany from the Tren Founders’ association, which
it is thought will somewhat demoralize the
store trade. Locally there was a scarcity of tin
plates and some lines of icon pipe.

WINNIPEG.

WHEAT

Nothing surprising occurred in wheat during
the weck, the most important featute being a
ticmer tone in British and EFuropean markets.
Chicago declined about 2¢ on Monday. St.
Louis declined heavily the same day, owing to
large returns from the threshing of wiater
wheat, while crop news were generally favor-
able. Cables were firm, Liverpool being }d
higher. The Russian crops was a matter of
contradictory reports, and very little reliance
can be placed upon Russian reports anyway.
The visiblo supply decreased 1,007,000 bushel ,
against a decrease of 535,000 bushels 2 year
ago. Shipments from India were 2.400,00
bushels. Oa Tuesday heavy rains were report
ed in Kansas and Nebraska, but this was coun.
ter balanced by Liverpool cables 3d lower. The
quantity of wheat and floar on ocean passage
as veported on Tuexday showed a decrease of
1,760,000 bushels.  Foreign markets were gen.
erally highee on Wednesday, Liverpool, Berlin
and Paris advancing equal to about ic per
bushel.  Bradstreet’s reported a decrease of
1,523,000 bushcls in the stock of wheat Caited
States and Canada cast of the Rocky Moun.
tiins, while west of the Rockics remained un-
changed. Thursday was a dull market at
Chicago and other United States points, with
casy cables, Cabler were firmer again on Iri-
day, but fine weather and large receipts of new
wheat depressed Chic go aund United States
markets.

There is nothing doing locally in wheat.
Buyers are uiostly off country markets, except
at points where there is a local milivog demand
or local buyers to pick up any stray loads
offering. .\bout 75 to 50c is the top range for
best samples, in country markets. Wheat has
been moving from country elevators Lo our lake
ports faster than it hus been shipped out via
the lakes, stocks at lake ports shawing an in.
crease of 14,512 bushels for the week eanded
July 2, aud an increasc of 9,037 fo: the previous
week.  This increase of stocks shows that the
cxport and castern demand is very slack.
Total in storc at lake norts (Fort Willam and
Port Acthur) on July 2, wax 493,641 bushels.

The weather in Manitoba for the week ranged
from fairly warm to cool, the average tempera-
turc beiog low for the season., and cooler than
desirable.  No rain of any conscyuence reported
up to Thursday, when there ero fairly heavy
showera ncarly all over the wheat belt about
Thursday night and Friday morning, followed
by tho warmest afternoon of the week.  Satur-
day July 11 was cool and clondy, and reported

“foggs " and “‘misty” from somoe points, princi-
pally south. A few hail storms are reported,

but all have touched very small arcas.  Farly
grain is now well in head.
FLOUR.
Ilour was dull and easy but without

change in  prices. Jobbing  quotations
per one hundred pounds to the local
trade are : —  Patents, $270 ; strong

bakers', $2.30 ; Sccond bakers, §2 to 3210
NXXXNX, $1.50 ; supertine, $1.20.

MILLSTUFFS.

Prices were advauced $! per ton on bran and
shorts. These products w~re not offering as
freely. The country mills are about all closed
down, as usual at this time of the year, und are
therefore not shipping to the city, which en-
ables higher prices to be obtained. Brau is
scarce at S10 and shorts at $12 per ton.

GROUND FEED,

Prices hold at $24 to §25 per ton for best qual-
ity of feed.

MEALS, OIL CAKR, ETC.

Quotations are:-- Oil cake, in bags $21
a ton; oil cake meal in ton lots,sacked, $26.
in bulk 825 ; Oa'meal, standard §2 90 ; grauu-

As the scason for new oat: draws near,
holders are more auxious to scll, and quite a
pumber of small lots (amountiog to one or more
cars) are cropping up at diflerent points through
the ccuntry, and are being offered.  Oae lot of
considerable siz: is held in the city. The time
is now short to dispose of any large quantity
locally before new oats ceme on the market,
and with a large crop in view and lower prices
looked for for new grain, the tendeacy is natur-
ally easier. Dealers were seling small lots

from store at $3c per bushel of 3{ pounds. On
track prices nominal a* 35 to 40¢.
EUTTER.
The market is very dull. Considerable ship-

ping tas been done from country poifits as well
as by :ity dealers. to Brush Columbia coast
markets. That quarter is now overstocked
with ovdinary Manitoba dairy. There is no
other buying dewand, and local riquirements
are supplied by farmers near by. Prices are
pominal at 10 to 14¢ for medium to choice coun-
try dairy.
CHEESE.

