This

sentiment applies with peculiar force to tlic Provinces oI'Ganaua, the number of whose inhabitants

are rapi<ily increasing, as may t)e seen hy several recent publications. Within twelve years, the

population of Upper Canada has been doubleJ; tmiking a total amount of nearly cne millioD of

iniin<irtal souls, in the two Provinces. And, if we include the large and numerous tribes of Indians

extendinjf indefinitely westward, it would greatly exceed this number.

Fron this extraordinary increase of population, it nii.^it necessarily follow, that recourse must

lie had to agriculture, and the arts of civilized life, rather than dependence being placed on the

supply of wild animals, which a kind Providence furnished for the Indians of Canada It is probable

that niunv ol these inhabitaiiis of the wilderness will be starved, unless they become civilized, and

iiicorporatiil with the other suhjects of iiis Majesty's colony.

Not only the linHa-.s, but ni.oiy of those wlic have loceotly emigrated from this country to Canada,

are in great want of teachers, and the necessary means of establishing and supporting schools ; as is

always the case in newly-settled countries.

Though difl'erent Societies and benevolent individuals have done something towards expelling

the moral darkness from that e.<lensive region, yet leri/ little has been done, in proportion to the

v*ai)ts of that interesting colony ; especially w hen v,c consider, tliat it has been under the British Go-

vernment hall a century. From local circumstances, prejudices of education, and different modes of

'.vorship, existing among the civilised inliabitants of Canada, unless some extraordinary effort be made

in the Alotli< r C'ountry, the same unhappy state of things must long continue.

It has been otten asked, whether any thing can be done for the Indians, which will bring them

under the intluence of wholesome laws, and raise them to the dignity and privileges of civilized society '

In reply, it may he asserted, that in Canada a considerable number of respectable individuals of

that class, have received the benefits of a good education, who.se character and deportment do

honour to the t liristian name. Under the Coveruineiit of the United States there are also thousands

of Indians, who have formed laws and regulations for their internal management, well worthy of

being copied by the white inhabitants. The publiek opinion in that country on the subject of Indian

education, is, within the last lew years, completely changed; and the Government is now ready

to nlfuiil assistance to every l)enev<ilent Society anil Association, which is formed for the purpose

ol exteiuliiig I ducation animig tliem. This produce s a noble emulation among all denominations,

to excel each other in doini; good.

Any ^c'lools. therefore, lor their ben. /It, must he founJeil on gciural

lii-lnciiiles, i:iilf|.endLiitly of p.irticular creeds or forms of church discipline. We must allow the respective

cleriry tj lead tluir flocks in that which they think to he the rijjht way. The venerable Society (or pro-

pagjiting the tiospel in foreign parts, and the B-itish and Foreifin .'^chool .Society in London, are certainly

doinfj mnch good ; but ''irp is still room and ncct ssity foi more.—The second cla.'ts, being descendants of
original settlers, often platted in situations which afford no oppo,iunitie.s of public worship, have, in too raanv
insUnces, almost forgotten their religion, or hive been brought up without any, and arc sunk into gross ignorance

and v'ce. This is especially true w ith those in the back settlements.—As to the third cla.<», or native Indians, we
owe them a debt, which we ought now to pay. We have driven thom gradually out of their own pos.sessions,

and reduced their numb"rs by compelling them to ii.habit woo<ls and swamps ; several of the tribes are

utterly extinct, and others hastening fast to decay. The intcicourse, we have hitherto carried on with them,

has been of a degrading and demoralizing character ; wc initiated them in the use of fire-arms and of
spirituous liquours—at once giving them weapon mischief, and stimulating their worst passions to the use
of them. We must now endeavour to civilize these rude tribes, ai.d instead of huntsmen or warriorr,
convert them int. industrious and peare.ible members of society, making them happier in this life, ^.id fitting

them for a better lierealYer. Our schools, however, must be .something more than seminaries of morality
or religion. In the savage state, each man is dependent on his individual exertions; he must know how to

handle the .ixc, and build himself a house. Industry, therefore, must be combined with mental cultiva-

ti-m, and the best mode of inculcating such habits will be found in 'he principles of the Bible, which must
form the basis of any system of instruction, carrying to all men the comforts of time, and the cheering hoiws
of eternity.

Lord Bexley closed by moving the following Resoliitioii, which was seconded by the Rev. Thomas
Mortira'-r, M. A.

" Resolved, That a .Society be now formed for promoting Kducation and Industry iu Canada; the object

of which shall be. to train up teachers and assist in the establishment of schools of education and industry

among the Indians and settlers, in .-uch parts of the provinces of Lppt r and Lower Canada as are destitute of
the means of instruction."

The next Resolution was moved by John Wilks, Es(|. and seconded by the Rev, W. A. Evanso.v, .\I. A.

" Resolved, That the following Rules and Regulations be adopted for the government of the said Society.

" I. The Plan proposed shall .sacredly guard the rights of conscience, and extend equal advantages to
all denominationa of Christians.

" n. The mode of instruction shall be such as the Committee may approve, according to circumstances,

" IIL In every school that may receive assistance from this Society, th'.' reading cfthe Scriptures, and some
useful manual labour, shall constitute parts of the daily exercise o*' the pupils ; all .shall be required to be
strict in their moral conduct, and duly to observe the Sabbath ; attending to such religious exercises, and at

such places, as their respectiie parents and guardians may direct. Hut should this be iini)racticable, on account
of die distance of any place of worship, then ad such scholars shall, upon each lords day, read and recite

those [lortions of Scripture wliirh ai- cdculatcd to enforce all the relati\c and social duties of the jjreseiit life,

and poii.t the way to a happy eternity.

"IV. This Society sliall i. insist of a Tatron, \ie. .ratron, I're^idLnt, \ iee-1'ri-idents, a Treasurer,

a Secretary or Secretaries, also of Governors, and Life and Aiiiu.al .Members.

" V. Each Subscriber of One Guinea shall be a .Member.

" Vl. The Donor of Ten Pounds shall be a Member for life.

" VII. Each Annual Subscriber of Five Pound.:, or i.)oiior of FiOy, shall be a Governor, and entitled

to attend and vote a', all .Meetings of the Committee.

" \ III. The business of the .Society shall be conducted by a Committee of 'I'welvi- or more, chosen at

the Annual Meetinff, which shall be held in Lonilcu on the last Wednesday in the nrinth of June.

" IX. The Patron, \'ice-Patron, President, \ iee-Picsideiits, Treasurer, and Secret.iries,

sidered (ex officio) Members of the Committee.

" X. The Meetings of the Committee shall be iield four times a-year, and ol'teiu- il necessary; three
Members shall constitute a quorum.

Members, by letter addressed to the .Seeretjiry.
