The
prairie hay grass is, he says, fully
three inches in height. The farmers
state that the forage was neéver o0
good since 1882, The crop prospects
are bright.

Bicyeles for Ottawa Police,

The police commissioners to-day ap-
pointed Mr. W, F. Powell, second son
of the late Sheriff Powell, to the posi-
tion of chief of the Ottawa police,
The commissioners instructed the
clerk to purchase four bicycles on the
best possible terms so that the mem-
bers of the force can comtrol the out-
lying districts more readily. Seorch-
ing wheelmen, too, may look out now
for trouble, as there are already half
a dozen good cyclists on the force.
It is not unlikely that a special bi-
cycle squad will be organized in
charge of a sergeant, and that a spe-
cial detail of duty will be assigned to
them. However, until Chief Powell
has an opportunity of considering the
matter, nothing definite will be
known.

Liberal Tariff Dificultics.

The difficulties which are facing the
new Government in connection with
their tariff reform measure are begin-
ning to crop up. Two deputations
were here to-day getting In their
work. The - vinegar manufacturers,
consisting of Messrs, Badgerow and
Wilson of Toronto, Allan of Norwich
and Marshall of Hamilton, interview-
ed the Government in reference to the
excise duties on vinegar.

The Dominion  Millers’ Association
aiso had a deputation here, whicH
interviewed the Premier and Mr,
TMelding., David Plews, C. B. Watts
and J. L. Spink, Toronto, and W. H
Meldrum of Peterboro composed the
delegation. They represented that it
would be inadvisable to make any
change in the tariff, so far as the
duties on wheat and flour were con-
cerned. The point was also made that
any reduction in the duties would
minimize the prospects of securing a
reciprocity treaty with the United
States. This contention, however, was
not & unanimous one, some of the
delegates being averse to going cap
in hand to the United States.

Sharp
firing continues on the ouiskirts of
the city, where a force of British ma-
rines, with 400 loyal Zanzibars, hold
the main road. Other sailors and ma-
rines are bringing in.the prisoners
and collecting the dead for burial.

During the bombardment of the
palace the steamer Glasgow, which is
owned by the late Sultan, and car-
ried a number of guns, was fired upon
by the British warships and imme-
diately sunk.

THE FRAM IN THE ICE.

Pr—

Gun Cotton ¥iad to be Used to Free Dr
Nansen'’s Exploring Vessel From
the Floe.

London, Aug. 27.—A despatch .to The
€hrontele from Tr i d by Dr. Nan-
sen, gives Captain Sverdrup’s account of
the voyage of the Fram after Dr, Nansen
left the boat. The despatch says: * The ice
pressure was never as severe as upon sev-
eral occasions before Dr. Nansen left us,
during June, 1896. 'We were regularly ex-
posed, however, to violent pressure, caus-
ed by the changing spring tides. The
Fram was once or twice daily lifted from
six to nine feet. Her bottom e vis-
ible as it rested on the ice. So little effect
did this have on the Fram’s timbers that
the men continued their slumbers undis-
turbed.

An easier Arctic exploring expedition one
could hardly imagine, The principal work
was to take regular observations, sleep and
eat. The heaith of the men was perfect
during the entire: expedition. There was
not a.sign of scurvy apparent among any of’
the men. When all efforts to. advance the
boat through the ice by force of steam
or a process of warping failed it was found
that gun cofton mines proved the ‘best
-means of shattering the 1ce. As a rule
very high ice floes prevailed, so extensive
that their determination ceuld not be de-
scribed even bfa the use of telescopes, Of-
ten it looked like a hopeless task breaking
our way out of the ice foot by foot, but
with the liberal use of explosives, and, ow-
ing to the peculiar construction of our boat
we finally succeeded.

The House adjourned at 10.20,
IN THE UPPER HOUSE.

Bir Oliver Mowat Says Some Kind Things
About the Much-Abused Senate,

Ottawa, Aug. 27.—(Special.)—The de-
;bate on the address in the Senate was
jcontinued by Sir Oliver Mowat, who
ibrleﬂy dealt with the question of sup-
iplies. On the Manitoba school ques-
tion he said, after hearing all that
could be said on that subject, he had
every hope that this troublesome ques-
tion would be satisfactorily settled.
He wis not going to discuss or defend
the remedy which might be applied at
the present time, but he coula assure
the House that when it was propound-
;ed it would be worthy of the defence
of all right-thinking men. No reason-
able person could expect the Govern-
ment to announce its intentions on the
tariff this session. The Liberal Gov-
ernment had mo cut and dried tariff
ready for presentation to Parliament,
any more than the Government of Sir
John Macdonald had when elected to
{power in 1878, The Government would
Iproceed in the matter with every care,
;and next session would be prepared to
|tell the House exactly what 1t pro-
‘posed to do. He trusted that when
{that time came and the bill was pre-
{sented for the consideration of Parlia-
ment . every right-thinking man
in both Houses would give the mea-
sure falr and just consideration. It
was true there was a large Conserva-
tive majority in the Senate, which
mighit block the legislation of the Gov-
ernment, but he would never have ac-
cepted a senatorship had he not be-
lieved the Senate to be workable, even
under a Liberal Government.

Their Common Jnterests.

