Berlin, Aug. 27.—The Vosslsche Zel- 
tung's correspondent in Constantinople 
represents the outbreak of yesterday 
afternoon as a general massacre and 
says many hundreds of corpses are 
lying In the streets, and that a Tur­
kish mob attacked the houses of Ar­
menian Inhabitants.

Large mills have been erected all the country Is prepared to under- 
ln the vicinity of Niagara Falls, town talc el 
sites have been laid out and prepara­
tions are under way for a great ex­
pansion In real estate, In business 
and in manufactures. It lg expected 
that Niagara Falls and Buffalo will 
become the greatest Industrial cen­
tres In America and It begins to look 
aa it such will be the ease. But what 
about the Canadian side of the river?
Not a sign of the Industrial activity 
that Is apparent across the river. No 
attempt tnatfe to develop eleotrio en­
ergy the same as has been done on 
the other side. There lg no greater 
power centre in the world than the 
Niagara peninsula. The great vol­
ume of power that Is passing In a con­
tinuous stream from Lake Erie to 
Lake Ontario can be tapped much 
more economically on the Canadian 
than on the American side of the 
river. In the first place, it wtil not 
cost one-fourth as much to laetal a 
water power and electric plant on the 
Canadian side of the river as U has cost 
on the opposite bank. The physical for­
mation on the Canadian side is such 
as permits of the development of pow­
er at a comparatively small cost. In 
addition to the power site at the Falls 
Itself It Is possible to develop an enor­
mous horse-power at various places 
along the Niagara escarpment be­
tween the Falls and Hamilton. The 
Welland River, (which is practically 
on the same level as Lake Erie) can be 
tapped at various points. It comes 
within eight miles of ths escarp­
ment at Thorold, and. again It is 
about the same distance from the 
precipice of the Jordan River. There 
Is no doubt In the world the Ni 
peninsula is destined to become one 
of the greatest, It not the greatest, 
power and manufacturing centres of 
Canada. The Ontario Government, 
however, has adopted a policy which 
produces stagnation on this side while 
a state of activity reigns across the 
river. The Government has commit­
ted a great blunder In disposing of 
our immense water power at the Falls 
for a paltry 125,000 a year. More­
over, they have disposed of It to a 
foreign company, to the company that 
owns the franchise on the American 
side. While this company has spent 
millions of dollars during the past 
three or four years on the American 
side of the river not a move has been 
made In Canada. It is an open secret, 
in fact, that the American company 
has secured our water power mere­
ly to prevent it passing into the hande 
of soine company that might compete 
with them. They do not want to use 
it themselves so much as they are 
anxious to have no one else get pos­
session of lt^In a couple of months 
Niagara Falls power will be delivered 
in Buffalo, while several thousand 
horse power has for many months 
been driving machinery at Niagara 
Falls and vicinity. The Americans 
have got hold of our most valuable 
water power, preventing our own peo­
ple from using it, much In the same 
way as they have secured possessioh/ol 
our timber limits and monopolized1^ 'bur 
pulp wood. Our valuable timber lim­
its were never more outrageously sacri­
ficed than has bee.n the water power 
of the Niagara River. Within ten 
years the six railways running east 
and west through the peninsula and 
the two running north and south will 
all be operated by power generated 
by the waters of Lake Erie. Great 
manufacturing establishments will be 
in operation all over the peninsula, 
and It Is not too much of a stretch 
of the Imagination to state that by 
that time Hamilton and Toronto will 
receive all their power for light and 
motive work from Niagara or other 
water systems. All this magnificent 
prospect our Government has squan­
dered for $25,000, or 135,000 after ten 
years. And not only that, the com­
pany that possesses the franchise is 
a foreign one and not concerned at all 
in the welfare Af this country. We 
have sold our birthright for a mess of 
cottage.

At the Eastern abattoir this morn­
ing the arrivals were fairly heavy, and 
business on local account was brisk 
enough, but little export business wag t 
The best beeves fetched 814c per pound 
weight, but prices went as low as 2c for In­
ferior qualities. Lambs were In good de- 
mand, and some sheep were purchased for 
export. Transactions also took place In 
calves and lean hogs. The arrivals were 
as folio**: Five hundred cattle, at 2 to 
214c per lb. live weight; 1400 lambs and 
sheep at *2.50 to *8.25 for sheep, and *2.50 
to *2.50 each for lambs; 150 calves at U to 
*7, and 150 lean hogs at *8 to *T.
