During the last session that has just
elosed, Mr. Marter said, he voted against
the Opposition on two important questions.
The first adverse vote was on Mr. Boyd’'s
agmendment on the beet sugar Tfactory
guestion, the leader of the Opposition con-
tending that the Governuent did not go
far enough with its proposuls and that the
farmer ought to reap ihe henetit of the
sountry’s generosity towards this industry.
Mr. Marter considered that-to develop the
jndustry it was necessary to give a bounty
only on the manufactured sugar, and that
when the industry was started the prices
given for the beets would adjust them-
gelves. The promoters of the industry
would have to pay the farmers & fair price
or they would not grow the beets. Mr.
Marter considered the proposal of Mr.
Boyd unnecessary and altogether a fool-
ish proposition.

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England is not alone in celebrating to-
day her patron Saint, St. George. The
dragon-slayer is also supposed to preside
over the fortunes of Germany and Venice.
St. George's Day is the anniversary of
the death of the mysterious man whose ac-
tions must have been surprisingly glorious
in order to have left us, thru fourteen cen-
turies, the mass of heroic myth which now
surrounds his name.

He is said to have been born in Cappa-
docia in the third century, and the scene
of the slaying of the dragon is held to
have been either Selene, in Libya, or Bey-
rout, in Syria.

The daughter of the King of the city
(whichever it was) had been claimed by the
dragon one year as his annual victim, but
St. George, with his good sword Ascalon,
struck the monster to the ground, and led
him captive to the city gates. Then, hav-
ing reassured the populace of the brute's
helplessness, he entered the city and
despatched it in the presence of a rejoicing
maultitude.

St. George is sald to have been martyred
by the Emperor Diocletian for refusing to
abjure -the Christian faith. Some legends

killing the dragon.

It was Richard 1. whe placed this coun-
try under the patronage of St. George,
and Edward I1I. who dedicated St.George's
Chapel, Windsor, to him in 1348.

In England the anniversary of his death
derives additional interest from the fact
that it is the birth and death day of
Shakespeare, and the death day of Words-
worth.

Altho 'historians differ considerably as
to the first adoption of the rose as our
national emblem, it seems pretty certain
that we owe it to the two sons of Edward
1I1I., John of Gaunt and Edmund of York,
who appropriated the red and white rose
as the devices of their respective houses.

Finally, upon the marriage of the Lan-
castrian Henry VII. with the Yorkist
Elizabeth, the rival roses were united, and
henceforth the rose appeared as the na-
tional emblem in the Royal Arms of Old
England.

The woman's |
supposed death occurred early on Sunday |
morning, April 7, and she was buried the
next day under such circumstances that the
Sheriff and Commonwealth’s Attorney de-
termined to make a thoro investigation. |

The officials found that Vaden was in the
room at the time of his wife's supposel
death. He summoned a neighbor and bis |
gon, who found Mrs. vaden apparently
dead. They were surprised, as she had
seemed to be well up to that night. They
sent for some women, but when they ar-
rived, it is said, they were refused per-
mission to perform the usual offices.

Vaden said his wife had complained. of
great pain in her stomach, had gotten up
out of her bed and had made an ash
poultice, which she had applied to u_er
breast. She then sat on the edge of the
bed, and had died while in that position.

Mrs. Vaden'’s brother lived not far away,
but he was not notified of her death, and
the next day friends and neighbors remov-
ed the bédy. to Lafayette, a hamilet In
Montgomery County, about 10 miles from
Vaden’s house, and buried It.

A coroner's jury was summoned 10 days
afterward. The jurors assembled at the
grave of Mrs. Vaden, and her body was ex-
humed. In the coffin they found the body
of a newly born child with its mother.

Physicians declared the birth had not
taken place when Mrs. Vaden’s body was
placed in the coffin. They testified that the
woman must have been buried while in a
comatose state, caused by narcotics or
poison, and had died in the coffin. Her
stomach was removed for analysis by a
chemist.

Vaden was arrested and locked up with-
out bail. His niece testified that his treat-
ment of his wife had long been cruel and
heartless.

Two Tramps Entered a Farm House
and With Knives and Cudgels
Killed Five Children.

ATTEMPTED TO KILL THE FATHER,

Who Arrived Home and Caught
Them Robbing the House—Ghast-
1y Scene Presented.

