 PREDICTION OF A WESTERN BANKER.

Minneapolis Man Presents Interest=
ing Figuares B\Poutbluuu of
Dominion Agriculture,

New York, July 22.—A special to The
Evening Post from Washington says
#Within ten years Western Canadawill
be producing annually 250,000,000 bush
els of wheat.”

This is the prediction of Theodore M.
Knappn of Minneapoliss made in an
address before the State Bankers' Asso-
ciation, and other observers who have
peen lately quoted in these columns
share his views, If this estimate proves
correct, it will constitute one of the
most far-reaching economic movements
of the time, and one destined to have
notable political effects on both sides
of the line.

The prosperity of the United States
always depends in large part upon the
foreign market for our great cereal
products, of which wheat is king.
price is regulated in the markets of
Liverpool, and. as that figure goes up,
prosperity smiles on the great North-
(west, and when it goes down complaint
deepens in the hearts of the people.

The low prices of a decade ago, which
gave birth to the Farmers' Alllance
and People’s party movements, culmi-
nating in their capture of the Demio-
feratic party in 1806, were in no small
degree due to the sudden prominence
attained by Russia and the Argentine
Republic in the food markets of the
world. There had come to be an over
supply of cereals which reacted unfav-
orably upon the United States. Since
‘that time the consuming power of the
world has been steadily increasing, and
new markets, especlally in Asia, have
been opened for our cereals.

New Consumers Found,

New races have learned to eat wheat,
the most aristocratic of grains, and one
which only the richer people have been
gccustomed to afford. High prosperity
in the American home markef, the most

fimportant of all, has ‘supported this up-
ward movement of prices oceasioned by
lincreased demand the world over, until
our western farmers are now in a state
of unprecedented prosperity. But they,
without being alarmists, may properly
ask where this new Canadian wheat is
going to, and what will be its efiect
upon the world’s market in case present
predictions are fulfilled. Tha United
States is to-day exporung abmi 80,/00,-
000 Lushels in the kognd, and Lo sauch
more in the ferm ot flour., Mr. Kuappn’s
250,000,000 bushels of western Canadian
production within a decade would thus
be nearly double the present export of
{the United States.
What It Means for Canada.

The suggestion that the existence of
such a food supply on British territory,
with the cattle raising possibilities of
Australasia, would make the long-dis-
fcussed British Imperial federation
scheme much more feasible than before,
U8 natural. It could seemingly be ac-
complished without a perceptible in-
«arease in the price of foodstuffs to the
English working classes, which has
hitht'l‘!.() been the chief objection to dif-
ferential tariff in favor of the colonies,
as to the return to any general pro-
tective policy. But to the American
wheat raiser of the Northwest the con-
summation of the Imperial customs
umion scheme is not necessary in order
to make the new opening of Western
Canada a serious development. On a
basis of only equal opportunity in Liv-
erpool, as to-day, the Canadians would
still get as much for their wheat as our
own farmers, and their cost of trans-
porting it there would be hardly per
£cptibly greater. It could be shipped in
bond tp Duluth and thence take the
routes of the American wheat, or it
might be exported ithru Port Arthur
on the northern shore of Lake Superior.

! States—with slight -exceptions, land on

| Accordingly, as the land boom waxes
;sm'ong with that advance of prices
| which has created an anti-be trust
‘agitation among the consumers of th¢~
east, the western heneficiaries of this
same upward movement are reaching
jout for more land. The natural in-
creases of population, of course,empha-
! sizes the call, and Canada has just
{been discovered. Amenicans have
|found out that they can raise wheat
{there for the ‘British market just as
profitable as they can here, and so
they are pouring across the line.

Americans Coming im.

! In 1898 fewer than 10,000 Americans
crossed the border, while this year it
is estimated by J. Obed Smith, Do-
minion Immigration Commissioner at
Winnipeg, that out of a total immi-
gration into Western Canada of 50,000,
the United States contributes 30,000.
It has been predicted that we shall
soon be pouring Americans into Can-
ada at the rate of 200,000 a year, as we
have so long been pouring them into

S our Northwest under a similar econfimic

stimulation. A notable Hlustwrtion of
the way the plans of men turg askew
is that when Sir John Magdonald
built the Canadian Pacific Railroad,
partly to prevent the Americanization
of Western Canada, he gave the road
a land grant of about 25,000,000 acres.
This is the very land, thru the com-
pany or its assignees, that the Ameri-
can settlers are now buying: and they
will bring about the Americanization
of Canada, with greater rapidity than
was ever befare thought of.
Capacity of Canadian Fields.

