Instead it was
set only 30 inches deep and had pulled
out, causing the wire to give way.
He told that the woman who was sup-
posed to slide down an Inclined wire
supported only by her teeth was really
taking no chances in that regard as
she was also supported about the neck
by an appllance which made it im-
passible for her to fall from the wire.
She had been doing the act for nine
yéars without mishap, and had met her
death as the result of the only pos-
sible accident to her appliances.’

Dr. T. D. Archibald, her physician,
said that the woman's sping was both
fractured and . dislocated, and it was
from this that she dled. He saill that
no operation had been performed at the
hospital, but that-she had received
every attention and that an operation
could not have saved her life,

The inquest was opened at A, W.

T0 NSPEGTORAL BOARD

Claimed to Be First Step to Bring;
Public and High Schools
Under Direct Control,

.

Dr. L. E. Embree, principal of Jari’
vis-street ' Collegiate . Institute, was
yesterday appointed by the manage-
ment committee of the board of edu--
cation in special session third inspector
of public/ sthools. That this appoint-
ment. is merely a stepping stone to=
wards unifying the public and high
schools of - the city under direct super-
vision and control of the board of edu-
cation was the outspoken opinion of
Trustee Rawlinson at subsequent meet-
ing ¢f the finahce committee, and he
insisted upon recording his. name in
opposition to the appointment, as he
thought it was taking an unfair advan-
tage of the separate school trustees,
both of whom were against a local in-
spection of the high schools.

Mr. Rawlinson was heartily in accord
with the appointment of a third pub-
lic school ‘ingpector, but would “kick
his shées off’” before he would stand for
Dr. Embree getting the job, because
he could see’ what was behind the
move,

When - the recommendation for a
third inspector first came up it was
entered upon the order papers under
“high school matters,” with the object
of having one of an inspectoral board
of three take charge of the senior work
in the public schools and the high
school work as well; but a snag was
struck when somebody raise the pro-
test that the board had no power from
the legislature to interfere in the in-
spection of high schools.

The matter was referred back to the
committee and the motion was return-
ed again to the board; only this time
under public school business.

Trustee Levee’ said it-was not just
that the separate school members, who
were not elected by the people, should
have a voice in the appointment of an
inspector. It was well enough that
they should have a say in defining an
Mspectoral board’s duties after the ap-
pointment. was made, N\

"“Dr. Embree is a high school man,”
Trustee Rawlinson expostulated, ‘“‘and
I don’t think it proper to put him into
public school work. You couldn’t beat
us In putting in as inspector of high
schools the first time and you are just
taking this way of doing 4t now.”

The clause which recowmends the
establishment of an inspectoral board
of three also says that Chief Inspector
Hughes bé chairman. Mr. Rawlinson
drew attention to the fact that Mr.
| Hughes had not the qualifications of a
high school inspectoq, but he could see
that the agitators were figuring to get
around- this by placing a man under
him who was qualified.

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! No MORE BARGAINS WITH THE
TORONTO RAILWAY,

. The Globe is out with a suggestion
that the city ought to get some kind
6f special agreement with the To-,
¥onto Railway Co., providing for the
4xtension of the present street railway
Une to the districts recently added or
§bout to he wudded to the ecity, and
also providing for' the entrance of
the radial lines. The Globe further
§uggests that the agreement be for
fbe balance of the term of the fran-
€hise, namely, 12 years, and that the
.8ity construct the extensions, the com-
faany paying a rental on them, and
that they all lapse at the expiration of
the franchise in 1921, Controller Spence
also suggests a new deal.

« Hints in this direction have been
faming frequeml_y of late, and the
‘time has arrived when the city must
}ake a stand in regard to them. In
\}hf: first place, it ought to be pointed
out that the Toronto Railway is op-
ﬁosed to'its own allies, the radial lines,
toming into the city over its tracks:
in the next breath it shouts that the
radials cannat get into the city because
of the action of the city; whereas, as
matter of fact, it is the Toronto Rail-
way C»o. itself which prevents the
radials from coming’in, ‘and Insists
that if they do gome in, then only on
terms agreeable to itself. - Behind all
this is. the fact that the terms agree-
able to itself mean some kind of re-
arrangement of the street car franchise
and probably its extension. ;

The Woxld’s advice to the city and
to its citizens is—have nothing to do
with such a proposal.

The first thing for the ¢ity to’ do
is to recover the franchise, and ask

* the legislature for power to take it
over on a valuation, or for the au-
thorities to issue guaranteed bonds in
exchange for-the shares of the com-
pany. W take it that the legislature
is bound to give the city the right to
expropriate or to take over the stock,
or at least to give the city the right
to buy these railway shares as they
ceme upon the market. The legislature
has already given cities the right to
take over electric light plants, and
the day has come, In view of what
has taken place In 'other cities, In
view of the underlying doectrine of the
New York Siate railway commission,
that a franchise is worth what has
been expended on it, and no more,-
that our street railways be similarly
Valued, and that m icipalities be em-

nowered to take fthem over at any

pacity.

WHAT WILL HE DO ABOUT IT?

A despatch from Ottawa states that
the railway commission has refused to
make an order directing the Grand
Trunk Railway Company to - furnish
Brampton and Toron'to with a suburban
service (and commutation rate) simi-
lar to that which obtd§ns between Oak-
ville and Toronto. The application for
this order was made by F."W. Wegen-
ast, who resides in Brampton but
spends hls business day in Toronto.

It was. suggested at the hearing by
Chief Commissioner Mabee, that the
charge of discrimination could be-
‘avoided by discontinuing the‘suburban
service to Oakville. Certainly it the
board has not power to compel the
G.T.R. to establish 4 suburban service
between Toronto and Brampton, it has
the power to stop the present suburban
service between Toronto and Oakville,
by an order forbidding the G.T.R. to
discrimihate between Oakville ‘and
Brampton. This order should be madn
—the Railway Aet requifes it—and the
board should go further in the same
direction if justice is to be done On-
tario. C .

