London, Sept. 11.—Heavy fighting of
a local nature has occurred between
the British and the Germans on the
Somme fromt, the Bx;m;h capturing a
German trench mearly a quarter of a
mile in extent. There were artillery
duels in the neighborhood of Ypres
also, according to the, official report
from British headquarters in Framce
tonight. The text reads:

“Ag @ result of local fighting in the
neighborhood of Villeret, reported this
morning, the Northumberiand troops
engaged extended their gains south-
wards a further four hundred yards,
occupying a German txjench. Severail
prisoners were taken by us; our cas-
ualties were light.

“This morning the enemy attacked
our mew positions, advancing in close
formation, but was driven off by our
fire. Later in the day two bombing
attacks were made by the enemy from
the south against our rigit flank, but
were also repulsed, our iroops con-
solidating the captured trencihes.

“Artillery activity continues on both
sides im the Ypres sector. The en-

Washington Believes Complege Ascendancy of
Fither Korniloff or Kerensky Would Mean
Salvation of Country.

‘Washingeon, Sept. 11, — Whether
Russia faces anarchy and a reign of
terror as the fruit of General Korni-

loff’s -revolt against Premier Keren-
sky's provisional government depends
largely, in the opinion of officials and
diplomats here, upon the speed with
which the situation develops.

If .the deposed commander-in-chief,
now reported marching on Petmgrad‘
with troops personally Joyal to him, |
makes a spectacular show of strength
within the next few days, it gs be-
lieved strong political nfluences mNow
secretly wavering in & fance to the
government may swing over, give him
a preponderance of authority, and pave
the way for a powerful dictatorship.

If Premier Kerensky, on the other
hand, is able to hold fast to the sup-
port of enough of the various politi-
cal groups on whose attitude the al-
legiance of the army largely depends
he may crush the revolt quickly;cadopt
some of the strict disciplinary rules
advocated by the Korniloff element,
and weld the democratic forces into a
stronger instrument to fight Germany-

The complete ascendency of either
Kerensky or Korniloff would satisfy |

Another situation which may ren-
der difficult Korniloff's attempt to
march on Petrograd and seize Rus-
gia’s ru'e by force is that the armies
have become so democratized they
can easily conduct negotiations
without recourse to their command-
ers, and they 'may refuse to fire upon
their brothers in arms when the
time comes of meeting of troops
representing the opposing elements.

Opinion here is divided as to whe-
ther a passage of the crisis will lead
to united and strngthened Russia.

THE I?AY’S EVENTS REVIEWED \

P REMIER KERENSKY of Rilssia, in a statement issued last night,

acknowledges that the situation arising out of the dispute between

General Korniloff and the provisional government, is more serious
than at firgt thought. The cabinet has been in session almost constantly
and has devised measures to counteract.the secession of the army leaders.
The premier expresses the usual confidence that he and the government will
prevail. It is patent, however, that if he admitted approaching failure, a
great section of his supporters would desert him and go over to the other
slde. The aim of General Korniloff, so far, appears merely to set up a

new and stronger government, with' a mandate for energetic measures for

restoring the efficiency of the army. This must be done to enable Russia
to give the allies in the west strong support in their projected general
offensive,

* * L ] * L o

The news until the present on the Russian situation, coming as it does

from the capital, gives the more favorable side for the government. The
extreme radicals, soclalists and ,anarchists support the administration,
while the Constitutional Democrats are wavering in their allegiance. The
ministry has hithegto shown a proneness to inaction and an inclination to
pile manifesto on manifesto. Xorniloff appears to have stolen a ‘march
on the government when ‘he garrisoned Petrograd partly with his own
adherents among the soldiers. To close observers of the Russian situa-
tion it has been long clear that the country might have to submit to a
military dictatorship. Korniloff, being a great soldier, would hardly cast
the die before assuring himself of success.

