'NOTIGE OF TUBE SYSTEM

‘Some 6ppne and Others Su pport,
~ But Issue is a Live One and .
- People Are Thinking. -

‘With a view of ascertaining their
ordnions on the subway question, The |
World conducted a canvass of the prin-
cipal merchants, ‘manufacturers and
business men of the é¢ity.

In a great many instances, those in-
terviewed declined te place their views
ou record. The opinion of others was
that while the . tubé &ystem must
eventually be the solution of the -
fic. question, the time had not t
! arrived for the city to tackle the prol
lem by this means: | t

‘“The subway is bound to come soom-
er or later,” sald H. H. Willlams, “‘and
speaking broadly, I am in favor of
the  proposition, but I have not gomne
into' the matter sufficiently
opinion on the proposed .

Douglas Eby of Eby, Blain Co., said:
“I have not giver the matter any
consideration, but I am  inclined to
agree with Controller Geary that they
fnc rushing this' matter on. too quick-
. §

Col. J. Knox Lesiie comsidered that
we should walt f6r some time, and
thoroly investigate the matter from a
f'nancial point of view. He was of
cpinion that the estimate of proposed
eéxpenditure in regard to the construc-
tion of the tube was far too Jow.

Support the Principle.

“I support the subway principle as
an excellent means of nellef to the
working man,” said A. M. Hobberlin
when approacherd on the subject. “He
will be able,to live in a part of the
city where he can breathe, and yet be
able to get to his work in a minimum
of time and at a uniform rate. From
a4 business man’s point of view, the
proposition is also a sound one, as evi-
denced in New York, where investors
are always seeking to invest funds ir
the tube system 'of raflways.” -

Sees Other Solutions.

Mr. P. C. Larkin of the Salada Tea
Co. was asked what his opinion was
on the subway matter. He stated that
he did not think this city:was ripe
for a subway as yet: there were other
solutions for tlre over-crowding of
Yonge-street besides that of the wsub-
way with all its emormous expense.
He believed that the true solution is a
belt line runming on (say) Victorte,
bloor,.,, Yonge and Front-streets, the
former strcet to be opened up as far
north as Bloor, and as far south as
Front, and one track removed Z“rom
Yonge-street. This would enable
any person to get on amy part of
Yonge-st by taking a belt car. To
be sure if they were at (et us say)
Gerrard-street and wanted to go to
the corner of King-street, they would
have to take a car going north to
Bloor-street, come down Victoria, ani
then go up Yonge tn King-street.

*“l think,” he went on to say. “this
would be the true solution of the re-
iief of the traffic on' Yonge-street,and
would in no way interfere with the
Yonge-street merchants, for a passen-
ger would be taken to any pant of
Yonge-street he derired to go.

Why Not Double Deckers ?

“What has always puzzled me is
that the street raiflway have not adopt-
ed the English and continental systorm:
of double-decked cars; with a winding
stairway om the back piatform, and
a closed in top car—a  duplicat: in
comfort to the one undermeath, O7
course the lcaded car would be  prob-
ably 50 per cent. heavier, but there
would be a great saving in er, and
absolutely no Interference with the
present plant of the street railway as
regards wires, etc.,, as these are high
enough now to clear the 'top deck.

“I supposeé there phust be some radi-
cal objections to ~this, because some
years ago I mentioned it to Mr. Flem-'
ing, and, while he scemied to think
well of it at the 1ime, nothing has
been doae along these lines. The adop-
tion of the couble-deck car would re-
lieve traffic on Yonge-street very con-
siderably, ' as only oné car would be
running where two now run.”

E. A. English, when asked for his
views on the matter, said: “Speaking
from a real estate man’s point of view,
I think it would be a mattling good
proposition. ‘It would maise the value
of property, end I think that any pro-
rosition that would tend to dncrease,
‘the value of surmunding property or to
beautify. the city should be helped
along.”

corn, the Dominion is facing one of the
great sanitary problems of modern
times. The hope of the situation is im-
mediate action, To say nothing of' the
necesgity of the government's rigidly en-
forcing pure .food laws, farmers and
millers should take upon themselves the
duty or inspecting all corn carefully and
of promoting absolutely sanitary con-
ditions in the housing and handlng- of
this staple.

#a sudden rush of blood to the head intthe
flashes of heat which accompany a cold and
severe blowing of the nose produces nose bleed-
ing.

In the majority of cases cold water snuffed
up the nostrils and applied freely to the mnose,
back of the neck and face will check it. By
inserting “ very carefully the tips of the finger
on the side from which the blood is flowing,
so as ta compress the ruptured vessels for. ten
or fifteen minutes, will, in most cases, always
give relief. : !

It is dangerous for anyone, save a physician,
to attempt to plug the nose, for this is a very
delicate bit of work and requires a practiced
hand.

Those who are prone to neuralgia and rheu-
matism will find that relief may be had by
adding a little oil of turpentine to a warm or
kot bath.

Foment the outside of the
face with a hot camomile and poppy head fo-
mentation and apply a small, - white bread and
milic poultice to the gumboil. Renew :fre-
quently. So soon as the pain and swelling have
gisappeared, 1t is best to have the tooth re-
moved.  In cases where decayed and ulcerated
roots have been allowed to remain, disease of
the jawbone has resuited. .
