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Many years ago, as a Christian lady sat on her verandah in
Burmah, a wild jungle boy came hastily through the hedge
exclaiming, * Does Jesus Christ live here?” She endeavored to
explain to him, but there was ever the one earnest appealing cry,
“Does Jesus Christ live here? I want to see him; I want to
confess !”

“What do you want to confess ?” asked the lady.

« What do I want to confess? Why, I lie; I steal; I do
everything bad ; and they say Jesus Christ can save us from hell.
Tell me, does he live here ?”

Then the missionary told the child he could not see his
Saviour with his bodily eyes, but Christ was there. That heathen
boy was won to Christ, and lived to testify of His love.

To- day, ten thousand times ten thousand women and children,
with ideas as vague as that poor boy’s, still know and fee/ there
must be One to save them from their sins. W here can they, in
their ignorance of a Heavenly F ather, turn, but to the servants of
the living God ; but too often they seek for such in vain.

One missionary to a million souls ! We know it ; sometimes

we feel it, but if we fully realized that thousands of souls, since

last we met here, have gone from heathen lands to meet their

God, our heads would be bowed, as we cried, “ O Lord, unto us

belongeth confusion of face ; to the Lord our God belong mercies
and forgiveness.”
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Brother. Yet, like the apostle of old, we would press on. Paul’s
words to the Hebrews seem so appropriate to the work of foreign
missions, to our work : “ For ye have need of patience, that, after
ye have done the will of God, ye might receive the promise.”
We trust we have had the patience and strength to do the will of
God.

We have received the promise ;

God’s words never fail.

We began our work in 1875 with but one really organized
auxiliary—that of Brockville,—which now supports one scholar in
our school in Madeira, India.

To-day we have another in Waterloo, “ The Seek and Save
Society,” formed originally through the untiring efforts of one
young lady

town, where ladies go four and five miles to attend a meeting.
Although organized only in the past summer, they have already
taken a small school and Bible-reader in Etawah, India (under the
Presbyterian Board of the United States), and having a surplus,

donated it to the most worthy mission of Labrador.

We have also an auxiliary in Sarnia, Ontario, aiding in our
school.

During the past month one has been organized in Dundee,
Ontario. Its work lies before it in the year to come. Another
has just been formed this past week at St. Andrews.

Comparing ourselves with those around us, we have done
much.  Looking, as we may, to the lands in darkness and death,
we have done nothing—simply nothing. A few towns have been
interested through us, where there js a dominion with thousands
of women praying for the coming of Christ’s Kingdom, who would
gladly work if they knew what to do, Do we ever tell them of
the fields open, of the work waiting for workers? or do we,
because we have not the gifts of others, do nothing?  Yet there
are those who feel as if it were their individual work,—not one or
two, but many, The blessing will be theirs when the paltry
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and tell those who have never heard the name of Jesus, of the
blood that cleanseth from all sin, should be the work of every

Christian woman. If we cannot go ourselves, one sent by our

gifts and prayers may go to do that work. Have we failed in

It is all peace—all peace ; I have nothing to do now
only to wait for Jesus to come and take me home’ Was it not
worth a sacrifice to have taught some poor, helpless heart so to
rest upon Jesus, to have helped one soul to stand at the gate of
eternity without fear ? And will not the blessedness of heaven
be ten-fold more blessed if these shall stand with us on that day,
souls who would never have found their way thither but for us.
Will there be any redeemed ones at heaven's gates to welcome
you and me, when called home, or will we stand there alone ?”

With this solemn thought, we would close our report of the
Canadian Woman’s Board of Foreign Missions for 1875. A few
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hours yet remain. In these hours, earnest resolves may be prayet-
fully made. We can ask few richer gifts of God’s Spirit than to
enable us, in the year to come, t0 work for Him in a cause we
love so well. So will we be blessed ourselves, and heathen
women will greet us at heaven’s portals, as we hear our Master’s
voice saying, “ Inasmuch as ye have done it to the least of one
of these, you have done it unto Me.”

After remarks by the President, and the reading of the
Secretary’s and Treasurer’s Reports, Mrs. Chandler, of Madura,
Southern India, gave a most interesting account of her work
there to a large audience.

A delightful social tea-meeting was held in St. Andrew’s
Church Lecture-Room, where Mrs. Chandler told of her work in
a most informal manner. Later, a public Missionary Meeting
was held in the Church, Rev. Gavin Lang in the chair.

Rev. Dr. Wilkes made the opening prayer.

Brief addresses were made by Rev. Canon Baldwin, Rev. G.
H. Wells, and Rev. J. F. Stevenson.

Rev. Mr. Chandler gave a most interesting account of his
mission work in India, of the power of caste, the seclusion of
wives and mothers, making woman’s work for women so important.
