TOKJO, Dec. 28—The twenty-fourth 
Diet was formally opened at 10 today by 
the emperor, who delivered the speech 
from the throne in the bouse of peers. 
The emperor lair stress on the increasing­
ly cordial relations with foreign' powers 
and the important bearing on peace in 
the far east of the entante cordiale with 
Russia and France by Japan. He dwelt 
on the importance of the more careful de­
liberation jft fiscal measures and said he 
expected the concurrence of the Diet in the 
budget which would be presented by the 
government. The opening scene in the 
upper house was a brilliant one. The 377 
members composing the house were in 
full evening dress, while the members of 
the diplomatic corps were dressed in full 
uniforms. The emepror was driven to and 
from the Diet in a closed carriage under 
escort of a company of lanoers. The re­
plies of the two houses to the speech from 
the throne will be short and formal replies 

.will be presented to his majesty at the 
palace later in the day after which the 
presidents of both houses will report back 
to their respective houses the emperor’s 
appreciation, and both houses will adjourn 
for three weeks, at which time the busi­
ness of the session will commence.

The overwhelming majority of the gov­
ernment in the Diet makes it improbable 
that there will be any extended debate, al­
though there may be some on the finance 
and emigration questions. It is generally 
understood, however, that all the leaders 
are practically agreed on the government’s 
policy looking toward the restriction, of 
emigration. It is probable that * motion 
of lack of confidence in the cfihMtet .will 
be introduced because of the proposé! 
crease in taxation, which is unpopular 
with Ike masses. The motion may pos­
sibly pass in view of. the fact that this 
is the last session of the Diet.

The general election will oedhr in the 
spring, at which time a new Diet will be 
chosen.

liquor law than he does 
wboden dolls in Hungary. 

If he has invested his money in American 
bonds, he is completely apathetic concern­
ing the juggling of civic finances by which 
taxes may be raised or unwise obligations 
be incurred. The board of aldermen could 
sell the city hall for sixty cents without 
their making any opposition or taking a 
hand in the game. Their apathy is a veri­
table hippotamus hide, completely invuln­
erable except around the pockets.

This is the kfad of man most dangerous 
of all in a comnpinity. At. best he is a 
dead weight and a clog. He refuses to as­
sume that responsibility for the proper 
conduct of civic affairs which is a part of 
every good citizen’s .task. He refuses to 
take a hand in the making of wise laws 
or in putting in force those already made. 
Concerning all such matters he is as indif­
ferent as a sheet iron statue or a stone 
dog. He doesn’t care what is the margin 

government contract if it doesn’t 
take a slice off his own salary. The coun­
try might be bought by the United £>tates 

pendant for its Philippine necklace 
without his apathy being punctured.

He is an anarchist. There is an anarch­
ist who disregards law, and there is an­
other who permits laws to be disregarded. 
If there is a difference between the two, 
it is in favor of the former. The latter is 
the more contemptible, and the more to he 
feared. The fact that he may be a man 
cultured, refined, reputable, only adds to 
the danger and to his civic sin. If he is 
safe himself, then he should help to save 
others.

Against this subtle anarchy let us guard. 
A city can only attain its best and largest 
life when each citizen in it recognizes his 
individual responsibility in the enactment 
and enforcement of law in the interest of 
good citizenship. Apathy is anarchy. It 
is to be justified only in the dead.

The company desir­
ed to be relieved of this call at Halifax 
and that St. John be the terminus for 
their ships, for mails as well as passen­
gers. Such an alteration, had it material­
ized, woud have been of the greatest bene­
fit to St. John. No doubt the proposed al­
teration was sought directly for the con­
venience and advantage of the company. 
Granted tiat it was so. Would not the 
request, if granted, be attended with dir­
ect benefits to this port? Would it 
have materially enlarged the recognition 
and the reputation of this city, now call­
ed the “Winter Port of Canada”?

Each succeeding season demonstrates 
propriety and consistency of the re­

quest. The “Empress” ships have proven 
beyond all doubt that Canadians general­
ly are supplied with the mails earlier by 
being brought to St. John direct, than 
being landed at Halifax. Besides this had 
the request been granted, such was its 
form, that no injustice would have been 
done (p Halifax or its people.
