On Saturday, for the sum of $13,000,

John Russell, jr., secured the bonds and
the controlling interest in the Carleton
Electric Light Co. The money was paid
by check to William Bruckhof, and the
deal closed. A small balance of stock was
transferred to Mr. Russell this ‘morning,

At the outset the old company asked
$25,000 for the property.

The purchase includes the plant, fran-
chises, wharf and dockage rights, and
everything owned by the old company.
It was bought by Mr. Russell as a busi-
ness speculation, He has already had
an offer that would yield him a large
profit on the transaction.

Sooner. or later the city must resume
control of the dockage rights under lease
to the company. When that is done,
whoever the owners then may be, the
city must pay for® wharf and buildings
and improvements, since that is pro;vided
in the lease. The property includes a
Jease of five water lots, extending 250 feet
into the harbor.

To show that the city must ere very
long resume full possession of these lots
for ferry purposes, it is only necessary
to mote what is being done on the west
side. In th* extension of berths for
steamers it will be mecessary within a
very few years to dredge out Rodney slip
to a depth of 30 feet at Jow water, When
that is done the present Redney wharf
will have to be removed, or it will sim-
ply fall into the slip. Then the ferry
must go above the slip that is under
lease to the N. B. Southern Railway and
use the one now under lease to Mr. Rus-
sell.

But apart from ﬁu# %here 13 the con-
sideration of. the framchise. The company
has a franchige for lighting on the east
side, and for other purposes, under the
act of 1899, Had the ity purchased from
Mr. Bruckhof it would have had this fran-
chise. How far it may succeed in getting
one from the legisliture, after refusing
to purchase. this ome, remains to be seen.
Should the city purchase from Mr. Rus-
gell it would, of course, secure all these
rights. :

Electric lighting on the west side was
originated about 1885 when the firm of
D. €. Qlark & Son commenced business,
and -procured a contract for the street
lighting. In course of time the concern
wae converted into a limited. company an
eventually the 'assets and franchise were
transferred to the Carieton Electric Light
& Power Company. Previous to the trans-
fer the: city obtained legislation author-
izing the purchase of D. C. Clark & Son,
Limited, and providing that the city
should have exclusive rights on the west
side and the privilege of operating on the
east side and in Lancaster. The common
council, however, refused to act on the
legishation and the transfer was made to
the company above mentioned. More re-
ceatly there was a strong sentiment in
the coumncil in favor of making the pur-
chase but on the advice of the recorder
it was. decided to obtain additional legis-
lation to secure without question all the
rights and privileges held by D: C. Clark
&-Son, Limibed, it being considered doubt-
ful if the Carleton Electric Light & Power
Company could transfer the franchise. The
legislation was paseed at the last session
of the legislature but a special section
was added to protect the.existing rights
of any other corporations.

New York Plan Has Proved

Successful---A Free Exhiti.
in Boston.

NEW YORK, Nov. 11—The Columbia

announced the favorable results of a plan
for the cure of tuberculosis which the
faculty has been using in an _experimental
way for the past two years. The cures,
they report, have. been effected regularly,

with a muen smalier expense than is re-
quired to treat the patient in a private|
sanitarium. The college began its work,
in 1902 and early in 1903 a plan of cam-
paign was put into operation by Dr. Jas.
A. Milier, with the co-operation and sup-
port of Professor James. In 1904 and
1905 this plan was carried out by Dr.
Linsly R. Williams, who held the Proud-
fit fellowship in medicine, and by ' the
other physicians in the department.

The plan consists in treating the patient
at the clinic ‘and his home. His history
and physical examination are carefuily|
recorded on special charts, and advice is|
given both verbally and on printed &lips, |
instructing him how to live a sanitary |
life, how he may obtain the three main|
aids for the resteration of his hea.th,
namely—fresh air, rest and good food;
how his disease may thus be arrested and
cured, and how he ought to protect
others. Medicine is given to him when
necessary, a slight charge being made if
he is able to pay it. Each patient is p.aced
in the care of a visiting nurse. Her work
is of great value, both to the doctor and
to the patient. She visits the patient and

Puzzle Even the Old

(Montreal. Witness).
The financial situation today
and perplexing. The money  stringency
alone is not the unusual feature, but ‘the
combination of untoward factors has made
a position of the greatest imaginable difficul-
ty. Henry Clews, the financial expert, con-
fesses he is puzzled. It is expected at this
time of the year that money will rule high,
owing to the heavy movement of crops from
the grain-growing centres, but there appears
to have been a greater demand on the cash
reserves for this purpose than heretofore.
Every year it is stated that the interior will
be able to finance its own crop movement,
and every year the same cry of eastern as-
sistance is heard. The .situation in this res-
peéct was more strained than ever this year,
owing to the excessively heavy production
of wheat, corn, cotton, and other fruits of
the soil. Railway capacity has this year been
taxed *to the utmost limit, and aithough
great preparations were made to meet the
increased traffic, reports of traffic blockades
have been arriving dlmost daily. This is
the situation .that has tq be met by railway
and banking authorities. The former to
moye and -the latter to rclease, and it is
not surprising that a deadlock has taken
place in both cases. Then there is the un-
settling Russian situation. It is not easy ‘'to
foreshadow even a day ahead what news will
come from the eruptive continent. The in-
timate financial relationship between .that
country and France presents one of the
greatest problems in the present financial
position, and jeopardizes the whole Euro-
pean and American situation. With two
thousand million dollars invested in Rus-
sia, it is really surprising that France does
not become feverishly sensitive to the vari-

own issue. The two loans make the tremen-
dous 'total of more than half a billion dol-
lars, and will have to be provided for with-
in perhaps the next six or ten months. Of
course, with money ruling at the present
high rate, the market price of securities has
suffered to a large extent, and liquidation
in stocks is going on:apace both in New
York and Canada. The local market is in
a good technical peosition and may not be
much reduced, exeepting in-a few {isdlated
cases where the bulls have got ot of hand
and the stock has been carried away above
a fair investment level. "It is difficult, how-
ever, for this market to withstand a bear
raid on New York stocks, so intimately con-
nected are the two markets, in a sentimental
as well: as practical way. Investors may
now look around to good purpose and pick
up some reliable .dividend stocks, as not-
withstanding the good 'local position -there
will be many weak holders shaken out of
the market if anything like a panic should
follow the extreme conditions now ruling
on the New York market.

