which does not enfold the rudiments of a tree that
would strike its roots in the soil, und lift its brafches
toward the heaveus, und brave the storms of a hundred
winters, It needs for this but a hundful of soil, to
receive the acorn as it falls, a little moisture to nou-
rish it, and protection from violence till the root iy
struck. It needs but these ; and these it does need,
and these it must have ; and for want of them, trifling
us they seem, there is not one out of a thousand of
those innumerable acorns which is destined to become
8 tree. =

Look abroad through the cities, the towns, the
villages of our beloved country, and think of what
materials, their population, in muny parts already
dense, and every where rapidly growing, is, for the
most part, made up. It is ot hfeless enginery, it is
not animated machines, it is not brute Leasts, trained
to subdue the earth; it is rational, intellectual beings.
There is not a mind, of the hundreds of thousands in
our community, that is not capable of making large
progress in useful koowledge; no one cun pre-
sume 10 tell or limit the number of those who are gift-
ed with all che talent required for the noblest discove-
vies.  They have uaturally all the sences and all
the faculties—I do not say in as high a degree;
but who shall say in no degree P—possessed by
Newton, or Frankiin, or Falton. It is but a lit:
which is wanted to awuken every one of these minds
to the conscious possession and the active exercise of
its. wonderful powers. But this little, generally
speaking, is indispensable.  How much more wonder-
ful an instrument is un eye than a telescope!  Provi-
dence has furnished this eye; Lut art must contribute
the telescope,or the wouders of the heaven remain un-
noticed. It is for want of the little, that human means
must add to the wonderful capacity for improvement
born in man, that by far the greatest part of the intel-
lect, innate in our race, perishes undeveloped and un-
known. When an acorn falls upon an unfavorable
epot, and decays there, we know the extent of the
loss j—it is that of u tree, like the one from which it
fell ;—but when the iutellect of a rational being, for
want of culture, is lost to the great ends for which it
was created, it is & loss which no one can measure,
either for time or for eternity.—Edward Evcrett.

Its rich orange green contrasts finely with
the dark and somewhat gloomy tioge of the fir, and
with the lighter green of the deciduous trees. The
pine too makes a beautiful tree when it has its growth
out of the thick forest, and it attains a great size.

New VeceTanLe.—Amongst the numerous
newly-introduced vegetables, none has been
found so highly and generally useful for al-
most every culinary purpose where fruit is re-
quired, as the Tobolsk rhubarb. I'he culii-
vation and general management is the most
simple ; the most inexperienced may obtain
asupply of early stalks without possessing
an inch of land ; every family from the no-
bleman to the cottager, would do well 10
possess it, the quality and flavour being su-
perior to all other varieties.

Russia AND CircAssia.—A letter from Galatz,
in Wallachia, 18th ult., in the Augsburg Guzette,
states that the Circassians have never shown so much
resolution and courage as recently. They no longer
confine themselves tn skirmishes, but fall upon the
Russians in the open field, and attack their fortresses,
which they take before relief can be received by
sea, putting their garrisons to the sword, and earrying
off the erms and smmunition, of which they were
much in want.

The natural resources of New-Zealand, which are
immediately available to foreiguers, are her forests of
timber and her fields of flax, hoth of which ere at pre-
sent, and will doubtless become of still greater im-
portance to the British nation, und her rising and in-
teresting  Culonies of Australisa—of the former of
these, there are considerable variety, some that are of
excellent quality not only for house-building, but aleo
for the construction of vessels, masts, and spars for
the navy.

The following shart account of a few of the princi-
pal trees will be found correct : —

1.—The Kauri. (Dammari Australis, or pinus
Kauri.) This tree is of large size, measuring from 85
10 90 feet in height, and from its lightness is admira-
bly adapted for the topmasts of the largest vessels,
and for every purpose of house-building. Some
spars of this species have been sold in London as high
us £200 each.

Tansksha (Podcarpus asplenifolius.) This tree
grows to the height of 45 feet, and is from 8 to 9
feet in circumference. 1t is used for all kinds of
out-side work, such as door posts and floors for veran-
das, and is much sought ufrer,

Puriri.  (Vitex litteralis.) This tree, from its ex-
cellent qualities, has been d inated the New Zea-
land osk, It grows from 15t0 30 feet without a

Lranch, and varies from 12 to 20 feet in circumfer-
ence.

Towai. (Genus podocarpus,) is & heavy close
grained red wood, answering all the purposes of the
New South Wales Cedar, but much more durahle
and heavy. It is from 20 to 30 feet in height.

Pohutukaua. (Calistomon ellipticus.) It receives
an excellent polish, and is a handsome substituse for
rosewood. It ie from 16 to 18 feet in height, and
from 4 to 5 feet in diameter.