Dealers are selling in 1 small way at 10c,
with some small fancy boxes held at 103¢c. The
Montreul Gazette of Tuesday last says:  “The
market has a softer tendency to-day, the casi-
ness that had its inception after tho hohday
last week being more apparent and values may
be quoted ! to jc lower on the whole.”

EGGS,

Arriving slowly and firmer. Some dealers
are holding tirm at 15¢, in one or a few case
lots. Ve quote 14 to 15¢ per dozen.

Mostly canvassed meats now in demand, and
held firmor. 9¢ is a very close price oa dry salt.

British Golumbia: Trade Letter

(SPECIAL CORXESPONDENCE.)

VAXCOUVER, July 7.—We are in the dead of
summer and oa the heels of Dominion Day,
business shows few decided features. There is
consequently little to report.  After a spell of
beautiful weather yesterdny it again turned
cold and wet and some anxicty is felt for the
fruit crop, which starting out with splendid
prospects, has been somewhat injured by the
unusual rainfall.

The recent tariff changes caused little or no
commeat, the principal item affecting us being
the abolition of duty on raw sugars.  The ex-
pression of feeling is that of satisfaction.
Pricrs will be maintained for o short time by
the B. C. Sugar Refinery in order to give
dealers a chance to clear ont stock on hand,
but a heavy cut is aunounced on or after the
middle of July. Quotations for future delivery
are granunlated, 53¢, extra C, 53c: tobacco will
also be advenced.

The Califoraia fruit on the market comprisecs
cherrics, peaches, apricots, plums and apples.
Cherrices are high and about out of the market.
Apricotsare plentiful at §1 25 perbox. B C.
fruits yct arc scarce.  Strawberries are atill for

sale but not in quantity ; raspborries have
started to come in. There is a decidedly bull.
ish tendency in the new canned goods market
and orders are placed at a strong advance.
There is littlo or no chunge in meats. The
principal sources of supply of butter sro castern
creamery and Manitoba dairy, which are re-
ceived in large consignments, California stock
is exhausted and home supply limited but of
good quality and in demand.

Behring sea matters aro quiet. The an.
nouncement of the modus vivendi, which caused
o slight ripple of excitement, was speedily fol-
lowed by the appointment of arbitrators and
the nows that they were already on the way to
the disputed ground. I observe with satisfac.
tion of the choice of Sir (icorge Baden Powell
8o far as Canada is concerned, but caunot speak
with confidence regarding Dr. G. M. Dawson,
his collecague. As you say, the first poseessts
an intimate knowledge of the points in dispute
and is as well qualitied as any other man in the
empire to adjudicate, but it is questionable
whether his qualitications exceed those of the
secund namel, who is perhaps less known and
has been obscured by the lustre of his father's
name. IHis appointment here is regarded with
satisfaction. There is perhaps no other man
who knows the Pacific cosst and the west
of Canada so intimately and thoroughly
as Dr. Dawson. He is  besides &
worker of wonderful capacity, a keen
and scientific observer and a man of very
shrowd and practicat incas. I doubt if sny of
the arbitrators or counsel engaged in the case
will absorb so thorough aud cowmprehensive
mastery of the dispute in all its detaie as the
same Dr. Dawson.

Therewasa very largedisplayof craft of all
L.inds, conspicuous being the Empress of Japan
which sailed that doy for China. The ontlook
for the salmon industry of tho Fraser is prom.