Though differing in their political
convictions, members of the Senate
thought alike upon many questions,
jand had many common interests. All
were loyal to the Queen —(cheers)— to
the British Empire and to Canada.
(Cheers.) All would suffer or benefit
from the change in. the tariff and he
felt sure the bill would be carefully
and judicially considered. He had
heard much about the uselessness ot
the Senate and the advanced age of its
members, but he thought that there
were few of the Senators who had the
advantage in age of such eminent men
as Sir Charles Tupper, who had been
chosen by his party to lead In the re-
cent contest and in the Lower House.
Sir John  Macdonald had for
years directed the affairs of the nation
at an age greater than mast of the
members of the Senate, and the late
{Premier, Sir Mackenzie Bowell. In
| fact, few senators had the advantage
of himself in matters of age, and he
had been chosen to conduct the De-
partment of Justice in the new Gov-
ernment. Then the Senate was com-
posed of men who had long experience
in fulfilment of the highest offices in
the gift of the nation, and were able
to bring a rich store of experience in-
to the consideration of all measures
submitted to them.

House, and, being in” a sense respon-
sible for the constitution of the bedy,
he would do all in his power to make
the Senate acceptable to the people of

Canada.

existed for 18 years how and it is fair
to assume that it has always been ac-
ceptable to the people of Canada.

Sir Oliver Mowat: “Yes, but I am
afraid only to the people of one politi-
cal persuasion.” He thought that much
could be done under the existing con-
stitution of the Senate to make it a
more .important branch of the Federal
Legislature, and more acceptable to all
classes of the Canadian péopie.

Senator Ferguson’s Reply.

Senator Ferguson congratulated Sir
Oliver and the Senate upon his. eleva-
tion to a seat in the Senate. After all
the kind things he had said of the
Senate, it was difficult for him to be-
lieve him guilty of heterodoxy upon the
subject. The effect of the kind things
he had said was to some extent de-
stroyed by the knowledge that he had
not always held these flattering opin-
ions about the Senate. He had a re-
collection of certain resolutions passed
by the inter-provincial conference at
Quebec, at which Sir Oliver presided;
and the Liberal Convention. held at
Ottawa, which were in no sense com-
plimentary to the Senate. He critl-
cised S8ir Oliver’'s letter to Hon. Wil-
frid Laurier in May last, with regard
to his accepting a seat in the Senate,
which, he said, implied a threat thar,
unless the Senate pursued a certain
line, it might become necessary to
bring abqut certain constitutional
changes affecting the Upper House.
He could only say with regard to the
threat contained in the letter, that the
best proof of its not being necessary
was to be found in the speech which
'he (Sir Oliver) had just delivered.

Senator Boulton moved the adjourn-
ment of the debate.

No
fattempt made to develop electric en-

ergy the same as has been done on
the other side. There -i§ no greater
power centre in the world than the
Niagara peninsula, The great vol-
ume of power that is passing in a con-
tinuous stream from Lake Erie to
Lake Ontario can be tapped much
more economically on the Canadian
than on the American side of the
river. In the first place, it will not
‘o8t one-fourth as much to Instal a
watér power and electric plant on the
Canadian side of the river as it has cost
on the opposite bank. The physical for-
mation on the Canadian side is such
as permits of the development of pow-
er at a comparatively small cost. In
addition to the power site at the Falls
itself it is possible to develop an enor-
mous horse-power - at various places
along the Niagara escarpment be-
tween the Falls and Hamiiton. The
Welland River. (which is praectically
on the same level as Lake Erie) can be
tapped at various points, It comes
within ' eight miles of the escarp-
ment at Thorold, and _ again it is
about the same distance from the
precipice of the Jordan River. There
is no doubt in the world the Ni:
peninsula is destined to become one
of the greatest, if not the greatest,
power and manufacturing . centres of
Canada.’ The - Ontario Government,
however, has adopted a policy which
produces stagnation on this side while
a state of activity reigns. across the
river. The Government has c¢ommit-
ted a great blunder in disposing of
our immense water power at the Falls
for a paltry $25,000 a year More-
over, they have disposed of it to a
foreign company, to the company that
owns the franchise on the American
side. “While this company has spent
millions of dollars during the past
three or four years on the American
side of the river not a move has been
made in Canada. It is an open seéret,
in fact, that the American company
has ‘secured our water power . mere-
Iy to prevent'it passing into the hands
of some company that might compete
with them, They do not want to use
it themselves so much as they are
anxious to have no-one else geét pos-
session of it, In-a couple of months
Niagara Falls power will be delivered
in Buffalo, while several thousand
horse power has for many months
been driving machinery at Niagara
Falls- and vicinity. < The Americans
have got hold of our most valdable
water power, preventing our own peo-
ple from. using it, much in the same
way as they have secured possessioh ot
our timber limits and monopolized ~our
pulp wood., Our valuable timber MHm-
its were mever more outrageously sacri-
ficed than has been the water power
of the Niagara River. Within ten
yvears the six railways running east
and west through the peninsula and
the two running north and south will
all be operated by power generated
by the waters of Lake Erie. Great
manufacturing establishments will be
in operation all over the peninsula,
and it is not too much of a stretch
of the imagination to state that by
that time Hamilton and Toronto will
receive all their power for light and
motive work from Niagara or other
water systems. All this magnificent
prospeet our Government has squan-
dered for $25,000, or $35,000 after ten
years. And not only that, the com-
pany that possesses the franchise is
a foreign one and not concerned at all
in the welfare /of this country. We
have sold our birthright for a mess of
pottage.

The
Cincinnati Price Current says: “ No occa-
sion for important change in crop ‘ealcula-
tlons. Moisture delaying ripening of por-
tion of corn belt. Bulk of crop now or soon
will be secure from frost. Indications of
yleld fully malutained. Wheat situation
unchanged. Falr amounts offering at In-
terior points.”

Corn—On brilliant weather and The Price
Qurrent report that a few days more
would put the whole crop out of danger
corn was weak all day and made another
low record, SeFtember selling at the lowest
point in its history, 203¢c. Local receipts
were not large, but there was an absence
of any cash demand.