Chartres, Department of Bure-et-Lolr,
¥rance, April 22.—This town has been hor-
rified by the brutal murder of five chil-
dren and the attempted murder of their
father, a farmer named Briere, residing
in the neighborhood of Chart}s/\’l‘wu
tramps entered the farm, in the absénce
of Briere, yesterday evening, Kkilied four
girls, aged respectively 14, 11, 5 and 4, and
a boy, 7 years old, with knives and cnd-
gels, while they were in bed, and appar-
ently asleep. Briere returned while the
rcurderers were robbing the house. They
heard him enter the courtyard, attacked
him, and, after a desperate struggle, left
him with 4 stab wounds in the head. ‘L'he
rurderers then escaped with the sum of
1600 francs and a number of ovbjects of
value.

A Ghastly Spectacle.

Inside the farmhouse there was a ghast-
ly spectacle. The bedrooms were hespat-
tered with blood and brains. 1he muvder-
ers had battered out the children’s brains
and then cut their throats. The little girl
of 5 years of age had evidently wakened
vy, for she wag found in her cot with her
arms outstretched as tho appealing for
mercy. The watchdog was killed with a
bludgeon. Briere, when he was attacked
by the two murderers, shouted for celp
during his struggle, but the nearest neigh-
por was stone deaf, and did nol heayr his
cries. The gendarmes are scouring the
country for the murderers.

Immense Gathering in the Metre-
politan Church to Witness
" the Ceremony.

WORK OF ARTIST J. W. L. FORSTER.

Owned by Any Organizatiom
in the World.

FACTS RE RAILWAYS.

Dominion Statistician Johnson
Finds That More Persons Are
Using Such Locomotion.
Ottawa, April 22.—(Special.)—From re-
turns received from the 35 electric rail-
ways of Canada, Mr. George Johnson, the
Dominion statistician, makes up the follow-

ing statement : ‘At the end of December,

1900, the number of miles of electric rail-
way in Canada increased to 681, or
49 miles over the number in 1899.

“The 35 electric railways in Canada’ car-
ried 118,129,862 passengers in 1900, an in-
crease of 14,097,203. This is equal to carry-
ing every man, woman and child in the
country 21 times.

“The car mileage run was 30,924,355 miles,
an increase of 1,277,508 miles over 1899.

“The mileage run and the passengers car-
ried show that for each mile run the elec-
tries carried 3.8 passengers, against 3.5
in 1899.

“The amount of paid-up capital invested
in electrics on Dec. 31, 1900, was $20,633,-
000, and the bonded debt was $12,619,422.

“Phe number of cars in active serylce In
1900 was 1642, an increase of 98 over the
previous year. The employes numbered
4493, showing an increase of 164 over 1809,

“The total receipts for the year were
$5,422,540, and the expenses $3,268,001.

“The steam railways carried 17,122,193
passengers in 1900. BSo that the total pass-
engers transported by rail was 135,252,055.
Between them, the steam and electric rall-
ways carried the whole population of Can-
ada 25 times in/the year, and the propov-
tion was a little over 87 by electric and a

The people of Canada will be glad to
fearn that the Sydney iron furhaces are
turning out a first-class quality of fron,
and that it is finding a ready and profit-
able sale for its product, not only within
the Dominion, but abroad as well, Sixty
foundries thruout Canada have glven oOr-
ders for the iron, and their reports as 0
its quality have been eminently satisfac-
tory.

In answer to a press correspondent, Mr.
Whitney, president of the company, said
he had read Mr. James Ross’ statement
regarding the export of pig iron to BEng-
1and, and had great pleasure i ccnfirming
all that geatleman had sald. By Angust
he thought they would be turning ont 1000
tons a day, as their second furnace wonld
be completed quite soon, and, in fact, 1500
tons daily was the amount they were eal-
cvlating on sooner or later. Mr. Whitney
¢urther stated that all the material for
the construction of the steel rail mill had
already been received on the ground at
Sydney, and ‘operations would be carried
on with all possible energy during the sum-
mer, and he belleved, in fact, that by néxt
October steel rails would be produced at
Sydney. Like Mr. Ross, he had ne ap-
prehension as to the quality and to the
menner they would be received in the mar-
kets of the world.