| Last year Manitoba raised as much
wheat as North Dakota, and, with the
three Territories of Alberta, Saskatche-
wan and Assiniboia, produced* 62,000,-
000 bushels. The same section will
produce this year 75,000,000 bushels,
or about the yield of Minnesota. One
Minneapolis jilling company has al-
ready made arrangements to receive
and grind Assiniboia. wheat, in bond,

and is planning to build a great mill |

for the exclusive grinding of Canadian
wheat for the export trade. Manitoba
alone has 2500 miles of railway and
other spur tracks are building., The
Canadian Pacific is active, and the
Canadiary Northern, the mnew .trans-
continental, whose eastern terminus is
at Port Arthur,
from Erwood, 800 miles northwest to
Prince Albert and Edmonton, and thru
the Yellow Head Pass, the lowest of
mountain pathways, and down to the
Pacific. It is also estimated that with-
in three years the whistle of the loco-
motive will be heard on the shores of
Hudson Bay.

Our Northwest wants reciprocity
with this adjoining Canadian courftry.
1t wants the removal of duty of 25
cents a bushel on wheat, which is
senseless, since both countries seil in
the same market, and with this, all
the vexation of having to go to mill
in bond and export in bond, would be
avoided.

To Balance the Scales,

In return, the Northwest would ex-
pect a larger Canpadianj miarket for
its agricultural machinery and other
products. A number of ‘the harvest-
ing machine concerns have already es-
tablished factories in Canads#, but this
may be due to requirements of the

ent law quite as much as to the
ariff itself. Our Northwestern boun-
dary line is purely an artificial bar-
rier; ‘it does not separate races, or in-
stitutions,or civilizations to any notice-
able degree. For years Canadians,like
James J. Hill and S. R. Callaway, have
been coming south of the line to grow
up with us, while Americans are now
going north of it to become subjects
of King Edward. Since conditions of
labor in this new wheat belt will not
differ materially from those in the
United States, it is easy to see how a
vigorous agitation within the Republi-
can party for Canadian reciprocity is
bound to be heard in the near future.

It will become a pclitical question of
the first importance, and if the North-
west rally awakens to an economic ad-
vantage, the tradition of leaving the
tariff alone will probably have to give
way. Meanwhile,/ Americans will be
having a weathér eye out for an op-
portunity to carry out an almost for-

| to interrupt Foreman Scott and an as
| sistant engaged in placing a heavy
iclasp and bolt on the door. In view
[of the fact that the door has been
| secured in the past with an enormous
wooden bar, a two inch iron strip four
|feet long and a modern lock, the ad-
| ditional security provided seemed to be
| suggested more by- the failure of all
these bars to prevent the events which
have developed of late in the basement
than thru any real need of further
locks and bolts.

“You see we desire to make it Im-
possible for any person to pass from
|the inside of ‘the building thru this
door after business houms,” observed
Foreman Sgott to the reporter. “In
the past we have used these bars,
which are placed in sockets from the
inside, and a spring lock, but both of
these securities worked from the in-
|side and would not prevent persons
once inside going out, In future any
person being left in the building after
the doors are locked will find himself
securely imprisoned, for all our win-
dows are heavily barred.”

The reporter suggested that he would
like to be shown thru the building and
ithe places where the two bodies had
been found.

“I really have no objection,” re-
marked Mr- Scott,“but we have already
|been very much annoyed by these in-
!cidents. ‘Then, too, inaccuracies have
{been made in the press reports, which
ihave contributed to our embarrass-
iment. For instance, one of the papers
|quoted the manager as saying he Sus-
pected some person in connection with
some of the incidents. Of ocourse he
denijed it, as it was not true, Of course
we are very much disturbed, all of us
employes are, over the disappearance
of the money Whalley had received in
the aftéernoon as his salary. We are
unable to account in the slightest for
the absence of this money on the body.
In the case of the other man, he was
'supposed to have had a part of his
regular salary on his person when he,
‘died so suddenly, but it was not found
on him.

| Mysterions Factors,

| “These are the most disturbing, and,
/at the same time, mysterious factors
!in the affair, as far as the people who
are employed around the building are
jooncerned. In each case the bodies
'have been discovered in such a way
that the money could not have been
removed by those finding them, even
if they had been so disposed. There-
fore, it is Indisputable that there was
no money on either corpse when dis-
covered.