Neither the G.T.R. nor the C.P.R. is
entitled to maintain a complete up-to-
date suburban service out of Mont+
real and to refuse a similar service to
Toronto. Toronto prefers to share
good service with Montreal, but she
will not submit to the present unfair
conditions. Why should Montreal and
Quebec ' be well served, and Ontario ne-
glected?. There is no legal reason or
justification. The' conditions exist be-
cause these railway corporations are
officered from the Province of Quebec.
Either Ontario musf have better ser-
vice or Montreal and Quebec must get
along with what Ontario and Toronto
have to put up with. Equality in treat-
ment is the corner-stone of the Rail-
way Act. !

For how long, may it be asked, is
Ontario to flgure as the “bound boy:
at a husking?” The railways spend
the money they get from this province
in betterments and improved service
for Quebec and ' the Northwest, and
starve their service in Ontario, They
rival, in their treatment of this pro-
vince, the abuses of the absentee-land-
lord system of Europe.

The Dominion Goverament disavows
any responsibility for the enforcement
of .federal legislation, What is the
duty of our provincial government?

Mr. Wegenast is not “eating crow,”
as some corporation satellites suggesl-
ed that he would have to do. He has
performed a public service and ig en-
titled to the thanks of the community.
But is it right that violation of the
Railway Act should only be brought to
the attention of the railway commission
and of the courts by private persons
glving. up their time and incurring
Personal expense and inconvenience?
It s strange that when the Province
of Ontarlo is discriminated against,
the province itself Ydoes not move
in the matter, . v

Does Sir James P. Whitney realizé
that the C.P.R. and the G.T.R. refusé
Ontario the suburban service they
freely furnish Quebec? The World
calls his attention to this discrimina-
tion, which is patent, glaring, defiant
and malicious. ‘

We have a big, brave man as pre-
mier of Ontario.

GENSUS RETURNS BEADY

Speclg.l Auditors Barber and Vigeon
have notified the mayor that they can-
not give the detailed statenrent of their
account, asked for by the eity soun-
cil.

Editor World: An experience I had
yesterday is ‘but, one of many of a
similar character that are of daily oc-
currence in this city, and it is owing to
yuch incidents that the automobile is

In the forenoon I was riding in the
Queén’s Park, along the west crescent.
As I approached that part of the road
near the northwest corner of the par-
liament buildings, where it broadens
out into a large open space, a large mo-
tor-car with four or five people in it
came from the north and turneq into
the road on which I was. !

I was on my own side, close to the
grass, and the car was going so rapid-
ly—I do not know how many miles an
hour, but much beyond the legal limit

CANON WELCH DEFINES
SPHERE OF THE GHURGH

TeiI’s Labor Men to Look to Par-
“liament-for Economic  °
Remedies.

\ .

Rev.Canon Welch told representatives
of organized labor at the Church and
Tabor conference last night that the
responsibility for wrong economic con-
ditions rested on the working men
tnemselves, as they had the power in
their own nands thru the ballot,

The conference was heid at the Labor
Temple. James :Simpson presided.
Canon WelcH was the only minister
present. "About 3V trades unonists at-
tended.

Chairman Simpson said that a month
ago the conference had to be adjourn-
ed. because the ministers were present
in fofce, but there were then tew re-
presentatives of labor. Discussing the
velationship of the church to lapor, he
sdaid that the present untortunate eco-
nomic conditions showed that some re-
adjustiffient was necessary. As _hrist
was- a leader in social. reform teach-
ings, it was now the duty of the min-
isters of the gospel to study economic
questions and to fearlessiy point out
the remedies. 7

J. Bruce, president of the Allied Build~
ing Trades, said that his experience,
especially in South - Africa, was that
the churches were not sutficlently in
sympathy with labor.* The preacners,
he said, preached in favor of the Op-
pressors. G

Canon Weleh Speaks.

Canon Welch sald that it was a novel
position for him to be preached to in-
stead of doing the preaching. He would
like to know how. many ot those pre-

| sent attend church regularly,

About half of them held up
hands. ° The canon sald he
never preached and had never
heéard a : sermon in favor  Of
the oppression of labor. He had never
preacned the gospel of contentment
with present social conditions. He was
entirely at one with the speakers in
his belief that economic conaiiions were
to a large extent difterent from what
they should be. He was not quite clear
that it was his duty to preach any one
particular form of reform, such 'as
socialism. He had been for many years
a member of the Christian Soeial Union
and attended many practical debates.
He believed in the principle of the
equality of opportunity, and also of the
right of every man to something better
than ' the mere ‘grinding right to ex-
istence.

He was a strong teetotaller, and
spoke strongly at times against the
liquor trade, but this made no &iffer-
ence between himself and members of
the congregation who were engaged.in
that business. Members of his profes-
sion were, he believed, fairly inde-
pendent_ in their utterances,

Canon Welch also considered that it
was. a little unreasonable to expect
preachers to advocate detalled social

their
had

‘changes when the ultimate duty of a

minister is within the spiritual sphere.
Political economists, it should not be
forgotten, also differ as to the solution
of  social " problems. He had often
pointed, out that it was totally wrong
for extremie luxury -angd extreme pov-
erty to exist side by side,

It was very important to remember
that the political power was in the
hands of labor, altho the’church and
politics are intimately connécted. Ico-
nomic wronks must be righted In par-
liament, and it rested with those who
had the power in their hands, for, he
did not believe that the power of money
could ultimately override the wishes
of the great bulk of the people. The
duty of the church was to elevate the
spiritual in the lives of men,