The Russian generals, who did much to exposge the evils of the old
regime and their starvation of the army and its munitionment, have shown
the greatest of patience towards the provisional government and its
tampering with the efficiency of the soldiery, creating even worse con-
ditions in the temper of the troops than under the autocracy. They had
the harrowing experience of seeing the results of a whole year’s campaign
thrown away in Galicia, thru mo fault of their own, Worse even than
that, the provisional govérnwent has learned little from experience, but

The provisional government
threatens®to call out the railway employes in general strike, but Korniloff
has been negotiating with them with the object of remedying their just
grievances, and he may have won them over to his side. The 'military, be-
sides, can take possession of the railway stations and compel the railway
employes to continue their work. Before the government became aware
of his intentions he seems to have made all his preparations for a coup, for
his troops began to approach Petrograd almost simultaneously with the
news of his great decision.

at Toronto.

Considerable dissatisfaction was ex-
pressed regarding the figures given
by Mr. Harrington, The 'chairman
stated that the middlemen’s charges
should be struck out by the govern-
me; and a price definitely fixed.

The regular monthly meeting of the
York Pioneers’ Society, held yester-
day afternoon in the Normal School
theatre, heard from 'W. Houston,
MA. a brief address on “The Ger-
man Kaiser” In' the course of his
treatment of his ‘heme the. lecturer
discussed the erapeyor s under: the
four heads: who the kaiser is; what

the kaliser is, how the kaiser came To
be what he isy and what is likely_ to
become of the kaiser after this war
Mr. Houston, after calling attention
to his relationship to other royal fam-
ililes than his owmn, and especially to
the British reigning house, developed
briefly. the view that his ideals ana
his modes of realizing them- are best
e¢xplained by the assumption that he
is what experts on mental conditions
call a “paranoiac”: one who starts in
jife with a tendency to what is pop-
ularly called “bighead,” and becomes
raore and more aberrant with in-
creasing age, and more intense devo-
tion to great projects, some of which
are really beneficent and markedly
successful.

William II. is to be credited with
much of the economic improvement
of tke German nation, of the building
up of a merchant marine, and of the
creation of a powerful navy. In
undertaking this war he regarded
himself as a ruler by divine right,
with a benevclent mission to impose
German culture on the people of
other than German nationalities, even
if force must. be emmwloyed for their
good. In his paranoiac condition he
has become unable to distinguish
right from Wwrong. is non-moral, and
is essentially -humane in motive.

Mr. Houston’s, opinion i1s that when
the crash comes, with the utter fail-
ure of his. projects, his diseaze will
make more .rapid progress, until the
man in him becomes extinct, and
only the animal survives. Then will
ypeedily follow a merciful death.

It has struck me  that
you might perhaps think it advisable
to draw the attention of the Ontario
English press to these achievements,
and in that case I know of no one
wl;f could do 1t so effectively as your-
self, :

“The story of these bhattiles in the
air, in the course of which Capt. Le-
Royer shot down the hines malkes
very good reading matter. Ie was
patrolling one day when he and his
pilots saw these German machines at-
tacking one of ours. They engaged
these three- mathines, chasing one
away, and shortly d@fterwards another
one crashed down to earth in flames.
In a few minutes, however. they wcre
attacked by four other German ma-
chines. Two of these machines were
engaged iminediately, but they had
bardly been in action a few minutes
when  their forwand gun became
biocked. The pilot then took a side
slide, thus losing in height, -so as to,
allow the captain the use of the hack
gun, and shortly afterwarnds one of the
enemy planes was seen In distress.
Two of the enemy’'s planes were then
tlying about, looking for an opening to
dive on LeRoyer's machine, The pilot
then manoeuvred a sgcond time so-us
to allow LeRoyer’s use of the back gun
and shortly afterwards another plane
was shot down. The battle finished a
few minutes /la.ter when the second
enemy fell down hors de combat.

Another French Aviator,

lucky as LeRoyer. Other officers who
bave joined the flying corps are l.ieut.

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Women and the Franchise Bill

Mrs. L. A. Hamilton’s letter on the
extension of the franchise to woamen
is a noble exposition of a spirit which
should more widely prevail, It exem-
rlifies the ideal condition, “when none
were for the party, but all Were for
the state.” It promises, too, the in-
troduction of finer and higher con-
ceptions of political duty and re-
sponsibility from the introduction of
women's thought and influence into
the realm of practical politice.