SCHEME WAS
SUCCESSFUL

Remarkable Engineering Feat
at Niagara---Dam Buiit Up-
right and Then Toppled Over

NIAGARA. FALLS, Nov. 9—One of the
most remarkable schemes in the history
of hydraulic engineering was tested here
today, and proved a practical success,
when the dam tower, built by the commis-
gioners of the Queen Victoria Niagara
Falls Park, to raise the water in the city
waterworks intake, was tipped into the
river and became a dam in fact. An im-
mense crowd were on hand to see the
tower take the plunge, and there was a
notable gathering of civil and ‘hydraulic
engineers, contractors and others inter-
ested in hydranlic works. Several park
commissioners and officials and the mayor,
aldermen and watet  commissioners of
the city were also on hand. The tower
as it stood was about seventy feet high
and seven feet square. The lower twenty
feet were of timber, the rest of solid con-
crete in six sections.

The lofty struoture was tipped over by
means of jacks, the operation taking abont
fifty minutes. As the tower lost its bal-
ance the third section from the bottom
broke across. The great mass of concrete

THE TOWER DAM

was almost parallel with the surface of
the water as it struck. There was a re-
port like that of a large cannon,’a jet of
water shot nearly & hundred feet in the
air, and a broad sheet of water, contain-
ing many large boulders, shot out from
under the dam in each direction.” When

in the river in the position it was design-
ed to occupy, but only part of it is sub-
merged. The section next the top struck
a boulder and broke in two, but as large
chains run through the whole length of the
stracture, bedded in the concrete, neither
of the broken sections can get. out of
place. The uneven bed of the river causes
the great blocks of concrete to lie in
rather fantastic positions; yet, on the
whole, the dam is pretty nearly where it
is wanted. It lies almost at Tight angles
from the shore, just below the ice rack
of the intake, and is right in the way of
a fast and deep current. A arrier reef
of rocks farther out in the Stream throws
the water between the dam and the in-
take.

Broke up Five Places on Saturday and Secured Much In-|
criminating Evidence---Intend to Completely Eradicate‘

the Evil from Bgston.

Boston, Nov. 11—Twenty »detectives,
headed by police captain Jos. Dugan and
Lawrence Cain, made a sensational decent
this afternoon upon five offices on Tre-
mont street, where it is alleged, illegal

operations have been performed on an
extensive scale, and although the ra.us
did not result in any arrests, the police
found considerable material which will
1id them in 'the future. In each of the
ottices were found ‘surgical instruments.

The action of the police today was the
result of disclosures which have come to,
light recently in connection with the death

: of Susan Geary, the victim of the suit
case tragedy, whose death followed an il-
legal operation at the office of Mrs. Jane
Bishop, and the more recent operation
performed on Lola O. Ried, a girl of West
Newfield. The raids were determined up-
on early in the day and it was planned
to visit the establishments of Doctors
Butler, Emmons, Williams, Ames and
Bishop, the last three named being women
physicians. Twenty officers received their
instructions at Station 4, and accompanied
by photographers and police surgeons, they
were sent away in squads of fours shortly
before 2 o’clock. The officers timed their
arrival so that each office would be enter-
ed at the same time.

No one was found at the offices of Mrs.
Dr. Ames, and Dr. J. W. Emmons, at
163 and 170 Tremont street, respectively.
The Bishop office was also deserted. . At
the Butler office Dr. Lewis was found.
He is the husband of Annie Brown who
was sentenced to five years imprisonment
recently for performing a criminal opera-
tion at the Bishop office. Three -young
women were found at the Williams office.
.They explained their presence by the
statement that they were waiting for the
doctor.

An effort was made to prevent the
officers from entering Dr. Butler’s office,
but the policemen promptly smashed in
the doors and proceeded to search the
premises. X

The establishment which held the most
interest to the raiders was that of Dr.
Bishop. It was here that a great part of
the evidence was gathered, and it was
here that officers learned the method of
disguise adopted by the persons perform-
ing operations. The police broke in the
glass door after repeated rapping on the
door had failed to bring any response.
There are five rooms connected with the
placg. The parlor, which looks out on
the common, is elaborately furnished in
blue and gold. The door of the safe was
opened and papers were strewn about the
floor, indicating the hasty departure of
the persons connected with the office.

For Thirty Years He Was a

Philip Palmer, J. P.,
who was for many years in the early part
of the last century M. P. P. for West-
morland county, which at that time in-
cluded the present county of Albert.

He was educated at Mount Allison Aca-
demy and: college, and was
student-at-law at Fredericton in the hilary
term 1867.

His relatives in this city are his |
cousine—Miss Fannie E. Palmer, of Quecni
square, and Stephen W. Palmer, barrister, |
of Princess street. For some years Mr:|
Palmer had spent his summers in Hamp-
ton and in 1894 he built the beautiful rt’ri-'
dence.

office in St. John.

In politice Mr. Palmer was a Libcral-l
Conservative and always took an active|
part in working for the good of his party. |

with a strong public sentiment behind it. !
After Mr. Palmer became a resident of!