Hinwu, (Dicera dentata,) is from 60 to 70 feet in
height, und about twenty feet in circumference. The
bark of this tree will dye an excellent black, or light
brown, or puce colour.

Rata. (Taxus Rata.) This is an excellent tree
for ship-building, on account of the easiness’ with
whieh knees msy be cut from it. It isa close-grained
red wood, and is from 20 to 70 feet in height, and
from 18 inches to 7 feet in circumference.

The trade of New Zealand in timber alone from
its general adaptation to building purposes, must, at no
distunt period, prove a considerable source of reve-
oue to that country.

His
Honor, Judge PARKkER, the President of the Auxi-
linry, then, in & short Lut very appropriate and ear-
nest address, inttoduced the Rev. Visitor to the au-
dience.

The following, 88 near as we can give it, is a kind of outline
of Mr. Thomson's statements.

He proceeded to say, that God, after great care and through
many ages, hrought the Bible to a close, and gave it to his
Church, commanding that it should be made known to every
erenture throughout the wide and extended world. But this
commandment, he stated, was neglected in a great degree by
the Chureh, the consequence of which was that the world was
not enlightened, and as a reaction or chastisement for this ne.
glect the Church itself soon darkened, and the light continued
to diminish until the well known historical period came on,
stvled the dark ages, which lasted about one thonsand years.
But blessed be God, he &aid, who in mercy to his Church and to
the world caused the )ight to break through the darkness of
the period of the Reformation. Then were the scriptures bro't
to the light, rendered into the common tongues spoken by va-
rious nations, and all were directed to read the seriptures for
themselves, ip order that they might know what the will of
God was that they might obey it. A second time, he obsei ved,
God had poured oot his Spir nd atill more remarkably, at
the Bible Society ara between 30 and 40 yeara ago. Then the
British and Foreign Bible Society arose, whose sole and grand
object was to publieh the word of God alone in its purity, and
without the notes and comments of men. A Society formed
for such an object must needs be, he remarked, of God. But
besides the natural proof of the case, God had soperad-
ded two striking testimonies, besides others, showing after the
clearest manner that the work was according to his will and
for bis glory. The one consisted in the amazing numberof co-
ies of the scriptures which the Society had heen anabled to
asue forth to the world during the 36 years of its existence ;
and the other was in the wonderful number of new versions of
the Bible which the Society had procured through the many
and singular providences that raised up and brought to them
men quulified for the nice and difficult work of translating the
Holy Seriptures. Mr. Thomson then went on to state what
was the simple plan of the Society, consiating of the Central or
Parent Institation in London, and its Auxiliaries, Branches,
and Associations extended over the British Isles and Colonies,
and in severnl foreign Nations, The two items of a Bible So.
ciety's operations he noticed in regard to the portion of terri.
tory or population embraced by it was, first to ascertain by
actual visitation the want of the Scriptures in every house
and family all over the sphere of the Society, and to supply
these wants; aud secondly, to use means for leading every in-
dividun! in pussession of the Bible to contribute something
more or less year by year for the purpose of sending the word
of God to all mankind.

Having made these statements respecting the great valne of
the Bible, and in respect to the work of distributing it over
the world, Mr. Thomson gave some account of his travels in
different parts of the world, and his labours in promoting edu-
cation and the diffusion of the Secriptures. From want of
space and proper recollection we are unable to follow Mr.
‘Fhomson in the various instances mentioned by him where he
succeeded in these two nh}ecu,bpy-md what could have heen ex.
pected, ronsidering the circumstances of the countries and the
people noticed by him. He went first, as we can remembher,
to Buenos Ayres in South America, and then to Chili and Peru
on the same continent. 1n each of these three countries, he
had opportunities of distributing the Scriptures to & conside-
rahle extent in the Spanish language, among their inhabitants,
all of whom are of the Roman Catholic religion. In the same
countries also, in succession, he was employed by their respec-
tive governments to establish schools, into which he got intro-
duced lessons selected from the holy seriptures, He stated
that he was treated with great liberality and kindness by the
Roman Catholic Goveinments and Priests and people of these
new States. Several interesting particulars were mentioned
as to an extensive circulation of the Scriptures, and the ready
tecuption of them by the peaple in general, and to which they
were encouraged by the Priests. We understond him also to
say that a portion of the Seriptures was translated into the an.
cient language of Peru, which is still very extensivelv spoken
in that country. Mr, Thomson went on to state, that being
obliged to leave Peru through the wars that prevailed in it to
#n great an extent as to stand materially in the way of all the
ohjects he was engaged in, he undertook an extensive journey
from that country through Guayaquill, across both the ridges