A Grievauce,

The merchants on Princess street, Winnipeg,
have a grievance against the city council. It
is well knowa that Princess street is one of the
filthiest thoroughfares in the city, avd on a
windy day it is wrapped in clouds of dust.
Especially is this the case in the vicinity of
Muarket Square.  Large numbers of vehicles are
gathered oa the square during the day, which
means the depo.iting of considerable filth on
the pavement. It is generally customary in
cities to clean up the market syuares daily, bus
in Winnipeg the accumulation of rubbish is
allowed to go on for weeks at u stretch. In
dry weather this accumulation is soon reduced
to the consistency of dust, and it is carried in
c'ouds into the busine.s places along the atrect.
A short time ago the merchants along the strect
petitioned the council to have the street water-
ed, and & promise was made to accede to the
request. During the dry days of last week
however, the business places were in a terrible
state from dust. Merchauts were trying to
keep their doors and windows closed,but it was
difficult to do business in this way. (iocods
were covered with dust to such an extent, that
by droppiog your hund upon = pile ot goods, the
impression would remain casily distinguisiiable
in the dust. Thebusincss men along the strect,
who aro principally large wholesale dealers, pay
heavy taxes, and they believe tiey havea well.
defined grievance against the aldermen in not
paying wmoro attention to the cleanliness of the
city, and especially the portion referred to.

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Winnipeg Board of Trade.

Tho council of the board of trade mot at 3
o'clock on Tuesday afternoon, an hour hefore
the full board assembled. Tho resignation of
W. J. Akin as treasurer of the boari was ac-
copted, ho having removed from the city, and
(ico. J. Maulsua was olected in his place. Tho
mombors of the council oxpressed thoir regret
at losing tho services of Mr. Akin as treasurer.
Tho full board met at 4 o'clock and proceeded
te discuss mattors of interest with General
Manager Mollen and (ienoral Teatlic Manager
Haonuford of the Northern Pacific Railway Co.
Mr. Mollen gave an unqualified denial to the
rumor that the Northern Pacific Ry people had
oven considered any proposition to transfer,
lease or in any way dispose of their rights in
the N. P, & M, Ry. He stated that the com.
pany proposed to hold and operate the read ic
the future as in the past. The purchasing
agent of the road had been instructed to pur.
chase in Manitoba every article for use by the
road that could bo obtained here, and that the
company not only intended to complete aud
open the new hotel, but to make such additions
to their general railroad proporties here sas
would place the road in the very best position,
The authorities had the most friondly feeling to
this country and desired to build up the coun.
try for their mutual advantage. He would be
glad to receive from business men here sugges-
tions as to the policy of the road in affording
facilities for the conduct of business in thiy
country so that the smoothest relations shouid
oxist betwecn the community and the marnage.
ment of the road. Mr. Hannaford discussed
with several members present details of traffic
arrangements now existing, and said the
officers of the road would do everything in their
power for affording facilities for hipping by the
Northern Pacific railway. He asked that busi.
ness men should recognize that it was to their
own interest to give a fair share of their busi-
ness to this line.

The question of the Transfer railway ho ving
been brought up Mr. Mellen stated that he had
given orders for plans to be prepared at once
and would ask the money necessary to completo
the constructivn as soon as possible, After o
general conversation between the railway people
and the members of the board the officials took
their departure and the board resumed ordinary
business.

REPORTS.

Aanual reports were received nud adopted
from the grain, hide and flour examiners,

The board of grain examiners reported hav-
ing sent delegates to the meeting of representa-
tives of the board of trade last year. The re-
port continues :

**As it has been found by practical expericace
that almost cvery season praduces some wheat
which it is impossible to class in the schedule
of grain defined by the inspection Act and do
Justice to producers and handlers of the grain
we would recommend that correspondence be
opened with the Minister of Inland reveoue
with the object of having the commercial
grades struck by tho annual meeting legally re-
csgnized when the minister considers it proper
and neccessary.