The coal industry at Sydncy apoears 10
be in an equally flourishing condition. The
company 6ver which Mr. Whitney presides
has practically all the business it camn
attend to. It is turning eut about 12,000
tons of coal a day, which means an annual
output of 8,756,000 tons.

PROTECTION GETS A FOOTHOLD.
“While the Chancellor of the Exchequer

denied that he was imposing a new duty
on sugar for protective purposes, the fact
is, nevertheless, that a duty -of one cent

pound has been imposed on refined
and that

per
sugar entering Great Britain,
duty is sufficlently protective to cause the
Greenock refineries, which have been long
abandoned, to start their fires again and
give employment to thousands of British
workmen. While the Government ostensib-
ly repudiates protection, it has admitted
the thin end of the wedge, and the cleft
is sure to hecome wider and deeper. If the
sugar duty is effective in reopening the
British refineries, the demand for an ex-
tension of the policy will increase in every
direction. The iron and steel producers
will demand similar protection against
their United States competitors, who are
pushing them so closely. And in virtue of
what the Government has done for the
sugar refiners, we do not see how the
demand of the steel manufacturers can be
refused. This is the view taken by The
New York Press, the ultra-protectionist
paper of the United States: ‘‘Protection
for all or protection for none,’” says The
Press, ‘“Is the invidlablé “rule which the
United States, the greatest of mnational
authorities on the modern workings of the
protective system, has found to be its un-
derlying principle. If the great steel
‘trust’ Is to have protection on its vast
output, the little trinket shop and jewelry
factory must have protection on its diminu-
This Is axlomatic with us.
It must become as well the ruling prin-
ciple with the British as rapidly as the
guffering Industries of the islands behold
eand envy thé benefits to the sugar trade
of the restoration of the Lome  market
granted by this budget.”

TO SHARPEN WITS.

English Educational Reformers
Propose a System of Tours for
School' Children.

London,. April 22.—Intellectual Inertia
will disappear from among England's
school children, if certain reformers, now

active, bring about the successful appli-
cation of their ideas. These persons start
with the proposition that English school
children do not think, and from this argue
a lower intelligence for the coming men
and women. They would avert this re-
sult by taking children about the country
on toflrs for sightseeing and investigation
calculated®to stimulate the mind. .

This idea comes from Germany, where
teachers regularly take their pupils on

and camping by the way. It has been
tried in Buckinghamshire, with results
which the experimenters have reported
to the National Bducational Department.
From three schools 20 children were se-
lected to make a journex among industrial
establishemnts and scenes of historical in-
terest. Each was subsequently required
to write what he or she saw, prizes beiﬂgi
given for these stories. It is said that
there were developed in some cases ro-
imarkable powers of observation where
they were not before suspected. This has
excited the hopes of educational authori-
ties of evolving a schemg to give all pu-
pils opportunities of this kind.

Danger and Suffering

Avoided by Using

LS EN
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Members of the Ducal House of Marl-
borough Become Estranged and
Then Reconciled.

FATHER-IN-LAWVANDERBILTSNUBBED

An Ipteresting Story From London
and Paris That Relates a
Happy Ending.

London, April 22.—Rumors of the
estrangement of the Duke and Duchess of
Marlborough have been rife for some time,
and now comes the report of a reconcilia-
tion.

Many facts suggested an estrangement.
The 'Duke -and Duchess have l}ot been liv-
ing together since Christmas. The Duke

went slone to Syomby Lodge, Leicester-
shire, to shoot. The Duchess went to
Blenhelm Palace, and hunted with the
Heythrop hounds. It was there she was
slightly hurt, but she was not joined by
the Duke. Later the Duchess returned
alone to London, going thence to Paris
for two weeks, still alone. She went alone
to Monte Carlo. The Duke went to Spaln,
and was in Seville alone during Easter.
Both returned to Paris, bpt stayed at dif-
ferent hotels. Even a divorce was hinted
at.
Reconciliation Came.

Now, however, comes thé story of a re-
conciliation. On Sunday the Duke and
Duchess left Paris together for London. A
despatch from Paris says:

The nature of the differences be-
tween them remains a mystery, except
to a few intimates, who decline to di-
vulge any facts, rather showing an in-
clination to deny the whole story of in-
felicity, or to lessen its importance.