| “In the case of Whalley, I gave him
|his salary about 1 o’clock in the after-
noon, and that was the last time I
saw him alive. The money was in the
form of two five dollar bills in an en-
{velope. He pushed it Into his pocket-
{I do not believe he left the building
lafter receiving the money. I locked,
lup the front part of the house about
{2 o'clock that afternoon. I always
|locked the front door, and, besides, the
manager, was the only person carrying
|keys to that door. The Esplanade-
street door was almost always fastened
by Whalley, as he was very careful to
go around and see that everything was
in proper shape before - leaving the
'buflding. In fact, I had to call to him
almost invariably when I got ready to
go. He would lock his door and then
pass thru the front door, which I
iwould lock. I recall that Saturday
afternoon I thought it singular when
I called at the head of the stairway
for Whalley that he did not reply. I
then supposed he had gone, as I was
much later than usual in locking up,
say 30 or 40 minutes late, on account
lof the routine work. I am now in-
clined to think the man was dead. In
that event, of course, he died between
the time I handed him his envelope
and the time I called to him that I
'was leaving. If he was out of the
'building after I handed him his money
I have not heard of any one seeing
him. Yet, there was no money on the
body when it was found the following
{afternoon.

“Whalley had been with the flrm

He seemed anxious to impart fany
information that was calculated to cast
light on the affair,

Is the Basement Haunted?

Anothpr employe of eighteen years’
connection remarked with an attempt
at grim humor, that the basement of
the building is haunted, and that the
men did not care to go down there.

Most of the employes are young men,
and all of them have been with the
firm from two to twenty years. Not
the. slightest suspicion attaches to any
employe in connection with the unfortu-
nate circumstances. This is positive.

And yet the circumstances, taken as
a whole, are equally positive as in-
dicating extraordinary familiarity with
the interior of the building and the
stock on the part of the person or
persons connected with the attempt to
blow open the vault on the evening of
May 30. At the same time, there are
80 many circumstances connected with
ithe attempt on the safe, that it looks
more like a joke than any serious effort
to gain an entrance into the strong box.
Certainly it was common knowledge
around the buliding that no funds were
{kept over night in the vault. The dam-
age done by the burglar to the vault
has not been repaired, and shows in
every detail the utmost crudeness. In
fact, one examining the break in the
brick work is instantly forced to the
iconclusion that the work was done by
someone desiring to make it appear that
an effort had been made to blow open
the safe, rather than to really enter
the vaulit.

The vault {s on the street level bullt
§nto the east side of the wall, just south
of the office. The office is in the
front of the building, and large win-
dows from Front-street throw a clear
light into the room. On this night a
gas jet was burning near the vault
door, It was the corner of the vault
which extends toward the office win-
dows that was attacked. To do this
work the culprit would have to pass
around a small petition, which shields
the greater portion of the vault from
the view of the windows, and come in-
to full view of any persons passing along
Front-street. Why the other corner of
the wault,fully screened from the street,
should not have been ‘sélected as the
place of entrance, occurs to the average
mind instantly.

Ax in a Dark Corner.

The corner of the wall was attacked
with an ax. This instrument had been
brought up from the basement below.
1t belonged to the firm, and the man
who was known to have used it last
says the ax was placed in a dark corn-
er, where it would be found at night
with difficulty by a person not familiar
with the premises. With this blade the
brick bad been cut into. The imprint
of the blade remains on the shattered
edge of the masonry. The burglar
did not attempt to dig out the material,
but to chop it out, chopping first from
above and then apparently swinging
the ax from below, about as a wood
chopper would cut into a standing tree.
Any sane man would have known the
vault could not have been opened in
this manner in a thousand years. The
brick wall surrounding the iron safe is
about two feet thick, and this had been
cut into more than half the distance.
Gun cotton from the stock in the top
around the safe. It had been scattered
around the safe. It had been scattred
all the way down stairs to the door
of the basement, where the prowler
passed out of the Esplanade door.