Mrs. Hamilton recognizes or behalf
of omganized suffrage opinion the dif-
ticulties that arise in a war-time
alectinn from extonding the suffrage
to voters of enmemy extraction. If
they were Jlike auy other enemies,
honmorable and chivalrous, like the
Paynim. knights of old, the. problem
would not have been raised. But
there is nothing of the nature of
owvu}w in the Prussian theory of
things. The meanness of their so-
called “frightfulness’’ is its leading
characteristic. It is not ' possible to
deal with essentially mean people in
the same way as respectable and re-
liable persons may bé treatéd.

This is all present in Mrs. Hamil-
tor's mind. and she cites the not in-
freguent cések of Canadian soldlers
finding ambng théir prisoners natur-
alized Germans, who had become citi-
wens of Canada, and who went back
to fight against thelr solemn oath
when war Wwas declared. From the
kaigser down to the ldst naturalized
German eitizen in Canada there.is no
guarantee that a° “scrap of paper”’
will be treated with any respect. In
such a situation there is only ane
cotirse poseible. The franchise pill
is an antidote to the social poison of
the enemy. Mrs. Hamilton recognizes
that antidotes may cause inconven-
ience and even suffering; but they
are less dangerous than poison. Those
who. are loyal to Canada will make no
objection to tho administering of an
antidotea.

With the establishment of a world-
wide democracy, which is now the
avowed object of the war, to be real-
ized when peace is once more achieved,
there will come the full reward of the
{nithful women of the nation in their
comyplete enfranchisement. Mrs, Ham-
ilton pldces their present resignation
to the terms of the franchise bill on
the high plane of sacrifice and ser-
vice, and thus adds another lustre to
the national honor.

Russia’s Tug of War.
Russia is sinking lower and lower
into the bog of internal dissension. It
is just as well to resign ourselves to
the fact that this is one of the cases
in~<chigk: “the survival of the fittest”

is to be expect ‘We may hope for
the survival ;ﬂg!?t’he best in the pro-
cess. but this is problematic in the
meantime.

The struggle is between the forces
of enarchy, or license, on oOne hand,
and of possible militarism and dicta-
torship on the other. It is not a
struggle hetween liberty and order. If
that were all Kerensky and Korniloff
would mrobably be able to compose
their differcnces in short order. The
breach has apparently  gone too far
now for accommodation, and it is im-
possible to say what will be the out-
come. We maintain our confldence in
the Russian people as a nation; but

it may take a long time for the ebul- |

litions of social and national feeling
t6 settle down-to calm and tranquillity
once more.

There is much to be saild on both
sides. XKerensky is the representative
of the progressive, social, democratic
and anti-autocratic elements in the
nation, Korniloff is not less demo-
¢ratic or progressive, no doubt, but he
represents the indispensable elements
of law and order, and he must be con-
scious of the hopeless condition into

‘survive at ‘all, must conquer. The
‘situation in Russia demangs compro-
mise. But the pro-German element
does not know the meaning of the
word. , Hven - their outwgrd compli-
ance i{s merely a ptudent step tovards
funther 'war. The aristocracy rarely
compromise. They stand always for
their pound of flesh, in hopeless arro:
gance. The Maximalists and all their
kind, anarchists, nihilists, socialists or
various Brdem. are. all against com-
promise. They all think thgdr n?.mwes
is the infalliblé - remedy. Sensible
people acquiesce in the cpurse agreed
upon by the majority. Nobody ever
had a majority in Russia yet, so that
there is no sbtandard for the new en-
ginemen to gauge by. " [ i

No doubt both Kerensky and Korni-
loff are equally conscientious in think-
ing each that he is right. But ‘it ‘will
only be the final decision that will en-
title us to form a judgment of the
situation.

Venereal Disease.