Wo also rcconunend that the general board
appoint a committee to urge upon the Minister
of Inland rovenue the necessity existiog for the
passage of a Dominion Act authorizing the ap-
pointment of Dominion weighmen whe will

havo the same authority to issue cortificates of
the weight of grain, in the samo manner that
inspectors issuo certificates of quality and
grado. 'LI'here can bo but one opinion as to the
extrome necessity oxisting that producers and
shippors of grain in this provinco should have
more protection a3 to guarding correct returns
of tho output of cars unloaded at a distance
from the shipping point.  If thoroughly com-
potent and reliable weighinen, appointed by the
governmont as are grain inspectors, were sia-
tioned at such points as command a volurze of
trade sufficient to afford support to such
officials, they could weigh grain shipped from
elovators juto cars and issue cortificates of tho
fact. The grain trade would williogly consent
to pay fuir fees for their convenience and guar-
antee, and wo are satisfied c'sims for shortage
returined from destination points would be few
and far between, in atrong contrast to the un-
satisfactory and irritating results no® prevail-
ing on all but the Lake Superior and export
business,

In April last the Commissioner of Inland
Revenue forvrarded cortain samples of wheat,
said to have been shipped from Manitoba to
New York and Boston for export, and asked
that tho examiners should pass judgement to
their grades—repeating at the same time
certain statements of New York houses reflect-
ing on the Canadian iuspection. A full report
vas forwarded to the commissioner, and a ve.
quest made that the fullest possible investiga-
tion be made into the statements of the New
York exporters. Our report was evidently so
convincing that notwithstanding our renewed
request for further particalars, we are inform.
ed, from compeotent authority, that the samples
forwarded by the New York dealers were sent
in error, or that thoy found that they had been
mistakon.

The board of flour and meal examiners re:
ported having representation ai the annual
meeting of the examiners of flour and meal for
the Dominion, which wae held at Mootreal on
23rd October, 1890. A recpresentative was
present and arranged that in future zamples of
flour should be obtained direct from some of the
Manitoba mills, for use at the meetings to fix
standards.

The board uf hide and leather examiners re-
ported that their dutics for the past yor had
been light owing to little leather being wanned
in Mauitoba, and it is a well k own fact that
the hides produced in this country are heavier
and of better quality than elsewhere in Canads.
The spring hides arc perfectly free from grubs
or warbles, and if carefully taken off and
cured as indicated in the board circular of 1887,
there wus no doubt but Manitoba would soon
be as well known for producing the best hides
as sho is now koown for producing the best
wheat.

spected in Winnipeg during year cnded 30th
June, 1891 : No. 1, 8,045 ; No. 2, 4,975 ; No. 3,
508 ; calfskins; 1,241 ; total, 14,769,

The Winnipeg grain inspector's report shows
that he inspected 10,200 cars of wheat or 6,630,
(00 bushels during the year. The hide inspec.
tor reports having inspected 14,769 hides in the
year eudiog 30th June, 1891,

Wheat—A fair quotation of No 2 hard Mani.
toha wheat on spot is $1.10 to §1.12.

Oatmeal—Rolled oats $6 per LLL and §2.90
per hag, granulated $6 per bbl and $2 95 per
bag. Standard $5.90 per bbl and §2.90 per
bag, fine $5.90 per bbl and $2.90 per bag. Gold
dust 84.25 to $4.50 per bbl, and split peas 84,23
per bbl,  The above prices would be shaded for
round lots.

Oata—The market is quiet at 16 to 17¢ for
No. 2 Ontario and 5% to 565¢ for (luebec,
although sales in the country have been made
that will cost lower prices laid down here.

Barley—The market is very quiet, good malt-
ing barley being quoted at 60 to 65c and feed
do 55 to 56¢ per bushel.

Mill feed—The market for bran is quiet but
firm at 815.50 to $16 per ton. Sales have been
been made at Sarnia at $13 in car lots which is
higher in proportion than prices here. Shorts
are quiet at $19 to §20.

Eggs—The course of the market during the
week has been rather a anrprise to overy one.
Iostead of the slump in the market that was so
generally anticipated, a general rise has taken
place. Smaller receipts and good consumptive
demand have been the chief factors in tho rise,
but there have also been some fair shipments to
Foglish and Scotch ports that 1ave helped to
clear the market. Some of these shipmeuts are
said to be sold here, at a price about equal to
present market prices here, thus saving risk
anxiety to shippers. Instead of the despos-
deacy that appeared to rule in the market
about a fortnight back, there is now almost a
bull fecling, and many of the commission men
have found quite a difficulty in getting suffi-
cient stock together to keep their regular trade
supplied. To-day eggs were selling at 13c for
straight lots and 134c for choice candled stock.