It is true, nevertheless, that during
the three weeks that the Duchess has
been here she remained .under her
father's roof, at No. 138 Avenue des
Champs Elysees. The Duke, who was
here when the Vanderbilt family re-
turned from Cannes, left Paris next
day for Spain, without even seeing his
wife or his father-in-law.

When he returned to Paris a week
ago he went, to the astonishment of
the American colony, to live at the
Hotel Bristol, and declined every invi-
tation addressed jointly to himself and
the Duchess.

Met His Wife at the Races,

Two days ago the Duke went to the
Longchamps races, accompanied by a
friend, arriving late. Seeing there his
aunt, Lady Sarah Wilson, his wife and
the Marchioness of Anglesey together,
he went up Into the grand stand and
saluted them. He barely shook hands
with the Duchess, as if she were noth-
ing more to him than the two others,
and stopped with them only a few mo-
ments. . During the whole of his stay
in Paris the Duke never once called
at the Vanderbilt home, and no one
from that house called on him.

Douglass Accommodated His Wife by
Shooting Her-ta Death, Fhen
Tried to Kill Himself.

TOLD POLICEMEN ~ALL- ABOUT IT.

Failed teo Kill Himself, Was Sent
to Hospital and Now is in the
Tombs a Prisoner.

New York, April 22.—On the pight of
April 1 last, Mrs. Alma Douglass was shot
by her hmsband, Alex., in the flat house
at 633 Lexington-avenue, one shot enter-

ing her body and the other' her head, re-|

sulting in her death. This afternoon &
jury, sitting with Coroner Zucca, tixed the
responsibility upon Douglass, who has
been in Flower Hospital since the crime,
owing to an attempt to shoot himself im-

mediately after killing his wife, and he
was sent to the Tombs for confinement.

Subsequent to the shooting, Policeman
Cunningham of the BHast Fifty-First-street
Yolice Station went to Flower Hospital
and had a talk with Douglass. At that
time, so he testified to-day, the man told
him the following story:

“My wife was working in Harlem at the
time, and I was the janitor of the place
on Lexington-avenue, She had come down
to see me, and was lying on the bed cry-
ing. I teld/ her I wanted her to come
back and live with me, but she sald -ve
had not money enough, and we'd better
wait until fall. ‘I can’t wait,’ I answered
her.

“I was walking up and down the room,;

and I told her the best thing was for us
both to die. She said ‘Yes,’ but wanted
to know what we

“phen I took my pistol from the shelf,!

and I said, ‘Good-bye, Alma.’ She 4did
pot answer or move.

The Toronte Board of License Commis-
siopers, composed of W. D. Beardmore
(chairman), D. E. Thomson, K.C., and w.
J. Boland, met yesterday afternoon in the
Temple Building, and considered the appli-
cations for the renmewal of the 150 hotel
and 50 shop licenses. The report of the
inspectors, T. A. Hastlogs, James McCon-
vey and Fred G. Inwood, upon the condi-
tion of the hotels was submitted. The
inspectors reported that they had found
the hotels in a very falr condition.

The list of applicants for hotel licenses

was taken up, aud all were granted with
the exception of the following, which were
allowed conditionally: George Clark, 531
West King-street; George J. Corley, 817
West King-street; Philip Davey,163 Yonge
street; John Holderness, Albion Hotel; F.
K. Hall, 144 West King-street; J. P.
Hynes, 122 East Adelaide-street; Alex.
Leslie, 155 Yonge-street; John Meagher,
110 East Front-street; James E. Melrick,
102 West Queen-street; Andrew Martin,
1303 West Queen-treet;George McFarlane,
384 Bast King-street; John A. Pattillo, o8
Jarvis-street; Joseph Power, King-street
and Spadina-avenue; Hanson Raymond,
855 Wilton-avenue; W. J. Reddan; James
Robinson, 124  Church-street; Richard
Btone, 1227 East Queen-street; William
Sprinks, 13 West Adelaide-street; J. J.
Scanlon, York and Wellington-streets.

Some weeks ago the commissioners pass-
ed a resolution to the effect that all hotel-
keepers who were fined for illegal selilng
during the past year and who are again
convicted this year cannot have their
licenses renewed in 1902.