There was no mark on the doors or
windows showing that an entrance was
forced. How did a burglar enter the

1

windows are heavily barred. The knob
had been clumsily knocked from the
safe door. This is a very usual method
of procedure of professionnl crooks
and bank blowers. When the knob is
knocked off, a nail set is then used to
punch the remaining metal which held
the knob out of the way, and into this
is thrust a burglar's tool, known in
crook parlance as “a gopher,” a tin
cylinder with a crooked nose, or tube,
thru which powder or other explosives
are poured. The breaking of this knob
is the only feature to suggest the pres-
ence of a professional crook around the
safe. The other features absolutely pre-
clude such a possibility, The gun cot-
ton is another mysterious feature. Was
jt intended to blow up the building
after the vault had been -blown?
If so, the dangerous explosive would
not have been left in such proximity
to~the safe for fear of a frightful dis-
aster when the charge was ignited.
Agaln, no man would consider for a
moment remaining in the bullding
when the charge necessary to blow the
safe open was fired, for fear the con-
cussion, if not flames, might explode
the great quantity of explosives car-
ried in the firm’s stock.

Under the circumstances it appears
certain that either the crudest sort of
an amateur w&s working around the
safe if he was really there to open it,
or some person placed the evidences
of the work where it could be found.so
that the impression might be left that
an effort had been made to blow the
safe. Theé purpose for such deception
is not obvious.

Would Clear Up Mystery,

‘While it is not ciear that there is
any connection betwecn the man or
men who chopped up this vaul. and
the person or persong who ook frowa
Geen and Whalley their salaries, if in-
deed money was really rakea from
them before or after death, ihe indica-
tions are that the idenri'y of the burg-
lar being established is liable in a
considerable degree 1{io clear up tihe
mystery connected with the more tra-
gic features of the case.

Thus the robbery snd the fire become
indirectly very importaut features in
the investigation.

Little light can  be tlirown on the
| identity of the burglar in apite of the
:fa,ct that the officer who discovered a
{man standing in front of the Esplan-
ade door of the firm with the door
open, and who is supposed to have
been the burglar, talked with the in-
dividual several minutes. He threw
the officer off by saying he was there
to help move some freight from the
office. This was about ten in the even-
{ing. The officer went to the front of
| the store to verify what the man had
|told him. When he returned the man
|had gone. If an effort was really
| being made to blow the safe, the pro-
| babilities are that the man seen by
| the officer was a sentinel for his com-
| pandon who Was in the building blow-
{ing the safe. When the officer disap-
i peared the sentinel would signal his
pal and the two would have esraped.
| The officer says the man he talked
with was cool and collected. For this
reason he completely decelved the offi-
cer.

The fire would not have been in any
way a suspicious circumstance taken
alone. “‘Considered In view of other
developments it becomes a serious
factor. The blaze was discovered in
| some trash in the basement. Tt misht
{have been of spontaneous origin, but
| the fact remains that the basement
| premises are kept clean amd no rub-
bish permitted to remain long enough
there to cause fire in this manner.

He was
not’ known to be suffering with heart
41disease or any other allment that
would have terminated fatally in so
short a time. The very absence of
suspicious circumstances in themselves
caused the body to be buried without
an investigation. The man had re-
celved three dollars within an hour of
| his death, was apparently healthy and
|was not known to have left the build-
ing after pecelving the money. Yet
|the money was gone when the body
| was found sitting on a box in the vault
lln the basement. At that time, even
{ this fact did not elicit any special com-
|ment. It required similar circum-
| stances surrounding the death Satur-
'day of Whalley to provoke a careful
investigation. Now it develops that
{both men died mabout the same time of
|the afternoon, each was apparently
’healthy before death, each died in the
|

basement and from the body of each
| money known to have been in his pos-
| session. but a few minutes before death
was not to be found when the body
was discovered. These are the facts
which disturb the authorities and all
those interested in the case. ‘While
Whalley’s body was found in the
partially petitioned room in the rear
of the basement with his head close
to the window, Geen’s remains were in
the front end of the basement, lean-
ing back into the wvault.

The chamber of horrors extends from
Front-street to the Esplanade, and is
about 50 feet wide. At Front-street
there are two small windows heavily
barred. A very dim light penetrates
the big room below from this source.
In the rear is a large double door, with
a heavily barred window on each side.
Light from this end is shaded by the
way the door {s built into the base-
ment, and th¢ stock is piled around in
such a manner as to make a room
about 10x10 to each side of the door-
way. It was in one of these that the
rchildren of George Whalley looked Sun-
day afternoon and were horrified to
see the dead body of their father lying
on the floor.