Another step was taken yesterday, in
the permanent organization of an ad-
visory committee ‘on venereal disease
for Military District No. 2, to combat
what is regarded by the authgrities as
the greatest menace that society row
confronts, and scarcely exclusive of the
war, since these diseases affect” the
stamina and the efficiency of the
troops, and add an almost intolerable
burden to the vast expense already .in-
curred in training, equipping and
transporting men ' who subsequently
prove. useless thru this cause,
Legislation is being sought in sev-
eral directions. The control of quack
medicine vendors, and even of regular
but careless practitioners, who do mot
take pains or have not the requisite
skill' to know whether @ -penmanent
cure has been effected, is comsidered
necessary by the health authorities,

' In New York 5000 die yearly
from syphilis or its attendant com-
plications. It causes gbout half of all
abortions and mis es. Perfectly
innocent people are liable to contract
this disease by personal contact, even
of the hands, or by articles -with
which the diseased person has beeén in
contact, such as towels, drinking
glasses, pipes, It is & much more
dangerous disease fthan smallpox or
diphtheria or any of the other infec-
tious diseases which are reported, and
for. which patients are quarantined.
Yet people affected by sexual disease
are allowed to mix with the general
public, they aré not quarantined, and
the health authorities have not even

the power to insist that they should

be cured of their pestilence. The Néw
York department of health states that
“ten out of every hundred people have
syphilis, Eight out of every ten men
and five out of every ten women have
had gonorrhoea at least once.”

To protect the rising gemeration, to
inform : the present generation and
remedy their ills if possible, and to
prevent the excessive drain upomn the
health and virility of the mation aris-
ing almost entirely from fignorance of
the public concerning these things, and
the reluctance of mearly everyone to
face the conditions, is the object of the
advisory committee. The work is so
important and the fleld so large that
the co-operation of all who are in a
position -to assist will be cordially
welcomed. . y

The’ economists have for years
telling us that there is no way of
regulating the action of the law of
supply and demapnd in determining
prices. The fact is that this law is
not immutable, that its operation is
constantly controlled, and that any de-.
finiteness in its action has-been cen-
tradicted more than ever since the
war. At the same time, it is possible
to say that the operation of the law
itself has not been affected, but that
only the supply or the demand has
been forcibly regulated. Thus, where
a definite price is set for a commodity,
it may be argued that as no one is
permitted to buy or sell above or be-
ijow this price all demand ceases for
the product at a price higher, and all
'supply at a price lower than that
fixed, and that hence the law continues
to operate. This is, of course, merely
a_ quibble, as such an instance is ac-
tually the case of an artificial law en-

forcible by penalty overriding the gen-
eral law of economics.

It should, however, be clearly under-
stood that often the most effective
method of accomplishing a price-regu-
lating purpose is not by a forcible in-
terference with the working of the
edonomic law, but by an artificial va-
riation of either supply or demand in
order to permit the economic law to
work under altered conditions, This is
the meams adopted by trusts and com-
binations to enhance prices,.and is the
only means open to them. The gov-
ernment, on the other hand, can use
not only this method, but can if me-
cessary enforce direct price legisla-
tion by imposing personal penalties
for infringing it.

So far as food prices are concerned,
regulation thru the control of imports
and exports is comparatively easy in
maintaining a minimum price for
staples where home consumption ex-
ceeds home production, and & maxi-
mum price where the contrary is true.
In Cemada our production of food is
far in excess of our consuyfiption, and
export regulations can keep prices
down to any desired point. The ome
chief danger against which we must
guard is not 'to establisk this price-
level so low as to lessen production,
which during the war must: be
kept as great as possible. It is there-
fore necessary to ‘see to it that the
producer shall receive a price which
shall yield him an adequate profit af-
ter taking into account the increased
cost ofy production, and further to
stimulate production, not only on the
dollars and cents basis, but by urging
it .as a patriotic duty. Both moral
and economic influence should be used
to make thé farmer grow all that his
farm can be made to yield, together
with regulations dn the direction of.
future productiveness, such as for-
bidding the butchering of immature
stock. 7