Butter—Ia creamery butter, holders have
chocked business by askiog prices which ship-
pers refuse to pay, and orders have consequent-
ly been filled in the American markets. Ex-
porters were willir:; to pay 18ic for choice
June creamery on this market, bug factory de-
manded 190 and in some instances 20c, which
of course stopped further business. In dairy
butter there have been sales of Eastern Town.
ships at 163c for fine shipping lots, and one
round lot of selected was sold at 17¢c. In
Western dairy therc have beeu sales at 14 to
142¢ for fine to choice selected lots, a lot of
pretty fair being placed at 13c. Old stock is
quoted at 6 to 8c. Lower ports and Koglish
buyers have beea taking a few lots of western.
We quote creamery 17 to 139¢; Eastern Town.
ships, 15 to 17c, and Western 13 to 15¢,

Cheese ‘The market has ruled fairly steady
during the weok notwithstanding tho talk of an
easior market and lower prices. This week's
shipments, which have been liberal, have gono
out at 87 to 9¢ for finost colored, some having
cost more money, aud finest white have sold on
this market at g} to Riec.

Potatoes The potato market is in a state of
oxcitoment owing to the fact that supplies have
fallen below actual consumptive requirements,
causing prices to shoot up to an exorbitant
pitch. Old potatses have been sold in round
lots at 26 por b or $1.80 per bag.

Hi<es—~The market is very quict the demand
from the tanners being ou the whole slow. A
few lots, howover, have been taken by Quebec
tanners at 6Jc for No. 1 cured and iuspected,
while dealers continue tu pay 6c, 5¢ and ¢ for
No. 1, 2 and 3 respectively. I'he Chicago mar-
kot rules dull at 5ic f.0.b for buff hides, Calf-
skins are quoted at G2 per Ib.

Leather -The market is dull and sales indi-.
cate that prices are in favor of buyers, a lot of
No. 2 manufacturers solo sellin® at 14}c, and we
quote 14} to 17¢ as a fair range for No, 2, 12 to
14¢ being quoted for No. 3 as to selection. No.
1 do., iz quoted at 18 to 192 and No. 1 B. A.
choice, 20 to 2lc. In black leather there is
very little passing and prices remain as last
quoted. A round lo$ of waxed upper was sold
at 244c, and we quote 23 to 27c as to quality.

Dried fruit—Tho price of Valencia raisins has
been cut to 33c two or three houses having of-
fered to sell at that figure but it is very certain
that at such a low price there can be little or
no profit, although it is said that New York is
almost giving away her common off brands.
We quote 37 to 4}c as to quality. Currants
still hold very firm at 53c 1n bbls, and 6c in
cases. Dried apples—The market is quiet at 8
to 9c per lb. Evaporated apples—Market
steady at 14 to 15¢ per Ib.

Tea—A fair demand exists for Japan teas
and so far the bulk of consignments of new teas
have been diatributed as soon us landed. Fur-
ther gales are reported of Japan at 21 to 24 for
fine to finest while & few lots of good medinm
have been placed at 17 to 19¢ showing it is said
splendid value. Sales have been reportud to us
in all about 1,300 p’kgs. Quite a number of
lots are said to be on the way in execution of
orders, but no accumulation in new Japan teas
is looked for yet. A lot of common old Japan
was sold as low as 13« Jut there is not much of
thisleft. In black teas lucther sales have been
reported to us since our last issue on English
account a. 8d to 1s 03d cost and freight, The
market for green teas is quiet but steady.

Coffee—Several parcels of Maracaibo have
been sold on private terms but said to be at
about 23 to 204c, jobbing iots have changed
hands at 21 to 22c. In Jamaica business is
reported at 19 to 20c as to quantity. Costa
Rica has been called for and placed at 23c in
jobbing lots, and at 22¢ in round lots. Java
is quoted at 24 to 30c and Mocha at 25¢ %o
30c.