Into this room, so Foreman Scott
says, Whalley frequently went to make
np his reports, and it was here that he
left his apron when quitting work. So,
if he was the victim of a natural death,
he would have been in this very space
a few minutes after receiving his pay,

leave the building. If such were the
case, however, where did his envelope,
with $10 in it, go? is the natural query
which suggests itself, g

The skylight of the building is barred.
It would be impossible to get into this
building without breaking locks or bars.
‘A thief might sneak in during busi-
ness hours and attack the safe later,
but it is common knowledge that bank
blowers don’t operate in this manner.

The Coroner Interviewed.

The coroner was asked last night
what 'progress had been made in the
Anvestigation.

. “I can't say anything at present.”

“Does the examination thus far con-
vince you or indicate that a crime has
been committed?”

“It would be entirely improper for
me to answer that question, but I will
say that the investigation will be
{horo.”

“Is there any similarity in Whalley’s
death and Geen's, such as will cause
you to look further into the latter’s
demise?”

“I don’t think so, but I did not
handle the other case and can’'t say.
In any event, I have not authorized
any investigation into the death of
Geen, nor an examination of his re-
mains. Further I cannot say.”

It is inconceivable that a murder
would be deliberately committed for
the small amount known to be received
by these two men in the shape of
wages, yet there have been cases of
this kind. If the men were murdered,
what subtle means was used to take
their life? is a query that must be
answered. The motive for the crime is
not clear, tho ariminal history is full
of such events, in which the apparent
motive is léss clear than in this case,
From the present situation it is unlikely
that any especial suspicion is enter-
tained by the authorities in connection
with the crime.

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BRITAIN'S HOPE OF ESCAPE

Defeat the American Ship Combine
By Subsidizing a Cana-
dian Line.

SHOULD HAVE 22-KNOT STEAMERS

Testimony of Senaftor Drummond

Before the House of Commons
Committee.

London, July 22,—The
Commons Cominittee, appointed to en-
quire into the question of steamship
subsidies, was in session to-day and
examined Senator G. A. Drummond of
Montreal. Mr. Drummond said that
he had arrived at the conclusion, from
recent dgyelopments of American ship-
ping comfbines, that the land line prac-
tically controlled the situations and
that the ocean lines were merely ad-
juncts., At first sight it would appear
that the purchase of a number of old
British steamers by the American
combination could be remedied by
building new boats. But he believed
that, if this was done by a new or-
ganization, it could be made unprofit-
abie by the Americans, who, by means
of thru bills of landing from the pro-
ducing centres, could control freignts
as well as a considerable portion of
the passenger traffic.

He believed that the only hope of
escape from the control of the Ameri-
can shipping combine lay thru Can-
ada. Therefore, he advocated a speedy
up-to-date service of twenty-two knnt
steamers betwes Great Britain and
Halifax, instead of New York. Such
a line ought to be subsidized to the
extent of £300,000 ($1,500,000) to £400,-
000 ($2,000,000), yearly for ten years,
half payable by Great Britain and
half by Canada. Thereafter, he he-
lieved, if judiciously managed, the line
would be self-supporting. It would
be advantageous to both countries to

cement the trade between Canada and
Great Britain.

LORD BERESFORD’S SUGGESTION,

London, July 22.—The conference of
the colonial Premiers to-day discusssd
ship subsidies from the double stand-
point of the economical carriage of
goods, amd combatting the subsidy
policy of foreign governments. Nota-
ing of a definite character, however,
was accomplished.

Rear Admiral Lord Charles Beres-
ford told the committee that he did not
favor fostering trade by means of
bounties. He objected to subsidies,but
attached the greatest importance 10
Great Britain owning a mercantile
marine containing vessels of great
speed and favored postal subventioas
for the encouragement thereof.

Lord Beresford suggested that the
government build 24 knot liners, and
allow the compdnies to work them, rhe
government sharing in the profits,

CARDINAL LEDOCHOWSKI DEAD

Cply Two Cardinals Appointed By
Piuns IX Survive.

Rome, July 22.—Cardinal Ledochow-
ski, Prefect of the Congregation of the
Propaganda of the Roman Church,
died this morning, after a long illness.
" Cardinal- Ledochowski was born at

Cork, Oct. 29, 1822, and was a descend-
ant of an illustrous Polish family.