If the total production of a country
exceed by only 10 per cent. the de-
mand for home consumption, the price
of the 90 per gent, used at home will
be governed by the price of the ex-
portable 10 per cent., unless the lat-
ter be -artificially sequestrated.’ This
is because no particular 10 per cent.
constitutes the surplus, but it ‘may be
drawn from amy part of the total
production. I.ower prices than the

been because in such case the foreign buy-consequently the

ers would not take what was offered
as surplus, but would buy the cheap-
er product available at home, and
what was offered as surplus would
not be exported but wouid go- back
into home consumption. . Higher
prices cannot prevail, because the
home consumer would not buy what
was offered for home use, but would
buy the lower-priced surplus, and an-
other 10 per cent. of the ‘production,
would in turn become surplus and ke
worth only export value.

It is thu$ evident that in regard to
all food staples of which a surplus is
produced in Canada the government
can absolutely control wholesale
prices by limiting exports, and pub-
lishing export values. This can, be
done in either of two ways. The pri-
vate owner may be allowed to arrange
his own foreign sales, but permission
to export may be withheld so long as
prices are above the determined fig-
ure. - The way to accomplish  this
would be to forbid exportation’ except
under permissive licenses, to be taken
out for each export shipment, and to
refuse such licenses until prices were
at the desired level. The other method
is for the government itself to offer a
fixed price, preferably at the point of
export, and to forbid all private ex-
portation. . Under existing circum-
stances the government can fully pro-
tect itself by making this price one
at which it can resell the staples, at
cost if so desired or even at a profit,
either to the imperial government or
the allies, or to“mdutrals. If this price
be high enough to allow the producer
a profit, he has no right to complain

exorbitant profit, and both home con-
sumer and the foreign buyer will be
benefited, as well as the government
itself and the taxpayers, If it decides
to sell at/ a profit. It is & practical
method of commandeering the ex-
mortable surplus at the price deter-
mined, and at the same tinme relieving
the general public by making the
home price conform to that which the
government has fixed as just. .

The working of. such a gystem and
the ease and swiftness with which it

| 'may te put into effect is admirably

ilustrated by what has been done in
regard to Canadian cheese, The price
of cheese up to the late spring has
been subject to most violent fluctua-
‘tions, and was governed only by the
cpinion of speculative buyers as to the
future course of the market. Cheese
prices on the same day varied at dif=
{ferent factories as much as two or
three cents a peund. This uncertainty
as to the value of milk for checse-
making also affected injurinusly the
stability and price of wother dairy pro-
ducts. Late this spring individual ex-
portation was stopped, and on behalf
of the British Government, which es-
tablished cheese prices in England, a
price of 21 3-4 cents a pound was of-
fered at Montreal for cheese of a fixed
grade packed in_a specified manner:
Instantly all fluctuation of price ceas-
ed, and cheese which *had sold as high
as 27 cents at the “factory sold: at
prices varying from 20 7-8 cents to
21 3-8 cents. This  variation was
caused by the location of the plants
with different freight rates and the
glightly varying costs of packing. The

If such a system be put into opera-
tion, the only other matter requiring
regulation to govern prices of staples
at home would be tlic spread between
retail and wholesale prices, and this
éan be justly regulated in accordarnce
with conditions prevailing in different
localities. If this profit of the middle-
man be- linited - it may result in
forcing some middlemen into produc-
tive pursuits, and while this might
work hardship in individual instances
it would be to,the economic benefit of
Cannda as a whole, as the middleman
is ‘economically only a necessary evil
The fact that there are more sShops
than are neaded to supply the -wants

of the causes of the high cost of Jiv-
ing. The coumpetition between thom
L.does not reduce prices, but on the con-
trary, their number and consequent
limited business increases the cost of
cperation and permits the few large
and efficlently managed rctailers to
charge prices which, while slightly
lower than those of the corner grocer-
ies, are high enough to allow them to
make enormous profits at the ¢xpense
of the ultimate consumer,