Sugar—The movement in refined sugar dur-
ing the past week has been brisk and of large
volume, granulated selling in round lots at the
refineries at 4ic, considerable quantities being
taken for the west. From now out it is expec-
ted the mevement will be heavy as the small
fruit scas:n has just sot in, and will continue
for some time. In yellows there is a good de-
mand with sales reported at 33 up to 4jcasto

grade. The market for raw sugar is very fiem
and holders are not forcing supplies as thoy
appear to have great confidence in the future,

Syrups and Molasses, — Rofiners are so busy
with their sugar that it is said they are paying
very little attention to syrups, and prices are
more or less nominal. In molasses the situa.
tion still nolds very firm, Barbadoes being
quoted at 40 to 42§c and the holder of a cargo
was asking 43¢ at the boginning of the week.
A cargo of Trinidad and St. Kitts has been
shipped from this port to Newfoundland owing
to soarcity of supplies there.— /'rade Bulletin,

Salt.

The reduction on tho duty of salt is rather
misleading to those not posted and a little ox-
planation isin order. Coarse or common salt if
imported from Great Britain or any Rritish pos.
session has always been free. Fine salt, whether
table or dairy (generally called factory filled
salt), paid a duty, if bagged or barreled, of 15¢
per 100 lbs, and 25 per cent on the value of tho
sack or othor package. Ry the now tariff this
salt will pay 7§c. per 100 Ibs., and 25 per cent.
on the package, hence the duty is not reduced
quite 50 per cent. The reduction, in our opin-
ion, is a very sensible one, and had the duty
been removed on the sack as well, it would not,
have been amiss, as the 25 per cent. on the value
forces importers to use an inferior jute bag to
keep down the cost. A good cotton or linen
sack should only be used for salt, as no small
pieces of jute fibre would then be fouud in the
butter, which is the case at present. Cheese
and butter exports amount to quite a sum in
the year, and our farmers and dairymen should
have some consideration. Owing to the advance
of ocean freight of 23 to 23 61 per ton on dairy
salt, the reduction in the duty is somewhat
counterbalanced asd common salt should ad.
vance in price. The reduction in duty has not
so far affected the price of the Canadian manu-
factured article, nor do we think there will be
any material reduction for this market.—Tor-
onto Globe.

Canned Goods.

The future canned roods market is the com-
ing event whose shadow dealers are trying to
discern. Inquiries are beginning to be heard
from retailers, but not sufficient interest is yet
aroused %o be & trustworthy medium on which
to launch absolute quotatiors. Jobbers are not
ardent bidders and packers show no disposition
to do much business. It look« as if both sides
were willing to see a rational basis under the
market before they do much. Canned salmon,
which had a temporary bad spell last week,
owing to cutting on a particular brand, is now
in a steady position again, $1.40 being firm for
good brands, There are no canned apples now.
Tomatoces are $1.55 to $1.60, or 5 to 100 higher
than they were a week ago. They are now ex-
ceedingly scarce. French peas are dearer in
the primary market, the ciop being reported
short, the finest being almost one-third fewer
than they were last year.—Toronto Grecer.

Retail grocers of Halifax, N. S., having com-
bined to keep up prices of sugar, a co.operative
sugar store was opened where twenty pouads of
granulated and twenty-four pounds of yellow
are sold for onc dollar. The store has & rush.

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The Fur Trade.

The New York Fur Trade Review says
* Business is already oxtromoly active, anid
the indications are that the consumption will
be very large, particularly in the cloak trade.
Many articles are in demand, but the skins
wost largely in request are the astrakhan, miok,
skunk, krimmer, moufllons, coney and dyed
opossum. The demand for astrakhaun constantly
excoeds the supply; mink is becoming acarce,
and skunk is not abundant; krimmor meets
with marked favor, the large curl and light
color being most in request. Moufllons sell
ateadily, and coneys of all varieties are boom
ing. Seal will undoubtedly maiatain its lead-
ing position.”