The Pope, on learning of Cardinal
Ledochowski’'s death, was greatly dis-
tressed, and exclaimed: “A valiant
fighter for the church and religion has
gone. His memory be blessed.” The
Pontiff then knelt and prayed for the
repose of the cardinal’s soul,

With Cardinal Ledochowski’'s death
Cardinals San Stefano and Parocchi
are the only surviving cardinals creat-
ed by Pope Pius IX.

Cardinal Ledochowski was out driv-
ing as usual yesterday evening. When
his valet ‘entered his room at 9 o’clock
this morning the cardinal had a sud-
den paralytic stroke, and succumbed.

Vannutelli (Bishop of Palestrina and
Arch Priest of the Liberian Basilica),
will probably be appointed Prefect of
the Congregation of the Propaganda,
in succession to.Cardinal Ledochowski:

LADRONE LEADERS LOOSE.

Broke Thru the Cordon of the Yan-
kee Constabulary.

Manila, July 22, —Montallon and Feli-
zardo, the Ladrone chiefs, have broken
thru the constabulary cordon in Ca-
vite Province and have escaped to the
mountains. A number of Ladrones
were killed in earlier attempts to force
|the cordon.

As cabled to the Associated Press
|1?'mm Manila, July 17, an extensive
jdrive, with the object of capturing the
|Ladrone chiefs, Montallon and Feli-
zardo, and 50 of their followers, was
organized in Cayvite Province. Twelve
hundred constabulary, commanded by
Captain Baker, moved last Thursday
at daylight, forming a complete angle-
shaped  cordon, covering 60 .square
miles. Patrol launches guarded the
rivers, and it was expected to close
the cordon last Saturday. The entire
inale populations of the towns and
farms were to be included in the con-
centration movement. When complete
the I.adrones were to have been ar-
rested and the others were. to have
been released. . i b
| The cordon encompassed the leaders
and many of their followers. The lat-
ter, when trapped, made a series of
|breaks to escape. The oconstabulary
withstood the first attacks, killing 14
and tapturing 15 men. The Ladrones
finally massed together, under cover
of the darkness, and forced their way
thru a weak spot in the cordon, near
Dasarmas, killing one and wounding
one of the constabulary. The latter
captured the papers and effects of the
leaders, and destroyed quantities of
.supplies.

J. G. Beaty, 21 Melinda-street, received
the following from MciIntyre & Marshall,
at the close of the market to-day :

Wheat has been strong to-day after an
easy opening, on cables, good weather and
large receipts. Buying was general and
there was not much for sale at any time.
Strength was due to prospects of rain in
wheat belt, smaller estimated receipts s nd
oor grade of new wheat. coming in. Both
{ansas and St. Loujs report a small per-
centage of grain. Trade was good, and
the Southwest reported buring dn thls mar-
ket. The close was very firm and around
top for the day. There was not much jm-
portance in cash wheat.

Corn has shown strength to-day, mainly

| in sympathy with wheat, and on small es-

timated recelpts—only 90 cars for to-mor-
row. There was nothing sensational to
the market, and the opening was a little
lower on large receipts and good weather,
but absence of selling pressure and a fair
demand started price upward, and strength
of wheat helped the market along. The
close was very steady.

Oats started weak on ificreased recejpis
and good weather, but later turned strong
and advanced easjly with wheat and corn.
There was but little doing in July. A few
offerings caused a decline. There appeared
to be no demand for this tmonth. Buying
was good, but trade not on a large gcale.
The market closed steady in sympathy
with other grains. Predictions for rain
caused a little late buying.

Provisions—There was consjderable out-
side liquidation in provisions to-day, and
the market started very weak. Local longs
came in with some good selling and heiped
decline along. Brokers bought jn sufficient
quantities to check it, but not enough to
cause a recovery of the logs. Matket
closed weak ut the decline. Hogs were
weak, 5c to 10c lower. i

A. J. Wright & Co. had the following
from Chicago at the ciose of the market
to-day .:

Wheat opened weak on weak cables, 1ib-
eral receipts and favorable weather map.
It was thought Armour bought Septegher
liberally thru brokers. This started short
covering and caused quick advance. Cur-
rent needs and statistics were bearish. Re-
ceipts in primary markets were nearly
800,000 greater than a year ago. Cash de-
mand poor. Local traders bought thru
fear of manjpulation of the September fu-
ture. Close is quite strong. ILegitimately
wheat looks like a sale.