The Canadian food controller has
apparently recognized the difficulty of
establishing in Canada prices arbi-
trarily fixed by law, as shas been
necessary in BEurope. It would be dif-
ficult altho not impossible to provide
this’ machinery to enforce such direct
mrice legislation, and the same end
can ‘mucéh{more easily be accomplish-
ed indirectly in some such way as .
have suggested. - It is to be hoped
that the putlic will be promptly in-
formed of the steps which are being
taken, and that they be hastened as.
much as possible, because much dis-
ratisfaction has jbeen caused by the
fact that public announcements and
orders have hitherto been directed to
the consumer, and no statement hag
peen made in regard to proposed
regulations affecting the producer, the

arehouseman, whether or not of
cold storage, the packer. and the
wholesale and retail middleman. Con-
fidence in the food controller® needs
to be made general by such vigorous
action on his part as will convince
the people that he is a strong man,
free from influence by any of the
great interests. A prohibition of the
use of grain in brewing or distilling
would be of great value in this re-
gard.

SWEDEN’S LITTLE SCHEME.

Diverts Labor to Munitions for Ger-
many, and Imports Food From Allies.”

Washington, Sept. 11."Sweden will
be compelled to make definite her po-
sition as a neutral. It has already
been declared definitely that no food-
stuffs or other supplies will be per-
mitted to go to the neutrals for at
least six weeks to give this govern-
ment an opportunity to establish pre-
cisely their trade relations with Ger-
many. It is said the war would be
ended within six months if Swedish
iron exports to Germany were Sbtop-
ped. The Swedes, it is declared, have
drained their country of foodstuffs
by taking from the food-producing in-
dustries vast numbers of men and
placing them in the iron mines amd the
munition factories which have sprung
up since the war began.

Elaborate Machinery.

The bill does not content itself
merely with digfranchising naturaliz-
ed aliens of enemy origin and enfran-
chising the female relatives of - sol-
diers, Mut goes on to provide machin-
ery for a federal franchise in every
part of Canada, Some clauses of the
Dominion Elections Act are incorpor-
ated in the new bill, Others are re-
ferred to, but generally speaking the
Dominion Elections Act itself is re-
pealed, or rather suspended, during
the war.. The bill before the house

On General Korniloff glying an eva-
sive answer. Premier Kerensky cate-
gorically ordered him to come to Pe-
trograd.

He declared in gen-
eral that he would not accept orders
from the preimier.

Opposition to Kerensky.

Premier Kerensky then made to the
cabinet a prolonged report on the sit-
uation, repeating his proposal to form
a directory composed of a small num-
ber of persons. Here the premier met
his first opposition from the constitu-
tional democratic ministers. who de-
clared they were unable to accept the
dictatorship of the directory, and
would consent to remain in the cabi-
net only if all the material concern-
ing revolt and all the plans for the
suppression thereof were submitted to
the cabinet in full.
After a heated debate, during which
M. Kerensky and the Socialist minis-
ters held to the concentration scheme.
the constitutional democratic minis-
ters announced that they would re-
sign. )

Among the Socialists at the Winter
Palace the action of the constitution-
al “democratic ministers was oom*
mented upon as indicating their du-
bious -attitude, which was said to be
natural in view of the fact that a
majority of their party emphatically
supported Gen. Korniloff during the
Moscow conference. .

Pledge Kerensky Support.

While the cabinet was debating the
form the new government should as-
sume. the central executive committee
of the all-Russian councils of depu-
ties held an excited session., at whici
the resolution was unanimously ex-
pressed to support the Kerensky gov-
ernment. ‘Bpoechel were delivered in
behalf of all the parties represented,
and rsolutions as to ncessary meas-
ures were passed.

A Bolsheviki speaker, M. Sokolnik-

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CITY READY FOR

Four Thousand Tons of
Coal in Store.

BOUGHT AT LOW PRICE

Supply Adequaté to Keep All
Civic Buildings and Plants:
in Operation.

“rhty’ week we will have all our
coal for the winter in place,” saild
Property Commissioner Chisholm to a
reporter for The World yesterday. “I
don’t want any publicity regarding it,
tho. Last year the papers gave some
details of the quantities and the
prices, and the coal men kept after
me all winter about it,” said Mr. Chis-
holm avhen asked for further inform-
ation about the kinds and quantities
of ooal required to keep the civic
buildings and plants operating over
the winter.