The Leipzig (Germany) correspondent of the
FPur Trade Reciew, writes that journal as fol
lows: ¢ Business during the latter part of
May was active, especially in Russian furs;
astrakhan is very largely in demand, the United
States taking large parcels; there is also con-
eiderable speculation, and priceg of raw skins in
Russia are continually advancing. Persiaus
also continue to sell freely; firm prices are ex-
pected at Nijni Novgorod, this year. Marked
fluctuations have been noted in grey krimmer:
some firms sold very low after the Raster fair,
but orders coming forward from America.
prices suddenly advanced fully ten per cent.;
Iarge curl is preferred. There has been some
demand for good ermine. Though the supply
is large the request for squirrel tails continues;
dark natural tails are preferred; prices aro
high. Large stocks of squirrel sking are still
on hand; it is believed that the supply for next
season will be comparatively small. White
hares have sold slowly of late. Moufflons, white
and in all fancy dyes, have been frequently
ordered for America and other countries. Raw
and dressed miok is in grod request, the de-
mand coming from Russia, Germany and the
Uhnited States, for cheaper descriptions. Mar-
tea is quiet; sea otter, silver fox and fisher
have again been taken for Russia. We believe
buetness in American furs would be better were
it not for the gross injustice of expelling Jews
from Moscow, which it is feared may be greatly
extended. Musyoash has been taken for Rus-
sia and for seal immitation; stocks of finished
skins are fairly large; lower gradesof musquash
are in constant demand. Skuok sells well for
wholesale menufacture; best blacks are scarce;
original mixed parcels also freely taken. Black
2nd brown bear sell well for rugs with mounted
heads. Nutria is in good request; best and
lowest grades taken. A new skunk imitation
is produced with Japanese fox—itis very good.
South American guanaco skins have been offer-
ed here; sale slow.”

The London (England) corrvespondent of the
Fur Trade Review, writes: “The far trade
generally the past month has been verg disap
pointing, as basiness ha: not been nearly so
brisk as was antivipated, although n stealy
trade has been dono.  C. M. Lampson & Co.’s
sale resulted as we anticipated, and there is
very little alteration in prices to ckronicle, for
although the now fashionable skunk dropped
shghtly, when wo take into consideration the
difference in quality between the goods offered
last month and March, the prices rnled very
nearly tho same. Squirrel lock linings is one
of the best articles just now and prices aro
very firm, Wiatkes fetching from 225 6d to 24s
and good Siberian 265 to 28s, and our inpres-
sion iu that this article will have a good sale,
as our manufacturars are lining the fashionable
cape with it, and as this garment has become a
favorite there is no doubt it will sell throngh-
out the autumn and winter. Squirrel back
lininga are rather out of favor just now, eacept
the very fine Sakamina goods. Stone and
baum marten tails are not selling uite so freely.,
and prices are a little easier than last month
Persian lambs- - Although the sale of this article
has improved since our last, yet the demand is
nothing to be compared with last year. Dressed
and pulled Nutria is being taken up very freely
by the mantle houses and some good parcels
have changed hands lately. Grey fox—We
have a very good opinion of this article and
believe it will sell very freecly amongst the
mantle houses for the autumn trade. Squirre}
tail boa.s—Although the prices are ruling very
high, yet there is a steady demand, and thay
will be fashionable again this winter in spite of
the severe competition of the cockfeather boa.
There were offered for sale on the 3d inst.
22,600 salted Newfoundland hair seals sorted
in the following manner: 12,000 first large
whitecoats, which fetched 6s 8d to 6s 9d; 4,200
first small whitecosts, which fetched 6s 1d to
6s 4d, 4,100 sccond large whiwcoats, which
fetched Js 64, 1,300 second small whicecoats,
which fetched 48 8d to 4s 11d. It is many
years since such a large parcel of whitecoats
has beon offered, and comiag as it did after the
dearth of skins last year will account for the
above prices. These goods came direct from
St. Johns, and there 18 avother lot of 63,000
skins advertised for sale on the 2ith instant,
but these, of course, will not be all white-
ccats.”

The vetinary dopartment of the Imperial
Privy council, has cabled the Minister of
Agriculture, insisting upon a space of two feot
eight inches on all decks, but agreoing to accept
a space of two inches less for stockers.