The total quantity, however, it was
learned, amounts to over 4,000 tons of
both hard and soft coal.

Last year the city had some diffi-
culty, along with other consumiers, in
securing a sufficlent coal supply, and
determined that if at all possible they
would not face another winter with-
out enough coal to see them thru.

Accordingly last April the bulk of
the anthracite coal was ordered and
has been ‘eoming in since, until now
it is practically all placed in the cel-
lars of the various firehalls and other
buildings where it will be used dur-
ing the winter.

The bituminous coal was ordered
between April and June and has been
stored in the most available of the
city’s yards. At the civic abattolr,
which uses over fifteen tons a day,
there are some 700 tons in storage.

hind the abattoir, in part of the
old cattle market, there is a long pile,
almost 200 feet long, fifty feet wide
and running as high as eight feet, in
which it i{s estimated there are some
2,600 tons of bituminous lump and
slack coal. This is the reserve heap
firom which during the winter coal
will be drawn to supply the various
plants under the property commis-
sioner. .

‘While Mr. Chisholm refuses to give
any details this year of the prices at
which this coal was secured, those in
close touch with the fuel business
state that the city has been most for-
tunate in securing its coal.

In one instance it is stated that a
small number of cars were purchased
at $1,400 less than they would have
cost ten days later.

The coal purchased, while showing
a little weathering on top of the pile,
where it has been exposed to the ele-
ments for some time, is all first-class
stuff; and under present conditions it
ig very doubtful i{f the quantity could
be secured at any price, so that local
dealers give unstinted praise to the
way Commisgioner Chisholm and his
staff have looked after the interests
of the city in the matter of fuel for

the buildings in the property depart-
ment.

PAYS WARM TRIBUTE
TO LATE LIEUT. J. GOOCH

Met Death While Going Over
Parapet to Act as
Brigade F.C.O.

Warm appreciation of the courage
and ability of the late Lieut. John
Gooch, C.F.A., is expressed in the fol-
lowing letter addressed to his par-
ents, Mr. and Mrs. F. H. Gooch, 120
Crescent road, by Capt. A. F. Ben-
nett, A.C,,'6th Battery, CIA

“1 couldn/t write you before, as the
battery has been going ever gince
poor: John got killed on the morning
of the 15th. His death has been a
great blow to the battery: but what
a terrible blow it must be to you all.
The men of the battery worshiped
him, and he was one of the most ef-
ficient, conscientious officers I have
ever had. He was going forward with
the infantry to act as F.C.O. for his
brigade on the morning of the at-
tack, and was killed instantly while
going over the parapet of our front
line. His telephonists were all with
him at the time. A volunteer party
went up later in the day to bring
his body out, but were not allowed
to bring it, as there were a great
many wounded to come out first,
so they brought out one of our
wounded men. One of my officers
started out the following morning to
get  him, and they had just started
back when the officer was badly
wounded with one of the men.- The
last officer I had took another party
up and got the body that afternoon,
and he was properly buried well be-
hind the lines here. All the ‘men and
officers of the brigade who could get
away attended the funeral. A photo-
graph of his grave, with the location,
will be forwarded to you by the regis-
tration graves committee. If it is
not, let me know, and I will take it
up with them.

“T was so glad, and know that you
will be, to know that we were able
to get his body. So many ‘of the
boys that go down in an attack are
puried where they fall, unmarked.

“I am enclosing ‘a -list of all his
kit that I am ' forwarding to -you,
care of Cox and Company. Every-
thing that pelonged to him is there
I think, with the exceptio of ‘&
watch that he bought from ordnance
for a pound; this I have taken, the
liberty to keep in the battery until
I can get my own watch rack, which
is being mended. I will forward it
to you then. This watch of John’s
{s the only one in the whole tz
tery that will keep any kind of time.
“Your boy and I were getting to be
great friends, and he used to talk
to me ' about you both. . We were
friends from the start, His death is
a great, loss to us all out here.”
